Poor feed cannot re-
turn good manure, and poor man-
ure meaas small crops and empov-
erished land. Rich food, fodd rich
tottonseed
meal, gluten meal, linseed meal
(old or new process) is food rich
in nitrogen, the most valuable and
costly element, and it pays the

' farmer well to give his animals a

liberal allowance of those nitro-
genous foods.

It is known that only about
from ten to twenty per cent. of
the protein in the food is retained
by the animal. With this in view
and knowing that protein means
nitrogen and nitrogen means fer-
tifity the farmer should aim to
feed his.cattle on some of those
above mentioned feeds.

The legumes ' such as peas,
clovers, lucerne, etc., are valuable

' nitrogenous foods and should be

fed to the stock if the farmer con-

- siders ‘the fertility of his lands,

especially when he considers that
these plants gather mtrogen from
the air and store it up in their
roots to be made available to the
next succeeding crops. A ton of
timothy hay (2000 lbs,) contains
25.2 per cent. nitrogen, a ton- of
soy beans contains 106. per cent.
and a ton of cottonseed meal no
less than 135.8 per cent. nitrogen.

Cottonseed " meal, soy beans,
etc., are a concentrated form of
food and cannot be fed in large
amounts like roughage such as
hay, but should be fed if the far-
mer knows his business,

LIEUT, BERT GOODRIDGE KILLED.

The firm eof A. Goodridge & Sons
were appriced last evening by a wire
from thc War Office, Londdn, that
Lieut. Bert Goodridge had beepn killed
in acticn in France on October 7tk
past.

THE PLANETS

Anyone with the enthusiasm, or
curiosityy to get up belore sunrise in
the morning may c¢laim as a reward
v glimpse of the mostselusive of the
planets, Mercury. Just before sun-
vise, ifsthere is a (]ear sky in the east
tomorrow, \1et(un can be seen. It is
very near to the sun, and it will ap-
pear to be about the size of a bright
star:  but unlike the stars, Mercury
ices not winkle, it reflecty light from
the sun.

Mercury is to be found to the south

of east. Higher up in the same east-
arn morning sky, Venus is a brilliant
object this month visible before sun-
sise. Mereury and Venus are the
earth’s two inner companionsg in the
aternal solar voyage through space.
Likening the sun to a mighty battie-
ships the planets might be considered
1s a fleet of accompanying cruisers.
fhe Earth would bg one of the small-
er eruisers, Venus would be practic-
ally a sister
Mercury would be in the torpedo boat
lestroyer class. Mars, too, further out
than the earth would be one of the
smaller cruisers.
The smaller cruisers Mercury, Venus,
FTarth and Mars. would seem to be an
inner squadron, forging forever ahead
with’ the great ship of the heavens,
e Sun., As they forge ahead, they
3lso cruise round the Sun: each keep-
‘ng to its appointed orbiy or path.
Further out, as part cf the solar fleet,
chere are four bigger companions of
:he Earth, the planets Jupiter, Saturn,
Uranus and Neptune. Jupiter might
be termed the big battle cruniser of the
3quadron, and the other three would
also be il the battle cruiser class.

Having pictured the Sun with its
2ight attendant planets, Mercury,
Venus, Earth, Mars, Jupiter, Saturn,
Uranus and Neptune, voyaging grace-
“ully through space—each planet
patroliing a path round the Sun—the
wonder of the solar fleet may be fur-
ther unfeolded. Each planet is also
rotating, spinning like a top, en its
>wn axis; and mest of the planets are
1wccompanied by similar cdonsorts or
satellites. The KEarti. has only. one
attendant, namely the Moon. But
mighty Jupiter has four big consorts,
or moons; as anyone can see with
an opera glass, or field glass, on Men-
day night, when Jupiter rigses in the
east as the sun dicsappears from view
in the west.
