New York, Sept. 28—The London
correspondent of the New York Her-
ald this morning says:

“Despitg the efforts of the Germ-

ans to minimize the great Franco-
British victory on the western froat,
I am in a position to say, though both
the London and Paris press deprecate
premature rejoicing, that the results
achieved are far more potential even
than the. victory on the Marne. The
latest figures report the capture of
more than twenty-three theusand
men, and all the special despatches
from the battle front agree that the
German losses were terrific.
. No doubt, as the German commun-
ique reports, there have been heavy
losses in the allied armies, but the re-
sults achieved, the establishment of
the moral superiority of the Franto-
British forces, and the capture of
nearly all the points, on the road 'to
Lille, were worth great sacrifice.

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“THE SITUATION.

Qver the Courier leased wire to-
ddynthere comes the story of further
successes for the Allies. There has
been stiil more advance in the
Artois and Champagne regions, and
the Russians have taken a railway
centre.

The British and the French con-
tinue to hold what they gained by
the memorable advance of Saturday
and ‘Sunday, and counter attacks by
the enemy have been repulsed with
very severe losses to the foe. The
casualties of the Allies will, of course,
also be heavy, but results have fully
warranted the offensive movement.

The Germans, in their official re-
port and in their newspapers, attempt
dispargement of what has been ac-
complished. This is a characteristic
course upon their part. They cannot,
haowever, deny the advance or the fact
that positions which were deemed
to be impregnable after long months
of preparation, were taken with an
onrusM which could not be denied.
The entire outcome has served as a
notice to the world that the Allies
not only mean business, but that they
are each day becoming more and
more capable of discharging the task
ahead of them—the complete and
final smashing of Kaiserism and all
that the term invelves.

As upon every occasion of his pub-
lic appearance, since his memorable
visit to the Oid Land and the front,
Premier Borden was last night ac-
corded a magnificent demonstration
in Toronto. His speeches since his
return have been upon a very high
plane, and he has studiously avoided
anything of a controversial nature.
Sir Robert is one of the first states.
men of the day, not only in a Cana-
dian, but also in an Empire sense. He
is. discharging the duties of a most
onerous period in a way to rightly
earn the unstinted thanks and grati-
tude of people of all classes and »f
political belie..

THE AMERICAN LOAN.

The fact is worth e:nphasizing that
.since (he war started the export of
munitions from the United States has
only iormed a smail part of the total
volurire of igures in this regard. The
reco:d ior tne port of New York for
the week cuding September 11 shows
that if the exports of cartridges went
up from $14,771 to $257,053, the ex-
ports of dry goods went up from
$130,583 to $856,231. If firearms went
up from $17,245 to $191,204, cotton
cloth went up from $210.193 to $534,-
424. If copper ingots increased by
some $540,000 and copper wire by
some $112 000, hardware increased by
some $110,000 and leather by some
$700,000. if manufacturers of brass—
assuming that they were intended for
direct use in war—increased by some
$223,000, and likewise manufactures of
iron and steel by more than $1,350,-
€00, oil cake went up $214,000, cotton.
seed oil $234.000, and oleo nearly
$500,000, while shoes went up $176.000
and sugar some $550,000.

It will thus be seen that the loan
affects general exportations far more
than it does war material. Great Brit-
ain and France are not begging in this

value of $47,000,000, and in this coun-|
try for $39,000,000; giving a gross to-':l
tal of Canadian issues of more thani
$200,000,000, and that in the midst of |
the most serious financial crizis this
country has ever known.

It will be generally recognized as
an extremely satisfactory showing,
and should help to strengthen the
feeling of confidence which is daily
becoming more apparent in all circles
of commercial and financial activity.
There are those who argue that a
good market for bonds is sympathetic
of a bad market for other issues, just
as, in Britain, a rise in the price in
consols is regarded by some auth-
orities as a signal of industrial stag-
nation, because people buy bonds and
consols when they are not sufficiently
assured to venture into the industrial
markets, but the circumstances do not
altogether warrant that standpoint.

The general public will prefer to see
in the brisk demand for municipal and
other similar issues, especally on
such a large scale as Canada has been
able to sell them during the war
period, a symptom of absolute ronfi-
dence in the integral stability of the
country and the first stage towards a
resumption of confidence on a broad-
er scale. The extraordnary demand
for war supplies, covering so large
a field of industrial activity, is an-
other cause for confidence, and one
that is sufficiently permanent .o tide
manufacturers over thefperio® .~ in-
activity in uther directions.

As John Dillon remarked to me,|
“You’d think the chancellor was an- |
nouncing a handsome war bonus .o
be awarded to every poor but de-
serving member of the House.”

The Budget thus served the double !
purpose of providing extraordinary |
financial elasticity and boundless:
resources for Britain, and on the
other hand, evidences of the spirit
of iron but good humored resolution
with which she is ready to carry on
the war, however short or lon, it
may be, to the hour of decisive vic-
tory.

REMARKABLE RECEPTION

The. reception of the budget was
remarkable. even afterward in the
lobbies. Even the millionaires, who
will have to pay only a few hundred
as thirty to sixty thousand pounds
each, were as cheerful as men who
will have o pay only a few hundred
pounds as their share. There was
only one real growl and that was
from the irreconcilable Free Traders
who see in the import duties even
when confined to such luxuries as
motors, the thin edge of Protection.

When the Chancellor announczd)
that. there would be no new tax «n |
whiskey, all eyes turned to Mr. Red-
mond and Mr Dillon and to the mem- |
bers of the Irish party, who had|
come in large numbers from Irelandi
for the first time in many months.
and the meaning smile was followed
by the suggestion in the lobby that
the “little finger” of the Irish party
was still ominpotent in the British
government.

Although every financial
agrees that the whiskey tax
so high as to make any increase
fruitless and perilous, it was als>
recognized that any attempt to in-
crease it would arouse the hostility
of the Irish party, and the desirs
on the part of the government to con-
ciliate Irish opinion made it pause
before proposing such a tax.

There has never been a week since
the Irish party came into existence
which has so clearly revealed the
inner power of John Redmond in its
councils as the one just ended. Al-
though the party has never been so
reticent in public, apart from its in-
fluence on the budget, the presence
of the Irish and:John Dillen’s speech-
es are the main factors in stemming
the tide which has turned so strongly
in favor of conscription. The move-
ment for compulsory military service
was at one time within an ace of
carrying Mr. Asquith and the cabineti
in its fush, and with the cabinet won
over it would have been a short step
lt_o rush the houses of Parliament into
ine.

POWERFUL SPEECHES

Mr. Dillon, however, made two of
the most powerful speeches of his
life, and raliied the democratic Eng-
lish as well as the Irish and com-
pelled the conscriptionists to slow
down.

Thus, for a moment, the conscrip-
tion movement is quiescent and -t
is the general impression that it will
never be carried. The Radicals and
Trade Unionists, the chief oppo-
nents of the movement hold a great
hope that the popular methods of
recruiting which are now in use will
succeed in bringing at least anothar
m}llion men into Kitchener’s army |
within the next twelve months
by this result quiet the demand
drastic means for raising recruits.

The other day I received a visit
from an ‘interesting man who rep-
resents a type I had never met be-
fore.

It has
been regarded by all of us as a small
though heroically gallant nation,
something in isolation from all west-
ern Europe and merely one of the
many small states of the Balkans.

The real conception of Serbia is
that it is the Motherland and the
banner bearer of a race numbering
something like 25,000,000; that, in
short, there is a small Serbia and
a Greater Serbia, the.Greater Serbia
being outside its own frontiers.

HISTORY OF MOVEMENT.

The history of this movement is
especially interesting to me as ani
Irishman, for the analogies with Irish
life are extraordinarily close. For in-
stance, the Croat is a Serb just as
much as the Serb, speaking the same
tongue, although it is printed in a dif-
ferent alphabet and having the same
blood. There is this momentous dif-
ference, however, that the Croat is a
Catholic and the Serb an Orthodox.
Until some years ago this difference
of religious faiths led to conflicts
between the Catholic Croat and the
Orthodox Serb like the conflicts be-
tween Catholics and Orangemen in
Ulster. There was even the additional
likeness; on certain days of ine year
in towns of southern Hungary. as
in Belfast in northern Ireland, the!
Croat wrecked the shops of the Serbs |
and the Serbs wrecked the shops of
the Croat.

A great Catholic, Bishop Stross-
meyer, whom I remember as a PoOw-
erful figure in the Vatican conclave
which proclaimed Papal infallibility,
was the first to make the attempt
to sink these religiogs differences in
the common cause of the emancipa-
tion of the Serb race. The movement
which he started gathered strength

Croat and Orthodox Serb are work-
ing like brothers for the creation of
the Greater Serbia.

COMPLICATED PLANS

This problem has even already
complicated the plans of the Allies.
There is a very keen contest among
the Slavs and the Italians with re-
gard to many of the regions of
Southern Hungary. Many townxs
bear Italian names to-day, Ragusa
for example, which are really almost
entirely Slav in population. The
Slavs look with horror on the pros-
pect of these Slav regions being
handed over to Italian control.
Though little is said about it in the
papers, the Slavs suspec that in
their anxiety to win over Italy the
Allies surrender more Slav ground
to Italy than she is entitled to.

Some of the troops which to-day
are fighting the Italians on the Aus-
tro-Italian frontier 'are Slavs, Slav
over in a
body to the Serbian army as bro-
thers during the Austrian invasion of
Serbia, and who are at present in-
terned as prisoners in Serbia, hav-
ing begged to be released that th:y
may join in the fighting against the
Italians as invaders of Siav rights
and Slav territory.

SLAV EXPECTATIONS.

I think, myself, that these Slav ex-
pectations are somewhat exagger-
ated, but their existence is undeni-
able and dangerous. This is probably
one of the many secret causes which
account for the .innumerable diffi-
culties the Allies have found in
rounding up the Balkan States for a
joint attack on the Tarks. For my-
self, my opinion with regard to this
and all the other outstanding ques-
tions which Europe will have to face
after the war, is that the one secur-
ity for a free and peaceful Europe |

that reason I
have a longing and a hope that the
war will break up Austria and lead to
the emergence from the welter of the
Greater Sierbia.

This is one of the many reasons I,
as an Irish Nationalist, have been so
vehemently on the side of the Allies.
Bitter and terrible as it is, I prefer
a long war that will transform ths
existing Europe of Militarism and of
racial ascendancy, to a Europe in
which every race will be free to de-
velop its own national ideas, and
when once again Right and not Might
will be the law of mankind.
