The Russians have crossed 
the Carpathian mountains into 
Transylvania, it is stated in an 
official despatch received from 
the headquarters of General 
Brussiloff.

Austro-Hungarian forces de­
fending the Carpathian passes 
were hurled back by the relent­
less sweep of the Russians and 
are again in retreat.

The penetration of Transyl- 
r vania (the plains of Hungary) 

is the most serious blow yet re­
ceived by Austro-Hungary.

During their offensive in 1914- 
1915 the Russians got only to 
the mountain wall, but now are 
in a position to menace Buda­
pest.

The statement says that the Italians are press­
ing the pursuit vigorously. The text of the statement follows:

"The enemy incapable of overcoming our defence and under the 
energetic pressure which we have been conducting for several days, 
has been forced to begin a retreat north of the Mandrielle road. We 
have recaptured the positions of Castelgamberto, Melette, Mount 
Longara, Gallo, Asiago, Cesuna, and Monte Çenlgo. Our advance 
continues vigorously, closely at the heels of the enemy.

"On the right bank a German at­
tack delivered last night upon our 
positions west of the Thiaumont 
works was* completely checked by 
cur infantry and artillery fire. Dur­
ing a local operation between the 
aoods of Fumin and Chenois we 
seized some elements of the German 
trenches. In other sections there 
were artillery actions.

“On the rest of the front the night
was calm.”

oo region immeasurably greater than 
00 the entire territory for which vast 
Jg armies are now battling on the West- 
20 ern European front.
JO The goal of the expedition was 
18 Lake Tanganyika, on the flank of 
90 the German East African colony. To 
99 reach it the expedition, which in 
50 numbers and in the almost fantastic 
ou nature of its design, resembles the 

band of adventurers, which Clive led 
into India, undertook a railway jour­
ney from Cape Town to Fungurmee, 
which lies north of Rhodesia, from 
which_point it had to literally hew 
its way through the bush for 166 
miles to the Lualaba River, which 
flows into Lake Tanganyika, 350 
miles further on. Over this entire 
distnee the expedition transported 
two armed motor boats, the Mimi 
and the Tou-Toc, dragging them 
through the bush by ox-team and 

cows traction engines, hewing roads 
bridging gullies and streams and 
overcoming difficulties that would 
seem almost insuperable in a coun­
try of civilization where every aid of 
engineering was at hand. The water 
supply failed, not enough being 
found even for the boilers of the 
tractors, and hundreds of natives 
had to be impressed to carry water 
in jars for miles through the jungle. 

The Trafalgar of Africa.
When the river was reached one 

set of'troubles was merely exchang­
ed for another. The boats were 
launched, but mud bars, treacherous 
currents and numerous obstructions 
made the journey by water almost 
as slow as that through the bush. 
Even when the lake was reached it 
was found necessary to construct 
harbor works to protect the craft 
from the sudden and violent storms 
of the region.

At length the Mimi and the Tou- 
Tou were got in fighting trim and 
the hunt for the German flotilla be­
gan. The day after Christmas the 
German gunboat Kingani was sight­
ed on Boxing Bay, and after a spir­
ited fight was captured. Â six weeks 
cruise of the lake followed before 
this victory was clinched by the sink­
ing of the Von Weissman, the Ger­
man flagship in the East African 
waters. It was the Trafalgar of Af­
rica, leaving the British in the com­
plete possession of the region.

The account of this extraordinary 
expedition, when it shall be written, 
will prove more Interesting to lovers 
of the adventurous than many great­
er operations in better known fields. 
It is exploits like this that give the 
touch of romance to war which the 
gigantic struggles in the European 
theatres have failed to impart.

Women in Edinburgh Point Marked­
ly to Example of King 

George V.
Edinburgh, Scotland, via London, 

June 26.—The culmination of a wo­
man’s campaign for prohibition 
while hostilities are in progress was 
marked Saturday by a procession of 
several thousand women with ban­
ners inscribed, ‘‘Follow the Flag,” 
meaning the example of total abstin­
ence set by King George.

The petition signed as a result of 
the campaign bore the names of 40,- 
000 women in the Edinburgh district 
appealing to the government to en­
force prohibition during the war.

A raid on the British trenches 
started after a bombardment was 
driven off northwest of Loos.

“Again returned to the camp at 
Sennelager and again brought be­
fore the court martial, I was senten­
ced to twenty days of close confine­
ment in an unlighted cell and after­
wards sent to the prison of Reck-* 
hausen, where the Germans thought 
I would find no further opportunity 
to escape.

2nd EpisodeArticles For Sale The Mishaps of Musty 
Suffer

London, June 26.—By the occu­
pation of Kimpolung and Kuty-Wis- 
nitz, the Russians have taken pos­
session of the whole of Bukowina. 
Russian headquaters announced to­
day. The Russians have also begun 
an advance on Kolomea Junction to­
wards Halicz and Lembery in south­
eastern Galicia along the line of the 
River Pruth, and fighting as they 
proceed they have occupied the vil­
lages of Kilikhof and Toulokhof. 
The Austrians have begun a counter­
thrust, according to Vienna, and hy 
an encircling movement they claim 
that they have pressed the Russians 
out of Kuty, but from the Russian 
official statement it appeaars that the 
Russians are powerful enough to 
overcome all opposition. Petrograd 
makes no mention of this attempted 
advance of the enemy.

Kimpolung was capture'd after in­
tense fighting on the evening of June 
22, tlie Russians announced sixty of­
ficers and 2000 men were made pris­
oners and seven machine guns were 
captured. Whole trains were taken 
at the railway station. In the region 
of Izkany station, north of Sufiava, 
the Russians found that the Aus­
trians had abandoned 88 empty 
wagons, 17 wagons of maize, about 
2500 tous of anthracite, structural 
material, great reserves of fodder 
and other booty.

Desperate Fights Continue.
Desperate fighting is being con­

tinued west of Torch in and due west 
of Lutsk, and by the united efforts of 
the Russian infantry and artillery all 
the attacks of the Germans and Aus­
trians in the region of Zubilo Vil­
lage were repulsed. The Teutons, 
after opening a heavy fire and ad­
vancing to the attack in the region 
of Pustonlty Village suffered a re­
pulse from the Russian fire. Their 
lotsses were heavy., West of Radzi- 
Viibff. near the Galician border and 
northeast of Bodry, a regiment in the 
Russian service captured Austrian 
ffetiches with five, officers and 302 
nteti: whom it made prisoners. The 
ètibthv"then concentrated his artil­
lery fife on the,lost position and the 
Russians retired, retaining the pris­
oners. They repulsed further coun­
ter-attacks.
