vator at Fort'William and some nine-
teen companies and grain buyers have
made a ‘‘jackpot’’ and built the Con-
solidation at Fort William.

One Gahman Shoots Another--
Motive was Unfaithfulness
of; Wlﬁev

Baskatoon, July 29.—Metro Shar-
ope, a quiet, intelligent looking Gail-
ician of thirty years or older, gave
himself over to the police early this
morning with the simple statement,
“I killed him:"> The -man whom
Sharope had killed, Mechajchuk, also
a Galician. ,was 1ying at the time un-
conscious on the floor of a room used
as a kitchen in Mechalchuk’s cottage

on Avenue B, almost directly oppo-
site the Canadian Northern round-
house.

The shooting occurred shortly after
seven o'c!~ ™.and the cause of it all,
the prisoner . lmly asserts, was his
young wife’s unfaithfulness. The lat-
fer too has been placed under arrest,
but more as a . guarantee that she
will be found when wanted to give
evidence than for complicity in. the

crime,

Mechalchuk was taken to St. Paul’s
hospital where he lay all day in a
eritical condition. He was shot in
the right side of the head by a ball
‘from a thirty-cight calibre revolver.

Shar-
ope then drew the revolver after-
wards gave up, and the first shot he
fired evidently missed, for it is shown

Sharope was in  the bedroom when
the shot was fired: The ball struck
some  clothing hanging behimd the
door.

When he felt that it was all over
Sharope went down street -to Merry’s
boarding house and told Merry of the
affair.  The latter ran over to Ed.
Jordan's house a hali block away
and telephoned the police, coromer
and Dr. MeKay. When Chiefi Dunning
came along a few minutes. later and
was looking for his man Sharope
wakked up to him and gave himself
up. He was taken to the city.police
station and locked up. In the mean-
time Mechalchuk was taken to the
hospital, and the woman had disap-
peared. A couple of hours after the’
shooting and while the police were
formally examiping the scene of the
crime, a freightened and excited look-
ing young woman, scarcely over:twen-
ty years-and rather good looking ap-
peared on the scene. “You want me?’
she asked the officers. She was Mrs.
Sharope, and was told by the chief
that she was wanted and to gel her-
self ready to go to the police station

which she quickly did. In reply to a
few questions Mrs. Sharope said that
she was at the front of Mechalchuk’s
house when the shooting happened,
‘and declared that she had not been a
witness of it. ‘She had evidently run
out at the front door while the men
fought ‘at the back.

Too much importance has been at-
tached to the one side ol the de-
cision recently given by Judge New-
fands respecting the right of a school
distriet to recover arrears of faxes
from a suhsequ-ent occupant of 2
homestead, the ffaxes having accrued
against his predecessor.

The real importance in this decision
is the -weakness of .our provincial
position with regard to lands the
title of which is vested in, the Crown
in the right -of the Dominion.

It is palpable that Dominion lands
cannot be taxed. While we were un-
der Territorial law it became neces-

provement ordinance was passed it
-was found that if in the assessment
of districts for taxation only paten-
ted lands were included, organisation
would be utterly impossible, so small
was the proportion of patented land
compared with the unpatented. Ta
overéome ' this difficulty, however,
Mr. Haultain worded the law so that
the owner or occiipant and not the
land was assessed and the amount of
taxes was computed according to the
number of acres occupied.

says with respect to assessment :

The council may - cause to be
levied in each year-for the gener-
eral puroses of the district a tax
not less than one and one-quarter
cents and not more than five
cents per acre upon every owner’
or occupant- in the distriet for
land owned or' oceupied hy him,

Thus it is seen that, as we have
said, the ‘‘owner” or ‘‘occupant’’
and not the land is taxed. Under the |
heading of xntelpretabwn we find :

“‘Owner,”” any permn who has
any right, title, or estate.whatso-
ever or any interest other than
that of a mére occumnt in any
land.

“Occupant,’’ includes the inhab-
itant oeccupier of-any land, or if
there be no inhabitaat oeccupier
the person entitled to the posses:
sion'thereof and the leaseholder
or  holder under agreement for.
sale and any pérson having or en-
joying in any way or for any;pur-
pose whatsoever the use of the
land.
When this law was first enacted

there were several appeals on the
ground that Crown lands could not

Then there is the question of the
school lands. The Dominion has been
holding school land sales and a great
many farms have been disposed of
throughout the country on terms
that will leave the title of the land
vedted in the crown for a long time
fo come. The occupants of such lands
are in the same position as home-
steaders with respect to taxation, and
the school and local improvement
districts cannot charge up arrears of

subsequent occupants. So it ig seen
that the whole question of the right
to our lands for the suecessful ad-
ministration of the country is opened
up to view by these side lights such
as we have referred to.

Another’ phase of this quesiion is
one which will appeal very strongly
to the wage earners. The Mechanics’

Lien Act is provincial legislation to
protect the workman against loss, yet
if a carpenter, stonemason or brick-
layer has no protection under this
act' when he is doing work on a
building situated on land the title of
which is, vested in the Dominion gov-
ernment, whether it be homestead or
school -lard. This is something for
the workingmen to consider when
the question of the ownership of our
public domain
sion.

From whichever point of view this
land questio}n is discussed we are
continually. confronted with obsticles
w-hich owing to the autonomy settle-
ment prevent the proper administra-
tion of our local affairs.
