NEW SCRIPTURES DISCOVERED.

01d Guostic Writings, Hitherto Unknowm

Even in Name, Uncarthed at Caire—

The Gespel According to Mary.

London, Aug. 2.~Several most im-
portant discoveries have just Dbeen
made in Calro bearing upon the his-
tory of the Christian Church in the
first two centuries of the era. Among
them is a manuscript from the fiftn
century, which is, a Coptic translation
of three original Gnostic writings of
the second century. Its value con<
sists not only in the fact that it hands
down old Gnostic writings that have
hitherto been unknown even by name,
but, above all, in the circumsiance
that one of them was known to
Irenaeus and epitomized by him with-
out any statement of the source from
which he had derived #. The discov-
ery of this manuscript enables us for
the first time to test the accounts
of the Gnostic system as given by the
church fathers in the light of the origg
inal manuscript. It contains three in=
dependent treatises entitled “The
Gospel according to Mary, or the
Apocryphon of John;” second, “The
Wisdom of Jesus Christ;” third, “The
Practice of Peter.” The “Gospel of
Mary” is the document used by Iren=
seus, and consists mainly of the Reve-
Jation of John. “The Wisdom of
Jesus Christ” consists of questions
addressed to Him by His disciples and
His answers. “The Practice of Peter’
is a narrative of one of Peter's mir-
acles of healing.

In this way he would buy up Lal the
cattle in the west, as the ranchmen
would only have a comparatively short
distance to drive their herds to reach
one of his packing houses.

This was a pretty big scheme for a
man of 23, but the Marquis always
went in for big things. Just south of
the- North Dakota “Bad Lands,” and
near the Montapa line is a beautiful
stretch of country called the Garden of
Eden.

abundant supply of water for all fire
protection purposes. Tt will he
cribbed up_and covered with cedar,
with a man-hole even with the side-
walk, 8o ds thbe always quickly avail-
able in case of fire in that locality.
