Committee Comes to Decisiea oa 
Iijuictiea Platform.

Chicago, June 18.—Whether the Re- 
pubîicMi National Convention will finish 
Its work and reach the point of final 
adjournment thie afternoon or evening, 
or whether it will extend over into to­
morrow, as seems probable, or even long­
er, wae the subject of much speculation 
to-day. Two hour» of time were gained 
to begin with over the two preceding 
lay*» by fixing the hour of convening at 
10 a .m,. instead of noon, and an agree­
ment wae reached yesterday to the ef­
fect that the army of nominating 
ipeechee should be curtailed materially, 
!" that only two speeches would be made 
-for each nominee. The committee on ré­
solut ions, by continuing its session prac­
tically all night, in order to reach, as it 
did reach, just alter 2 a .m., a final vote 
on the platform, obviated any further 
recess of the convention on account of 
unfinished committee work. Still, the 
explosive nature of the matters still to 
he acted upon by the convention itself, 
and the delicate political relationship 
and adjustments involved in the various 
aspects of the negotiations to be made, 
left it entirely possible that the conven­
tion might be one of those well planned 
gatherings at which, when all is well, it 
-•nds well, but at which the slipping of a 
'f>g in some unexpected place or at some 
apparently routine moment may precipi­
tate one of those amazing eruptions that 
nark epoch* in political history.

There were three major matters left 
to he disposed of when the convention 
"«•‘gan the morning session—the nomina- 
.ion for the Presidency, the nomination 
"or the Vice-Presidency, and the adop- 
ion of the platform.
In point of general interest and pos­

sibility of lively developments the last is 
Trst. Nothing else haseso divided senti­
rent among the delegates as the pro- 
oosed plank in the platform dealing with 
the question of court procedure, better 
<nou-n as the “injunction plank." by res­
ign of its special reference to the use of 
injunctions and restraining orders of 
cour^g is connection with controversies 
Between employers and employees. The 
plank wae finally adopted in the form 
agreed upon by the sub-committee of the 
committee on resolutions after a meet- 
"ng which began at 10 a. m. and lasted 
until grey dawn was creeping up in the 
east. Some of those who opposed the in­
junction plank in the committee served 
notice that if it was adopted they would 
'xtntinue their opposition on the floor of 
the convention.

When the convention yesterday adopt­
ed the report of the Committee on Cre­
dentials it thereby confirmed the al­
ready evident control of the great body 
by the forces favorable to the nomina­
tion of Secretary of War Wm. H. Taft 
for the Presidency. The talk of a 
“Roosevelt stampede" has steadily di­
minished during the past 48 hours. The 
most enthusiastic admirers of the Pres­
ident must have been well satisfied 
with the ecstatic uproar of yesterday, 
following the mention of his name by 
Senator Ixrdge in his speech a* perma­
nent chairman of the convention. It 
lasted almost an hour without inter­
mission, and there were moment* dur­
ing the ovation when those opposed to 
the presentation of the President's name 
for renomination may have been a bit 
apprehensive lest some one would seize 
that as the “psychological moment" for 
iome such attempt, but nobody did. and 
the surface of affaire at the outset of 
to-day gave no reaeon to expect any­
thing "but that the well understood pro­
gramme of the Taft people would be 
carried through in all respects.

The vice-presidential question was 
still unsettled when activities began 
this morning. The confidence of many 
that the close of the convention would 
find Vice-President Fairbanks in his old 
place on the ticket was decidedly shak­
en last night by the circulation of a 
letter from him to his campaign mana­
ger, Joseph B. Healing, in which he de­
clared as “absolutely irrevocable" his 
irtermination, announced through Mr. 
Xealing before the close of the last ses-

Attack New York
New York, June il.—The attack

Ottawa, Ont,. June 18.—In the House 
this morning, before the orders of the 
day, Hon. Mr. Foster protested against 
what he said were a Liberal circular and 
a pamphlet of 21 pages, each making 
charges against him in connection with 
the Insurance Conuuisrion't» report, be­
ing sent broadcast over the country at 
the public excuse. In respect to the 
circular, he said he understood it wa* 
sent out bearing the trank of the De 
partim-nt of Justice. Both circular and 
pamphlet, he declared, contained state 
meats that were absolute falsehood. He 
thought it a low down thing for any 
party to make use of La lee hoods in such 
a manner.

Mr. Jackson, of Selkirk, a few minutes 
later, rose to protest against statements 
made in a pamphlet issued by the Con­
servative». In particular, he criticieed 
the statements made a* regarding his 
own election, and the thin red line trans­
actions. The member for North Toronto 
had in the House, he pointed out, made 
statement* showing ttoal the "language 
and argument* used in the circular were 
false. Air. Jackson, who wae cheered by 
the Liberals, supposed that ike Conser­
vatives would withdraw the pamphlet or 
send out a circular correcting it.

Hon. Mr. Fielding, in moving the sec­
ond reading of the bill respecting a cer­
tain issue of Dominion notes, explained 
that it was to legalize and confirm the 
proceeding* of the Government last aut­
umn when they made advances to the 
hanks for purposes of assisting the 
movement of the western crop. The to­
tal amount of ihe note* issued and ad­
vanced. he said, was $0,315.000. Ad­
vances were made in the period begin­
ning November 2i*t. and ending January 
2nd. A condition wa* that it should be 
repaid before May l*t, and it had all 
been repaid within that time. The Gov­
ernment had received by way of interest 
from the bank* $48.019. The only ex­
pense to the Government in the transac­
tion was for service* of the Bank of 
Montreal, which not only handled tile 
business, bill assumed the responsibility, 
guaranteeing the Government against 
loss. The Bank of Montreal's charge 
was the nominal one of *1.500. showing 
they had engaged in the matter not for 
profit, but with a detire to help the 
country in time of difficulty.

Hon. Mr. Foster criticised the trans­
action on the ground that no case for 
interference by the Government had been 
shown, and that the Government had 
not gone about the matter in a proper 
manner, either before or after making 
advances. He argued that the (WWern 
ment had broken the law in making the 
advances to the banks, and that the 
situation was not so grave as to war­
rant the step they took.

Hr. Mr. Fielding claimed that there 
was no warrant for Mr. Foeaer’s state­
ment that the Government had approach­
ed the matter lightly. The facta set 
forth in the paper* showed that the 
situation the Government were called 

j upon in meet was a grave one. indeed. 
He quoted several letters from farmers 
and others in the west, showing that 
there was need of aid.

WOMAN SUFFRAGE
Crapes» Meeting In Amsterdam- 

Cainot Ceme Here.

Amsterdam, June 17.—The Woman 
Suffrage Congress to-day decided that 
the next congress shall be held in 
England. Invitations from Canada 
were declined, aa it was agreed Eng­
land needed the most immediate sup­
port of the suffragists. There was 
some grumbling that moat of the 
speeches were in English and bo few 
in French or German. The foreign 
delegates found it ’difficult to under­
stand the American voices.

An enfranchised delegate from New 
Zealand assured her sisters of Amer­
ica and Great Britain that they were 
more likely to gain the right of suf- 
rage by patience and intelligence than 
by agitating and going to prison. 
The English suffragettes thereupon 
shouted a query, and the proceedings 
were briefly interrupted. Testimony 
was given by enfranchised women 
from America, Australia, Norway and 
Finland to the effect that women vot­
era often differ from their husbands 
politically without discord. They arc 
always making efforts to secure soc­
ial, educational and temperance re-

It is not the Dutch, but the women, 
who have taken Holland. To the cap­
ital of the Netherlands, bearing the 
imprint of seven centuries, have jour­
neyed the most modern and progres­
sive women of twenty-three centuries, 
reaching around the globe, with 
the avowed object of upsetting tradi­
tions, overturning the established 
methods of government and chang­
ing the decrees of Church and State. 
And over a thousand people in Am­
sterdam and its vicinity have paid 
five florins apiece to see them do it.

The women of Holland are \ ell or­
ganized for many ditferent purposes. 
The National Suffrage Society ia four­
teen yeara old and haa about 5,000 
members. ^

Safe-Crackere at Alma.
Guelph, June 17.—Safe-crackers op­

erated in Alma last night in the store 
of W. A. Curry. The safe, a new 
one, but small, was pried open and 
cleaned out. What amount was se­
cured is not known, but silver to the 
value of twenty dollars was taken, 
ns well as a lot of eatables and a lot 
of goods, including underwear and a 
couple of suite of clothes.

Another C. P. B. Extension.
Winnipeg, June 17.—It was an­

nounced to-day that the C.P.R. will 
extend a branch from Moose Jaw 
northwest to Outlook, a distance of 
138 miles, immediately. This will 
serve a fine atretch of country.

S. S. ABERDEEN BURNED.

Stewardess Compelled to Jump From 
Upper Deck.

St. John, N.B., June 17.—Yesterday 
morning at 2 o’clock the steamer Aber­
deen was burned to the water’s edge 

! at Cole’s Island, in the St. John River, 
‘ a few yards from where the ill-fated 
Crystal steamer went up in flames last 
year and four men were burned to 
death. The lives of the crew of the 
Aberdeen, nine souls in all, were sav­
ed almost by a miracle, and, as it was, 
Mrs. McLeod, the stewardess, had to 
jump from the upper deck into the 
arms of James Hutchinson, the en­
gineer, standing on the guard below, 
and both narrowly escaped being 
plunged into the river.

The fire was discovered by people 
on the shore returning from a dance, 
and their cries awoke the members, 
of the crew. In an hour the steamer 
was a bare hulk on the bottom .-f the 
river, and practically nothing was 
saved from her. Great difficulty was 
also experienced in saving the steamer 
Sincennes, lying not fifteen yards 
away, and also Fred West’s store and 
the cheese factory stiuated a few feet

The Aberdeen was valued at $10.- 
000 by her owners and insured for 
about $3,000. The cause of the fire 
is a mystery.

ACCUSED OF PERJURY.

A Brighton, Ont., Man Arrested at 
Rochester.

Rochester, June 17.—At the conclu­
sion of the divorce trial of Flossie M. 
C. Shewman, of Brighton, Ont., 
against her husband, Archibald, now 
a resident of this city. Justice Saw­
yer ordered that the complainant be 
given an absolute divorcu and direct­
ed that Robert Allard, of Brighton, 
be arrested on the charge of perjury. 
Allard was surprised, and when the 
Sheriff’s deputy escorted him from the 
court room the man was on the point 
of collapse.

Mrs. Shewman is of t well-to-do 
family in Brighton, and was married 
to her husband in 1902. Since coming 
to this city Shewman has been living 
on University avenue, and it was from 
some of the roomers at the house 
where he lives that Mrs. Shewman ob­
tained the evidence that gave her a 
decree.

$10,000 for Death of Husband.
Ottawa, June 17.—Mrs. Marie Pa­

quette ha* issued a writ against the 
Rideau Skating and Curling Company 
for $10.000 damages for the death of her 
husband, Alphonse Paquette. Paquette 
was engaged fixing the arc lamps in the 
rink, when a skater upset the ladder on 
which he was standing.

After a stiff fight, Representative 
llandall, of Toronto, was allowed to take 
his seat at the convention of Interna­
tional Pressmen at Mobile.

GOOD TEMPLARS IN SESSION.

Grand Lodge Holds Fifty-fifth Annual 
Gathering.

Toronto, June 18.-1716 fifty-fifth an­
nual session of the Grand Lodge of Can­
ada (Ontario) of the International Order 
of Good Templars opened yeeterday in 
Societies Hall, Parliament street, and 
will continue to-day. Grand Chief Tem­
plar John Eagleson, of Ottawa, presided. 
In his address he referred to the fact 
that 300 municipalities in Ontario had 
carried local option as something to !>a 
proud of. The Grand Treasurer’s re­
port showed receipts amounting to $1.- 
089 and expenditures totalling $996.58. 
Mr. James Armstrong, Toronto, Grand 
Lodge representative to the Interna­
tional Supreme Lodge at Washington, 
reported a membership of 417.749. and 
8,924 lodges in the world. The Inter­
national Grand Lodge has given a 
charter for a national lodge, and one 
will be organized in this city in Sep­
tember.

The delegates were entertained at the 
Societies Hall last night, when Mr. 
A. M. Girvan, District Chief Templar, 
was in the chair. Mr. Guy Hayler, 
International Electoral Superintendent, 
Xcwcastle-on-Tvne, England, gave an ad­
dress. Refreshments were served. Offi­
cers will be elected to-day, and Ottawa 
will likely be chosen as the next place 
of meeting.

Discussion of juvenile work occupied 
a portion of the evening. The commit­
tee on the work recommended that an 
assistant superintendent be appointed, 
but this proposal was voted down.

It was decided to continue the dis­
trict lodge system, although some of the 
delegates opposed it.

Commander of Chatham Regiment Has 
Resigned.

Military Fourni To-day—Doth of 
Mr. Robert Wade.

The funeral of Henry Braid took plaoe 
this afternoon at 3 o’clock from Ms late 
residence, 178 West avenue north, with 
full military honors. Rev. John Young 
officiated at the house and grave. D 
Company, the band and pipers of the 
Ninety-first Highlanders formed up at 
the drill hail at 2.30 and marched to the 
house. The cortege passed down Cannon 
to Caroline and up York to the cemetery. 
At the grave the firing party, composed 
of one sergeant, one corporal and ten 
men, fired the usual rounds, the bugler 
sounded the last Post, and the casket 
was lowered from sight.

Robert Wade passed away yesterday 
afternoon at his late residence, 51 Mar­
garet street, aged 70 years. Deceased 
was a baker, and had lived in Hamilton 
all his life. He was a member of the 
Church of England and also the Veteran 
Firemen's Association. He leaves two 
sons, William, of Akron, and James, of 
this city, and four daughters, Mrs. Wil­
liam Alcott, Mrs. D. Anderson, Mrs. A. 
Lav and Mrs. J. Qchwartr. The funeral 
will be held on Sundky at 2 p. m.

The Sacred Bird of the Aztecs.
Imagine a bird the size of a pigeon* 

its back, head, wings and breast das- 
sling metallic green with golden sheen, 
its entire lower parts vivid scarlet, a 
soft, recurved crest curling over the bill, 
and- ferny, curved plumes, lapping over 
the wings, while two or three slender, 
green featiiera, a yard or more in length, 
extend over and beyond the glossy black 
und white tail Suoh is the Quetzal or 
resplendent Tregoa, sacred bird of the 
Montezumas, national emblem of Gua­
temala, and the handsomest and most 
striking of all the gorgeous Trogou fam­
ily. Although found in nearly every 
republic of Central America this superb 
creature is confined entirely to the heavy 
oak forests of the higher mountains. In 
these localities lus shrill scream may be 
heard at any time, yet it is a difficult 
matter to even catch a glimpse of his 
brilliant form as he flits from tree to 
tree, and far more difficult ÿt the task 
of securing specimens. Apparently fully 
aware of their beauty and value, -these 
royal birds are exceedingly shy and sus­
picious, keeping entirely to the topmost 
branches of the tallest trees, frequently 
far out of shot-gun range. This state­
ment is no exaggeration, for the trees 
often attain a height of three hundred 
feet, with the lowest limbs fully one 
hundred feet above the earth, and I have 
frequently fired heavy charges of No. 3 
shot at a quetaai on the lower branch of 
one of these forest giants with no other 
result than a stray leaf or two floating 
downward. Early morning is the only 
time at.w^ich the bird may be sought 
with any chance of success.—A. Hvatt 
Verrill, in The Outing Magazine for June.

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INCANDESCENT LIGHTNING.
Perhaps it is not worth while endea­

voring to correct the falsehoods and 
half-truths by which the Hamilton Her­
ald tries to make the appearance of a 
case for the Hydro power scheme. It 
declares that in its first report the 
Hydro Commission “promised that the 
price of electric incandescent lighting in 
Toronto would, under the Government 
project, be 5 cents per kilowatt hour. 
This is much less than the present Ham­
ilton rate.” The Hydro Commission at 
that time estimated the cost of incan­
descent lighting, under its scheme, in 
Toronto, would be 5 and 6 cents per kilo­
watt hour for commercial and residential 
purposes, respectively, provided—and 
this is important—that it would realize 
its estimate of the cost of Toronto’s 
distribution plant and its operation, 
power at $17 (the price now estimated is 
$18.10), and 33,772 horse power all to be 
utilized by the city. As the price of 
power is now estimated $1.10 higher, the 
capital investment is much greater and 
only 10,000 h.-p. service is furnished, the 
cost of the lighting will naturally be 
very much higher 4han the guess then 
made. Moreover, the Commission says 
it did not include lamp renewals in these 
rates, which alone would cost 1-2 to 3-4 
cent per kilowatt hour extra. And'even 
without considering that the changed 
factor* of the estimate must make its 
offer very much higher, it is not, as a 
matter of competition, so attractive as 
to warrant municipal plunging.

Judges, Mr. Borden himself felt con­
strained to appeal to Mr. Roblin to ex­
tend the time for revising the lists, and 
by this concession help the appearance 
of the case, and to some*extent remove 
the grosser wrongs which Sir Wilfrid, 
by the new Elections Bill, proposed to 
prevent by empowering the Judges to 
make a revision.

A very reasonable proposition, isn’t 
it!

And even were it true 
that there was tardiness on the part of 
the Government—which there was not— 
would that initial tardiness be any ex­
cuse for the Opposition's deliberately 
obstructing and demoralizing Parlia­
mentary business, to the great injury of 
the country, as a punishment or re­
venge for that delay?

SOUND VIEWS.
In discussing “Socialism in Elections,’ 

the Catholic Record devotes some con­
sideration to a manifesto issued by the 
Toronto Socialist Party, prior to the 
elections, in which it is alleged that “the 
two old capitalistic parties with their 
false issues, their lying literature, their 
glib and smiling speakers who talk a 
great deal and say nothing lut least 
nothing in the interest of the working­
man), will beguile you (the working­
man) out of your vote.” The Record is 
inclined to think that, judging by re­
sults, the Canadian workingmen have 
been beguiled, not by two parties, but 
by one, or that the Socialist experiment 
is an utter failure. “If,” says the Re­
cord, “party stands for capitalism and 
socialism raises no stronger war-cry 
than an appeal to women to come to 
the rescue our Province should be in 
the death-throes of an over-capitalized 
conservative stock company." Dealing 
with the plea put forth by the Socialists, 
it proceeds:

“You want a steady job?” is the ques­
tion crucial and soui-appealiug whicn it 
puts to us, along wit-n all the other 
workmen and bread-winners of the Pro­
vince. that is exactly what we want: 
a steady job with (we presume) a fair 
wage. That is wftat the Socialists are 
prepared to give. Surely the Conserva­
tives must have hpd ever so many more 
jobs to offer, or Ontario has stoou in its 
own light-y-eclipsed itself, so to speak, 
with overshadowing conservatism. 
These principles of the Socialists need 
revision; they are neither well founded 
nor popular. Jobs they have not, and 
wages they do not believe in. Their 
plaiiorm is hard to describe, for it is 
swept away in the flood. One of its 
planks is the stand of the Socialist party 
ior the good things of this world, lhese 
are enumerated as culture, refinement, 
travel. Comparing the three we choose 
the last, and should like a round ticket 
for six months. After the battle the 
only ticket the Socialist party will have 
to give away is one to St. Helena. But 
the manifesto is strong in the condem­
nation of all existing institutions which 
it regards as mere hirelings of the capit­
alist class. Governments, universities, 
the press, churches, schools, are all in 
the pay of the enemy “keeping the work­
ers in a befooled^iondition.” Every one 
of these supposed educators and enlight­
eners is a chain subjecting labor to its 
bid and price. Exen reproaentatixe 
government, the pretended boon of free 
countries like our own, is, according to 
this manifesto, an easier and cheaper 
method “of accomplishing the same 
purpose”—a clever device of Anglo- 
Saxon hypocrisy and capitalism. All 
that the Socialist party demands is that 
they be placed in power by the ballot 
and' called to form a Government by the 
Lieutenant-Governor,

The Record does not think there is 
any reason to expect that human nature 
would be revolutionized by filling our 
Legislative chambers with Socialists, and 
declaring the workers in possession of 
the sources and means of production. It 
sees in title deeds something more than 
names. It says “they have their power 
deep seated in the ground and founda­
tion of society. They are the signs of 
just rights which all respect, and with­
out which all would be disorder. They 
were not made by any act of Parliament 
nor can they with justice be unmade by 
one—even tnougn that one should be as 
Socialistic as the newly-elected Ontario 
Legislature is Conservative.

INSTIGATOR OF CRIMES.

Revelations of Notorious Camomst In­
tended to Baffle the Police.

Rome, June 17.—Abbate Mnggio, the 
notorious Camomst, whose revelations 
concerning the Cuocolo double murder 
led to the arrest of the chiefs of the 
Camorra, is now suspected of lielng the 
instigator of the Camorra crimes. His 
revelations were intended to baffle the 
work of the police.

BAD RECORD.
Witness In Murder Trill Was Dis­

missed From British Army.

Havana, June 18.—At the trial of 
Private Uwinnell, of the 11th Cavalry, 
on the charge of murder, before the spe­
cial military court at Camp Columbia 
yesterday, Lieut. Davis, counsel for the 
defense, placed in evidence a cablegram 
from iSir Edward Grey, the British Secre­
tary for Foreign Affairs, which stated 
that Harry Fenmley had enlisted in the 
West Yorkshire Regiment, but was im­
mediately discharged as incorrigible and 
worthless.

Fenmley, who was with Gwinnell and 
Corporal Cooper at the time the murder 
is alleged to have been committed, turn­
ed State’s evidence in the case, and, 
among other things, swore that he had 
served in the British army in India and 
had been honorably discharged.

The prosecution in the present ease re­
lied mainly on his evidence to secure a 
conviction against Cooper and Gwinnell.

After the summing up of the counsel 
for the defense and Judge Advocate Ma­
lone the trial closed. The court will re­
port its findings to Governor Alugoon.

St. Thomas, Ont., June 17 —-A cable

Strike.

Midland, June 17,—The foriegners em­
ployed by the Metcalf Company, con­
tractors for the new G. T. elevator 
neve, to the number of about 250, 
went on strike this morning, demand­
ing $2 per day.

THREE YEARS FOR BIGAMY.

Judge Sorry He Could Not Punish 
Woman Also.

Toronto, June 18.—Harry Cook, a To­
ronto man, pleaded guilty to a charge of 
bigamy, before Judge Winchester yes­
terday, and was sentenced to edrve three 
years in Kingston Penitentiary. The 
charge was laid by Miss Libby Landri- 
gan, who married Cook at Richmond 
Hill, three years ago, and went with 
him to Haile,ybury. At the time of hie 
second marriage. Cook’s first wife was 
living in Toronto.

After hearing the evidence iq the case, 
which made it clear that Miss Landri- 
gan was aware of the fact that Cook 
was already married when she married 
him. and also established the fact that 
Miss Landrigan was not overly particu­
lar in her manner of living, Judge Win­
chester stated that if the woman had 
not l>een called as a witness for the 
Crown he would punish her also.

He said he was sorry he was not in s 
position to punish her, as she hàd been 
warned before marrying Cook.
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CHINESE BILL
•ILL AMENDING THE CHINESE IM­

MIGRATION" ACT.

Building of Dry Docks—G. T. Pacific 
Bonds—Nature of the Measure—Dis­
cussion on Amendments to Railway 
Act.

Ottawa, June 17.—The House of Com­
mons went into committee on-.the bill 
amending the Chinese immigration 
act. It is aimed to'give greater control 
oyer immigration of the nature men­
tioned, and to provide heavy punish- 
mn for persons aiding or abetting in 
infractions of the law. In effect the 
clause defined a student ns a person 
under seventeen coining in to attend 
school, those above that age being sub­
ject to the head tax. Messrs. Mncpher- 
son, Ross, (ialliher and Hon. Mr. Foster 
expressed the view' that a.student should 
be regarded as a person coming to Can­
ada to finish his education in univer­
sities, colleges, technical or scientific 
institutions, or persons intending to 
pursue a course in such.

Hon. Mr. Oliver promised to bring 
this view before and consult in regard 
to it with the Minister of Trade and 
Commerce, and the bill was reported 
with that understanding.

Hon. Mr. Fielding’s measure to en­
courage the construction of dry docks 
wo* then taken into consideration.

Mr. Monk put in a plea for a dry 
dock at Montreal to be built and con­
trolled by the Government. He asked 
whether the Government had given up 
the idea of constructing any dry docks.

Hon. Mr. Fielding said that for the 
present the bill represented the general 
policy of the Government, but if any 
exceptional case arose in which a de 
parture from that policy would be ad­
visable it would l»e considered on its 
merits. The bill was reported and 
passed.

The House went into committee and 
considered Hon. W. S. Fielding’s bill 
respecting the Government guaranteed 
bonds of the Grand Trunk Pacific Rail- 
wav Companv.

Hon. Mr. Fielding explained that the 
bill had three purposes. The first was 
to enable the Grand Trunk Pacific 
Company to pledge the bonds for the 
raising of money if the money market 
was unfavorable to a sale. The second 
was to secure that the pledging of the 
bonds would not prejudice the right of 
sale, and the third providing for the 
granting to the company of a letter of 
credit up to one million dollars, the. 
bonds being the security. The amount, 
of the bonds issued was £14.00,000, of 
which f3.200.000 had been sold to the 
Rothschilds family.

Mr. Foster commended the bill, which 
was reported and passed.

The third reading of the bill amend­
ing the railway act by bringing tele 

, phone and telegraph companies within 
the jurisdiction of the Board of Rail­
way Commissioners was moved by Hon. 
Mr. Graham.

Mr. Northnip moved an amendment 
giving the board power to deal with 
anv breach of contract to operate a 
railway, such as he maintained had oc­
curred on the part of the Grand Trunk 
in taking over the Belleville & Hast­
ings Railway, mut failing te comply 
with the conditions upon which a sub­
sidy had been granted. He contended 
that as trustees of public money the 
Government should be in a position to 
demand the repayment of $21.000.

Mr. W. F. Maclean said that in 
Fouth York a somewhat similar case 
existed, where from T^eslie Junction to 
West Toronto, a distance of five miles, 
the C. P. R did not operate its line, 
although it had been bonused by the 
country.

Hon. G. P. Graham preferred to leave 
the question raised by Mr. Nortlirup 
to the Minister of Justice owing in 
the legal points involved. He depre 
cm ted the inference thrown nut by Mr. 
Northnip, that there was some influ­
ence at work to prevent the accept­
ance of his suggestion. Thi» was abso­
lutely unfounded. The whole idea was 
to get a measure that would enable the 
Railway Board to fulfil the work as 
Signed to it of seeing that the com 
merce of the country was moved a* 
quickly and cheaply as possible. If 
they were to load the board with the 
investigation of contracts 20 . or 30 
years old in many cases their real 
work would have to be left aside.

Mr. Northrop interjected another 
remark about the case he had men-

Hon. Mr. Graham said the case was 
twenty years old. No action had been 
taken by the municipalities or 'others 
Interested, and he wondered how his hon. 
friend had lived within twenty-five miles 
ef the railway so long and had only 
Just become acquainted with the matter.

the case the Government could proceed 
regardless of the Railway Board. Tt 
was a question of legal advice. The 
bill did give power to the board to see 
that contracts between municipalities 
and railway* were carried out. hut. as 
he had pointed out, was not retroactive.

The debate was adjourned, and the 
House rose at fl o’clock.

Optimal Insurance.

London, June 18.—A good deal of busi­
ness was transacted by the Grand Lodge 
of the Canadian Order of Oddfellows yes­
terday. Grand Master XX". T. Junkin 
presided. The Credential Committee re­
ported that there are 136 mehojurs pres­
ent at the session. Consideration ol the 
revised constitution occupied the atten­
tion of the Grand Lodge during the 
morning.

Optional insurance was the first mat­
ter taken up, at the afternoon session. 
After Grand Lodge had decided that, if 
optional insurance was to be adopted for 
new members, it should also apply to the 
present members, the meeting voted on 
the main question and decided not to 
adopt the principle at all.

I lie question of rates was then taken 
up. The order adopted the Hunter scale 
for all new members three years ago.

A motion was introduced by Delegate 
George H. Scott, of Montreal*, to make 
the Hunter rates applicable to all mem­
bers at the age of admission to the order.

After a lengthy discussion it vas de­
cided to postpone action pending the ac­
tion of the Government in relation to 
theproposed Insurance Act.

Toe order of business for the evening 
was the continuation of the discussion 
of the revised constitution. This ques­
tion was submitted to the Grand Ivodge 
on their opening session on Tuesday and 
has occupied considerable time since 
then.

The old constitution has been placed 
in the hands of the executive committee 
for a revision, and they, after some labor 
and time expended, completed their work 
and laid it before the meeting for ap-

This approval was given last night 
and the constitution was adopted by 
the order with the amendments that had 
been made. There was not a dissenting 
voice after the clauses and amendments 
had been explained.

They 
point out that the street railway con­
tract is an entirely different matter from 
the power question. Hamilton is tied up 
to the railway agreement for twenty 
years. If the people want to secure a 
first-class service at once, all they have 
to do is to endorse the by-law and the 
work of reconstruction will be begun. 
Ninety-four pound rail* will be laid on 
James and King streets, in the central 
district, and the present sixty-pound 
rail* on the reet of the system will be 
replaced with eighty-pound rails. Ten 
new, modern oars will be put on this 
year, and the number added to yearly 
until fifty new cars are being operated. 
Aid. McLaren bqtieves that as far as the 
financial end of the arrangement goes 
the city will he much better off by guar 
anteeing the bonds than giving a 
straight bonus, because under the provi­
sions of the by-law It will always be an 
incentive to the oomponj to extend and

improve its system, while with a straight 
bonus, the company when it secured that 
might demand other bonuses from time 
to time before doing anything.

Mayor Stewart said to-day he had 
been informed that the Cataract Power 
Company would not consent to its'offer 
going before the people in the shape of 
a money by-law unless the ol&uee regard­
ing the lighting plant and arc lighting 
was included. Tne Mayor says k is quite 
clear that this i* aside from the ques­
tion, and should not be included in the 
by-law. Colonel Gibson Intimated thi* 
afternoon that it would make very lit­
tle difference to the company wheUier 
this clauee wa» left in the contract or 
not., and he doe* not see why it should 
stand in the way of the by-law going to 
the people.

i J. M. :A ratepayer, through J. M. McEvoy, has 

served a writ on Mayor Stevely to re­
strain the city from proceeding with the 
contract which ties the Forest City up 
to the Hydro-Power Commission for 30 
years. The ground for the action is that 
"the by-law which the London ratepayers 
endorsed in 1907 does not authorize the 
Council to enter into a contract except 
on the terms set forth in the by-law, and 
that the Council was not empowered to 
contract for the purchase of electrical 
energy at Niagara Falla. Mr. McEvoy, 
in speaking of the case, said:

‘The ratepayers never authorized the 
.Council to buy power at the Falls. That 
is what the contract calls for, and it is 
much different from the proposition con­
tained in the by-law submitted to the 
people in 1907, which authorizes the city 
to enter into a contract. The Council 
was not authorized to buy power at the 
Falls at any price, and therefore the con­
tract is illegal and cannot be executed.”

This is not the only ground on which 
it is believed any ratepayer can upset 
the contract unless another vote is tak­
en. It was distinctly stipulated in the 
by-laws which were voted on that the 
price of power was not to exceed so 
much. In Hamilton's cOse it was $17.50. 
Of course there i* no guarantee. There 
is little chance of the aldermen here re­
fusing to let the people settle the power 
question, but even if a majority voted 
against submitting a by-law action would 
very likely be taken to upset the con­
tract.

The Power Committee did not find it 
neceesary yesterday to have a meeting, 
as the members of the committee, when 
polled, agreed with City Solicitor Wad­
dell and City Clerk Kent that the Dart

of the Cataract offer which refers to the 
lighting plant could not properly go 
into the contract. The contract is solely 
for power.

Dr. Helen McMurchy, of Toronto, who 
is greatly interested in the medical in­
spection of school children, made an 
inspection of several of the Hamilton 
schools yesterday with Miss Deyman, 
the nurse, and Dr. Roberts, Medical 
Health Officer. Dr. McMurchy has made 
a special study of feeble-minded children 
in the schools, and some time ago made 
a report to the Ontario Government on 
her observations. She believes that pu­
pils of this class should be centralized in 
one room, and a specially trained teacher 
should be secured for them. There arc 
said to be enough feeble-minded children 
attending the schools here to make up a 
class of this kind. Dr. McMurchy waA 
particularly impressed with the teachers 
she met here.

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PLACED NO BLAME.
Opel Verdict In the Cue of 

Gladys Garrold.

The jurors on the inquest on the 
death of Gladys Garrold, who died as 
a result of injuries sustained by run­
ning into an auto on King btret east on 
Sunday last, brought in an open verdict 
last night, and affixed no blame for the 
accident. The evidence given by a large 
number of witnesses was the same as 
the story already published. Coroner 
McNichol presided. The evidence show­
ed that the little girl ran around the 
front of the car when she got off at 
Wellington street with her mother and 
sister and brothers, and rail into an 
auto belonging to Mr. Thomas Crooks. 
She was knocked unconscious, and died 
at the City Hospital some hours later 
while undergoing an operation on the 
left side of her skull.

The last seven wit­
nesses were on the car at the time of 
the accident.

About midnight the verdict was re­
turned, stating that deceased had come 
to her death by being struck by an auto­
mobile.

Archbishop McEvaj Refers to Sacri­
fice by Predecessors.

Mgr. Sbarretti Refers to Devotiea 
of the People.

Ereat That Will Loag Lire In Church 
Histery.

Ar long as life lasts will the impres­
sions created in the hearts and mind# of 
those who attended the installation of 
A rich bishop AlcEvay continue and the 
words spoken will never be forgotten. 
It was a solemn and imposing event,ami 
the great crowd present was deeply im­
pressed.

Shortly before 10 o'clock as the organ 
commenced to softly sound the first 
notes of the opening voluntary the high 
altar Hashed into a blaze of light, and 
tlie \ icar-General, with his attendant 
chaplains, «"raved in the golden vest­
ments of office, passed down the centre 
aisle in order to meet the Archbishop's 
procession at the main entrance.

Headed by acolytes, carrying book, 
pantile and censor, and followed by the 
priests of the city, and the Archbishop's 
procession passed from the palace 
along Shuter and -Bond streets to the 
main entrance of the cathedral. The 
short route was closely lined with 
many hundred spectators, but the 
greatest order was maintained without 
any interference from tine small squad 
of police on duty, and the stately pro­
cession paused along without any* diffi­
culty. Following the diocesan * fiiergy 
came a long array of high dignitaries 
of the Church, and Bishops of other 
dioceses, not only in the province of 
' oronto, but from far down by the 
sounding *en, who delighted to do hon­
or by' their presence to the new Arch­
bishop. Escorted by- a bodyguard of 
Knight# of St. John, in their quaint Uni­
term, and with drawn swords. Arch­
bishop McEvay, clothed from head to 
toot in golden raiment, wi*h his cros­
ier in his hand, came immediately after 
the visiting Bishops, and the proces­
sion closed with another small body of 
the priesthood.

Full of symbolism were the ceremon­
ies which were gone through upon the 
aisle, headed by- eros-s and tap­
ers. passing between two lines of rob­
ed priests to the sanctuary, where tiers 
of seats had been erected for the ac­
commodation of the clergy. The number 
in attendance was so large that a con­
siderable portion of the body' of the 
church had to lie set aside for them.

Swung high aliove the centre of the 
sanctuary was a large white cross, from 
the base of which flowed six festoons 
of the Papal colors, white and golden, 
while the pillars of the nave were 
similarly linked. At thq conclusion o.( 
the singing of the first cacricle wel­
coming the Archbishop the Vicar-tien- 
eral ascended the pulpit and read in 
rolling Latin the Papal briefs. Then 
the Archbishop, accompanied bv his 
deacons, the Rev. Father Coyle and the 
Rev. Father Tray ling, was escorted to 
the Episcopal throne, where the brief of 
the Bishop of Rome was solemn-!y re­
turned to his keeping. In order of their 
rank the clergy of the diocese who were 
in attendance came forward and took the 
vow of obedience by kneeling and kiss­
ing the episcopal ring. At the conclusion 
of this ceremony, Dean Morris read the 
address on behalf of the clergy'. The ad­
dress by the laity was afterwards read 
by' Mr. Justice Anglin, and then the 
Archbishop delivered a short reply, and 
he, having pronounced the benediction, 
the High Mass was proceeded with. The 
celebrant was Monsignor Sbarretti, who 
at its conclusion was presented with an 
address oi welcome by Vicar-General Mc­
Cann, and his Excellency replied briefly.

Among prominent churchmen present 
were; Archbishop of Halifax. Most 
Rev. E. J. McCarthy; ArchbUjiop of 
Kingston, Most Rev. C. H. Gautnier; 
Bishop David Soollard. of Sault Ste.

Your selection was the 
choice of the Holy Ghost: your appoint­
ment was made by the Vicar of Christ in 
his office of ruler of the universal church. 
It is in this full Catholic sense of faith 
and^ love that we pay our homage to you

The See of Toronto has been blessed by 
a line of illustrious churchmen, who. in 
season and out of season, devoted their 
talents and their lives to the building of 
the Church in the archdiocese. Thev laid 
the foundations deep and broad. With 
them there was no trimming of Catholic 
faith, no minimizing of Catholic dogma.

Tho 
memory of the martyred missionaries, the 
fruits of the labors of five most devoted 
bishops, the garnered of several genera­
tions of self-sacrificing priests make s 
precious trust. This trust, we are sure, 
will be safe in you.* keeping. May your 
own reign add to the store of noble 
achievements of the prelates of Toronto.

In all your undertakings for the ad­
vancement of religion and the good of the 
country you may rely with absolute con­
fidence on the unwavering loyalty and 
patriotic support of the priests of the 
Archdiocese of Toronto. - 
The following is in part the address 

from the laity, which was read by Mr. 
Justice Anglin:
To the Most Reverend Fergus Patrick 

McEvay, D. D., Archbishop of To-

May it please your Grace,—On this 
memorable day when you assume the 
high office to which it has recently 
pleased the Holy Father to appoint j-ou, 
on behalf of the laity of the archdiocese 
we approach your episcopal throne to 
welcome you as our chief pastor and to 
assure you of the good-will and affec­
tion of your new flock.

While we deeply regret the cause 
which has impelled out late reverend 
Archbishop to lay down the burdens and 
to free himself from the responsibilities 
of the episcopate, the selection of your­
self as his successor has filled us with 
confidence for the future of this diocese.

Your designation by the Holy See as 
our Archbishop would suffice to ensure 
for you our loyalty and our religion as 
Catholics; the dignity of your exalted 
position of itself commands respect. For 
the third time consecutively the Bishop 
of I/ondon becomes the Archbishop of 
Toronto. Our knowledge of the many 
excellent qualities of your illustrious pre­
decessors, our appreciation of the splendid 
work accomplished by them, and our 
grateful recognition of the benefits which 
we have derived from their paternal 
solicitude and exemplary lives lead us to 
regard as most auspicious the appoint­
ment to Toronto of another Bishop of 
London.

Under the administration of your im­
mediate predecessor the churches and 
schools of the diocese have largely in­
creased -in number. The (Catholic parishes 
in this, your metropolitan city, and its 
suburbs now number seventeen ; the 
Catholic population has grown until it 
approximates 40,000 souls. Your new 
vineyard is large, and. creditable as have 
been the achievements of the past, we 
realize that there is still much to be 
accomplished.

Our educational advantages of to-day 
are undoubtedly great, as compared 
with those of years not long past. Yet 
wc believe that there is still room for 
progress and improvement in this field ; 
and we are especially delighted to know 
that, in the person gf your Grace, the 
cause of Catholic education, advanced as 
well as primary, has an ardent friend 
and advocate.

The Archbishop, in the course of his 
reply, which was delivered in tones eas­
ily audible throughout the whole 
building, first made reference to the ex­
ceedingly amicable relations which had 
existed between himself and the clergy 
and laity of London. In feeling terms

he made reference to the resignation 
of Archbishop O'Connor owing to fail­
ing health, and-said that he appreciat­
ed the great work which had been car­
ried out by iiis predecessor for many 
years. Archbishop O’Connor’s edify­
ing devotion was well known, and it 
would always be a great pleasure for 
him to make happy the evening of his 
predecessor’s well spent life. The ser­
vice of God and the Çhurçh demanded a 
sacrifice in order thatLthqÿ might obtain 
salvation of the soul. Two of his illus­
trious predecessors had been so self-sac­
rificing in their devotion that their 
health had broken down; and as a conse­
quence had retired to make preparation 
for that death which etery man must 
face. The Archbishop expressed his 
gratification that the Schools and col­
leges, and other institutions of the Pro­
vince should be in such a satisfactory 
condition as he found them. The im-

Sortence of education was touched upon 
v him, particularly the great need for 

al lparents to see that their children re­
ceived that religious instruction which 
should prepare them for the life to 
come. In tnis Province and in that of 
Quebec, the Legislatures had rendered it 
possible for children to receive both re­
ligious and secular training, and in that 
manner they had shown the world a 
splendid example in the treatment 
shown to minorities. It was the duty 
of every Catholic to take advantage of 
the rights they here enjoy.

After Mass Vicar-General McCann 
addressed his Excellency the Papal 
Ablegate, Mgh. Sbarretti. He assured 
him of the loyalty and homage of the 
entire diocese. He spoke briefly of Tor­
onto as a city of great educational 
institutions and of charity, where the 
sick and poor found shelter. A touch­
ing refemce was made to the resigna­
tion of Archbishop O’Connor, who had 
performed long and faithful service for 
the Church in the diocese.

Mçr. Sbarretti made a very earnest re­
ply, in the course of which he said:

“Now I know that you are second to 
none in affectvm to the Holy Father. 
The beautiful address you have read 
to me is an expression of your filial 
devotion to the supreme head of the 
Church. I certainly did not expect less 
from your faith, but it is not on that 
account lees agreeable to my heart to 
hear this manifestation of your love 
towards the Holy See. The sentiments 
you express are not directed to me per­
so nalllv, but to the authority which I 
represent in this country; for that 
very reason they are more acceptable, 
to me. You love Peter and all to whom 
any portion of his authority is dele­
gated. As you see the Saviour in Peter, 
and Peter in his successor, so you see 
the Holy Father in the person of his re­
presentative. Be always, my dear breth­
ren, devoted to the Church and the Holy 
See, knowing that thereby you are ever 
devoted and attached to our Ix>rd Jesus 
Christ. In conclusion, I desire to ex­
press another lively and ardent wish 
that I cherish, namely, that the faithful 
laity, the clergy and the Bishop will be 
always united, that the bonds between 
you will become stronger and strong­
er, and that you will be as a family in 
which all the members love each other, 
co-operate with each other, obeying 
cheerfully the guidance of its head. *

SEEN IN HALL OF HOTEL.

Evidence Against Chester Buckborough, 
Tillsonburg.

Tillsonburg, June 17.—If the state­
ment of John Mere, proprietor of the 
Queen’s Hotel, which was destroyed 
by fire recently, with the result that 
three persons lost their lives, is true, 
then Chester Buckborough, who is 
under arrest on the charge of incen­
diarism. was seen in the hall of the 
hotel by him when he discovered the 
fire. Mero’s evidence will be the 
strongest testimony brought against 
Buckborough at the fire inquest, 
which will be opened by Crown At: 
torney R. M. Ball to-morrow. It will] 
however, be supported by the evidence 
of persons who have heard the ac­
cused say he would be revenged on 
Mero for placing him on the Indian 
list.

Expert evidence will also be had to 
show that the fire was not caused by 
defective electric wiring, and alto­
gether twelve witnesses will be called 
for the Crown. It will be shown that 
it was customary to have the back 
door of the hotel unfastened, so that 
any person having knowledge of the 
place, such as the prisoner is al­
leged to have, could easily obtain ac­
cess.

Eubscriptions have been raised loc­
ally for the defence of Buckborough, 
who will be represented at the in­
quest by Messrs. James Kellv, of 
Simcoe, and C. W. Brown, of Tillson­
burg. A round dozen of witnesses will 
be called for the defence, and an ef­
fort will be made to prove an alibi.

THE BEEF-EATER MUST PAY.

Opening of British Ports to Canadian 
Cattle Opposed.

London. June 17.—It is stated that 
neither the Dominion nor the home 
Government is anxious to have British 
ports reopened to Canadian cattle. 
Any change in which an element »f 
certainty exists, it is contended, 
would be prejudicial to the interests 
of the Canadian farmer. The view 
is also taken that so long as Cana­
dian cattle are not protected against 
disease from the United States it 
would be unwise to reopen British 
ports to them.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even-numbered section of
Dominion Lands In Manitoba, Saskat­

chewan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 36, not 
reserved, may be homeeteaded by any per­
son who la sole bead of a family, or any 
male over 18 years of age. to the extent of 
one-quarter section of 169 acres, more or less.

Application for entry must be made In 
person by the applicant at a Dominion Lands 
Agency or Sub-agency for the district In 
which the land is situate. Entry by proxy 
may. however, be made at any agency on 
certain conditions by the father, mother, 
sou. daughter, brother or sister of an In­
tending homesteader.

DUTIES—(1) At least six months* resi­
dence upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year for throe years.

(2) A homesteader may. if be so desires, 
perform the required residence duties by 
living on farming land owned solely by him, 
not less than eighty (80) acres In extent. 
In the vicinity of Ms homestead. He may 
also do so by living with father or mother, 
on certain conditions. Joint ownership in 
land will not meet with thte requirement 

(3) A homesteader intending to perform 
Ms residence duties In accordance with tbq 
above while living with parent* or on farm­
ing land owned by himself must notify the 
agent for the district of such Intention.

THE FORESTERS.
Rate Cemssittee Lays Three Propo- 

sitiens Before Meetiag.

Trouble la Fixiag Payments For 
the Old Members.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Toronto, Ont., June 18.—The Indcptn- 

der..t Foresters this morning received the 
report of the Rate Committee which 
without making any recommendation, 
laid before the 'Supreme Court three 
different propositions for discussion. The 
first proposition and the one likely to 
be adopted is re-rating at the age of en­
try. The second proposition, that of Su­
preme Chief Ranger Stevenson, Is anew 
rate to be paid in future, being a com­
bination of the present rate at age of 
the entry with the rate at tl»e attained 
age of the member. The third proposi­
tion is the adoption of the strict actur- 
ial rates on National Fraternal Cv.r- 
gresB basis for old and new members. 
The committee, while making no recom­
mendation, criticises the first proposi­
tion, and says that the payment of 
back dues by members may yet be ne-

The* report says the vice of the propo- 
sition to re-rate at the age of entry t* 
more apparent where the duration of 
membership is longer, thus the member 
who entered twenty years ago at the 
age of 40 has been paying $10.03 per an­
num into the mortuary fund. In the 
twenty years, according to the table, it 
has cost $234.73 to carry the insurance, 
and in the twenty years the mortuary 
fund received $206, leaving a deficit on 
account of the risk of $34.16 without in­
terest. Can it be seriously proposed 
that this member should now commence 
to pay at 60 years of age $19.15 per an­
num into the mortuary fund to secure 
$1,000 if he die before 70. and the old 
age benefit if he survive 70? According 
t.(i the table it will cost the order $21.87 
to carry the risk during the first year of 
the new rate or a deficiency of $2.62, 
and each year the new deficiency would 
grow by leaps, and yet he will expect, if 
he reach 70, to have all the deficiencies 
wiped out and to receive a benefit equal 
to a cash payment of $865. juet as if he 
had paid from the beginning an adequate 
rate from which the savings had been 
made to take care of his contract, such 
a readjustment is unsound in principle 
and lacks the essential element of equal­
ity among the members. The report was 
not discussed this morning, but will be 
taken up this afternoon. Â memorial to 
the late Dr. Oronhyatekba was present­
ed and will be engrossed.
