CUSBAN MASSACRE.

Km;ﬁs'rON, JAHAICA,.NOV. 10.

Great é‘g;itement prevails in Kingston
over the capture of the steamer Virginius,

custom house clearances for Limon Bay,
Costa Rica.-So far as it is aetually known
in Jamaica the circumstances and locality
of the Virginius’s surrender are not knewn
as no telegrams to or from this to Santi.
ago relatiing to this subject have been
permitteds to pass out of the telegraph

‘|office the®¥8:" We only know from tele-

gram from the governor of Santiago ad-
dressed to the Spanish consulat Kingston
that the Wirginius had been captured on
the 3lst October, and on the 5th the lead-
ers of the expedition—Ryan, Del Sol, Ces-
pedes, and Veronra—were shot. Every
effort to elicit facts through the cable
have proved abortive, and this heightens
the exitement and gives circulation to fals
reports and purely imaginery stories to
increase the distress of those who had the
misfortune to have relatives on board the
Virgnius,

There was no concealment made of the
actual eprand of the Virginius while she
was heré—it was notorious. The officers
had dancing parties on board, and public
meetings were held in honor of Cuban in-
depentence, at which the consignee of
the Virgnius occupied the chair. The
steamer wa@ repaired while in port, and
coaled at the expense of the Cuban refu-
gees. The Virginius first attempted to
effect adanding on the 26th October (three
days after she left Kingston), She was
deiven off by the’Spanish troops and
chased by a Spanishfrigatc, but escaped

and reaghed Port au Prince on the 27th.
Wl}ile eze several of tne .JJamaica mach-

-anics (all ¢slored)yon board became great-
ly alarmed after thechase and ran away,
but they'were huntéd up and dragged
from tfﬂ&g&mesom faoncealment, and de-
livered ave¥to the offlears of the Virginiva
by whom they were taken on buwrd again
and put in irons, and so forced to go on
this perilous adventute.

The actng Britisir Consul at Santiago
(Mr. Roberi Masdn) being cut off from
all immediate communication with the
British Consul General at Havana, (in con-
sequence of an interruption on the cable
between Santiago and Batbano), Como-
dore De Horsey despatched the Niobe at
midnight on the Tth, to inquire into mat-
ters, and to advise the consul (if support
was necessary) to request delay in the
carrying out of any hasty sentence that
might be passed upon the Jamaicans who
were captured, up to this momentnothing
has been heard of the Niobe's arrival,
and a rumor gains circulatian thatin con-
sequence of the strange silence the Com-
modore intends to proceed there himself
to day.

Captain MeArthur, of the British schr.
Brilliant, which arrived Lers on the 2th
instant, having left Sant:ago de Cuba on
the evening of the 5th, reports that just
before the Virginius was capturec, Verona
advised the firing ot the powder magazine
and the consequent blowing up of the
ve-sel rather than she should fall into the
hands of the Spaniards, but the captain
persuaded and convinced General Verona
that being under the American flag and
in neut-al waters they would not dare
touch any man on board. Verona and
his brave followers thereupon beecamse
satistied, and shortly after, an officer
from El Tornado boarded the Virginius
and demanded her papers. The ofticer
after inspection, stated that they were
correct, but made all on board prisoners |
Verona replied that he was a prisoner
because there was not an English or an
American man-of-war near to witness
this scandle on the laws of nations. He
added tkat he could have blown up the
vessel witia all on board, but he had not
done so since her papers were correct
and she had not been seized in Cuban wa-
ters. The American flig was, he consid-
ered, thelr protection, and he surrende:-
ed, he said, under protecton of that flag
but believed he would be viclimized,
since the Spanish Government all along
hated him.

Captiin McArthur witnessed the exe-
cutio. of Ryan, Verona, Jesus del Sol,
and 'edro Uespedes, and gives the fol-
lowing account: On the mo:ning of the
dth they we.re removed.to the place of
execution, about a mile from the jiil.
The four vietims were suirounded 1y a
strong e cort of Spanish soldiers. Ver-
oi.a and Ryan, caim un 1 collected, march-
ed amid she yells and vocife.ations of the
mnfu iated Spanishrabble.- Ari ed atthe
plae of execution, they forced Cespedes
an:l Jesus del Nol to kneel, in which pe-
sition they were shot in the ‘back. The
soldiers next directed Ryan and Verona
to kneel in the same way, but they re-
fused and were ~and thrown

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thrust bis sworn through Ryan’s heart.
Verona died easily. Then came down
upon the corpses, still warm with life,
the blood-thirsty mob, severing the heads
from the bodies, placing them on pikes,
and marching with them through the city.

Fifteen officers of the Spanish Army
who had been made prisonerson the bat.
tle-field by Verona, were present when
he landed, and they went to the Gover-
nor of the city and begged his life might
be spared since he had given them theirs,
Of course this was refused

Foreign vessels at Santiago were pre-
wvented leaving, in order to prevent the
&irculation of the news. The Spaniards
took possession of the telegraphs, and
would not allow any_person o communi
cate through them even to the foreizn
eonsuls. The American Consul on hear-
ing that Ryan was to by shot, waited on
the Governor, and demaned his ‘resto
ration asan American eitizen; but - the
Governor refused to listen, on the ground
that the Consul was not well informed
in regard to the matter.

The Spaniards informed the consuls
that they weie acting on their own re-
sponsilility, and did) not; even intend
eommunicating with Madrid.
