FARM AND FIRESIDE.
Timely Hints Useful to the Farmer and 

His Household.

Oftentimes both the farmer’s wife and 
the professional dairymen experience con­
siderable trouble in gathering the butter 
into a solid mass, even after it appears in 
the churn in small granules and floats 
about in the buttermilk. The usual plan 
is to manipulate with the dash until the 
butter can be removed from the churn in 
a more or less compact form. Thus treat­
ed, it too often presents a greasy appear­
ance and by the time the usual washing 
and the proper quantité of salt is well 
worked in, the granules are mostly brok­
en, and the result is that the output is 
marked at a low price. Very much of 
this trouble can be avoided by a simple 
process, easily understood, and within the 
reach of all. As soon as the butter ap­
pears and the process of gathering is about 
to take place, then, for an eight pound 
churning, pour gradually over the floating 
butter in the churn two gallons of cold 
water, in which a teacup of fine salt has 
just been dissolved. Let it stand for a 
moment, then manipulate with the dash 
as in the usual manner when completing 
the churning, and the chances are the 
butter will be well gathered but in un­
broken granules. The reason is that the 
water containing the salt increases the 
density or specific gravity of the butter­
milk, causing the granules to rise to the 
surface. It also hardens them, removing 
a certain substance or coating from their 
surface, allowing them to readily unite 
under pressure such as is obtained by the 
nse of the dash or revolving churn. But­
ter gathered by this process is much firm­
er, better granulated, and coiisequently 
better flavored. The only objection to be 
offered is the addition of salt to the butter­
milk ; but for feeding purposes, if added 
to the swill house slops, no ill effects to 
the swine are ever observed. When fed 
to hogs at clover pasture, the action of salt 
removes all danger from bloat by simply 
increasing their desire for drink.

FARM TOPICS.

Kerosene emulsion can most easily be 
applied to stock to destroy lice and pre­
vent the attack of the horn fly, by using 
the sprayer, which is designed originally 
for applying spraying mixture to fruit 
trees. A hand sprayer is most conven­
ient, and with a fine nozzle, a very small 
quantity will lie sufficient, whereas by 
hand and sponge application, the work 
will require much more liquid and take 
much more time.

The outside peel of onions makes a good 
lining for hen’s nests, as the odor from 
this vegetable, drives away the lice, 
which .are sure to be worse on the hen 
that is sitting, if there are any in the hen 
house. It is well to rub a little grease on 
the neck of sitting hens to destroy the 
lice, but it should not be used plentifully, 
or put on their breasts. Grease of any 
kind closes the pores of the egg, and 
when its supply of air is cut off, the^ghick 
is sure to die in the shell.

Tools that are used to work in the soil 
will dull rapidly if there are many stones 
or if the soil has much grit in it. For 
this reason they should be ground daily 
when used. A few minutes at the grind­
stone, putting a cutting edge on a dull hoe, 
makes the work easier all the day. Cul­
tivator teeth should always be kept sharp. 
The cultivator works more easily, and be­
sides they will not slide over weeds and 
thus leave them uncut until it is nearly 
impossible to keep the field clean.

Stirring the soil in warm weather, 
makes it warmer by admitting outside 
air. It also stimulates decomposition of 
any vegetable -matter that the soil con­
tains, and thus directly adds to the avail­
able supply of fertility. The more man­
ure that the farmer applies, the more 
thorough should be the cultivation of the 
crop. Only thus can its full value be se­
cured. Besides, unless the cultivator is 
kept busy, the manure makes the weeds 
grow as well as the crop.

CLEANING GOTTON FABRICS.

French sateens will clean beautifully by 
putting them in a lather of luke-warm 
soapsuds in which there has been a cup 
of salt dissolved ; rinse in water also hav­
ing salt in it; dip in a very thin starch and 
roll np in a clean sheet ; in two hours iron 
on the wrong side. Remove coffee stains 
Irom a white dress with the yolk of an 
egg mixed with twenty drops of glycerine; 
wash off with warm water and iron on the 
wrong side. A tablespoonful of sal soda 
in a gallon of cold rinsing water will 
brighten blue and purple lawns, while a 
teacup of vinegar to a gallon of water will 
improve green and pink shades. If a color 
has been taken out of a linen waist by 
careless washing it is claimed that it may 
be restored by dipping the article in a sol­
ution of one part of acetic acid to twelve 
parts of water. Remove scorch stains 
from summer muslins by soaking the cloth 
in luke-warm water, sqeezing lemon juice 
over it and sprinkling a little salt also on 
the stain : then bleach in the sun. 1 Clean 
black and navy blue lawn and batistes by 
washing in hot suds containing a cup of 
salt ; rinse in a very blue water and dry 
in the shade ; then dip in a very blue 
water and thin starch, and, when nearly 
dry, iron with a moderately-warm iron on 
the wrong side. When you have cleaned 
all of the materials on hand the most 
difficult part of your undertaking will have 
been overcome, and you will not flnd.it a 
very difficult matter to make your old 
clothes appear new. Your nice ginghams 
and percales should be washed in moder­
ately-warm water having salt in it to “ set ” 
the colors. Dry them in the shade and 
use very thin, warm — not cold — starch 
iron on the wrong side with a mediumly 
warm iron. Do not soak them over night.

EARLY CUT HAY FOR SHEEP.

Sheep do not like late cut hay nor coarse 
strawed hay of any kind. Dry grain of 
any kind is not a substitute for grass. 
Farmers raising and growing early lambs 
must maintain the thrift and condition of 
the dams, as well as cater to the peculiar 
wants of the lambs. The sweet grasses 
and clovers are the best known feeds for 
both the sheep and their lambs. For 
winter feed the nearer the feeder can get 
to summer grass the better. Good corn 
ensilage is a good substitute in part. Next 
comes early cut hay. For this’ purpose 
select a field of fine grass and cut extreme­
ly early, then later on cut a second crop 
from the same field. There will then he 
no loss of growth from early cutting and 
both crops will be palatable to the sheep, 
and will be nearly as good fèdd as the 
grass itself. Such fodder will not have so 
high a percentage of nutrition as where 
the grass has matured its growth. The 
sheep and lambs, however, will eat more 
of it, while at the same time it better 
meets their critical wants in the winter

feeding season. The farmer, therefore, 
can better sacrifice a measure of quantity 
to secure a needed quality. This winter 
raising of lambs is a particular kind of 
business, and one haa to provide for it be­
forehand in order to go into it on any 
considerable scale, and at the same time 
reach a full success.

A ST. JOHN HORROR.

A Three Storey Building Collapses, Kill­
ing a Woman.

About three o’clock Monday morning 
an alarm of fire was rung in St. John. 
The firemen, with Chief Kerr, responded 
with more than ordinary promtness. 
But on their arrival they discovered it 
was not to fight fire, but to rescue tbre^ 
families from the 'ruins of a three storey 
wooden building. A few minutes before 
three o’clock Officers McLeam and Walsh 
were on Waterloo street, and, hearing a 
crash, rushed to the scene of the noise, 
only to discover that the old three-storey 
wooden building owned by Miss Alice 
McCormick, of Waterloo street, had fallen. 
The cries of those in the ruins met the ears 
of the firemen as they rushed to the scene 
with their axes, rope and other appliance, 
and fo£ nearly an hour the scene was a 
most Heartrending one. Chief Kerr di­
rected the movements of bis men with 
great ability, and the salvage corps rend­
ered the chief and his men every possible 
assistance. Away down in the ruins came 
cries for assistance from at least two per­
sons. The firemen immediately set to 
work to rescue these people, and in a 
short time Thomas Gorman, laborer, and 
John O’Leary came out from the ruins 
after the firemen from the lower flat, the 
firemen having provided an exit. Gor­
man said to a Sun reporter after his exit, 
that he was sound asleep, and that the 
first thing he heard was a crash. The only 
thing that saved their lives, he says, was 
the bed post holding up a falling partition. 
Miss Alice McCormick, aged 33, and Ethel 
McCormick, an adopted daughter, aged 12, 
were also on the lower flat. The firemen 
next directed their efforts to rescue these. 
Miss McCormick was got out, but she was 
really dead when she was rescued, while 
Ethel was rescued slightly injured and re­
moved to the General Public Hospital. 
She is believed to have sustained slight 
injuries about the hack.

About this time a voice was heard in 
the ruins crying: “ Don’t walk on the top 
or throw anything down; we are all right 
underneath. ” Then a woman’s voice 
was heard, and she was crying bitterly.

Under Chief Kerr the fireman redoubled 
their efforts, and in a short time Michael 
Quinn and his wife were rescued. Quinn 
had his face badly cut and was otherwise 
injured, while Mrs. Quinn was cut about 
the face, but it is not thought she is other­
wise injured. By this time the fireman 
commenced to enquire if there were any 
more people in the building and doubts 
were expressed if there were, but in a few 
minutes the cries of a woman’s voice could 
be distinctly heard. Then axes, saws and 
picks were brought into resquisition, and 
in fifteen minutes or less a salvage corps 
ladder was lowered and soon Mrs. Hayes, 
aged between seventy-five and eighty years 
was brought up. She was suffering from a 
severe shock, but was not apparently in­
ternally injured.

A DECISIVE CAT FIGHT.

Some time ago a company of soldiers 
were stationed at a village in the south of 
Ireland, and as they had little to do the 
time hung heavy on their hands. They 
tried various ways of amusing themselves 
but the amusement which seemed to suit 
them best was cat-fighting. They would 
get several large cats into a back room of 
the barracks and tie them in pairs by the 
tails and hang them over a line stretched 
across the room. This cruel treatment 
made the animals very savage and they 
fought with each other in the air until 
they were almost dead. The captain sus­
pected that his men were in the habit of 
amusing themselves in this way and re­
solved to put a stop to their cruelty but 
he could not catch them at it and none of 
the men would inform, so he could do 
nothing but forbid the cruel sport and 
keep a close watch.

One day six or seven of the soldiers 
were having a high old time with a couple 
of cats tied up in the manner above de­
scribed, when looking out of the window 
they saw the captain at the door almost 
almost in the act of entering the room, 
there was no time to take the cats off the 
line, so rather than be caught with them 
in that position one of the soldiers drew 
his sword and made a quick cut between 
cats and the line which let them to the 
floor leaving their tails hanging on the 
line. Thus freed from their painful pos­
ition the poor beasts disappeared instantly 
just as the captain entered the room and 
inquired angrily if they had been fighting 
cats with their tails tied together. The 
men were so taken by surprise at his sud­
den appearance that they could not find 
utterance. The captain said “ I see that 
you have been disobeying my orders for 
I see two tails on the line you have been 
using ; where are these cats ?” No one an­
swered him and he again demanded to 
know what had become of the cats, when 
at length one of the soldiers (an Irishman) 
spoke up and said : “ Shure yer anner 
we was having a little bit ofdivarsion wid 
the bastes.” “ Well, tell me this instant 
where the cats are,” said the captain “or I 
will have the whole lot of you locked up.” 
“ Shure and that’s aisy to be seen ” said 
Pat. “ The craytt rs fit and fit so savage 
intoirly that they just ate wan another 
clane up, and the tails yer anner sees on 
the shtring is all that is left of them."

FROM RURAL DISTRICTS.
Interesting and Spicy Gossip from Our 

Active Correspondents.

A WORD FOR SHROPSHIRES.

A well-informed writer on sheep gives 
the following as his reasons for preferring 
Shropshires to any other breed :

“They have been bred pure for a suffici­
ent length of time to establish their pre­
potency beyond a question. I believe a 
thorough study of their history will con­
vince anyone that they are pure-bred, 
and those who improved them and were 
most successful with them were those who 
did it by careful selections of the best of 
the breed and not from out-crosses. Sec­
ond, these sheepare vet y prepotent, stamp­
ing their best characteristics upon their 
offspring with wonderful uniformity. I 
think it can be easily proven that there i- 
no breed of sheep which crosses upon and 
improves other breeds in so marked a de­
gree as the Shropshires. They are to the 
mutton sheep breeds what short-horns are 
to the beef breeds of cattle. They ‘ nick ’ 
well with whatever breeds they are cross­
ed upon. Some of the crosses of the Eng­
lish mutton breeds have spoiled both 
fleece and carcass. The cross has been too 
radical, or they do not ‘ nick ’ well ; but 
not so with the Shropshires. One cross to 
a Shropshire ram will increase the lamb 
crop from 25 to 50 per cent, when bred to 
ordinary ewes,”

TO BREED PIGS.
A good breeding sow will if bred prop­

erly yield more profit in a year than many 
animals that cost much more money. It 
does not pay to save a few dollars in first 
expense by failing to get the beet, through 
a long, rangy sow that is rather coarsely 
built, if bred to a full-blood, fine-boned 
male, will always bring more thrifty pigs, 
and those which will make a greater 
amount of pork from the same feed than 
will the thoroughbreds. But if these half 
hloois are bred from, they should be 
mated with thoroughbred males. It is 
mainly for breeding that the thorough­
bred hogs are kept, and as it involves ex- 
•tra expense to keep them, the breeders of 
thoroughbreds are entitled to charge extra 
for males to be sold to those who breed 
only for feeding. It pays both parties, 
for the cross breds if bred together soon 
run out.

A Substitute for Nature Doing Wonders 
For New York’s Baby Weaklings.

“ He was incubated,” the proud mother 
of some great man of the future will say of 
her son. For the baby incubator is a suc­
cess, and has come to stay, according to 
the N. Y. World. The doctors declare 
that incubators have already been the 
means of saving the lives of one hundred 
infants in New York. In fact, the new 
born , baby, who under old-fashioned 
methods had no chance of living, now, if 
put in an incubator, stands about an even 
chance of becoming a healthy, crowing 
youngster. Baby incubators are now in 
use in two hospitals in the city, the Post 
Graduate Hospital, on East Twentieth 
street, and the Maternity Hospital of the 
Woman’s Medical College, on East Fif­
teenth street.

A bright young woman, with a sweet 
face and modest ways, is in charge of the 
babies at the maternity hospital. There 
is a room in the third story there, a room 
with a great large window which lets in 
plenty of light and overlooks the tops of 
the trees in Stuyvesant Park. Around 
the walls are four cribs of from ten to 
twelve feet in length. In two of these 
there were three little lumps.

You discover that these lumps are alive 
and breathing. They are very small and 
delicate and dainty and pink. They are 
babies sure enough—any man can tell 
that, but nobody would ever think they 
are incubator-raised.

A cosier place for a baby could not be 
imagined. Here the embryo citizens 
have every opportunity the world affords 
to hold on to life and to grow healthy 
and strong, while in the tenements where 
their parents live, the lives of the frail 
things would have been snuffed out in 
less than a day after they first saw the 
light.

The incubator is used only for prema­
turely born babies, and for babies which 
are so week that the wise young woman 
doctors are pretty sure they will die if left 
in the open air. Strangely enough, the 
incubator is shaped something like a 
coffin, while its particular aim is to keep 
babies out of coffins. There are two dif­
ferent kinds of baby incubators and they 
differ somewhat in construction. The 
babies are taken out of the incubators at 
the Maternity Hospital to get their nour­
ishment directly from their mothers, who 
live in the building, but the mother of 
the baby in Post-Graduate Hospital may 
not see her offspring from one week’s end 
to another.

Thefore the youngster must be fed by 
artificial means, and, after much experi­
ment and study, the doctors have con- 
pleted an incubator by means of which the 
baby is nourished without being removed 
from its snug little nest.

The moment a baby for the incubator 
arrives at the Maternity Hospital the 
white-capped nurses and the doctors 
gather about the little wooden box, which 
rests upon a stand some three or four feet 
high. Baby is swathed very carefully in 
warm clothes, and is then weighed, clothes 
and all, before he is laid inside and the 
glass cover is placed over him.

Underneath the board upon which the 
little mite rests there are three bottles 
that are constantly kept full of hot water. 
The air passing in from below flows over 
these and through an opening in the 
board in the chamber where the infant is 
A thermometer keeps the attendant con­
tinually informed as to the temperature 
and a little aluminium anemometer in the 
small chimney by which the air escapes, 
and which furnishes the draught that 
keeps the baby supplied with fresh air, 
always indicates whether or not the cir- • 
culation of air is good.

The weight is a very important matter. 
One baby in the incubator is weighed 
every day. A healthy baby should show 
a slight diurnal increase in weight, and if 
the doctors find that the diminutive pati­
ent is not growing heavier they seek rem­
edies for his indispostion. This is the 
truest model they have of ascertaining 
the baby’s progress, and therefore the 
greatest care is taken that its clothes shall 
always be of the same weight, as two or 
three ounces is a considerable increase for 
a young man or woman, whose aggregate 
weight is only six, seven, or eight pounds. 
About 70 percent of the “incubated” babies 
have lived, and at least 50 percent of these 
would have died but for the incubator.

The incubator which will be in the 
babies’ ward of the new building of the 
Post-Graduate Hospital is a great im­
provement on that at the Maternity Hos­
pital, although it lacks the sentimental 
surroundings of the one in charge of the 
young woman doctors. In this improved 
affair the patient will not have to be once 
lifted from his snug nest from the time he 
is placed inside until he becomes strong 
enough to be removed with safety.

The incubator is set upon bicycle wheels 
so it may be moved about whenever de­
sired. The fresh air is heated by passing 
between two strata of hot water, rises up 
both at head and foot of the matress, and 
is kept in motion by an aluminum fan run 
by clock-work thus preventing any pos­
sibility of the little patients suffering from 
the want of air. There is also a tube for 
the supply of oxygen, liberal quantities of 
which are good for babies who are hang­
ing on to life by the merest thread, and it is 
belived this improvement will save a great 
many lives that would have been lost in 
the old incubator.

By means of a clever mecliancial device 
the weight of the baby is always registered, 
so that the physician may discover the 
slightest variation of any time. Infants 
are subject to tubercular diseases which 
develop before the doctors knows what is 
the matter. Of course, the incubator must 
ho' opened in order to feed the baby its 
artificial food, and by means of a deft slid­
ing of the covers the entrance of any cold 
air from the outside is prevented. The 
temperature of the incubator is kept as 
near 98 degree as possible.

The Post-Graduate Hospital gets more 
subjects for incubators than the Maternity 
Hospital, and the task of bringing the lit­
tle ones hv slow stages to vigor and health 
is the more difficult because the mothers 
are not present to nurse them. The learned 
doctors of this institution have literally 
snatched life from the jaws of death on 
more than one occasion.

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TAKING SHAPE.

Mayor Beckwith is in receipt of a com­
munication this week from the military 
authorities at Ottawa, inviting the City to 
make a definite offer for the military 
property here. The Ottawa people in­
timate that they will be willing to hand 
the same over to the Corporation for 
$25,000 and a free title to Government 
House property. The Mayor will call a 
meeting of the City Council for Friday 
evening to consider the matter.

NEW BRUNSWICK CROP PROSPECTS.

The farmers of New Brunswick have 
every reason to rejoice over the crop pros­
pects of the present season. The favor­
able spring gave them every opportunity 
to till an unusually large Area, and'since 
the crops have come above ground season­
able rains have sent them along with a 
bound. The heavy fall of snow last 
winter prevented the grass from being 
winter killed, and the moist weather re­
cently has given it a great start, promis­
ing a splendid hay crop. More com for 
fodder has been planted this spring than 
ever before in the history of the province. 
In this connection Tjie Herald noted 
last week that the butter and cheese­
making industry has received a great 
boom as the result of the work of the 
Dominion and local Governments. Fac­
tories are starting up all over the prov­
ince, and those that were working last 
year for the first time, report satisfactory 
results. In the French districts of West­
morland, Kent and Gloucester alone, no 
less than seven of the factories have been 
established within a year, the clergy 
taking an active interest in the work.

Altogether the outlook for our farmers 
is a very favorable one, their chief 
enemies being the potato bug, and Mr. 
Foster’s crazy quilt National Policy tariff.

MR. PALMER’S RESIGNATION.

It is a great pity that the services of 
Mr. Palmer are about to be lost to the 
Fredericton High School. Four years 
ago Mr. Palmer was offered the same 
position at Sackville, but the Fredericton 
trustees were so loth to lose his services 
that they induced him to remain by the 
promise of an increased salary. The in­
crease was subsequently given him, and 
Mr. Palmer had no intention of leaving 
Fredericton in the near future. He had 
brought his mother here, was comfortably 
settled, and doing excellent work, but 
last autum the trustees reduced Mr. Pal- 
mèr’s salary after only one year. Mr. 
Palmer very naturally feels that faith has 
been broken with him, and he might at 
any time be forced to submit to another 
reduction in his salary if the trustees 
find it difficult to meet their financial 
obligations. He leaves Fredericton then 
not because of his preference for the other 
position, for it was declined four years 
ago, but because of the increase in salary 
offered him, a temptation which few men 
would be able to resist. The Herald 
can only express its regret that so faithful, 
so energetic and so intelligent a gentle­
man as Mr. Palmer should be compelled 
to withdraw from the city school service, 
and that so soon after the resignation of 
Mr. Inch for a similar reason.

A CHURCH SENSATION.

The peculiar position of Rev. Mr. Alex­
ander, late of the Cathedral in this city, 
is attracting much public attention, 
and is stated at length in our news 
columns. No doubt the Bishop was 
much pained in being called upon to dis­
charge from the service of the church, for 
the present at least, so old and faithful a 
servant as Dr. Alexander, and the con­
gregation have parted from him with a 
feeling of regret. However, there was no 
other course open to the Bishop if he 
would stand firmly in defence of the 
great charge placed in his hands. As for 
Dr. Alexander, everybody must respect 
the sincerity of his convictions, which is 
best proved by the sacrifices he has made 
in defence of his religious doubts. If he 
no longer believes in the cardinal prin­
ciples and practises of the Church of 
England, he is honest in making it 
known, and retiring from the service. 
If his intelligence directs him to the 
Church of Rome, that is his own business. 
Liberty of conscience in religious matters 
is a birthright which no man can take 
from him. The public are not so much 
interested in Prof. Stockley’s religious at­
titude.

DONALD MORRISON.

The last page in the life of this hapless 
man, was turned on Tuesday, when at 
the public hospital in Montreal, he breath­
ed his last, a victim of consumption. 
Only the previous day he had been liber­
ated from St. Vincent de Paul penitent­
iary, by order of the Minister of Justice, 
at the request of a largely signed petition, 
although his term had not nearly expired.

The crime for which Morrison was in­
carcerated, and the events which preceded 
his capture, are probably fresh in the 
minds of many, bnt the story will bear a 
brief repetition. The trouble arose in a 
dispute about his father’s farm on the 
shore of Lake Megantic, and ended in 
Morrison taking a life, for which he paid 
the penalty of a long imprisonment, and 
indirectly his own life. Donald, his father 
and brother, were interested in the farm 
upon which one McAulay held a mort­
gage, under which the property was sold. 
Donald alleged he had been cheated out 
of nine hundred dollars in the sale by Mc­
Aulay, and sued the latter to recover the 
amount, losing the suit however. A war­
rant was subsequently issued against Don­
ald in connexion with the transaction, 
and placed in the hands of Lucius F. 
Warren for execution, and it was War­
ren who met death at the hands of Mor­
rison, who for some time evaded service 
of the paper, asserting that he would 
shoot the man who attempted his arrest. 
On June 22nd, 1888, Morrison was at Me­
gantic, when he was approached by War­
ren to serve the papers. Morrison sud­
denly confronted the constable with a re­
volver and shot him dead on the street. 
The murderer, the minute he committed 
the crime, cooly walked off, and made 
his escape to the woods, and then followed 
one of the most remarkable man hunts 
on record. Morrison for some months 
was unmolested in his lonely haunts. He 
was in constant communication with his 
friends who suppled him with food, but 
all efforts to trace him for a time proved 
fruitless. He would appear at his home, 
be seen by some of the neighbors, but al­
ways evade the vigilance of the officers. 
Finally public opinion became indignant

that no determined effort seemed to be 
made to arrest the culprit, and the Que­
bec authorities were forced into an active 
campaign against the outlaw.

AROUND THE WORLD.
The News of the World In Brief — The 

Cream of our Exchanges.

SHROUDED IN DOUBT,

Detective Carpenter of Montreal, rein­
forced by seven provincial police, six pris­
on guards and eleven men from the 9th 
battalion, under an officer, the party in­
cluding in all, twenty-six men, armed to 
the teeth, were sent into the woods to 
capture Morrison, dead or alive. The 
hunt for a time was fruitless and the ex­
pedition on March 29th, 1889, was rein­
forced by Police Magistrate Dugas of Mon­
treal, the high constable of that city and 
ten policemen. Then began a hot chase 
after Morrison, the pursuit attracting the 
attention of all America. The outlaw was 
wandering through the dense forests of 
the Megantic district and occasionally 
coming out for food. He was a Highland­
er, a man of magnificent physique, entirely 
fearless, yet kind to his friends and ex­
tremely popular among them. Many of 
them felt he had been cruelly wronged 
in the first instance, and with true Scot­
tish clannishness, they stuck by him and 
supplied his wants. He was seen by 
them daily, and was frequently quite 
close to the police, without their having 
any suspicion. He was well armed, carry­
ing a rifle and two six chambered revol­
vers. The woods were thoroughly search­
ed for him, and a party even went through 
some unused mines in the hope of finding 
him there, but he successfully eluded the 
vigilance of the whole force. The au­
thorities began to despair and the country 
laughed at them. At last in despair, four 
friends of the outlaw were seized and sent 
to Sherbrooke jail on April 3rd, charged 
with aiding him, and the ministers were 
asked to persuade their congregations to 
reveal his hiding place. But their Gaelic 
spirit could not be broken. It was for 
the authorities to find him ; let them do 
their duty ! On the 11th of that month, 
Judge Dugas had a midnight interview 
with Morrison, who offered to give him­
self up on conditions which were too pre­
posterous to be entertained. It was on 

,Easter Sunday, April 21st, about 7.30 in 
the evening, that the capture was finally 
made. Constables McMahon, McKeown, 
Lessard, and Llroyer, the Indian guide, 
saw Morrison enter his father’s house. 
As he was leaving, McMahon called to 
him to throw up his hands, and on his 
starting to run for the hush, fired at him. 
The ball entered the outlaw’s hip and 
came out at the thigh. At four o’clock 
next morning, he was safe in Sherbrooke 
jail, just ten months after the commission 
of the crime.

Morrison was tried at Sherbrooke, in 
October, 1889, convicted of manslaughter, 
and sentenced to penal servitude for 
eighteen years.

Little has been heard of the outlaw 
since his sentence, until a few months ago 
it was learned that the big, brawny fellow, 
who was used to a wild mountain life, 
and the open air, was fast becoming a 
physical wreck, through the inroads of 
consumption. Friends intervened to ob­
tain his release, that he might at least 
die in freedom, and they weret successful 
on Monday last, in obtaining the neces­
sary order. But alas! Morrison’s life 
ebbed out only a few hours after he had 
discarded the prison garb. However, al­
most his last words were that he was con­
tent, since he died a free man. While 
there was much sentiment wasted on 
Morrison, those who knew him best, 
never believed him a bad man. Fully 
acquainted with all the circumstances, 
they felt he had been very wrongfully 
treated and that smarting under his 
wrongs, he commited the crime in a fit of 
passion. He fully atoned for the murder 
and his history will for many years, form 
a remarkable chapter in Canadian crim­
inal annals.

At Chatham, Cassidy, a liquor dealer, 
mixed Ready’s beer with soda water, and 
called it Cassidy’s tonic. The thirsty 
souls of the Miramichi drank of the 
enticing beverage, Cassidy was brought 
up for violation of the Scott Act, con­
victed, and his case was appealed to the 
Supreme Court, which sustained the con­
viction.

The Fredericton Board of Trade have 
endorsed two propositions put forward by 
The Herald last week, viz., inducing D. 
W. Hotgg & Co. to re-build their cannery 
here, aud dredging the St. John river so 
as to make it navigable all summer and 
fall to Woodstock.

At Bridgetown, N. S., Tuesday, the grand 
jury found a true bill against Rachael 
Jackson for the murder of Christiana 
Jackson, but the prisoner has been ac­
quitted.

The insurance and Finance Chronicle 
publishes a statement of Fire losses in 
Canada for May 1,1894, showing a total 
loss of $578,200, and total insurance, 
$373,100.

Dudley Foster, better known as Prince 
Tinymite, Nova Scotia’s smallest man, 
died at Bridgetown, Tuesday. He was 16 
years of age, 30 inches high and weighed 
20 pounds.

The Courier says that the N. B. Tele­
phone Co. agree to put in the same tele­
phone service at St. John that is in use in 
Fredericton at the same rate, viz. : $20 
for one instrument, or $35 for two.

At Three Rivers, Quebec, John Reginald 
Hooper has been found guilty of attempted 
wife murder and sentenced to twenty-five 
years in St. Vincent de Paul penitentiary. 
The jury was only out ten minutes.

Representatives of the Baptist and Free 
Baptist denominations met at St. John 
this week, and decided to keep the St. 
Martins Seminary going, and are to raise 
$2,000 to pay off the mortgage on it.

A Providence R I. breeder claims to 
have the smallest Shetland pony in New 
England. It is only eighteen inches 
long, twenty-six inches high and weighs 
twenty-four pounds. A child can take it 
up without trouble.

At Halifax a church which has had a 
varied existence, was sold the other day 
to a Jewish benevolent society. It was 
built for a Baptist church, sold to the 
Universaliste, then went to the Free Bap* 
tists, and has now been sold to the Jews.

Hon. Simon Fraser, one of the Austra­
lian delegates to the Intercolonial Confer­
ence at Ottawa, is a native of Pictou, N. 
S., but went to Australia during the gold 
fever, when he was eighteen years old. 
He has had a successful business and 
political career.

Rev. J. A. Clarke, of Milltown, was' 
elected president of the N. B. and P. E. I- 
conference now in session at Sackville. 
The other candidates nominated were 
Rev. Isaac Howie, of Gibson, and Rev. 
Thoe. Marshall, and it took three ballots 
to settle the question.

Early Wednesday morning, the steamer 
Yarmouth, ran down the lobster smack, 
Monteroy, off Portland, Me., during a 
thick fog. The little vessel sank almost 
immediately. The captain, William Pon- 
don, of Friendship, Me., went down also. 
The other two men on board caught hold 
of a dory and held on till rescued. The 
steamer was not damaged.

E. Broad & Sons Co., of St. Stephen, 
have notified their employees in St. 
Stephen that their services will not be re­
quired at their axe factory after June 30, 
and it is also understood that it is the in­
tention of the company to remove the 
plant to Montreal, where the principal 
shareholderè reside. Wallace Broad, who 
has been manager of the company for 
some years, will remove to South Africa 
in July.

A young man named Stewart was saved 
from drowning at Moncton the other day, 
by a large Newfoundland dog owned by 
C. Bruce McDougall. The young man was 
bathing in Hall’s Creek and was trying 
to swim with the aid of a plank. He lost 
his hold on the plank in deep water and 
sank. The dog, which followed some of 
the boys, took in the situation and went to 
the lad’s rescue, seizing him by the hair 
and swimming ashore.

All England is awaiting with loyal eager­
ness the momentous annoucement which 
is hourly expected from the White Lodge, 
Richmond. If the birth of a future King 
of England be proclaimed, the popular re­
joicings are sure to be extravagant. The 
health of Princess May has been almost 
perfect since her marriage, and the daily 
bulletins, which are now officially issued, 
are all favorable. No stranger is allowed to 
approach within a half a mile of the White 
Lodge.

Two Montreal men working on the 
Woodstock bridge had an narrow escape 
from death on Saturday. They were 
working on top of a derrick which was 
not properly secured, and giving way, 
precipitated both men to the ground, a 
distance of about sixty feet. Edward 
Lyness had his skull smashed on the left 
side and his jaw broken in two places, 
besides several severe injuries, but he is 
not considered dangerous. Proeper Cur­
rier had a leg broken and was badly in­
jured by the fall.

Linus, the king of exhibition horses, 
died at the stable of his owner, C. H. 
Eaton, in Milltown, Saturday morning. 
Charles H. and Herbert W. Eaton pur­
chased him in Oregon four years ago, 
when he was five years old, for $7,000. 
At the time of his death his tail was 
twenty-one feet long, mane seventeen and 
a half feet and foretop twelve feet. He 
had been exhibited in every city in the 
United States, and at the Fredericton ex­
hibition two years ago. He had netted 
the Eatons twenty thousand dollars, and 
was to start July 1st for a tour in Ontario. 
His skin is to be mounted for exhibition 
purposes.

General Martin’s appointment on the 
Board of the Police Commissioners, has 
made a sensation in Boston. Heretofore 
gambling houses and houses of ill-repute 
and, in fact, almost everything, excepting 
murder, has been allowed to go on with 
impunity. Hints of police officials receiv­
ing rich harvests have been made for three 
or four years, but a change will come after 
Friday of this week. Upon that day so 
say the Comissioners, disorderly houses 
must close and all the irregularities must 
cease. Captains of police stations have 
been so instructed in firm language, and 
General Martin, the chairman of the Police 
Commission, has said all disorderly houses 
must go. If, after a reasonable time, these 
places are not closed, the captain in whose 
district they are will be held personally 
responsible.

Rev. Dr. Alexander Suspended from the 

Church of England Ministry,nd Ministi

AND WITH PROF. STOCKLEY,

May Join the Roman Catholic Church.

This city has had its full share of sensat­
ions during the past few months, in financ­
ial, social and religious circles. The last 
one came on the public like a cyclone, and 
took a good many peoples’ breath away.

The Herald heard on Sunday that some­
thing was about to happen that would 
make the public stand still and wonder 
“ what next.” It was told by a prominent 
member of the cathredral congregation, that 
Rev. Finlow Alexander, the tried and trust­
ed sub-dean of the cathedral, the intimate 
friend and co-worker of the Bishop of Fred­
ericton, was about to sever his connexion 
with the churctTorUpgland, and embrace 
the Roman Catholic \ faith, and that his 
friend aud compânionT^rof. Stockley of the 
university,would follow in the same course.

The gentleman who talked with The 
Herald, Sunday, did not believe the story 
himself and therefore did not seek to im­
press his 1 istener with its probable truth. 
He told it as a

Sample of the Sensations 
that are often talked up in small communi­
ties, but never reach a definite point. It 
was no doubt a joke on the Sub-dean, who 
above all other others, was always believed 
to be ‘ stench,’ to use the favorite express­
ion of a well known public man. However, 
as the story writers say, “ the plot rapidly 
thickened,” and on Tuesday afternoon, it 
was known all over the city, that the whisp­
ered joke of Sunday, was about to become 
in part realized.

There is a religious service at the cathed­
ral every afternoon at five o’clock, attended 
mostly by ladies of the church, and the 
most of them went into their pews all un­
conscious of wbat was about to happen. It 
was observed, however, that several leading 
men of the church were in the building, an 
unusual thing for a week day service (the 
latter remark of course without prejudice 
to the religious practices of those gentlemen) 
and the air seemed to be charged with ex­
pectancy.

The Service Commenced.
When His Lordship the Bishop appeared 

to take his position, he was headed by the 
verger carrying his staff of office, followed 
by the bishop’s legal adviser, A. J. Gregory, 
robed as if for court ; then came the clergy, 
Rev. Canon Roberts, Rev. J. P. 8. Parkinson 
of St. Marys, Rev. W. H. Street of Campo- 
bello, Rev. H. E. Dibblee of Maugerville, 
and Rev. H. Montgomery of Spring Hill, 
the last named, bearing the bishop’s staff. 
This array looked imposing, and unusual 
for an ordinary week day service, and 
those who were not in the secret, stared 
with open mouths, wondering what was to 
come. Little did many present, think that 
it meant the severance, probably forever, 
of the tender pastoral tie which for so many 
years united Dr. Alexander to the cathedral 
congregation, little did they think that the 
Bishop was about to perform a duty, alike 
painful to himself, the absent Sub-dean and 
the worshippers assembled or at home.

The Rev. Canon Roberts said the service. 
After the second lesson, the verger moved 
down to the Bishop’s chair, which was at 
the chancel steps, followed by Mr. Gregory, 
Rev. Mr. Montgomery bearing the staff, and 
the Bishop. When the Bishop was seated 
Mr. Gregory handed him the following doc­
ument, which he at once read.

A Bombshell.
In the name of God, Amen :

Whereas the Rev. Finlow Alexander has 
made known to us that doubts have arisen 
in his mind with respect to his position as a
Eriest in the Church of England, and that 

e desires to have some leisure in which to 
considering position and to satisfy himself 
whether he can spnscientiously continue to 
minister in his"present office.

Now we. by virtue of our authority ordin­
ary and Episcopal, have required the said 
Finlow Alexander to suspend his ministrat­
ion in our Cathedral until such time as he 
can satisfy us that such doubts have been 
removed.

Witness our hand and seal this nineteenth 
day of June 1894.

H. T., Fredericton. > 
Then the Bishop said, “ Take heed that 

this be entered on the records of the diocese,’’ 
and the solemn procession returned, the 
Bishop going to the throne. The evening 
service then went on as usual, the sug­
gestive hymn “ The Church’s one Founda­
tion ” was sung, and the Bishop dismissed 
the congregation with his benediction.

The service was most impressive, and 
when the Bishop had finished reading the 
formal legal document, which for the pres­
ent at least, deprives the Sub-dean of his 
clerical appliances, many of the ladies of 
the congregation were in tears. It seemed 
for the moment that the sun had ceased to 
shine, or some other strange phenomenon 
of nature had crossed the paths of the peo­
ple, but when men and women began to 
think, when they knew the facts,

The Bishop’s Prompt Action
in a difficult position, was very strongly 
commended, both by the people of his own 
church and by those outside its pale. There 
was no other course open to him, but the 
effect bowed many in sorrow and regret 
that it had become necessary to remove the 
respected Sub-dean from his clerical duties 
in a church which had known him as an 
energetic and unflagging worker for nine­
teen long years.

The news of Mr. Alexander’s formal sus­
pension soon got around town, and created 
an unusual sensation. Since Tuesday the 
facts have been published all over Canada, 
and it is needless to add has excited a great 
deal of interest, especially in church of 
England circles.

Are Mr. Alexander’s doubts of recent 
growth, or have they been troubling him 
for years ? is a question asked many times 
during the past few days. To answer this 
The Herald sought information from head 
quarters. The Herald interviewed the 
Bishop Wednesday afternoon, and was very 
cordially received by his Lordship in his 
capacious and well stocked library. “ Per­
mit me to extend my sympathy to Your 
Lordship in the troubles which must have 
taxed your patience since your return from 
Europe,” remarked The Herald after the 
Bishop had invited the scribe to a seat. His 
Lordship thanked The Herald for its con­
sideration, shrugged his shoulders, and 
pleasantly

Submitted to the Interview.
“ Have you any objections to giving the 

public the facts in connection with Rev. Dr. 
Alexander’s suspension,” was asked His 
Lordship. “ None whatever ” was the 
ready reply. “You see,” continued the 
Bishop, “ while I have not expected such a 
termination, I heard from Dr. Alexander 
twelve years ago that he entertained certain 
doubts on religious questions. However, I 
attached no importance to the matter ; in­
deed I heard nothing more about it until 
about five years ago ; and from that time 
until a few days ago, since my return from 
England, it was never suggested to me. 
Last week, Dr Alexander called, and we 
talked the matter over ; with the restilt, as 
you already know. With my knowledge of 
the situation the only coursç open to me 
was to suspend him frorn^s ministration 
in the church until suclvtime as I am satis­
fied that his doubts liaVe been removed. I 
have not heard that he has connected him­
self with any other church. Indeed I know 
he has not, but that he has gone to St. 
John to advise with a friend of our com­
munion. What his future course may be I 
know not.”

His Lordship here spoke warmly of the 
Sub-dean’s long and faithful service in the 
church, and while evidently in sorrow that 
the break had occurred, he gave evidence 
that he was ready in any such emergency 
to act with.’protpptness and vigor in the de-

fence of his diocese and the faith of his 
church.

“As to the future,” questioned the Her­
ald, “have you made any appointments to 
the two vacancies in the cathedral staff? ” 
“ None,” was the reply. “ You may say 
that none will be made for at least six 
months. The services at the cathedral will 
be carried on for the present by the clergy 
of the adjoining parishes. Next Sunday 
morning, service will be taken by Rev. Mr. 
Parkinson and the evening service by Canon 
Roberts ; the following Sunday, Mr. Parkin­
son and Mr. Montgomery will officiate, and 
that is as far ahead as I have arranged. I 
may say, however, that I have placed my­
self in telegraphic communication with the 
Rev. J. DeWolfe Cowie, formerly of this 
diocese, but recently of San Mateo, Cali­
fornia, and that gentlemen will leave for 
Fredericton the 2nd of July, to assist for 
the present in the cathedral services."

Thanking his lordship for the informat­
ion above, the Herald withdrew.

Wnat Mr. Alexander Says.
The Herald was aiso about to seek an 

interview with Dr. Alexander, but learned 
of his leaving for St. John. However, the 
same object is met by information which 
he has furnished to the press of that city. 
To the Sun he writes :

“ For many years past, convictions of the 
truth of the claims of the church of Rome 
have strongly possessed me, and have as 
many times, until now,been put away. These 
have been again aroused, and now so stron- 
ly that I cannot but believe them, unless I 
get solid reasons to the contrary, to be the 
very voice of God speaking and pleading 
with me. It has been the making fully 
known to the lord bishop of the diocese of 
Fredericton, these facts, that has caused 
him, with my entire consent, to suspend my 
ministrations in the church of England_ 
until such time as, if ever, these religious 
difficulties should be removed. For his 
lordship's great kindness to me in this 
time of my trouble, I can never feel suffic­
iently grateful. Of my dear friend, Prof. 
Stockley, as his name has been mixed with 
this matter in the public papers, I will say 
a single word. It has been my great privi­
lege to have him with me for several months 
past, and to minister to him, as well as I 
was able, during a time of deep affliction. 
Mr Stockley is not and never has been a 
Romanist, but has long experienced relig­
ious difficulties, similar to my own. We 
have talked over them together, as was nat­
ural, but it was wholly untrue to attribute 
to his influence, my present uncertainty. 
As I have before said, my religions doubts 
have been the growth of years, and for 
them I hold myself wholly responsible.”

Another Version.
To a Telegraph reporter, Mr. Alexander 

said he was very much pleased to answer 
such questions as he could, but until his 
doubts had been fully settled, his friendship 
with the bishop of Fredericton, and his long 
connexion with the Episcopal church, would 
not allow him to make any statement an­
tagonistic to the Anglican creed. He had 
wished to make a statement in the cathed­
ral at Fredericton, but Bishop Kingdon had 
requested him not to do so, and he had of 
course, complied with liis wishes. All he 
would now say was that for many years he 
had entertained doubts as to the truth of 
the doctrineiof the church of England. He 
had repeatedly put them aside, but they 
had at length become so strong, that be 
could no longer do so. His conscience had 
compelled him to make his doubts public. 
He had come to St. John, to stay some time 
with the Rev. J. Davenport. He hoped 
that gentleman would be able to allay his 
doubts. He wished to say that the Bishop 
of Fredericton had treated him most kindly 
and considerately in this matter. The 
statement that Professor Stockley had def­
initely decided to go over to Roman Cathol­
icism was incorrect ; he had not done so.

Rev. Finlow Alexander is an Englishman 
by birth, and a doctor of medicine as well 
as a clergyman. In his younger days he 
was for some time a surgeon in the British 
navy. After taking holy orders he was 
for several years rector of a parish in On­
tario, bat for the past nineteen years his 
clerical life has been spent in Frederictoni 
where he is held in high esteem.

Prof. Stockley, who is a graduate of 
Trinity college, Dublin, is professor of 
modern languages and literature university 
of N. B., and is considered a clever man.

The future course of both gentlemen will 
be watched with considerable interest. It 
is certain, however , that neither has made 
any practical ad va nee towards entering any 
other church communion, further than 
giving evidence that in their belief, they are 
tending towards the Roman Catholic 
church.

DR. TWITCHELL TALKS.

On an Interesting Topic to Fredericton 
Horsemen,

Dr. Twitchell, the eminent Maine author­
ity on all branches of agricultural work, is 
always welcomed by New Brunswick 
farmers and horsemen, for he has always an 
interesting message to deliver. Last night 
in the Queen hotel coach house, he addressed 
quite a large audience on the advantage 
of judging exhibits by the score card, 
in preference to the committee system. 
The lecture was under the auspices of the 
local Agricultural Society and Dr. Twitch­
ell came here through the efforts of W. W. 
Hubbard, and the Secretary of the society, 
A. S. Murray. Those présent included Hon. 
H. R. Emmerson, J. L. Inches, Hon. F. P. 
Thompson. W.T. Whitéhead, A. S. Murray, 
F. B. Edgecome, Isaac Peabody, John H. 
Reid, Aid. Golding, R. A. Estey, John A. 
Edwards, H. C. Rutter, John Boyle, P. C. 
Powys, R. S. Barker, F. C. D. Bristowe, C. 
Boyle, A. D. Thomas, and representatives 
of the local press.

On motion of Mr. Murray, J. L. Inches 
was called to the chair, and the Secretary 
for Agriculture introduced Dr. Twitchell 
with a few fitting words. He said we were 
sorry we did not have the Doctor with us 
oftener, for we always benefited greatly 
from his intelligent advice and wisdom on 
agricultural matters. *

Dr. Twitchell, on stepping to the front, 
launched directly into his subject, making 
out a very strong case for the score card 
system of judging at exhibitions. He after­
wards gave a practical illustration of how 
the work is done, using one of Mr. 
Edwards’ handsome chestnuts, and giving 
an amount of useful information about the 
horse and the different points of his own 
ideal. The Herald will publisfi later a 
fuller report of the very interesting address.

Messrs. Thompson, Inches, Reid, Sim­
mons, Estey, Edwards, Murray and others 
plied the doctor with numerous questions 
during his address and were promptly 
answered.

A vote of thanks, moved by Mr. Reid and 
seconded by Mr. Murray, was presented to 
the lecturer by the chairman.

An Important Meeting.

This morning Mr. Inches, Secretary for 
Agriculture, received the following impor­
tant letter from Prof. J.W. Robertson, which 
is self-explanatory :

Ottawa, 21st June, 1894. 
Dear Mb. Inches :

I intend to be at Fredericton on Tuesday 
first until the 3.20 train in the afternoon. 
I will arrive by the 10.10 a.m. train from St. 
John. Could you do me the favor of asking 
the Mayor to invite some of the leading 
citizens and members of the Board of Trade 
to meet me at any hour and place they may 
appoint during my stay in Fredericton, to 
discuss the desirability of holding our large 
picnic of farmers in connection with our 
dairy work, at Fredericton in August. I 
am desirous that this our picnic should be a 
great success, as His Excellency the Gover­
nor General and Lady Aberdeen will likely 
be present at it. I believe it will serve the 
agricultural and dairy interests of New 
Brunswick in a most efficient manner.

Mr. Inches has interested himself in Prof. 
Robertson’s proposition, and has arranged 
with the Mayor for a meeting at 11.30 a.m. 
Tuesday, in Council Chamber, where Prof. 
Robertson will meet the City Council, the 
Board of Trade, members of the Agricul­
tural Society, and all citizens who will be 
good enough to attend. Let there be a full 
meeting and prompt action will secure suc­
cess.

Convicted and Sentenced.

Judge Van Wart presided at the York cir­
cuit court which sat Tuesday and Wednes­
day, and received complimentary addresses 
from the bar of Fredericton and the grand 
jury. There were no civil causes entered. 
The criminal cases were against the Mil ville 
burglars : John Evans for breaking and 
entering Estey’s store in company with 
Benj. Dunford on May 8th. ; against John 
Evans and David Greenlaw for breaking 
and entering the same store in company 
with Benj. Dunford on May 14; against 
David Greenlaw for receiving stolen goods. 
The grand jury brought on a true bill on 
all indictments. Evans and Greenlaw both 
pleaded guilty and were sentenced to two 
years imprison ment,each, Greenlaw in the 
penitentiary and Evans in the reformatory, 
and they were taken to Dorchester and St. 
John respectively, on Thursday, by Deputy 
Sheriff Hawthorn and Constable Smith.

Benjamin Dunford, who was sent up for 
trial for complicity in the Millville robbery, 
was arraigned before Judge Steadman in the 
York county court Saturday morning. He 
elected to be tried under the speedy trials 
act, and pleaded guilty. He was remanded 
until Wednesday, when he was sentenced to 
two years in Dorchester penitentiary. He 
was also taken to that institution Thursday 
by the Deputy Sheriff.

* A Spendthrift Son."

The St. Andrews Beacon is in receipt of a 
communicication from C. E. Carmichael, 
with respect to an article recently published 
under the above heading in the Beacon, and 
briefly referred to in The Herald. He 
presumes he is the party alluded to in the 
article. He admits having charge of the 
business of his family and declares that the 
amounts expended by him were for house­
hold expenses, which were very heavy, and 
for his own salary of $2 per day. He says 
it required about $2,000 per year to pay the 
bills. He desires to be distinctly under­
stood that he still likes the "boys” and also 
the “girls,” and sincerely hopes the liking 
is reciprocated. The devil, he remarks, is 
not so black as he is painted. [Carmichael 
is a near relative by marriage of a family 
formerly resident in Fredericton, but now 
living at St. Andrews.]

One of the Fruits.

J. M. Palmer, a popular and efficient 
teacher in the High School, will retire from 
the city servjce at the close of the present 
term, and has accepted the principalship of 
the boys’ Academy at Sackville, made va­
cant by the retirement of C. W, Harrison. 
The^ngagement was made during Dr. Alli­
son’s visit here last week, and he has made 
an excellent selection. Mr. Palmer is a 
most successful teacher and the city will re­
gret losing his valuable services. No doubt 
his resignation is one of the fruits of the 
trustees’ economical programme inaugur­
ated last winter. Mr. Palmer's salary was 
among those reduced, and while we believe 
he regrets leaving Fredericton, the larger 
remuneration offered at Sackville overcame 
his objections. His place will be difficult to 
fill. _______________

Hose Station Repairs.

The fire committee have ordered some 
further repairs to No. 1 and No. 5 hose sta­
tions, and when these are completed all the 
property of the department will be in good 
condition. These two buildings were very 
greatly improved last year, but it has been 
found that the roofs need re-shingling, 
and some other work is necessary to render 
them convenient and comfortable for the 
firemen. At both hose stations in addition 
to the new roof, gas is to be introduced into 
the buildings, and the ceilings in No. 5 will 
be mended and kalsomined. No. 5 also 
want a hose drying tower, but that has not 
yet been ordered by the committee.

Johnston McKenzie, captain of No. 5, will 
do the shingling on both stations, and the 
plumbing work will be done by Jerry 
O’Brien. ________________

King street—From St. John to F. B. Ed­
gecombe’s residence, north side, past the 
rear of the Parliament buildings, and from 
St. John to Regent, south side.

Incendiarism in Fredericton.

A Fredericton despatch to the St. John 
Record says : It is stated to-day on reliable 
authority that one of Fredericton's wealth­
iest citizens, and his wife, both ot whom 
have always been prominent members of 
the Baptist denomination in this city, are 
soon to become members of the Church Of 
England, and are now being prepared for 
confirmation.

To the Editor of The Herald :
Sir,— I was greatly impressed with your 

article in The Herald of last Saturday, 
in reference to the apathy of our civic 
authorities in not making proclamation 
for the apprehension of the parties who 
set fire to the Hoegg building, on King 
street, designedly as was generally be­
lieved. Such apathy as you complain of 
struck me at the time. While it is far 
from my intention to reflect upon any 
body of men who compose our City 
Council, I desire here to state that on the 
day after the burning of the second ex­
hibition building, the Mayor of that day 
(as I am informed) took it upon himself 
to assume thé responsibility of offering a 
rewaid of $50 for the apprehension £nd 
conviction of the offender, and the bills 
were posted within twelve hours after the 
Are. Had he waited for the Council to 
meet, he might, or might not, have re­
ceived the sanction of that body, and 
besides by that time the excitement would 
have been all over. But the effect of this 
timely proclamation was that it aroused 
the notorious gang, pretty well known or 
suspected at the time, to a source of their 
danger, and some of them either left the 
City, or for the remainder of the season 
kept themselves out of harm’s way. 
Here has been a great factory destroyed— 
by the torch of some precious rascal ; and 
yet our authorities seem to be asleep — at 
all events do not take the first step in the 
way of offering a reward, say of $100, or 
even more, which would be money well 
spent, if a conviction followed ; but if it 
did not follow, it would serve as an in­
timidation to the lurking rascals about 
our City. I write warmly, because a 
heavy tax payer, and urge large real estate 
owners, and unless there is more neligence 
in the future and incendiaries are not fol­
lowed up, the effect will be that such 
persons as myself will be very apt to 
abandon the City altogether. As to the 
fire investigations, they are well enough 
as far as they go. We should go to work 
without preliminaries and hunt the 
rascals down. A Citizen.

Mrs. Byrne is the woman, it is 
generally believed, who carried from Dub­
lin the knives that were driven by Brady 
and Kelly into the bodies of Lord Fred­
erick Cavendish and Mr. Burke.

SLOWLY BUT SURELY.

For three years she has been dying, lit­
erally by inches, by creeping paralysis. 
From her feet upward the malady has 
crept on, minute by minute, until now 
every limb, every muscle, every nerve is 
dead and speech itself has almost left her. 
Her horror in being seen by strangers or 
casual callers is so intense that all would- 
be sympathizers have long ago given up 
the attempt to approach her.

A CHINESE PLAGUE.
Accounts are received of a terrible plague 

which has been devastating the population 
of China. The city of Canton was first at­
tacked, and in two weeks tens of thousands 
of the inhabitants fell victims.

It reached Hong Kong last week, and 
threw the colonists and the government 
of that island, as well as the foreign and 
native residents of the coast ports, into a 
state of terror and alarm. The disease is 
attended with purplish and black swell­
ings in the glandular regions, in the groin, 
arm-pits, under the knees and in the 
neck, accompanied by terrific fever, the 
temperature going at a bound up to 105 
and over 108.

It is frightfully rapid in its course. 
Purging diavrœha at once sets in and a 
state of delirium followed by coma, is 
is reached in three or four days. In bad 
cases death ensues, the body turning black, 
putrid and swollen to twice its usual size 
in the course of twelve to twenty-four 
hours. Six thousand fatal cases are known 
to have occurred in one district of Canton- 
in the old Mohammedan quarter—within 
a week. A foreign missionary resident in 
Canton avers that at least sixty thousand 
people have been carried off. Several 
medical and other experts were despatch­
ed from Hong Kong to enquire into the 
cause of the plague and they all agreed 
that it was due principally and primarily 
to the incredible filth, the abominable 
habits and dirtiness and poverty of the 
Cantonese, aided, no doubt, by the pro­
longed drought which caused the filth in 
the open sewers to germinate into hideous 
forms of life. Some people bëlieved that 
the fondness of the Cantonese for rats as 
an article of food is largely accountable 
for the pestilence. None of the European 
residents of Canton or Hong Kong have 
been attacked by the plague, which is en. 
tirely confined to the Chinese.
