The Provineial Exhibition and
Races for 1895, which open on
Tuesday next, the 24th. inst.,
promise to be an unprecedented
success. The number and variety
of the entries indicate that the ex-
hibits of agricultural and manu-
factured products, of fancy articles
and of fine arts will far surpass
anything in these lines hitherto at-
tempted here. The programme
of ‘sports provided for the four
days of the exhibition is most
elaborate, and must necessarily at-
tract an immense ‘gathering.
With fine weather, the exhibi-
tion of 1895 caunot fail to be
a memorable event in our Pro-
vincial history.

Dill %m%« Witk of
visiting the dairying establishments.

On Wednesday evening an immense
audience assembled at Starlsy Bridge
Hal', when an address was presented
to the Lieut. Governor.. His Hono
delivered, in reply, a lengthy and
practicsl address. tle spoke of agri-
culture in general and referred par-
ticularly to the dairying industry.
Addresses were also delivered by
Supt Dilion and others. Oa Thurs-
day evening, he was again presented
with an address at Crapaud Hal,
where a very large meeting had been
convened. In his reply to the ad-
dress of welcome, His Honor spoke
in his usual forcible and practical
manner. Supt. Dillon, as usual de-
livered a practical address on dairy
farming, and laid particular empha-
sis on the advantages of carrying on
the dairying during the winter mouths.

A curious instance of the ad-
vances in railway organization is
given in the fact that the Great
Western Railway Company 1
England have just paid $500,000
for the privilege of withdrawing
from a lease which bound them
to stop all their trains at Swin-
don “ten minutes for refresh-
ments”  The agreement was
made in 1841 for 99 years, and
under it the Swindon Juncton
Hotel Company built refreshment
rooms at the station, and paid a
nominal fee for the land of a
penny a year, while the railway
company agreed to stop all the
passenger trains ten minutes, As
the speed of railway trains de-
veloped, the agreement caused a
great Joss of time. Some years
ago the hotel company refused
$350,000 for the monopoly. The
stood out for $500,000, and they
gov it.

The Summerside Pioneer, dis-
cussing ths question of the road-
way to Victoria Park, makes the
assertion that Lieutenant Gover-
nor Howlan “seems determined
that the citizens of Charlottetown
shall not have a right of way to
their public park along the water
front of Government House
grounds.”  Our contemporary
does the Lientenant Governor a
very great injustice in the lan-
guage above quoted. His Honor
has no desire to deprive the citi-
| #ens of Charlottetown, or the citi-
¢ zens of the Province at large of a
right of way to the Park, On
the contrary he is anxious they
should have such. But he is de-
sirous the right of way in ques-
tion should be sg firmly estab-
lished in law, that any jnterfer-
enge with it afterwards {by any
one, would be pendered" impos-
sible. For this reason he pre-
vapted a committes of the Bity
Counai] from taking possession of
a portion pf Government Farm,
until they had proved their legal
right to do so.

As will be seen by reference to
oyr obituary eolumn, another
figure prominent in the publig life
og our Ppovince, for the last half
gentury, has passed away in the

erson of the %euorable T. Heath
Elaviland. He was hgrn on the
13th of November, 1822, and was
educated at Bryssels. He studied
Jaw with the late Judge Peters,
and was pdmitted to the har on
the lst of July, 1845. In 1844
he was elected a member of the
House of Assembly for George-
town, and continued to represent
that constituency till 1876. In
1839 he became a member of the
Executive gnd continued such un.
til 1862, Again he was a mem-
berof phe Executive st different
times, from 1865 to 1872, and he]d
the offices of Colonial Secretary
and Solicitor-General. He wus
elected Speaker of the House of
Assembly in 1863; but resigned
the following year. He was a
member of the Quebeg Conferepce
ana slso one of the three delegates
who obtained the better terms,
and he took a prominent part in
the discussions Jeading up to the
union of this Province with Can-
ada in 1878. - He again entered

the office of Provincial Secretury,
which he held till 1876, dual re-
presentation having not then been
abolished, as he had been called to
the Dominion Senate at the time
of Confederation. He continued
in the Senate till July, 1879, when
he was appointed Lieutenant Gov-
ernor of this Province. He was
elected Mayor of Charlottetown
in 1886,and held that office till
1893, since which time he had not
held any public office. In 1847
he married Miss Grubbe, of Eng
land, who, together with three
daughters and two sons, survives
him. His funeral took place on
Saturday and was very largely at-
tended. ;The funeral was from
his late resideace to St Paul’s
Church, thence to St. Peter's
Cemetery, The pall bearers were
Chief Justice Sullivan. Hons. D.

In a
cable from the Canadian represen-
tative in England: the attention of
the Government was called to the
charge made by the North British
Agriculturist, to which reference
is made elsewhere in this issue,
that a considerable portion of the
cheese exported from Canada is
made from separated milk, fatten-
ed with oleomargarine.  After
consulting those of his colleagues
who were in Ottawa, Sir Adolphe
Caron directed the Department of
Agriculture to cable Sir Charles
Tupper as follows :—“The state-
ment in the North British Agri-
culturist relating to Canadian
cheese is absolutely untrue, and
criminally libelous. The High
Commissioner is therefore asked
to rejquest to be furnished with
the authority for the statement.”
In addition to this, the Govern-
ment has authorized the publica-
tion of an official statement in the
following  terms; —“ Canadian
cheese is made from puyre milk
only. Not one box of filled or
oleomargarine cheese is made in
Canada In 1893, when it was
rumored that a foreign firm pro-
posed to start one factory in Can-
ada to make filled cheese, Parlia-
ment immediately passed a pro-
hibitory law forbidding the manu-
fagture or sale of the article under
heavy penalties, going up to $400,
the half of which was to he pay
able to the informant. Not one

Y | case of infraction of the law has

taken place. The manufacture
and sale of oleomargarine .are also
Emhibibed under a penalty of
eavy fine or imprisonment: "The
law forbids the manufagtyre, im-
portation or sale of imitation or
uynwholesome dairy products. The
use of the brand “Canadian” is
restricted by law tg butter and
gheese made in Cunads. The
Dominion is the only country
where the manufacture and im-
ortation of oleomargarine and
illed cheese are wholly prohibit-
ed. »

A Maliclous Libel.

The condition of the British farmer is
known to be desperately bad, with no
grolpect of alleviation in the near future ;
ut no amount of distress justifies the
methods to which resort is being taken in
his behalf in some quarters, The schedul-
ing of Canadian cattle upon a flimsy pre-
text, which will not bear the light of
close scrutiny, is manifestly -a way of
giving to British farmers a measure of
protection in the home market by other
than fiscal means, and this scheme, having
brought some success is now being fol-
lowed up with an attempt to exclude Can-
adian ckeese by a similar subterfuge. A
cable informs us that ** the North British
Agriculturist a'leges, on what it terms
good authority, that a considerable pro-
portion of the so calied full milk cheese
from Canada is really made from separ-
ated miik fattened with oleomargarine,
which is very difficult to detect. It urges
that the Board of Agriculture make an
expert enquiry, and saggests that this
explains why the Canadians are able to
undersell the Britisb farmers. They sell
their cheese at forty shillings per hundred-
weight, or fourpence per pound.” The
London Times has taken this accusation
as proved without any enquiry or war-
rant, and describes the practice as ‘- noth-
ing short of suicide to the Canadian
trade.” The charge is a gross libel. If
there is one branch of industry in which
Canadians can pride themselves more than
another it is that of chewese making. The
great trade built up in this article has
been acquired solely upon the merits of

H1€ | the product, due to care and the most ap-

ved methods of mannfacture and .to a

and climate espécially well ada to
cheese making. Through the excellence
of the Canadian product our dairymen
have been enabled steadily year by year
to increase their trade with Britain, until
they have come to supply 60 per cent. of
the cheese imported into the United King-
dom. Under severe tests and keen com-
petition the Canadian product carried off
the highest honors at the World’s fair,
and has retained that proud distinction in
numerous competitions since. It would
be absolute insapity for Canadian dairy-
men to dilute their product, or to substi-
tute cheap and deleterious compounds in
the making of the article, an insanity so
obvious that the notion of it being at-
tempted cannot be entertained for a mo.
ment. We have no reason to fear a rigid
investigation of Canadian cheese, and at
once the North British Agriculturist
should be called upon to produce its evi-
dence. The cheese trade is the most valu-
able item in the agricultural exports of
the Dominion, amounting to as muck as
$13,000,000 annually, and we must not
submit to having that trade destroyed by
a malicious libel in the interest of British
farmers, And in the enquiry it will be
necessary to guard against the substiiution
of American cheese, which does not ale
ways reach the standard, for the Canadian
article.—Montreal Gazatte.

The internation:1 Yacht Raoce.

The protest of the Def nder, regard-
ing the foul, in the race of Tuesday of
last week, was sustained and the race,
won by the Valkyrie was given to the
Defender. On Thursday, the day ap-
pointed for the third race, the Valkyrie
grossed the line, shortly after the De-
fender, and then withdrew, The De
fender went over the gourse alone.
Following is a brief acconnt of what
took place :—Lord Dunraven had said
Wednesday night, and he said it most
emphatically, that he would withdraw
his hoat next day if £h absolutely clear
course was not provided. He claimed
that during the previous races his boat
had been greatly interfered with, and
as everything depended upon the out-
come of the third of the series he ad-
hered to that decision so closely that
the Valkyrie merely crossed the start-
ing line and then retired from the
contest. The Defender, which was well
in advance when the handicap gun
was fired, crossed the starting line at
11 20:24, rounded the first mark at
1.26:68 and finished at 4.04:36. By her
three straight victories the Defender
retaing the historic cup for America.
Reuter’s news_ agency from London,
sent & request by cable to Earl Dan~
raven for a statement of the reasons for
his action in withdrawing from tha
third race for the Americs’s cap. The
following was received from New Y rk :

Life on the Alaska Mission.

By REv. Francis Barnum S. J.

(Concluded)
PROBLEMS IN TRANSLATION.

Alfter one has succeeded in being
able to converse a littl>, there ar¢
fresh difficulties to surmount in the
explanation of Christian doctrize.
Take one example. Suppose the ex
pression “ Crown of thorns” is to be
translated. Now observe the difficulty
in rendering these. words intelligible
to an Eskimo. In expluning what 2
thorn is, you may say, it is Something
resembling a fish-bone; which grows
upon certain trees and shribs; bat in
this desclate frozen waste, ‘there are
neither trees nor shrubs. Then the
word “crown” is simply untransla-
table, and, moreover, as a symbol of
royalty, it brings the fresh difficulty
of explaining what is meant by a king
These people have not a sufficient
notion of an organized government to
understand even the rudimentary
grades of social ranks, much lsss to
comprehend what a royal personage
is, or to appreciate the distinctive
insignia of royalty. In order to con-
vey to their minds an idea of a king,
one would have to describe one
divinely elected suth, as St. Ignatius
does in his Exercises, and then the
description would hardly harmonize
with our historical data regarding
monarchs, as Herod, for instance.
Moreover, apart from its symbolism,
the word “crown” presents another
difficulty. Here the custom is for
men, women and children to go bare
headed. Hats and bonnets, helmets
and diadems, veils and wreaths, are
a!l unkuown. In winter the hocd of
the parki is worn, but this is not its
exclusive use, for it is the little
Eskimo’s cradle. Besides, crowns are
of gold and adorned with gems, and
these people are unacquainted with
the precious meials, and entirely
ignorant of precious stones. The
only metal known here is iron and
that only in its manufactured state..
It is hardly possible that they would
be deeply impressed by the majesty
of a mysterious individual whose
head-gear consisted of a “ yellow iron
pot with stones on it.” The Eskimo
language is spoken all along the coast
of Behring Sea and the arctic. The
Eskimo is euphonious and free from
all barsh gutterals. Considering the
fact that these are a labret-wearing
peopls their pronunciation is very
clear, The Russian octupation has
of course left a certain imprint, but
the further ycu go from the old trading
posts, the fainter you will find it. All

Russian, more gr lgss pure, such as
tea, flour, bread, matches, teakettle,
etc., also the terms Barrabora, Qasino,
Kamleika, Baidara, Baidarka,
Samovar, Beluga, etc.  For all these
there are native equivalents, No
Eskimo will ever use the word
bidagka when speakijng of his litile
skin kyak or call ﬁi.g emaranetik a
kamleika. Hence you may conclude
that a knowlzdge of Russian is by no
means pecessary for 2 missionary
here.

THE RUSSIAN CHURCH.

Jn respect to the status of the
Russian Church here in the territory
of Alaska, under the pregent circum-
stances, its influence amounts to
little, for it is slowly but steadily
fadieg away, As long as the holy
synod of 8t Petersburg continyes to
appropriate funds for its support it
wil, drag along, but being no langer
backed by the secular power, as under
the old regime, it cannot accomplish
much. The Ozar's government
through the ¢ Most Holy Synod,”
which in rea}ity is thg Imperial
Bureau of Ecclesiastica] affairs, main-
tains a bishop in San Francisco who
is charged with the supervision of
affairs in Alaska, It can be readily
seen what a farce such an arrange-
ment is, by refientjng for an instant
on the width alone of this Greek
diogese. The distance from Sitka to
Attoo, the last of the Aleutlan group,
is about as far as from Sitka to New
York| Then consider thefact of its
bishop residing at a distance of over
two thousand mijes from jt. As
matter of fact, the present bishop
evidently prefers his residenee in
Csli{orn{l to laboring in Alaska.
Severaj things goptribute to destroy
the hold whieh the Russisn clergy
bad over these simple Hatives, whase
affection or reverence they never won.
Frst,thp natives are keen enmough
observers to ”'&’ that the clergy no
longer pcssess the power theL'qn e
had to make themselves o yoj.
That ngjther the agents of the present
Fur Oompany, nor the government
officiale, attend the services or trouble
themselves about the authority of the
church, ag in former times. Then
they have the bad eyample given by
so many of the white men who have
no respect for any religion. Another
cause of decadence is, that a number
of the clergy are natives or half-
breeds, who have been for a while in
the Rugsian seminary at San Fran-
clsco. These have ngither the tzlznts
nor training to enable thers to com-
mand the respect of the white popula-
tion, or to aspire to social equality.
They are not able to counteract the
evil influence of miners, whaling
crews, etc., or to proteet thejr pocks
against the encroachments of the
Protestant leachers. The sectarian
government schools, which are increas-
ing yealy throughout the territory,
will eventually destroy all traces of
the Russian schism. The natives
were never really instrucied ia the
Christian doctrine or in the rites and
ceremonies of the Greek Church.
They were simply “corralled” at
certain times, and baptized (generally
by immersion in the nearest stream) ;
they were then shown how to make
the sign of the cross afier the Russian
manner, and this completed their
religious education. As far as we
are concerned, and I speak only of
our own district, we of the Coast
Mission have no trouble whatever in

regard to Russian opposition, The

priest, Fatber Zachary Belkof, is now
too old, and much too corpulent, to
endure the privations which are con-
nected with trave!ling herg; so he
remains at his place on the~ Yukon.
The present bishop has never been
here, :1though they have constantly
expected him.

Close to the Mission stands a post,
bearing a board on which is roughly
painted the following awful warring:
“ This land reserved for Rus Mis.”
A large number of these notices were
prepared, and envoys were despatched
in all directions to post them up.
The majority were placed upside
down. Having thus modestly claim
ed the territory, and all trespassers
being .peremptorily ordered cff, the
powers forthwith relapsed into insen
sibility. These notices have proved
to be of considerable service to us,
as they indicate the very best positions
along the coast. Father Treca bas
profited by them to build a Lttle sta-
tion at Eskinok, and a second one is
erected at the “ flourishing town of
Shoo-poo-roo-na ra-mut, which is in
the Kuskokvim district. To sum up,
then, the Jesuit missionaries bave
been laboring in this dreary region of
the Far North during the past nine
years. There are at present in this
vast field nine Fathers and six Broth-
ers. The chief Mission, that of ¢ Holy
Cross,” is at Kozyrevsky on the right
bank of the Yukon, called by the
natives Kwikpak, or Great River.
Here the Superior of the Mission,
now a Prefect-Apostolic, Rt. Rev.
Paschal Tosi, S. J, resides. The
Fathers bave built a church, residence
and boarding-school. Some seventy
Iodian children attend the school,
which is taught by six of those heroic
women, the Sisters of St. Anne. The
second Mission is at Nulato, farther
up the river. It is under invocation
of St. Peter Claver. The third, dedi-
cated to St. Josepb, is at Tununaga-
mut, on Cape Vancouver, a promon
tory extending iato Behring Sea, and
is about midway between the mouth
of the Yukon and that of the Kuskok-
vim.—Messenger of the S8acred Heart.

The Pocket Handkerchlief.

An interesting historical study on
the pocket handkerchief has just ap-
peared. It appears that mankind is
indebted to Italy for the introduction
of that modest but indispensable ac-
cessory to civilization, According to
the writer, the use of the pocket hand-
kerchief was unknown in society until
the first half of the sixteenth century.
About the year 1540, an unknown
Venetian lady first conceived the
happy idea of carrying a ¢ frazzoletto,”
and it was not long before her examp'e
was widely fcllowed throughout Italy.
The bandkerchief then crossed the
Alps into France, where its use was
immediately adopted by the lords and
ladies of Henry II's court. The
handkerchief of that period was an
acticle of the greatest luxury.

In the reign of Henry
III, it began to be perfumed, It was
not uatil 1580 that the handkerchief
made its way into Germany, and then
its use was logg confined to princes
aid persons of great wealth.

In point of tonnage, speed and- other
gualities, the steamship Great Eastern,
now a rotten hulk in the 4gmly, will
be eclipsed by ths new steamship now
bnilding for the Hamburg—-American
Packet company by tHe Belfast firm of
Harland &Wolff. Even the Georgle,
the big new freighter of the White Star
line, will not be able to approach her
in any respect. The new steamer
which the Hamburg—American line
has contracted for will be able to carry
a dead weight of 13.000 tons, at the rate
of forty cubic feet per ton. The length
of the vessel on e load water line is
to be 560 feet, beam 62 feet, depth of
hold 42 feet. The new stoamer will
engage in the weekly fast freight ser
vice of the line between New York and
Hamburg. Accomodations for 200
cabin and 1,300 steerage passengers
have been provided. Bhe will be ready
in nine months and will have a speed
of 13 1-2 knots per bour-

Municipal Borrowings.

Boston last week borrowed $1,000.000
at 2} per cent. intersst, while New York
paid 3 per cent. for $200,000 and Chicago

-5 per cent. for $1;500,000, and while Bos-

ton got her funds at home, New York had
to get half her loan from Boston and Chi-
cago had to come to New York for all her
bonde. The marvellous growth,in popular
favor during the past few years of muai-
cipal bonds is a matter of wide comment
in financjal circles. Fally $150,000,000 of
city and country bonds are ¢reated and
sold annually. Houees that never conde-
scended to touch them are buying them
by the million, abt higher premiums than
the government gets for its boads. Oace
savings banks alone permanently invested
in them. Now the big insurance, mort-
gage and trust companies snap up two or
three millions at & time and hide them
away as among their best assets. Na-
tional banks are buying largely and loan-
ing liberally on them as collateral. The
number of bankers making a specially of
city and country and town and villlage
and school district bonds has increased
tenfold in three years.—Exchange
