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Provincial Political Movements.

THE Provincial Government
have at last appointed an Attor-
ney-General. Tardy as they have
‘been about this matter it is quite
possible that the appointment
would not even now be made,
were it not that the Supreme
Court -met during these days
and it is necessary that the Crown
should therein have its properly
constituted law officer. But it is
the unexpected that has happened
in connection with this appoint-
ment. The plum has not fallen
into the lap of the legal gentle-
man whose gums were supposed
to be watering for it. Mr. D. A.
McKinnon, member for the Mur-
ray Harber district has been the
lucky man. Ever since the ap-
pointment of Judge McDonald,
rumor, apparently well founded,
had connected the Attorney-Gen-
eralship with the only other legal
gentleman among the Government
supporters in the Legislature. It
has been said that he pressed very
hard for the office, and would not
take no for an answer; but now
the appointment is made and heis
not the man. What does all this
mean ? Washe compelled to back
down in consequence of the div-
isions and complications among
the brethren to which his appoint
ment would likely give rise; or
was he forced to smother his am-
bition for the reason that he saw
defeat staring him in the face, in
the event of his presenting him-
gelf for re-election? Was it one
or both of these causes that nip-
ped in the bud the political aspira-
tions of thislegal gentleman ? If
he abandoned his notions of pre-
frement because he feared to face
his constituents, he certainly ex-
ercised a wise discretion and cor-
rectly guaged public opinion. But
what about Mr. McKinnon ; what
are his chances for re-election?
These are questions that quite
naturally suggest themselves. Mr.
. McKinnon’s majority at the gen-
eral election was not very large,
and we doubt whether or not his
position has been strengthened
since then. No doubt he and bis
colleagues in the Government im-
agine their talk about the build-
ing of the Belfast and Murray
Harbor railway, which would run
through his district, will be a big
lever in his favor. In this they
may find their mistake. The peo-
ple of that distriet well know that
it was the Conservatives who
forced the Grits to favor the
building of the railway. The peo-
ple of that district also know that
the Grits have so often déceived

P L
ises of building the railway. They
may feel morally certain that all
this excitement about the railway
and the bridge are for election
purposes. Then again, at this
writing, we have no knowledge
when the election may be brought
on. Perhaps the Government in-
tend to hold the elections in this
and the Belfast district at the
same time. However this may
be, we notice that they selected
their candidate for the latter dis-
trict on Saturday last. The Grit
standard bearer for the Belfust
district is Mr. David P. Irving of
Vernon River. Mr. Jrving, we
understand, is a successful and
wealthy farmer. What manner
of politician he is remains yet to
be seen. He is one of the com-
missioners recently appointed by
the Government to investigate
matters in connection with the
Provincial Lunatic Asylom. On
Saturday also, the Conservatives
of the Belfast district nominated
A. A McLean, Esq. Barrister, as
the opposition candidate for that
district. Mr. McLean is well
known to the electors of that dis-
trict. He is a native of the dis-
trict ; he has run several eleetions
there. and has, for a ‘time, repre-

© sented the district in the Legisla-
ture. Mr. McLean is a first class
man, esteemed and respected by
every one .who knows him, and
we shall be very much surprised
if he does not carry the district
by a sweeping majority. The
electors of this distriet now have
a chance to take a forward step in
-the cause of good government. By
" electing Mr. McLean to the Legis-
latare, they will ‘show “to 1
world, that they' condemn ‘the
policy of the presentGovérnment;
that they set their face aganst
the recklessness and extravags

nce
of the adwinistration. The elect-
ors of Belfust have in theirown
hands the power of dealing a blow
to the Government from which it
can never recover. - They are well
acquainted with the Government's
record of false prowises and brok-
én pledges ; they well know how
the Government has piled up the
debt of the Province; how it has
yearly increased the deficits ; they
need not be told of the Govern-
ment’s hypocrisy, and Jeception.

THE GENERAL ELEOTION —BSIR WIL-
FRID WILL PROBABLY DISSCLVE
THE HOUSE-——BEFORE HE LOfES HIS
RIGHT ARM.—MR. TARTE IS TAKING
CHARGE.—THE END OF A SUBSIDY
JOB PROBABLY A QUARTER OF A
MILLION MADE BY CHARTER MONG-
ERING.

(Special Correspondence to the HERALD.)

OrTAwA, Sept -30—Public opinion
is fast settling down to the view that
tbe Laurier Govetnment will appeal
to the country before another session.
It is true that more than one minister
is said to have declared that the gov-
ernment bas no such intention. Mr.
Tarte, in his first interview after bis
rewurn to Canada was still more em
phatic in his announcement that no
election would take place in the neas
tuture. He argued the caseout, in-
sisting that there was no ground or
reason for a dissolution when parlia-
ment bad two years to run. These
assurances seem to carry little weight,
though the refusal to accept them is a
poor compliment to the veracity of
our rulers.

THE RIGHT ARM IN DANGER.

If a Dominion election is ordered
within- a few months the reason for it
will be the one mentioned in a recent
letter. The Hardy government of
Ontariois on its last legs. Its cup of
iniquity is full and running over. The
recent revelations of the Waterloo
election case are among the worst in
the political annals of the country.
Following West Elgin and South Oa-
tario they reveal a condition of things
that has horrified even thcse who are
accustomed to previous expesures of
electorial corruption. The existence
of a provincial “ machine,” organized
expressly for the commission of all
sorts of crimes, from the purchase of
a vote to the personation of a return-
ing officer ; the manufacture and use
of bogus ballots, the preparation of
false returns, with the accompanying
crimes of perjury and forgery,’ the
1ecoguition of this criminal organiza-
tion as & part of the campaign mach
inery of the liberal party ; the protec-

.| tion of the criminals by the lay officers

of the €rown, and their reward by
appointment tv offices under the fed-
eral ana provincial governments;
these things have startled and shocked
the whole people. They have made
it impossible for the Hardy govern-
ment 10 survive another session. Mr,
Hardy and his colleagues know this
and are preparing for the worst. -Mr
Tarte has only to. be convinced of it,
as his Oatario colleagnes are, and he
will probably order his premier to
dissolve the Dominion parliament
and, if possible, get a favorable ver-

Sir Wilfrid does'not cut off the right
arm that offends, but the people of
Oatario are doing it for him, There
is réason to believe that the premier
of Canada would prefer to have his

Mr Foster asked some questions. He
wanted to know who were the dlrect-
ors. = Mcr. Blair could not, or would
not, tell him, but he assured the house
that Mr George McAvity of 8t Jobn
was president, aud that bhis name was
a sufficient guarantee that the com.
pany seriously intended to go forward
with the work of railway construction.
Mr McAvity, it may be remarked, is
a bardware merchant 1n good circum-
stances. He is a promlnent political
supporter ot Mr Blair, and his irm
supplies large quantities of material
without tender for the Intercolonial
railway:
MR. FOSTER'’S ORITICISM.

Speaking of him Mr Foster said:
“I am willing to take Mr George Mc-
Avity for what he is worth, and in
some respects he is worth a great deal,
but he is not a railway builder and
never has been. My golemn belief
is that the gentlemen who have this
in charge are neither railway builders,
nor do they intend to be.

TERRIBE SCENRS oF SUFFERING AND.
HorROR—OUTRAGEOUS corpueT

real on Sept 14th, e
straite of Belle Isle was & fair one, though
the green crew in the stoke hole lessened
the speed of the ship, so that when she
reached Belle Isle she wag abont a day’s
ran behind her usual &verage. KEntering
the Straite of Belle Isle on Thursday
night, & debse fog banked on the vessel
and made navigation a matter of great
caution, at all times in the straits a pre-
carions undertaking. The speed of the
ship was reduced and she felt her way'in.
At 2 o’clock there was a shock underneath
the keel of the vessel, followed by another
and another. The Passengers were asleep
in their bunks and all were awaked by the
shocks. On deck the thick bank of fog

ran hither and thither, but Captain Skrim.
shire and his officers went Emongs c‘:;?n
calming their fears. A superficial exami-
nation of the ship told the captain that
she would be a total wreck and that she
must be abandoned at once. A port life.
boat was lowered and in this'many of the
woman and children were pla'ced. Hard-
ly was it clear of the ship when it capsized
throwing its occupants into the w.t,er'
Those who perished were in this boat, fif.
teen in all. Some were saved, for the
ship had listed to port and several ladies
were washed back on the deck. One lady
clung to a rope for two hours before be.
ing rescued, the skin being torn from her
hands. Meanwhile disgraceful goenes
were being enacted on board. Hard]
had the vessel struck before the men frorz
the stokehole rushed to the cabins, ang
slitting open valises and bags with .their
knives, took all the valuables they counld
lay their nsnds. Several of them fired
shot guns and tried to force men to leave
their cabins. It is said that some of the
steerage passengers joined the firemen in
looting the baggage of the first-clags pas.
sengers. In more than one jnstange rﬁ.';.
were taken from (he fingers of fainting
and dyiog women, Capt. Skrimshire and
his officers were busy in caring for the
safety of the passengers and had no time
to interfere With the vendals. When
mornilllg culne it was found'that the Scots-
man lay close in shore, alongsid
fully s thousand feet high. "A°.:°:2.;'
boat load of women and children, which
had been sent off, was called hack and
the p ers transhipped to the rocks
alongside the -ship. Until 6,30 o’clock
the officers and some of the crew of the
Scotaman worked nnceasingly in getting
the passengers asliore, and when darkness
and.a heavy fog set in, all were safe on
the rocks. But here the new danger of
starvation faced them. The lower decks
of the ship were entirely under water.
A quantity of biscuit was carried on shore
and on this, with a very little corned beef
and wild berries, over two handred people
existed for four days. Some natural
springs were found, but despite this the
bad condition of the food and water
brought on much sickness, Many of the
ngers suflered from the exposure
After much difficulty some overcoats and
shawls were secured for the women nearly
every one of whom had left the ship in
their night 9lothee. The engers werg
obliged to climb up a rocky cliff nearly 300
feet high before they could find a place
large enough to rest, Here they stayed
on the bare rock for four days and nights.
The first. night they had absolutely no
shelter, but on Saturday the captain sent
up some tarpaulin aad blankets, These
were very acceptgble, as it had rained
bard all night and was most bjtterly cold.
A N 0‘ p gers prs ‘;; J'to
reach the lighthouse, which was ahqut
eight miles away as the crow flies. . To do
this it was necessary to climb about 1,200
feet higher before a practicable path
covld be reached, and there the difficulties
had only begun, The path is rocky and
uneven, and js crogsed by huge clefts and
gullies, which were very deep, Altogether
the distance by land must have been over
sixteen miles, and one gentleman tqok
eleven hours to reach it, and rested anly
half aa hour on the way, It was not unti]
the 2fith that the steamer Montfort came
along and was signalled by the Belle Isle
lighthouse.
