In arranging for the consolid­
ation of the City incorporation 
ait and the various statutes re- 
latiDg to the city of Charlottetown, 
the Mayor and a majority of 
the Councillors have perpetrated 
what appears to be a very crooked 
transaction. Indeed, from the 
evidence exta'nt, it might more 
properly be characterized as an 
exceedingly “ dirty job." A short 
time ago the question of consolid­
ating the city laws was brought 
up at a meeting of the council and 
elicited some discussion. Subse­
quently, at a regular meeting held 
on February 16th., Councillor 
Daniel Stewart reported that the 
Stipendiary Magistrate, Mr. Me 
donald, and the City Recorder, 
Mr. F. L Haszard, would do the 
work of consolidation for $1,000 
and recommended that their offer 
be accepted. Councillor Grant 
objected, and stated that he be­
lieved the work could be done for 
half the amount specified by coun­
cillor Stewart. Thereupon 8 com­
mittee composed of Councillors 
Stewart and Hooper, were ap­
pointed to solicit tenders for the 
work. They went to the 
different law firms of the city 
and asked them to tender. 
Iu their canvass the councillors 
informed the different legal gent­
lemen, whom they interviewed, 
that the Stipendiary and the Re­
corder had offered to do the work 
for $1000. As a result of this 
committee’s canvass seven tenders 
were sent in. At a special meet­
ing of Council held on the even­
ing of the 23rd of February, 
Councillor Stewart, from the 
above mentioned committee read 
the following memorandum of the 
tenders received:—

It will be noticed that the Sti 
pendiary and the Recorder, who 
had previously asked $1000 for 
the work of consolidation, imme 
diately that tenders were solicited, 
sought the work at $500, just one 
half of their former demand. We 
must assume they did not tender 
to do the work at a loss; conse­
quently the inference is easy that 
they had no scruples of con 
science about scooping in $500 of 
the taxpayers' money without 
giving value for it It will furth­
er be noticed that three of the 
tenders submitted were lower than 
that of the Recorder and the Sti 
pendiary. But notwithstanding 
this, Councillor Moore moved, and 
Councillor Stewart seconded that 
the work be given to the Recor­
der and the Stipendiary. This 
motion was supported by the 
votes of Councillors Whear, Stew­
art, Clarke, Hooper and Moore. 
It was opposed by the votes of 
Councillors Grant and Lyons. 
In the discussion previous to the 
vote being taken Councillor 
Lyons said it was the smallest 
piece of business that had come 
within his experience since he 
had a seat at the Council board. 
Councillor Hooper acknowled­
ged it was? a dirty piece of work, 
but he was prepared to take the 
consequences of the way he would 
vote. Thus by virtue of a major­
ity, at least one hundred dollars 
of the citizens’ money was squan­
dered.

The perpetrators of this scanda­
lous transaction were at the time 
quite conscious of their guilt and 
sought to suppress all evidence of 
their crookedness by muzzling 
the daily newspapers, and, regret 
table to relate, they succeeded 
only too well. When the Exam 
iner’s representative asked to set 
the tenders to verify his figures, 
he was refused by Hon. J. F. 
Whear, chairman of the Finance 
committee and member of Mr. 
Peters, government, who put 
the tenders in hit pocket

Councillor Grant pointed out to 
him he had no right to keep the 
information from the press, as the 
business they were engaged in was 
that of the citizens and the meet­
ings of the Council are open to the 
public and the press. After se­
curing the information the Exam­
iner refused to publish it; because 
the Mayor requested its suppres­
sion. In an editorial on the fol­
lowing day our cop temporary 
says:—“ In deference to the wish­
es of his Worship,we have refrain­
ed from publishing the different 
figures submitted." The Exam­
iner is fond of dilating on the free­
dom of the press and daily pro­
claims that, “ Free born men, hav­
ing to advise the public may speak 
free.” But in this instance it 
belies its motto and allows itself 
to be muzzled by his "Worship,” 
the Mayor. We have heard of 
“Boss Tweed” and “Boss Croker;” 
but right in our midst, we have 
Boss Whear” and “Boss Warbur 

ton.” We thought Russia was the 
only country in which the press 
could be silenced by the nod of 
those in authority. If the trans­
action in question had been fair 
and above board, those respon­
sible for its perpetration would 
not attempt to muzzle the press. 
Since it was a dirty and crooked 
piece of work, why did the Exam­
iner refuse to let the full light of 
day in upon ft-$ Why did it al­
low itself to be made a party to 
the affair ? The great exponent 
of independent journalism; the 
great elevator of the standard of 
public morals, the Morning Guar­
dian, had no adverse comment to 
make on the proceedings. Its in 
dependence vanishes into thin air 
on suCh occasions. As for the Pat 
riot it only pursued its wonted 
tactics of lying low when its 
friends, whether in the Provincial 
of Civic Government are manipu­
lating and appropriating the pub­
lic funds to their own advantage.

There is another phase of this ques 
lion which should not be overlooked 
h is the opinion of some that, the 
Recorder should revise the statuses 
in virtue of his office. This, we are 
i I .rmed, was the view taken o f the 
•natter by the late Mayor Dawson. 
We have the authority of a former 
City Councillor for the statement 
that the late Hedley Y. Palmer, 
Clerk of the Police Court, consolida 
ted the statutes up to 1897; that he 
had the copy all ready to deliver to 
the council on the receipt of $aoo. 
This be considered a fair rémunéra 
lion for the work of consolidation; 
but Mayor Dawson refused his sane 
tinned to the payment of that or any 
other amount to Mr Palmer, on the 
ground that, as the stipendiary mag-s 
rates clerk, he should perfrom 

the work in question without further 
pecuniary recompehse. The manu 
script of the consolidation was conse­
quently retained by Mr Palmer and 
not delivered to the corporation. It 
is further believed that this manu­
script is now in the bands of the Re 
corder and Stipendiary and thus the
work for which they are to receive»
8500, has already been performed by 
another. In view of these facts all 
must surely agree that this whole 
business is a pretty rotten affiir.

B,y-Elections for the Ontario 
Legislature were held in North 
York and Centre Bruce on Thurs­
day last. In the former constitu­
ency. Hon E. J. Davis Govern­
ment, was elected; but in Centre 
Bruce, Clarke, Conservative, was 
re-elected by an increased major­
ity. The results do not change 
the government’s ma^rity.

As will be seen elsewhere, out 
winter steamers are in a most critical 
p isition Both are now out of action, 
and the Minto is completely disabled.

Sir Wilfrid Denounced By a 
Liberal.

The Winipeg Tribune, one of 
the staunchest Liberal journals in 
Canada, publishes an editorial bit­
terly condemning the hypocrisy 
of Sir Wilfrid Laurier and his 
party in tariff matters. The de­
nunciation is as truthful as it is 
forcible. It is as follows :—

“ Arctic explorers sometimes 
tell us of their sensations on re­
turning to the inhabited world 
after an absence of several years, 
and learning for the first time the 
events that had occurred since 
their departure. What would be 
the sensations of a Canadian 
Liberal who should thus return 
to-day after an absence of five or 
six years.

“ Take one question alone— -the 
Tariff. If he had departed in 1896 
his last recollections of the utter­
ances of his leaders on this ques­
tion would be Mr Sifton’s that the 
more he learned of tariff the great­
er he preceived its iniquity to be, 
or Sir Wilfrid’s declaration that 
tariff protection is legalized rob­
bery, or Sir Richard Cartwright’s 
declaration that tariff protection 
is a fraud, a delusion and a snare 
and that he would fight it until 
he died. Our returning traveller 
would recall Sir Wilfrid’s promise: 
‘ When we are in power not one 
dollar of customs duties will be 
levied for the sake of protection. ’ 
Being a good Liberal, with abso­
lute confidence in the good faith 
of such men, he would not have 
the slightest doubt that on his re­
turn to Canada after Sir Wilfrid 
had been in power for seven years 
he would find the protective prin­
ciple eliminated from the tariff. ”

“ Even if he had left Canada 
much later, say in 1900, he would 
return with confident exporta­
tions. He had, let us say, listen 
ed to many speeches delivered by 
Mr Isaac Campbell during that 
election. He had been assured 
that though the Laurier govern­
ment had not moved fast, yet its 
face had turned in the right direc­
tion . He had been reminded 
that tariff changes were disturb 
ing in their effect upon trade and 
commerce, and that the Liberal 
government would have been rash 
to remove protection entirely at 
one swoop. He had been assured, 
however, that whatever change: 
the Liberal government might 
make would be in the direction of 
freer trade, and that another in­
stalment of reform might be ex 
pected before very long.

•* What would be the sensations 
to the returned Liberal when he 
found protection still rampant,the 
tariff more protectionist in some 
of its departments than even the 
old Conservative tariff, and the 
cabinet representative of the wes­
tern farmer talking of increased 
duties which would make the 
tariff more protectionist than it 
is ? Would he not be amazed to 
learn that people were actually 
discussing the possibility of such 
action on the part of a govern­
ment of which Sir Richard Cart - 
wright was a member and Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier premier— a gov­
ernment supposed to represent the 
Liberal party ?

" What is the duty of the Otta­
wa government at the present 
time with respect to the tariff ? Is 
it not to proceed with the further 
elimination of the protective prin 
ciple, the further abolition of 
what Sir Richard termed a ’fraud,’ 
and Mr Sifton an * iniquity ’ ? 
The ten commandments, we sup­
pose, have not budged since 1896, 
and “ legalized robbery " is still 
robbery. Does the government 
not mean to end that robbery or' 
even lessen it ? Five years have 
passed since we got the first in­
stalment of tariff reform, is not 
the second instalment due ?

“ Two reforms above all others

FURNITURE WORKERS ROBBED.
If there is one thing Canada should 

be in a position to snpply to her home 
markets in any quantity, it is manu­
factures of wood. Yet onr furniture 
importations Under the Fielding tiriff 
are steadily climbing upwards, We 
have the raw material, and we certain­
ly have the workmen to fashion the 
growth of onr forests into the requisites 
for home and office use. But we lack 
a tariff which ia based on “ Canada for 
Canadians,’’ and consequently we are 
sending abroad hundreds of thousands 
of dollars, which are the just due of onr 
furniture factory employees. In 1696, 
we purchased furniture in foreign 
markets to the value of $276,463, a 
marked decrease as compared with 
previous years. With the Liberal-gov­
ernment onr importations of furniture 
commenced to increase steadily. Oar 
dealings with foreign furniture manu­
facturers during the past six years 
have been :

Towards daylight Thursday morning 
tbe ice began to move and she got np 
steam and beaded for Georgetown, ar­
riving just in time to connect with the 
morning train for Charlottetown. Cap­
tain Finlayaon come to the city and 
after consultation with the officials 
here it was determined that the Minto 
should take 150 tons of coal and other 
stores and start for the Stanley on 
Saturday in a final effort to free the 
Utter. If she could not reach the Stan­
ley, tbe coal was to be placed on the ice 
• a before, so that it could be taken on 
board by tbe men. In her battling 
with the ice the Minto lost one blade off 
her propeller, which cannot be replaced 
till she is placed on the slip.

CHAPTER XXXVI.—Continued.
The noblest answer was that of 

B-llard ; he admitted that he “ prac­
ticed the Queen of Soots’ deliverance 
and went about to alter the religion, 
but that be bad intended to kill the 
Queen he would not admit. All the 
others made a similar statement 
But it was of no lise ; according to 
the criminal law they had incurred 
the dreadful penalty of high treason, 
and judgment was given to thaï 
effect. And yet, I heard Sir Owen 
Hopton say at table, those who were 
present were not satisfied with the 
proceedings ; all hoped that evidence 
would be adduced that Mary Stuart 
was a party to, and bad sanctioned 
the proposal to assassinate Elisabeth, 
in fact that the conspirators would 
be compelled to bear public witness 
against her. But neither in the 
accusation nor during the trial, was 
mention made of the alleged com­
plicity of the Queen of Scots ; and 
many were heard to say, as they left 
the Star Chamber, that the general 
opinion in that respect appeared to 
be an incorrect one. Oo the follow­
ing day all the other accomplices, 
all, that is, who aided and abetted 
Babington or hie friends in their 
flight, were likewise conducted by 
water to Westminster to hear sen­
tence passed upon them.

I laid the paper which 1 bad 
brought with me on a wooden stool, 
to serve as a table, and kneeling 
before if, I wrote from his dic­
tation a wonderfully beautiful letter 
to bis poor young wife. In touch­
ing words he begged her forgiveness.
Hie zsal for the Catholic cause, his 
compassion for the innocent Queen1 
of Scots, bis attachment to his1

friends, had brought him to this 
pass. He had to choose between 
betraying his associates or giving 
himself up to the hangman, and the 
latter seemed to him tbe most hon­
orable alternative.

well to Tiohbourne, whom I was 
never again to see on earth, and 
followed my companion into anoihar 
cell. I only stayed a moment witn 
uncle Remy, and we said but few 
words to one another. “ Is that you 
Mary,” he said, when he recognized 
me, rubbing hie eyes, at if to rouse 
himself from sleep, but I saw he 
wanted to conceal the tears that filled 
them. “ It is too bad of you to come 
and wake me out of my first sleep." 
Then the strong man broke down 
and sobbed like a child. He clasped 
me to his heart, caressing me, and 
saying : 41 What an old blockhead 1
am I Now go, child, and do not tree- 
do yourself any more about me, ex. 
uept to pray for me. Barty is already 
in heaven, and ha will help me to 
follow him.

On Tuesday, the aoth of Septera 
ber, A. D. 1586, the first half of the 
condemned conspirators were execut­
ed. It was a warm autumn morning 
A great number of bailiffs and men- 
at-arms accompanied tbe mournful 
procession which was formed under 
our windows. Three hurdles were 
brought, and at 9 o’clock precisely, 
tbe accused were led out and bound 
on them. Sir Owen Hopton gave 
the signal, and they were set in mo­
tion. On tbe first hurdle were Bal­
lard, Babington and Savage, the sup­
posed ring-leaders of the plot ; next 
came Ticbhourne and Barnewell, 
while two of their friends, strangers to 
me, Tilney and Abington, brought up 
the rear. Tbe men sfcemed to be 
tranquil and self-possessed ; as the 
hurdles disappeared beneath the gate 
way of the Bloody tower, I caught tbe 
sound of the 44 Miserere,” which Bal 
lard began. They were dragged, as 

heard to my disgust, all the way 
through the town to St. Giles-in-the 
Fields, where they used to meet to 
concoct their plan for Mary otuari’s 
deliverance. There, under the spread­
ing oaks, were tbe gallows-and scaffold 
erected. Bravely they went to their 
death. Ballard again declared that 
all be bad done was done in good 
faith and for the sake of religion, and 
never had he conspired against tbe 
Queen’s life. Babington said the 
same; he acknowledged his error and 
implored forgiveness. Tichbourne 
spoke at greater length. He depicted 
bis happy youth, when he wanted 
nothing he could wish for, and said 
nothing was further from his mind 
than a conspiracy against the Qreen. 
He was the victim of regard for his 
friend. He was descended of a house 
that bad existed for 200 years before 
the conquest, and whose members 
were never stained with crime. THney 
declared that he was a true Catholic ; 
upon which he was interrupted by tbe 
Protestant minister, a Dr. White, who 
was present. Tilney replied ; 441 
came hither to die, Doctor,” and de­
sired to be troubled with no more 
questions. Toen they fell to prayers, 
and i believe Ballard gave his com 
panions tbe last absolution. The 
dreadful execution followed, over tbe 
details of which we must pass, only 
remarking, that by the express orders 
of the Queen, they were put to death 
with studied cruelty, their sufferings 
being protracted to the uttermost. 
Ballard was executed first ; be was 
disembowelled while yet alive, and 
fully conscious. Babington followed ; 
bis youth and elegance made a great 
impression -on the spectators. In the 
midst of bis agonizing torments he 
cried several times aloud in Latin :
44 Parce mihi, Domine Jesu !” In like 
manner all the others were put to 
death in their "turn.

The horrid scene, together with the 
patience of tbe victims, bad excited 
the disgust and pity of tbe bystanders 
to such a pitch, that when, on the 
following day, my uncle Remy and 
the rest were to be executed. This 
was done with less cruelty, for fear of 
an uprising of the people. They were 
therefore not cut to pieces until after 
death.

At length these terrible days were 
ended. The victims had been sacri 
Seed, and I thanked God that it was 
all over. I had now only to think of 
the two tick prisoners in the Gold 
Harbor, and it seemed probable that 
through the mercy of God their suffer­
ings would, ere long, be terminated 
also.
