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Our Provincial Finances.

As briefly ate ted in our leet 
ieane and elsewhere published in 
this paper, the financial transac­
tions of the Provincial Govern­
ment for the nine months ended 
September 30,1906, show the fol­
lowing : Total receipts, including 
the Dominion subsidy for a whole 
year, $258,234.90. Total expen­
diture for nine months, $886,196,- 
44. Deficit for the nine months, 
$27,961.54 These are the figures 
set down by the Provincial Aud­
itor in his report on the Public

nine mdnths 
1906, and present the Government 
statement in its best possible light, 
we may be sure. But viewed in 
its most favorable light, the report 
exhibits the usual earmarle of 
extravagance and recklessness in 
the^administration of our finances, 
and constitutes nothing more than 
an instalment of the Government’s 
black record of debt, deficits and 

. deception. It matters not whether 
the Government’s financial state­
ment is for a period of twelve 
months or nine months, it invari­
ably shows a long step towards 
the verge of Provincial bank­
ruptcy.

On its face the report places the 
deficit on the financial tranactions 
for the nine months at $27.961.54 
but a brief examination of the 
accounts readily reveals that this 
amount is but a fraction of the 
shortage in the Government’s bal­
ance sheet for the period under 
review. The accounts show that 
at least an additional quarter of a 
year's interest on the Provincial 
debt should have been charged up. 
They also show that the teachers 
had only been paid for their ser­
vices up to the 30th of June. If 
we add to these the amounts on 
unfinished contracts carried over, 
we shall have a formidable addi­
tion to the deficit admitted by the 
auditor. But we will leave the 
Government to wrestle with these 
items as best they can, and we 
may be sure that the statement 
on the 31st of December was very 
much worse than on the 30th of 
September. But treating these 
matters in this way does not im­
prove the Government’s case, as 
we shall presently show, and 
prove from the facts before us and 
from their own methods of book­
keeping. The present Government 
adopted from the beginning the 
system of charging as a debt any 
portion of the Federal subsidy 
expended in advance. This was 
the method adopted by Messrs. 
Chalmers and Davison in the pre­
paration of their report on the 
Provincial debt, when the present 
party cams into power. In accord 
ance with this system of the Gov­
ernment, we are face to face with 
the following facts : The Domin­
ion subsidy is received in two 
semi-annual instalments, on the 
first of Jaguary and the first of 
July of each year ; consequently 
the full subsidy for 1906 was re­
ceived three months before the 
closing of the accounts for the 
nine months ending September 
30th. But the report on these 
accounts admits a deficit of very 
nearly $28,000, as shown above. 
Therefore the whole of the annual 
subsidy, as well as all other 
moneys the Government could get 
their hands on, was used by the 
Government on the 30th Septem 
ber, and in addition -to this they 
were, according to their own ad­
mission, $28,000 behind on the 
transactions of the nine months. 
Now, the full annual subsidy 
amounts to $211,931.88, and one 
quarter of that or $52,982.97 be 
longed to the last three months of 
1906. But the Government spent 
this quarter of the subsidy in ad­
vance, therefore they must be 
charged with it Adding this 
quarter of the subsidy to the al­
ready admitted deficit and the 
real deficit, on the Government’s 
financial transactions for the nine 
months ended September 30th, 
1906, is $80,944.51.

the 30th September. This brings 
the debt of the Province on the 
30th September up to $848,75481.

There are other phases of the 
Public Accounts to which we 
would wish to draw attention ; 
but space will not permit us this 
week. These matters will keep 
however, and we will refer to 
them later. Enough has been 
shown, we think, to convince any 
reasonable man that the Govern­
ment, now unfortunately ruling 
this Province, is absolutely dn- 

orthy of the confidence of a 
free and independent electorate. 
Disregard of the public welfare, 
recklessness in the expenditure of 
the people'smoney .mismanagement 
of the public business, unfulfilled 
promises and broken pledgee 
characterize their whole term of 
office, ^t the beginning they de­
clared the day of taxation was far 
off, and from the house tops they 
proclaimed that revenue and ex­
penditure would meet. Now. at 
the end of sixteen years, the re­
cords show they have collected from

ophave rolled the Provincial debt
to at least $860,000.

Sessional Notes.

The Legislative session is drag­
ging its slow length along and 
little or nothing is doing. Time 
is waited and expense accumn 
lates ; but the people have to pay 
the piper.

On Monday of last week, well 
on towards six o’clock p. m., an 
attempt was made to convene the 
House ; but enough members for 
business were not presence and 
the meeting ended in a count out 
All this occupied a few minutes of 
the valuable time of the officials 
of the House.

On Tuesday, the House met 
about 4 o’clock p. m., and after 
routine proceeded to the Council 
Chamber, where the address in 
reply to the.opening speech was 
presented to hie Honor the Lieut­
enant Governor. After returning 
to the Chamber, a few minutes 
were consumed in discussing the 
small pox situation, and the oner­
ous Legislative duties of this day 
were solemnly brought to a close.

It was 12.30 when the House 
was called to order on Wednesday. 
This afforded about sufficient time 
for Mr. Speaker to read prayers, 
and for the Clerk to read the 
journal of the very important 
session of the previous day, and 
for tbs presentation by the Gov­
ernment of two or thrse small 
bills. By tbs time all this was 
accomplished it was one o’clock, 
the regular time for adjournment, 
and the legislators were most op­
portunely) afforded a respite from 
onerous labors.

It was 12 45 when the Speaker 
took the chair on Thursday ; so 
that it was a close shave to get 
prayers over and the journal read 
before 1 o’clock- But by the ex­
ercise of unusual tact and mar­
velous dexterity the task was ac­
complished without serious irre­
verence. The House met again 
in the afternoon, well on towards 
the usual. time for adjournment. 
A short time in committee and a 
brief discussion about small pox 
and boards of health completed 
the day’s work. A half hour on 
Friday quite in line with the pro­
ceedings of the previous days 
completed the Legislative labors 
of the week.

The sittings of the House, for 
the whole week probably occupied 
about four hours.

Thus, while the 
members of the Government and 
the members supporting the Gov­
ernment spend days striving to 
compose their differences, the 
Country has to wait and pay the 
bills.

In this discussion it will 
be remembered, Mr. Martin, Mr. 
McLean,’and Mr. Lefurgey strong­
ly advocated tbe“Island’s claims 
and with no uncertain voice press 
ed upon the Government the ne­
cessity of immediately moving in 
the direction of having the tunnel. 
Mr. Hughes, while referring in 
general terme to the Iiland’s 
claims, made excuses and apoligies 
for the Ministers. The splended 
advocacy of our cause by Messrs 
Martin, McLean and Lefurgey, eo 
impressed the House that they 
won the support of many mem­
bers from other Provinces. But 
the one who, above all, should 
have shown sympathy and ex 
tended encouragement to the 
matter, the Prime Minister, 
left the Chambçr and refused to 
listen to the advocacy of our 
rights. Our correspondent inti­
mated that some light was thrown 
on the Premier's conduct some 
hours aftei wards, when he met a 
St. John delegation asking for 
harbor improvements. “ Then the 
Premier told them that hejbadbeen 
asked to construct a tunnel to 
Prince Edward Island. He men­
tioned a possible cost which was 
about double the highest estimate 
given and spoke of the project as 
one that could not be taken ser­
iously.” On the 4th inst, the sub­
ject of transportation was before 
the Commons and Mr. J. J. Hughes 
in the course of some remarks, 
took occasion to say that he had 
Sir Wilfrid’s" authority forstating 
that this is a gross misrepresen­
tation of what he said on that oc­
casion. ” Sir Wilfrid was in the 
House himself when Mr. Hughes 
made this statement. If he fell 
that he had been misrepresented 
or misreported in his remarks to 
the St John delegation, why did 
he not tay so himself ? Have Sir 
Wilfrid and Mr. Hughes arrived 
at an understanding that the 
question of Prince Edward Is­
land’s disabilities shall be a poli­
tical foot ball to be kicked back 
and forth between them ; or has 
Mr. Hughes become a mere ob­
sequious apologist for the Premier; 
a mere political puppet to puli Sir 
Wilfrid’s chestnuts out of the fire ?

Mr. Hyman Still

Not withstanding two resignations 

so called, of the London seat by Mr. 
Hyman, it appears that he is still the 
member for ihst constituency. The 
law provides that a member may 
resign his sest by sending the Speaker 
a noticè in writing witnessed by two 
persons. Mr. ' Hyman began by 
sending a notice to the Speaker 
which was not witnessed at all. This 
was dated at London, November 
aotb, though Mr. Hyman left that 
city 00 the 19th for the United States 
and he has not been in Canada since. 
The Speaker informed the House on 
the day of the opening that be had 
received this communication and 
that it was not effective. Various in­
quiries were made afterward but it 
was not until the 8th of February that 
soy definite announcement from Mr.

Hyman reached the House. On tbit 
date Sir Wilfrid Laurier stated that he 
had received from the minister of 
Public Works a telegram announcing 
that Mr. Hyman had withdrawn the 
resignation of bis seat in the Cabinet. 
About the time that this resignation 
was withdrawn the Speaker received 
•another resignation of Mr. Hymao^s 
seat. This communication seemed 
to be regular and it was signed by 
two witness, Mr. Jervis and Mr. 
Beale. Acting upon It the Speaker 
on February rrth Issued his warrant 
for a new election.
WITNESSES WHO DID NOT 

WITNESS^
But now appeared another com­

plication. It waa known that Mr. 
Hyman had remained in California, 
and that his business managers, who 
signed as witnesses, bad not been 
out of Canada. Thus the question 
arose whether their vision was so ex» 
tensive that they coufd see from 
London a man signing a document 
in California. The Speaker swore 
that the document last read by him 
was the same as the first one, except 
that the witnesses, signatures we* 
added. Lates it appeared that 
one had stuck on a seal. To 
whether the resignation was valid, 
and ti|e London seat was vacant, the 
matter was referred to the Committee 
on Privileges and Elections. Before 
this committee Mr. Beale and Mr. 
Jarvis addmitted on aatb that they 
signed as witnesses without having 
seen Mr. Hyman write or sign the 
paper. In fact they had never before 
seen the document. All they knew 
was that Mr. Duffield, a London elec 
tion campaigner, had telephoned 
them that he htd a telegram from Mr. 
Hyman, and bad later sent them the 
despatch requesting them to sign the 
document as witnesses. Mr. Duffield 
had told them to write to the Speaker 
and get the first resignation for the 
purpose. It may be remarked here 
that Mr. Duffield figures in the re­
cord of the London election con­
spiracy case. A min of that name 
confessed that he bad paid a conser­
vative worker $400 to reduce by 40 
the conservative vote it 1 certain 
poll- Though the committee has 
not reported it seems certain that Mr. 
Hyman still represents London, and 
the apeaker’s warrant for the election 
has been recalled.
PREPARING FOR THE ELEC­

TION.
Meanwhile Mr. Hyman remains 

in California while Mr. Duffield and 
the other experienced and far famed 
campaigners have been getting ready 
for the electioo. It turns out that 
they knew the election was to be 
ordered long before Parliament way 
informed that Mr. Hyman intended to 
return to public life. Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier at the beginning thanked Op 
position members for the courtesy and 
consideration they had shown, and. 
solemnly assured them that he would 
give them the earliest possible infor­
mation of Mr. Hyman’s intentions. 
Instead the Premier kept back from 
Saturday until the following Friday, 
Mr, Hyman’s announcement that he 
was getting well and intended to go 
back to his work. But at London 
Mr Gibbons, who knew all aboul Mr 
Hyman’a alleged resignations and 
who swore in the London enquiry 
that bis party was fighting the Devil 
with fire, bad already supplied the 
local campaign organizitions with the 
news.
THE BENCH AS PARTY SPOIL.

Nine times this session the atten­
tion of the House has been called to 
the delay in making an appointment 
to the Supreme Court Bench of 
Nova Scotia. More than eleven 
months ago Judge Fraser was made 
Lieut Governor and since then the 
Court has been short handed. Jt 
is shown that justice was greatly de 
layed and made more expensive by 
frequent adjournments, that appeals 
hive been heard by three judges in­
stead of four or five, that juries have 
been dismissed because there was no 
judge to hold court. The Chief 
Justice has made protest to the De­
partment of Justice and so has the 
President of the Law Association.

tice results from the well known fair

ROCHE CAN WAIT.

COLLINGWOOD DRY DOCK.
Two sittings of the Pablio Accounts 

Committee have been devoted to ti e 
attempt to find out what was the cost 
and value of the dry-dock el Colling 
wood. This dock belongs to ■ Company 
which receives an annual subsidy from 
the Government equal to three per cent 
on either the cost or the value of the 
work, which ever may be lowest. It 
appears that the payment did not begin 
until the lest fiscal year and then the 
Company was paid for two years at the 
rate of $15,000 per annum, which sup­
poses a cost and » value of $500,000. Toe 
question is, whether the work on the 
dock either cost or is worth so much. 
Valnation wae made for the Govern­
ment by Mr. Louis Costs, an engineer of 
the tublic Works Depsrmeut, who gave 
a value of $503,000.00. On examina­
tion it turned out that he took some 
$290,000 of hie estimate from the state­
ments of officers of the Company. On 
the whole hie method of valuation 
appears to have been a convenieat one 
for the Company, though his vigilance 
on behalf of the Treasury was not con- 
epicnons.

SERVING TWO MASTERS.
The relations of Mr. Costs to the De­

partment and the contractors were 
pecnlsr. In j 90t, Mr. Costs was In the 
service of the Government and engaged 
in supervising work at Port Colborne. 
The Collingwood Duck Company bad 
been seeking a subsidy for a proposed 
dock to take the place of their smaller 
establishment Plane submitted to the 
Department of Public Works, were not 
satisfactory. The Collingwood pro­
moters thereupon consulted Mr. Costs 
to see if he could not prepare plans for 
them to satisfy bis Department. He 
eet about it, and while receiving $200 a 
month as a Government officer, accept­
ed pay from these promoters. Before 
the end of the year Mr. Cosle’a work 
for the Company wae done. He oharg 
ed $3,600 for it, which wee $1,100 more 
then he received daring the whole year 
from f he Government. The Depart 
ment of Poblic Work* accepted the 
Collingwood plane so prepared by its 
own officer.

MR. COSTE AS VALUATOR.
The dry-dock waa constructed, the 

promoters using what they ooold of the 
previous works. When the Company 
applied for the subsidy the Department 
sent Mr. Coete to examine the work 
and place a value on It. This he did a* 
above elated. It should be said that 
Mr. Coats had not been paid his $3,500 
in cash. In fact his account with the 
Company had not been settled when be 
made the valuation. He received $2,- 
000 in money and for the other $1,500 
be waa allowed 20 paid up $ 00 shares 
in the enterprise, He was made a 
Director of the Company and this posi­
tion he still holds. It will be seen that 
Mr. Costa's valuation may not be more 
impartial than that of any other stock 
holder in the Company.

ELEMENTS IN THE CASE.
Going back of Mr. Coato’s volnatlon 

and trying to find what the work 
actually cost, the Committee rune up 
agsicet many difficulties. The old 
dock, owned by the Company which bad 
been re organised into the existing cor­
poration, forms part of the present dock 
and a part ol the valuation covers work 
eo taken over. But the books which 
•how what the old work cost were des­
troyed-é y fire and the stock Rets appear 
to be heavily watered. Moreover there 
is a disposition on the part of Govern­
ment supporters on the Committee to 
shat ont evidence of stock manipula­
tion and other transaction which 
might throw light oin the valuation.

Brcent events in France are but 
the manifestations of a fatal internal 
malady which is sapping the vital 
forces of the nation.

They grew and strengthened under 
Francis I. and Rabelais. They be­
came stronger through the examples 
of Louis XIV., and still stronger 
through the more pernicious and 
widespread example of Louie XV., 
till the entire root stood naked and 
unashamed in the lecherous orgies of 
the French Revolution. From that 
time forth, despite splendid efforts 
at purification, the malady has 
spread more and more, and most of 
all in the last quarter of a century 
under the baneful treatment of that 
Satanic Masonry which has been for 
twenty-five years past tha ruling 
oligarchy.

Some twenty-three years ago the 
late Matthew Arnold, whom no one 
can charge with extreme views, 
developed this idea in a lecture en­
titled “ Numbers ; or the Majority 
and the Remnant,” which he de­
livered io New York. He lays down 
the principle that in most countries 
the maj >nty are unsound and t^e 
wise remnant are impotent to 
remedy that nosocndness. He 
proves this principle by the history 
of Athens, of which Plato, in its 
palmiest days, complained that 

1 there Is but a very small-remnant

sound majority ; wfcen We feel what 
they mean, and when we go along 
with them in it. What is saving? 
Oar Institutions, says an American ; 
the British Constitution, says an 
Englishman ; the oivi taring mission 
of France; says a Frenchman. But 
Plato and the sages, when they are 
asked what is the saving, answer : 
“To love righteousness,and to be con­
vinced of the unprofitableness of in­
iquity." And Isaiah and the pro­
phets, when they are asked the same 
question, answer to just the same 
effect: that what is saving ie to. 
“ order one's conversation right ;” to 
"cause to do evil;” to “delight in 
the law of the Eternal;’’ and to 

make one’a study in it all day 
long."

“The worst of it is, that tbfe lov­
ing of righteoosneae and this delight­
ing in the law of the Eternal soypd 
rather vague to us. Not that tftey 

vague really ; indeed, they »• 
leas vague than American institu­
tions, or the British Constitution, or 
the civilising mission of -France. 
But the phrases sound vague because 
of the quantity of matters they cover. 
The thing is to bavs a brief but ade­
quate enumeration of these matters.’’

This be finds in the eighth verse 
of the fourth chapter of St. Paul’a 
Epistle to the Pbilippisns : •' What­
soever things are true, whatsoever 
things are elevated’’ (this last word 
is Matthew Arnold’s own translation 
of the Greek 1 hose semna’), " what­
soever things are just, whatsoever 
things are pure, whatsoever things 
are amiable, whatsoever things are 
of good report ; if there be any vir­
tue. and if there be any praise ; have 
these in your mind, let your thought» 
run upon thus»,’*

“ Now tne matters just enumerat­
ed,” adds the great critic, “ do not 
come much into the heads of moat of 
ns, I suppose, when we are thinking 
of politics. But the philosophers 
and prophets maintain that these 
matters and not those of which the 
heads of politicians are fall, do really 
govern politics and save or destroy 
states. They save or destroy them 
by a silent, inexorable fatality ; 
while the politicians are making 
believe, plausibly and noisily, 
with their American institutions, 
British Constitution, and civilizing 
mission of France. And because 
these matters are what do really 
govern politics and save or destroy 
states. Socrates maintained that in 
bis time he and a few philosophera, 
who alone kept insisting on the good 
ot righteousness and the unprofitable­
ness of iniquity, were the only poli- 
tioirns then living.

“ I say, if we are to derive com­
fort from the doctrine of'the remnant 
(and there is great comfort to be 
derived ftom it), we must also hold 
fast to the austere but true doctrine 
as to what really governs politics, 
overrides with an inexorable faeility 
the combinations of the so-called 
politicians, and saves or destroys 
states. Having in mind things 
true, things elevated, things jest, 
things pure, things amiable, things

ôTEïïü'eeT followers oT wSRm^inff 8ood report ifhaving thee# in
this gloomy picture was verified in 
the fact that not many years after 
Plato’s death Athens came to an end 
as an independent state. Then 
Matthew Arnold quotes the words 
of the prophet Isaiah : “ Though
thy people Israel be as the sands of 
the sea, only a remnant of them 
shall return.” The small remnant 
was to be a holy seed of future 
growth in Christ, but the great 
majority, as in democratic Athens, 
were unsound and the Jewish State 
doomed. However, adds the lec­
turer, there seems to be more hope 
for our great modern eta tee, where 
the scale ef things is so large that 
the remnant might be so increased 
as to become an actual power, even 
though the majority be unaeund 

Here, aa in other parte of this 
lecture, to be quoted later on, we 
come to passages that are a true 
revelation of the true inwardness of 
Matthew Arnold. They will be 
surprise to those who have hitherto 
viewed him as but slightly removed 
from the benighted ranks of free- 
thought. These passages, bearing 
as they do toe stamp of earneetnes 
and sinuerity, reveal the man’s ad­
hérence to the baaie virtue# of Chris­
tianity and especially to that par­
lée ion of chsetity which Christ 
•lone taught the world. He eeyat

mind, studying and loving these is 
wbst saves states."

If we give such long quotations of 
what is merely a* preamble to the 
longer passages we have in view, 
it is in order to make Matthew 
Arnold’s main contention perfectly 
clear. And we ask the reader who 
bas attentively pursued what we

he î <dl*Wrer, arid 4hit the 
uaiou betwweia England tad Ireland 
tiiay become as solid aa tkht between 
England'and Scotland. But it will 
not become solid by means of the 
contrivance# of the mere politician, 
or without the intervention of moral 
causes of oonoord to heal the mis­
chief wrought by moral causes of 
division. Everything, io this case, 
depends upon the ‘ remnant,’ its 
numbers gnd its powers of action. "

Anf now we odme to the famous 
pass Ague announced ift the beginning 
of this article. A» this passage ÉHs 
a’great (foil more than one^flhird of 
the entire lecture, we are justified in 
saying that the elaboration of this 
memorable criticism was the chief 
purpose of the lecture. In reading 
it w# should remember that Matthew 
Arnold wrote it nearly a qaarter of 
a century ago, shortly after the anti 
Christian sects bh’Mtfofi control of 
tiie French Governing. Since that 
date they have done their nefarious 
work so thoroughly that the lectur­
er's description of French immor­
ality pales before the rsfclitiee ot the 
present. Even the daily papers, 
unless they be Catholic or frankly 
conservative, positively reek with 
lasciviousness.

“ My second instance, " writes 
Matthew Arnold, “ is even more im­
portant. It is so important, and its 
reach is so wide, that I must go into 
it with some fullness. The instance 
is taken from France. To France I 
have ilways felt myself powerfully 
drawn. People in England often 
accuse me of liking France and things 
French for too well. At all events I 
have paid special regard tftthera, and 
am always glad to confess how much 
I owe to them. M. Sainte Beuve 
wrote to me in the last years of his 
life : * You have passed through
oar life and literature by a deep in­
ner line, which confers initiation, and 
which you will never lose. ’ Vous 
avez traverse notre vie et notre littér­
ature par une ligne intérieure, pro 
fonde, qui fait les inities, et que vous 
ne perdrez jmais. I wish I could 
think that this friendly testimony of 
that accomplished and charming man,
