We have long felt that the ordinary 
run of Conservatives have necessarily for 
a good while past ceased to be astonished 
st or ashamed of anything their Toronto 
organ could either do or say They 
have stood so much that it might natural­
ly be supposed they could stand any­
thing.

B The Oesplrury Case.

The verdict of the jury in the con­
spiracy case cannot be considered as an 
acquittal of the defendanta on the merits 
The indictment ia effect charged a con­
spiracy to bribe certain members of the 
legislature to vote against the govern­
ment on a special resolution of want of 
confidence. The-judge ruled that this 
signified a motion of want of confidence 
actually formulated and brought before 
the house. There never was such a 
resolution, and tha case failed on this 
ground. The responsibility for the mis­
carriage of justice seems to rest with the 
draughtsman who prepared the indict­
ment. As it turned out the evidence 
was directed to one thing and the de 
fendants were charged with another. 
The defendants can be reindicted for 
the conspiracy.charging that the purpose 
they desired to effect is such as can be 
established by the evidence.

It appears to us that neither will have 
acquired much glory as the result of the 
trial. We are not disposed to disagree 
with the learned chief justice in hie stric­
tures on the members of the government 
Leading a man further into crime seems 
unworthy conduct on the part of a min­
ister of the crown. The defendants, 
however, have no cause for exultation aa 
yet. Mr. Wilkinson in his address to 
the jury admitted over and over again to 
the satisfaction of any reasonable man 
that he (Wilkinson) had been concerned 
in bribery. It is true that he denied the 
combination, or as it is called, tho con­
spiracy, but of his own individual liabili­
ty for bribery there can be no doubt.—

The “Reé. Mr Colling,’’ the chaplain 
see# oooeplououe bravery during the 

battle fought on a recent Sunday near 
Saokim, and who has been lie subject of 
Unstinted admiration on the part of sev. 
eral of the .war correspondrait* in the 
Bouden, is Father Reginald Collins, the 
Cetholie chaplain to the forces, who, un­
til recently, wga stationed at Alexandria. 
The oouragaoua, part which he bore in 
that desperate engagement — and for 
which he has pall earned, and will prob­
ably secure, the Victoria cross—is thus 
described by one ef the correspondents : 
Outside away from the squire a number 
of men, ou various fstigue duties, such 
as cutting brush for the zareba makers, 
were cut off from the main body. Un­
daunted end resourceful, they quickly 
improvised a square, hard by the field 
kitchens, and their promptness ssved 
their lives- Conspicuous amongst them 
were to be seen Major Alston and the 
Rev. Mr. Collins (one of the chaplains) 
lighting back to back, the reverend com­
batant having seized the nearest available 
weapon, which he wielded vigorously as 
if “to the manner born." Here, I am 
sorry to say, I must somewhat qualify 
my previous praiee of the 17th Loyal 
Goerkahs ; not however in respect to 
the actual fighting which, aa I have al­
ready said, was splendid, but they were 
sadly unsteady, and in their excitement 
not amenable to that discipline the dis­
play of which was eo conspicuous by the 
Marines. The bugles were repeatedly 
sounded for them te cease tiring at peri­
lous random, especially to the little 
square managed by Major Alston. As 
the bugles were ineffective, the Rev. Mr 
Collins volunteered to cross the bullet 
swept ground and convoy the orders to 
cease firing. Stepping forth, calm and 
collected, the chaplain walked, hie life in 
his hand, across to the Indians, to whom 
he gave the necessary orders, aad return­
ed as calmly to the little square he had 
just left. His reception must have been 
some compensation for the risks he had 
run. The men, struck with his heroism, 
cheered him excitedly, and, sticking 
their helmets on their bayonets, franti 
cally waved them in their enthusiasm.

The Valley ef Beret.

The special correspondent of the Daily 
News with the Afghan Boundary Com­
mission, in s letter written from Bala 
Murghab, gives *n interesting descrip­
tion of the city and valley of Herat and 
some of I he adjacent regiena of Northern 
Afghanistan. He says :—Herat hss what 
may be called the eiater river of the 
Murghab, that ia the Heri Rud. Both 
streams have their birth in the same 
mountain chain, and Doth flow on until 
they are lost in the desert of Turkestan. 
The fertility and the richness of the val­
ley of Herat have been the theme of hia 
toriana for many centuries. Even down 
to our diy it has been described ae fruit­
ful and beautiful. Connolly, who saw it 
in 1831, says, “I can imagine nothing 
like it except in Italy." A bund, or 
dam, on the Heri Rud, sends its waters 
all over the valley, and by thia means 
the fields produce abundantly ; the gar­
dens sre watered, so that all kinds of 
vegetables and fruit are plentiful. Mel­
ons, peaches, plums, sprieots, and the 
grape in many varieties, sre all grown in 
great profusion. With suoh productive 
wealth Herat has been celebrated for its 
publie buildings. It bad palaces and 
royal gardens or pleasure grounds, splen­
did mosques, colleges, and its tombs ere 
maeterpieoee of art.

Mery was 
beyond the range of our visit to Penjdeh 
and Ak Tapa, but it, and the oasis of 
fertility around it, are all derived from 
the water of the Murghab, w'uoh flows 
north beyond and ie lost in the desert. 
Now Mery was large and populous, and 
eo celebrated that it waa known aa the 
“Queen of Cities.’’ In tbs 60 asiles we 
have passed over iq the Murghab valley 
we have seen the remains of many towns 
or cities, for it Is diffloult now to say

A great surprise was in store for the 
Horn when the notices of motion were 
leached. Mr. Cameron (Huron) has 
had on the list since early in the session 
a resolution to be considered by the 
House in committee, declaring that the

< by the Supreme (hurt ultra vires, should 
T be suspended until a decision of the 

Judicial Committee of the Privy Council 
is obtained. Sir John has heretofore 
used every expedient to prevent a discus 
sion of the question, and has managed 
by one device after another to avoid it 
Today he was brought face to face with 
the subject early in the day, and finding 
lie could no longer evade tne issue, he 
rose and made a most complete end igno­
minious backdown. He asked first that 
Mr. Cameron should not press the reeo 
lution, „ he proposed to bring in a bill 
to ir.eet the difficulty. Being asked to 
explain, he elated that he expected 
have heard from England previous to 
this respecting hie epplication for leave 
to appeal from the decision of the 
Supreme Court. Not having done so,he 
proposed now to suspend the act.

Mr. Cameron said that in that event 
lie could not have any objection to his 
resolution passing.

Sir John, fearing Mr. Cameron would 
proceed with the debate, at once gave 
bis assent,and the House went into com 
mittee on the resolution to suspend the 
act, when it was reported, and, on mo­
tion, waa read a second time and placed 
<>n the order paper for a third reading 
tomorrow. Such a complete somersault 
waa never before eurpeaeod in eny Parlis 
meot. At the opening of the House, on 
the debate on the address, Sir John as­
sailed Mr. Blake for suggesting the very 
action he now proposes to take. In ad­
dition to this, Mr. Coetigan, a few days

__ ago, in reply to a question, asserted that
4jt the officers would go on with their duties 

" regardless of the Supreme Court's decis­
ion. The new light Sir John has ob­
tained by which he nullifies the act and 
proclaim» it a useless measure and turns 
bis license officials on the Street, has 
been reflected by his followers from 
Vuebee, who, it to learned, at the insti­
gation of the Quebec Government de­
manded its suspension Today Sir John, 
at Mr. Cameron's declared intention to 
go on with the resolution, made a com­
plete surrender, end owns himself a 
beaten man. Hie coons created a great 
sensation in the Tory rank and file, and 
all admit that the Liberals have secured 
a great victory.

This ia to a great extent Ontario's vie- 
lory. The other Provinces ill this case 
stood up well for their rights, but had it 
"ut been for the sturdy defence made by 
Mr. Mowat's Government, Sir John 
would have succeeded in throwing the 
liiiuor trade into confusion for several 
years, and that waa the object he waa 
striving for. Every temperance man, 
sad every advocate of Provincial right» 
owes to Mr. Mowat the heartiest 
thanks.

Spring Bouse denning.

It is much bettor to clean one apart­
ment at a time rather than to have the 
whole house stirred up in confusion all 
at once. Then, in case of casualties or 
unexpected company, there ia a chance 
to he comfortable. There is nothing 
more disagreeable than to have a house 
all in commotion, carpet» up and cur­
tain» down, and everything in disorder, 
and there is no need of it. It is bad 
enough to have one room disarranged at 
a time, but iliat ia far preferable to hav­
ing it stirred up from garret to cellar, 
and things brought into contact that 
were never neighbors before. When the 
mud is well dried up and the weather 
warm, May air and bright sun warms 
tile atmosphere, you can finish your 
house cleaning with ease. Get your 
whitewashing all dune up, stoves clean­
ed, but not set away—never do that. 
There are plenty of damp, cold days all 
through the summer mouths when fires 
are indispensable for comfort and health, 
and it is very unpleasant to have the 
whole farailv huddled around the kitchen 
cook-stove in order to get warm. It is a 
most preposterous fashion, this custom 
of taking down the stoves as soon as 
warm weather comes on, and common 
sense would dictate the folly of such a 
thing if one would only stop to think 
how many rainy, damp days come dur­
ing aU the lumraer months. A little 
lire mould change the atmosphere of a 
room, and prevent mildew gathering on 
the walls, and be conductive to health 
and comfort generally.

In house cleaning, never lay out more 
work than you can accomplish with ease 
before dinner—it is as long as a person 
ever ought to devote to such hard work, 
and by judiciously following this rule 
you can get through with as much work 
as if you had scrubbed one whole day 
and were aiok the two following daya te 
pay for it. Another thing, a woman 
should never do the whitewashing, or 
nail down carpets, or re-paper the walls; 
it is not their work, and it is far cheap­
er tor a man to either hire it dene or to 
do it himself than it ia to pay doctor»’ 
bills, ndt to take in account the auffering 
and pain that ia almost sure to follow 
such labor for * woman.

rossIMIItles with Bees.

A good, thoroughly prepared beekeep­
er can easily care tor 100 colonies,- with 
no help. Except from middle of May 
till July 1, he could care for 200 colonies 
which to do well would need to be separ­
ated into two apiaries which should be at 
least four or five miles apart. Thus by 
hiring an assistant for two or three 
month» during the season of storing a 
good apiarist could care well for 200 
colonies. In a good bee region which 
abounds in such honey-plants aa white 
clever, basswood, raspberries,and abund­
ant fall plants such as asters, thorough- 
wort» and goldenrods, it is not too much 
to expect as the years average, 60 
pounds of comb honey per colony, in­
creasing to double the colonies. This 
estimate is below rather than in excess 
of what haa been secured by our best 
beekeepers. — | Professor A. J. Cook,

All military matters are brought now­
adays much more frequently to the eyes 
and ears of the general public than was 
the case formerly, and perhaps hardly a 
family exists in village or town, hut lias 
some connection with members of either 
tha Regular Army, the Militia, or the 
Volunteers. During the summer months 
when camps of instruction are so fre 
quently formed, the sound of the bugle 
testifies to the presence of the civilian 
army throughout the length and breadth 
of the land, and the inhabitants of a 
grrriaon town sre in the same way con­
tinually reminded ot the presence of 
regular troops by the notes of the bugle. 
The calls being the same whether ad­
dressed to the volunteers in camp, or to 
the inmates of a town barrack, a short 
explanation of them may be found inter­
esting to those who frequency hear 
them.

Considering the length of si me of the 
calls, it may surprise the reader to hear 
that there are only five different notes 
played on the bugle, and thought that is 
the case, the language of the instrument 
is not at all limited. A language with 
only five words might be thought easy to 
learn, and yet the different arrangement» 
these ‘words’(“sentences” as I may call 
them) are endless. It is, indeed, a very 
necessary part of a soldier’s training to 
learn the language of the bugle, and even 
unmusical men soon acquire it. For, in 
the first place, the same “calls'’ sound 
much about the same time each day—a 
hungry recruit, for instance, dues not 
take long to recognize the'Dinner Bugle,' 
nor doe» the carelese soldier forget the 
summons to extra drill, much' as he 
raigli wish to do so. The men in their 
barrack rooms, too, often associate words 
with notes of the bugle and that ia a help 
to remember the meaning of the sounds 
heard.

* * * *
There are altogether over sixty differ­

ent calls in constsnt use, but it would 
certainly only puzzle my readers and 
occupy too much space were I tv give 
half of them here. So will take the 
commonest of them, in the order in 
which they might be expected to occur 
in any one day, either in a bsrrack or 
camp; and if any one wishes for a furth­
er acquaintance with the language of the 
bugle, he can get it by buying a copy of 
the regulation manual.—[Cassell's Family 
Magazine for April.

But they must be 
treated aa individual criminals,to whom, 
individually, mercy is granted. They 
must not be treated as a class. If 
negotiation» are opened with them—if 
they are allowed to consider themselves 
a people apart from the rest of the 
Canadian people, they will be in a posi 
tion to make trouble untU they are over­
whelmingly outnumbered by the whites 
not only in the Northwest generally, but 
iu every district throughout that vast 
territory. If they are treated with—if 
they are encouraged to think that they 
can extort terms from the government 
by appeals to arms they will continue to 
appeal to arms so often aa they can fur- 
mtllate a new demand or invent a new 
grievance.

And the like principle should apply to 
the settlement of halfbreed claims. 
Those people should be liberally dealt 
with as individuals. The greater part of 
them havs been liberally dealt with— 
most liberally ; and the rest of them 
should have every consideration consis­
tent with the public interest. But they 
should have this aa individuals. Noth­
ing should be done for them as a class. 
They are Canadians just as the reel of us 
are Canadians, and there is no reason 
why they should have any elaaa advant­
age» over other Canadian».

Soft Ginger Cake.—Two cups inc­
luses, one cup butter, one cup butter­
milk, one egg, two teaspoonfula of sods, 
the urne of ginger. Mix rather stiff.

Fruit Cake —One and a half eupe of 
sugar, one cup raisins, one enp sweet 
tuilk, one teaepoouful cloves, one tea- 
epoouful cinnamon, one teespoonful of 
soda, three tablapoonfuls of shortening.

White Cake No. 1.—One cup sugar,* 
half cup butter, half cup sweet milk, two ce**IVH 
cups of flour, two teaspoonfula of baking 
powder,one teaspoontul of lemon extract, 
whites of four eggs.

White Cake No. 2. —Two cups sugar, 
half cup butter, three quarters cup sweet 
milk, two and a half cups flour, two and 
a half tvKspoviifuls baking powder, one 
teaspoonful of leinon extract, whites of 
four eggs. L. J. C.

Loaf Cake.—Three cups of light 
dough ; work in one cup uf butter, one 
cup of sugar, one cup mu leans, two eggs, 
one teaepoouful of soda dissolved 111 three 
tablespoonfuls of milk or cream, one 
teacup of chopped raisins ; spice to the 
taste, and let it get quite light before 
baking.

Cooking Beef Steak.—A little con­
tributor sends to the Toronto Gloh*- the 
following useful hijts A great many 
cooks (at least the younger ones) stick 
the fork in the middle of the steak when 
turning it over; this is wrung. The fork 
should be inserted in the very edge, or 
in the fat that encircles it. When cutting 
it up, if the steak is inclined to curl, cut 
i„ three places before putting it in the 
pan. With a good tire it ought not to be 
in the pan over twenty minutes. Never 
add pepper or salt while the steak is fry­
ing, as the seasoning draws out the blood.
Put the steak in the oven as soon as it is 
done, but do not shut the dour, as the 
meat will get hard and stiff.

Many ladies claim that the unbleached 
cotton wears longer and is stronger than 
bleached, at less cost. So they buy the 
unbleached and whiten it before making 
up. A good way to do this is to scald it 
and spread it out on the snow, taking it 
up and scalding again on wash day. The 
same effect is priaiuced by scalding and 
banging on the line to freeze, scalding 
again whenever the cloth becomes dry.
Others use chloride of time, a safe process 
if the cloth is rinsed in a copious supply 
of water afterward.

Slightly soiled white woolen articles, 
knitted or crocheted, may be made to 
look as well »s new if they are carefully 
rubbed in flour. Cover them with flour 
and rub gently, as if washing, until the 
flour becomes dark. Shake out the arti­
cle and rub in clean flour until all soil 

"is removed. Shake well and hang in the 
wind until no atom of flour remains in 
the wool. Of course one would net care 
to cleanse in this way article» that are 
worn next to Hie hod>, but for shawls, 
capos and head covering* flour answers 
admirably.

Maple Sweets

At the last maple sugar convention in 
Ohio nearly all present seemed to think 
cutting the hole over and making it a 
little larger wu beat, but I have tried it 
two or three times and it did not pay me 
for the trouble. I use the Eureka spout, 
half-inch size, snd have bored over with 
a 9-16 hit and then could use the rame 
spout, but did not get much more rap. 
I have tapped a tree or two'in February 
to see if sap would run. and the same 
trees run some when I gathered the pail» 
in April. I have tried tin, wooden and 
the Eureka spout and think one will get 
enough more asp with the latter to pay 
for them the first season. I think tin 
pails much the best every way. I am not 
troubled at all with silica with an evapo­
rator with partitions, but used to have 
much with one with crimps. To get eut 
the silica from the syrup, strain through 
white flannel wrung cut of warm water ; 
use a large strainer, so as to get it 
through quick. I cannot keep syrup 
without crystalizisg, unless put in jars 
boiling hot. I make it thick enough to 
raise a raceharometer 33*, and a trifle 
more when boiling hot. It will then 
weigh fully eleven pounds to the gallon. 
I use a little milk to cleanse with. A 
few drops of cream will keep from run­
ning over while finishing.—[D. A. 
Barker, Genesee Co., N. Y.

lionized the business of printing, and 
rendered his name familiar throughout 
the world, is almost as widely known as 
the breeder cf ihe famous cow» Alphea, 
171. and Eurot*©», 2454. Even the ex­
cessive demands of his great butines* 
could not altogether overcome his love of 
animals, and ’’Brightside,” his little farm 
above Harlem River, will remain his­
torical long after it has disappeared 
beneath the brick and mortar and pave­
ment» of an advancing cjjy. It was 
there that he bred Alphea, an incompar­
able cow, whose blood is still potent in 
many a valuable herd. Her unfmetd 
test» at the rate of over twenty-nine 
pounds of butter a week, with only six 
quarts of ground feed h day in addition 
to pasture, and her repeated trials on 
grass alone at the rate of twenty-three to 
twenty-four and a half pounds of butter 
a week, mark her as a marvellous animal. 
From her he bred Europa, and from 
Europa carne Eu rotas, that in the herd 
of Mr. A. B. Darling make 778 pounds 1 
ounce of butter in eleven months and five 
day», and dropped a calf within a year 
from the beginning of the test. Here 
was superlative merit for three genera 
lions in the blood ; and it did not end 
with Eu rotas, for although she had no 
daughters that lived to come into milk, 
Mr. Darling bred a granddaughter, pus 
sessirg also the blood of his great cow 
Violet of Darlington, 5573, that gave 21* 
pounds 11 £ ounces of butter in seven 
days on her second calf. This was the 
cow Bouiba, previous'y mentioned.

It is probable that great improvement 
will ero long be effected in the average 
quality of the best herds through the 
multiplication of the blood of the great­
est animals. But many contend that 
while average quality may be greatly in­
creased, there have been individual cows 
already bred whose capacity will never 
be exceeded. Be this as it may, there 
will be no effort spared to surpass all 
known precedents.

To secure this end the more enterpris­
ing breeders have brought to America 
the very gems of the parent island. Mr 
8. M. Burnham, of Saugatuck, Connecti­
cut, brought no less a cow than Coo- 
maesie, the most famofis animal ever 
raised on the island of Jersey, and one 
long held above price. Her descendants 
have sold for great sums, and produced 
some of the most remarkable butter 
tests. Though ehe died a few months 
since, Mr. Burnham s herd is rich in her 
blood, and her worth is perhaps equalled 
in her granddaughter, Ona, one of its 
leading attraction». v

English-bred strains of Jersey cattle 
have also been drawn upon to improve 
American herd», and one was introduced 
into Canada some years ago by Mr. 
Sheldon 8. Stephens, of Montreal, chief­
ly selected from the Queen's farm at 
Windsor ; to this was later added an­
other English line, springing originally 
from the herd of Philip Dauncey, Esq., 
of Berks, and imported to the United 
States by Mr. Peter Le Clair, of 
Winooski, Vermont, from whom Mr. 
Stehhens procured the bull Stoke Pogis 
3d. A wonderful family of butter cows 
was the result of this combination, the 
most noted of which is Mary Anne uf St. 
Lambert, the property of Valance? E. 
Fuller, Esq., of Hamilton, Ontario. 
She surpassed the year’s test of Eurotas, 
m Mr. Darling's herd, by giving 8G7 
pounds 14J ounces of butter in eleven 
mouths and five day», and under utScial 
inspection by a committee of the Ameri­
can Jersey Cattle Club gave 30 pounds 
13 ounces in seven days, both of which 
tests remain unequalled. It happens 
that her sire was closely descended 
through double lines from Mr. Dauncey’s 
bull Rioter in England, one of whose 
suns. Rioter 2d, imported from there by 
Colonel Hoe, was the sire of Eurotas.

In 1851 Mr. Thomas Motley, of Bos­
ton, Massachusetts, imported the cow 
Flora, 113, that, despite the drawbacks 
of acclimating, soon after tested for linn 
511 pounds 2 ounces of butter in fifty 
weeks. Many of her descendants were 
extraordinary butter yielders, and when, 
years afterwards, four diverging lines of 
her blood became re united in the cow 
Jersey Belle of Scituate, 7828, there re­
sulted one of the greatest butter cows m 
he history of the breed. She gave 703 

pounds of butter in one year for her 
owner, Mr. Charles O Etlms, r.f Scitu 
ate, Massachusetts, which at that time 
was the largest test that had been made. 
One of her daughters, Belle of Scituate, 
gave 18 pounds of butter in seven, days.

But the gossip and lore that surround 
the Jersey are endless, and we can not 
enter so wide a held. The life of a 
Jersey Bell, an Alphea, a Coomassi, a 
Regina, or a Pansy would hlJ a book. 
Great cows were they, bountiful in life, 
and still handing down their * bounty, 
though each has passed on to the land of 
shadows.—[Hark Comstocic, in Harper e 
Magazine fur May.

It came 
to General Strange from a messenger 
from Edmonton, sent by Capt. Greis- 
back, who heard it from the clergyman 
at Victoria.

EVIDENCE OF AN ESCAPED CAPTIVE.
Qu'Appelle, April 20. —John Kerr,of 

Prince Albert, a prisoner with Riel, has 
escaped. He says Riel did not com­
mence the rising until the news was 
brought to him that the troops were 
coming against him because of the meet­
ings he had been holding. Riel ia dress­
ed in an ordinary tweed suit and wears a 
fur cap. Uis only insigna of office is a 
badge with the motto in French, “God 
and Liberty." He had been living six 
miles from llatoche’s in a house bought 
and furnished for him by the halfbreeds, 
who have been keeping him since his ar­
rival. Jackson, the druggist, formerly 
of Wingham, is the only white man with 
him. Kerr puts tile value of the stuff 
taken from the stores at $19,000. Their 
store, with that of- Walters A Baker's 
and Hilliard A Mitchell s at Duck Lake, 
were the only ones plundered.

THE CAPTURED SCOUTS.
Winnipeg, April 20.—The following 

particulars have just been received ofthe 
capture of Riel’s Indian scouts, Lord 
Melgund, with Capt. French, Major 
Boulton and his troops left camp on the 
morning of the 18th to see what was 
going on down the river. When about 
twelve miles out Lord Melgund, while 
riding along the bank of the river, saw 
foot-prints of Indians in the snow. 
Proceeding a little further he saw three 
Indians in the coulee, running back from 
the river. When the Indians saw our 
men they dropped a bag they carried 
and started along the river bank on the 
run. They ran eight miles before they 
were forced to take shelter in another 
coulee by Boulton’s men overtaking 
them. They were discovered again by 
Trooper Henderson, who pasted word to 
the rest of the troops, when Major Boul­
ton gave an order to surround the coulee. 
The Indians, meanwhile, etcod back to 
back at the bottom with their guns in 
their hands, and if more than one man 
attempted to ge near them at once they 
would cover them with their guns. After 
about half an hour’s parley with them, 
and trying to get them to surrender, 
Lord Melgund told Major Boulton to 
send ten men and take them, when Capt 
French aaid he would try, and going 
down got them tv come up, assuring them 
that they would be well treated. ' They 
were brought into camp about'4 n.m., in 
a light wagon, surrounded by cavalry, 
and a about went up when they were 
seen by the men in camp. The general 
interviewed them, when they said that 
Riel had sent them word to come up, as 
there were twenty there, and then 
forced them to remain. They left camp 
tire days ago, being sent down to get 
horses from the reserve, eighteen miles 
south, and were on their way back when 
captured.

They stated that Riel was at his house 
at Batoohe, and had 250 breeds and 
seven prisoners. The general told them 
he would keep two of them prisoner and 
the other was to go and tell White Cap 
what he saw, to return to his reserve, 
and if he would bring down the seven 
prisoners that he would give him $500 ; 
if net, that he would kill him with big 
guns, along with Riel, next week when 
he would be captured.

They had a Winchester rifle, two shot­
guns, and s revolver (all loaded), blank 
eu, and three looking glasses. They 
were dressed in white blankets. One 
was a tine looking Indian. When being 
chased they too off their clothes, appar­
ently to swim the river.

Before the scouts surrendered the 
youngest Indian pointed a gun at Capt. 
French, but dually surrendered, and 
quietly coming out the three saluted 
Lord Melgund with a “good day, great 
chief." When brought to camp in a 
wagon they turned out to be White Cap’s 
two sons and a son-in-law. A plan of 
Gen. Middleton’s camp was found in 
their possession. The youngest of White 
Cap's sons was released for the purpose 
of inducing his father’s band to leave 
Riel. He stole out of camp and return­
ed, shortly afterwards He said he was 
afraid of the loyal seouU, but hit real 
reason it that he it fed too well here.
«THE FROG LAKE MASSACRE CONFIRMED.

Winnipeg, April 21.—The Hudson 
Bay commissioner received another des­
patch today via Battleford which seems 
to set at rest th,e Frog lake atrocity, as 
it confirms the. tint report of the butch­
ery.

ENGLAND AND RUSSIA.
It Looks ee if War Must be.

The Latest Sews all relata Thai Mreetlea.

London, April 20.—It is stated in 
Liberal circles that negotiations regard­
ing the frontier questions have assumed 
a less favorable aspect, owing to the re­
vival by Rusaia of questions which had 
been regarded as finally settled.

A continuous interchange of dispatches 
has been kept up since Saturday between 
Granville and DtoGien. Indications are 
more warlike, and the possibility of an 
amicable settlement is considered more 
remote.

THE AMEER IN A QUANDARY.
London, April 20.—The Ameer,owing 

to the opposition of his subjects, is re­
luctant to allow British troops to enter 
Afghanistan, which it is feared would 
cause rebellion,the Ameer being unpopu­
lar. The Ameer is willing to cede Penj- 
deh to Russia in return for Russia's 
evacuation of the Zeultioar passes com­
manding the road to Herat. The Russian 
war party declines to withdraw from 
Zeulticar. It it believed that DeGiers 
pirty support this policy, belieying the 
English Cabinet will give way.

Glad­
stone's speech told the House of Com­
mons that Eugland must be prepared to 
hear, without surprise or excitement, 
that the controversy was closed.

In the Lords today Granville stated 
that Indian troops would be used to hold 
the Soudan, imd British troops there 
would be kept in reserve as an army 
corps to be called on in emergency.

London, April 21.—The war office has 
issued a notice calling out the first class 
of the army reserves, comprising 15 
regiments, for immediate and permanent 
service. Other classes of reserves have 
been notified that they will probably be 
called out at an early date.

St. Petersburg, April 21.—All the 
military reserves of the first-class in 
Russian-Poland and the southwest pro­
vinces of Russia have been ordered to 
be mobilized. The khan of Bokhara has 
consented to allow Ruaaia to complete a 
telegraph line from Bokhara to Merv.
