The chances of the present admin- |
istration making a record in un-
popularity are favourable. It will

“undoubtedly oufdo that Tory admin-

istration, which met its Waterloo in
1889, and its chances of excelling the
Tory administration which came a
cropper in 1900 are distinctly good.
The standard we have set up is un-
doubtedly high, but we believe our
confidence in the present Govern-
ment's power of rousing antipathy is
not misplaced. {

The success of that administration
in bringing its career to an early
close was not more marvellous than
its success in estranging the feeling
of the electorate.

We have no desire to see the Gov-
ernment fall apart like its Tory pre-
decessor did some eleven years ago.
We would much prefer to see what a
Tory administration, which keeps
united, can really do in rousing popu-
lar antagonism, and we are fully con-
vinced that if the Government works
harmoniously they will break the
Tory record of 1900 at the next gener-
al election. We have mentioned
general elections, because they afford
the people a decisive means of ex-
pressing their feelings, and that ex-
pression .is given in terms definitc
and determinate. For instance, th-
record to which we have referred was
a definite and determinate expressior
of the detestation of the Tory Admin-
istration which they had put in pow-
er in 1897.

Administration but all or almost al
who arrogated to their party the nams
of People’s Party.
