Son Saves Mother
From Being Shot by Drink-crazed In­

dian, but discharge strikes dynamite 
and boy was killed by explosion.

Niagara Falls, N.Yi., Ded. 28.— 
Abandoned by his wife he sought to 
kill, and his friends and relatives, 
Chief John Williams, of the Tuscarora 
Nation, lay four hours in his wrecked 
cottage on the reservation, twelve 
miles northeast of here without medi­
cal attention and may die from loss of 
blood and exposure. He is to-day in 
the Lockport City Hospital under con­
stant surveillance by a deputy sheriff. 
The body of his 16 year old son, Alex­
ander, is in a morgue and his wife 
and two daughters, Mary, 21 years old, 
and Rose, four years old, are being 
nursed back to health at the home of 
his brother, Daniel Williams.

Williams had been drinking for a 
week and following a game of cards 
in which he, his son, Delancey Gra­
ham and Chauncey Anderson, two 
other Indians, participated, the drink 
crazed man picked a quarrel with his 
wife because she chided him about his 
inebriety. He took the shot-gun from 
its resting place, placed two shells in 
the barrels and deliberately aimed at 
his wife.
The son rushed toward the stairway

wreck after wreck, turn up our eyes 
in horror and yet do nothing to re­
move the dangers of this treacherous 
coast.

In another part of his letjter, Capt. 
Fitzpatrick says : “From Cape Eng­
lish to the eastern head of St Shott’s 
is 11 miles and a regular graveyard. 
There 37 or more ships ran ashore 
since 1882. Two years ago the Cana­
dian Government placed a fog alarm 
on Cape Freels two miles east of the 
eastern part of this ship graveyard. 
Had the authorities made enquiries 
of Capt. Delaney, Capt. Drake or my­
self, I am sure that either, or all of 
us would advise this fog alarm in or 
about the centre of the said graver 
yard which advice if acted upon 
would have saved the Florence with 
her twenty-two men and other ships 
lately wrecked in the same locality."

Now, Mr. Editor, why such a letter 
as this has not aroused greater inter­
est in this city passes my compre­
hension, for the danger is there to­
day as great as ever, awaiting to de­
stroy the next ship that comes along 
in a fog and send her crew to instant 
death. What is the use of praying 
about the hardships of the mariner, 
publishing lists of steamers lost there, 
and writing articles about it in for­
eign papers and yet doing nothing t: 
prevent such disasters? After a 
wreck has occurred, we hear of ma­
rine enquiries being held which every 
one knows to be nothing but the usual 
red tape, for surely we have had suf­
ficient wrecks in this locality to know 
the cause, -And -beer 4n -mied, that 
these enquiries have cost thousands 
of" dollars which if spwnt fri â whist­
ling buoy would, as Capt. Fitzpatrick 
says, have saved the lives of many a 
seaman who to-day lies in a watery 
grave.

Do we realize our duty in this mat­
ter, or do those in authority feel any 
qualms of conscience when they learn 
of another ship foundering and send­
ing her unfortunate crew into eter­
nity?
z Capt. Fitzpatrick has done his duly 
like a man, he has pointed out a 
remedy and being a seaman of vast 
experience on our coast who will 
doubt its practability? And now let 
us ask the- question, what are those 
who are responsible, going to do 
about it?

An official communication issuei 
by the Minister of Marine thus de­
scribe» the engagement between the 
Greek and Turkish warships off the 
Dardanelles. The G*eek destroyers, 
cruising off the Straits, announced at 
_ o’clock this morning two Turkish 
Cruisers followed by six destroyers 
had been sighted al the entrance of 
the Dardanelles. The whole Greek 
squadron immediately weighed an­
chor and steamed to meet the enemy. 
At 10,35 a.m. the Turkish cruiser 
Mfdjidieh detached itself from the 
other vessels which remained under 
the shelter of the Forts at Sedilbahr 
and proceeded to West Tenedos. The 
Medjtdeih fired six or seven .shells. 
Two. Greek destroyers cruising thefe 
replied. The enemy, however, *drew 
off into the Straits immediately. They 
perceived other Greek destrayermeom- 
ing up. At 11.25 the Medjidieh and 
Hamidieh separated from the squad­
ron which remained at the entrance 
of the Straits, advanced West towards 
Tenedos where for half an hour they 
exchanged shots with Greek destoy- 
ets. The Turkish cruisers followed 
with their destroyers. The-fight ended 
by the flight of the enemy’s warships 
into the Straitis, immediately they ob­
served ' the whole Greek fleet ap­
proaching the horizon.

NEW YORK, To-day.

Taft warmly denounced the Senate 
in connection with the defeat of the 
proposed arbitration treaties with 
Britain and France. Once In a while 
he said, there comes an opportunity 
that seems a great step forward. 
When that opportunity is lost, when 
the step which might have been tak­
en is not taken, the hearts of those 
whose hopes were high are saddened 
This meeting brings back to me the 
triumphant feeling that I had in my 
soul before when I visited almost ev 
ery Sate in the Union and urged the 
confirmation of treaties which we had 
made with England and France. Then 
I lived to find them defeated by the 
highest legislative body in the world, 
as some members of that body1 are in 
the habit of calling it. England made 
a treaty, France did the same. There 
was no doubt about the confirmation 
by those Governments of those trea­
ties. If they could safely do it why 
could not the States? It remains foi- 
gentlemen who have exalted the Sen­
ate above everything to find in thez 
constitution something that prevents 
them from doing what must be done, 
if the cause of universal peace is to 
prosper, but they say there may arise 
after you had made the contract. 
Seme question coming within the de­
scribed class that you do not want to 
submit, some question on which you 
are likely to be beaten, in which you 
are likely to suffer a great national 
loss. Well, you cannot make ome­
lets without breaking eggs; you can­
not always have jug-handled ar­
rangements. In International agree­
ments you must expect sometimes to 
be beaten. A sure thing, among gen­
tlemen, who bet even, "is not regarded 
as this most honorable standard for 
making bets. Certainly one who 
would refuse to abide the judgment 
of a court, unless he knew in advance 
the -Judge was with him, is not the 
kind of litigant that we arp in the 
habit of-welcoming into courts.

From Frozen North.
MR. ARTHUR ENGLISH WRITES.

Under date of Dec. 11th, 1912, Mr. 
Arthur English writes an interesting 
letter from Rupert House, James Bay. 
He says: Dear Friend,—Before leav­
ing home, I promised to write you. I 

. take this, the first opportunity of do­
ing so. by addressing a few hurried 
lines to you, in the hope of finding 
you and yours in good health. I also 
wish to extend to you the compli­
ments of the season ; may a happy 
New Year be yours.

Since leaving home, last June, I 
had many trying and dangerous ex- 
Iteriences, particularly on the Notta- 
way River, which is the most difficult 
of Rivers it has ever been my lot to 
launch a canoe on. It is one full of 
rapids and cascades and its bed is 
strewn with large boulders which 
threaten the canoe at every turn.

We got as far up stream as the 
Iroquois Falls, by the-river 73 miles 
from Rupert House, a Hudson Bay 
Co’s post on the Rupert River. As the 
Winter had set in with great severity 
we are forced to return for lack of 
provisions and clothing and snow 
shoes. We were unable to reach our 
cache on Lake Matagami. The only 
course left open to us is to foot it to 

’the railroad, a distance in all from 
Iroquois Falls via Rupert House and 
Moose Factory of 373 miles. We 
made the trip down the river -in eight 
days. We had very difficult walking 
as the river is not yet frozen up, only 
along the margin, and even there it is 
unsafe and in most places very rough. 
There had been a break up of the first 
formed ice about the middle of No­
vember, this broken ice is heaped up 
in great confusion® along the shores. 
The weather is very cold. When we 
left on the 3rd of December the mer­
cury was 10 deg. Last Sunday it was 
20 deg. Last night it must have been 
down to 30* or 40 deg. below. I have 

mot been out to-day to see. The crew 
of the schooner ‘Thomey,’ is going out. 
The Thomey’ is lying in the river 
here. There are about 40 men in all 
to make the trip to Cochrane. Soon 
ars Mr. Parizan, chief of the Hydro- 
graphic Survey Party can get in from 
Stag Island, he and his party (includ­
ing the crew of the ‘Thomey’) will 
leave for the railroad. Our party will 
not be ready to leave for some time 
yet, maybe a couple of weeks; We 
are waiting for snow shoes. We are 
having light hand sleds made here ’al­
so. There are 18 men In our party. 
Many of them are crippled, having 
sore legs and feet and some of them 
have had hafids and toes frozen.

I expect to reach home about the 
end of January or early in. February. 
1 will first go to Philadelphia to see 
my sister, who* is in the Convent 
there. 1 will take the boat in New 
York and go home by water, rather 
than risk being snow stalled between 
Port aux Basques and St. John’s. I

I expect to be in Newfoundland 
about two months, when I will leave 
again for my work in here. I like 
this; it is wild and dangerous so ap­
peals very strongly to my nature.

The mail leaves here on Friday, the 
13th. It takes about twenty days to 
go out. You will likely get this about 
the time I am nearing the railroad.

Hope to see you when 1 get back. 
I am a little out of touch with, events 
just now. not having heard frçmi out­
side for six months.

From A Visitor.
(For the Telegram.)

In every district in this island at 
the present time the people are sim­
ply shocked at the repeated untruth­
ful statements of the Government 
press, by which, of course, they hope 
to win popularity and support at the 
next election. That hope will never 
be realized. The voters have made 
up their minds that it is high time to 
ut short the work Of the Tory Pic­

nickers, and they will do so in real 
good form when the proper time ar­
rives.

But what about their false state­
ments or downright lies continually 
flaunted in the face of the people with 
the hope of deceiving them and catch­
ing their votes once more?

Even In the Premier’s Xmas greet­
ing, tendered to the people recently 
he could not retrain from saying 
what was absolutely false as regards 
the prosperity of th® island being due 
to what vthe Government had done the 
past four years. Of course it is their 
only, consolation to go on saying all 
they did, and there can be no ques­
tion, as the Premier says, that they 
have done more than any other Gov­
ernment that ever preceded them, 
feat is quite true; but It has been 
more picnicking, more filching of the 
public funds, more in the way of for­
feiting native rights and oppressing 
the "freopie with merciless taxation. I 
have been more than surprised by the

in the northern districts. The first 
step was taken to run a two wire line 
•70y Whitbourne to Port aux Basques 
-md open offices at all intermediate 
places. In 1904 the monopoly of the 
Anglo-American Company came to an 
end and the Government wires at 
Whitbourne were at once brought in­
to St John’s. From this time the 
work of Telegraph extension went 
steadily forward.”

Everybody knows the history of this 
Telegraph business and it need not 
be revived. It' was Bond who inaug­
urated the new system, it was Bond 
who brought order out of chaos and 
made the telegraph lines the great 
blessing they are to the Colony to­
day.

Now what will the Morris crowd 
say to this? Is it true? Is the print­
ed report of the P. M. G. true? Why 
of course it is, but the Tory press will 
deny it—they will deny any truth 
however obvious it may be and sup­
port any falsèhood however ‘ deeply 
stained and blackgrained it may be. 
All the same, be it known throughout 
the land that the Morris Government 
have inaugurated nothing for the real 
benefit of the fishermen of this is­
land, but they have gone on increas­
ing financial obligations until at the 
present time an ordinary family of 
five or six persons is compelled to pay 
approximately sixty or seventy dollars 
a year in taxes.
