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Those Appointments 
a Gross Outrage.

The public generally recognize the 
appointment of the Hon. R. Watson 
to the Cashiership of the Government 
Savings Bank as a confession of 
weakness on the part of the Govern­
ment. It plainly shows that the 
Morris Government has lost confi­
dence in themselves and that they 
realize that the electorate will not re­
turn them to power. It is an ac­
knowledgment too in fact that the 
Morris Party have no hope of Mr. 
Watson's return for Trinity Bay. if 
there had been any hope in their 
breast of the Government's return, 
the Savings Bank office would not 
have been tilled until after the elec­
tion, for if successful they could 
have tilled it without the odium 
which attaches to the appointment at 
the present time. Moreover, Mr. Wat­
son would not have been so anxious 
to secure the office, if he had any rea­
sonable expectation that the Morris 
Government would be successful at 
the polls. If he could have secured 
his return for Trinity Bay District, 
he would have had the choice of re­
taining Ihe office of Colonial Secre- 

„ tary or of obtaining the appointment 
at the Savings Bank. There can he 
little doubt, if he had felt sure of both 
contingencies turning out favourably, 
lie would not have vacated his seat in 
the Executive Council and his port­
folio as Colonial Secretary. As he 
had no confidence in either contin­
gency. he determined to secure a per­
manency. if possible, and “get in out of 
the wet." He, therefore, became a 
party to this outrage on public senti­
ment. and accepted a benefit for him­
self at the expense of flouting public 
sentiment. p Yesterday, we asked if 
Mr. Watson was not a large stock-

' holder in the Evening Herald Com­
pany at the time that Journal was 
dairying on the recent campaign 
against the Government Savings 
Bank, if so, we ask him why he at 
one and the same time, sought tiie 
Cashiership of the Government Sav­
ings Bank, while the Journal of which 
he was part owner was campaigning 
against the credit of the Savings 
Bank. Is it reasonable to expect that 
any self-respecting Government could 
tolerate as chief official of the Sav­
ings Bank, a large shareholder in a 
newspaper, which has been carrying 
on a vile campaign against the hon­
our of Sir Robert Bond as chief 
guardian of the Savings Bank, should 
he come back to power? Here we have 
the spectacle of Robert Watson al­
lowing McGrath to hold forth Sir 
Robert Bond, who pledged his for­
tune to save the Savings Bank, as an 
unsafe guardian of that institution, 
and at the same time, seeking to hold 
office under him as Cashier of the 
Savings Bank. No self-respecting 
Premier could tolerate such an in­
sult. But it is all of a piece with 
the conduct of the Government in 
packing the Legislative Council with 
supporters at a time the Govern­
ment itself is on trial before the 
country. This conduct is plainly 
part and parcel of the campaign of 
the Government to rule or ruin. If 
the Government cannot command 
the electorate, they are preparing to 
wreck the policy of the new Govern­
ment by filling up the Council with 
anon hostile to them. It is a clear 
case of flouting the public will and is 
an example of Morris's effrontery in 
telling them if they will not take him 
then to Hades with them.

NEWHAVEN. Conn., To-Day.
Three employees of the New York, 

Newhaven and Hartford Railroad arc 
held by the coroner to be criminally 
responsible for the disastrous wreck 
at North Haven on September 2, when 
the White Mountain express plunged 
through a second section of the Stand­
ing Bar express, exacting a toll of 21 
lives.

Vicar 
General of the Archdiocese of New 
York a cablegram from the Secre­
tary of the Bishop which said 
Schmidt had been declared insane 
here, and suspended by the Bishop. 
The message read. “Schmidt born 
Aschaffenburg, priest diocese Mainz, 
ran away from Mainz because at­
tempted frauds, arrested by police, 
declared insane by court and dis­
charged, suspended by Bishop for

MONTAUBAN, France, To-Day.
The French gunners’ method of 

handling in action heavy artillery, 
drawn by motor traction, was the chief 
point of interest to-day for foreign ob­
servers of tiie grand manoeuvres of 
the French army. When the heavy 
ordnance came into action to-day, mo­
tor tyres were coupled and spread out 
behind the cannon, forming rails on 
which the pieces recoiled after firing 
without sinking into the soil. Over 
100,000 men and a large fleet of aero­
planes are operating in the two arm­
ies opposed to each other over a wide 
range of country, stretching from 
Montauban to Agen on the north, and 
from Auch to Toulouse on the south. 
The Northern or Blue army is com­
manded by General Paul Pau, and the 
Southern or Red army by General 
Nicholas Chômer.

Rabbilproof Fences.
One of them Twelve Hundred Mile* 

Long. Extending Nearly Across 
Australia.

One of the methods adopted by 
every state government in Australia 
to check the onward march of the 
rabbit is the erection of so-called rab- 
bitproof fences. The fences, though 
eminently useful, are not in the last 
resort rabbitproof. Tho rabbit in­
variably beats them and appears on 
the other side.

The fence is usually stoutly built of 
posts and rails and is then fitted with 
rabbitproof netting, three feet or four 
feet high, and let into the ground for 
several inches. Sometimes the sec­
tion underground is given a short 
turn inward toward the rabbit, and 
the trench is then filled in with bro­
ken stone, such as is used on a met­
al road. The first of these fences 
was erected along the border between 
Victoria and South Australia, a dis­
tance of about 500 miles. The second 
was erected on the Queensland-New 
South Wales border.

Both of these fences were attended 
to by inspectors stationed at regular 
intervals, whose duty it was to see 
that the fence was kept perfect re­
pair. For some finie these fences act­
ed very well. Then the inevitable 
happened, writes Flank Radcliffe in 
the Field. A negligent or incompetent 
officer overlooked a broken bit of net­
ting or failed to see a burrow, and one 
fine morning he was astonished to 
find rabbits on both sides of the fence 
In Queensland much trouble was 
caused by floods, which washed away 
miles of the netting at a time.

The States ot West Australia, warn­
ed of the trouble caused by the rab- 
bt took very eaboratë precautions 
to .keep opt the pest. Owing to its 
partial isolation from the eastern 
^tales, caused by a wide strip of 
Waterless country on the South Au­
stralian border, this State is free 
from most of the eastern p^sls. At 
present there are nèither sparrows 
not starlings in Westralla; there are 
no foxes or hares, and their introduct­
ion is severely prohibited. With this 
enviable record the State set to work 
to keep back the rabbit plague, which 
with extraordinary persistency came 
sweeping steadily over from the east.

A fence was erected which is per­
haps a world's record for contuity in 
a single line. It practically crosses 
a continent, and it is without a break 
except Sor gates. The distance trav­
elled is about 1.200 miles. The fence 
.starts in a. land of corn and pasture 
and dairy farms and finishes Among 
the pearl divers, and the big sheep 
stations of Westralia's hinterland. It 
begins in the tropics, and sometimes 
fbr nearly 100 miles at a stretch it 
never passes a human habitation.

To keep this fence in effective con­

dition Is a large order. It Is divided 
ftito sections, each of which is under 
the control of a responsible inspect 
or. These Inspectors have fence pa 
trolers or boundary riders, whose 
duty it is to be constantly riding up 
and down their section of the bar­
rier. Here and there in the fence ar 
box traps into which stray rabbits 
wander only to be killed by the boun 
dary riders.

One great drawback to the use of 
these fences is the destruction they 
work among the native fauna, espec 
tally in the dry bells. The fence, it 
may be explained, is sufficiently high 
to check both emus and kangaroos 
ihe kangaroo could easily jump over 
it. but unless chased he rarely thinks 
of using his jumping powers, so 
when he reaches the fence in his 
journey to perhaps a well-known wa 
ter hole on the other side he simply 
wanders up and down. Rooking for a 
gap. until he drops and dies from 
'hirst and exhaustion. Thousands of 
loth kangaroos and emus have been 
found dead along the fences.

Why 1 remember, sir, play 
ing the good old game of cricket and 
as a boy acting as back-stop for some 
of out old-time cricketers. Were we 
told to kéep off the grass then? No 
We wére ehcouiagëd to roll about and 
play our games. I will give you 
another incident. It was made a pre­
serve one time for a few weeks for 
cattle. We boys broke in and played 
cricket, when the police swooped down 
on us and tried to capture our stock. 
But so nib of dlir wefl'khown citizens 
oï to-dâ*y interfered and the policemen 
beat a hasty retreat. No prosecutions 
resulted front this.

Children could then romp on the 
grass, “y/by should they be now inter­
dicted? Ts it because certain of the 
Councillors have no little ones that 
they have no feeling for innocent 
childhood. Give the green sward to 
oui- children during our short summer 
season. Aye, and let them if neces­
sary. under proper supervision, have 
access to the flowers reared in our 
parks.

But for the indignation I feel in 
seeing this ukase, “Kèep on the walk,” 
enforced by 'the Park Policemen 1 
would not write as strongly as I do on 
this matter; and this is my apology 
for such a lengthy fèttef. 1 am, yours

There were three stab wounds in 
the head, twelve in the chest, many of 
which penetrated to the lungs and the 
body rvas their disemboweled by a 
long sweeping cut. It is thought that 
the body was brought to this lonely 
spot by the murderer from the scene 
of his crime, lowered into the ditch, 
but left exposed, the clothes having 
been drawn before the wounds were 
Inflicted.

Look around you 
to-day and see tjie scores of automo­
biles. costing thousands of dollars 
each, rushing along the highways and 
byways at the risk of the lives of poor

but honest wayfarers. The carriages 
and pairs driven by liveried coach­
men that Sir William Whiteway ridi­
culed have been replaced by motor 
cars of five times the value, and the 
same old game of extravagance is go­
ing on and the Government is setting 
the pare.

He 
came to this diocese with credentials 
which were apparently authentic and 
genuine, but we know practically
nothing of him. His crime is too hor 
rible to conceive, and we can only 
hope to prove he was a psuedo priest.

LONDON, Sept. 15.
New light will likely be thrown on 

the events which led to the political 
downfall 6f Charles Stewart Parnell, 
the great Irish leader, who died in 
1891, with the publication of his 
love letters by former Mrs. Kitty O'­
Shea. The decision to make public 
these letters is the result of state­
ments made by William O'Brien, M. 
P. Former Mrs. O’Shea explains the 
reasons inv the following passage 
written to her son: “I quite agree 
with you as to the insult to myself 
and your fathcr’swmemorv, and above 
all to my late husband, Mr. Parnell, 
what is an unwarrantable interpre­
tation O'Brien has put upon a letter 
of my husband published by him. I 
now propose, with your consent, to 
publish as soon as possible myself, 
the letters of my late husband.” It 
is assumed Mrs. Parnell's resentment 
was aroused by the implication made 
by O'Brien that Capt. O'Shea viewed 
with complacency the friendship be­
tween his wife and the late Irish 
leader.

I told Parnell he would 
break his heart; and now I’ll break 
Murphy’s, or go to my grave in the 
attempt.
