A Measure Giving
Big Concession

TO COLD STORAGE COMPANY TO
BE “RAILROADED” THROUGH
THE LEGISLATURE UNDER
SUSPENDED RULES—PROROGA-
TION OF THE HOUSE NEXT
WEEK.
Juding from the tenor of the utter­

ances of Premier Morris in the House 
of Assembly yesterday afternoon 
there are, In all probability, going to 
be some queer and high-handed hap­
penings enacted there within the next 
few days.

The Budget Speech was deferred for 
the seventh time.

The House was to consider in Com­
mittee “certain Resolutions in rela­
tion to the application of cold storage 
for the preservation of the fishes of 
this country for food and bait,” but 
on motion of the Prime Minister, the 
introducer, the matter was deferred, 
supposedly to await another motion by 
the Prime Minister for the suspension 
of the rules.

The. Bills relating to the establish­
ment of a Department of Militia and 
Defence, and the amending of the 
Shipbuilding Act received their sec­
ond readings and will be considered 
by a Committee of the whole House 
this afternoon.

The Bill providing Pensions for 
Sailors and Soldiers went through 
Committee with slight amendments 
and was sent to the Upper House for 
concurrence.

The Premier gave notice that he 
would to-morrow (Wednesday) ask 
leave to introduce a Bill amending 
the Education Act, 1916. He said 
this measure is for the purpose of al­
locating amounts, recommended by all 
the School Inspectors, to teachers in 
addition to that already provided in 
Supply.

The Premier also gave notice that 
he would on to-morrow move the sus­
pension of the rules of all matters be­
fore the House and all matters to 
come before the House. He Intimated 
that it was hoped to be able to close 
the House in the early part of next 
week. Thus the two most important 
measures this session of the Legisla­
ture. namely, the Budget or the adop­
tion of Ways and Means for the sup­
plying and carrying on of the Civil 
Service, and the Premier's measure in 
the interests of the cold storage fish 
plant at the Reid Company's premises, 
are to be “railroaded" through, all 
criticism being safeguarded against 
by the suspension of the rules.

The House adjourned until 3 o’clock 
this afternoon.

He left here with the Second Con­
tingent and fought at Gallipoli, where 
he was severely frostbitten.

U-Boat Menace Most 
Serious Feature.

New York, July 19.—Chas. H. Gras- 
ty, the New York Times correspond­
ent, makes a strong plea for every 
available American ship to be sent to 
European waters in order to combat 
the submarine menace. In support 
of this urging he cables the following 
article:

London, July 18.—The change at 
the Admiralty, by which Sir Eric 
Geddes succeeds Sir Edward Carson, 
calls attention to submarine condi­
tions, and there has been a sharp re­
vision of opinion in the last few 
hours as a result of the re-examina­
tion of facts and figures. The Prime 
Minister's recent assurance had a 
sedative effect on the public mind, 
but discussion by well-informed per­
sons, particularly in banking and 
commercial circles, in the past few 
days, has brought out conditions that 
are disquieting.

The confidence in the submarine 
situation appears to have had no 
foundation more substantial than 
hope that some scientific means was 
surely in the way of being found to 
put the submarine finally and entire­
ly out of business. The syllogism 
is that America is a wonderfully In­
ventive country and America is now 
a belligerent; ergo, America will in­
vent a solution for the submarine.

Cannot Overtake Loss.

That part of England which wakes 
up somewhat ahead of the rest has 
suddenly grasped a fact so simple 
th^t it ought to have been realized 
and acted on long ago. The average 
man has been thinking about food 
(which has been plentiful), or think­
ing about Germany's threat to reduce 
England in two months. Five have 
elapsed and England is none the 
worse off.

What has escaped attention, and 
what is now brought to the fore by 
the change at the Admiralty, .is the 
inexorable fact, which anybody with 
knowledge of the rule of four can ci­
pher out for himself, that at the 
present rate of construction and des­

truction there can’s possibly at the 
end of a few months be shipping 
enough, unless British commitments 
elsewhere are considerably curtailed, 
to feed England and France and 
maintain the present armies in the 
field.

As for conveying America’s armies 
to Europe and maintaining them, it 
will simply be out of the question. 
The loss of ships by submarine totals 
sixteen hundred thousand (60,000?) 
tons per month, or from two to three 
times the total of new construction. 
There is no possibility whatever of 
the construction capacity overtaking 
the present rate of loss in time to 
avoid a peace being forced on the Al­
lies.

Must Increase Destruction.
What is wanted, therefore, is to 

largely increase the destruction of 
U-boats. The British Government is, 
and the American Government ought 
to be eye to eye with staggering fact 
that the Allies have got to find a way 
to cucb the submarine or lose the 
war—a way not yet found nor even 
approached, except experimentally. 
The damage by submarine has been 
reduced by American co-operation, 
but every single ton of effective ship­
ping against submarines ought to be 
sent to European waters without a 
single hour’s delay.

No military verdict short of 
marching into Berlin can take the 
place of a death blow to the German 
U-boat. Every craft capable of opera­
ting against the submarine ought to 
be sent over here at the earliest pos­
sible moment.

Government
or Autocracy?
Reading daily the reports 
of the proceedings in the 
House of Assembly, we 
are induced to wonder If 

the general public is really sensible of 
what is going on. German autocracy 
and high-handedness is a common 
theme of satire and denunciation, and 
jurists are never tired of pointing out 
the absurdity of a system which gives 
the noisy Reichstag the shadow of 
power and leaves all the substance 
with the silent Bundesrat and its con­
troller, the Kaiser. There is no need 
for us to look as far as Germany tor a 
subject, not of satire but of the fiercest 
indignation. Our "National Govern­
ment," by the simplest form of poli­
tical corruption imaginable, have suc­
ceeded in turning the House of Assem­
bly into a Reichstag and Bundesrat 
ih one which might well provoke the 
envy of the Kaiser. It is not really 
legislation that is being enacted there. 
A few bills, initiated by one or two 
members, are being rushed through 
with the supine approval of the rest, 
Who have already been rewarded for 
their acquiescence. They are put 
through their several stages before 
the public, or ever most of the mem­
bers themselves, have had time to 
grasp more than their bare outlines. 
Of course the public and public opin­
ion don't matter. They are deeply af­
fected by the Acts, but that is the 
proper function of the Acts and them­
selves.

We have already protested against 
this truculent arbitrariness. We have 
shown in a few instances, which we 
had time to discern before the occa­
sion was past, how this evident haste 
—for which no single excuse has been 
preferred except the desire of the 
House to have a holiday — has 
led to inexact and slipshod legis­
lation. The limit was fairly reach­
ed yesterday, when the Pensions 
Bill was forced through all its stages, 
with a couple of quite trifling amend­
ments and a discussion which was 
confined to fulsome compliments of 
the framer. We are second to none 
in our appreciation of the value of 
this work, but it would have been a 
better and more sincere tribute to it to 
have taken the trouble-to examine it a 
little fully. Here Is an Act of 
more than fifty sections, conferring 
benefits upon those whom we should 
delight to honour, and imposing a tax 
for an Indefinite time upon the whole 
country of a quarter of a million dol­
lars. It is not worth discussing. It 
is not worth examining. Put it 
through in an afternoon ! When it Is

law will be time enough to Inquire 
into its effect.

To prove that we are not talking at 
random but from a sense of the true 
seriousness of the matter, we may 
say that our attention has been drawn 
to one point (we have hardly foujid 
time to read the Act, for our own 
part.) From the definition of "depend­
ents" and the effect of Schedule B, a 
dependent already In receipt of $384 
per annum is entitled to no pension on 
the death of the soldier in fhe ranks 
who has hitherto supported him. If 
his income is only $383, he is entitled 
to a pension which may (apparently 
at the discretion of the Commission) 
amount to $384, or double that of the 
farmer case. Are we to understand 
from this that every dependent, in 

•such case, will receive only $384 per 
annum in all, which would be the 
only fair general rule? If so, it seems 
a very small maximum. If not, there 
is injustice somewhere. The matter 
is important, and we should ike to be 
enlightened. Again, we do not like 
the. look of section 6, which gives the 
Commission the fullest power without 
reference to the rest of the Act, with 
no right of appeal from its findings, 
or section 22, which is somewhat simi­
lar. That seems to us to signal cer­
tain trouble ahead.

We merely specify these points for 
the reason we have given. Had we 
been given time, we might have found 
many others, not to object to, for the 
Act is an admirable one, but to be 
made quite clear. It is not this Act 
or any other that we protest against, 
but the disgraceful practice of allow­
ing no one, inside the House or out 
of it, a moment’s time to examine 
them. This is responsible govern­
ment!

But if the limit was reached in the 
case of this Act, it bids fair, to be 
guilty of a bull, to be exceeded this 
afternoon. The extraordinary pro­
cedure is to be adopted of suspending 
all the rules of the House from this 
onward, so that the remaining legis­
lation can be handled exactly as the 
Government desires. If there remains 
a single member with backbone 
enough to protest, which is doubtful, 
his protests will be ineffectual and 
ruthlessly curtailed. We know why 
this is being done. There is coming 
before the House a bill giving con­
cessions to a private business concern 
which, in any independent legislature, 
would raise a storm of indignation, 
and will do so in any case outside it. 
We have ascertained enough about 
the measure to be certain of what we 
say. It is perhaps the most import­
ant measure that has yet been pre­
ferred. If It Is passed, it needs no 
gift of vision to prophesy the political 
extinction of all concerned in it. For 
the rest, the budget has not yet ap­
peared and nothing has been done 
touching conscription. Yet these mat­
ters are simple enough to be handled 
under suspended rules. Perhaps it is 
just as well, and that no other obstacle 
be placed in the way of ending the bur­
lesque of Parliament with all speed.

Wilson Criticised.
President Wilson has been severely 

criticised in the past, but what he has 
undergone in the past will be as a 
summer zephyr compared with the 
blasts that will rage about him as 
America gets deeper into the con­
flict, and the mistakes or incapacities 
of those about him are charged to his 
account.—Jas. Davenport Whelpley, 
on “War and Politics in America."

"One is almost the most beautiful 
of all the war stories I have heard. 
It concerns a little Sister of Mercy.

“This little Sister of Mercy had 
such tenderness in her ministrations 
to the wounded that everybody in the 
hospital adored her.

“Well, one day a shell brought 
death and new wounds to the hospital 
and among the wounded was this lit­
tle Sister of Mercy who was like an 
angel. She was smashed about the 
legs so that she could not move, and 
lay among the wreckage of the hos­
pital with her blood streaming away 
from her.

“When she had been rescued, you 
may imagine with what care she was 
carried to a bed, and with what haste 
the best surgeon was sent for, and 
with what love and devotion every­
body stood round her, helping her to 
bear her pain with words of sym­
pathy.

“The surgeon made a long and pa­
tient examination. At last he spoke 
to the little Sister of Mercy, who lay 
back as white as her pillows, watch­
ing his face.

“ ‘You are going to get well,’ said 
he.

“Her eyes smiled and brightened.
“ ‘Quite well and strong,’ he said, 

with assurance; ‘but I am afraid’— 
here he looked aside for a moment— 
‘that we shall have to find a crutch 
for you.’

“She seemed puzzled.
“Then the surgeon stooped nearer 

to her, and explained very gently that 
to save her life he must needs ampu­
tate one of her poor, shattered legs.

"She made a little movement of 
the head, as though she was bowing 
to fate, and whispered, ‘Well, the will 
of God be done.’

“Some days afterwards the surgeon 
and the nurses came once more to her 
bedside, and were very loving and 
tender to this little one-legged Sis­
ter of Mercy. It seemed as if every­
body in the hospital wanted to pay 
their respects to her. At last the 
truth came out.

“ ‘To make you quite well again,’ 
said the surgeon, ‘It is also necessary 
that I should take off your other leg.'

“The little Sister of Mercy smiled 
into his face for a moment, showing 
neither fear nor sorrow. Then she 
closed her eyes. ‘Prevent me, O 
Lord,’ she whispered, ‘from being 
proud of my wounds.’

“Colonel Peyron told me this story 
as an example of a religious heroism 
which, in his opinion, is breathing a 
new spirit Into the life of France. 
Something, he says, is happening to 
France. And there he is inclined to 
leave it. What it is that is happening 
he does not know. It is spiritual, that 
is clear.”

WE HIT BACK?

The Way to Stop Air Raids.
(By LOVAT FRASER.)

BLOOD AND IRON,, IF NECESSARY.

PETROGRAD, July 24.
A blood and Iron policy will be put 

Into effect, if neded to save Russia, 
by the Government of Premier Keren­
sky to which unlimited power has 
been granted. In an interview to­
day, the Premier said, “Relying upon 
the confidence of the masses and the 
army, the Government will save Rus­
sia and Russian unity by blood and 
iron if argument and reason, honor 
and conscience are not sufficient. The 
situation at the front Is very serious 
and demands heroic measures, but I 
am convinced the organism of the 
state is sufficiently vigorous to bo 
cured without a partial amputation."

Entente concerned with the military 
and political situation in the Balkans 
will be begun here to-morrow. Lloyd 
George, Foreign Secretary, Balfour 
and General Robertson are here from 
England, and Baron Sonino, Foreign 
Minister, General Cadorna, command­
er in chief and others from Italy.

Y LONDON, July 24.
The German announcement indi­

Several times recently Berlin report­
ed heavy artillery fighting in Flan­
ders and the intensity of to-day's 
bombardment probably denotes the 
last stage of the preparations before 
the blow is struck. It has been pre­
dicted that the next attack of the 
British would surpass any effort pre­
viously made. The opening of the of­
fensive may be-hastened to assist the

KERENSKY’S PLATFORM.
•f PETROGRAD, July 24.

Premier Kerensky has completed 
the constitution of the new Provision­
al Government. Like the ministry of 
his predecessor. Prince Lvoff, the cab­
inet ia coalition, but limited to ten 
members. Five ministers belong to 
the Socialist group and five members 
to the non-Socialist parties. Other 
offices of state will be directed not by 
ministers but by unpolitical directors 
of departments who are not members 
of the cabinet.

AEROPLANE BILL.
WASHINGTON, July 24.

The $640,000,000 aeroplane bill will 
become law to-day with President 
Wilson's signature. This immense 
appropriation is only the beginning of 
preparations for a campaign to over­
whelm Germany in the air. More 
than 2,000 aeroplanes are to be built 
as a first increment and there will be 
many thousands of aviators. The 
first task is the instruction of a vast 
army of American engineers.

RESIGNATIONS.
WASHINGTON, July 24.

The President to-day asked Chair­
man Denman of the Shipping Board 
to resign and accepted the resignation 
of Major General Geo. Goethals as 
General Manager of the Emergency 
Fleet Corporation. Chairman Den­
man received the President’s request 
for his resignation at noon and ten­
dered it immediately. Ed. N. Hurley, 
a Chicago business man, and former 
Chairman of the Federal Trade Com­
mission, will become Chairman. L. 
Capps, Chief Construcutor of the Na­
val Department, will succeed Goe­
thals as General Manager of the 
Emergency Fleet Corporation.

AMERICA WANTS A MILLION MEN.
WASHINTQN, July 24.

An American army of one million 
men for service abroad at once in­
stead of 500,000 as contemplated for 
the first draft was foreshadowed by 
the Government's request for an addi­
tional 55,000,000,000 made to the Sen­
ate Finance Committee to-day.

It is greatly 
to the discredit of every authority 
concerned that the enemy crossed our 
coasts at all.

Lord Sydenham, a scientific soldier 
who has been a member of the Air 
Board, told the House of Lords on 
June 26 that "two effective squadrons 
of fighter machines, or their equiva­
lent, should be sufficient, if they were 
ready and in the proper places, to 
provide very substantial protection 
at least for London.” I believe his 
statement to be perfectly correct If 
a country that is spending eight mil­
lion pounds a day cannot provide a 
couple of squadrons of fighting aero­
planes for the defence of the London 
front, then it is time changes were 
made.

London is the hub of the war. It is, 
as Lord Montagu of Beaulieu has said, 
the chief seat of energy for the war," 

though no one would have thought so 
on Saturday when a great squadron 
of German aeroplanes was flying im­
pudently over the city. S?o long as 
the enemy arc able to bomb London, 
or even to pass our coasts, it is idle 
to pretend that we enjoy “the mas­
tery of the air." The hackneyed ar­
gument about “the claims of the 
front” is no answer at all. The front 
is where the enemy attack or where 
we attack. It is impossible to get 
over the facts (1) that the Germans 
were not repelled on the coast, and 
(2) that at the time they crossed our 
shores on the return journey they 
had not lost a single machine. Their 
attack beat our defence. We shall 
only defeat their objects by attack­
ing in our turn.

There was no great element of sur­
sise on this occasion, for private 
arnings were received in London 
early an hour before the enemy 

were sighted here. Saturday’s ex­
perience has undoubtedly revived the 
demand for some form of general 
warning. It ought to be possible to 
discriminate between threats of at­
tack and the real thing.

We shall only appreciate aright the 
significance of Saturday's visitation 
if we realise that these raids are still 
experimental. Men wondered because 
London was left unassailed for nearly 
a month after the severe raid of June 
13. Assuredly the air authorities can­
not have been wondering, "or weeks 
the weather was unfavorable, but the 
Germans came again at the first pro­
pitious moment. They will keep on 
coming. In November and May they 
came singly, In June five aeroplanes 
reached London, on Saturday at least 
a score arrived. Unless the Govern­
ment and the War Office wake up, 
they will soon be here in hundreds.

**«*»•»*
Lord Derby's speech in reply to 

suggestions made in the Lords’ de­
bate on June 26 recalled the bad old 
days early in the war. It might have 
belonged to the 1914 vintage. He 
said that the War Office and the Air 
Board were trying to give Field- 
Marshal Lord French “all the aircraft 
lie may require," but “do not let it be 
supposed for one minute that he is 
getting all he would like." He also 
said, “While we are endeavoring to 
do all we can to meet Lord French’s 
demands, we cannot—I will be per­
fectly frank about it—we cannot meet 
them all.” Why not? There was a 
time early in 1915 when the country 
was told similar things about shells. 
Mr. Lloyd George (and others) took 
their coats off and in time the armies 
in the field got all the shells they' 
asked for. We want someone to 
take off his coat about aeroplanes. 
Negative statements will no longer 
suffice. The public want to know 
what steps, if any, the Government

are taking to extend aeroplane con­
struction in order that air attacks on 
Germany may replace the present in­
adequate defensive policy within 
these islands.

It is true that many of our aero­
planes rose to attack the raiding Ger­
mans, but were they of the right sort? 
The absence of results over the land 
suggests that they were not. It is 
necessary to ask, with Lord Mantagu, 
“why we have not more machines of 
a better kind."

It is still more necessary to ask 
the Government to state definitely

PLAGIARISED AND OTHERWISE.

(From the Chicago Evening Post.)
John H. Rathom of thè Providence 

Journal told this newspaper yarn to 
the Canadian Press Association :

One of the most curious of my 
newspaper experiences was when I 
was connected with a San Francisco 
newspaper. The day report was re­
ceived, and as there was nothing un­
usual in the happenings of the day 
I went out for a stroll.

Bismarck had 
passed away and the copy was the 
story of his life.

I called the Associated Press office 
to find out why I had not received a 
bulletin. The manager said I had— 
or that someone had. Finally, wewhat their intentions are with regard . , , .. . „ . , , ,

to air warfare within these islands. I _______ D,___________ „
They refuse to give a general warn­
ing, and Lord Montagu says that they
“cannot protect London from attack i 
at the present time." Does the Gov­
ernment share the attitude of the 
newspaper which said that these air 
attacks “have got to be endured be­
cause they can’t be cured," which is 
the latest equivalent for the original 
Zeppelin policy of "darkness and com­
posure”? Some of us are convinced 
that there is a cure, that it is to be 
found in a great extension of aero­
plane construction and a better sys­
tem of control, and that it is a pro­
found humiliation for this country 
to be asked to submit to repeated 
bombing without effective retaliation. 

»»***»**
The ultimate cure, of course, is at­

tack. The ridiculous talk about “re­
prisals” has drifted in the wrong di­
rection. This is not a question of 
reprisals, but of carrying the war in­
to the enemy’s country, as they are 
carrying it into ours. It is not a 
question of bombing German babies, 
but of invading Germany from the 
air. The French bombed Treves and 
Essen and Coblenz cn Friday night. 
Why are we so reluctant? Apparent­
ly a few of our bishops are afraid that 
if we attack Germany from the air 
some one may get hurt. That is 
quite possible, but a great many more 
of our own people will Soon be hurt 
if we insist upon sticking exclusively 
to the way of the tortoise and the 
mole and neglect the way of the eagle 
and the hawk.

There is much more In this ques­
tion of the development of air war­
fare than the mere prevention of air 
raids upon this country. 1 believe, 
with Lord Montague, that the cam­
paign by air “is going to be the para­
mount issue before the end.” Our 
rulers are showing a lamentable lack 
of imagination about this matter of 
air warfare, just as the last Govern­
ment did about submarines. We are 
advancing slowly and painfully on 
land. There is a quicker way through 
the air. The Americans have shown 
much more rapid perception than our­
selves. From the moment the United 
States took up arms, public opinion 
across the Atlantic realised fully and 
vividly that the shortest way to end 
the war was by a tremendous In­
crease of offensive fighting through 
the air. Why are we so conservative 
In this new age?

The Germans are straining every 
nerve to increase enormously their 
output of aeroplanes, with the object 
of invading this country continuous­
ly. Let there be no mistake about 
that. They have tried to hit us on 
land and under water, and now they 
are going to hit us through the air. 
Authentic reports continually arrive 
regarding their activity in aeroplane 
construction, but we need not trust 
to mere reports. In the bulletin pub­
lished to-day Sir Douglas Haig tes­
tifies to the appearance of large num­
bers of enemy machines on the front 
between Lens and Ypres, and he says 
that one formation was composed of 
the unprecedented number of thirty 
machines. •

But it is at 
least to be said that the forecast in 
question reflects accurately enough 
tire confidence prevailing amongst the 
ollirers and men whom one welcomes 
back from time to time from the front. 
No such wave of assurance has swept 
through all ranks in the fighting line 
as that which at the moment is carry­
ing them forward on its crest. Some­
thing of it has no doubt been due to 
tin- remarkable completeness and ease 
with which the last great victory was 
won. The whole scheme worked out 
to its last detail with almost mechan­
ical perfection, and though it was in 
some sense only the indispensable 
first step to greater things it was re­
garded almost universally at the 
front as placing the sequel out of all 
doubt. How far this confidence is 
justified the next two or three weeks 
should show, but at least it is the 
right temper in which decisive victor­
ies are won, and may well he emula­
ted at home.

The Government has decided to 
sanction an increased manufacture of 
beer to the exten of 33 per cent, for 
(lie summer term, in order to meet 
the needs of munition workers and 
others engaged in arduous manual 
work during the summer. The re­
striction op the output, of beer has 
caused a serious deficiency in many 
parts of England, where the recent 
hot weather had the effect of increas­
ing the demand.

SIR THOMAS BE ECU AM’S OFFER.

Sir Thomas Beecham’s offer of a 
prize of £250 ($1,250) for a new op 
era of British growth shows, if fur­
ther proof were needed, how sincere 
is his interest in native music. It 
shows, too, that he has the eternal 
hopefuluness which is characteristic 
of the true artist. He is not dismay­
ed, apparently, by the long list of op­
eratic failures which started life with 
all the glamour of a prize won from 
numberless competitors. Why prize 
works should usually fail is hard to 
say. Perhaps it is that judges feel 
that they must play for safety and 
are not there to encourage experi­
ments. The fact remains that except 
“Cavalleria Rusticana," no prize opera 
of recent times has won more than a 
succès d’estime. Sir Thomas Beecli- 
am at the same time says that he has 
four British operas ready to be pro­
duced ,and it would be surprising if 
one at least of them is not better than 
the prize-work. Sis Thomas in his 
manifesto on the subject refers to the 
exploded belief that British music is 
neglected. The belief is hard to kill, 
though the facts that support it grow 
fewer.

ADVANCEMENT (IF THE BRAVE.

One of the first ranker V.C.’s of the 
war who received a commission was 
Harry Daniels, the smiling Norwich 
man who gained the honor for him'- 
self and the Rifle Brigade at Neuve 
Chapelle over two years ago. He be­
came a second lieutenant in his old 
regiment shortly after he recovered 
from his wounds, and last summer 
received his second star, and in the 
two years ' he has added the Military 
Cross to his crimson ribbon. Now 
bis appointment has been gazetted to 
be an assistant superintendent of 
physical and bayonet graining and to 
be a temporary captain while so em­
ployed. At the same time one of the 
six bravest of the Lancashire Fusi­
liers selected by their comrades to 
receive the Victoria Cross for the 
struggle at Lancashire Landing, Gal­
lipoli, Sergeant John Grimshaw, be­
comes a subaltern in his old regiment.

WAR AND PROFESSIONAL EDUCA­
TION.

Professional education has fallen 
sadly into arrears in war time. It 
will be one of the minor problems, 
when peace is concluded, to bring 
young men back to resume their 
courses of study at the point at 
which they have been interrupted. 
Moreover, the habit of application to 
books may have been weakened dur­
ing the distractions and absorptions 
of war. The annual report of the 
Law Society, I observe, gives some 
encouragement to the idea that young 
men who intend to proceed to its ex­
aminations, but who unfortunately 
find themselves prisoners in intern­
ment camps in Germany, should pur­
sue a course of professional reading. 
The Council has expressed its willing­
ness to suupply to the Board of Edu­
cation a list of the appropriate books. 
But such action is necessarily very 
limited indeed, and can only affect 
exceptional cases. It may be that 
after the war some of the professions 
may have to make certain concessions 
to young men whose courses of study 
have been interrupted by military 
service; but the difficulty will be to 
reconcile a natural solicitude for the 
convenience of the entrant with the 
necessary standard of professional at­
tainment.

were spying out our coasts last au­
tumn, for hostile purposes ot some 
kind. It is asserted that foreigners 
of unexplained antecedents are in pos­
session of some of our islands, and 
settled at or near some of our sea 
ports. There is a constant coming 
and going of motor cars across the 
American boundary, south of which 
there are known to be so many Ger­
mans and German sympathizers.

Without intending to be at all sen­
sational, much less in any degree 
alarmist, we must again impress on 
our people, as we did last summer— 
and still more earnestly—the need of 
vigilance and of prompt reporting to 
the authorities of any suspicious 

' sights or occurrences which may be 
I observed. No reports founded on 
I mere hearsay should be sent. But we 
; have no doubt that the Department of 
1 Naval Service at Ottawa would be 
I glad to receive and to pay for the de­
spatch by telegraph of bona fide in­
telligence from any responsible per­
son. It would be better for one ob­
serving any suspicious or unusual­
looking craft off our coasts to com­
municate the fact to some Magistrate, 
Customs official or telegraph opera­
tor for transmission.

Recent experience shows that Ger­
man submarines sometimes operate in 
the disguise of small coasting vessels 
or fishing craft; that they rig them­
selves out as steamers, with dummy 
funnels, besides resorting to other 
tricks to deceive possible observers.— 
Halifax Chronicle.

“WAR BREAD” AND DIGESTION.

-War bread”—or some war bread, 
for it differs enormously in quality— 
is bad for the digestion. From the 
beginning the baking experts have 
maintained that “using more offal” 
in the flour would act as an irritant 
to weak digestions, and they quoted 
in support of their view the experi­
ence of the standard bread craze. They 
were undoubtedly right, and matters 
became worse after the order came in 
adulterating the wheat with maize 
and other cereals.’ Without extreme­
ly good baking the cereals used do 
not make palatable and easily digest­
ed bread, and fermentation and sour­
ness soon result. The doctors are 
reporting that they are having to deal 
with a great deal of digestive disor­
der in delicate persons, for which 
they blame war bread.

Be Watchtull.
Now that the fog has at last lifted 

over the Northern Atlantic, and sum­
mer conditions have definitely arrived, 
German submarine activities on our 
coasts are by no means improbable. 
In fact, they may be and, by those 
best informed, are expected. It is 
important that all seaside Canadians 
should be aware of the fact, and keep 
closely on the watch.

There is no necessity for alarm in 
any quarter. The probability of any 
land attack from the sea is remote. 
It is true that a town in the Azores 
Islands was recently shelled, hut 
without much effect. No similar at­
tempt is likely to he made In Eastern 
Canada or tier Unite 1 Stales. But t 
is well to keep in mind that the Azores 
lie midway in the At.antic where it is 
much wider than between the British 
Islands and Nova Scotia. And Ameri 
can transports carrying troops to 
France were assailed considerably 
west of the Azores.

The Germans are known to have 
submarines quite capable of crossing 
the Atlantic and delivering an atack 
on this side. It is doubtful, however, | 
if l hey could make the return voyage 
vithout having their stores replenish- j 

ed. Of course, it might be quite pos­
sible to supply them from tenders 
at sea, sent to definite points. But it 
seems more likely that attempts may j 
be made to establish coast bases. The 
coasts of the Maritime Provinces, long 
and deeply indented by the sea, as 
they are,, and with such numerous is­
land outposts, offer many opportuni­
ties and special inducements to Ger- | 
man naval managers to attempt the 
establishment of such supply depots, j 
They established them along the 
shores of Ireland, under the very eyes ( 
of the people, and within sight of the 
British coasts. There are consider-1 
able stretches of almost uninhabited 
sea-line in Nova Scotia.

For these and other reasons the peo- j 
pie of this province, and more par­
ticularly those whose callings connect 
them closely with the sea, should be 1 
alertly on the watch for any suspici­
ous-looking craft, or any. unusual 
movements of any kind along or in the 
direction of the coast. There should 
be no delay in reporting to the author­
ities any unusual movement or action 
calculated to suggest hostile designs. 
The most exigent needs of submarines 
can be compressed into comparatively j 
small bulk. They might be transport­
ed in dangerous quantities in fishing 
boats or even In motor cars, and 
stored at deserted spots on the coast, 
or on unfrequented islands, to be tak- ! 
en thence as required by German sub-1 
marines.
