New Uses for

POLICE ‘SEND PINGI]&-P!IH‘N OF
HUNTED CRIMINALS BY WIRE,
(By NEWTON BURKE).

Iy perfected a practical, commercial
mbethod of transmitting pictures: by
wire, the process was acclaimed most-
1¢ for its value in the dissemination
of news pictures. It was pointed. out
that newspapers,- when ‘the" pictiire-
transmitting stations were generally
.installed, need no longer wait for
| trains and ships to bring photographs
of far-away happenings. The pictures
would be available for publication 'al-
most as soon as reperts of thé events
that they {llustrated could be trans-
mitted by means of -.the telegraph,

A few weeks ago, however, another
and more dramatic use was found for
the new photo-transmitting process.
It was demonstrated to be one of the
most useful weapons: ever put into the
hands of the police for their “war
against the criminal.

With the aid of “telegraphed pie-
tures, when a countryside search is
instituted for a criminal, the police of
distant cities need not.depend on a
telegraphed ‘“description” of the fu-
gitive. They can have :a photograph
of him immediately. More, they can
have his finger-prints, specimens of
his handwriting, or any other sort of
1dentitying material that can be photo-
graphed

As a test of the value of the photo-
transmitting process in tracking
criminals, the New York police selec-
ted a finger-print from the files at
Police Headquarters, and telegraphed
a photo of it to Chicago.: The trang-
missfon, required about four minuges,
and scarcely was ji completed when'
the Chicago police telegraphéd back
an identification of the man. -

Insofar as its first purpose—the
transmission of news pictures—is cop-
cerned, the mnew process proved 'it-
self beyond question during the re-
cent Republican' and Democratic Cen-
ventions at Cleveland and New York
respectively. Photographs of conven-
tion scenes, delegates, and candidates
were available for newspaper Tepro-
duction in cities near the receiving
stations at New York and Cleveland
virtually as soon as the telegraphed
reports of the convention proceedlngs
were recefved.

Many attempts have heen made to
transmit pictures by wire, and sever-
al different methods have been devis-
ed. This system ‘is the first, though,
that has proved pratticable both teeh~
nically and commereially.

The method is so simple that a pos-
itive film, made from any photograp-
hic negative, #s suitable for transmis-
sion. The apparatus transmits a pie-
ture five by seven dinches in a little
less than five mirutes, and the picture
is received in such form that after the
usnal process of photographic devel-
opment, it is ready for reproduction.

Line drawings, handwriting, - and
printing, provided it is not too small,
also can be transmitted.

Treasure Hunt

LONDON, Sept. 15.—Seaplanes will
be used in a treasure hunt in the
South Atlantic if a scheme now being
promoted develops.

The treasure is believed to be hid-
den in a grim and rocky little island
named Trinidad, nearly 700 miles
from the coast of Brazil.

The tradition is that centuries ago
a band of pirates, after rifling a Span-
ish vessel, were themselves chased by
pirates. In their haste they buried
the treasure on this islet, hoping to
return and secure it later. As it hap-
pened, however, tey were caught,
and ‘all were hanged.

The island, which is little more
than an uninhabited rock of eight
square miles, has been  visited by
more than one 'treasure-seeking ex-
pedition. Its rocks, however, are
washed by such seas that often for
weeks on end it 18 not possible to
land or to leave.

All the expeditions hitherto have
beelt forced to abandon their qguest.
The promoters of the present project
believe 'that a party might be landed’

of Messrs. G. E. Turner, Vin-
cent Jones and R. F. Horwood,;
are nevertheless interesting. The
latter is quoted as stating:—“Tt
might - fairly be computed that
there is in the country 10,000
square miles of wooded land and
that the average yield per acre
is 10 cords of pulp wood and one
thousand superficial feet of lum-
ber. This will give a total yield
of 64 million cords of pulp wood, |
sivalent roughly to 50 million
tons of wood pulp and 6,400,-
000.000 superficial feet of lum-
or.” The calculation does no
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include other woods than pine, |

srruce, and fir, nor does it include
the timber on the Labrador.
According to Mr. Turner, no

official information exists as to!

the extent of the timbered
cuntry on that peninsula. From
his statement we learn that all
the known timbered areas of the
Island, with the exception of
those lying within the three mile
reserve around the seashore, are

eld by “private parties or by
eompanies.

Quoting: Mr. Horwoad on con-
servetion, the pamphlet says:—
“The loss to forest wealth in
Newfoundland to this date is
very slight from the use of the
.axe compared with the ravages
of fire. Something has recently
been done to check this enor-
mous waste of public wealth, by
the establishment of a small,
poorly supported fire patrol, paid
for in part by owners of timber
land and contributed to by the
Government to the extent of
$5,000 annually. The annual
forest fire has been so epngtant-
ly the accompaniment of sum-
mer weather that people and
Government alike have grown
callously aceustomed to such
visitations, and it is only the
consideration of cold figures that
can impress the mind with the
fearful econgmic ‘waste which
has been going on.” :

MB., WILLIAN WARREY,
Shipwright, Hr. Grace.

(H. F. SHORTIS.)

Word waa received by telegraph
yesterday that Mr, William Wargen,
ape of the best' kmown and  skilltul
ghipwrights in Newfoundland, had
passed away on Saturday evening.

Mr. Warren was horn in Trinity 80
years ago, and served his apprentice-
ghip with his father, one of the most
tamous ship-byilders {n Newfound-
land. Over fifty-five years ago, they
put out of hand such well Eknown
clippers as the Release, Renown, W.
Donnelly and ather ships. 0ld Mr.
Warren had his shipbuilding yard
pear the old Patent Sip, at Ship
Head. All vessels build by the War-
rens were neted for their sailing
qualities, strengih and durability. It
is very questionable if some of the
passages of the Release, while in
charge of Capt. Wm. Keheg, have
ever been beaten. For some years
he was manager of his own glip,
which was transferred from Ship
Head, to Hr. Grace proper, a short
distance west of the Public Whartf,
and when the Marine Docks were
completed en the Point of Besch, Mr.
Warren was appointed Manager and
held the position for seyeral years.
He 'Was a man pogsegsed of great in-
itiative and resourcefulness, apd im-
posaible indeed would be the under-
taking at his trade that the skill of
William Warren would not surmount.
The Warrens in the shipbuilding in-
dustry of Newfoundlapd renked with |
the famous Kearney, Newhaoks,
Rowes and ethers of their class, who
put out of hand our famous ocean
greyhounds. Mr. Warren had a wide
circle of friends who will slways re-
member him as he was in his most
active days, keen, alert, an interest-
ing and well-informed convarsational-
ist, warm-hearied, friendly, and al-
ways ready to deo a goad turn.

For present convenience Pilot bowed
to the popular cry of the day, and
thought he washed" his hands as a
gymbel of his own innocence, he but
trified with his cenvictions, and lost
his opport\mity. Men still fight with
conscience. The battle goes on in every

hase of life, and is a personal mat-
ter within the soul. PRilot’s question,
whether accepted or not, still remains
ungnswered—or in & large measure
so, But there must be 2 final an-
gwer to it, and that answer
is Coronatien, It may be long in
coming, but there will be a corona-
tion and He who was condemned at
Pilot’s bar will be crowned “Lord of
all *King of Kings and Lord of
Lords.” Policy and expediency, and
compramise shall then be defeated,
but innpcence and truth shall be ef-
tablished. Not all the Pilpts, nor all’
the Herods, nor all the Judas's, will
be able to defeat the purposes of God
in the redemption of the world, For
pineteep centuries the powers of evil,
as represented by such men, have ar-
rayed themselves against the truth,
and the conflict daily goes on. He
whe stoad at Rilat’s bar is stiil om
trial; and in 80 far as men stifie con-
science, gp Ao they also condemn
their Master. .

The Most Valuable Egg:

The most valued egg in the world
is that of the great auk, a bird that
once abounded in the regions of the
North Atlantic, but that is now ex-
tinct. The last auk egg sold brought
a price of about $2500.

The auk was a diving bird, about
the size of a duck, but was unable to
fly because of its small wings. It laid
one' egg at a time. The birds and
their eggs were used largely for food
among seafaring ‘folk. So many of
them were killed that the species has
entire]y disappeared.

PASADENA, Cal, Sept. 12—Two
hzmdred men worked frantically to
construct a fire-break about the waist
of Mount Wilson to protect the great
United States solar observatory on its
crest from fire raging through San
Gabriel Canyon.

After many days of the. fire,
worst in California this season, it is
still beyond control.

State and Federal forestry authori-
ties were tapping every available
source for fire-fighters.

The Mount Wilson Observatory
houses the finest' collection of equip-
ment ever assembled for the study of
solar phenomena. The greatest loss
to be suffered should the fire attack
the buildings would he the big teles-
cope, the largest in the world, which
would cost nearly $8,000 to replace;

The worst possible weather condi+
tions—high temperature and low hu-
midity—attend the fight to control the
fire.

The fire line of the west now ex-
tends from the east side of Fish Can-
yon westward to Monrovia Canyon,
approximately five miles.
