HOUSE OF COMMONS.

Ottawa, April 2.

On motion of Sir John A. Macdonald 
the House went into committee of the 
whole, Mr. Cameron (Huron) in the chair, 
on the Bill respecting Penitentiaries, and 
the directors thereof. The first and second 
clauses were adopted.

Sir John A. Macdonald, in moving the 
third clause, stated that under the former 
Act there were five Prison Inspectors. 
This Bill provided for not more than three 
directors, who would be in a great degree 
an administrative body, and at the same 
time perform all the duties of direction, 
consultation, and active supervision.

Hon. Mr. Dorion suggested that it 
might be better to have but one Inspec­
tor ; a superior man who would have an 
undivided responsibility.

set out your strongest plants, they having 
strengthened greatly in the meantime— 
in this way you will have an uniformly 
sized turnip. Never, in settierr cut, sac­
rifice a strong plant for a one that 
you may secure exact uniformity in dis­
tance. But all this is not accomplished 
by sowing a pound, or a pound and à half 
of seed to the acre. Save every cock 
plant you can, which comes from the 
crown branches of the turnip, and which 
never fails to grow into a large turnip.— 
A greater mistake cannot be made than 
by sowing so small a quantity of seed if 
you wish for a heavy and remunerative 
crop for your trouble and expense. Never 
grudge a pound or two of seed per acre ; 
what is the trifling sum qi forty or fifty 
cents extra per acre to secure you a heavy 
and satisfactory crop? Never sow lees 
than two and a half to three pounds of 
seed per acre, and if all othpr operations 
are carried out as they ought to be, such 
as a clean, well pulverized soil, lieavily 
manured with well fermented dung, as­
sisted with auxiliaries such as bone dust, 
superphosphate of lime, guano, or leach­
ed ashes, which every one may have at 
command, if you are short of a heavy 
supply of dung, and your manure cover­
ed when hot in the ridges, whilst your

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The Impeachment Trial.
The trial of President Johnson 

may be said to have fairly commenc­
ed on Monday. On that day the Sen­
ate sat as a court of impeachment, 
when General Butler on behalf of the 
managers chosen by the .Representa­
tive» opened the case for the prosecu­
tion in a speech which occupied more 
than three hours in delivery. The 
substance of his speech is as follows i 
—He began by referring briefly to the 
constitutional right of impeachment, 
and the nature of the offences which 
are property impeachable. He argu­
ed that the tribunal before which the 
present question is under debate is 
nota court of law, but simply the 
Senate of thç United States, bound 

.only by the rules of the Senate, and 
not subject to the restrictions of or. 
dinary judicial bodfts ; that no mem­
ber is disqualified or indeed ought 
even to be excused on the plea of pre- 
iudice ; and that the proceeding is not 
so much a trial as an “ inquest of of­
fice.” Having laid down these prin­
ciples, which may prove highly im­
portant as the trial goes on, Mr. But­
ler takes up each Article, and shows 
that the question is not so much 
whether Andrew Johnson is fit to re­
tain office as whether the Presidency 
itself, with the powers and preroga­
tives which Mr. Johnson claims for 
it, is consistent with the safety of a 
free republican government. The 
President demands a more than king­
ly privilege of removing all civil of­
ficers at will and thus virtually takes 
into his hands the control of the 
State. He claims this by virtue 
of the constitutional Executive 
power—as if that power were not 
only unlimited, but illimitable—as if

A CAT Case.—A great law "case has 
recently been tried in Wales, involving 
the legal status and pecuniary equivalent 
of a cut. At the Abergavenny County 
Court, Joseph Holmes sued Charles Mor­
gan for loss al leered to have sustained for 
tin- slaughter of two cats. The plaintiff 
is a Ssh dealer, and the defendant a but­
cher, and the nature of the case appears 
from the following particulars annexed 
in legal form to the summons : “ The 
damage and injury done to a cat belong­
ing to plaintiff, caught in a trap set in 
your slaughter house, in or near Lion st., 
when the left fore leg of the said cat was 
broken, and the conqiensution in respect 
of the eauie, ill. To value of one cat be­
longing to the plaintiff caught and killed 
in the trap in the said slaughter-house, 
£2.’ The cats were named respectively > 
Spot and Jet. and acconling to the tes^- 
ar.ony of the plaintiff"a wife their value, 
and more especially that of the deceased 
Sjot, was not to be estimated by “golden 
sovereigns.*’ Legal gentlemen appeared 
on either side, and alter a lengthy argu­
ment, and the submission of a case by 
the plaintiff's solicitor, the judge ruled 
that the cats were trespassers, and had 
come to their deaths by misadventure. 
"The plaintiff was accordingly nonsuited.

BY ATLANTIC CABLE.
London, April 2—In the House of Com­

mons this evening the adjourned debate 
on the Irish Chare i question was contin­
ued at great length. The Liberal mem­
bers strongly advocated Mr Gladstone’s 
daims to office in place pf Disraeli. Mr 
Lowe, member for Caine, quoted statis­
tics to show that out of 100 of the popu­
lation of Ireland, 78 were Catholic, 4 were 
Presbyterian, and 12 belonged to the Es- 
talished Church of Ireland. The latter 
church was alone aided by Government, 
though its congregations were made up 
of the wealthiest classes. The Irish peo-

ËB would be more than human could 
ey tamely submit to this. The Tories 

claimed to be truly liberal ; let them 
prove it or retire. The Liberal party in 
the House had a leader they could trust. 
They were sure he would fulfil all his 
professions. Mr Lowe ridiculed what he 
termed the legal quibbles and zig-zag 
course of the ministers. Such a line of 
action would destroy all confidence be­
tween the executive and legislative de­
partments of the Government. Each 
night the ministry presented to the House 
a new phase of self-contradiction, until 
all honest men were disgusted. The 
Premier had carried inconsistency and 
audacity to a height which the House, 
consulting its dignity, could not tolerate 
on a topiç so solemn as that under dis­
cussion.

New York, April 3-The Heralds 
London special has advices from liio 
Jauiero of March 11, giving the situa­
tion of the war in Paraguay. The 
allied forces had flanked the fortifica­
tions of Humaita, which has so long 
withstood their attacks, passed to the 
rear, and captured their capital. The 
allies now have 40,000 men, fourteen 
ironclads, and 20 wooden vessels, in 
the neighborhood, while the Para­
guayans are reported to have only 
12,000 men.

San Francisco, April 2—The stea­
mer Sacramento, with New York dates 
to the 11th ult., arrived. Late Ari­
zona advices confirm the reported 
abandonment of the Lopez reservation 
by the Apache and Magana Indians. 
The savages have commenced hostili­
ties in eastern Arizona, and the in­
habitants are calling on Gen. Halleck 
to station more troops in that section 
Great numbers of stock have been run 
off and killed by the Indians.

New York, April 3rd—The Times' 
special says the progress made yester­
day in the Impeachment case indi­
cates that the managers will get thro’ 
their evidence this week. The Pre­
sident’s friends are consoling them­
selves with the reflection that, if a 
majority cannot be had on many of 
the collateral questions, it is not pro­
bable that two-thirds can be secured 
to convict. They seem to forget that 
minor questions afford a latitude for 
conscience, which the main question 
does not. The Senate may not pro­
nounce guilty on all the articles, but 
they are tolerably certain to do so in 
some.
