Of the speaking we have only room for |
the following speech by car member,Mr. !
Stirton, M.P., who spoke as follows :

He complimented the Reformers of Went- |
worth on their fine turn-out that day, on |
their spirit displayed at many an election
contest, and the trusty representatives
whom they sent to Parliament, both general
and locsl. Not one in the House of Com}
mons, he could assure them, better com-
manded its attention than did Mr. Rymal,
when herose to speak. He only wished
that Mr. Rymal would come out oftener,
which perbaps he would after this. An ex-
traordinary state of things bad prevailed at
last election. There were all mauner of
men out—moderate men, po-party men,
Coalitionists, and what npt. The most re-
markable circumstacce was, that tkere were
no Tories. (Great langhter sud cheers.)
The country, he said, then literally swarmed
wita deceivers, and with men whose actions
had grievously belied their promises.
There was a necessity for the Coalition of
1864 ; a great work had to be done, and it
wasdone; but for the pretended Coalition
of 1867, there was no excuse whatever. It
had, its basis only in the selfish and merely

ersonal aims of the men who composed it.

2 Mcl)uu;zkail said st Toronto he felt it his
duty to stick to the coalition ship. It was
now secn what be styck for. As for the
work of the coalition of 1864, he would illus-
trateitin this way: A respectable, well-
bebaved farmer might have a very disagree-
able and_disreputable neighbour, whom he
did not like to associate with, but circum-
slances might compel bim to join with his
neighbour in the putting up of a fence—
there might be no resource buttodo so.
That done, however, he would desire to
keep himself to himse!f atterwards, und this
was exactly wbut Reformers bad done—
they joined the Tories w0 create & new sys-
tem, but they beld that with the inaugura-
guration of the New Dominion the partner-
ship was ended and they hud no desire to
renew it. All the evils they had prophesied
as likely to arise from pretending coalition
and combination governments had come up-
on the country. Extravagence, corruption,
and disbonesty reigned supremne; the debt
was increased at a fearful rawe—the right
of the j.eople and the independence of Par
liament were being destroyed. The speuke
showed how it was the political pecess
of the men in” power, and not the require
ments of the country’s busivess thut cowm-

elled the creation gf*thirteen offices in the
