The Telegraph to British {Columbia.
The Ottawa Free Press says :—Mr. G* 

Drummond, formerly Manager of the 
Domiuion Telegraph Line in this city, 
yesterday applied for a patent for a new 
method of constructing the telegraph 
lino to British Columbia. By his method 
he claims that a stronger line can be 
secured by the employment of a light 
class of poles. There is neither digging 
or blasting required iu the construction 
oi the line, and it is claimed that oyer 
the prairie country a dozen of men will 
put up and string over ten miles a 
day. As many as four wires may be 
strung on the same sot of poles, without 
the employment of cross-heads. Mr. 
Drummond proposes tendering for the 
construction of the line of electric tele­
graph along the route of the Canada 
Pacific, for which tenders are being 
asked by the Government, and will, wo 
understand, put up a mile of the new 
line Hoar the city for the inspection of 
the members of the Government.

THE MAPLE LEAF NINE NARROWLY ESCAPE 

A “CHICAGO.” —BILLY SMITH BREAKS 
THE OOOSE EGG—15 TO 1.

The fame of the Maple Leaf nine hav­
ing considerably spread during the past 
two weeks on account of their repeated 
victories at the Watertown Tournament, 
the professionals all seem to be anxious 
to have a game with them in order to 
test their own strength, and also that of 
our boys. First on ths list comes the 
widely known Atlantiob, of Brooklyn, 
New York, whose first visit to our town 
took place yesterday. A finer.day fof* 
base ball match could not have been 
selected. The Atlantic nine" ale a 
well organized body of men, and 
with one exception, are better proportion­
ed as to size and build than most of the 
professionals who come to visit us. Al­
though down considerably in the profes­
sional record for 1874, their handling of 
the bat and fielding of the ball yesterday* 
almost made us wonder how it was that 
the Bostons could beat them at all, when 
our boys scored four in their game with 
the latter club here on the 1st, and only 
one yesterday. Though an occasional 
“muff” was noticed on the part of the 
visitors, which made it easier once or 
twice for the Leafs to mike a 
base, yet the advantage thus gained was 
immediately nullified by the sharp field­
ing after. Of the playing of the Maple 
Leap nine, we may just say we have seen 
them play with fewer errors. The ab­
sence of that high throwing to the 2nd 
and 1st on one or two occasions, and also 
of that muffing on the 3rd, as well as in 
other parts of the field during the game, 
would have had a telling effect on the 
score. But we do not intend to speak 
disparagingly of the Maple Leaf nine in 
the face of their late victories, neither do 
we think the Atlantic? of Brooklyn will

away from our town with any email 
idea of the ability of our boys after what 
they saw yesterday. To speak minutely 
of the game would hardly be necessary, 
when by reference to the score it will be 
seen that the Maple Leaf were blanked 
each time successively from the let to 
the 8th innings, although at times the 
prospect seemed good for one of them ta 
touch the home plate before the side got 
out. The visitors had by this time run 
up a score of 12,.though we observe that 
they batted five innings, with only twb 
runs to their credit, which speaks weR 
fat the sharp fielding of the MAryt Leafs;

Fort Garry, Man. July 20.
A telegram from St. Paul to-day gives 

the details of an assault upon ox-Attor- 
neÿ-General Clarke, last night, by an un­
known rough on the streets in that city. 
He was struck on the head with a slung 
shot and severely injured. A second 
attack wasmade^upon him at tho train this 
morning by a party as he was leaving St. 
Paul, headed by the late chief of police 
at Minneapolis and one of the parties 
confined last year. Mr. Clarke was 
terribly beaten, and two of his ribs were 
broken.

Grasshoppers have made their appear­
ance in myriads in this Province, and 
have destroyed the entire crop in tho 
Palestine and White Mud settlements 
from the western limits to Toger.

Their ad­
vent has already|cretited great depression, 
and the opinion is universal that unless 
the Dominion Government comes to the 
aid of the settlers either directly or by 
commencing railway operations between 
this point and Pembina,destitution to an 
extent, never before known will result.

The Dominion Government have tele­
graphed to Lieutenant-Governor Morris, 
requesting him to procure provisions and 
distribute them along the Dawson Road.

Mr.. Harvey asked the chairman of the 
Road and Bridge Committee for a state­
ment of how and where the amounts 
have been expended by the Committee 
up to the present time.

Out ot this amount the sum of 
$3,533.96 had been expended up to the 
present /time, leaving a balance in band 
of $1,530.04; but of this the North and 
West Wards had received only about 
$900. The outstanding accounts for lum­
ber and nails is about $450, which would 
make the balance actually on hand about 
$1,100. Mr. Harvey contended that by 
these figures tho North Ward was en­
titled to about $450 more.

The Treasurer, at the request of Mr. 
Coffee, Chairman of the Committee, read 
a statement showing that the amount 
granted the Committee had been $5,213.- 
56, and the amount expended $3,533.96, 
leaving a balance now at the command 
of the Committee of $1,679.60.

Mr. McCrae read a list of the expen­
ditures yet to be made in tho various 
wards,, and the liabilities incurred by the 
Committee, showing a total of $2,340, 
while there was onty $1,679.60 to meet 
the liabilities.

Mr. Howard then moved, seconded by 
Mr. Hood, that, tho Road and Bridge 
Committee be instructed to bring in a 
detailed statement of the expenditure on 
the streets in the several wards in their 
charge, as well as all liabilities for lum­
ber, nails, &c., and that the same be 
brought in at an adjourned meeting of 
the Council on Thursday evening.— 
Carried.

On motion of Mr. Howard, seconded 
by Mr. Rood, the Clerk was instructed 
to procure a copy of the Ontario Statutes 
for 1874, for each member of thaCompil,

The Mayor intimated that at the ro-

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The Grasshopper Havages.
This pest, which has been so des­

tructive to the crops in the Western 
States, particulai ly Minnesota, are 
extending their depredations north­
ward, and threaten heavy loss to the 
inhabitants in the new Province of 
Manitoba. A despatch from Fort 
Garry on Mondaystates that mydnàds 
of grasshoppers had appeared and 
destroyed the>ntir,e crops in the Pal­
estine and White Mud settlements 
and that they were moving towards 
Lake Manitoba. Their advent, 
coupleu with the fact that, as a rule, 
the supply of labor in Manitoba is 
not proportioned to the demand, 
has caused general depression among 
the settlers. The Dominion Gov­
ernment have acted promptly in the 
matter, by instructing Lieut-Gov. 
Morris to procure and distribute 
along the Dawson lload provisions 
sufficient to place the inhabitants 
out of the reach of actual and im­
mediate want. e

In Minnesota, the case is more 
hopeless. Governor Davis, as stated 
some days ago, telegraphed to the 
Secretary of War at Washington, 
asking that the Militia arms appro­
priation coming to that State be 
transferred from its original design 
and devoted to the supply of the 
sullerers. The Secretary replied that 
it was beyond his power to make the 
transfer, and he had no money at 
hand with which to purchase the 
supplies requested for those who 
have suffered from the grasshopper 
ravages.

Mennonites fob Manitoba. — A 
party of Mennonites, numbering 
about three hundred, have reached 
Toronto during the past few. days, 
with the intention of moving on to 
Manitoba. It is probable that the 
greater portion will go by the Daw­
son route, although some of them, 
who have wives and children in 
charge,have decided to take the road 
through the United States. The 
new immigrants are said to be à 
clean, healty, intelligent and thrifty 
class of people, who are financially 
in a fair position. The fact that 
among the whole number there were 
only two cases of sickness as the re­
sult of the. voyage, is sufficient guar­
antee that as regards ability to 
endure hardships they are well 
suited to the exigencies of their 
future sphere of labor, They were 
accompanied by an interpreter, and 
at Toronto a deputation from the 
German Society met them" and 
ottered all needful assistance to make 
them feel at home among our people. 
Mr. Shantz, of Berlin, is now in 
Manitoba, preparing for these immi­
grants by building houses for their 
occupation, and there can be no 
doubt that when once settlèd, thy 
wilFmduce others rapidly to follow.

Winter Wheat.—There was a large 
breadth of wheat sown lasffall, and it 
promises to be a good crop. It is en­
tirely free from the pest that usually 
assails it ; but owing to the.wet weather 
there is quite a large quantity or smut 
and some traces of rust. If the weather 
continue favourable, the average crop 
will be about 30 or 36 bushels per acre, 
while some land will give considerably 
over that figure. Your correspondent 
saw a very fine field belonging to Wm. 
Murdock, which will yield close on 45 
bushels per acre if it does not lodge, 
which it is likely to do. Mr. Muir, op­
posite, will have a good yield. Wm. 
Mortimer has also a very fine field 
which will fio about 35 to 40, and several 
others looking equally as well.

Spring Wheat.—This crop exceeds 
anything that has been seen in this sec­
tion for years, and if the weather is.fav­
ourable there will be a very heavy crop.

Barley.—There has not been much 
barley sown, but what there is appears 
to be a very heavy crop, tall and well 
headed.

Oats will be a very heavy crop • this 
season, being close on the ground and

Peas are also giving indications of a 
very heavy crop.

Potatoes.—This crop is looking very 
well, but how the fight will terminate 
between the farmer and the potato bug 
time alone will tell. The bug is very 
destructive, and the demand for Paris 
Green is consequently heavy.

Turnips promise well, and to all ap­
pearance will be a fine crop.

Large Farm.—Your correspondent 
visited the farm of Mr. Hugh Roberts, 
Reeve of Pilkington, last week. He 
farms 600 acres of very fine land, on 
which he has a fine stone house, com­
manding a good view of Elorn. The 
barn is 75 x 100 feet, with fine stabling 

below. Tho crops look well. On the 
place are 40 acres of winter wheat, which 
will yield from 30 to 35 bushels per acre. 
It is of the Dehil and Treadwell varieties ; 
spring wheat, of which he has about 60 
acres will yield over 25 bushels per acre. 
Some of the mea low will cut 3 tons of bay 
to the acre. The turnips are tho best I 
have seen;
