ALARMIST SPECULATION.
London, Oct. 25.—The war office des­

patch seems to realize the worst fears. 
Gen. Yule has abandoned not only Dun­
dee but Glencoe also and so far as pres- 
ent news would indicate he has neither 
joined Gen. White nor reached Lady­
smith. Gen. White’s successful action 
announced in parliament by Mr. Wynd- 
bam seemed to resolve itself into a mere 
engaging of the attention of the Free 
State troops, while Gen. Yule is slipping 
southward.

It is evident from the official des­
patches that both Commandant General 
Joubert’s column on the north and the 
Orange Free State troops on the west 
now occupy strong positions and that 
nothing hinders the Boers from following 
up Gen. Yule’s retirement and getting 
around Ladysmith from the southeast. 
Until reinforcements arrive it seems that 
Gen. White is obliged to concentrate on

WHY PRETORIA WEEPS.
London, Oct. 24/—The correspondent of 

the Daily Mail at Durban, Natal, says: 
"An official of the Bonanza mine, who 
has just arrived from Pretoria, declares 
that while there he heard that Ool. 
Baden-Powell, the British commander at 
Mafeking, had captured Gen. Cron je and 
thirty other Boers and killed 500.”

BOER PLAINS EXPLAINED.
' 1, Engaging White at Ladysmith, They 

Would Have Overpowered Small 
British Force at Glencoe.

New York. Oct. 22.—Cabling from Lon­
don to the -Tribune, Mr. Ford comments 
as follow-s on the battle at Glencoe: “The 
intense sober satisfaction expressed 
throughout Great Britain to-day has 
common sense behind it. Military men 
say that Natal, by reason of the Boer 
superiority both in numbers and disposi­
tion on the ground, was the weak spot, 
and in Natal General Symons’ small and 
separate command was the weakest 
point. All that was asked, even of 
General White, was that he should 
trench himself as strongly as possible 
and guard Natal, his own position of tie- 
fence, against the invaders.

When General White was able a few 
days ago to announce that he could 
withstand a Boer assault, and the ex­
perts considering his position confirmed 
the Natal general’s opinion, it seemed 
that his work was done and well done. 
It was felt that all else connected with 
the business of inflicting chastisement 
might be left to General Builer and the 
army corps on their arrival.

“It is now known that the small force 
and the weak point have turned formid­
able: than an admirably planned as­
sault has not only been repulsed, but that 
the assni.auts have been sharply smit­
ten and the Boer plans of campaign have 
been completely baffled. Those plans are 
warmly commended in military circles 
here, where it is remarked that the Boer 
scheme was eminently sound and scien­
tific. As the plan is explained by ex­
perts, General White’s force at Lady­
smith was to have been held by the de­
monstrations of the Free State Boers 
on the .western side, to prevent reinforce­
ments being sent to Glencoe, which 
would be isolated by cutting the rail­
way between it and Ladysmith. Then a 
large force would converge on Glencoe

All this was done. The railway was 
cut several days ago, and the appear­
ance on the western side of the Free 
State troops, which induced General 
White to hope, in his own words, that 
they wouiid ‘come near enough for me to 
strike a blow,’ is now explained.

“Capetown, Oct. 23.—The capture of 

Gen. Ben. Viljoen is a cause of great 
satisfaction to the Outlanders.

It is difficult to gàuge exactly the 
amount of feeling excited by the Dutch 
by the recent British victories. Their 
behaviour on the whole is excellent, con­
sidering the great amount of sympathy 
they feel for their kinsmen in Transvaal 
and Orange Free State.

Britishers receive the news of each 
success in Natal and of the grand stand 
at Mafeking with the wildest enthusiasm 
but the Dutch are silent. Now and 
then a few who are more violent than 
the rest express their sorrow openly, but 
the general feeling is perhaps one of 
relief at the thought that the British suc­
cess will not compel them to face the 
possibility of giving active support to the 
enemy.

The reports of the kind treatment ac­
corded the Boer wounded meet with un­
stinted admiration, bringing into marked 
relief the magnanimity of Great Britain, 
a magnanimity which the Dutch had not 
expected to be displayed to the Boers.

A difficult problem is looming, owing 
to increased race feeling aroused by the 
war, but indications are frequent and 
substantial that the mists of acrimonious 
discussion are being dispersed by Great 
Britain's magnanimity and splendid tol­
eration, tending to make the Dutch of 
the Cape proud of their British citizen­
ship.

“ 1 wish to place on record that the 
Boers have unwisely attempted to shake 
the allegiance of the Basutos and frus­
trate onr efforts towards tranquility. 
The Boers, therefore, are responsible for 
any commotion and for the alarm re­
garding native invasions whicfo.now pre­
vails.”

War has always been a scourge, and 
the history of war most convince the 
most blood-thirsty of men that it is the 
most costly way to settle international 
difficulties or to acquire larger domin­
ions. Still there are times when it 
would be inexcusable were we to allow 
the rights of our citizens, in another 
land, to be ignored and their lives made 
a burden to them.

There is one fact that must not be for­
gotten, that some ho forget, that the 
British flag always means freedom to the 
right, and repression for the wrong. This 
is true even though it might be proven 
that the Britisher is flat always a saint.

There seems to have been a strange 
providence following the flag we love, 
for in no other way can we explain the 
fact of the supremacy of the flag under 
which we fight. Is there not a God who 
will do the best for the world, and if at 
times he does answer ns “by terrible 
things,” it is always in righteousness?

We need not declare that we have al­
ways done the best thing in the wars we 
have waged, nor is it necessary to try to 
prove that we have always had the most 
lofty motives, though it has been true 
generally, but what we do say is that 
God has given to British armies a suc­
cess vouchsafed to no other nation since 
the world began.

Let us not forget that we are a Chris­
tian people and that as such we are to 
took at this war from a standpoint, not 
purely of the triumph of our soldiers, but 
with keen sympathy for those who are 
called upon to sorrow over the losses 
they shall sustain- The innocent must 
suffer with the guilty in every war. We 
cannot shut from our eyes the sight of 
the homes of those who are in that land, 
and our sympathy mast go out to the wo­
men and children of the Boers as well 
as to the families of the Anglo-Saxons.
We are liable to forget that they are as 
little to be blamed for this condition of 
affairs as we who never saw the Trans­
vaal. There may be hunger and cold 
and disease, and in any case there must 
be broken and shattered homes, 
to be set up again.

I was in the old grave yard yonder at 
Montgomery, Ala., last March, and there 
were hundreds of graves which had on 
the limestone slab at the head, the one 
w®rd> “Unknown.” There were those 
who brought flowers to lay on these 
graves, and they did not know where to 
place the flowers, but they did know 
that somewhere there was one that 
left to fight for his country and 
returned to the old home. It is always 
so, and it is unspeakably sad to contem­
plate. But for all these things we say 
there are some things which are dearer 
than life itself.

The British soldier has fought and won 
in many fields and he -has not always 
been the most gentle in the conflict, but 
when the fight was over, and the victory 
won, the conquered were in every case, 
better than under old conditions. If the 
British conqueror has any fault it has 
been on the side of leniency and in this 
case which has called our men to the 
field we see the effects of the merciful 
measures of England, when she took the 
field with the Boers before. We cannot 
but feel sad to-day when we think that 
some of great British officers are wound­
ed, and some of them dead on that far 
off field, and also that others will go and 
never return, but we must remember 
that the great end will be a step along 
the line of march which leads to a better 
civilization.

The “dark continent” must have the 
gospel and if it will not receive it in the 
conditions which at present exist, God 
will bring about better conditions and 
thus clear the way for the reign of the 
"King of kings and Lord of lords.”

We nre proud that this Dominion has 
offered to bear her share in this conflict, 
and, we of the city of Victoria, are glad 
that we too can contribute our quota of 
brave boys who will not put us to shame 
if they should be called upon to stand in 
the thick of the fight.

is to give the ratepayers of Vic­
toria the opportunity to say whether or 
not they are willing to pay what is neces­
sary to ensure for all time to come that 
the great tide of travel which will be de­
veloped between the Northern gold fields 
and the United States will flow through 
this city. If when that question has 
been submitted and fully argued out, the

Detectives Are Still Groping in the Dark 
for the Murderers of Mrs. Bings 

and Mike Powers.

Although several weeks have now gone 
by since the horrible butchery of Mrs. 
Agues Bings bn the Indian reservation, 
and the fatal sendbagging of Michael 
Powers the. following evening, the detec­
tives are apparently no nearer a solu­
tion of either crime than on the date of 
its commission. Indeed, they are even 
less fortunately situated, for all the ave­
nues of probability presenting themselves 
have‘been followed to their end—and re­
sulted in nothing. *

The killing of Mrs. Bings is still set 
down as the probable work of an insane 
man—the case being one of those which 
baffle the best police in the world, ap­
pearing to defy solution except by acci­
dent.

As for the Powers case, it seemed at 
the outset a less difficult one, and the 
police had high hopes that when they 
should be able to identify two men who 
were kn'own to have importuned Mr. 
Powers for money a day or two prior to 
his encounter with the thugs, they would 
be in a fair way toward the lifting of the 
veil of mystery.

One of these, Hall by name, was the 
last man who is known to have seen 
Mr. Powers before the assault and when 
the Amur returned he was inter­
viewed. He established a clear end con­
clusive alibi. He had been talking to 
Mr. Powers on the corner just before he 
started for home, and had asked for and 
obtained the price of bed and breakfast. 
Then he went at once to a Store street 
hotel, and remained there until the fol­
lowing morning, when he secured em­
ployment on the steamer and went away.

The city detectives are not the only 
ones who have found the two murders 
an unsolvable problem. Two keen Pink­
erton men who came here in hope of 
winning the rewards are just as much 
at sea as the home talent. Dominion De­
tective Sayers, one of the old veterans of 
Scotland Yard, is in a precisely similar 
position.

But all are still at work.

London, Oct. 24—The Associated Press 
is enabled to give authoritatively Can­
ada’s final proposition for a permanent 
settlement of the Alaskan boundary dis­
pute.

Choate, by the Canadian minister of 
marine and fisheries, Sir Louis Davies, 
late the night before the latter sailed, 
and it was despatched to-day to Wash­
ington by the officials of the , United 
States embassy. It is as follows:

That the boundary line be arbitrated 
upon terms similar to those imposed by 
the United States and Great Britain 
over Venezuela, particularly those pro­
visions making fifty years’ occupancy by 
either side conclusive evidence of title, 
occupancy of less than that period to 
be taken as equity allows under interna­
tional law;

That, as a condition precedent to and 
absolutely preliminary to arbitration, 
Skagway and Dyea would be conceded 
to the United States without further 
claim if Canada received Pyramid Har­
bor.

In other words, Canada give up much 
of the disputed gold country in return 
for a seaport, but stipulates that she 
must get the latter before she agrees to 
arbitrate the boundary line.

Mr. Chamberlain advised the conces­
sion of as much as possible, in order to 
gain a port of entry free from y ni ted 
States control, with the professed reason 
that commercial advantages would ac­
crue therefrom, but it is said tlte ul­
terior motive is to increase the British 
naval strength by making Pyramid Har­
bor a strong naval station.

Regarding the probable action of the 
United States in these altered conditions, 
British official opinion is that the United 
States, having been granted Dyea and 
Skagway, cannot refuse to accept the 
identical form of arbitration they pre­
vailed upon England to enter in towards 
Venezuela. This course is contingent on 
tile United States deciding that the old 
Behring country is more valuable than 
Pyramid Harbor.

Ex-Congressman Lewis, who conferred 
with Messrs. Davies and Choate regard­
ing the claims of American miners in­
volved in the disputed territory, opposed 
giving up Pyramid Harbor. He pointed 
out to Mr. Choate that Canada would 
have an important depot for storehouses 
and shipping whence she could seriously 
undersell the United States and injure 
her trade in the Orient, and, also, that 
Great Britain would secure invaluable 
strategical advantages.

At the commission’s next sitting Sir 
Louis Davies strongly opposed the 
claims which he represented being con­
sidered in conjunction with the boundary 
dispute, and Mr. Choate upheld this 
view, though Mr. Lewis had succeeded 
in getting assurance that they will be 
treated in conjunction with Canada’s 
claim for seal destruction. Mr. Lewis 
said to a reporter of the Associated 
Press: “I am satisfied with the success 
of my mission. It is sure that American 
miners will now get justice.”

OPENING NEW COUNTRY.

Copper River District Gives Great 
Promise—Railway to Eagle City.

Twenty-five of the passengers of the 
steamer Cottage City hail from the Cop­
per River district-. S. S. Lynch, of 
Seattle, one of the number, brings news 
that either Victorians or Vancouverites 
have struck some oil springs near Kya 
island. The oil is a fine quality of petro­
leum, and exists in such great quantity 
that traces of it can be seen for 
of twenty miles around the island. The 
parties now owning the springs — 
young Englishmen, and Mr. Lynch says 
they are fully able to appreciate the im­
portance of their find.

The whole Copper River district is on 
the eve of great development, according 
to Mr. Lynch. Engineers are in the 
field selecting a site for a railway from 
Valdez to Eagle City, a distance of 
about 380 mUes. They come, Mr. Lynch 
thinks, from Burlington. The country 
which they propose to penetrate is highly 
mineralized arid affords no barriers to 
railway construction. The Copper river 
is a low-bedded stream, and table-lands 
are to be found on either side, with 
mimerons lakes. The country is well 
adapted for agricultural purposes, and 
Mr. Lynch says that with a railway 
through it the country will be rapidly 
settled.

.On the 1st of this month the mail ser­
vice to Eagle City from Valdez was in­
augurated, thirty pounds of mail having 
left for the Yukon in charge of a govern­
ment carrier. A post office has been 
erected at Valdez, and a regular in­
spector appointed to see that the mail 
get regular and prompt delivery. 
-Through the efforts of Capt. Aber­
crombie, of the United States army, 
there are no destitute or sick now in the 
country. . The captain has charge of 
the building of a 75-mile trail, and he has 
been authorized by the United States 
government to give work to all needing 
assistance to leave the country. He also 
established a hospital at Valdez, and ail 
the sick of the district were placed under 
medical care. Plenty of fresh fruits 
and vegetables were given the patients, 
and under this sort of treatment all 
rapidly improved in health. ,

Mr. Lynch, like several of the others 
from Valdez, brought samples of the 
ore found on tributaries of the Copper 
river, which appear very rich.

Police Reorganization.—The subject of 

police reorganization is undoubtedly the 
most thoroughly discussed theme in Vic­
toria to-day. On eve.y hand are heard 
expressions of impatience that the weak 
spots in the brigade should have been 
allowed so long to continue, and of in­
sistence that the commissioners should 

do their duty fearlessly. It is sug­
gested that there is quite enough work 
for the chief in overlooking the patrol 
and générai routine work of the depart­
ment, with the prosecution of minor 
court cases and interpreting of Indian 
testimony. Or he might with justice be 
pensioned, as a faithful servant of the 
city during upwards of twenty years. 
Ihe men of the brigade look with es­
pecial favor upon a suggestion that a 
SI?j j an>ount—say $2.50 per month, be 
added to the salary of each officer, this 
amount not being paid them but set 
aside in care of the city as a pension 
fund, retirement on pension rewarding a 
score of years in the harness. This sys- 
fom prevails in several American and 
European cities, and is found to work 
well. The cost to the city is as nothing 
compared with the beneficial results.

Washington, Oct. 24.—It is said at 
the state department that the proposal 
as to a permanent Alaskan boundary 
laid down by Sir Louis Davies is noth­
ing more or less than a summary of the 
claims heretofore preferred. When the 
commission was in session last spring 
and the Canadian proposition was made 
to settle the boundary question by arbi­
tration the American urimmissioners re­
plied with an offer to accept arbitration 
with the proviso that no point occupied 
by Americans for la specified term of 
years should be sumbitted to arbitration. 
In other words, the term was so fixed 
that by no possibility could the title to 
Skagway or any other place that the 
Americans occupied for a period repre­
sented by the discovery of the Klondike 
gold fields be called into question by the 
arbitration. This was one of the final 
propositions rejected by the Canadian 
commissioners, which caused the failure 
of the joint conference. Since that time 
there have been several suggestions in 
the nature of compromises, and included 
among these was one like that embodied 
in Sir Louis Davies’ proposition, name­
ly, that the United States should confirm 
the Canadian litle to Pyramid Harbor in 
return for Canadian confirmation of the 
American title to Skagway.

It is uot possible to accurately forecast 
the view that the state department will 
make of this proposition, but it may be 
proper to recall the fact that in the 
opinion of the department, Canada has 
no more claim to Pyramid Harbor than 
it has to Skagway and Dyea, and the 
British government has already been in­
formed of that belief. Therefore it 
seems probable that Sir Louis Davies’ 
proposition wiil not materially advance a 
permanent settlement of the boundary 
question and that the two countries will 
continue to act under the terms of the 
modus vivendi recently arranged by Sec­
retary Hay and Mr. Tower.

As to the merits of the last mooted pro­
position it can be stated that at no time 
since the negotiations have been in pro­
gress for an adjustment of the Alaskan 
boundary line has the United States gov­
ernment given serious/ consideration to 
the cession to Canada’ of a single inch 
of ground on the shores of Lynn Canal. 
That position has not been changed in 
any essential respect, and as Pyramid 
Harbor is certainly on a branch of the 
Canal it follows that the United States 
government has never had it in contem­
plation to surrender its possession. There 
haVe been some negotiations respecting 
the allowance to the Canadians of priv- 
iliges of free transportation of goods over 
American territory into British territory 
providing the landing was made at speci­
fied points.

Of Mr. Lewis’ mission to London the 
state department kriows nothing official­
ly. He did not appear at the department 
before his departure to secure any cre­
dentials, and so went entirely on his 
own responsibility.

arrived here yesterday, iwere a number 
of men from the headwaters of the 
Stikine, including Warburton Pike, the 
author and explorer; Mr. Hamfield, 
manager for the Cassiar Central railway 
company in the North; John Hyland, 
Jr., the mine owner and trader; Louis 
Watson, superintendent of the Glenora 
hospital ; Mr. Marriott, manager Casca 
Trading Cot, Telegraph Creek: Mr. 
Higgs, manager Casca Trading Co. at 
Laketon; Messrs. Maher, Gibnej and 
Grainger, who are connected with the 
above mentioned company; Mr. John­
son, the accountant; Mr. Charles Wal­
ker, prospector; Mr. Laing, assayer for 
the Cassiar Central; and Mr. Albert 
McCleary, prospector and hunter. They 
came down the river in canoes and boats, 
having a fairly good trip, although occa­
sionally delayed by “ mush ” ice. Mr.

The North and South Saanich Agri- 

eultnral Association, whose thirty-second 
exhibition was held yesterday, enjoys the 
distinction of being the pioneer organi­
zation ef its kind in this province. It 
has seen its nps and downs of course, 
but the “ups” happily overbalance the 
downs, and the just-closed autumn show 
may fairly be classed as the best that 
has yet been given—first and chiefly in 
the number and quality of the exhibits, 
but also in the variety and interesting 
character of the entertainment features 
and in the increased attendance from the 
district, the city and the islands of the 
Gnlf and Cowichan.

Of the show itself—it wns 
in the stock and root classes, and in the 
display of ladies’ work, the complete ex­
hibit of the Singer Sewing Machine Co. 
from the Westminster exhibition appre­
ciably increasing the importance of the 
latter department. Some excellent pool- 
try, several fine pens of sheep, and a 

. number of good swine were also shown. 
The efforts of Rev. F. G. Christmas to 
improve the standard of poultry in the 
district have apparently not been lost; 
while it must not be forgotten that/ 
Saanich has the first district in the prov< 
ince to move in the direction of improv­
ing the flocks by the importation of 
thoroughbred stock, and while the sheep 
are not so numerous in the district as 
they might be, no fault can be found 
with the quality of the several families 
represented. In the porkers’ precinct 
the honors went easily to a magnificent 
specimen of the Cheshire White shown 
bÿ the active secretary of the society, 
Mr, Fred Turgoose, this animal being 
twice the size almost of any rival in the 
show and fitting his pen neatly as if he 
had been melted to be i on in it.

As might be expected, the decision of 
the judges was “rendered” in his favor.

Among the cattle some very fine Dur- 
hams from Mr. R. 15. Knowles’ herd 
attracted much favorable attention, the 
Jerseys also being a strong class, and 
the division of honors among the graded 
stock indicating that the many and not 
the few throughout the distrire are pay­
ing much attention to their herds.

Messrs. R. Bray and John Jones, in 
judging the horses, had a far from easy 
task, but discharged their duties con­
scientiously and well. Their verdicts ap­
peared to be concurred in by all save 
one disappointed exhibitor, whose opinion 
was so energetically expressed that for a 
time it looked as though the tall timber 
would be in demand: There was no 
bloodshed, however, and both judges 
will live to judge another day. It was 
in the general purpose and roadster 
classes that the exhibits were particu­
larly strong.

Roots, both in the number and the 
quality of the exhibits, were far and 
away the best of any in the history of 
the society; while the housewifely ef­
ficiency of the good ladies of Saanich 
was shown in1 a splendid display of 
bread—so light that no other illuminant 
was needed in the somewhat sombre hall 
—preserves, flowers, and plain and fancy 
needlework, Miss Rita Brethour scoring 
emphatically in the latter department. 
By curious and most appropriate coinci­
dence, the number of bread and butter 
exhibits balanced exactly.

It was ra:li t late in f'-i season for 
a strong showing of fru:' bnt a num­
ber of excellent plates of late apples tes­
tified to the orchard capabilities of the 
district. Mr. Layritz made a splendid 
non-competitive exhibit of apples; and 
several splendid plates of silver and 
Italian prunes were shown.

In the extra exhibits a noteworthy 
feature was the collection of ore from 
the Mount Sicker mine—and another, 
the life-size statue in cedar of Sir Wil­
liam Wallace, carved by Mr. George 
Stewart of the Bonnie Brae farm.

“The defendant was in a very excited 
condition and crying. In reply to my 
question as to what was wrong, she said 
that the sergeant had been there at about 
7:30."

“What sergeant?”
“I asked her what sergeant, and she 

said Sergeant Walker.'-
“What else did she state?”
“Sfie said that Sergeant Walker had 

abused her, ordered her to leave town 
by the first boat next day, and had 
chased her round the room, striking at 
her with his stick. She said: ‘You see 
where he hit me,’ exhibiting a long, red 
mark on the left shoulder.”

Here Sergeant Walker interjected.
“Will you let me say a word here?” he 

said to the court.
“Please don’t interrupt my 

animation of your witness,”
Higgins.

“I’m talking to the court, not to you,” 
said the Sergeant with heat. “Will you 
listen to me a moment, your Honor?”

“You have no night to interfere with 
my examination,” insisted counsel for 
the defence.

The Sergeant, however, persisted.
“Your Honor,” he said, “I want to 

get an adjournment before this goes any 
further. It seems as though this was go­
ing to be a charge against me, and I 
wagt to get counsel to defend myself. 
This man (indicating Constable Clayards) 
whom I suspended for not doing his duty 
is bringing charges against me. I’ve got 
a family and I’ve got a reputation at 
stake, and I want a chance to defend 
myself. I have a right to be represent­
ed by counsel. This man is simply mak­
ing these false statements because I sus­
pended him for not doing his duty. He 
knows it, too. He can’t look anyone in 
the face—he can’t look me in the face 
now.”

“Such assertions and reckless talking 
are apart from the case altogether,” ob­
served Constable Clayards.

Thus appealed to by Sergeant Walker, 
the magistrate remarked that this 
matter cropping up would no doubt be 
subject ■ for further investigation with 
which he would have nothing to do. He 
sustained Sergeant Walker’s contention 
as to his perfect right to be represented 
by counsel and through counsel to 
amine the witness now on the stand 
upon the substance of the cross-examin­
ation, and for this purpose would grant 
an adjournment.

In this connection Mr. Higgins main­
tained that he had no wish to dispute 
the right of the police, who were bring­
ing this prosecution, to be represented by 
counsel. He did dispute, however, that 
the city should secure counsel to defend 
Sergeant Walker’s character from the 
statements of his own witnesses. This 
was a personal matter and apart from 
the police case now before the court.

The continuation of the hearing was 
set for Wednesday morning, when both 
prosecution and defence will be repre­
sented by counsel.

But Julia Lacoste ptpposed to fight 
the issue. She appeared in court with 
Barrister Frank Higgins to defend her, 
entering a plea of “not guilty." And be­
fore the examinaiton of the prosecuting 
witness had been completed it was ap­
parent that the original issue in the case 
would be entirely subordinated" in im­
portance and general interest to the re­
taliatory charge of the defendant—that 
the prosecution had been instituted by 
Senior Sergeant J. W. Walker upon the 
refusal of the accused to pay him money; 
that the Sergeant had been a regular 
caller at her place, not always in a con­
dition of sobriety ; and that he had on 
one occasion recently abused her in 
coarse terms and even gone so far as to 
strike her on the neck and shoulder with 
his heavy cane.

The line of defence being thus sensa­
tionally indicated, the Sergeant (who is 
acting as prosecutor of the original in­
formation) Insisted upon an adjournment 
in order to retain counsel for his personal 
defence, this being held by the court to 
be quite within his rights.

Rev. Dr. Campbell at First Presbyter­

ian church last evening gave an address 
on the Transvaal. He said the river 
Vaal separated the Orange Free State 
from the Transvaal country, hence the 
“Transvaal” simply meant the country 
beyond the Vaal river. The tropic of 
Capricorn and the 30th longitude east 
crossed near the centre of the Republic. 
It is 500 miles north and south, and 400 
east and west; with an area of 165,000 
square miles, and population of 1,000,000 
or less than a fifth of the population of 
Canada. The Orange Free State to the 
south of the Vaal river, and which joined 
the Transvaal in the present war against 
Great Britain, has an area of 75,000 
square miles, and a population of 150,000 
or 50,000 less than British Columbia. 
Only one-half of the population are 
whites, being descendants of Dutch. 
Early in the nineteenth century many 
farmers with their cattle went from

ape Colony to the Orange Free State, 
and were followed a few years after by a 
large colony of Boers who made war on 
the natives, who by treaty -were under 
the protection of Great Britain, which 
sent out an army that defeated the 
Boers, and for the protection of the na­
tives formed a government in the Orange 
Free State, but owing to frequent re­
bellions of the Boers and natives, Her 
Majesty’s government withdrew in 1855, 
and assisted them to form a republic 
with president, executive council, and 
congress. The return which Britain gets 
for all her good offices to the Orange 
Free State is that the republic joins the 
Transvaal in a war against the Empire.

The Transvaal as to its physical geo­
graphy is a plateau of an altitude of 
4,000 feet. The Boers are thoroughly 
acquainted with the mountains, passes 
and valleys, and each of them is a moun­
taineer soldier, and the British troops 
will find there the difficulty they en­
countered in India two years ago, and in 
Scotland in 1774. The climate on the 
whole is salubrious. The annual rain 
fall is about the same as in this city—the 
hot and rainy season being from October 
to March. There is no country in the 
world as rich in minerals of all kinds of 
mercantile value, The aborigines are of 
the Btwmtu family which is closely re­
lated to the Zulus and Kaffers. The 
white population are Boers who are de­
scendants of the Dutch and French of 
Cape Colony. During the last 20 years 
a large number of British, chiefly miners 
and traders immigrated into the Trans­
vaal. The Boers made bitter war 
against the aborigines and always treat­
ed the British residents with the great­
est injustice. The civil affairs are car? 
ried on by a congress of 44 members, 
elected every four years, a president and 
an executive council. When in 1876 the 
republic was in datiger of being blotted 
out in a war with the strong tribes out­
side, and her treasury was insolvent, she 
asked and received the help of Great 
Britain, which assumée the sovereignty 
of the conntrry. The Boers rebelled at 
the first opportunity in 1881, and in the 
following year Britain withdrew from 
the Transvaal.

“Here, I believe” said Dr. Campbell, 
“is where the ‘Grand Old Man’, then in 
power, made a mistake—he withdrew 
from the country instead of maintaining 
the prestige of Great Britain, and teach­
ing the troublesome Boys a salutary 
lesson by British guns.

“In 1883, Kruger was elected president 
and ever since he followed a policy of ill- 
treatment and oppression of the British, 
and industriously 
race animosity between the Dutch and 
British which culminated in the present 
war. Britain gives equal rights to the 
Dutch in all her colonies, and she asks 
nothing more for her subjects in the 
Transvaal. Kruger promised equal 
rights, but failed to keep his promise. 
Mr. Chamberlain would have been satis­
fied if the exercise of the franchise were 
given the British, so that they could 
take part in the administration of civil 
affairs, and thus he would allow them to 
redress their own grievances; but Krug­
er and his parliament said, no; and sent 
an ultimatum which was so haugh­
ty, so arrogant, 
that Her Majesty’s 
not think of even discussing it. A little 
republic declaring war against the most 
powerful Empire in the world is sad, for 
it is suicidal. Britain did everything that 
deplomacy could do to avert war; but 
the gauntlet is thrown down, and she 
must take it up. She is not seeking glory 
in war with, a little tvyublk, but she is 
seeking justice for lier people, and just­
ice she must have. If the United States 
went to the help of the oppressed Cubans 
how much more Britain should go to the 
help of her own wronged and oppressed

London, Oct. 23.—Fuller accounts of 

Saturday’s battle at Elandslaagte em­
phasize the splendid gallantry exhibited 
on both sides and the superiority of the 
British in a pitched battle, although the 
Boers fought with the greatest tenacity 
to the last, only yielding when further 
fighting was hopeless.

An armored train with the men of 
the Manchester Regiment left Ladysmith 
at daybreak on Saturday, in support of 
the Johannesburg Imperial Light Horse 
and the Natal Field Artillery with the 
object of reopening communication at 
Elandslaagte. The artillery took a po­
sition above the town and shelled the 
railway station, from which the Boers 
ran out, and the British Mounted In­
fantry, entering the place, released the 
English prisoners.

The Boers, who numbered some 1,600 
men with three guns, occupied a com­
manding position. They poured such 
well-directed fire upon the British and 
their scouts were so active that the 
British force steadily retired until re­
inforcements arrived, when the Mounted 
Infantry was sent to drive the Boers out 
from the ridge on the right.

A large force of mixed cavalry in the 
meantime swept over the pi 
the hill on the right. The L 
met with a heavy fusilade, while on the 
left the British battery opened fire with 
good effect.

The British infantry, who had de­
trained, advanced suddenly 
plain up a rocky ridge previously clear­
ed by cavalry. The Boer artillery drop­
ped shrapnel into the advancing col­
umns, but the British finally scaled the 
hill, whence they overlooked the broad 
valley to three rock hills, forming the 
Boer position, their camp being in the 
centre.

On the left the Boers had a battery of 
three large guns. Smaller hills were 
also strongly held. On the Boer right 
was the station in a valley on the Brit­
ish. The latter’s cavalry was on both 
flanks and the battery on the right was 
busy throwing shrapnel at the Boers' 
batteries.

The British infantry formed for at­
tack in extended order, behind the brow 
of the hill, the Devonshires on the left, 
with four companies of the Manchester 
and some Gordons on the right.

About 5 p.m. the infantry advanced 
through the valley as steadily as on 
field day. Half way down the slope 
they met a terrific infantry and artillery 
fire. Men fell rapidly and the wounded 
were carried to the rear. But in spite 
of the steady work of the Boer guns and 
sharpshooters concealed behind • rocks, in­
creasing their fire, the advancing Brit­
ish infantry gradually gained the upper 
hand. The Manchesters and Gordons 
edging toward the right, gained the top 
of the ridge thus outflanking the enemy's 
left.

At 6 o’clock the bugles sounded 
“charge” and the British swept ahead. 
The Boers fought to the last, only at­
tempting to escape when further fight­
ing was hopeless.

In the meantime, the Devonshires, 
pressing steadily up iihe left, were 
strongly opposed at the Boers’ camp 
and from flanking hills, but they car­
ried both at the charge with wild cheers 
and bugle blasts. By 7 o’clock the Brit­
ish had gained the position and “cease 
fire” was sounded.

Three 12-pounded Nordenfeldts were 
captured with quantities of munitions.

The Boer dead and wounded among 
the rocks were numerous. The wound­
ed were attended to as far as possible in 
the dark. General French thanked the 
troops on the field, especially mentioning 
Col. Hamilton for his splendid handling 
of the infantry.

The British bivouacked on the captur­
ed position on Saturday night.

BRITISH CASUALTIES.

<1By Associated Press.
London, Oct 21.—The Saturday Re­

view commenting on the Alaskan modus 
vivendi says: “The talk of Anglo-Am­
erican union which has been indulged in 
even more freely than usual during the 
week is mere moonshine so long as the 
Alaskan boundary question remains un­
settled. American obstinacy has result­
ed in a temporary arrangement which 
Sir Louis Davies, Canadian minister of 
fisheries and marine, says cannot be dig­
nified by the name of modus vivendi. Such 
an arrangement in itself is a menace. 
It may be called down any moment and 
what would would happen then? So far 
as diplomacy is concerned, we are at an 
absolute deadlock.”

London, Oct. 20.—Sir Louis Davies, 
Canadian minister of fisheries and mar­
ine, says that Canada does not gain 
any territory by the provisional arrange­
ment for the Alaskan boundary line. He 
visited United States Ambassador Ohoate 
and the British secretary of state for the 
colonies to-day for final interviews, 
nothing, however, transpiring except an 
exchange of views as all now clearly 
understand the positions taken by each.

“I regret," said Sir Louis, “thob my 
visit to England has resulted in nothing 
more than a temporary arrangement, but 
the experts who accompanied me have 
thoroughly explained Canada’s position 
to the colonial office and If Messrs. 
Tower and Hay between them can fix 
up a permanent solution of the dispute, 
they will find Canada very willing to 
consider it. I must confess that the pros­
pect is not bright.

“While in England I have met with 
every courtesy and my health, which 
was by no means good when I arrived, is 
now much improved.

“The modus vivendi seems to me fair 
to both sides and so far as-it will pre­
vent local friction satisfactory, some 
such arrangement had to be made for 
the condition of the residents in the 
disputed territory was intolerable. Nev­
ertheless, although the prospects of 
permanent settlement being arrived at 
is not good, I believe that the American 
and British diplomats will continue their 
efforts to attain it.”

“Necessarily the Boers and the English 
must rub elbows in South Africa. The 
Transvaal and the Orange Free State are 
nearly surrounded by British territory. 
A large portion of the residents of the 
British colonists of Cape Colony and Na­
tal are Boers or Afrikanders, and a very 
large portion of the inhabitants of the 
Transvaal and Orange Free State 
English.

“The British or Uitlanders really out­
number the Boers in the Transvaal. They 
have built the railroads, opened the 
mines and erected cities. They own the 
chief property interests, and they pay 
the bulk of the taxes. Here, then, we 
have the extraordinary spectacle of a 
majority of the people of a country, own­
ing a majority of the property of that 
country, and paying a majority of the 
taxes to the government of that country, 
shut out from all participation in the af­
fairs of that government.

“Not only that, bnl the English in the 
Transvaal Save been refused rights and 
privileges which are freely accorded to 
the Afrikanders in the neighboring Brit­
ish possessions.

“The British cause was set forth in a 
single sentence by A. J. Balfour, first 
lord of the treasury, in a speech delivered 
October 11 at Haddington:

“ ‘Now that w»r, with all its 
quencee, all its loss of life, all its des­
truction of property, is upon us, we can 
say we never asked anything but justice, 
never desired anything but freedom; all 
we longed for was that equality under 
the Transvaal Republic toward men of 
our race and speech which we freely 
give to men of the Dutch race and speech 
in the neighboring colonies.’

“England has gone Into this war with 
reluctance. That war was not premedi­
tated on her part is proved by the circum­
stance that the struggle finds her unpre­
pared in South Africa. And history will 
record that while England was still 
striving to secure a peacable solution of 
the controversy the Transvaal govern­
ment despatched an arrogant ultimatum 
demanding impossible actions from the 
British government, and coupled the note 
with direct threats of immediate war. 
England replied to that with the only 
answer compatible with national dig­
nity, and the Boers declared war.”

THE JOSEPH LADUE CO.

Its One Productive Asset Wrecked in 
the Japan Sea,

This company seems to have indeed 
“fallen upon evil days." We hear of no 
more statements from the company, pos­
sibly because there is nothing to state, 
and dividends have been indefinitely 
postponed because there is nothing to di­
vide. Reliable advices from the Klon­
dike to the “Engineering and Mining 
Journal" (of New York) state that the 
much-vaunted claims of the company are 
not now worked, because the little ex­
ploration which was at first carried on 
has shown such small returns that there 
was no encouragement to conduct furth­
er work. We hear nothing of the real 
estate in Dawson City, which seems to 
have been located out of the way of 
such improvements as have been made 
there. It appears, hewever, that Mr. 
Ladue, himself, does, or did, hold cer­
tain properties of value in Dawson.? Of 
the saw mills we hear nothing.

The one productive asset of the com­
pany was the steamer “Morgan City,” 
which was bought for $125,000, and fit­
ted out for the Yukon trade. She 
made a voyage to the north, however, 
since the Spanish war broke out soon 
after she reached the Pacific Coast, and 
more profitable work was found for her 
in a charter to the government as a 
transport; doubtless secured through the 
influence of some of the eminent direc­
tors of the company. The ship, we say, 
was the productive asset; but she is so 
no longer. Recently she is reported to 
have struck a rock near Ononucki on the 
Japanese coast, and was beached to save 
her from sinking. It appears that the 
vessel is a total wreck, and there is very 
little hope of saving anything. With her 
destruction in the Japan sea disappears 
the earning power of the company’s pro­
perty, and all hopé of even the smallest 
dividend, except it be from the insurance 
presumably received. The unfortunate 
“Morgan City” typifies the ill-fortune of 
the company, which indeed seems to be 
almost a total wreck.

Washington, Oct. 20.—Mr. Power, the 
British charge here, called at the state 
department to-day and handed to Sec­
retary Hay a note formally accepting 
for his government the proposition for 
the temporary adjustment of the Alas­
kan boundary line proposed by Secretary 
Ilay in his note of yesterday. With that 
act the long expected modus vivendi re­
lative to the vexed boundary question 
went into effect. This result has been 
brought about through the direct nego­
tiations of Secretary Hay and Mr. 
Tower after several failures in the past 
through commissioners and ambassadors.

The state department is confident that 
it has conserved every American inter­
est in the arrangement without unjustly 
treating Canada. The division line on 
the west pass by which the Dalton trail 
is reached is placed 22(4 miles above 
Pyramid Harbor, which is regarded 
der the treaty as tide water mark, so 
that Canadians are not allowed te reach 
any point on Lynn Canal.

Moreover there is no permission given 
for a free port or even for the free 
transfer across American territory of 
Canadian goods except of miners’ be­
longings. These matters may figure later 
on when it comes to a permanent bound­
ary line but they are not touched upon 
in this modus.

The modus vivendi follows the prece­
dent established by Secretary Evarts in 
1878, in agreeing upon a temporary boun­
dary on the Stikine river in Alaska by an 
exchange of notes. The line on the 
Chilkoot river is 22(4 statute miles from 
the head of navigation on Chilkat Inlet 
of Lynn Canal and on the Kiehini river 
twelve statute miles further inland and 
the whole valley of Porcupine creek is 
included within the American line.

On White and Ohilkoot passes the line 
is fixed at the summit of our watershed, 
being the points which have for some 
time past oeen observed by the customs 
authorities of the two countries.

Mayor Redfern looked upon Mr. Cush­
ing’s letter as premature. The time for 
the ferry promoters to take exception to 
the by-law as the council presented it 
would be when the council was through 
with it, and the company came forward 
to make the deposit of expenses and ask 
for its submission to the ratepayers. Then 
it would be quite in order for the 
pany to say wherein they could not ac­
cept the measure, and at this stage of 
the proceedings a conference might with 
advautage be held. The company could 
not say as yet what the by-law would 
lie like when the board" were through 
with it—he had himself several amend­
ments under consideration in the direc­
tion of lightening the burden of the com­
pany.

The Mayor’s vote being counted with 
those bf four members of the board, the 
amendmeut was declared lost on a tie.

In the ordinary business of the even­
ing, H. M. Grahame, for the Douglas 
Estate, directed attention to the dis­
graceful condition of Cook street from 
the Fairfield road to Dallas road, his 
communication in this respect being re­
ferred to the engineer for report. Inci­
dentally Aid. Humphrey stated that it 
was the intention of the board to do the 
work referred to.

From the board of school trustees (by 
Inspector Eaton) came a letter stating 
that a special committee had made 
thorough inquiry into the subject of the 
education of deaf mutes, and had re­
ported that in their opinion the council 
would tie justified .in making a special 
appropriation of $100 toward the sup­
port bf the classes undertaken by Miss 
Merritt until the 31st December—these 
classes being under the supervision of 
the school board.

The committee had also formed the 
opinion that the assistance given toward 
the individual education of the deaf and 
dumb in various parts of the province 
would, if devoted to such an object sys­
tematically, be sufficient to maintain a 
provincial school for British Columbia 
deaf mutes. Under these circumstances 
it was suggested that the council urge 
upon the provincial government that such 
an institution be established.

The subject went pro forma to the 
finance committee for report, being re­
ceived favorably by the board.

Explaining an apparent misapprehen­
sion in connection with his application 
for the position of inspector of electric 
wiring.

PICTURE OF HIS DEAD FATHER.

Queer Freak in a Tin-Tvpe. to Which 
the Photographer Swears.

To sit for a photograph and have it 
turn out to be a precise likeness of one’s 
deceased father is a sort of uncanny pro­
ceeding that does not happen frequently. 
There is a young lady in charge of a mod­
est little picture gallery at Broadway and 
Convent street, who maintains with all 
seriousness that an effort on her part 
to reproduce the features of an elderly 
customer in a tin-type, resulted in pro­
ducing a photograph of the man’s 
The young lady does not undertake to 
explain the phenomenon—she only
“knows that it happened, that’s all.”

The young lady is Miss Eva Donde- 
ville. She has charge of a little photo­
graphing establishment in a tent pitch­
ed on a vacant lot opposite the old 
French market. She does not own the 
business, but conducts it for the pro­
prietor. Miss Dondeville appears to pos­
sess the qualifications of a first-rate press 
agent, but in this case she maintains 
that she relates nothing but the truth. 
When asked for her experience with the 
picture, she manifested a reluctance to 
speak on -the subject, but overcame it 
without much trouble.

“Some time ago,” she said, “an- old 
German gentleman not more than 5 feet 
tall, and about 65 years old, walked in 
and asked to have a tin-type taken. He 
had a smooth face, save for a sort of 
fringe-like beard under his chin. I 
posed him before the camera in the atti­
tude he wanted, which happened to be 
sitting on a chair with his arm resting 
on a small table. I went about the 
work in my customary manner. When 
I developed the plate, I was astonished 
to find that the picture was altogether 
different from what it should have been. 
Instead of a little man seated at a table 
the tin-type showed a tall man standing 
immediately behind one. And the face 
of that man was entirely different from 
the one of the man who had sat Jn 
front of the camera. The picture was of 
a man at least 80 years of age, and had 
full, long whiskers, reaching almost to 
his waist. You can imagine my -feelings 
of alarm when I looked on the strange 
picture. Collecting myself. I went to 
tile sitter and explained that I would 
have to make another tin-type of him, as 
the first effort had turned out a failure. 
He wanted to see the picture, and when 
he had looked at it a few seconds, he 
cried in broken English : “Mein Gott, 
that is a perfect likeness of my father, 
who has been dead for many years.’ 
These words frightened me more than 
ever, but the man insisted that the pho­
tograph was the image of his dead fa­
ther, and would not listen to me when 1 
wanted him to let me destroy it and 
make another of him. He said he would 
not give it up for anything, and, paying 
me more than I asked, he left the shop. 
He spoke such bad English that I could 
not understand him well, and the only 
thing that I learned about his personal 
affairs wa» that he lived somewhere on 
Eighth street.

“He evidently presumed that because 
the picture I tried to make of him turned 
out to be a likeness of his dead father, 
that I used some spiritualistic process 
in taking tin-types, for a few days after 
a woman came into the place and 
cd to have a tin-type made of (her dead 
mother. I explained that it would be 
impossible for me to fill her order; and 
th$t if I could make piet 
people, I would not be in 
little tent. She left, -but gave me the 
impression that the little German had 
told her that I had made a «picture of 
his father for him.”—St. Louis Globe-

Council Takes
A Fresh Start

Declines to Drop Angeles Ferry 
By-Law and Will Confer 

With Principals.

A Major Williams’ Clover Point 
Range Plan Accepted—A 

Wire Inspector.

As indicated would be the case, in the 
Colonist of yesterday, tihe city council 
at their meeting last evening had pre­
sented to -them a letter froiq President 
C. A. Cushing, of the Port Angeles 
Eastern railroad, in which it was stated 
with positiveness that the ferry by-law 
as amended and re-amended by the alder- 
manic board would not meet with ac­
ceptance by his company—on which 
ground he asked that this by-law be no 
farther proceeded with.

The reading of this important com­
munication brought from Aid. Hayward 
an expression of regret that negotiations 
in which many citizens were in­
terested should terminate thus 
impotently, with a suggestion that 
a conference be arranged between the 
council and the ferry promoters in the 
hope that a better understanding might 
be brought about and a fresh start 
made.

This conference seems likely to be de­
ferred, however, until the council has 
completed the consideration of the by­
law, and prepared it to meet the views 
of the majority of the board. It will then 
be for tho ferry people to show in what 
particulars it fails to meet their wishes, 
with argument as to the alleged unfair­
ness in these particulars.

Following out this decision, the com­
mittee consideration of the by-law was 
further proceeded with last evening, 
when at the suggestion of opponents of 
the by-law on former occasions, some 
slight corrections were introduced—chief­
ly in the allowance of a non-operation of 
steamers on Sunday; permission for the 
company to use a wooden or steel 
steamer as they may nnd most conveni­
ent to secure; and the substitution of a 
provision that the steamer must be built 
in Victoria, for the previously adopted 
condition that it must be built here by 
ANetoria workmen in any event.

The committee stage had not yet been 
completed when the session of the even­
ing came to an end.

Only two other features developed in 
the course of the evening—the proposi­
tion of Major AVilliams with regard to a 
new rifle range at Clover Point, and the 
road thereto, being accepted—and Mr. R. 
H. Sperling being chosen as inspector of 
electric wiring, on a third ballot.
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by-law first came . .
was decided with practical unanimity 
that the subsidy should be $8,500 per 
year, this figure of course applying to 
the by-law as it at that.time stood. Since 
adopting that amount, however, the coun­
cil had seen fit to double the service re­
quirements and add numerous other oner­
ous conditions. These it was that the 
company now objected to. He thought, 
inasmuch as the council had been quite 
agreed on the proposition that th^erry 
would he worth a subsidy of some nWfiurc. 
from the citv of Victoria, no steps should 
be left untakeu to adjust differences of 
opinion; arrive at a clear understand­
ing as to how far it would pay the city 
to go; and see that no beneficial bargain 
was permitted to pass. A conference 
with the principals in the ferry project­
ed would, he thought, go far toward 
clearing the way for profitable action. 
The entire scheme should be carefully 
gone into—and holding to the wisdom of 
such a conference, he moved that the 
communication be tabled, and the prin­
cipals in the ferry proposition be invited 
to meet the members of the board for a 
conference.

This motion found a seconder in Aid. 
MacGregor, although that gentleman 
pressed his doubts as to whether any 
good would result. He held that the ac­
tions of a majority of the board showed 
them disposed not to act fairly toward 
the ferry proposals, and observed that 
the people of Victoria were much more 
ready to give the ferry company fair 
play t'han these opponents in the council.

Aid. Beckwith saw no advantage in 
the suggested conference. He thought 
that tile council understood the propo­
sition clearly already, and, proceeding to 
the consideration of Mr. Cushing’s letter 
in detail, disputed the correctness of his 
assertion tilat the people had petitioned 
for ounorUknty to vqto a by-law involv­
ing any speemtramount of subsidy. He 
held, too, that the promoters of this 
scheme were a vaccilating quantity. 
They would assent to one proposition one 
day, and on the next repudiate it entirely. 
For example, President Cushing now 
said, and friends of the by-law had said 
elsewhere, that no subsidy under the 
amount originally proposed, would be 
considered by the company. On the other 
hand Aid. Hayward had justified his 
vote for the measure on second reading 
by intimating that he had assurance a 
smaller sum would be accepted. He 
would like to know from Aid. Hayward, 
who his authority might be.

Aid. Hayward replied that he had had 
excellent authority for saying, as he had. 
that tlie promoters of the ferry would 
accept $12,500 instead of $17,500 annu­
ally, under the by-law as originally 
drafted. lie had therefore first proposed 
this sum when the by-law first entered 
committee. The council negativing the 
proposition, he had then moved to fix 
the amount at $10,000, remarking that 
this was the figure he had himself re­
garded as fair to all parties—although he 
had not had any reason to say that 
$10,000 would be accepted. He had been 
thoroughly of opinion that the $12,500 
would have been accepted ; he still be­
lieved it. He had good authority for so 
believing.

Aid. Brydon also dissented from the 
propositions of Mr. Cushing’s letter. 
The ratepayers, he said, could not have 
asked for the submission of the by-law as 
originally drawn, inasmuch as when they 
signed the necessary petitions for the by­
law it had not yet been regularly drafted. 
He opposed the suggested conference as 
not likely to result in anything more defi­
nite or satisfactory; and resented the 
general tenor of Mr. Cushing’s letter as 
insulting to the citizens of Victoria.

“ He seems to look on us as a lot of 
thieves and robbers,” indignantly ejacu­
lated the alderman, fixing his eye upou 
Aid. Hayward.

“ Address the chair, if yon- please,” 
sTiki the Mayor, whereupon Aid. Hay- 
ward chuckled audibly, and

Aid. AVilliams rose to inquire:
“ Do I understand your worship to 

insist that an alderman shall address the 
chair whenever he refers to ‘ thieves and 
robbers’ ?”

Aid. Humphrey did not anticipate any 
especially beneficial result from the con­
ference, but did not oppose it.

Aid. Beckwith and Brydon were, how­
ever, actively antagonistic to the motion, 
and moved as an amendment “ that the 
letter be received and filed.”

Aid. MacGregor again urged the desir­
ability of a conference, as alike fair to 
the interests of the city and the ferry 
promoters, and also went into the details 
contentions therein embodied. He an- 
of the communication, supporting the 
swered Aid. Brydon’s contention that the 
ratepayers could not have petitioned for 
the by-law in its original form—that by­
law not then having .been drafted—by 
pointing out that it was upon the memor­
andum of the citizens’ petition that the 
by-law in its unmutilated form was 
drawn.

He had said that his informant was one 
hi whom he had the fullest confidence, 
and he thought this should suffice for 
public information. If Aid. Beckwith 
personally was so anxious for facts, so 
sincere in his desire for information 
V1 claimed to be. would it not be the 
better plan for him to drop his persist­
ance in the endeavor to find out whom 
he (Aid. Haywardl had referred to, and 
assent to a conference at which he wbuld 
have opportunity to learn directly from 
President Cushing whether ôr not bis 
company would accept a reduced sub­
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The letter from Mr. Cushing was one 
of the first items of the evening's busi­
ness, and its reading was listened to 
with marked attention, not only by the 
aldermauic board, but by 
gathering of ratepayers outside the inner 
circle.

A public meeting was called bv your citi­
zens to discuss tlie proposition, with the 
result that it was unanimously endorsed. 
A peiit.ou was duly signed by more than 
10 per cent, of the ratepayers praying your 
honorable body to introduce u bv-lavv em­
bodying the proposition so endorsed, and in 
accordance with the prayer of the petition 
such a by-law was introduced, and at the 
present time it. or rather its mu.iiaied re­
mains, is in the hands of the committee, 
so altered nnd amended as not to be recog­
nized as the proposition we made, or as

We feel that before closing this communi­
cation we should briefly ruler to a few of 
the amendments that you have 
to make.

First, you cut the subsidy down one- 
hulf; this is not the time or place for us 
to show that our proposition was a liberal 
one: that matter was considered by the 
ratepayers when they endorsed the- prouo- 
sition. Suffice for us to say at this time 
that we made no proposition to give this 
service and conneciion for the sum of $8,- 
750.00, and the ratepayers did not petition 
lor the introduction of such a by-law.

to make two daily trips without regard 
to whether or not the business demands it, 
js certainly an onerous exaction. We would 
be only too willing to make two or three 
trips daily if the business would warrant 
it, but we cannot be bound to do so, with­
out regard to the demands of the traffic. 
We made no such proposition; the ratepay­
ers petitioned for no such by-law and we 
are compelled to reject it.

The next amendment is that the steel 
steamer and the car ferry shall be built 
in Victoria. We feel that the gentlemen 
who supported this amendment have not 
fuïly considered the sweeping effect of its 
previsions. It lacks all the elements of a 
business proposition. The by-law provides 
that the steamers shall be built and run­
ning within one year from a certain date 
of this year. It also provides that a fail­
ure on our part to have the steamers ruu- 
mng by that time shall work a forfeiture of 
the subsidy. The amendment limits us to 
the shipbuilders and foundries of Victoria.

Assuming that the shlpvards and foun­
dries of this city are equipped to build such 
vessels, what is the result of this amend- 
“£nt? We are simply at the mercy of the 
shipbuilders: they can charge us what thev 
please; they have under this amendment 
an iron-clad monopoly. To earn this sub­
sidy we have within a limited time to pro­
vide and have running two steamers—one a 
car ferry nnd the other a steel steamer of 
a high rate of speed, and both to be built 
in this city.

Wh»t is to hinder these shipbuilders from 
demanding from us. and enforcing their de­
mand, whatever price they please? Abso­
lutely nothing. Again, it is usual to demand 
from the shipbuilders a bond for the faith­
ful performance of the contract according 
to the plans and specifications w«tbin the 
time proAdded. Could we make anv such 
demand from the shipbuilders of Victoria?
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
