TTAWA, Oct. 11—Sir William Mu- 
lock acknowledged to your cor­
respondent the truth of the 
rumors which have been current 

in Toronto and Ottawa for some days 
of his immediate Intention to retire 
from the cabinet. Indeed, the formal 
document Is in the hands of the first 
minister and only requires to be sub­
mitted to His Excellency on his return 
from Winnipeg on Monday to become 
effective.

"I am retiring,” Sir William re­
marked, “on the imperative orders of 
my physician. I have never fully re­
covered from an attack of neuritis 
which I had some months ago, and I 
am told I cannot recover my wonted 
good health " unless I have a complete 
change of scene and occupation."

“I am to assume, then, that you are 
quitting politics for good?” the 
master-general was asked.

"You are,” Sir William replied. "It 
will be a great wrench for me to leave 
the halls of parliament, where I have 
spent so many years—happy years, I 
may say—but there is no help for It. 
It would be a burden for me to retire 
from the cabinet and remain in par­
liament as matters now are. Possibly 
my labors as an ordinary member of 
the house could be much lighter than 
as a minister, but the temptation to 
work would still be there, and I am 
therefore getting away from political 
life for all time.”

A DIRIGIBLE BALLOON.

Lebaudy Perfects Flying Machine That

andToul, France, Oct. 12.—The huge Le- 
foaudy dirigible beioon constructed under

GRAIN SHIPMENTS

Undergoing One of Their Most Severe
Experiences in the Trade’s History.

New York, Oct. 10.—The Journal of 
Commerce says: “Grain and flour ex­
porters of New York just now are un­
dergoing one of the most severe experi­
ences in their trade’s history. Tlhey 
have bought largely in the west, con­
tracted for delivery on the other side 
and have engaged berth room on out­
going steamships, yet on account of their 

shortage or blockade at Buffalo ves­
sels -are sailing with little cargo and 
large losses are being suffered.

“Traffic officials of the railroads con­
stituting the Trunk Line association at 
a meeting yesterday with the grain com­
mittee of the produce exchange made 
definite promises to at once relieve the 
grain freight blockade at Buffalo, which 
is so seriously affecting the export busi­
ness at .New York. It was officially 
stated last evening that the grain men 
made out such a strong case that the 
railroads decided on the spot that every 
available car should be withdrawn' at 
once from all branch lines and the gen­
eral movement of merchandise allowed 
to suffer in order to take care of the ex­
lake grain business.

• “After the close of the conference it 
was officially stated that the grain ex­
porters of New % York have every reason 
to be satisfied with the agreement en­
tered intb. The Trunk Line association 
of railroads fully realize, it was said, 
that the present situation is unprecedent­
ed and accordingly are willing to sacrl- 
fice revenue in order to accommodate 
their customers at the terminal points. 
The railroad men were informed that 
berth engagements had been made for 
ocean accommodations on the regular 
Bine steamers and that this grain had al­
lready been purchased in the west in 
ample time to arrive here. Exporters, 
however, found- that as a result of the 
blockade they were unable to deliver the 
grain to the steamers and a loss of the 
freight charges, amounting to from 
three to six cents a bushel, was involv­
ed. This necessitated purchasing grain 
for spot delivery in the open market and 
as local supplies are so limited the 
natural effect was a sudden increase in 
spot prices.

“A specific instance is the export grade 
of corn (No. 2 mixed) which sold last 
’week at 58% cents, while yesterday’s 
quotation was 61 cents, 
been a corresponding advance in the op­
tion prices of corn or wheat, so that oper­
ators have not been able to sell in this 
-market against their blockaded stocks. 
The matter has special significance to 
the exporters of New York as the con­
gestion is more particularly at the Buf­
falo gateway,_ and does not extend as 
acutely to New York’s rival ports. The 
situation is one that has been particu­
larly injurious to the export flour trade, 
as especially large flour contracts have 
been made by the millers for ocean ac­
commodations via the port of New York, 
and millers^have been compelled to send 
their flour by rail from the Northwest 
at the correspondingly higher rate for 
this class of transportation over lake 
and rail rates.”

$100 and $50 issue of the Farmers’ De­
posit National Bank of Pittsburg and 
the Bank of Pittsburg National Asso­
ciation were in the main entirely new; 
some had been slightly used. The $5, 
$10 and $20 were old currency. The 
package containing the large sum of 
money was consigned to a bank in 
Cincinnati, Ohio.

’"nils package was received and re­
ceipted for by Edward George Cunliffe, 
who was then acting in the place of 
the regular money order clerk, who 
is ill.

“Cunliffe left the office at the usual 
hour last evening; and this morning, 
when he failed to report for duty, a 
hurried examination was made of his 
department, and it was learned that 
about $1,000 of funds entrusted to him 
were missing. The general agent of 
the* Adams Express Company imme­
diately called in detectives and placed 
the matter in their hands. Later de­
velopments brought to li^ht the fact 
that, in addition to the $1,000 missing, 
the bank package containing the 
$100,000 had not been received at the 
money forwarding office at the Union 
station in this city.
“Inquiries made at his residence. No. 314 
Lucerne street, west end, Pittsburg, 
showed that Cunliffe had arrived home 
at the customary time last evening, and 
after changing his clothes *

Bade His Family Goodbye 
explaining to his wife that he was going 
out for the evening, and nothing further 
has been heard of him. Cunliffe had 
been employed by the Adams Express 
Company since March 1, 1904. Previ­
ous to that time he was employed in ’the 
Pittsburg service of the American Ex­
press Company, the Electric Express 
Company, and the United States Ex­
press Company, of Hartford, Conn., and 
bore a good reputation. He was very 
accurate and an excellent clerk.

“Cunliffe is described as 35 years of 
age, but looks to; bp 40; five feet seven 
inches tail: Weighs 170 pounds; medium 
build; dark broWn hair, heavily mixed 
with grey; wears a heavy, short cropped 
mustache, dark and partly mixed with 
grey; could raise a very heavy beard : 
has blue eyes; when last seen he wore a 
dark blue, double-breasted sack suit, a 
black derby hat, turned. collar and a 
black bow tie.
. “He wears a silver ring with an acorn 
design. He is an inveterate cigarette 
smoker and the second finger of his right 
hand is badly discolored with nicotine. 
Cunliffe is affected with what is known 
as ‘the cigarette cough.*

“A warrant has been .issued charging 
Cunliffe with larceny, Mrs. Cunliffe. 
wife of the missing man, when informed 
of the case today, went into hysterics

“Telegraphic descriptions have been 
sent to all parts of the country and pic­
tures of the man were mailed to all the 
important cities tonight.”

Decides Claim Litigation
Dr. Strong and John Grant have 

appealed from the decision of the gold 
commissioner as rendered Saturday in 
the dispute regarding the relocation of 
No. 5 above on discovery, and the case 
will be fought in the highest Yukon 
court.

The decision was to the effect that 
the jumpers, Strong and Grant, are not 
entitled to claim No. 5 above, owned by 
Treadgold and the N. A. T. & T. The 
gold commissioner holds that since the 
men were working on the claim from 
September 4 to 18, with a boiler, arid 
were putting down a shaft at the time, 
and were there September 15, when the 
jumpers. staked, the claim was not 
abandoned at the time, and actually 
being worked and not open to location. 
Basing this on. the British Columbia 
precedent of Waterhouse vs. Llftchild, 
he holds the claim not open for loca­
tion.

In further consideration of the case, 
the gold commissioner considers the 
quantity of work done by the owners, 
and takes exception to the affidavit of 
JBirodenJJurg, Treadgold’s agent, in 
swearing that two shafts had been 
sunk, when one of the shafts was an 
old one, that simply had been cleaned 
out. The gold commissioner also

CALGARY’S PROGRESS.

Mr. Bryce Wright of Calgary was in 
the city yesterday, along with J. A. Tur­
ner, of the same place, end Mr. G. H. 
Hadwen of Duncans. Mr. Wright has 
been twenty years in that district arid 
shares the common hope as to its fu­
ture development. He gave the Col­
onist some interesting iriformation in ref­
erence to the growing of wheat there. 
It was formerly considered impossible to 
make wheat growing a success in South­
ern Albert, which was regarded as essen­
tially a stock raising country. The farm­
ers, however, experimented on their pwu 
account arid have bee» enabled threagh 
the introduction of fall wheat, the seed 
of which was imported from Russia, to 
make it a shccess* and the output this 
year is estimated to be 2,000,000 bushels, 
which is of the best quality, grading with 
the best No. 1 hard. One instance is 
given of a rancher who had under crop 
two whole sections of 640 acres each. 
This yielded on an average 40 bushels 
to the acre, which realized oevr $33,000, 
or 65 cents to the bushel. As the cost 
of seeding and harvesting the crop is 
about $9 an acre, it will be seen that the 
profit on the operations of this farmer 
for the single season was over $20,000. 
Now that the problem of raising wheat in 
Southern Alberta has been solved, it 
means that the wheat can be shipped to 
the coast for milling for the markets of 
the Orient, and thus supply freight traf­
fic for the empty cars which come to 
British Columbia for lumber, a factar 
which is important in connection with 

tfhe rates on the latter. Mr. Wright 
says that steam ploughs have been in­
troduced in the Northwest and that he 
saw two sections in one block which had 
been ploughed this year by this means.

Mr. McCurdy further testified that he 
never knew what Mr. Thebaud, his son- 
in-law, was getting out of the business.

Toward the close of the session Mr. 
McCurdy made the startling statement 
that an insurance company was not an 
institution founded to make money for 
the policyholders, but was—or should 
be—a great philanthropic enterprise, 
founded to increase and spread its 
benefit^ over the entire earth.

“There has been a great mistake,” hr 
said, “about the real province of life 
insurance companies in these latter 
years. People have been led to believe 
that the main purpose of such com­
panies was to make money for its 
policyholders. In my view, that is not 
the purpose of such companies. When 
a man insures in a company he should 
take into consideration the fact that 
he has entered a great philanthropic 
concern that is in duty bound to spread 
itself, even though this growth pre­
vents him from realizing as much as 
he expected.”

Calgary, Oct. 3.—In writing an ac­
count of the growth and prosperity of

■ vulgar y and district during the present 
year, it is hard for one to use a mod­
ulate tone and convey in his language 
Uiat modesty of manner which is 
seemly so to do; although the condi­
tions would warrant a force of exprès -

■ sion i much in advance of that used.
■ \ Calgary has grown. The past nine
■ months has seen developments in 

every line. Several undertakings in­
volving a capital expenditure of a mil­
lion or more have been started, and ere 
the year closes will either be completed 
or near to it.

Of these colossal enterprises, which 
are making this city hum, mention may 
be made of one or two new ones. ‘ The 
million-dollar cement plant at Kanan- 
askis, 50 miles west of Calgary, is a 
gigantic undertaking. This company, 
which is the owner of the immense 
international plant at Ottawa, is a very 
strong one. Sir Sandford Fleming is 
president of it. There will be 3,000 
cars of machinery used in the plant, 
the first instalment of which arrived 
this week. Building operations have 
already commenced, and in a short 
while the first cement plant west of 
Lake Superior will be in operation. 
The company own thousands of acres 
of coal land, rock and marl deposits at 
Kananaskis. The company’s headquar­
ters will be in Calgary.

Still another cement works is in 
course of construction five miles east 
of the city. This company is an im­
mense one and is headed by Mr. 
Butchart, president of the cement 
works in Owen Sound and In Victoria. 
This company also owns vast tracts 
of suitable land close to the city. To 
show the faith of these men and the 
market for this product it might be 
interesting to state that not one 
share of stock in either concern is 
offered to local capitalists. It’s all 
outside money. The last mentioned 
company, when being projected sev­
eral months ago, offered stock to 
local people for a week or so. Mr. 
Butchart went east for a fortnight and 
on his return the stock was with­
drawn, eastern capitalists buying up 
the whole issue. It would almost be 
superfluous to make mention of what 
a market exists for cement in the west. 
Even with these two factories the in­
creasing demand year by year assures 
a call for the output that will soon be 
greater than the supply. ,

P. Bums & Co., the cattle magnates, 
have recently been incorporated with a 
capital of $2,000,000. The headquarters 
of this firm is in Calgary. This in­
crease of capital is to allow them to 
develop the cattle shipping apd butcher 
business commensurate with the 
growth of the country. Also to develop 
the anthracite coal mines in the foot­
hills southwest of the city where Mr.. 
Bums controls 1,000 acres of coal lands. 
Besides the abattoir, this firm has a 
pork packing- plant large enough to 
handle every hog grown in Alberta. 

The Big Ditch.
Of. course, €ül,f-h»ve.Ixerfrd of the 

$6,000,000 irrigation ditch of the C. P. 
R., which is being pushed forward 
rapidly. The contractors are now more 
than 15 miles from the city.

Another active agency in building 
HP the city is that of the Calgary 
Colonization Co.., which is composed 
of South bakotan capitalists. This 
company bought from the C. P. R. 
210,000 acres of land immediately east 
of the city on the line of the irrigation 
canal. They are bringing in American 
settlers by the dozen and placing them 
on this land for fall wheat growing. It 
is said this company average twenty 
sections of land sold each week to bona 
fide American settlers.

Calgary’s, and Southern Alberta’s 
biggest herald just now is fall wheat 
In this district the fall wheat obtains 
a yield as high as 55 bushels to the 
acre, with an average of about 30 to 35. 
This beats any fall wheat land yet 
heard of and is the cause of more talk 
than any feature of this rapidly devel­
oping city. On every hand it is fall 
wheat.
grew 85,000 bushels, this year her out­
put is 2,000,000; next year it is estimat­
ed at 4,000,000. And all this comes 
from a district which history, tradition, 
old timers and other fallible agencies 
have told us is semi-arid—fit only for 
grazing.

Their release was “What country will prove Canada’s most 

serious rival in the wheat market of the 
future” asked the reporter.

“In the early future the Argentine will 
be the most eerioue competitor and eventu­
ally the Siberian plains, but this latter con­
tingency is a. long way in the distance,” 
was Mr. Snow’s reply.

“Are the wheat dealers of the world alive 
to the situation as you see it?”

“In this last year particularly the wheat 
traders of the world have suddenly awaken­
ed to the fact that there is a new factor 
itt the wheat market. As recently as two 
years ago the leading foreign authority on 
•wheat growing, Broomhall, of Liverpool, 
was inclined to doubt the capacity ad 
Western Canada. The size of the crop 
thfa year and the wonderfully high qual­
ity of the grain sweeps away all linger­
ing doubts as to capacity.”

“Do you think a had year or two would 
seriously retard the development of West­
ern Canada?”

“There was never a new country that 
has not had to go through climatic vicis­
situdes. There will be poor years In the 
future as in the past, but such setbacks 
will he of less ill-effect here than has ever 
before been the case in a new country. The 
settlers coming In have larger assets, both 
of experience and. money, «than was ever 
before brought into a new country. They 
wtH he financially able to meet poor sea­
sons, should such occur, and they have 
knowledge of prairie farming sufficient to 
enable them to adapt themselves to any 
climatic vagaries. For these reasons the 
Canadian West will he settled and devel­
oped in a mere fraction of the time which 
the same work required: in the prairie* of 
the States.”

As a wheat man, Mr. Snow thought that 
Mock raising as a side line was a good 
thing, -ixo country was ever permanently 
successful on the -single crop idea,” he 
raid. Diversification of cropping and stock 
raising are essential to the highest devel­
opment. Western Canada Is well suited 
to tills mode of agriculture.”

Your correspondent had the privilege 

two weeks ago of interviewing Dr. 
Saunders, director of experimental 
farms, Ottawa, and Angus MAckay, su­
perintendent of the farm at Indiam 
Head. Dr. Saunders said that it was 
three years since he had visited Alberta 
and he was astonished at the change. 
Everywhere fences appeared, no 
open range for cattle; and everywhere 
he visited he found winter wheat. If 
any one should ask what question is 
occupying the mind of Calgary and 
Southern Alberta at the present time 
the answer would be “winter wheat.”

The following figures were prepared 
by J. S. Dennis, assistant to William 
Whyte, of the C. P. R., fdr submission 
to President Shaughnessy on his recent 
trip west. After perusing them 
cannot wonder that President Shaugh­
nessy said to the reporters in Vancou­
ver: “Vancouver will be a great ship­
ping point for flour from Alberta fall 
wheat.” Mr. Dennis’ figures are these: 
At the beginning of 1905 there was in 
Southern Alberta a combined milling 
capacity of 250 barrels of flour a day, 
oc to/xnai.combined elevator capacity of 
95,000 bushels. At the close of 1905 the 
combined milling capacity will be 1,760 
Darels a day and the combined elevator 
capacity 930,000 bushels. These figures 
are official, given to the writer by Mr. 
Dennis, and they talk stronger than 
An/??18 of words about winter wheat. 
All this flour milling is to be centred in 
Calgary, largely because of the facili­
ties for using the by-products. The

For years we have been talking about 
two things: The establishment of 
wheat elevators and the milling Industry 
at the coast for the exportation of flour 
to Japan and China; and the reduction 
of freight rates on lumber and other 
natural products we have to ship east. 
Two difficulties lay In the way of the 
first—one that the haul from Mani­
toba. was too long to enable the milling 
of wheat at the coast In competition 
with the mills of the American seaports 
south of the line, which have practi­
cally monopolized the flour trade, of the 
Orient; and the other the supposed in­
ability of the country along the line of, 
or near to, the Canadian Pacific railway 
in the Northwest territory to grow 
wheat In sufficient quantities for the 
purpose. In fact, it was supposed that 
the wheat belt lay far north. The diffi­
culty about obtaining lower rates on 
our products going east was, as alleged 
by the Canadian Pacific railway, which 
was probably a correct statement of the 
case, that the company had to haul 
empty cars to the coast In order to 
carry lumber back, and that, therefore, 
the lumber had to pay a rate covering 
the haul both ways. It is now quite 
probable that both problems will be 
solved at once and In the same manner.

“GOOp THINGS TO EAT”TROUBLE BEGINS.

The reply to the opponents of the 
educational clauses in the Autonomy 
Acts of the provinces 'has been that they 
contemplate simply a .perpetuation of 
what already existed in the Northwest, 
and fliat had proved so satisfactory to 
all classes of the community. If, it 
was stated, the policy of Mr. Haultain 
had been carried out and the provisions 
of the B. N. A. Act had been permitted 
to apply automatically, the people there 
would still have had separate schools in 
any event, so that the people are nei­
ther worse or better off as a conse­
quence. That is a question, of course, 
which will have to be decided by refer­
ence to the judicial committee of the 
Privy Council ; but, admitting the state­
ment as correct, the provinces should 
still have been permitted, as they un­
doubtedly were entitled constitutionally 
fto do, to deal with their educational mat­
ters in their own way. If they were 
bound, in the circumstances, to give ef­
fect to provisions oi the B. N. A. Act re­
specting the educational rights of the 
minority, it is not to be presumed that 
the legislatures of the new provinces 
would have been less liberal in their 
treatment of the minority than w*a® the 
old Northwest Assembly; but Sir Wil­
frid and Mr. Fitzpatrick were afraid to 
trust the people to do what was right. 
In that they have shown a surprising 
lack of political sagacity. The effects 
are already apparent; and the eyes of 
the people of the Northwest are MECly 
shortly to be rudely opened to "the 
egregious constitutional and tactical 
blunder that has been perpetrated. In­
stead of giving the question its quietus, 
as was intended by Dominion legislation, 
in fastening a system of separate schools 
upon the Northwest for ever, they have 
simply established a chronic grievance, 
that will eventually only be/remedied in 
one of two ways—by thef;educational 
clauses of the constitution of the new 
(provinces being declared ultra vires, or 
by an amendment of the B. N. A. Act. 
The spirit of a free people will not sub­
mit to any policy forced upon them when 
their hands were tied.

But trouble is brewing for the authors 
of this outrage on political rights almost 
before the new constitutions have got 
■well under way. Many of our readers 
either know personally or have heard 
of Mr. P. Burns, the cattle king of 
Southern Alberta, and extensively inter­
ested in the butchering business in Brit­
ish Columbia. Mr. Burns is the 
of large sections of land in the district 
around Calgary, extending throughout 
several school sections, and he is still ex­
tending his land .holdings as opportunity 
offers. It happens that he belongs, re­
ligiously, to the educational minority'for 
-whose rights the Dominion government 
provided perpetual protection. Mr. 
Burns, as we all know, is a man who 
will stand on his rights, and he is al­
ready moving in a direction which justi- 

„ fies the predictions that -were made as 
to the practical working out of the edu­
cational clauses.

As stated, his holdings extend through­
out more than one school section. Act­
ing upon legal advice, he has refused to 
pav his school taxes in the section in 
(which there is a public school, and is 
paying them all over into a fund for the 
support of the separate school in the 
La combe district. The result locally is 
somewhat serious, as being the owner 
of so much ratable property in the first 
section referred to, the withdrawal of 
his school rates practically doubles the 
cost upon the other ratepayers, and it 
is now a question whether the school can 
Ibe kept open, at least until more people 
come in. As Mr. Burns is holding his 
land for a rise, and all the other land Is 
taken up; there is little chance of 
settlement in the near future. He says 
he has taken the best legal advice ob­
tainable in the Northwest, and there is 
nothing in the law compelling him to 
pay over his taxes on the land to £he 
school section in which it is located. An 
appeal has been made to governmental 
headquarters by residents for Informa- 

. ftkm on and relief from the situation thus 
created. In the meantime Mr. Burns 
holds the fort.

This is the first fruits of coercion by 
(the Dominion government. We cannot 
assume to express an opinion upon the 
-correctness of his position. He has 
doubtedly fortified himself well from 
legal standpoint. In a country of large 
ranches, such as the Northwest is, it 
i# easily possible to imagine how euçh a 
situation of affairs can become general 
throughout the new provinces.

“Further up the valley on the Tele­
graph trail the Mclnnes Bros, and others 
bave ranches reported to be equally good, 
although they were not personally seen.

These rolling hills 
rise to GOO or 700 feet above the river 
and extend to a width averaging possibly 
four to six miles, a large portion of 
(which ie suitable for cultivation, and 
(much of which is covered with a luxuri­
ant growth of grasses and pea vines, as 
already mentioned.

“Throughout the districts mentioned 
there is certainly a large area of Country 
suited to farming, Summer frosts are 
not unknown, but experience elsewhere 
has shown that these are fiable to. dis­
appear with the advent of cultivation. No 
large extent of bunch grass, such as is 
known in Alberta, and which forms the 
winter grazing of that section, was seen, 
and it is probable that winter feeding of 
stock would be necessary for a period, 
depending upon the winter. In other 
words, the country is a farming rather 
than a cattle ranging district. At Round 
lake, a few miles above the mouth of the 
Telkwa and* in the main valley Mr. Le- 
croix has one of the most advanced set­
tlements of the district and he has a 
small but excellent herd of dairy cattle 
in excellent condition. The dairy, un­
der the management of his wife, turns 
out excellent butter sufficient “to keep 
the pot boiling.” The vegetable garden 
was seen filled with all the more usual 
vegetables, such as beets, carrots, tur­
nips, .cabbage,- tomatoes, peas, beans, 
cucumbers and such like, all ripening 
and doing well. An attempt had been 
(made at growing sweet corn, on which 
the ears did not seem liable to mature.

“This is simply an outline, of course, 
drawn from memory entirely and possi­
bly subject tb correction in minor de­
tails.

W. Fleet-Robertsou returned from the 

Bulkley valley on Monday night and 
waited upon by a Colonist reporter yes­
terday, to whom he described the course 
of the expedition and the impressions ar­
rived at as follows:

“We started from Victoria on the 12th 
of July and .picked up our pack train 
at the 150-Mile House on the Cariboo 
road and started out for Quesnel, pro­
ceeding thence through the Blackwuter 

Stony creek over the Telegraph trail, 
which is in country so easy of travel 
that very little would render it passable 
for a wagon road. From thdre we cut 
up through.the Neclracco country, swim­
ming the Neehacco river, which is about 
600 feet wide at this point, and so on to 
Stewart’s lake, Fraser lake, Cheslatta, 
Ootsa and Francis lakes, then over the 

-summit into the Bulkley valley, following 
•that down to Hazelton, making side trips 
up the Telkwa river and into the Bab­
ine range of mountains, and likewise a 

.short and profitable trip on from Morice­
town over the summit, on to the head­
waters of the Copper river and thence 
back to Hazelton.

“Along the valley of the Blackwater 
there is a certain amount of good land 
which will eventually be cultivated and 
at prestnt only lacks transportation. 
Land there, though limited in extent, is 
good for mixed farming. The old val­
ley of the Neehacco is an old, wide lake 
bottom, «through which the present 
stream cuts_its way. The country is 
bench land, generally covered with a 
growth of* Poplar, in which are many 
open patches of considerable size, cover­
ed with a good growth of wild grass, 
-whilst the poplar woods are easily clear­
ed away and the soil is apparently rich, 
judging from the growth it sustains. 
Samples of the soil at various points 
were taken for analysis. In this vicinity 
a large number of men have taken up 
pre-emptions and placed scrip with the 
probable intention of becoming settlers, 
supposing they, are in the route of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific. Around Stew­
art lake there is a large quantity of 
bench land somewhat similar in descrip­
tion, but with more clay soil, which 
seems to the eye to be equally good if not 
better than the Neehacco, but which 
seems to have been overlooked by home­
steaders, probably from the fact that 
the open patches here are not so large, 
which would necessitate more initial out­
lay of labor to bring it under cultivation. 
At Stewart lake the Hudson bay factor, 
Mr. Murray, has for a long time main­
tained a garden in Which he raises most 
of the small fruits and vegetables with 
success. Certainly this year his crop 
was highly satisfactory. The potatoes 
were good and he reports having had 
good raspberries and strawberries, al­
though tfrey were over at that season. 
At Fraser lake the Hudson Bay man­
ager, Mr. Peters, has done something in 
the way of farming and is growing bar­
ley, bearded and Russian, wheat, oats 
and timothy.

. “Samples of wheat, representing the 
average yield and not picked-samples, I 
sent down to Mr. Palmer for exhibition 
at the Westminster Fair. These sam­
ples speak for themselves and also for 
the energy, of the factor of this post.

“Along to the north of Fraser lake and 
to the north of Francis lake there 
patches of considerable size of good land 
existing under simipar conditions as 
that which Mr. Peters has cültivated. 
Between Fraser and Cheslatta lake there 
is little or no coiiptry of value. Along 
Cheslatta lake there are a few isolated 
pièces of bottom land which would make 
good farms, but there is here no large 
extent of cduutry of value. Between 
Cheslatta and Ootsa lokes up the val­
ley of the stream flowing into Cheslat- 
ta there is a considerable area of land 
affording excellent summer grazing, 
whilst marsh hay is abundant in the val­
leys. On the south of Ootsa lake the 
hills rise rapidly from the lake and. as 
far as the eye can reach are timbered 
with a small growth of corn i ferons trees 
and there did not appear to be any land 
very attractive from an agricultural 
standpoint. North of the lake on the 
Ootsa -lake slope there is a certain 
amount of open grass land which in area 
is small compared with that found on 
the Francis lake slope south of that lake, 
in which latter part there are extensive 
open patches of many thousands of 
acres covered with a.most luxurious 
growth of wild grasses. Situated on 
rolling hills at an elevation of a few hun­
dred feet above the lake, the ground is 
in a condition to permit of an almost 
unlimited amount of hay being cut at 
once with the mower. Much of this 
country has been taken up by scrip and 
by pre-emption, but it is believed there 
are still large areas unclaimed. Among 
the earlier ffreremptors of this district is 
Maitland, who has secured about a 
square mile of open land well watered 
by a small lake, on most of which hay 
could be made at once. This place is 
only mentioned as an example of a num­
ber of others because Mr. Maitland waw 
not on the ground and liis land could not 

As yet no attempt has 
been made at permanent settlement and 
no hay has been .put up so far as Was 
seen. The grass is wild barley grass, 
with prairie anti fireweed, making ex­
cellent hay for summer feed. Whether 
this would serve for winter grazing I 
leave it for some rancher ts say. The 
elevation of this section or the country 
will be about 3,000 feet above sea level. 
From Frances lake the trail over into 
the Bulkley passes through a consider­
able area of country in which soil for 
the most part appears to be excellent, 
but there are comparatively few open 
patches, the timber being -poplar and 
spruce. The Bulkley valley was struck 
at what is known as Pleasant valley, a 
few miles above where the Morice river 
flows in.

This valley is approximately a thou­
sand feet lower in elevation than tho 
Francis lake country. Pleasant valley 
is a low lying wide valley surrounded on 
the south by foothills and -bench land. 
The valley is largely free of timber, but 
where not is covered with poplar and 
some fir, and here was first met that lux­
uriant growth of prairie and wildi grass 
of which previous accounts have been 
told, a growth so rank and luxuriant as 
to render exaggeration difficult. There 
is said1 to be some 7,000 acres of land 
(taken up in this valley. These figures 
are unofficial.

Record Potlatch.—News came down 

by the Union Steamship Company's 
passenger steamer CaSsiar that the 
biggest potlatch ever held In British 
Columbia took place last week at the • 
Indian reservation on Blunden Harbor. 
Big Chief George of the Nawittie tribe 
was the host, and made large presents 
to everybody. Chief George gave away 
to his guests no less than $2,960 in 
gopd cold coin of the realm. The pot­
latch lasted three days. Runners were 
sent out to all men of the Nawittie 
tribe to gather at Blunden Harbor on 
Tuesday morning, arid from the mo­
ment the first ray of daylight showed 
on the waters, canoes could be seen 
coming in from everywhere. The sight 
was one of the most picturesque ever 
viewed along the northern coast of 
British Columbia, and for hours In­
dians were landing near the reserva­
tion and unloading blankets and bed­
ding for a- three days’ stay. The pot­
latch lasted three days and wound up 
with a big feast in which all the In­
dians of the tribe participated.

Cowichan Creamery.—Cowichan farm­
ers are much pleased with the success of 
the local creamery at the Dominion fair 
at New Westminster, which captured the 
gold medal for best butter, first prize for 
prints and the silver medal for export 
butter.

.the line when he met with an accident 
on June 24th, in which he broke a leg 
in- two places. After -spending a couple 
of months in the hospital at Hazelton 
he went on to Dawson and came direct 
from there to the coast. The telegraph 
tine, he said, was in excellent shape just 
now, particularly between Ashcroft and 
Hazelton. and he expected it would give 
good service this winter. Bush fires in 
the interior had; done considerable dam­
age to the liné^but this had all been re­
paired.

Winding Up Season.—On/October 3rd 
the water in the Fifty-mile opposite 
White Horse registered only 47 inches 
above possible navigation level, and it 
was fast dropping. On the same date 
the amount of downriver freight lying 
at White Horse for Dawson was only 
700 tons. The steamer Selkirk was 
scheduled to sail from White Horse for 
Dawson on October 3rd, and the follow­
ing day the Victoria and Oasca were to 
leave and possibly one or two other 
steamers would get away for downriver 
before the departure of the White 
Horse today. There is therefore every 
reason to hope that the White Pass & 
Yukon route will wind up the season 
without any theld-over freight at White 
Horae.

Preservation and Development of Joint
Salmon Fisheries to Be Discussed.

Arrangements are being made tor the 
commencement of tfie sessions of the 
fisheries commission, which will con­
vene here on-November 7th. Two days 
later an international meeting will bè 
'held with the United States commission­
ers at Seattle. The conference will, it 
is expected, outline “the best measures 
necessary to be adopted for the preser­
vation and development of the salmon 
fisheries in the Straits of Georgia and 
Juan de Fuca,” says J. Charles McIn­
tosh, SOcretaty of the British Columbia 
commission, in a letter to Mr, Gormàn.

It. is probable that the members of the 
commission will visit some of the can— 
merles and fishing grounds before ad­
journing. Such an excursion has been 
proposed as part of the entertainment to 
be accorded the visitors while in Wash­
ington territory.

The current issue of the Pacific Fish­
erman, commenting on the joint confer­
ence, says: •"

“It is stated that the appointment of 
a board to have absolute control of all 
salmon fishery affairs on the British Col­
umbia coast will -be a change advocated 
'by the salmon canners of the Fraser 

AH the cannery men favor this 
plan, as it would- obviate the frequent 
annoying delays in communicating with 
Ottawa- regarding business matters con­
nected with the fisheries, aiwj with full 
thority in the hands of resident com­
missioners these troubles would be 
overcome.”

A TRAIN ON FIRE.

GAat Northern Express From Seattle 
Scorched at Cloverdale.

Shortly after the Great Northern ex­
press from Seattle drew into Cloverdale 
at about 9 o’clock last evening, says 
Wednesday’s News-Advertiser, smoke 
-was seen to burst from the smoking 
compartment of one of the cars and the 
passengers rushed out. In a moment 
it seemed that the whole car was on 
fire, and in spite of the effohts to ex­
tinguish it, it was burned down to the 
frame. The fire originated from an ex­
plosion of gasoline. Fortunately no 
one was seriously injured, though three 
imen who were locked in a small 
ipartment at one of the car had a nar­
row escape. As soon as the fire was 
noticed bhe car was detached from the 
rest of the train and the wreck was 
left on the switch at Cloverdale.

Mr. J. P. Nicholls, of Nicholls & Mac­
aulay, of this city, who whs a passenger 
on the train, said that they had scarce­
ly halted at Cloverdale when the cry 
of “Fire” was raised. Mr. A. Bunge, 
of Blaine, one of the men in the burn­
ing car, cut his arms so badly with the 
glass in trying to escape through the 
window that the doctor in Cloverdale 
had to be called to attend to him, and 
another man was burnt, but not badly.

The fire, as Mr. iNcolls understood it. 
started from a glass jar ot gasoline 
carried by one of the passengers, " who 
got up to alight at Cloverdale, and iu 
doing so let the glass fall. It broke 
and the contents were spilled round and 
probably - caught fire from the heating 
pipes in. the car. It spread with 
lightning-like rapidity, but the citizens 
of Clverdaie, assisted by the passen­
gers, were able to get it sufficiently un­
der control to allow the car to be 
shunted on the switch, where it was still 
■burning when the train pulled out. The 
car, of course, is a total wreck. The 
front of the car nearest to it was slight­
ly scorched, but no other harm was 
done.

Thos, Sorby Presents an Esti­

Information Asked by Trans­
portation Commission Now 

Supplied.

At the sitting of the royal commis­
sion on transportation which was re­
cently in session in v<nis city, Thomas 
C. Sorby was requested by Chairman 
R. Reford to prepare an estimate of 
the approximate cost of constructing 
a breakwater from Holland Point to 
Brotchie Ledge, and. also the cost of 
Improving the inner harbor, 
pfiance with this request Mr. Sorby 
has prepared a statement showing the 
cost of both undertakings.

is required at the southeast of the 
outer dock for the protection of the

The improvement of that portion 

of the inner harbor between Laurel 
T*oint and the railway bridge would 
cost about $227,500 and would affect a 
reclamation of between 10 and 12 acres 
of level land, which would be worth 
from $20,000 to $25,000 and would 
be of great value for transportation 
purposes, in addition to which 
deep-water wharves could be built 
on the property. The material from 
this part of the harbor could be 
used to construct a dock wall in front 
of the reclaimed land, while the re­
mainder could be used to construct a 
second breakwater (if necessary) run­
ning southeast a distance of about 500 
yards from Harrison Island to Inter­
cept the heavy rolling seas from the 
southwest. Thus every yard of ma­
terial excavated qould be used profit­
ably in improving the facilities for 
transportation. The improvement of 
the part of the harbor above the rail­
way bridge to Point Ellice would cost 
about $105,000 and would effect a 
reclamation of some eight or ten acres 
of marshy land on the north side of 
the raiiyyay trestie that would be worth 
from $50,000 to $60,000. and form about 
600 yards of deep-water frontage.

DEAD ANiMALS DANGEROUS.

Some farmers do not realize the dan­
ger they hazard by feeding hogs the 
carcass of any animal that may die on 
the farm.

Hogs will eat most anything in the 
meat line. They are made carniverous 
by improper rations. And because they 
seem to hunger for meat, the farmer 
just lets the hogs eat a dead cow or 
horse, or chicken, instead of going to 
the trouble of burying it.

Stop and think a moment and you 
will see what a risk this is. A 
wastes away tor months and finally 
dies. You may say she had poor teeth 
and starved to death, or you can’t ac­
count tor her illness. But she died and 
you skin her perhaps and let the hogs 
have the carcass. The chances are she 
died of tuberculosis. You inoculate the 
hogs if they have not already been in­
fected.

A chicken dies of you know not what. 
Perhaps It was cholera, or maybe tu­
berculosis. Such food is not fit to 
feed to anything, no matter what the 
doctors may say about the ability of 
one kind of animal to give a disease 
to another kind.

Contagious abortion may be spread 
by feeding the dead calves and after­
birth to hogs.

The hog is very suspectible to dis­
ease—the modem hog, I mean—and we 
can not afford to give him but the best 
and cleanest foods.

One man may be careless about this 
matter and have a diseased herd of 
hogs. His hogs go to market with 
the car load of others. The buyer or 
slaughterer finds a great loss on the 
load from that town and keeps his eye 
open. Another bunch of diseased hogs 
comes from the same locality. Word 
is sent out not to buy hogs there at 
market price because of too much loss 
when they are slaughtered. If the 
condition continues to exist—as is 
usual—the shipments are refused en­
tirely ffom that locality. Simply be­
cause one man will persist in feeding 
dead animals or tuberculosis milk to 
his hogs, a whole community of farm­
ers are cut off from market when they 
are not furnishing, diseased hogs.

The day may come . when farmers 
will welcome the inspection of stock 
and strict regulations regarding dis­
eased animals.

Can rise again and then drink,more; 
But drunk is he who on it lies 
Can neither drink nor can he rise."

But the Mansion House prisoner failed 
at what he called “the one-leg test," and 
while the magistrate refused to regard It 
as conclusive he imposed a fine. It Is to 
be hoped that failure to read the parlia­
mentary news Is not to be regarded gener­
ally as a test for drunkenness. That is a 
task, unfortunately, which a good many 
perfectly sober people nowadays shy at.

CANCELLATION OF RESERVE.

The Riley plan appears to have 
been disarranged by the publication 
of the intention to make the member 
for Victoria Lieutenant-Governor, or 
rather Dominion government agent at 
Victoria, to which level the appoint­
ment would have been reduced by the 
choice suggested, says the New West­
minister Columbian. Presumably Mr. 
Riley had been put forward1 by Mr. 
Templeman, the spokesman for British 
Columbia, as the most eligible man to 
be found in the province, and if his col­
leagues believed Mr. Templeman it is 
not surprising that they should look 
elsewhere for the desired talent.

According to reports from Victoria 
and Toronto, their choice has fallen 
on Mr. Geo. W. Ross, the ex-premier 
of Ontario. Mr. Ross is a gentleman 
of talent and education, well versed 
in constitutional practice, and cap­
able of gracing any position he may be 
called upon to fill. There can be no-ex­
ception taken to his personality, and no 
doubt if he is appointed Mr. Ross will 
receive a welcome quite as cordial as 
that accorded to his honored predeces­
sor, who coming here a stranger five 
years ago, has by tactful and wise ad­
ministration, endeared himself to the 
whole people.

But there should, as no doubt there 
will, be criticism of the selection of 
any outsider, no matter how unobjec­
tionable his personality, to fill a posi­
tion that in every other province goes 
to a résident. When Sir Henri Joly of 
Quebec was sent here, there was the 
excuse that a crisis existed in provin­
cial political affairs making it advis­
able that some one from cytside the 
province should assume the office of 
Lieutenant-Governor, 
an excuse at the best, because while 
there have been crises in oth,er • pro­
vinces since then—in Ontario, in Al­
berta, in Saskatchewan, for instance, in 
none of* these cases was it thought 
necessary to bring in a Lieutenant- 
Governor from outside. That is a dis­
tinction reserved for British Columbia; 
and sanctioned by the example permit­
ted at a critical time, perpetuated now 
when the political sea is a perfect calm 
and there are -no conditions, so far as 
the duties of the office are concerned, 
differing from those to be found any­
where else in Canada.

One was captained 
by a woman, Mrs. Hubbard, widow of a 
New York newspaper and magazine 
vnriter, Leonidas Hubbard, jr., who lost 
his life in the Labrador wilds two years 
ago, and'the other by Dillon Wallace, 
Hubbard’s companion on that fool-hardy 
badly-planned and ill-fated venture. 
Other expeditions, more secretly planned, 
of which the world has heard little or 
nothing, are also believed to be engaged 
in similar undertakings. Why? As well 
ask why Peary continues to hazard his 
life searching for the North Pole, or whv 
a Livingstone sacrificed himself in the 
wilds of Africa.

The so-called lure of the Labrador 
wilds is no new infatuation. It is really 
Bs old as America. Its story, too, is as 
interesting as any ever told of any part 
of the world'. The late “Adirondack” 
Murray once planned an expedition into 
the Far North for the avowed purpose 
of discovering a race of aboriginal giants 
wholly unknown to white men, rumors of 
the existence of whom came from Indian 
sources with so much semblance of truth 
that they were believed generally by the 
inhabitants of many parts of Canada. 
Ethnologists know, or profess to know, 
that if any such Indian tribe is now in 
existence, its numbers must be exceed­
ingly email and its members represent 
the only survivors of the once famous 
Beotirakans or Red Indians of New­
foundland—so-called from their habit of 
darkening their skin with red ochre— 
whose melancholy fate forms the darkest 
chapter in tire history of European pro­
gress in the western heaniaohere.

Mrs. London, is staying at the Hotel 
Driard, has just returned from a hunting 
trip into the interior, the party consisting 
of Dr. A. C. Fales, W. A. Jones and him­
self.

The region selected was the Cassiar coun­
try. Starting from Vancouver by steamer, 
they proceeded to Port Wrangei, and 
thence by Indian canoe for a distance in­
land of 157 miles up the Stikine river, 
finally arriving after many vicissitudes 
and exciting experiences at Telegraph 
creek. Here they were fitted out by Mr. 
Uatheson of the Hudson’s Bay Company 
with all 'things necessary, including a pack 
train, consisting of five mules- ami three 
horses, and proceeded; on their journey, 
following the Teslin trail to Hudson's Bay 
post, some 44 miles distant.

At this point they left the Telegraph 
trail and crossed the Cheslcy river, strik­
ing out thence into the interior for GO 
•miles through a wild country known 
tically to the Indians alone. The 
guide himself had.been through this 
try only once before, and that was when 
he conducted Mr. Hamilton MuIIings of 
ban r ran cisco through the same hunting 
grounds two years ago.

Here, ’ said Mr. Loudon, “the camp 
was pitched at the foot of a glacier of ait 
Indian name impossible to the tongue of 
the white man, and thence we made con­
tinual expeditions in various directions in 
search of game, sometimes returning to 
camp at night and sometimes sleeping in 
tne open, as necessity demanded, for the 
country is a difficult and precipitous one;

Not onily did Cahot, the discoverer of 

the island, carry away captive with him 
to England three of the natives of New­
foundland, who were presented to Henry 
VII., ‘clotoed in the skins of beasts,” 
•but two years later Gaspard Cortereat 
captured fifty of the -natives and carried 
them away with him, iotend-ing them 
all. men, women and children, for slaves. 
Pasqualigo, the Venetian ambassador at 
Lisbon, who saw the captives, described 
them as admirably adapted for labor, and 
the best slaves he-had ever seen, and de­
clared that the King of Portugal con­
templated deriving great advantage from 
the country in consequence. Such was 
the treatment that these people received 
lahnost at their first meeting with Chris­
tian civilization ; this outrage being, no 
doubt, the beginning of those atrocities 
-which ended in the extermination of the 
hapless race. From his next voyage to' 
Newfoundland Cortereal never returned, 
and to this day it is not known whether 
he suffered shipwreck and subsequent 
death by the elements, or whether he fell 
a victim to the revenge of the surviving 
-members of Ithe race that he had 
cruelly wronged.

In 1536 one Hore made am unsuccess­
ful attempt to kidnap a number of the 
natives of the island, and in 1574 an­
other collision occurred between the 
white men and the Indians. In that y 
some of toe natives came on board of 
Martin Frobisher’s ship, which had been 
driven by the ice on toe coast of New- 
found land. With ome of -them he sent 
ashore five of his sailors, whom he never 
saw aigain. On «this ■aeoilmt he seized core 
of the Indians and carried hrm off to 
England, where he died shortly -after his arravaJ.
