with their leaders. The tory party he rep.
resented as a body of officers without pri-
vates, their aim seems to be to give the
government as little as possible to do, Sir
John Macdonald does not desire the suc-
cess of confederation, we know that he
opposed up to the day his government was
defeated and only proclaimed himself in
favor of it - to  secure his  elec-
$ion. There is nothing which he
would not do to get into office
We are told that we should not speak
disrespectfully of our rulers, but we can’t
forget \he fact that there was an Ahab in
Israel. What we have to consider is not
what is the welfare of Sir John or Mr.
Mowat, but to sustain that system of
government which is the best. Ia regard
to the boundary award, there are some
rather peculiar phases of tory action which
are hard to understand. Sir John at first
expressed his approval of the award, and
now that he opposes it what excuse does he
and his party give for their action. They
say that the arbitrators who decided upon
the award did not give it that amount of
deliberation which was necessary. Sir
Francis;Hincks, Chief Justice Harrison and
Sir Edward Thornton were the arbitrators
appointed, all men of acknowledged ability
and honor, and who only gave their
decision after they had thoroughly sifted
the matter in all its phases. Sir John has
said that he did not think that the proper
method was by arbitration, but that the
matter should be laid before the privy coun-
cil. He did not tell how this could be done,
but proposed to leave it tojLord Selborne,
an Englishman who never saw Canada and
in all probability never will.

VICTORY FOR THE ¢ MALIESE
UROASS.”

The Hose Question Settled at Last—Mr,
Mcllroy to the Front.”

The everlasting fire hose question was
finally settled at the board of aldermen’s
meeting yesterday afternoon, much to the
relief of the whole council—excepting Ald.
Maughan. The matter has been before the
public since last . July, and has been dis-

cussed and talked about at every meeting
of the fire and gas committes and the
council ever ‘since. The committee have
repeatedly passed Mr, TLomas Mecllroy,
jr's, account for the Baker cotton hose
supplied by that gentlemen, Ald. Maughan
has constantly objected to its payment. To
satisfy him it was referred back half a
dozen times to the committee. The chiefs
of the fire brigade were asked to report on
the quality of the hose supplied.  They
did so, They were unanimous in all their
reports. The hose was not orly equal, but
far superior to the samples submitted by
Mr Mcliroy. At the last meeting of coun-
cil Ald Maughan called for a report of the
condition of all Lose supplied to the fire
department during the past five years. At
the meeting of yes'erday Mr Ashfield,
chief engineer of the fire department, pre-
septed that report, which says that of the
4500 feet of the ‘‘ Maltese Cross’” brand of
hose after four years’ service the deficiency
is only 45 feet, or 1 per cenc of the whole
amennt. Of the 2500 feet supplied by the
New York rubber hose company, guaranteed
for five years, and after four years’ use the
deficiency is 1000 feet, or 6 per cent of the
whole amount

In committee of the whole, Ald Maughan
moved to strike out Mr Mcllroy’s account,
The vote was taken, and he alone supported
his own motion. In open council he moved
a similar motion, with a similar resmlt.
This ends the controversy, and it could
easily have ended months ago if the advice
of the efficient chief of the fire brigade had
been acted upon,

The people of this province are rudﬂor
a further extension of the franchise, It has
been 0 much extended that it has beceme
complicated ; what is wanted is the simpli-
fication whieh a deolaratien ia favor of e
regulated manhood suffrage weuld give,
What  with property  qualification,
village qualification, town and oity
qualifications, income franchise, far-
mer’s sons, eto, it is hard to tell who
hasn’t a vote; with a system based on man-
hood and registration simplicity weuld be
secured,

While the great body of the delegstes to
the convention now assembled in Toronto
favor this further extension, there would
appear to be a disposition on the part:of'the
managers to hold this question back for the
present, If they do a mistake will be com.
mitted, If this cenvention neglects to
record its opimion that the young men of
the cities and towns should be placed on
the same footing as farmers’ sons then the
conservatives will seize the opportunity,
Reformers should reform; they. should at
least have the matter discussed and the
opinion of the couvention taken on it.

THEN LIBERAL PLATFORM.

Outline of the Resol te be Adepted
To-day—Thelir Attitude on the Liguor
Question.

The resolution committee of the conven-
tion met last night and determined to sub.
mit fifteen printed resolutions to the
convention for ratification. :

1 A genoral resolution declaring that it is
the bounden daty of all true liberals te
strengthen to the uttermost the hands of
Mr Mowat and his colleagues.

2 That the rivers and’ streams act, which
dealt with subjects left by the constitution
to the exclusive jurisdiction of the legisla-
ture of Ontario, was in no manner illegal,
uanconstitutional, or antagonistic to
dominion interests ; that the re
disallowance of the act was therefore, in the
opinion of this conventiou, s violation of
our provincial autonomy and an attack
upon the fundawmental prineipie of local
self-government prcwid.csdP by the confedera-
tion act,

8 The boundary award, Itis asserted
that the award shoald be final and con-
clusive ; that this award was accented by
the government of this provinee as in honor
bound, but was repudiated by the govern-
ment of the dominion ; thatsuck repudia-
tion is, i the opinion of the convention, a
violation of public law and national faith,
and an indefensible denial on the part of
the federal authorities of the just elaims
and territorial rights of this province,

4 That the convention desires to
strengthen the bomds whioh unite the pro-
vince.

6 This refers to the progress made in
legislation, election laws, school laws, judi-
cial reforms, etc.

6 Praises the government for its solution
of the municipal loan fund difficulty.

7. That in the opinion of this convention
the management of the provincial finances
by the liberal governments of the rrovince
has evidenced their fidelity to the reform
principles of pregress and economy.

8. Details what the reform governments
have done for agricultare,

9. What they have done to encoursge
manufacturers.

10. Praises the progress made in matters
educational ; 11. does the same for the
crown lands admistration ; 12. for the col-
onization roads ; 13. for the public institu-
tions ; 14, for municipal institutions.

That this convention views with gratitude
the great improvements which have, under
reform governments, been made in the laws
affectiug temperance; protests in the
strongest way against any of the re!
changes lately advocated, such as extending
tue hours of selling, lessening the restric-
tions in the number of licenses, creating
vested interests in licenses, and re-transfer-
ring to municipal councils the responsibility
of 18suing licenses ; believes that the general
interpretation of the constitution, acted on
in all the provinces ever since cenfederation,
has been that the provincial legislatures
have authority in the matter, and that such
interpretation is in accordance with the
spirit of the constitution: comsiders that it
is for the best interests of the dominion
that the local legislatures should have such
authority ; deprecates any sssumption of
power by the parliament of the dominion in
this regard, beyoud what may be needed for
passing a general law as to prohibition ;
declares that the local legislatures can best
interpret and give effect to the feelings and
wishes of the people 1n each province as to
the license system ; and insists that action
by the parliament of.the domimion would
be an undwe interference with provineial
rights, and detrimental to the temperance
cause.

A $2500 VERDICT FOR SEDUCTION.

Opening of the York Winter Civil Assizes
—List for Te-Day.

The winter civil assizes for the county of
York opened before Judge Cameron at the
court house yesterday at noon. The only
case disposed of was an action for seduction
preferred by Wm Ellis, a farmegfof the
township of Vaughan, against Joel "White,
alsoa farmer, 25 years of age, of the same
township. The damages were laid at $5000
and were brought by Ellis in favor of his
daughter Nancy Jane, aged 18, The girl
was the only witness. She had known
White from her childhood, and under a
promise of marriage he seduced her. She
gave birth to a child last April. Defend-
ant failed to keep his promise and the
action was begun. Mr Fullerton appeared
for the girl and claimcd substantial dam.-
ages. Judge Cameron warned the jury to
make no allowance for the alleged breach of

romise, as the girl herself had recourse to
f’;w on that point. The jury gavea ver-
dict of $2500 after a bricf absence, Pe-
remptory list for to.day: Blacklock v
Macfarlane, Burus v Robb, Maitland v
Globe Printing company, Bickford v Grand,
Pinkerton v Reckin, Harris v York town-
ship.

The gross assess-
ments were $50,561,143, the deductions by
the court of revision were $166,048, and
the total assessments as finally confirmed

for all sizes of Anthracite coal; and that
the coal producers be respectfully asked to
make prices for this market from time to
time in future, and also that they, the coal
producers, refase to supply coal to amy
dealers failing to maintain such prices, and
who will not agree to do so at any time of
purchases; also that a copy of this resolu-
tion be sent to the chairman and secretary
of the Anthracite Coal exchange and the
principle coal producers, This motion was
carried.

The Yonge Street Pavement.

The cedar blocks between the inside rails
of the horse-car railway in Yonge street
have heaved up in some places six or seven
inches. Men were yesterday engaged in
pounding them back to their places. Ald.
Love said at the meeting of the city coun-
cil yesterday that this was caused by the
large quantities of salt that the street rail-
way company employes sprinkled on the
tracks to melt the snow, He hoped the
council would not take the Yonge street
pavement as a test of the cedar blacks. On
streets where the cars did Lot run the blocks
were as firm as rock. A hope was ex-
pressed that the city by.laws lprohibiting the
use of salt on the streets would be strictly
enforced.

MIRABEAU, DANTON, GAMBETTA.
That Gambetta was the greatest man
among all those whom the third French
revolution brought to the front is a thing
sgreed upon. The second revolution hav-
been but a small affair, bringing out no
veat man at all, the essayists of the daily
press are forced back to the time of the tirst
—tothe revolution of modern times—in order
te find something like his parallel. Already
it seems as if Mirabeau would be generally
fastened upon, as the character of nearly a
hundred years ago with whom the statesman
just dephrted would most fitly compare.
But it may appear that Danton also will
have to be included, if we would do justice
to facts.
It is Carlyle’s judgment that the first
revolution drew out three really great men
+Mirsbeau, Danton, Napoleon. As Gam-
betta was not a soldier, he cannot be com-
pared with Napoleon, but in character and
career he resembles Mirabeau here and
Danton there in several important respects,
Like Mirabeau he seemed a born leader of
a tumultuous, revolutionary assembly, im-
patient of control, and with a turn for des-
perate measures. Mirabeau’s supremacy
in  the conmstituent assembly was
mever - disputed, thongh it might
have been - had he lived longer ;
nay, he might even have gone to
the block ‘as did Camille Desmonlins, Dan-
ton, Robespierre, and others, who in turn
guided the popular whirlwind until their
time came to be swept away, as others had
been before them. To Mirabeau death came
when he was at his apparent culmination ;
whether his star would have declined had
he lived a few years longer it were bootless
to inquire. What history does record is
that he died without a rival to dispute with
him the foremost place in the assembly
which he almost ruled. And at that time
the control of the revolutionary constituent
assembly was the control of France.
_As the apostle of war against enemies

/ abroad, Gambetta will remain the special par,
allel of Danton in French history. Whena
Prussian army, invading France in
order to secure the throne, was
almost threatening Paris, and when
the whole assembly seemed para-
lyzed with terror, Danton’s gigantic force
and courage turned the tide and roused the
timorows to action. It was boldness, he
said, that was wanted, not sutmission,
“De Uaudace, et encore de laudace, et
toujours de l'audace.” To dare and to be
bold, again and always, were the words
which, pronounced by Danton Tn a voice of
thunder, infused courage into the waverers
at the critical moment.  For his spirit of
resistance to foreign foes, and for his power
of communicating that spirit to others,
Gambetta may certainly take his place
beside Danton in French history,

Mirabeau was an aristocrat born, but
from his youth up he refused to be bouna
by the traditions of his ‘‘order,” and, to
the horror of his blue-blooded relations, he
became s leader of the people, Gambetta,
like Danton, sprung from the ranks, and—
another parallel—both were lawyers. All
three were alike in this, that they put mor-
ality at defiance and lived lives of reckless
indulgence. Both Mirabeau and Danton

_ died young in consequence, but the guillo-
tine saved all trouble of enquiry as to Dun.
ton’s health. Dauton had scarce ever any
opportunmity of doing better, but Mirabeau
through high connections, and Gambetta
through his own wealth and wealthy con-
nections besides might have done better,
had they been so disposed. On the whole,
and while allowing for some very strong
points of resemblance between (ambetta
and Danton, it seems likely that in the
history which is yet to be written Gambetta
will be bracketted with Mirabeau, as the
most fitting character which the third revo
lution has Yo show to parallel the first,

copies of the report will be sent abroad, it
is desirable that-the manufacturing inter.
ests of our province should ‘make a good
nhowing as well as the agricultural. Every
industrial centre will be judied largely by
the exhibit it makes, and this depends en-
tirely now on the readiness with which
manufacturers respond to the cirenlar. All
returns of schedules should be mailed in
time to reach the bureau not later than the
15th inst.
