The city is
well provided with accommodation, in fact
better so than any other city in the coun-
try, and therefore there is no reason for
excessive charges, and from all we ean
hear there is not likely tobe any such.

Moses Oates’ Cycle Aghin,

Every one is talking about the cold dip
which set in yesterday morning, and no
doubt brought frost last night to the
greater part of this province. In noticing
on April 8 the predictions of Moses Oates
on the general character of the spring and
carly summer, the present cold wave was
pointed out as very probable, and as
merely the recurrence, at comparatively
regular periods, of a sudden depression of
temperature, followed by a gradmal in-
crease of heat for several weeks. This
remarkable cycle was noticed last autumn,
and has been very marked- ever since the
beginning of February. Our readers will
remember the sudden and very marked cold
dips of Febrnary 27, March 28 -and April
29—now we have another—May 28. The
warmest part of the cycle has generally
occurred after the twentieth of the month,

. and there is, therefore, some reason to
think that the third week of June will, in
pursuance of this program, be remarkably
warm, The weather prophet has cer-
tainly scored a success on the cycle
which he detected months ago. That
the cold dip is on us at present is rather
fortunate than otherwise.. Not unfre-
quently the last frost of the season in the
nigher levels of Ontario occurs in the first
or second week of June, when the grain
crops are at a critical stage. But the dip
should be over this year before that stage
is reached, and its repetition need not be
leoked for till ‘the end of June, when the
season is too far advanced for hoar frost to
occur. The season has been dry, but' not
too much so, and the fact favors the ex-
pectation ot generally fine weather for
some time to come, There is every hope,
therefore, that the wheat crop, escaping
injury from frost and rain, will recover in
large measure from the bad condition in
which winter left it in several important
wheat districts of the province, On the
whole, the outlook is cheerful, even if
the sunny side of the street is eagerly
courted,

' Provimneial Toryism.
John Maclean in the Week.

The question as to the limits of dominion
lnd'provinchl powers, respectively, is un-
doubtedly the ome that more than any
other mow engages public attention in
Canada:’ A few years ago the issue be-
tween protection and free trade stood at
the front, and on that issue alone a change
of government was ordered by a large
majority of the popular vote. But it has
gone somewhat to the background since,
not because .its intrinsic importance is
counted any the less, but chiefly because of
a prevailing, belief that if is practically
settled—for Canada. This belief will
probably turn out a mistaken one, the faot
being that Canada is so much weighed
1] y old country influences—political,
financial, soeial and literary—that onr free
traders here have always a solid stronghold
of English opinion for their base of opera-
tions, and will ever and anon be encour-
aged to renew the fight. The fight for the
establishment of a Canadian Pacific rail-
way is' practically over, though the ques-
tion as to government control over all
railways is still to -be disposed of. It so
happens that at the present time the ques-
tion asto what provincial rights are or
should be is the most absorbing one of all
before the people of Canada.

In the discussion of this question,so far,
the view has been strongly advanced, and
widely accepted too—that there exists a
natural and n ~ alliance between
toryism and thm dominion position
on one hand, and between - liberalism
and extreme provincial position on the
other. "It is probable that a considerable
majority of the people in Ontario, at all
events,fully believe that,whileit is and must
be conservative policy to exaggerate the
powers of the dominion, it is and must be
liberal policy to push to the utmost the
powers of the provinces. Now, this is a
profound mistake, having its origin in a re-
markable misreading of history, or oftener,
perhaps, in no reading of history at all.

Itis an utter mistake to suppose, as
some do, that the famous little States of
ancient Greece were republics, in the mod-
ern acceptation of the term. They were in
reality slaveholding aristocracies, in which
the working bees of the hive—the large
majority of the wholew~had no rights that
their masters were bound to respect. They
carried provincialism to the length of

subjugation by Philip of Macedon, There
was no king in Athens or Sparta; only
what our North American Indians might

call & war chief; as the occasion demanded.
Gillies in his history teaches that classic
Greece fell for want of a king; but he
would have been nearer the truth had he
said that Athens and Sparta fell victims to
the craze for provincial rights and pro-
vincial toryism. The Greeks had their
heads so full of the local parliament idea
that they failed to realize the idea of
Greece as a nation. It may truly enough
be said, applying a new designation to a
fact of ancient history, that classic Greece
fell for want of a national policy—becanse
the Greeks thought too much of the pro-
vince and too little of the nation.

The great French revolution burst the
fetters under which continental Europe
had been bound for centuries. The revolu-
tionists were not always friends of liberty,
and some of their atrocious deeds well
justified the remark that * revolutions are
not made with rose-water.,” But the poli-
tical earthquake of that time gave to the
“old feudal toryism a shock from which it
will never fully recover ; and the net re-
sult is a gain to the cause of human liberty
the world over. One most remarkable
thing there is to be observed in the history
of France during that period. While dif-
fering seriously on many other points, the
good and the bad among the revolutionists
agreed in making war against provincial
rights, and in rendering the national au-
thority supreme over all. They bclieved
that provincial toryism was and must con-
tinue to be bitterly opposed to the repub-
lic, and one of their most important acts
was to blot out the very names of the prov
inces, and to substitute new territorial
names of departments instead. The tory
historian, Alison, calls this radical tyranny,
and so it unquestionably was from his point
of view, But from their point of view—that
of the safety of the republic—they were
just as unquestionably in the right, as was
seen in the desperate resistance maintained
for a time by the royalists of La Vendee,
who would have none of the republic, and
fought to restore the monarchy and the
aristocracy. All the old provincial bodies
were abolished by the revolutionists, for
thoe plain reason that they were nearly all
hot- of toryism, and opposed to the
revolution.

Whathas been at the bottom of all the
Carlist agitations and wars that have dis-
tracted Spain during half a century .and
more? This, namely—the existence in
the Basque provinces of a race of hardy
mountaineers, half soldiers and half brig-
ands, who' are determinedly opposed to
liberal government of any kind, and who,
if they could, would speedily put some
Don Carlos or-other on the throne, against
the wishes of the great majority of Span-
iards—in fact of the nation. These moun
taineers arc clamorers for provincial
rights gwhich were granted them
long ago by ‘the Spanish kings,
as & means of keeping them quiet,
These provincial rights consisted mainly of
certain exemptions from taxation, and from
regular military service, the granting of
which to them was an injustice to all
Spaniards bLesides. In this case, asin
many others, it was the tory provinces
against the liberal nation—or’ the pation
that would beliberal to the extent that its
circumstances might permit.

These few recollections of history may
for the present suffice to pause to
those who think that it is and must neces-
sarily be true liberalism to susbain ex-
treme views ot provincial rights, and that
defenders of national riﬁhh and powers
must be tories. Precisely the reverse of
this is the solemn truth of the ‘matter, as
will very clearly appear ere confederation
has completed its swenty-fifth year—its
first quarter of a centurlﬂ; The situation
in Ontario, which has blinded the eyes of
many, is not according to the rule (g_hin-
tory; but is a mere temporary exception—
a r{emlt of wcideggl'. and circum-
stance.

the eye cannot see it, the ear cannot dis-
cern it® A dog could understand a man,
but only to the extent in whiek the do;
nature existed in the man, Flowers an
animals lived and grew in certain climates
by adaptation tocircumstances. The cactus
did not grow in sand because God made the
leaves of it oisterns to supply it with
moisture in the dry soil, but because it was
probably the only kind of plant that would
grow in sand. ' He was of ‘the belief that
God did not create things individually but
collectively by means of a huge machine.
He contended that the ‘'man who made a
gun stock from the rough wood by hand
had not the eye of shape to the extent that
the man had who made a machine which
would turn out 200 gun stocks, all perfect,
in the same time. All men could make
great changes by a wise use of natural law.
Ships are drivén to and fro by the winds,
not by avoiding natural law, but by using
it.

In regard to prayer he said thatas it wes
generally employed it simply meant beg
ging. He said prayer was communion
with God, an exchange of thonght, of feel
ing. It is the outpouring of love, of grati-
titude, of thanksgiving, of trust—it is not
miserable trailingzafter God in ‘4 beggarly
manner. God did not make the world
perfect at the beginning, - He took matter
and so impressed it with divine knowledge
by a process of change that by passing
through the different stages it at last be-
comes perfect.

He said that the most bideous and blas-
phemous error that could possibly be con-
ceived of is the theory that God 1s punish-
ing through the countless ages from the
time of Adam for the sin committed by
Adam in the beginning. * This theory . he
termed. as false and damnable. He did not
helieve the bible to be inspired, the book
did not come from God, The bible is the
record of the inspiration of God of the
human race, In regerd tosin he said:it
was violation of the law, hut violation of
the” law was/ not always sin. = To know
what is wrong and purposely do it is sin,
He said there would be a great deal more
harmony in the different sects and churches
if there was lessselfishness. He concluded
his eloquent lecture which was listened to
throughout with intense interest, by say-
ing that the hope of life heyond was some-
thing to look forward to with joy. n

Mr. Bunting of the Mail sails for Eng-

land on Saturday,
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With the Scott Act—These Who Say Busi-
ness Has Falien Off—The Drammers
Shun the Town,

Fhe most flourishing village in the coun-
ty of Halton is Georgetown, about thirty
miles from Toronto. Although lying en-
tirely inland, without even a river of re-
spectable dimensions, its scenery is as
romantic as any in the province, Itis also
quite a manufacturing centre as it contains
the large paper mill of Barber Bros. When
The World reporter visited Georgetown
on Monday, besides the beauty of the
place, he was struck with the amount of
business done there as compared with other
places in Halton, yet he found the major-
ity of the peoplecomplaining of hard times.
This state of affairs is invariably attributed
to the Scott act. Some of the people who
were called upon refused to give any opin-
ion for publication, assigning as a reason
that if they did they would be boycotted
by those holding opposite views. But the
following gentlemen spoke out without re-
servation, as follows :

W. Michie, farmer, was asked if there is
a tendency on the part of his brother far-
mers to go to places outside of the county

to do business rather than come to George-
town. He said there is; that the most of

farmers like a glass of liquor when they go |’

out and they can’t get it in Georgetown
unless they *‘ know the ropes.”

W. T. Jackson, merchant, thinks the
act is a failure becanse it has not put a
stop to drinking and destroys trade. But
it would be a good thing if enforced
throughout the prevince,

Dr, Freeman thinks that the hotelkeep-
ers should be indemnified for the_loss they
sustain through the enforcement of such a
measure. Not only is their business taken
from them, but the value of their property
falls off. 1t has an injurious effect upon
business, but yet liquor is to be had. One
way is to get it through the doctors, and
this converts a doctor’s office into a bar-
room. It also places the physician in a
delicate position, but he has no optiomn
in the matter, for if he does
not prescribe liquor for his patients
when they want it lhe will lose them.

A. D. Thompson, merchant, says his
business has increased since the enforce-
ment of the act. He endorses it in every
particular and thinks it will be: much
better for all parties when it is enforced in
the neighbering counties.

Macailum & Watson, wko keep a liv-
ery stable, say that in two years their re-
ceipts have fallen off one~h&lz

1eo0. Morrow, druggist, has an interest-
ing story te tell. t year he had a
license to sell liguor, and upon one ocea-
sion received an order from a doctor pre-
scribing a quantity of liquor for a patient
with the words: ‘‘Repeat the treatment
if necessary.” This he did. He was
“pulled” by. the inspector and fined $50
and costs, He has since taken legaladvice
on the matter and finds that he did per
feotly right in filling the order as he did.
This point will in all probability be tested
before long.

Thomas Wittaker, hardware merchant,
says it is ridieulous to try to enforce such
a measure in ome small county. It can
never be successful until made provincial.
The trials for violations of the act are
nurseries of . perjury and sin. It has not
checked drinking, for liquor can be got in
other places if not here. This opinion was
endorsed by D, Reid, merchant,

Georgetown people say that travelers
seem to-shun.the village since the enforge-
ment of the act. Commercial men coming
o the
at a time will not remain there over night,
but prefer going to Brampton and return-
ing in the morning. Brampton merchants
offer to pay the railway fare of any party
in Georgetown who will cometo the former
place and buy $5 worth of goods. When
the act came in force two years ago there
were four dry goods stores in Georgetown,
each one had a tailoring establishment in
connection with it, and a large number of
hands eraployed. . Now there are only two
dry goods stores and one tailor shop, with
half the number of hands employed in
each, Consequently when a merchant
say His business has increased, his state-
ment must be taken in the light of the fact
that he has much less opposition to con-
