The substance of the report of the brib­

ery commission, of Vice-Chancellor Proud - 
foot and Judge Senkler, presented to the 
legislature yesterday, is that there was a 
plot to overturn the Mowat government by 
means of bribing some of their supporters 
in the house to vote against them, and that 
Ctriistopher Budtmg, Edward Meek, 
Joahua A, Wilkinson, F. A. Kirkli id and 
Stimson, alias Lynch, were principals in 
tke nefarious undertaking. The ooi icrva- 
tive papers may deny it until they are 
black in the face, hut it is none tin less 
true that sueh a plot existed, and that the 
men indicated were its promoters. The 
record of these men has been in harmony 
with their disreputable act : they have 
been party hacks and party tools for years 
and were commonly known as such. 
Furthermore, if anything was needed to 
clinch the conviction it ia found in the 
ravings of the Mail newspaper, which 
haa used columns upon columns of 
its space in attempts at whitewashing 
these men, among whom was its reputed 
managing editor. Still more disreputable 
was the attempt of 'that paper to turn 
public attention toward Mr. Mowat and 
his colleagues ss the real conspirators. The 
duty of the conservative party ia to throw 
these men out, not defend them, and Mr. 
Meredith is doing himself no good by being 
too anxious over their fate. The great 
balk of the conservative party was at least 
ignorant of the plot, and this great major­
ity ought to be honest enough, powerful 
enough, to eompel Mr. Bunting to take a 
back seat. He was caught red-handed, 
convicted of conspiracy and bribery, and 
all the articles that the Mail may choose to 
publish will not save him from the disgrace 
tha^ his conduct has brought upon him.

The Anglo-Italien Alliance.
We know not what view Dr. Wild’s 

prophetic soul may take of this Anglo- 
Italian alliance, or to what extent the 
future of the lost tribes may be involved

Russia and France are not to be permitted

' wooed first the third Napoleon, next Bis­
marck, and now it is Gladstone. Thank's 

to their diplomacy Italy has become no 
despicable factor in European politics. 
She has a respectable navy, a considerable 

C army and some prestige. There is no power 
to whom she could be so useful, or that 
could help her so much, as Great Britain. 
Italy is strong enough to be ot greatVhelp 
in solving the Egyptian problem, but not 

powerful enough to be dangerous when the 
spoils are being divided. Italy’s contiguity 
to Egypt, and the step that she has already 
taken in that direction, suggest the sur­
mise that perhaps Mr. Gladstone’s prom­
ised withdrawal from the Nile may be fol­
lowed by an Italian occupation, with 
England’s consent of course. This idea 
may seem far-fetched, but stranger things 
have hsppened. Such an occupation 
would relieve the British government of 
one f th-ic perplexities, and would open 
up o 1 ., a ti 1 of ^activity that she long 
has sought.. ./hat with the straits of 
Gibraltar at one end, the Suez canal at the 
other, and the Italian boot between the 
two, the Mediterranean is an Anglo- 
Italian lake, and there is no power on 
earth can say the twain nay upon its shores.

A classification of the calls for books 
shows fiction to be in greatest demand, 
the table being as follows: Fiction 125,632, 
natural science and mathematics 2069, po 
litical and medical science' 1826, theology 
395, arts 2471, general literary works 
6346, geography and travel 6676, history 
4126, biography 4323, poetry and drama 
1352, periodicals 4563, juveniles 16,104, 
reference books 3623; total 179,506.
