Serious Danmage Done to Copp Bros.’ Ese
tnblishment ut Hamiiton,

HamivroN, May 6.—A fire broke out
between 8 and 9 o'clock this morning in the
nickel-plating department of Copp Bros,’
foundry. There was a lack of water and
the flames spread with remarkable rapidity
until  the building (three stories, one of
which was devoted to patterns) where they
originated was entirely destroyed.

The Ontario Creamery Convention re-
sumed business yesterday foremoon. The
first paper read was by Prof. J. W, Robert~
son on the Care of Miik, : milk was
to be obtained, cows must have access to
good water, and plenty of it, They should
also have a certain amount of sals, Salt
had » tendency to make the milk aweet and
healthful, -~ Both - rock and ° granulated
salt ' was - recommended, In - the
handling of milk, %0 to aspeak, a
great many people handled it with wet
hands, ‘Now, every practical busters
maker knew and should advocate the proper
system—with dry hands, If these prelim-
inaries were properly ebserved shere would
be little or ne danger of the milk spoiling,
Too much care could not be taken to protect
the milk from atmospheric impurities, The
milking “should never be done in' a barn
yard,~lpaded ‘as these yards are with im.
purities, Provision should aleo be made for
the ventilation of milk after setting. All
creameries retained a certain amount
of impurities,” ‘and these impurities
should always be thoroughly carried off.
Several different kinds of floors were in use
~the brick, pine, maple woed and others.
Maple wood was probably the best, but this
was an open question,

Germany was greatly in advance in these
matters, The Middlesex ° Agricultural
Council was taking the matter in band and
had sent to ‘Germany for the necessary
instruments, All the  existing methods
shonld be tested in order to ascertain which
correaponded with chemical analyses, It
made little difference whether the per-
oen! of butter or of fat were ad as
the standard, In either case justice would
be done to patrons, The fat standard
could be adopted for cheese as well
as for milkk Milk rich in fat
was also rich in total seolids, If these
methods were used, and compared with
German standards, practical good would
result.

As this point a resolution was pus and
oarried to the effect that a committee be
appointed to investigate and report the
most acourate and practical mode of testing
the quality and value of cream supplied by
patrons of our dreameries.

In the afternoon Mr. Moyer addressed
the members on Creamery Buildings, He
stated that cream factories should be built
as much underground as possible, No better
meshod of keeping butter pure could be
devised than the underground plan.
