NaeANEe, Ont., Jan. 3.—The arrest of
the three men, Barney King, John Davern
and Thomas Whalen, on a charge of being
concerned in the murder of Angus McLeod
on the night of Sept. 13 last, has caused
intense excitement in the town. On the
night in question McLeod surprised a
burglar in the act of robbing his hounse.
The intruder at once fired at- Mcleod, who
fell dead. Mrs. MgLeod, who had ‘also
risen, ran to the window and, opening 1t to
shout for help, saw a man running
Her description of the man tallied with
that of Barpey King, a dissolute tailor,
who had for a nuinber of years made his
home in Napanes and worked at his trade
in several establishments in the town, and
who was known to be about the town on
she day before the murder. On the morn-
ing of the day following the crime he dis-
appeared. - His friends professed to know
nothing of his whereabouts, and, when
questioned,; said that all they knew was
that he had gonein search of employment.
In the,summer of 1892 King married a
daughter of Juhn Hayes. In the following
spring his wife died, and—always a heavy
drinker, after this event he drank harder
than ever.

Identificd by Mrs. Mcleod.

Mrs. McLeod states  that she saw King
pass the house the Wednesday preceding
the murder and that her busband spoke to
him. She was all the more positive as to
his identity from the fact that she noticed
that King, whose, wife had died a few
months previously, had removed the band
‘of crape from his hat. Bhe is reported to
have said to her husband at the time,
“Me, why do you speak to a man like
that”> And  he _ replied, ‘‘Magcie,
you know I speak to everybody.”
Friends of King, on the other hand,
deny that he was 1 Napance within thres,

an
claim to be able to prove by the Toronto
hotel register that he was in that city the
day of the murder.. : .

As against this Mrs. McLeod will testify
that on the night -preceding the murder
while shé and her husband were going to
the house of Mrs. Pringie about il p.m., at
the close of the 'missicnary meeting they
were attending, they saw two men under
the trees st what is known as Gilberv's Cor-
‘ner, and the two spen geparated and joyr-
neyed in different directions as though for
tue purpose of avoiding obgervation. Oune
of these is believed to have been King. Mrs.
Cronk,who resides onthe oppositeside of the
road, also saw the two men, one ()Ij whom
was bandling something bright, which she
took for & revolver.  One of these men she
thought was Barney King.

Links In the Chain,

Previous to returniog to Napanee, King
worked in Prescott, and on taking his de-
parture left behind a' mew suit of clothes
and a valise. . On Saturday the domestic in

e employ of ~his former landlord saw a
man going :hrough the lane in the direc-
tion of the ferry. She thought she knew
him, and rubning out recognized Barney
King, who crossed over to Ogdensburg.

Simultaneous with King’s disappearance
The satchel which
he- had left at ‘Prescott was opened
with a view of ascertaining if any
light would be thrown on his movements.
The authorities diséovered more than they
bargained for. ‘A number of letters wore
found from the wife of a respected citizen
of Napsnee, showing that a liaison had
existed for some time between King and
herself, The woman’s mail was watched
and King was finally located at North Bay.
He wrote requesting to know all the news
and a decoy letter was sent to him i
ing that the police were working on
track altogether and there was not the
slightest suspicion against him. As a re-
sult King arrived in Napanee on a treight
train at 2 oclock Monday morning.
Wishin an hour he was lpcked up, and later
Whalen and Davern were taken into cus-

tody.

The Two Accomplices,

Davern, a laborer whose tather is a re-
tired miller, resides in Napanee. o The
prisoner has for sowe time past been’work-
ing about the Grand Trunk depov here. He
is » drunken character and of not much ac-
count, it issaid. Heis unmarried.

Thomas Whalen, whose father is a re-
spectable man, lives just outeide the cor-
poration of Napanee. He was at home for
about a month before'the murder, although
for eight years before that he had been liv-
ing over the border: He is a big, burly
man, weighing about 200 pounds, unmarried
and about 27 years of age.

What connecgion the latter two men have
with the case will be developed at the pre-
liminary examination nexv Monday and
Buaesday. \‘ﬁ .

King was apprefiended because of his
sudden disappearance on the morning after
the murder and his very erratic conduct
gince. With respees to the two local men,
Davern and Whalen, he refused to say on
what grounds their'srrest had been made.
«The authorities,” “said he, “hold proofs
which 1 think will be strong enough to con-
vict at least one of the local men, but
which man that is, or what the proofs are,
I decline to say.” No one except the de-
tective who worked_ up the case and the
County Crown ‘Attofhiey has the least idea
of what evidence will be brought to bear in
the cases of tha men Davern and Whalen.

EAST YORK FARMERS' INSTITUTE.

A Dolegation From the Ontario College—
Good Meetings—The Attendunce
Not Large,

The seventh annual mass meeting of the
East York Farmers’ Institute was opened
in the cosy Y.M.C.A. -Hall, East Toronto,
on- Tiesday and continued yesterday.
There was a fair representation of the
members present, but not nearly so many

farmers were on hand as should take ad-
vantage of these very useful meetings.

Mr. L. Kennedy, Vice-President, occu-
pied the chair in the absence of the Presi-
dent. :

The deputation from the Ontario Agri-
cultural College conststed of Prof. Panton,
Guelph; Joseph Yuill, Carleton Place; John
Jackson, Abbingdon, Ont.

The proceedings did not open until
p.m., when Mr. J. Hoyes Panton, M.A.,
Prof. of 'Geology and Natural History,
Ontario Agricultural College, delivered an
interesting and valuable address entitled
LInvisible plants, blights, mildews and
rusts.” The Professor conclusively showed
by charts and argument that all’ these
plants are plants, and that they attack
others of different kinds to the great loss
of the farmer. He told how the farmer
could tiedt these invisible plants.

¢“Should the flocks of Oatario be in-,
creased?” was a valuable paper by Mr. John
Jackson, in which he showed that there
were not enough sheep keptin, Ontario. He
claimed there was no b tter industry for
the farmers to invest inin a small way. A
great deal of weight ought to be attached
to Mr. Jackson’s opinion, as he was one of
the most successful exhibitors at the
World’s Fair, Chicago.

“The (are and Management of Dairy
Cattle,” by Mr. Joseph Yuill, another
successin] exhibitor 2t the World’s Fair,
was a very practical address. e described
Low he handled his cattle and the success
he had in the business. "

The afternoon’s meeting was brought to
a close by a valuable paper by Mr. Joseph
Armstrong, entitledy ‘“Education of Farm-
ers’ Sons,” after which the meeting ad-
journed until the evening.

Tuesday Evening.

A better attendance was on hand in the
evening and the speakers received good at-
tention. Reeve Stephenson ocoupiad the
chair.

“Agricultural Science in Public Schools”

was .another splendid address by Prof.
Panton, who recommended teaching agri-
cultural science in our public schools.

«“Hard Times” was the title of an address
delivered by Mr. Levi E. Anms, in which
he showed the debt ot Canada and
the enormous amount it cost-to govern
our country. The farmers, he claimed,
should do something toward cheaper legis-
lation. ]

“What we sh%\lld teach our sons and
daughters,” was ah interesting and hamor-
ous address by John Yuill, recommending
farmers sending all their boys to the 0.A.C.
that are intended for farmers.

““Spare Moments” was the title chosen
for an address by James Ley. He was at-
tentively listened to and gave the members
many points to ponder on.

The speecnes were interspersed with
voeal and instrumental music. ‘“The Maple
Leaf,” a song by Prof. Wiggins, was well
rendered. Piano solos, etc., by Prof.
Wiggins, were highly appreciated.

Revs. Johnson and Langford also ad-
dressed the members.

Wednesday's Meeting.

The meeting opened at 10.20 a.m. yester-
day.- In vhe absence of the president, Mr.
L. Kennedy, vice-president, delivered the
president’s address, in which He gavea
very full account of the workigg of the
association and showed that the institute
was in a thriving condition.

¢The Care and Management of Manure”
was an address by Mr. John Yuill. He
strongly recommended surface manuring.
The address was discussed by the mem-
bers.

“External Animal Parasites” was an ad-
dress by Prof. Panton, in which he describ-
ed the various vermin which annoy domestic
animals, and also described how to prevent
and exterminate the various parasites.

Afternoon Meeting,

The President took the chair.

Mr. W. J. Haycroft read a- splendid
paper, entitled *‘Economy on the Farm,”
in which he regretteg the low price of agri-
cultaral products ajid thought if there were
fewer middle men the country would be
better for the farmer.

Mr. John Jackson,on “‘Care and Manage-
ment of the Flock to‘Make iv Profitable,”
gaid the profits of the flock depend a good
deal on the care the animals receive.
Breeding ewes should not be highly fed
and should have a day house and dry bed.
As soon as lambs are old enough to feed
there should be a yard prepared where the
lambs.can be fed. The lambs should be

closely culled off every fall, only the best
being kept on the farm. He believed sheep |
farming exclusively would be profitable.
Roots can be fed in a small quantity.

Mr. J. Yuill spoke on “Underdraining,”!
showing (1) why land requires draining; |
(2) how to know when land requires drain-
ing; (3) how to construct drains; (4) cost of
draining; (5) benefits to be derived from
draining; (6) how long drains last.  Alto-
gether.it was a very practical aund instruc-
tive address,

. Prof. Panton illustrated with charts the
different kinds of appliances used for spray-
ing, also the uses and abuses of spraying.
He described the best solutions to use in
spraying and how it~should be applied, and
strongly advised spraying. saying that pre-
vention is better than cure.

A vote of thanks was unanimously ten-
dered the delegation for their very full and
instructive addresses.

THE ENGLISH-HEIR SWINDLE

WILLIAM LORD MOORE CAUGHT AT
LAST.

His International Swindling Operations
Net Him $60,000—He Had Hundreds
of Vietins and in Many Instances
Exaoted s Double Fee—One of the
Most Accomplished Rogues Known.

New York, Jan, 3.—Two Scotland Yard
detectives, Inspectors Frank Cassel Froest
and William Tarrell, are at the Gilsey
House. They came tfrom England to testify
against one of the most accomplished swind-
lers who ever made New York hisfi eld of
operations. The rogue has worked under
80 many names that it is hard to identiiy
him. but he became notorious in London as
William Lord Moore after having fled trom
New York under the name of E. Ross. His
real name is Frederick Attryde Howlett.
He was born in Gibraltar Court, Borrough-
road, London, his father, who was an officer
on the London police force, being now alive
in England.

Worked on Both Sides the Atlantic;

Howlett, under the name ot G. Frederick
Burgoyne Howard, has been on trial for
some weeks & Jackson, Tenn.  His game
was the old otle known to the police as the
English heif swindle, and he has
worked it on both sides of the
Atlantic. By means of advertisements
widely published, as well as by mailed
circulars, he would come into communica-
tion with simple-minded individuals in the
small towns and hamlets of this country.
He persuaded these persons, to the number
of thousands, that they were heirs to estates
lying unclaimed 1n the British Court of
Chancery or to vast sums, never less
than a million dollars, awaiting their call
in the Bank of England. For sums rang-
ing from $25 to §50 he agreed to act as
their counsel in recovering the estates, the
money, he said, to pay the costs and his
fee not to be paid until the claimants were
placed in possession of their alleged pro-
perty.

A Most Profitable Swindle,

Absurd as such a proposition seems to
anyone acquainted with the rudiments of
the English judicial system it is neverthe-
less a fact that this is one of the most pro-
fitable swindles ever devised, standing next
in rank to the green goods game. 'Theonly
wealg point in the English heir swindle is
thay/ occasionally one of: the victims has
intelligence enough to report to the authori-
ties, and then the swindler has to clear out.

An Extraordinary Man,

Howlett, who was frightened out of Eng-
land by the two §eotland Yard men now at
the Gilsey House,1s of no ordinary capacity.
He was ordained a minister and the degree
of D.D. was conierred upon him by the
University of Alabama. He was also ad-
mitted to the bar and hes acted as his own
leading counsel in the trial, being assisted
by two able lawyers, who, it is agreed, are
not 1n it as regards eloquence and legal
acumen with their client. Howlett has
been brought to the bar by the United
States Government, which subpenaed the
twosScotland Yard officers as witnesses.
The trial has taken place before Judge
E. S. Haminond in the United) States
00th at Jackson, Tenn.

“European Olaim Ageney.”

Howlett, who was posing as the Presi-
dent of the Gulf and Tennessee Railway
Company at the time of bis arrest, was
formerly pastor of a Baptist church in
Jackson, and married Miss Lizzie Hughes
there, daughter of a well-known citizen.
It was in June, 1890, that he turned up in
New York city, and at No. 227 Grand-
street opened ‘“The European Claim
Agency.” This, it is believed, was his first
attempt to work the English-heir swindle
upon a large scale. Business seemed to
prosper, and in August, 1890, he moved
.1nto larger quarters in the Morgan building
at No. 24 Stone-street, representing himself
as E/ Ross.  He was burned out there the
following Jannary and moved to the MMer-
chants’ Building, at Nos.” 2 and 4 Stone-
strect, and trom there moved to Nos. 68
and 70 University-place, where he did a
flourishing business until exposure drove
him to cover. .

Duped His Victims Twice,

In the following September he pretended
to die, in reality going to England, wherg
he turned up under the name of William
Lord Moore. The postmaster ia this city,
who-had long been suspicious that the
agency was a swindle, was requested to re-
torn all letters to the writers. At the
same time Howlett wrote to these people
from England, pretending to bs another
person and saying that he would conduct
their cases. In this way he got a double
fee out of his victime,

At the time of hisarrest he was extieavor-
ing to extract a third fee from' the same
people, having notified them that if they
would communicate with G. . B. Howard,
President of the Guli dnd 'l'ennessee Rail-
road, who had just returned from Ecgland,
they would hear of something to their ad-
vauntage.

Letter-carrier Joseph F. Buchanan of
Station P. in the Produce Exchange, this
city, identified Howlett as the man Ross
to whom he had delivered mail "here. He
was likewise identified as Frederick Hulevt.
Frederick Howard, Felix Howard, A. Good-
fellow and Joseph - Ledger, having passed
under all of these names. He is described
as a fine-looking man, weighing more than
200 pounds, with easy manners and a plau-
sible tongue. He looks like an Englishman,
but speaks with an American accent.
Since 1890, when he engaged in the Eng-
lish-heir swindle, he is believed to have
received over $60,000 from his Yictims,
Thirty-seven States were représefited by
victims of the swindle who testified at the
trial.

General.as the perscnal representative of
the sovereign, and they are not re-
ferred to council for advice, as are other
petitiona, but to the Minister of Justice as
Attorney-General for the Dominion for an
opinion, which is acted on by His Ix-
cellency without any Feference to council.
The petition in question has been referred
to Sir John Thompson, as Attorney-Gea-
eral, in the usual maunner, bat it cannot be
learned whether any opinion on the matter
has yet been . given. It is quite possible
that in view of the application of Messra.
McGreevy and Connolly’s counsel now
pending before the court in Toronto, Sir
John Thompson may not think it advisable
to offer any opinion until after the court
has decided on the application now before
it.

A DOZEN CADETS EXECOTED

B

BECAUSE SUSPECTED OF TREASON
BY PEIXO0TO.

A Reign of Terror il Brazil—Martial Law
in Pernambuco — The Half-Breed In-
dian Soldiers Tyrannize she Populaes,
Loot the Dwellings and Assault
Women—Regulars and Militia Fight,

Nzw Yorg, Jan, 3.—According to Capt.
C. B. Anderson of the British steamship
Portuguese Prince, which arrived yesterday
from Brazil, 12 naval / cadets of the guard-
ship Parahyba were shot at Pernambuco by
Peixoto’s soldiers on Nov. 29. The cadets
were accused of  couspiring to turn the
guardship over to = Admiral Mello.
They  were  arrested at  night,
and were shot at dawn on the
plaza. The young men were es-
corted to the plaza by a platoon of soldiers.
They were blindfolded with handkerchiefs.
At the first volley seven cadets fell. Qne of
the wounded boys started to run, He was
killed with his comrades who had not suc-
The people were
much frightened by the execution.

Arrival of the Aurora,

Captain Anderson says that the gunboat
Aurora, purchased by Peixoto’s Govern-
ment for $75,000, arrived at Pernambuco
on Nov. 25, She came out in charge ot an
English crew; and was delivered to the
Government. Two hundred men from Rio
took charge of her. An offer of $§10 & day
per man was made to the Englishmen in
charge of the gunsto induce them to re-
main, but it was refused, and the men re-
turned to England. The only other ship of
war in Pernambuco harbor was the gunard-
ship Parahyba.

Shot the Uonductor, Who Asked Hym to
Stand.

Martial law was-strictly enforced in Per>
nambuco, and no discussion of a. political
nature was heard. During the stay in pors
of the Portuguese Prince, Capt. Anderson
saw a street car conductor shov and in-
stantly killed by a soldier because the con-
ductor requested the soldier to stand and
Zive his seat to a passenger who had paid
fare. The soldier was not brought to ac-
count. :

Ninety Shot In a Military Dispute.

The British steamship Basuto, which
sailed from Rio on Dec. 6, was 23 days in
the harbor. Capt. Richards says that most
of the soldiers of Peixoto are half-breed
Indians. They are much dreaded by
respectable folks, over whom they tyran-
nize, Only the garrisons of the Rio forts
are made up of regular soldiers. Capt.
Richards says the loyalty ot the regulars
was suspected, end the Governmens decided
to replace the regular pickets with National
Guardsmen. The regulars resented this,
and there was a fight between them and the
militia, which is reported to have resulted
in the killing of about 90 men. 5

The particularsot the affaif only leaked
out lately, as every effort was made t0 hush
it up.

An Objoctionable Editor “Removed.”

Capt. Richards says the officers
and men of the rebel Admiral’s
fleet are of the better class, Every
shi{» captain is treated with courtesy,
band a launch is sent alongside to advise him
where to anehor, so ha may run the least
risk. The press is muzzled, and at Per-
nambuco two men, one an editor, were shot
for expressing opinions objectionable to the
Government.

THE INCOME TAX OPPOSED,

A Duty on Sugar, Coal and Iron Ore
Advocated,

WasaixeroN, Jan, 3.—Now that the
Demoeratic majority of Ways and Means
Committee has settled the question of the
imposition of an individual income tax in
the affirmative, there is much speculation
as to how the report will be received by the
Democratic mujority in the House.

The action of the committee will be
bitterly opposed by a considerable number
of Democratic representatives, though
whether this opposition will go further
than outspoken declarations in caucus can-
not be foretold.

Perhaps the most formidable element “of
opposition is that consisting of the advo-
cates of duties on sugar and coal and iron
ore.

Representative Oates, heretofore a strict
dizciplinarian in party matters, 18 out to-
day in a letter taking issue with the Wilson
Biil and declaring for a duty on sugar and
against free coal and iron ore.

Nearly all of the members who have
cherished a hope that they might secure 1n
the caucus or in the House itself an increase
of the duty in which commodity their dis-
tricts are particulatly interested see in the
incoms tax proposition the agency that will
destrgy their hopes.

Add to these the representatives, notably
those from New York and other great fin-
ancial centres, who oppose the income tax
because of its anticipated far-reaching poli-
tical effects, and also the strong Democratic
contingent that stands with the Adminis-
tration on all questions, and it is apparent
that the mojority of the Ways and Means
Committee has before it a most difficult
task.

Blf\,nd'l Seigniorace Scheme,

In order to make the Seigniorage avail-
able Chairman Bland of the House Coinage
Committee has introduced a bill to make
the seigniorage silver in the Treasury im-
mediately available by issuing certificates
against it and then coining the silver as
rapidly as possible.

DREAD CANADIAN COMPETITION.

A Stubborm Fight Against Our Lumber
and Implements,

W ASHINGTON, Jan. 3.—Enemies of the
free trade portions of the new tariff biil
arrived here in great numbers this morning
on the re-convening of Congress,

In addition to those fighting against the
free entry of Canadian lumber American
manufacturers of farm implements are here
also with a big lobby to protest against the
passage of the bill in its present shape.

They are making every effort to show
that the free admission ot farm implemeunts
mantfactured by Canadian firms would
mean the annibilation of the American fac-
tories.

It is urged by them that lower rates of
wages are paid in Canada than in the United
States, and they claim they could not bope
to compete on equal terms with the Cana-
dians.

The general debate on the bill wil, it is
thought, begin about next Monday.

But The Times Thinks That the COycle of
Depression Which ¥ollowed the Bar-
ing Collapse is Now Showing Signs of
Exhaustion—The Thunderer’s Review
ofthe Year,

Loxpox, Jan. 4,—Ina review of English
trade in 1893 The Times asserts that the
year has been a more trying ome than any
year in the decade, It recalls the lock-out
in the Lancaster cotton district, the strike
of the dock laborers at Hull, the
lock-ous in the Midland coal fields
and the attendant strikes in: the
coal fields of South Wales and
Scotland. Theseall dislocated trade, which
was further disturbed by the long series of
bank failures in Australia, by the depres-
gion in American railway stocks and by
home investment troubles. These depleted
incomes and forced economy on large num-
bers of the English people.

Increased Foreign Competition,

In addition, manufacturers and traders
have had to meet increased foreign compe-
tition. The inherent conditions of trade
have been generally sound, and remain so.
What is now lacking is confidence and
stability of affairs abroad. In America the
situation is clearing and there is likely to
be a revival of trade. If uncertainty in
Brazil and Argentina were removed the de-
ferred shipments to vhose countries would
stimulate trade in England.

The Indian financial situation may be the
retarding element and remain so until the

HALF.A MILLION LOST BY-FIRE.

Toledo ! Visited by the Mest Disastrous
Conflagration in Its History—De-
troit Also a Vietim, F

ToLepo, Ohio, Jan. 3.—After enjoying
immunity from disastrous fires for about
10 years, Toledo - to night experienced the
worst conflagration in the history of the
city.

At 10 minutes before 6 o’clock flames were
seen to break from the top story of the
Quale elevator, situated at the corner of
Water and Madison-streets and on the river
front. When the firemen arrived the flames
had possession of the top story of the great
elevator, Five minutes after the first line
of hose was laid four explosions followed
each other in quick succession and fire
issued from all sides of the building. The
firemen experienced considerable delay in
getting water on the bluze, and betore they
realized the gravity of the situation they
were driven up Madison-street and along
Water-street by the fury of the flames.

Within 15 minutes after the first alarm
was sounded-the elevator of C. A. King &
Co. caught/fire and the heavy wind blowing
from the southeast carried the flames to the
Chamber of Commerce, a seven-story build-
ing, on the southwest corner of Madison
and Water-streets.

At this point, while fighting the flames on
the rear of the Quale elevator,
Captain Frazer of engine Co. No., 1
was struck by a falling timber and pro-
bably fatally injured.

From the Chamber of Commerce the fire
spread to the seven-story building of C. L.
Luce and occupied as ‘a Wonderland and
museum-theatre by Col. J. H. Moore.
Nexv to this building stood the five-story
building occupied by West & Truax,
wholesale druggists.  In an incredibly
short space of time the buildings
were one - mass of flames. In a
northygesterly direction trom the King ele-
vator the fire found its way into the King
block, a four-story building running half
the length of the block between Madison
and Adams-street. This was one of the
oldest structures in the city and proved an
easy victim to the flames, :

Directly across fromn the Chamber of
(ommerce, corner Jefterson and Summit-
streets, stood the Hartford block, four
stories in height and having a frontage of
about 80 feet. This was the first building
on the west side of Summit-street to take
fire from the Chamber of Commerce, and 1n
a comparatively short time it wasa com-
plete wreck inside, but the damage was
from water ouly, as the firemen succeeded
in confining the flames to the cornice of the
building. To the right of the Hartford
building and adjoining stood a three-story
building, which was deluged with water,
and the contents will be a complete loss,
The Josses so far as yet known aggregate
$532,000. The city is now without electric
light, police or fire alarms,

$160,000 Damage at Detroit.

Derroir, Mich., Jan. ' 3.—Fire, which
started at 6 o’clock this evening in the
wholesale drug store of Hinchman & Sons,
located at. 76 and 78 Jefferson-avenue, and
running through to Woodbridge-street,
completely gutted that building and the
fifth floor ot Stanart Bros.” wholesale hard-
ware building, 92 and 94 Woodbridge-
street, and causing a loss of about $160,000.

Economy and Over-Assessment.

The fact that property in Toronto is at
present charged three per cent. for muni-
cipal purposes is the most cogent reason
why a spirit ot ecanomy should be intro-
duced at the City Hall. Mayor Fleming
never made a serious effort to economize.
The public expects that the new adminis-
tration will survey the field and see if
something can’t be done to relieve the bur-
den that the landlord and taxpayer has to
shoulder. The principal and slmost only
business that the aldermen have to attend
to is the spending of the two or three
million of dollars that are snnually collec-
ted from the people. What -Mayor-elect
Kennedy and the aldermen should be speci-
ally concerned about is to see if the city
cannot be better served for the money that
is now spent or equally well, served for less
than it now costs us. The whole business
of the council hinges on an expense account.

Vhen it becomes a questién of Eﬁpitul ex-
penditure for new and f‘impormnb works,
a reference is made '\ to the people,.
and the responsibility “is thus taken
off the shoulders of the council
The council then is a money-spending
machine, The efficiency of the machine
should be judged inversely to the quantity
of raw material consumed, If efficiency is
to characterize the incoming council they
will proceed at once to inquire into the
salary- lists of ‘all tho departments and to
investigate all the other avenues of expense.
A question that has an impertant bearing
on expendityre is that of assessment.
Mayor Fleming is  responsible for
the statement that a great deal of city
property is assessed for from 50 to
70 per cent. more than its actual selling
value, We all know that what he said is
perfectly true. Our wussessment of 150
millions is much too high. Our property
should be rated at its actual selling value,
so that we may know the actual percentage
we are paying in the shape of taxes. Thi§
is another matter that Mayor Fleming

The country at larges should go to
little expense in regard to either of
them, The funds of the university
should not be squandered on the ‘‘aczom-
plishments as long as thers is lack of equip-
ment in the study of biology, chemistry,
geology, physics, astronomy, medicine and
scientific departments generally. The
world standsin need of new ideas. Our
time and resources should be devoted to
this end more than to acquiring an ability
to clothe old ideas in the.garb of different
notions,

Dr. Ryerson and the Ieglstrars,

Editor World: In his letter published
in The World of Dec. 27 Dr. Ryerson-has
made a reference to work in this office
which is misleading and incorrect. In
quoting from an official return for 1892 he
has, no doubt upintentionally, omitted an
important word employed in classifying the
work, and it happens that the omission is
o used as to make it appear that there has
been serious neglect of duty on the part of
certain named registrars, Dr. Ryerson’s
statement is that certain registrars (myself
amongst the number) " “‘have neglected to
copy” s certain large mumber of instru-
ments—in my case the number is said to
have been 378, This is not correct. I re-
ceived to-duy & copy of the return in
question and & glance showed an omission
on the pert of Dr. Ryerson which, when
supplied and explained, puts the matter in
an entirely different light. The column
from which Dr. Ryerson quotes is headed,
“Number of Uncopied and Uncompared
Instruments on Dec. 31, 1892”* By
leaving ‘out the word ‘‘uncompared” Dr.
Ryerson makes it appear that the regis-
trar “‘neglected to copy” the total number
given in the column. As a matter of fact,
in my case the number uncopied was trifling
and not more than could well huve been
avoided, and probably this explanation
would cover all, or nearly all, the ‘other
registry offices alluded to. The number of
instruments uncopied in a registry office at
the end of a year will probably run from 15
to 50, according to the number of registra-
tions made on tire last three or four days ot
the vear. All these will, as a matter of
course, be copied on the first few days of
the next year. Thecopying will necessariiy
be oneé or two days behind the receiving,
and an exceptionally busy week or month
may result in a larger accumuylation, but
this will soon disappear. .

1 may add that the number of instruments
uncopied in this office on Dec. 31, 1892, was
20, The number uncpmpared was 349,
The work of comparing (i.e., reading the
copy made in the registry book with the
original instrument handed in for registra-

tion), though necessary, is comparatively |

unimportant where there are experienced
and accurate copying clerks; and it had
been anllowed to accumulate in the last
quarter of§-the year. The Assistant Pro-
