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The Army Cutworm

Ravages from cutworms mnever
ceagse. Every year some of the com-
moner known kinds devastate garden
and field crops in various parts of
Canada, and in occasional years little
known species become enormously
abundant causing losses of importance
equal to those effected by regularly-
oceurring cutworms.

As a result of such investiga-
gation the Entomological Branch of
the Department of Agriculture has
issued Bulletin No. 13, entitled. "‘The
Army Cutworm,” which has been
prepared by Mr. Strickland.

This bulletin comprising 31 pages
descibes the insect in its various
stages the habits of the cutworms as
well ag the habits of the adult moths
which depesit the eggs from which
the cutworms hatch, the natural en-
emies of the insect, and from the
farmer's standpoint, the most effec-
tive methods of control. These lat-
ter consist of clean summer fallow,
poisoned baits, trap furrows, ete.
The bulletin hag 15 .illustrations,
ghowing the insect in ifs different
ptages, as well as some of its para-

Strawberry jelly may be made of
strawberry juice alone, "if the berries
are only partly ripened; but if' sweet
or fully ripe, red currant juice or
lemon juice in the proportion of a half
cupful of red currant juice or the
juice of & small lemon to a pint of
strained strawberry juice should be
added. To each pint of the mixed
juice aspound of sugaris allowed.
English housewives mhke a delicate
jelly of the berries alone before they
are fully ripe in this way. Put the
carefully picked and cleaned berries
into the preserving kettle over a slow
fire. Crush slightly with a wooden
spoon until the juice flows freely.

FOOLS THE COWS.

Dead Nettle Is Harmiess, but Makes |t-
self Look Dangerous.

In this case the joke's on the cow.
8he’s fooled into the belief that this
Iittle, harmiess plant will bite her. The
plant  helps with the joke by mas-
quergding as a dangerous weed, with
real teeth, whereas it wouldn’t hurt a
flea. This plant is the dead nettle.
One of its cousins, the stinging net-
tle, covers itself with sharp, poisonous
bairs, The cow has learned to avoid
the weed. So the dead nettle makes up
to look lke its cousin, and the cow
"leaves it alone. .

The dead nettle grows .in waste
places all over eastern United States.
It tsn’t as useful as its near relative in
the East Indies and in China, called
ramie. This relative also is harmless
and plays similar jokes, on Chinese
cows and other grazing animals.

But ramie furnishes a vegetable
fiber which is stronger than hemp, as
fine and shiny as silk. It is used in
making cordage and nets, and paper
made from it is used for banknotes.

So when the ramie imitates the sting-
ing nettle it_is protecting itself from
grazing animals so it may grow into
money.
