At a representative meeting of 
the citizens called by the Reeve and 
Council in the Library Board Room 
on Wednesday evening to discuss the 
question of holding an Old Boys’ 
and Girls’ Reunion in Watford dur­
ing the coming summer to commen- 
orate the 60th anniversary of the in­
corporation of the Village, a full 
and frank discussion of the advant­
ages and difficulties to be met, show­
ed that citizens generally were in­
terested to a marked degree.

On being called upon to occupy 
the chair, Reeve W. G. Connolly ex­
plained the purpose of the meeting 
and threw it open for general dis­
cussion.

Practically everyone present ex­
pressed their opinions both pro and 
con; exerpts from a few were gath­
ered as follows:

T. B. Taylor:—“While an Old 
Boys’ Reunion would be an ideal way 
of celebrating our 50th anniversary 
of incorporation, it would be a much 
more difficult undertaking than a 
few years ago. Should be well con­
sidered as it would be a big expense.”

Joshua Saunders:—“If properly 
handled, a Reunion would be as 
great a success as the last one in 
1907. It would be an excellent op­
portunity for former residents to re­
turn and renew old acquaintances 
with the home town and present 
residents. I would like to see it go 
through to a successful conclusion. 
Can not see why the expenses should 
be so high. Furthermore the town 
must either go ahead or go dead, and 
Watford has shown more life and 
progressiveness during the past ten 
years than since I. came here in 1869 
—54 years ago.”

J. F. Elliot had no friends ( 1) 
but he would like to see all the Old 
Boys’ come back to the town.

Reeve Connolly :—“It is evident 
that both citizens of Watford and 
former residents generally are anx­
ious to have a Reunion this summer 
if it can be properly financed. The 
feeling of the Council was that while 
it could not guarantee a fund for 
this purpose, it is possible that the 
Council would vote a grant up to a 
certain limit."

J. W. McLaren’.—“Over 180 old 
Watford boys and girls in Toronto, 
at their Reunion in that city two 
months ago, were keen for a Re­
union here this summer and they 
would bring a special train full of 
former residents.’

W. E. Fitzgerald:—“This year is 
the proper time if a Reunion is to be 
held at all. Although expensive, in 
co-operation with Watford Old Boys’ 
Association in the various cities 
throughout Canada and United States 
it could be made an unqualified suc­
cess.”

E. A. Brown:—“The only draw­
back is the finances. Street decora­
tions, bands, amusements, etc., would 
undoubtedly amount to over $2,000. 
Therefore, there must be a guaran­
tee in some way.”

R. H. Stapleford :—“Regarding our 
Soldiers Day celebration in 1920, 
our- expenditures for the one day 
were over $1900, and our receitps

at the gate over $2200.00
W. H. Shrapnell:—“I have a good 

many Old Boys and Girls who passed 
through my hands while I was prin­
cipal of the public school, who are 
now scattered throughout the con­
tinent, and I would naturally like 
to see them return to a Reunion this 
summer."

Thomas Roche:— “Would be 
pleased to give the same donation 
as before if a guarantee could be 
furnished by the O.T.A. enforcement 
officers that the town could be wide 
open for the duration of the Re­
union."

iSamuel Harper:—-“Can not see 
where it would be of any direct ben­
efit to the town to warrant the 
Council guaranteeing any fund.”

Rev. T. D. Rayner,—“The big 
problem seems to be the expense. 
Would it not be possible for one day 
to be set apart for a Community 
Play Day. Numerous towns and cities 
use this feature annually. It pract­
ically means an old fashionned pic­
nic with a full list of sports, games, 
etc., to interest everyone. This could 
be staged with a minimum of ex­
penditure.”

T. B. Taylor:—“I think it would 
be wise to appoint a real live com­
mittee to see what size of a sub­
scription list can be secured before 
coming to a decision.’

R. H. Stapleford:—“The only 
drawback to a subscription list is 
that it follows the line of least re­
sistance and the business men form 
the bulk of subscriptions. My sug­
gestion would be Lloyd’s weather in­
surance, with the Council guarantee­
ing the premium on the insurance.’*

W. H. Harper:—“The subscription 
list would be a good idea. Don’t be­
lieve the Council has any right to 
guarantee a fund. Expenses must be 
heavy. You naturally must spend 
■money to make it an unqualified suc­
cess. Would imagine it could not be 
staged for less than $2600.”

E. A. Brown:—“I am not a pessi­
mist but it would be absolutely 
necessary to have a fund guaranteed 
from some source, either by sub­
scription or by weather insurance. 
Also, to get the citizens enthusiastic 
it must be decided what will be done 
with the surplus.”

Reeve Connolly :—“Personally, I 
think that any surplus should be 
turned over to the Soldiers’ Memor­
ial fund.”

ST. LAWRENCE POWER SCHEME

The Ontario government, at a cab­
inet meeting Monday, formally auth­
orized the provincial Hydro-Electric 
Commission to apply to the Dominion 
government for permission to under­
take the St. Lawrence Power Devel­
opment project.

The Ottawa government has dis­
cussed the project rather thorough­
ly with Sir Adam Beck, his engineers 
and other officials of Ontario, but has 
it is Stated, been non-committal in 
the matter of the actual co-operation 
which it will lend to the scheme. The 
formal application of hydro will 
place squarely before the Dominion 
government the necessity for definite 
action in the matter, as the necessary 
water treaty with the United States 
which will have to be concluded 
comes within the scope of federal 
arrangement.

The basis upon which the Ontario 
government is proposing to the fed­
eral government that the work be 
undertaken is one whereby the Dom­
inion government contributes ap­
proximately $7,600,000 and the prov­
ince $30,000,000. The remaining 
$37,500,000,which will be necessary 
to complete the work will be paid by 
the United States as its share of the 
enterprise.

“NO MAN’S LAND” STRIP
TO.HALT RUM-RUNNERSr —

Quebec, Jan. 26.—A, “no man’s 
land” a hundred and twenty feet 
wide, will be established on the 
United States-Quebec border to stop 
the operation in contraband liquor 
in premises which are built across the 
border line.

ment contemplates tapping another 
hitherto untouched source of reven­
ue. This new proposed tax, in brief, 
is a “summer resort’1 tax,* the levy 
it is understood to be placed on sum­
mer residence properties in unorgan­
ized districts in Ontario which escape 
the usual municipal property tax. 
The tax is anticipated to yield about 
half a million dollars annually.

In Northern Oklahoma there is an 

oil well that is probably unique. It 
produces not crude oil but high-test 
gasoline. The well is four thousand 
feet deep. Its flow is fifteen hundred 
gallons a day of gasoline that tests 
seventy gravity. Just what conditions 
under ground could have brought 
about the natural refining is a puzzle 
to geologists. The owners of the well 
sell their product at ten cents a gal­
lon just as it comes from the ground.

They buy tickets 
for home talent concerts, boost 
sports, patronize bazaars and fowl 
suppers and are willing to assist to 
the extent of buying a ticket, with 
almost anything that comes along. 
But the Golden Rule does not work 
very well when these same citizens 
ask supoprt for Chautauqua.”ffl

Merchants wishing to bill or cir­
cularize the rural routes are no long­
er required to address and stamp each 
individual circular. Under the new 
system the postmaster will furnish 
anyone with the number of boxes on 
any route ; the merchant then ties 
his bills or circulars into bundles, 
allowing one for each box, and places 
postage stamps equivalent to one 
cent per circular on the address tag. 
The postmaster checks the number 
with the postage, and the post office 
department, _ through its rural cour­
iers, guarantees to deliver one to 
each box. The post office department 
will permit no delay on the part of 
any official or courier in the delivery 
of these circulars, but demand 
prompt despatch in every instance. 
Circulars for delivery through the 
post office boxes are treated in the 
same way. Although not in operation 
long, the new system has been warm­
ly received as a time and labor saver 
and is being used extensively 
throughout the Dominion.

XAHBTON HIGHWAYS TO RECEIVE 
A LARGER OUTLAY FROM 
iPROVmCE OF ONTARIO

County Council Hear» That More Than $65,000 Addition*! Grant Will be 
Expended on Provincial Read» in Thi» County in 1924 Over That of 
1923—Demand For Farm Labor in Lambton Far Exceed the Supply 
—Ask Increased Grant for S*rnia Hospital—Salvation Army Ask* 
For Their Welfare Work—Many Bylaws up for Consideration.

The estimated outlay by the On­
tario government on the provincial 
highways in Lamibton county during 
1924 will be $161(240, according to 
a letter from S. L. Squires, deputy 
minister of highways, read at Wednes 
day afternoon’s meeting of the 
[Lambton County council. The coun­
ty will be asked to contribute one 
fifth of that amount. During 1923 the 
province expended $94,074.03 in this 
municipality.

Several delegates were heard by 
the county fathers, during the after­
noon and John Farrel of Forest, dis­
trict immigration officer, gave a brief 
address in which he outlined'some 
phases of the immigration question. 
He said that 1924 loomed as a very 
important year in the history of th.i 
county as well as the province. There 
had beén a great struggle during the 
last few years resulting from the 
trouble in the land across the seas, 
but he could see a bright star shin­
ing in the future. ,

Labor is Scarce
At the present time the depart­

ment was unalble to supply the de­
mand for labor in Latnbton and west­
ern Ontario in comparison with 
(Conditions a few years ago when 
places could not be found for the 
men brought in.

Australia and Argentine were try­
ing to attract more settlers, Mr. Far- 
Kell continued and Australia would 
fake them at any season of the year. 
Here immigration was not encour­
aged during the winter months and 
he (believed this was a mistake. Fairly 
(wealthy people were ready to come 
(to this country and1 with the ideal 
(climatic conditions which existed in 
(Ontario he did not see wljy they 
should not be taken during the winter 
As well as in the other seasons of the 
year.

If the proposed district immigra­
tion office was established in London 
a class of industrial and agricultural 
(workers such as had never been 
known before would be brought into 
this district.

County Road System
The sum of $180,207.11 was ex­

pended on the Lambton county road 
system for the year ended December 
31, 1923, according to a printed de­
railed statement presented to the 
council at Thursday morning’s meet­
ing of the January session.

The summary showed the outlay 
for the various municipalities was as 
follows: Brooke, $20,308.49; Bosan- 
quet, $11,946.66; Dawn, $8,750.61; 
Enniskillen, $16,029.41 ; Euphemia, 
$17,087.18; Moore $31,934.83; 
3Plymptoiv-$8,134.09; Sombra, $25,- 
504.13; Sarnia (township), $3,794.- 

_ 19; Warwick, $9,200.13; general 
$15,689,60; village grants $11,827.- 
61.

The grants made to the villages 
during 1923 under the county road 
system expenditure were also includ­
ed in the statement presented and 
were as follows: Watford $1,438.22; 
Arkona, $468.62; Forest, $2,767.6b 
<1922 grant), Forest, (1923) $1,- 
760.62; Oil Springs, $467.92; Thed- 
ford, $504.27; Petrolea $3,294.67; 
(Alvinston, $1,125.67.

Grant to Towns
When the by-law to provide for 

making grants to the towns and vill­
ages under the highway improvement 
Act was read in committee of the 
whole deputy reeve Burnley of 
IPlympton remarked that in his opin­
ion the towns and villages should on­
ly get 100 per cent refunded on the 
amount expended and not an addit­
ional subsidy of 26 per cent.

Reeve Mason Spearman of Thed- 
ford, in his maiden speech, couldn’t 
see eye to eye with deputy reeve 
Burnley and said that the allowance 
was small enough without any cur­
tailment. If the roads in the vi'lages 
Were not maintained the people 
Woiild be forced to leave their veh­
icles outside the limits and walk in.

Reeve Barrett of Point Edward 
could not see that the 125 per cent 
was too much and said that the 
Amount received by the village he 
represented had always been expend­
ed as designated by the superinten­
dent.

Reeve Duncan Smith of Plympton 
referred to the village of Watfcrd 
which he said would be getting in all 
165 per cent for 100 per cent ex­
pended, by reason of the government 
subsidy on a payment. He thought 
the grant to that village should be 
cut down to 85 or 90 per cent of the 
amount expended.

Reeve Connolly of Watford spoke 
in defense of his municipality and 
pointed out that the county had re­

ceived a 60 per cent subsidy on the 
provincial highway through that vill­
age for three years and as no dis­
crimination had been shown during 
that time he did not think it would 
be fair to do so now.

An amendment was offered by 
Reeve Smith and seconded by dep­
uty reeve Burnley that Watford be 
allowed 90 per cent of the amount 
expended but the amendment was de­
feated.

Deputations
When a deputation from Sombra 

headed by Victor Green, last year’s 
reeve of that municipality, had pre­
sented a request for a road linking 
up the county highway in Sombra 
with the provincial highway in Kent 
county—an extension or about six 
miles—deputy reeve Burnley again 
arose and remarked that if Sombra 
wanted anything they came to the 
county. He asked why they did not 
do the same as the to wnship of Plymp 
ton, go ahead and build the road. Ex- 
Reeve Green, in reply, said that if 
that plan was adopted the township 
would not get the 40 per cent, sub­
sidy and that was what they were 
after. Deputy Reeve Burnley added 
that they could get a 20 per cent 
grant if the work was carried on by 
the township.

A delegation composed of G. G. 
Moncrieff and F. W. Hay, appeared 
on behalf of the Charlotte Eleanor 
Englehart hospital Petrolea request­
ing a grant of $2,000 for which they 
would undertake to care for all the 
county patients possible.

John Wilkinson, secretary of the 
children’s aid society addressed the 
council in support of a request for a 
grant and George N. Boylle, former 
representative of Dawn spoke briefly 
recalling his association in the council 
and wishing the 1924 body every 
success. While he knew that the levy 
in the county was not as heavy as in 
other centres of the council could 
reduce the taxation in any way it 
would be a popular move.

Before adjourning at noon the 
council took up the first and second 
readings of a grist of bylaws includ­
ing one to provide for the payment 
by the county of one-half of the cost 
of a new steel and concrete bridge 
over the Whitebread drain on the bor 
der between Lambton and Kent coun­
ties.

By resolution of Reeve Connolly 
of Watford the name of deputy reeve 
Warren of Enniskillen was added to 
the standing educational committee. 
This name was omitted by the strik­
ing committee in the report present­
ed Wednesday.

Many Bylaws
The report of the finance commit­

tee recommended grants of $50 to 
the Salvation Army, $100 to the 
Canadian National Institute for the 
Blind; $75 to the women’s institute, 
and that no action ibe taken on the 
request of the manager and matron 
of the house of refuge for an in­
crease of salary. The report was 
adopted without discussion.

First and second readings were 
given to the following bylaws: grant­
ing $75 to the women’s institutes of 
the county; granting $10 to the sick 
children’s hospital ; granting $1,200 
to the union and township agricul­
tural societies to be divided equally ; 
appointing William Harper a member 
of the board of education for Wat­
ford for three years and -.Thomas 
Truan a member of the board at Pe­
trolea for two years; Dr. J. P. Hub­
bard Sr., a high school trustee for 
Forest for three years and John Huey 
a member of the county board of 
audit; granting $50 to the Salvation 
Army rescue home; granting $25 to 
each of the public libraries comply­
ing with the regulations; fixing the 
rate of pay for grand and petit jur­
ors at $4 a day with 13c a mile for 
mileage and $500 to the Children’s 
aid societies. ^Another measure was 
put through the preliminary stages 
to grant $80,000 for use on the coun­
ty good rqads system for the year 
and to provide for borrowing that 
amount. The council adjourned at 5 
o’clock.
County Fathers Take Up Education 

Matters and He»r Reports of 
Progress

Asserting that the present system 
of administering rural public schools 
placed a premium on economic waste 
in view of the small attendance in 
some of the schools, Henry Conn, 
public school inspector for West 
Lambton made some interesting com­
ments on eljucation generally, fol­
lowing the presentation of his annual 
report at the seminal meeting of

the January session of the LanVbton 
county council Friday afternoon.

As an example of a contributory 
factor to the situation he cited the 
case of the township of Plympton 
which had one trustee to every seven 
pupils. Then in the matter of second­
ary education the rural municipality 
had no direct representation.

The council made a grant to the 
Sarnia collegiate and technical school 
but did not have a representative 
on the board. Each municipality, Mr. 
Conn contended, should be respons­
ible for the education of the pupils 
within its boundaries.

No improvement in the standard 
of rural education would come until 
some change was made; until there 
were strong trustee boards upon 
which would fall the responsibility. 
Mr. Conn also pointed to the fact 
that from 60 to 70 per cent of the 
teachers in rural schools changed 
their posts every year and the loss 
•by the irregular attendance of pupils 
as two other factors entering into 
the rural education problem.

Rural Schools
Picking up Mr. Conn’s remarks 

about more representation of the 
county deputy reeve Thomas Burnley 
of Plympton, tossed up the quip that 
the county “had darn little to say 
in school affairs anyway.”

Reeve Duncan Smith of the same 
municipality also came to bat on the 
question of the number of trustees 
in Plympton and asked the inspector 
if sixty trustees were working for 
nothing how much cheaper could the 
services of six be Obtained.

Statistics in Mr. Conn’s _ report 
showed that 105 schools ancLdepait- 
ments were in operation in, 1923 with 
3,506 pupils enrolled as compared 
with gn enrolment of 3,606 in 1922. 
There was an average attendance of 
84 per cent. Teachers employed in 
the urban schools of the inspectorate 
totalled 17 and in the rural schools 
88. There were 58 changes in teach­
ers during the twelve months and 
the average salary paid was $1,044. 
The average cost of educating pupils 
a day in the rural schools was 32.6c 
and in the uiban schools 27.6c. The 
total estimated value of the school 
buildings in the inspectorate was 
placed at $444.750.

X. X Edwards, public school in­
spector for East Lambton also sub­
mitted a report for the past year. 
Figures compiled therein showed that 
there were 118 teachers employed in 
the inspectorate and the average 
salary was $1,026. There were few­
er changes in teachers during 1923 
than in the previous year and the 
total enrollment of pupils was 3,248. 
In the remarks the report set out 
thait new school buildings were much 
needed in several centres as well as 
improvements and additions to the 
school libraries.

Agriculture
The district representative of the 

Ontario department of agriculture, 
W. P. Macdonald, tendered a report 
on the activities of the department 
during 1923 in which references 
were made to the growth of the 
school fairs from year to year—the
1923 fairs had over 8,000 entries— 
an advancement in the co-operative 
marketing idea and the farm labor 
problem. Concerning the latter the 
report showed that 54 men had been 
placed on farms during the year 
through the office and mention was 
made of the splendid progress of 
some Hollanders who had been 
brought in.

County Printing '
The Petrolea Printing and Pub­

lishing Company was awarded the 
contract for the county printing for
1924 upon the recommendation of 
the printing committee. The con­
tract price was not announced. The 
report was read by deputy reeve 
Shaunessy of Petrolea.

Hospital Grant
'The report of the public buildings 

committee recommended that the 
changes advocated in the county 
court -house be left in the hands of 
the chairman of the committee for 
further inquiry. The council adopt­
ed the report. The changes involved 
a re-arrangement of the jury boxes, 
prisoner’s dock, etc., in order to pro­
vide more accommodation.

The Charlotte Englehart hospital 
of Petrolea will receive a grant of 
$1,350 from the county under the 
condition that it care for county 
patients as previously outlined, ac­
cording to the report of the finance 
committee which was adopted. The

general hospital was $900.

“No action” was the recommend­
ation of the legislative committee 
in connection with a resolution sent 
forward by Welland County petition­
ing the government to assume all the 
cost of provincial highways. A sim­
ilar report was submitted on a reso­
lution from Ontario county concern­
ing the proposal to establish steam 
plants for the generation of hydro 
power, and from Hastings county ask 
ing that the counties be protected to 
some extent against liability in 
damage suits.

(High county constable R. J. Whit­
ing again appeared before the coun­
cil in connection with his re-appoint­
ment to the post for 1924 and re­
quested that the finance committee 
consider increasing his automobile 
expense allowance. He added that if 
re-appointed he would continue to 
give his best services for the county.

Prior to adjournment the council 
went into committee of the whole on 
bylaws and prepared for the third 
and final readings on Saturday.

“That’s Figgis’ department store,” 
he goes on, "there on the right. If 
you’ll just twist your neck out of the 
window a little you’ll see it better.

The Privileges of Belonging
It looks to me just like all the 

other third biggest department stores 
that I have seen elsewhere. There is 
one in every town, and they are all 
either east of Pittsburg or west of it.

We pass on.
“That’s our Y.M.C.A. 'They say its 

the second largest Y.M.C.A. building 
northeast of the Ohio river. I wish 
I had time to take you in and show 
you the swimming tank. Its the 
second deepest south of the great 
lakes. A couple of the students were 
drowned in it last year and one the 
year before. It’s a great privilege for 
them to have it.”

“It must be.’
“It is. Now that’s the nail factory. 

I suppose you know that this place 
is the fourth biggest nail making 
centre in the United States.”

“Is it indeed.’
The Wind Also Obliges

“Yes, it is. And that building to 
the left,—you don’t see it very well, 
—lean your body out of the window, 
—thats the soap factory. You Will 
notice a slight odor if the wind is the 
right way—.”

“It is the right way.”
“Yes, that’s the refuse from the 

soap. Strangers often notice it. This 
place, as perhaps you (know, is the 
third largest soap making—”

“Yes, I know. 1 heard it is.”
In the gathering dusk of evening 

we pass the tannery, the abbattoir 
with the hog yards, the glue works, 
the dye works and the municipal 
sewage farm. The showman tells me 
how they “treat” the sewage and re­
grets that I haven’t time to get out 
and walk through it.

Beauty and Culture
“Now this is the park that we are 

passing now. I’m sorry it’s getting 
a little too dark for you to see it 
well—”

I became aware at this that we are 
passing the park. I had thought it 
just a hole in, the town. There is a 
mounrful little open shed in tne cen­
tre, a sort of platform with a roof 
on posts. -My conductor explains that 
this is where the band1 always plays 
in summer. In fact they have a band 
concert every Friday. The town, he 
says, is very musical. -He regrets, and 
I echo his regret, that I can’t st;ay till 
summer and hear the band. The town 
he explains, is very different in sum­
mer from what it is in winter. In 
summer, it appears, the leaves are all 
out. Indeed in point of beauty the 
town has been pronounced to be the 
third most beautiful northeast of thq, 
Wabash.

“He was in business here. In fact 
he was the .head of the nut and bolt 
factory that I showed you: and he 
was a big-spirited man: he was one 
of those who put this town right on 
the map. He got us the State Normal 
School here, and he got us the county 
Idiot Asylum and he nearly got us 
the State 'Penitentiary. 'So after he 
died the town put up this statue of 
him.’

And at that moment my friend 
suddenly discovers that it is getting 
near train time and that we must 
head for the station. We shall not 
be able, he says, to take a look at the 
First Baptist Church and to have a 
peep at the pastor, nor to see the 
new High .School building, nor to go 
and look at the deep hole in the 
ground that is to be the foundations 
of the new Jefferson Hotel. All these 
treats are denied to us; and my com­
panion is full of apologies for the 
hour of the train and the shortness 
of the day and the defects of the 
solar system.

Words That Die on the Lip
But if he only knew it there has 

been formulated within my mind as 
we drove along some such speech as 
this:

‘'My dear 'Sir, I have now seen 
your town both north and south and 
sideways. Don’t you realize that your 
town seen like this looks just like 
any other town, except that in this 
sort of weather your town looks 
dirtier, dingier and less attractive 
than most other towns ft know. In 
fact I should say that it is probably 
the third dirtiest and the second 
dingiest east of the Alleghanies.”

And yet somehow such a speech 
is no sooner formulated than it dies 
upon the lip. At the moment when I 
am to leave my showman I realize 
that after all is said and done he’s 
a decent, obliging fellow and, in his 
Way, a patriot. He’s proud of his in­
fernal town. And why not? What 
sort of man would he be if .he said, 
“I’d offer to take you round the town 
but it’s a poor dirty place with noth­
ing to see in it. There’s a soap fact­
ory and glue works, but what are 
they? And anyway you can smell 
them from here ....

And what is more I realize that in 
my own .home town I do exactly the 
same thing. I take a stranger round 
the town in my car and I say. “Now, 
if you twist your body edgeways and 
put your neck out sideways, you'll 
get a good view of our car shops. 
We’re the second, ...”
