A Filipino Tragedy.

INSURGENT SHOT BY AMERICAN OFFICER
PROVED TO BE HIS SON.

How stranger is truth than fistion! For
this is & true story, with a tragic ending—
an ending that has made a gallant officer of
the United States army a deserter and exile
because of remorse, says the Columbus cor-
respondent of The New York Jourral.

Charles N. Rockefeller, s young New
Yorker, enlisted as a private in 8 New York
regiment at the outbreak of the oivil war.
In 1863 he was made a firet lieutenant in the
One Hundred and Seventy-eight New York
infantry, and for gallantry in action at Fort
Blakely, Ala., on April 8, 1865, & medal of
honor was awaded to him.

He was honorably mustered out in 1866,
and business took him on a trip to Winona,
Minn. There he wooed and won Mies
Evangeline Regan. Lieutenant Rockefeller
agaln joined the army as second lieutenant
in the Ninth infantry. He was then station-
ed in Columbus, O., and always afterward
called Columbus his home,

A child was born—a boy. He was called
Robert. When the little one was a year old,
in 1870, Lieutenant Rockefeller was detailed
on duty in Hong Kong, where he was, with
his wife and baby, until 1872. While sta-
tioned at Hong Kong Lientenant Rockefeller
lived with his family at the International
hotel. A Chinese nurse looked after the
little boy.

In 1872 he arranged to sail for San Fran-
cisco. Two days before the date set for
sailing the Chinese and the baby disappeared.
Hong Kong was searched. Large rewards
were offered, but no trace of nurse or child
could be found. The broken-hearted young
lieutenant and his wife were compelled to
return to the United States without the little
one. Mrs. Rockefeller died soon after her
arrival in San Francisco, and the grief-
stricken father rejoined his regiment.

He saw service with the Ninth in the
Indian wars and in Cuba, and when his
regiment was ordered to the Philippines in
the spring of 1899 he went slong. He was
then a captain and was known throughout
the army as a particularly daring soldier.
Soon after arriving at Manila he was made &
major and transferred to the Sixth infantry.

Major Rockefeller at the head of three
companies of troops scouted the country
around San Beoir. On one cccasion a vicious
stand was made by a body. of insurgent
troops led by a handsome and dashing young
white man, who fought like a fiend. He
charged right up to the American lines.
Major Rockefeller shot him dead, and the
insurgents fled. Msjor Rockefeller directed
that the body be searched, and papers found
revealed that he was Paul Stanhope of Hong
Kong. A diary, written in English and
giving details of the business career of the
young fellow, was found in his blouse.

A month after the engagement he received
a letter from Hong Kong in response to one
he had written nearly a year before. The
letter was from the American consul and re-
cited that in 1879 a white boy had been
placed in the Jesuit college in Hong Kong
by a Chinese woman, who said that he was
9 years old and that his name was Paul Yen.
The pame of the Chinese woman who had
nursed the Rockefeller baby was Yen. In
1881 the boy was adopted by an English
merchant in Hong Kong of the name of
Henry Stanhope. He gave the boy his name
and reared him well. The young fellow was
well known in Hong Kong as Paul Stanhope.

He was of an adventurous disposition and
some two years ago joined Aguinaldo’s army.
It was this young man that Msjor Rockefel-
ler shot and killed in the engagement with
the Filipinos.

When Major Rockefeller read theletter—
it had been chasing him around the world
for nearly a year—he realized that he bad
slain his own son. He dropped out of sighs
a8 mysteriously us the baby had dropped out
of sight in Hong Kong.

From Manila he made his way to Chinas,
and by devious routes to Santa Barbars,
Honduras, where he intends to remain, ac-
cording to a letter reccived a few days ago
from him.

Just how secure he is in his holdings has not
transpired, but if he has public opinion
strongly against him the government will,
no doubt, find a way to abate his power.
To the average outsider it really looked as if
Newfoundland owed him much for the de-
velopment that has taken place under the
exercise of his great enterprise, a develop-
ment that would not have obtained but
for his courageons effort. However, the
Newfoundlanders must be allowed to judge
the case. If the Bond government arrogates
to iteelf the credit for the development of
the past few years, they should not entirely
pauperize the humble instrument when heis
finally thrown over.

—The powers at Pekin are divided and
unable to agree on the measure of punish-
ment to be meted out to the leaders of the
recent . insurrection. The United States,
Russia, France and Japan favor a milder
punishment than execation for Prince Tuan
and the others, while Great Britain, Ger-
many, Austria Hungary and Italy deem any-
thing less than the death penalty useless.
This lack of concert among the powers may
be a serious thing, as the Empress Dowager
may discern that the true cause of the disa-
greement is jealousy among the powers, and
use that knowledge to advantage in the ad-
justment of the peace propositions. It is a
fact that there is a widespread discontent in
Chins, and the powers, by unwise division
now, may encourage a general uprising.

—Whatever may be the finding of the in-
quiry into the loss of the steamer Monticel-
lo, the disaster should lead to the exclusion
of side-wheel passenger boats from the rough
waters of the Bay of Fundy and the Atlan-
tic coast. The Monticello had a good record,
and weathered many a storm in the per-
formance of the Bay and South Shore service,
but that does not alter the fact that the
side-wheeler is inferior to the screw boat
in rough weather, and in the Nova Seotia
waters it is imperative that none but the
staunchest craft be employed in passenger
transportation.

—The Czar of Russia is counted asa ruler
on his death bed, and the great nations of the
world are anxiously watching for some sign
by which they may determine the future oc-
cupant of the throne room. The sick ruler
has been a man of peace. It was at hissug-
gestion that the great international peace
conference assembled at The Hague; but as
a peace-loving Czar he was somewhat of a
curiosity, and there is grave fear that his
successor may direct the immense armament
of the empire to the working out of the gen~
ally accredited Russian designs for the ac-
quisition of India and China.

—Pictou county is to be congratulated
upon the inexpensive method adopted of
selecting ite representatives for the local
House of Assembly. The political parties
have agreed to fairly divide the representa-
tion, and so & Liberal and a Conservative
will be retarned by acclamation. It is a
seat gained by the Conservatives, but the
Liberals have such a large majority in the
provincial parliament that they can afford to

be generous.

American Imperialism.

Washiogton, Nov. 23.—President Me-
Kinley expects that events or ‘destiny’ will
make him the ruler over a part of China be-
fore he retires from office on March 4, 1905.
It will be strennously denied that McKioley
imperialism is to be extended into China.
Secretary Hay declared in his note of July
3-that the administration had no plan or i~
tention to seize or occupy any part of China,
and that ‘the policy of the United States
was to preserve China’s territorial and ad-
ministrative entity.’

But the most potent influences behind the
sdministration are working to modify this
resolution, and some of the administration
leaders;anticipate that events will so shape
the McKinley polioy that the President can\
explain to the people that he could not help-
himeelf, and that the land was forced upon
him, and that he considered it his sacred
duty, in the cause of peace and humanity,
to accept & slice of China, set up a perma-
nent military establishment there and gov-
ern' it for the glory of the of the United
States and the advancement of trade.

There has been np public declaration of
this policy, and there will be none. The
fact is known to bat few, but The World is
informed by one who bas hitherto always
been right about Mr. McKinley’s plans that
many bundred equare miles of Chinese terri-
tory, will in the course of events, inevitably
ba  brought under the protection of the
United States. They will be governed in
colonial style. The United Scates will then
take its full share of responsibility with
Eogland, Germany and Russia—the only
three powers strong enough to exercise a
controlliog influence for opening the whole
Orient to trade.

A plan of government for the Philippines
is also rapidly taking definite form since the
election. The permanent administration
will be modelled upon the British plan in
Canada. There will be a governor-general
appoiated by the President. There will be
a native house of representatives, und local
eelf-government. But the governor-general
will be supreme. He will bave veto power
over all legislation and important appoiat-
mens. In orher words, the governor-gen=
ersl will rule the people and the President
wili rule the governor general.

Sir Alfred Milner, the British High Com-
missioner, has proclaimed that all the east
coast ports of South Africa between the
tenth and fourteeuth parallels are infected
with bubonic plague.

Some idea of the destruction to Galveston
some months ago will be gained from the
fact that there are 8,000 people yet who have
no homes, ouly as they are huddled into the
wrecks of old hoases.

A band of Tugeri pirates in Dutch New
Guiana recently raided the patives in the
British possessions there, killing fifteen of
the natives. The police attacked the Tug
eries, thirty of whom were killed in the
corflict.

The total amount of Dominion government
and bank notes in circulation in Canada now
amounts to about $78,500,000, or an average
of say $13 per capita. Thisis in addition to
the gold, silver, copper and foreign bauk
notes afloat.

Maine is generally regarded as the potato
centre of the United States and yet, accord-
ing to the American Agriculturist, iis crop
this year amounted to only 5,720,000 bush
els, while that of the whole country was
236,000,000 bushels,

The new steamer Fife, one of Mr. Reid’s
fleet of eight mail boats running in the New-
foundland coastal service, was lost in the
Straits of Belleisle Sunday 18th, during a
dense fog. The vessel was worth $100,000,-
000. The crew was saved.

William J. White, of the Canadian immi-
gration department says that there is every
indication that next season will witness an
even larger movement towards Canadian
territory that the 60,000 who have come
from the United States and Europe this year.

A special despatch from Pekin says that
Prince Tuan has been arrested and stripped
of power by order of the Emperor and Em-
press Dowager, but that fears are felt of
General Tung Fuh Shang, who, is in the
command of 16,000 regulars, in Hu Sung Pu.

A difficuliy has arisen between Germany
and Turkey. The Ottoman government ob-
j:cts to Germany using Farzan Island, in the
Red Sea, as a coaling station, and wishes to
establish there a depot accessible to all the
powers. (Germany, however, insists that
she will not abandon the isiand.

Newfoundland Election.

Says the Montreal Witness, in regard (o
the recent election: *“Mr. Morine, the leader
of the Tory party, has been re-elected by a
reduced majority. It is not fair to speak of
Mr. Morine as merely the solicitor of Mr.
Reid, the great concessionnaire of Newfound-
land, who owns all railways and telegraphs,
the coasting steamers and so large a share of
the lands of the island. He was the Minister
of Finance and Customs in the Winter Gov-
ernment, which granted these concessions to
Mr. Reid, and there is quite a large party,
including many of the most intelligent and
experienced people, who believe that
Sir James Winter could hardly have done
otherwise than he did in granting the Reid
concessions in view of the extremely bad
condition of the country, and they still hold
that the bargain was a good one for the is-
land, as it enlisted capital and enterprise and
new methods for the work of developing the
resources of Newfoundland, which had long
been languishiog for want of all these. The
railways which Mr. Reid bad constructed as
» contractor for the government were costly
and unprofitable to operate, and the coast-
wise steamer service was irregular and un-
proﬁ[able. and all the public services were

oor, Mr. Reid equipped the transcontin

ental railway, built docks, secured eight fine
pew ste: , improved the telegraph sys-
tem, estab lectric and tram services,

npending in all*ahove three millions, besides

Kruger In Parls,

Paris, Nov. 24.—Paris while giving vent
to her pent up feelings of sympathy with and
admiration for the Boers in ita reception to
Mr. Kruger today, comported fiteelf with
wisdom and prudence. While a few isolated
instances of anti-British vociferations were
unavoidable, never once throughout the day
was there any sembl of an organized
demonstration against Great Britain to mar
the unrestrainedly enthusiastic, but essen-,
tially reassuring character of the reception.
It wae with a feeling of relief that the au-
thorities went to bed after the gloomy fore-
bodings inspired by the unfortunate inci-
dents which have marked previous welcomes
given to Mr. Kruger en route to the French
capital.

Replying to the address of the Paris Boer
committee at the railroad station, Mr. Kru.
ber said :

I am deeply touched by the sympathy
the population of all the French towns I
have passed through has displayed toward
me by such striking demonstrations. I have
seen gathered on my soil thousands of
Frenchmen, and I thereby realized that all
Frenchmen, like myself, are convinced of
the justice of our cause. We are hoping to
maiotain our independence, feeling that the
independerice of the people in itself guaran-
tees peace. It is in order to obtain this
peace, founded on liberty and justico, that
we are struggling on'the soil of the two re-
publics, and that I myself have come to
Europe. Never will I dream of soliciting
the least favor of an ubjust character. I
have olearly proved this by never ceasing
to ask for arbitration, and that is what [ still
demand. In order to accomplish this work
I rely on the good offices of the people, and
especially on the sympathy of the French
people.”

London, Nov. 24.—Mvr. Kruger’s triumph-
ant passage from Marseilles to Paris is re-
garded with curious and unexpected indiffer-
ence in Great Britain. The underlying
feeling here is more one of amusement than
irritation. The nation that boiled over with
fury when Queen Victoria was caricatured
by Parisian journalists takes the French
homage to its arch enemy as not likely to
affect international issues or create any more
serious friction than already exists among
the populace of the two countries.

The recognition of Mr. Kruger as being
still president of the Transvaal by both the
French government and the Queen of Hol-
land calls forth from the Westminister Ga
zette the remark that this unfriendliness is
really due to Great Britian’s own fault in
not communicating to the powers the annex-
ation of the South African republics. So
long as this is not done Mr. Kruger, acoord-
ing to this English authority, has a perfect
right to be treated as a sovereign travelling
incognito.

This failure to notify the powers, the same
paper declares, militates still more seriously
against Great Britain, for until this interna-
tional formality is observed no right exists
to treat the inhabitants of the Boer republics
as rebels.

Another Steamship Disaster.

Quebec, Nov. 24, —The steamship St. Olaf,
which for several years was running between
Quebec and North Shore ports of the St.
Lawrence, was wrecked Wednesday night
on Boule 1sland at the entrance to the hur
bor of Seven lslands, and all hands were
lost. The St. Olaf left Sheldrake for Que-
bec Wednesday afternoon, and shortly after-
wards a gale set in, accompanied by snow.
Her non arrival at Seven Islands did not cre-
ate much alarm, and it wassupposed she had
not attempted to enter the harbor on account
of the weather and had proceeded to Quebec.
Failure to hear of her after her departure
from Sheldrake caused enquiry along the
coast, and the news now received leaves her
fate beyond doubt. There is no hope what-
ever that any one escaped, and twenty-six
lives were lost. The Si. Olaf was a well
equipped steamer of 300 tons, command-
ed by Captain P. T. Lemaistre, one of the
most experienced sailors in the river and
gulf trade, in which he has been engaged for
thirty years. Searching parties sent out
from Seven Islands have found a mail bag,
a portion of the bow of the vessel and her
boiler on a rocky reef close to Boule Island.
Another small portion of the ship and some
of her cargo was found in the same neigh
borhood. So far only one body, that of Miss
Marie Page, of Thunder River, a lady pas-
senger has been recovered. Six passengers
are known to have been on the ill-fated
vessel.

The St. Olaf was insured for about §30,-

000 and was valued at $60,000. She ran
for several years between Pictou and the
Magdalen Islands. Captain Lemaistre and
other officers are well known in Halifax and
eastern Nova Scotia generally.
A searching party who returned to Quebec
from the island to night reports that every-
thing indicates that the passengers and crew
landed alive but perished of cold and ex-
posure, and that the bodies lie under three
feet of snow which fell after the wreck. A
pail of lard was found some distance from
the shore and three life boats lie wrecked on
the beach.

Philippines Campaign.

Manilla, Nov. 24 —General MacArthur
was asked whether the result of the presi-
dential election in the United States was in
any way responsible for the orders to push
operations against the Filipinos. He replied
that the result of the election was merely
coincident with other features of the situa-
tion. He added that the return of the sol-
diers and marines from China, wi.h the
recruits who had arrived recently, wauld
increase the number of troops to 70,000.
The enlargement of the forces, the ending of
the rainy season, better roads, improved
transportation, and the desire to make effi-
cient use of the volunteers before their term
of service expired in June, are all contribu-
tory to the most active campaign.

Concerning the replacing of 35,000 volun-
teers, General MacArthur said he favors the
establishment of a standing army of 75,000
men, and the authorization of the President
to increase it to 100,000 men. The general
also said he was enlarging the force in Gen
Young’s district to nearly 7,000 men, that
heavy reinforcements were being sent to
General Hughes, in the Island of Panay,
that more troops had been ordered to South-
ern Luzon, and that varieus column move-
ments had been planned.

Prince Edward Island Eleetions,
(Montreal Witness.)

The Great Afrjcan Railway.

Reuter’s Agency learns that a telegram
has been recgived from Nyrobi, the head-
quarters of the Uganda line, stating that
railhead was at mile 452 on Oct. 30. Be-
yond that point advance gangs are working
np to mile 490. Ten miles or so further on
the railway strikes the disturbed area, as
the Nandi people come down to and across
the line of route. Up. to the pressnt no
mention hae been made of any of the rail-
way people’s having been interfered with,
and the construction of the line bus not,
therefore, been affected.

A CONSERVATIVE.

The Sick Czar.

(St. John Sun.)
The young Emperor of Ruseia, who is now
fighting for his life with a grievous illness,
has the constitutional right to be the most
powerful monarch in the world since he is
by law the absolute ruler over a hundred
and thirty millions of people. The Emperor
of China has more subjects, but China can-
not be called a great power in the sense that
the term may be applied to Russia. Russia
is a great power in Earope. She is ambiti-
ous to be in the dominant power in Asia,
and has in the last quarter of a century done
much to make good her claim. Russian di-
plomacy, with its duplicity and its clever-
ness, has long been a terror to all other
European powers. Before the father of
Emperor Nicholas began to reigo, Russian
aggression in Southern Asia began to cast its
shadow over British India, and before that
the Russian movement ou Turkey excited
the fears of the western powers. Rudyard
Kipling’s *“Truce of the Bear,” breathes con-
tempt, but it is a word of fear also. Itis
the tone of an English prophet, whose in
spiration covers India.
But when we think of the Russian inter-
national character we do not at the same
time think of the young Czar. He can
hardly be said to be of the same race as the
Russian who is known in diplomacy, whose
secret service is the wonder of the world,
and whose Cossacks have been permitted to
outdo even the Chinese savages in cruelty
and brutality. Probably no one questions
the sincerity of the plea for a general dis
armament which was recently made by
Nicholas the Second. At least he is not a
savage nor a cossack.
In fact the sick Emperor belongs to an alien
race. Forseveral generations. and for more
than a century, every Russian sovereign has
had & German mother and a German con-
sort. Whether the marriage was arranged
at Cogenhagen, or Berlin, or Darmstadt, or
or Munich, each alliance made the’ ruling
house more German and less Slav, so that
the Czar of to-day is no more a Muszovite
than his wife's cousin, the grandeon of
Queen Victoria, who reigns over Germany.
The Emperor Nicholas is a nephew of the
Prince of Wales, and his wife is a niece of
the Prince.
Three of his grandparents and probably
seven of his great grandparents were not
Russians, There is no reason to suppose
that he is an alien at St. Petersburg in more
respects than in blood. While he is called
an absolute monarch the real government
goes on without him, or in spite of him. An-
other Peter might stamp his personality on
the administration, but it would require
some such will as his to cause a departure
from the methods and traditions of the na-
tion, Occasionally in descriptions of Rus-
sian court life we get a glimpse of an emper-
or who has inberited western ideas and tra-
ditions, making a weary and ineffective pro-
test of his perzonal desire for something like
free government and accidental methods.
But the machinery is of the east. If Russia
were in fact what it is in name, a despotism
under an absolute monarch, there might be
a chance for/Nicholas to carry out his ideas if
they are such, for example, as Rev. Mr.
Talmage and Mr. Stead suppose them to be.
Rut where the realm has been ruled by a
despotic bureau for generatione, the bene-
volent monarch is more helpless than a sov-
ereign in a limited monarchy. We may fancy
the Czar struggling helplessly to realize his
dreams. We can imagine him living, as his
father and his grandfather did before him, a
life saddened by the failure to carry out his
good designs, shadowed always by the pro-
spects of assaseination, and happy only in
the love and charm of an affectionate do-
mestic circle.

Tae Czsr hasno son to inherit the throne
if he should pass away. Hisdaughters are
not - barred from the succession, but his
brother Michael who is only twenty-two
years old, is the heir presumptive. The Em-
peror himself is only thirty-two and hss
reigned only six years.

Electric Fire Engines.

The city of Paris fire department, realiz-
ing that a great deal may depend on reach-
ing and starting work on a fire a minute or
two sooner than usual, have obtained a set
of electric fire apparatus, which they have
tested and found entirely satisfactory. The
apparatus coneists ef the usual fire engine,
ladder, and hose reel, all run by electric
moters. The fire engine contains, beside
the pump, a tank containing 100 gallone of
water. The hose has a metallic spiral in-
side it, that keeps it from collapsing, and it
is kept full of water. When an alarm comes
in, therefore, the engine starts for the fire at
the rate 12 mil:s an hour. When it arrives
there, the power is switched on to the pump,
the water is turned on without waiting to
unreel the hose, and the water in the taak is
used for the few minutes before the hose
cart comes up and connects with a hydrant.
Both the engine and the hose waggon have
electric light attachments. The power is
supplied by storage batteries hung beneath
the vehicles, and is sufficient for a 36 mile
run.
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Transplanting a Large Tree.

A very simple method when the tree does
not need to be removed very far is to use the
rear wheel and axle of a farm waggon. Firm-
ly secure on top of the centre of axle a pole
twelve feet in length, the short end project-
ing from the axle two feet, to which is se-
cured a skort chain with hooks. Loosen
the tree by digging around it at this season,
and prepare the hole to which it is to be re-
moved. When frost comes and causes the
earth to adhere to the roots let it be lifted,
and to doso wind old matting or carpet about
the tree close to the ground, pass a small
chain around a number of times, into which
catch in the hook and by lowertng the lever
the tree will rise above the ground. The ball
of earth keeps it in an upright position, and
one man holde the lever, while the other
leads the horse, in that way the tree is car-
ried to the place for its reception, and depos-
ited there by raizsing the lever.

It seems to me thie is a subject of primary
consideration, and should receive the atten-
tion of every one who touches at all upon the
subject of rural life. No matter how fine
our lives may be, no matter how elegant an
appearance they may present, if the home
itself is unsatisfactory all is useless.

Thouglt our cattle may be of the finest,
our horses equal to any in the vicinity;
though we may market the best butter; if
the home life and surroundings are not con-
genial, our success is incomplete. As in
olden days every road led to Rome, 8o now
every avenue of farm life should lead to the
exaltation of the home. American farmers
have inherited a little too much of the rov-
ing characteristic of their forefathers, hence
the homes are not often built for permanent
occupancy. Just about the time they gain
competence enough to enjoy life and to build
a pleasant home, they allow themselves to
think that a larger farm is needed. They
sell out and purchase a larger farm and by
the time this ia paid for they feel too old to
fix it up as it should be, so they rent the
farm and move in town. This is one of the
hindrances in every farm community. The
modern home on the farm should be made
s0 pretty, so homelike, and so dear to the
family that they might never be tempted to
leave it. it

Too many farmers deny their children
most of the refining influences while they
are young in order to give them a compet-
ency of greater gratitude later on. We
have in mind a man who raised a large fam-
ily of boys in a little cabin. When he had
more than a thousand acres of valuable land,
and after they had all become disgusted and
left the farm, he bought a carload of the
finest furniture to fill a ten thousand dollar
house, but the rooms are empty, darkeued,
cold; the piano stands silent in its grandeur,
and his boys would have given him their
everlasting gratitude had he only allowed
them to have a three dollar violin. Sucha
house and such & home is nothing more than
a monument of the insatiable folly of greed
that many men allow to permeate their lives
during that period when all their best efforts
should be toward rearing their children in
the atmoephere of true home life,

No home should be considered complete
in which music does not have a part. Edu
cate the boys as well as the girls in this line;
here is the poetry of life, the germ of true
refinement. Books should be as necessary
as the dishes upon the table. Do not buy of
every agent that comes along; those sub-
scription books are too expensive. Know
what you want and get the best, which is
pot always the highest priced. Every home
should have a book case and a reading table.
Magazines may be had for a dollar a year

that are really claesical in their makeup,
and worth a dozen such beoks as the sub
scription agents usually offer. Let your
house be as substantial and as elegant as
your purse can afford, but the house is not
the home. Beautiful trees, fine flowers and
delicate fruits should go beside your door;
these are pleasurea that cost but little, and
add vastly to the enjoyment of life. Show
me a man or woman who is deeply interest-
ed in these grand and beautiful products of
nature, and I will show you one who cares
but little for the idle gossips of the vicious
mischief makers. A croquet set may keep
the boys at home from the corner grocery
and costs but a trifle. Will it pay you to
let them learn the habits of vicioua people ?
A little boy of three asked his father for a
flower of his own and was given a beautifal
iris. For years he watered his flower and
though the fature years may cast his lot
far from the boyhood home, the ender
memories of that plant will waft an odor of
bomelife to him that will bless him even to
the verge of the grave. The modern farm
home has many privileges that no other age
has accorded to the people of the rural vic-
inities. Cheap literature and low postage
bas put the most humble home in touch with
the uttermost parts of-she earth.

Markham’s poem, “‘The Man with the
Hoe,” should have no symbolical represen-
tative in our American homes. There is no
home that should poseess so much of peace-
ful, quiet enjoyment as the farm home.
Let the fine cattle, horses and hogs only be
the means of sustenance and comfort to the
home and not the ideals of our livee. But
rather let the modern farm home be so per-
fect and exalted in its ideals and Arcadian
simplicity that it shall be an honor to our
people, our Nation and our God.

Criminal Adulteration of Food.

On every hand and in every line of trade
in which foods are prepared and sold ex
tensively there is without doubt more or less
adulteration.

Yet there are people who prefer to eat pure
food not because it is cheap or has a tempt-
ing appearance. Such persons also know
that the captivating name and elaborate di
rections for use that appear on millions of
packages afford no assurance that the con-
tents are fit for introduction inte the human
system. It is through the influence of this
sensible minority that pure food laws are now
in existence and are to some extent barriers
between the adulteration scoundrels and
their victims.

The health of every human being is worth
as much to him or her as life itself. Many
prize it more highly. Those who voluntari-
ly or through ignorance eat-what injures
them should blame themeelves for the conse-
quence and no one else, unless they are de-
ceived by one or more of the numerous tricks
resoried to by the adulterators of foods and
drinks. The man who prepares or sells any
kind of food that he knows contains ingre-
dients placed there for mercenary purposes
that will injure the health of consumers de-
serves a more severe punishment than a horse
thief, a forger or even a burglar. He is slow-
ly but surely robbing his ‘fellow creatures of
their health and indirectly of their ves. In
the eyes of moral law he is guilty of a crime
which fully equals manslaughter, if not down-
right murder, and he should be puvished ac-
cordingly. 1f the general public knew how
large a percentage of sicknese, chronic ill
health, mental misery and ultimate death
grow out of the use of adulterated foods
there would be less apathy regarding the
subject of an irresistible movement toward
breaking up the infernal practice of food
adalteration. It is to be regretted that
comparatively only a few people are more
than half awake, and that many more are
sound asleep, with regard to the danger and
insidions destruction pertaining to this wide-
spread curse.
