Their charge through Guillemont 
last Sunday with English battalions of riflemen on .heir right, was one of the 
most astonishing feats of the war, almost too fast in its impetuousity. They 
went forward with pipes playing them on to a wild and irresistible assault. If 
there had been three times their number of the enemy against them they would 
not have been checked until they had carried the northern part of the ruined 
waste, that was once a village.

British Troops Capture Ginchy
LONDON, September 10—In an attack along a front of about three and 

a half miles the British succeeded in occupying the whole of Ginchy and the 
territory between that village and Leuze Wood, according to the announcement 
from General Headquarters last night. Several other gains sire also recorded. 
The text of the statement reads: We attacked this afternoon on a front of 
6000 yards, extending from High Wood to Leuze Wood. As a result the whole 
of Ginchy village is now in our hands, after severe fighting, and the ground be­
tween it and Leuse Wood was captured. East of High Wood we advanced three 
hundred yards on a front of five hundred yards. Numbers of prisoners were 
taken and the enemy’s casualties were very heavy.

Northeast of Pozieres we gained a further six hundred yards of German 
trenches and captured sixty prisoners, inflicting heavy casualties on the enemy, 
who was caught by our artillery fire while massing for a counter-attack. Our 
artillery bombarded the enemy’s trenches on Vin-.y Ridge opposite Souchez. 
There was reciprocal artillery activity in the neighborhood of Galonné aud 
Ginchy and between La Baasee Canal and Neuve Chapelle. Friday afternoon 
many air tights occurred. A number of our aeroplanes bombed another enemy 
aerodrome, two hangars and a shed being destroyed. One of our machines is 
missing.

A lot of land in Bridgetown about
FALL PAINTINGTHE CAREER OF A SPY

The Gierman spy and agitator, Dr.
Pugen, has been arrested on the 
frontier of Afghanistan. All the re­
cent disorders in Persia—which have 
cost the Persian people so dear— 
were the work of the celebrated 
doctor. Pugen began his career as a 
commercial agent in Ceylon; then he 
went to Madras where he exhibited 
at violent thirst for information, not 
.altogether in keeping with the routine 
•of a business man. Disturbances 
among the natives in certain towns 
were very carefully investigated by 
the British authorities, and revealed 
Dr. Pugen’s activities as an agitator.
He then unexpectedly left India on 
the steamer Sapho. For some time he 
travelled extensively, visiting France 
and Sweden, and roaming over Russia 
more than once from the German 
frontier to the Pacific Ocean. He took 
up his abode, at one time or another, 
in Mukden, Shanghai, Pekin, in Japan 
and Saigon. His passion for travelling 
took Pugen a few times to Canada, 
the Ü. S. A., Australia, and the Ar­
gentine.

On the eve of the Russo-Japanese 
War he displayed an unusually en­
ergetic activity in Northern China, 
and on the outbreak of the present 
war he also acted under the direct­
ion of the German Minister In Pekin.
Through him he received instructions 
to transfer himself to Persia, where 
he achieved the results with which 
we are acquainted organizing a rebel­
lion which h&s only just now been 
suppressed. Ttiln feeling that his 
work in Persia was at an end* and 
that his life was in danger, Pugen de­
cided to get into Afghanistan, where 
the previous efforts of German agit­
ators to arouse an anti-British move­
ment had so far been a complete 
failure.

Dr. Pugen as we now know, or­
ganised caravans of pilgrims going 
from Persia to Ganges, the sacred 
river. On their way they were to 
distribute proclamations and buy over 
the allegiance of influential in­
dividuals.

For these reasons, among 
others, nothing so touched tL ith emo­
tion the British people in those first 
few weeks of war — not even the 
spontaneous manifestation of loyalty 
on the part of the Colonies, deeply 
felt as that was—as India's outburst 
of almost passionate devotion to the 
Empire, and it cause. There had 
been doubts and misgivings among 
Englishmen, so prone to self-criticism 
and self-depreciation in every period 
of national crisis, concerning India’s 
attitude.

nefarious operations financed by 
German gold, sufficiently demonstrat­
es their worth as impartial commen­
tators on events that are transpiring 
at the present time in India.

Her heart beats true to all that’s good. as^ f°r these troops—they were thrust
into the European field of battle by 
the Indian nation itself, determined 
as it was to stand by Anglo-Saxon 
ideals of liberty and justice and to 
fight for them to the bitter end. Not­
withstanding the occasional friction 
that was manifest in the working of 
the government machinery in the De­
pendency, and despite injustices that 
had been perpetrated from time to 
time during the long two hundred 
years of British rule, it was recog­
nized, almost intuitively by the In­
dian people, that Britain stood for 
something that was very precioub to 
them and to the whole world—name­
ly, the reign of law, order and liberty. 
There had been a certain amount of 
dissatisfaction in India with the ex­
isting order of affairs; but a dissatis­
faction, be it noted, that was one of 
the direct and most fruitful products 
of British rule. England had grad­
ually equipped India with railways, 
canals and roads; she had practically 
eliminated the possibility of wide 
spread suffering for the future through 
a failure of crops in any one district 
by constructing at enormous cost 
great irrigation works; she had given 
the Indian people domestic peace, 
protection on their frontiers; and last, 
and perhaps most important of alb 
she had built up a great educational 
system comprising not only elemen­
tary schools, but technical institutes 
and colleges from which each year 
thousands of young men emerged to 
play their role in the upbuilding of 
the nations material and intellectual 
structure. Unfortunately, there was 
not room in the civil service as hith­
erto constructed for all graduates of 
the higher institutions of learning, 
and hence the very natural demand 
on the part of native Indians for 
wider opportunities in government 
service. More and more, however, 
posts were being found for Indians in 
the administrative work of thetr own 
country, and tens of thousands found 

a scope for their abilities and training 
in that direction.
