What officials of the United Fruit
Company declared was the most com-
plete and up-to-date wireless appar-
atus ever taken out of New York on
board of any steamship, left here yes-
terday on board the Tenadores of
their line, bound for South American
ports. The Tenadores is making her
first trip in the Company’s service
after her arrival from England, where
she was built.

(1) On disoovery of any 8igns of
potato canker farmers should imme-
diately notify the Dominion Botanist,
Experimental Farm, Ottawa, of the
outbreak, at the same time submit-
ting specimen, when an inspector will
be sent to assist and advise the far-
mer as regards the treatment to be
given,

thereof, and such remedial treat-
ment shall be carried out and con-
tinued until the insect, pest or dis-
ease shall be deemed by the insvpee-
tor to have been externsinated.”’
(3) Cut off and burn all potato

tops ‘or stalks withwut removing them
from the infested area.

(4) Dig at once all potatoes on
your farm, carefully hand pickx them
and those already dug, and separate
the diseased tubers from those ‘‘ap-
paréntly’’ or perfectly soiind.

(5) Place the diseased tulers in a
pile and cover with eartth. The in-
spector will advise you regarding
their disposal.

(6) All perfectly or ‘‘apparently’’
sound tubers may be stored in the
usual way, but mon: must be used for
any purpose whatsoever until the in-
spector has given permisaion.

(7) Allow no tubers to remain in

the ground, nor anpy alimal to' have
access to an iafected field. The or-
ganism causing the disease is liable
to be spread through the excreta of
animals having eaten infected pota-
toes in a raw condition.
} (8). No raw Dotatoes whether dis-
eased, - ‘‘apparently’”’ or
sound must be used for any purpose
| whatever. After they have been ex-
. mitted by the inspector to be used
'boiled. Boiling will absolutely de-
stroy the disease germ. All potato
parings must be burnad immediately.
{ (9) Under no circumstances may
you dispose of, sell, receive or give
_away any potatoes 'resulting from a
| diseased crop, however slightly that
.crop may have been affected. Note
Regulations 10 under ‘‘The Dastruc-
tive Insect and Pest Act’’ reading:

“It shall be illegal to gell, offer
flor sale or in any way dispose of or
to receive any trees, shrubs or otjer
| plants, vepetable matter or portions
of the same, if the same are infested
with any of the insects, pests or dis-
eases hereinafter specified.”’

(10) If the quantity of potatoes
permitted by the inspector to be used
is considerable, you are strongly ad-
lvised to keep a number of pigs and
use & quantity of boiled potatoes
among the usual food.

(11) The use for seed of any peta-
| toes resulting from an infected crop
no matter how sound tbey may ap-
pear, is strictly prohibited, as the
disease i3 entirely propogatad by the
use of infected seed.

(12) The land on which a dis2ased
crop has bebn raised is useless for the
cultivation .of potatoes for amn indef-
inite number of years. It may,
however, be used for the growinz of
any other kind of crop, except
potatoes. 2

- Continental Europe. Hall insurance
seems to be as common a thing in
Europe as fire insurance is in Amer-
ica, and indeed, the same reas>ns
that make fire insurance g necessary
precaution here in America make hail
insurance necessary in Europe. Tce
culture is se intensive that the dam-
age from hail, where it occurs, - is
pnecessarily very great. The observa-
tions of the weather bureau are ex-
tensive enough to enable commercial
companies to offer insurancé at a
moderate premium. The greater part
however, of the hail insuraace com-
panies arge mutual and co-operative.

larly liable to heavy losses from
hailstorms, though these may not be
very frequent. At present it is wnot
ancommon for an individual te lose
three-quarters of his crop in caseé a
bailstorm visits the neighborhood,
and the results, of coarse, are ex-
ceedingly inconvenient. Several grow-
ers in Niagara District 1as§ year suf-
fered heavy individual losses as the
result * of hailstorms, and’ will be
crippled for capital for several years
to come. With a rroper system of
hail jnsurance upon a co-operative
basis, a very slight premium from
each grower would render such dis-
asters comparatively harmless. Hail-
ftorms are not numerous enough in
Canada to form a serious menace to
the fruit-growing industry, but they
are pumerous enough to suggest t:he
wisdom of hail ‘insurance companies
in districts where fruit-growing forms
the chief occupation of the people.

HOLY CITY OF THE SIKHS
(By A. Hugh PFisher, in the Cenadicn
Pictorial.)

Hardwar, where the sgcred Ganges
leaves the foot-hills of the Himalayas
and enters the plains, is still the
great place of pilgrimage which Erah-
manism has made it for so many
ages, and every year, on the occasion
of its ;nousl :tival, draws hundreds

of thousands of native people from
all parts of !nlia 10 seek redempticn
in these upper waters of the holy
{ river, £nd incidentally to swell the
| trafiec of the rajlways and
Y(‘nmpensafe somew hat for the unpro-
| itable carriage ‘‘torr.st’’ . first-
class passengers.

The crowds of worshippers came for
fages before the railways, but it is
only since the British occupasion that
{ the practical value of the river has
been extended in such pigantic sy
tems of irrigation as the vast canal
which carries off the waters of the
Ganges at Hardwar during the season
of low flopecd anl spreads it over the
| level flats of the United Provinces.
| The wide river, clear as crystal and
gloriously blue in the bright sun-
igshine of that February morning,
flowed joyously with eager swiftness.
The . centre of attraction was the
temple and bath'ng ghat, on the re-
puted sight of a divine sacrifice. 1In
the water here I saw hundreds of big,
large-scaled fish, dark-brownish crea-
tures about two feet long, which are
cherished and fed regnlarly. On the
steps of the ghat no one is permitted
to wear shoes, and it was in my
stockinged feet that I visited the
““Charan,’’ or eacred footprinte on a
stoae let into the wall.

By the entrance to the temple,
squatting’ upon a tiny platform,
a priestess, dreseed in bright colors
and spangled clothes, played upon a
flute. Sacred cows, of which I had
already noticed several in the street,
stood about at the top of the steps.
Taey bore a strange deformity in the
shape of an extra limb loosely hang-
ing from the bump: In some cases
this ended in a hoof, and with some
in a second pair of horns. About the
road and along the banks of the
river, in front of low stone shelters,
numerous holy people squatted si-
lently—‘‘Sadhus’’ and « Nagas,”’ with
paked bodies whitened with ashes.

In the inper sanctum of another
temple &t Hardwar I saw for the first
time the ‘‘Grenth,”’ the sacred hook
of the Sijkhs. It was placed rather
like a body upon a wooden bed, and
was covered by a mauve silk coverlet
decorated with drawn thread work.

Twelve miles farther up tHe river,
after a difficult drive through very
rough country, I reached a village
called Rakhykash, where the Sikhs
have many places of worship. Upon
the wide stretch of rounded boulders
along the side of the river the scene
was very beautiful, the hills rising
abruptly from the farther bank, and
the water rippling over shallows and
racing through the deeper chamnels.

I came at intervals to paled en-
closures, within which devout crowds
sat listening to a priest, who was
sheltered by a thatched gabled cover.
Leaving my sboee, with others, at an
opening in tue fence of one such en-
closure, and receiving welcome, I en-
tered and sat upon a reed mat like
the rest, in the warm glow of the

ccntre tirough which passes much of
the trade with Kashmir and Afghan-
istan. = I found the whole city
a:rouded in dense clouds of white,
choking, and almost intolerable dust,
which not cnly hid everything out of
doors as in a thick fog, but drove on
a furious wind along the passage-way
of the hotel, entered every door and
window, and, even when the storm
was over, took more thin a day ¢t
clear out of the air.

The legend of the origin of Amrit-
sar tells how, one morning long ago,
a woman carried her hisband in a
basket—he being maimed and with-
out hands or feet—and placed him in
the shadow of a tree while she sought
alms on the neighborhood.

According to the story, the cripple
aoticed a crow, similarly affiicted
with lameness, fly to an adjacent pool
and become cured as soon as its legs
touched the water; ité plumage turn-
ing milk-white at the fame time.
Rolling towards the pool, the poor
cripple found himself restcred, and
on his wife's return she found a rer-
fect husband with normal extremities
sitting upon the basket. This we®
attributed to the power of ‘‘Amrit,”’
the water of immortality, whjch be-
came thenceforth the sacred tapk of
Amritsar, in the: midst of which
built the famous shrine of thz Golder
Temple. Within this
“‘Granth’’ lies, coyered with a cloeh
of gold and canary-colored silk, un-
der g great violet-hued canopy, while
a priest watches it, taking bhis four-
hour turn of duty, and occasionally
dusting it wth a bundle of peaccck’s
feathers. Over the centre of the
marble pavement, upon a white drug-
get, stand, in front of the ‘‘Granth,”
silver receptacles for offerings of
money, and rosy-eyed pigeons peck at

The religion of the Sikhs—founded
by the Guru or prophet Nanak, who
was born in 1469—is based on the twg
principles of the Unity of God and
the Brotherhood of Man. It prohibits

The Sikhs remained steadlast to
their faith through centuries of Mus-
selman persecution; became a bul-
wark against Northern invasion when
the Mcgul power fell into decay; (}e-
veloped later, under Ranjit Singh, in-|
to the most efficient military State
in all India; then, after his death,
challenged a mightier power from the
West: and, once they had accepted the
rule of their conquerors, proved them-
selves the most trusty of subjects,
staunch through the great crisis —of
1857, an'd today among the mcSse
loyal of the British Empire.

wood probably yields the best returas
for a small acreage and for this pur-
pose rapid-growers such as¥poplar,
ash aad elm should bhe encouraged,
which should make an annual growth
of from one<half to one cord acre,

Bass-wood, too, will be in inereasing

demand because of its rapid growth,
because it coppices readily and be-
cause of its value in small _sizes for
the manufacture of excelsior, cooper-
age stock and other small articles for
which the wood s
adapted. Maple reproduces readily,
and although not a rapid grower, it
nevertheless yields a substantial rev-
enue when it becomes large enough to
tap. Soft woods like spruce, balsam
and pine grow much more rapidly
than hardwoods and might be ad-
vantageously grown for fuel or pulp-
wood. When the most suitable species
have been selected and the weedtrees
removed, the woodlot must then be

thinned until thé crowns of the best- |

formed remaining trees are séen to
barely touch. An acre can cmnly pro-
duce a given amount of wood each
year and the fewer trees there—are to
share this yearly increment, and yet
fully utilize the crown space, the more
rapid will be the growth of these
trees. The third requisite in the
scientific farming of the woodlot, Is
that the cattle be kept out, espec-
fally after heavy cutting, when re-
production is most desired. Cattle
are just as Injurious to a youmg crop
of tree-seedlings as. they are to a
crop of grain. They may indeed eat
the grass in the woodlot, bu they
would just as soon if not , eat
the young and tender hardwood
shoots, and the same can be said of
sheep. Even coniferous seedlings are
not immune, so that certainly in re-
production is only assured by fencing
off the cut-oyver sreas. Dr. Fernow
predicts that
when the woodlot will sell the farm
or will be a necessary ‘part of ' the
farm to make it valuable.” In the
seasons when his other work slackens
the farmer could very easily improve
his woadlot in anticipation of this
time ‘of increased wood value.''—
