VISIT TO GLENGARRY.

BY DR. BURNS.
Mg. Evrror,—

My late visit to Glengarry occupied me
two weeke, or rather more, and embraced the
third and fourth Sabbaths in July. On the
former of theséwe had the communion at Indian
Lands, one of three stations occupied by the Rev.
Daniel Gordon, who hus hately been translated
from Lingwick to Glengarry. It was Saturday
morning before T ot forward, and thas I lost
both the fast day and the day for * speaking 1o
the question.” ‘I'he last of these 1 particularly
regretted to lose, as.l had ofien heatd of such
meetings, and -as I have learned that, on this oc-
cusion, the remarks made by the pious men of
the congregation, were profound and richly ex-
-perimental. - On Saturduy we-had at least 1200 °
hearers, and on Sabbath the number would cx-
ceed 3000.  On Monday, there might havo becn
from 1500 to 2000. Most of the services, on all
the days, were conducted in a beawtiful grove
adjoining the Church, and in which a suitable
* tent” had been crecied some considerable time
ago. The comumunion service, however, was
conducted in the church, while servicesin Gaelic
went on in the grove. [ found Mr. Gordon sup-
ported by the active nid of twenty elders and
deacons, men of mark and of character in-the
congregation. A veiy considerable addifion had
been made to the communian roll, and every
thing that met_my view satisfiod 1ne thar thers
js spiritual Jife here; a people called of the
Lord, and in a field which the Lord has bicseed,

The worthy miuister.aod his_ family I found
lodged in a jog ercction in the midst of a besuufu]
wond, on a field of twenty-seven acres, which
had been lately given as a glebe ; and three
weeks or so completed the house, from the felling
of the first tree, and 2 good commodious house
itis. No thanks to the residuaries who, Presby-
terially, had tricd to oust Mr. Gordon from the
old manse occupied by Mr. Daniel Clark, the
former minister, on‘tho charge of * heusebreak-
ing,” which charge, however, recoiled them-
sclves with heavy exponses, which a” portion of
the « Clergy Reserves” will no doubt hielp 10 pay.
And these are th= people with whom it is ex.
pcgted'we shall fratetnise, and mayhap form an
union ]

My sccond Sabbath was spent at Lochiel,
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where wa had large congregations, both in church
and at tho tent ; from Friday, the fast-day, on to
Monday, and varying from 1500 to probably
2500,  Here, as at Indian Lande, the various
services wero conducted in Gaclic by our excol-
lent fricnd, Mr. Gordon of Indian Lands, and
Mr. Duncan Cameron of Vankleckhill, with Mr.
Anderson, the pious and efficient Catechist.—
Here also, as at the other place, & stafl of at
least twenty elders and deacons, formed a fine
nuclous of a flourishing church. Tho work of
God goes on prosperously. Tho number of ac-
tual members in communion may not be very
large, and the ordinary attendance may not
crowd the iarge and fino edifico; but the field
is largo and encouraging ; *yca, white to the
harvest,” and nothing is required, save a well-
qualified and encrgetic preacher in Eunglish and
Gaoelic. Of the absolute nccessity of this last
in all Glengarry, I have no doubt, whatever. The
language has been entrenched there for cighty
years, and it holds its ground as finaly us ever.
Oh, what would T have given for even a few
mouthfuls of very ordinery Celtic.

Of the many excellent fellow-labourers among
our lay brethren, whom I met every where in
Glengarry, it may be difficult, and perhaps sume-
what invidious, to particularise any ; and yet
the name of Mr. D, Cattanach is sssociated
richly in my mind with energetic Iabours an an
office-bearer, and succeseful explorations of re-
mote territories in his capacity of an honorary
catechist,

T spent days, more or less, at Vankleekhill,
Martintown, and Cornwall, preaching at cach,
and trying to encourage our worthy frienda at all
the places. Lancaster and Dathousie Mills I
did not visit, but Tsaw some of the leading of-
fice-bearers, and learned from them the proepect
they had of the services of Mr. Anderson among
them at no distant period. With the friends of
the Church and of the Tempeorance cause, at
Cornwall, T had very agrecablc intercourse, and
they were happy in the near prospect of the set-
tlement of the Rev. Hugh Campbell, formerly
assistant at Mountreal, as their pastor.

Mr. Macmillan, one of our pious and promis-
ing students, is in Glengarry, usefully employed
as a catechist, and with a special cornmission to
the Roman Catholics in the district. But I nust
Teave it to himself, if he sees meet to favor us
with some missionary sketches.

Glengarry is a stronghold of evangelical trath,
and a noble scction of our Church. Already
we have two excellent laborers, and there is the
iear prospect of other two. Lev a fifth and
sixth be obtained, and both Aaving Gaelic, and
the field is ours. R B

MINISTERIAL SUPPOR'T.

To the Officc-Bearers and Members of the Pres-
byterian Church in Canada :—
Dear Breransw,—

During the late meeting of Synod at Toronto,
-an gverture on the subject of increased liberality
-in the payment of Ministers’ Salaries, was pre-
sented by the Elders in attendance, and, after
cousiderable discussion, the following resolution
was adopted :—

“ That the Synod approve of the spirit of the
Overture, and acknowlege the kind consideration
which has od this movement or. the part

of the Elders, declare that the altered circum-
stances of the country plainly call for an increase
.in the stipends of Ministers of the Gospel, ap-
point a Committes to issuo an aflectionate and
urgent sppeal to Doacons’-Courts, Managers or
Trusices, 1o consider their duty in regard to the
support of Ministers in an adequato manner, and
remit to Presbyteries, to adopt such measares by
visitation or otherwise as may tond to bring this |

matter fully before tha notice of congregations :
the Committee to consist of Measrr. Shaw, Con-
vener, McVuarrich, Henning, McFLellan and An.
drew Smiih.”

In secking to carry out the wishes of the Sy-
nod expressed in this resolution, wo scarcely
know how to proceed.  ‘T'hat owr Ministers
generally are inadequately supported is admitted
by all. “That it is the duty of conggggations
liberally to rewiid those who sinister in holy
things will be donied by none. The duty and
obligation being admitied, what remains to be
said ! In addressing Chuistinns, we can only
urge that liberality it an indipensable evidence
of grace. The motives to liberality are mani-
fold : Philanthropy is one of these ; love to the
sonule of men, or philunthropy eanctified is
another. But we would remind you of a third
and still higher motive—regard to the glory of
God. ‘Tho very fact of your being a Christian
implien that you have consecrated yourself—your
soul, body and substance to Christ—to his cause.
If you sro real, living Christians, you will bo
ready and willing to devoto your time, your ta-
lente, your wealth upon the altar of consecra-
tion to His cause. The individual, therefore,
that is in earnest, will be characterized by work-
ing zealously, perseveringly and prayerfully ; and
what istrue of the individual, will be equally true
of each congregation and of the Church at large.

We fear, then, that it is a sign of a low state
of religion amongst us, when wo see so little of
this xzeal, so little of this enlarged liberality.
Everywhere, indeed, we witness alacrity and di-
ligenco manifested by professing Christians to
take advantage of the favorable change in the
market for disposing of their merchandize and the
produce of their farms to advantage, but where
do we discern the same eager anxiety on the
part of church members, while percoiving that
with prices ranging from 50 to 100 per cent
higher than formerly, the same old ministerial
support is wholly inadaquate, to meect the altered
circumstances of the country and contribute ac-
cordingly? We know and rejoice in the know-
ledge that there are noble exceptions 1o this, both
in the case of individuals and churches, hut atill
we foar, that in our churches gencrally, but low
and inadequate views prevail as 10 the duty
of supporting in a suitable mraner the Christian
Ministry. Our views on this point, are so fully
and so well expreesed in the following extract
from an able article in a late number of the
Scottish Guardian, that we commend it to your
most attentive consideration :—

“ It is not conridered that the same taleuts
which can produce two creditable discourses a-
weck, and overtake the muliifarions avocations
of a congregational charge, would have been in
the great majority of cases more profitably de-
voted to some other profeasion, or inight have en-
sured success and fortune in many of the walks
of mereantile life. To qualify & man for the
office of the ministry requires years of labour
and outlay. Not less costly, indeed, is the
preparatiou of the lawyer and the physician ; but
mea seldom thiok of fequiting the service of their
winister as they do thase of the doctor or legal
adviser, or even at the rate which they are coutent
to pay for the lighter educational accomplishments
of their children. Our shiewd merchants know '
right well that if theywould bave their work dooe

efliciently, they must pay for it adequately ; and
there are few hnd-cier‘u in our prineipal commers
clal houser, who do not carry 1t in poiat of emolu.
ment over the beet paid clergymen in Scotland,
endowed or.unendowed, * ‘I'he labourer 13 wor-
thy of his hire.” Why should clergyinen be
made an exception to this equitahle ard wniversat
rulet  Are his earnest and thoughiful lessona
from the pulpit—his 1ender attentions to the sick
and the dying—his wiedomn in winning souls, and
his vigilance in watching for them as one who
must give account—his affectionate interest in the
young, his ready counsele, his coimtant prayers,
and his gudly example,~lcm valuable to Chris-
tian fumilies and Christian men, than the skill
of the physician, the sagacity of the lawyer, or
the ingenuity of tho mechanic? Are they lem
profitable, even in a pecuniary sensel On the
contrary, how rmuch of the individual comfort and
tespectability of our citizens, of the wealth and
enterprise of our merchants and manufacturers,in
to be traced to the integrity, sell-denial, and in-
dustry, which received their spur aud stimulus
from the leseons of that ¢ gudliness which is profite
able unto all things—having promise of the life
that now is, and of that which is to come*?

Ministers are expected to mantain a respectable
status in society, They are enjoined hy their
Divine commiseions to be * given to horpitality.”
‘They are naturally desirous 10 bestow upon their
tamilies the patrimony of a good education. If
they would earich the services of the pulpit with
* things new and old,” selected from the sacred
treasury, they wnust  give themoelves 1o reading”*
They have their theological stores 10 replenish;
and their idnocent literary 1astes to gratify. The
minister’s cabinet of jewels is his book-case. To
stint him in books is 1o deprive him of his iatel-
lectual resources, and ¢ freexe the genial curreat
of the soul.” And pamsimonious cougregations
will be the first 10 learn the truth of 1he remark,
that empty book-shelves make meagre sermoas.
In a word, the spiritual prosperity of the Church,
present and futute, depends, under the blessing of
ker great Head, on her ministers being supporied
upon a scale adequate to their social pesition.
Nothing, manifestly, can be more adverse 10 the
eflicient discharge of ministerial duty than the
constant intrusion of depressing and einbarrassing
worldly cares. And it will be well for the inem-
bers of all our Churches seriously 1o _cousider,
what prospects there are of a learned, accomplish-
«d, and devout ministry in our land, when every
description of labour is commanding aa ample re-
compense save that of the pulpit. o

We would, thersfore, affectionately remind you

that the degrce of responsibility under any obli-
gation is in proportion to the ability 10 discharge
it. *Unto whom much is given, of him ehall
much be required,” andythe apoetls saith, “ itis
accepted according to that a man hath, and not
according to that he hath not.” At the present
time, there is unparalleled prosperity both as re-
gards the agricultural productions and commerze
of our country—let it thea be deeply pondered by
every professing Christian, that there is at pre-
sout, @ Scriptural demand for an wnperaileled
increase in his contributions to Chyistian ob-
Jects. N )

The Committes cannot ocouclude without ex-

National Education Question.—Tins subject
occopicd the attention of the Aszembly, in con-
nection with rumours of certain contemplated
changes in the adminstration of the scheme. It
was understood that pad conumissioners were to
be proposcd, in place of tho present, and the As-
sembly resolved to use every effort 1o have one
or more of the commissioners to represent the
Presbytenan body. Several members of the As-
sembly spoko strongly agamst another ramoured
change, viz,, gising grams to separate religrous
denominations.  Dr. Brown and others spoke
strongly in favour of the present plan.

Correspondence with Foreign Churches.—The
Committee on this subject reported that they had
held friendly correspondence with various foreign
Churches in Amecrica and the Conunent. A
sum of £700 bad been bequeathed, by 2 member
of tho Church, in support of Fvangelical Protes-
tantism on tho continent. The report dwelt
much on the present state of the Waldensian
Church, and Mr. Blecky, Dr. Kirkpatrick, and
Dr. Houston, who spoke, directed their remarks
chiefly to that most interesting communny. It
was strongly urged that a representative should
bo scnt over to communicate their friendly and
Christian regards to that Church

State of Relizion.—A full and interosting re-
port on this subject was gwven in. Tt set forth
that—

“Tho reports transmitted by the Synods to
tho Committee stato that the way of salvation
to penshing sinners is clearly taught from all
our pulpits ; that thero does not appear amongst
us any defection from tho trath of the gospel ;
that the holy Secriptres are abundantly supplied
10 our peoplo ; that attendance on the public or-
dinances of religion is rather increasing ; that
Sabbath-school instruction is systematically and
vigorously pursned over the whole church ; that
Congregational Sabbhath-school libraries hate
been very generaliy csiablished ; and tha:, by
means of popular lectures and addresses, delive
gred by our ministers, or occasionally by tho
puvato members of our chusch, seriptural sub-
jects have been elucidated, and the bearings of
the Word of God on many of our important se-

after enlarging on Sabbath desecration, want of
family religion, and intemperance, it added :

“The grand obstacle to tho progress of vital
religion in our own, as in all other sections of
tho Protestant Church, in the present day,is a
besetting worldliness.  Notwithstanding all the
appliances and facilities provided by modern arn
and science for the despatch of business, men
scem to have hittle time to look into the condition
and prospects of their own souls, and siill less to
investigate and provide for tho spiritual wants
of others.  Every one is running the full carcer
of worldly busimess, or pleasure, or ambition ;
and, anudst the engrozsing urgencies of ume, is
in danger of forgeiting or negleciing the incom-
parably higher interests of eternity.

* One alarming form in which the power of
the world appears in these times is, in diminish-
ing our supplics of candidates for the office of
the holy miniatry.”

‘The report concluded with the expression of
earnest aspinngs for a revival, and the outpour-
ing of the Spirit of God.

Sablath Observance.—~The report mentioned
somo gratifying changes that had occurred on
canals and railways in the better obscrvanco of
tho Sabbath, and referred to various measures
that ought to be zealously advocated aad en-
couraged,

Howe BMission.—Dr. Edgar resd the report
of this Scheme. It entered into £l dewals re-
garding both branches of the Scheme, tho exten-
sion of divine ordinances to Presbyterians, and
the conversion of Romamsts.

It isto bo hoped
that tho God of battles will bless our arms with
victory, and that whatevor danger and tnals
awat ug, we may be enabled to foel that we have
done our duty in defenco of the weak against the
strong, and that the nation may require guaran-
tee from ‘Turkey for proper rehigions tolernuon
to chnstians.  ‘T'hen our purposo is gained, and
another nation of the earth has the blessed light
of tho gospel preached to it.”

PARALYSIS OF NINDUISM.

T cannot remember any time ia the history of
tho Mission when I felt so much diseruragement
and depression, as I do at present,  We have
not done “ great things ;* but within whe last
hirty years, by the good haad of eur God upon
ue, work has been done, of which the future
effects can hardly be over-estimated  We havo
gent forth many thousands of young men, rescued
from the bondnge of ignorance ard a base and
cruel supcrstition, and wtellectually and merally
elevated for above their coumiryimen.  Hindwmsm
falls powcrless and specehless hefore educauon ;
and it hag been our care and our delight, not 1o
destroy it merely, but to yeplace it with wruth as
jtisin Jesus 1t istruc that hundreds are con-
vinced for one that is converied ; but T may suy
that the great bulk of our pupis go out into tho
world with a Christian conscience, which they
may hatden or disregard, but which will hift up
its voice while they live, and plead for Christ,
even when they turn away from his word and
his scrvante.

For a lengthened period, the labours of tho
missionaries w Alrica,were frequently interrupt-
v ed by wars and romours of war. Peace has
now heen restored, and matters are in & fair way
of being arranged.  ‘T'he seminary at Lovedale,
the olyect of which is 1o cdecate the natives,
amd especially to train those who may be useful-
Iy employed as ‘Peachers and Preachers among
their fellow-countrymen, has been reopened.—
‘Tho Rev. William Govan gives the following
account of this interesting institetion :—

‘The seminary was not ro-opened till July 1819
whea Mz, Laing, 1 tho prospect of my retuen,
opened 1t with sever nauve pupils, and cight or
ten of European descent.

pace, the Pope clvims divine power. He pus
forveard this claim ae the Vicar of Christ and 1he
rarcrgeors of St. Peter, whom they make Bidop
of Rome, thowgh they cannot prove that he was
everat Rome. Jemn Christ poesessed and eXercised
divine power or authority in it fullest degree,
and therefore the same rupernatural endowinem
wnst belong 1o the Pope. It is a2 usefu] and
wecemary for him as it was o_lis Master. If
the interests of the Charch in bty firep aze ree
quired its exercise, they rqually requize it in every
succeeding age. Sach is 1he reacigiing by sl
gond Roman Catholivs, reprenity those of the
uhnl‘aoulam schiwl.  Amd Lonce the otk oF

laws of the Pope are held by Romanists to be of
equal authority with Seriptute, and to be as much
entitled to our respect and ohedienco. The Pa-
pacy enjoins, fur example, a great number of fast
and feast days; and these ohserved with equal
or rather greater strictness than the Sabbath or
Loid's day. It enjoins celibacy upon the clergy,
and should they live in an irregular or licentious
manner, it would never ho held so great a sin, or
rather it would be accounted a more venial tres
pass than if they should contract + honourable”
marriage.  But, secondly, there in evidently ex-
preszed or implied in the passage quoted ahave,
u claim to miore than divine power; and it would
be ie to deny that this monatrous pretension has
actually advanced hy the defenders of the Papacy,
When the Pope is hard pressed for money, which
is not unfrequently the care, in a country where
there are g0 many idle days and idle monks, and
where, of course, there must be & great want of
industry and wealth, he grants or issues oul ine
dulgences for sin, and presumes to forgive it j—
and should any of the rules or canone enjoined
by the Papacy come into collition with ~those
contained in Seripture, which in a system g0
grosely antichristan must often happen; the Iatter

The Pope and his priests
declare, and 1he foolish Romanists lend implicit
credit to the declaration, tnat they can turn by
their act of consecration a wafer of wheaten
bread iata she bady and blood, sonl and divinity
of Jewus Clirist : or, in other words, they main-
tain that they can create the great and omnipo-
tent Being who created them and all things that
cxist. What sysem of #uperstition in any age or
country, whether ancient or modern, ever con-.
tained so profane a dogma, or laid claim to so
presumptuous an exeérciso of power ? Nothing
can more decidedly manifest the Pope 10 be the
Man of Sin, and Popery 10 be the fystem of An-
tichrist, -

But, in the third place, the Pope is xaid by Si.
Paul 10 sit in the temple of God + 25 God.” And
so0 he actually does. At his enthronization in S:.
Peter's, aficr his election to the Tiara, he is shewn

aod power of Gieat Britain, were sho to be sad-
denly denuded of the pasterity of the clerey, or
were she 1o be deprived of that accession to her
strenath for the future!  And how much came-
fort and domestic enjoyment wonld be banished
for ever from the land ! Many thonsandsz of use- '
ful and happy mothers wonld, but for our Protes-
tantiun, buve heen doomed to deng out a dreary
and useless Iife in conveninal prisons withont the
solace of family endearment, and shorn of the
prceless  privileae  of peiennal lihery.  Onr’
Brtsh hatred of the  Man of Sw” ic happily -
grear; but it isnnt so great as it onght to be
and we bapr it wili be made every year geeater
by the combracd and vigorons exensions of the
pulmt aad the press —The Lulwark. !

The following brief but interesting memoir wo
take from the JImerican Missionary, chicfly for
the purpose of showing that true prety and de-
votedness will find, even in the most obscure and
retired situations, oppostunities of advancing the
glory of God, and the spintual good of mankind.
Suzely such individuals, whatever bo their out-
ward circumstanees, may well be recognised as
amoha the honorable of the earth :—

Thou-
aands in this community have heard or kaswn
Iaty Ferguson, the aged colored woman, wha,
in mnre vigorous life, was the celebrated cake-
maker for weddines and other social parues
Hut many who have caien hier unmalled cake,
and been cdified by sensible chat or pious die.
course, may be ignorant of the cmnent vittues
and extrantdinary good deeds which crowned her
life. It is due, therefore, to the cause of Chnsi,
of phitanthrepy, and the people of colur cspe-
crally, that her disunguishied services shoutd be
recordmd  ‘The facts contamned 1n s nehice
were chicfly 1aken from Mes. Ferguson's ows hips.,
Aarch 25, 1850,

Itaty was born a slave. Her mazhier gave inth
tn hier on hier passage from Viegrmin o thas eny.
Ka'y Withamzs—for that was her name—twas

was an elder 1n ano of the New-York Cay Pres- {
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byterian churches  « R B said Katy,* wold
my mother away, but 1 romember that belore we
were tern asunder, she knelt down, kud her hand
on my head, and gave mo to God *

Katy never eaw her mother again,  Her mis-
tress told her that if she was as good as her mo-
ther, she would do well.  Katy felt heenly the
foss of her mother.  ‘1'he recolleetion of her own
anguish whea separated from her, made her, sho
smd, feel compassion for cluldeen. When ten

' years old, she told her master, R. B, that of he

waould givo her her libenty, sho would serve the
Lotd for ever  But he did not do it

Katy was never tanght to read. ¢ My mis-
tro:9,” she sad, “would uat let me learn; and
once she said to me, ¢ You know more now than
my daughters.’”  Ono of her nnsiresy’ sons asked
Katy to teach him geography, &e. She ex-
clatmed, “ Tean't ™ Hereplied, *“ Yes, youcan
1f 1 don't read right in the Bible, ar if [ don'tsay
my catechism right, you tell quick enough.”

At fourieen yearz of age, she was converted to
God. When under convietron of sin, sho deter
mined to go and see Rev. I M. Mason, whoso
church she then attended.  She was afraid to go,
was unwifling it should be known in the family
that she went, and was tremblngly apprebensive
that she could not get acerss o Dr. Mason, or
that he would not pay auention to her. She,
however, summoned resolution enough to go.
* While I stuod at the door ringing the bel),” said
she, “ I can not deseribe my feelings ; and when
the door opened, and Dr. Mason himself siood
before e, I irembled from head to foor. If he
had spoken harshly 10 me, or had repualsed me,
I should have almost died of grief, and perhaps
have Jost iy soul.”  But the good man did not
speak harshly to her, nor repulse her. Stern
and apparently havghty as he was on some occa-
siong, yet he possessed kind and tender feelings,
as the writer well remembers.  He uaited two
qualities that are never found united, except in
truly great men, high ntellectual power and
strong ciotional feelings.  Without waiting for
the little trembling colored girl to sayany thing,
Dr. Mason said,  Have you como here to talk
tomoabout yoursoul 1 This greatly encouraged
her.  She wen: in and disclosed to tho venerable
man the secrets of her heart.

When Kay was sixteen or seventeen years
old, a lady in the city puarchased her frecdom for
8200, giving her six yearsto reimburse her; but
she afterwards agreed to allow her one half of
the suin for clevenmonths’ wark, andthe late ex-
cellent Divio Bethune raised the other hundred
dollars.

At 18, she was married.  She had two chil.
dren, but lost them both. “ They aredead.” said
Katy,* and I have no relations now, and most
of my ald fricnds are gone.”

During her life, she had taken 48 children
—twenty of them white children—somo from
the alms-house, and others from their parents,
and brought them up, orkept them till she could
find places for themn.  She expended much money
on their behalf, and followed them with affection-
ate interest with her prayera. ‘o my inquiry,
“Havo veu laid up any property 17 she quickly
replied, ** How could 1, when I gave away all I
caraed 17

When she lived at 51 Warren street, (the
houseo has since been taken down,) she regularly
collected the children in the neighborhood, who
were accustomied to run in the sireet on the
Lord's day, into her houso, and got smtable per-
sons to come and hear thein say thair eatechism.

The sainted Isabella Graham used 10 invite
Kaiy's scholars 1o ber hocse, 10 say their cate-
chism, and reccwve religions nctrucuion.  Tins
was abont the time Dr. Mason's church in Mur-
ray sireet was bk, The doctor heard of her
school, and on Sunday visited 3t. *What are
vou abous hero, Kay,” eaud he, * keeping school
on the Sabbath 7 We must not leave you to do
all s So hie spoke to s clders, had the
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lecturo-room opened, and the childron trans-
ferred 10 §t.  ‘I'h s was tho origin of the Sundey
fchool w the Murray-street church, and it is
behieved that Katy Fe:guson's was the first Sun-
day-school in the city.

For more than forty years, up to the last of her
hife, she has had a praver-ineetny at her house
cvery Frulay ovening, and for somo five year
past, another every Sabbath  afternoon, into
which the gatiered the poor neglected cinldren
of the naghborhand, and thuse adalts also who
did not attend church anywhere, She always
secured the aid of somo good man to conduct
these meetings. ‘Tho resulis of theso eflonia
were moot happy. ‘T'ract distributors, city mis-
sionarics, and others, remarked that where Katy
lived, the whole aspect of the neighborhood was
changed  So much forthoe exertions of a poor
colored woman, who could not read! ¢ ‘T'he
liberal heart deviseth liberal things.”

The secret of Katy's usefulness was her fervent,
uniform, and consistent pivty. No one could be
with her, eren for a little winle, without fechag
us influence.  “T'ho love of God was shed abroad
m her heart, and it found expression in acts of
benevolence 1o his children.

‘The cause of missions was very dear 10 her.
Three years and a half ago a company of nus-
sionarics were about to embark for West- Africa,
under the directions of the American Missionary
Association. One of the missionarivs was in-
vited 10 attend the little meetings held a: Katy's
house, and did so once or wwice, before leaving
the country.  Katy's sympathies were a1 onco
strongly cnlisted 1n behalf of this young mission-
ary and all his associates. A few months since,
ghe writer met her in the street, and she cagerly
inquired abogt the Mendio Mission. * For theso
three years,” said <he, “ T have never missed a
day but I have prayed for those dear mmssion-
anes,”

Katy mourned over the condition of the poor
people 1a the city, who were suflering on aceount
of theirvices as well as their poverty. Shesaid:
** The ruination of buth white and colored penple,
in this cuy, is gambling. 1 told ono of them,
that J would never do it ; that I bad rather live
on bread and water.”

On Tuesday morning, having been for several
days somewhat indispascd, she went out to sce a
physician. Sho soon returned to her house, and
lay down, but grew rapidly worse. In a few
hours, it becane apparent that her discase was
cholera, and she was sensible that the hour of
dissolution was at hand. Notwihstanding tho
suddenness of the summonrs, she was ready. Her
mind was calm and clear. ** Oh " said she t0 a
friend who stood near, * what a good thiag it is
to have a hope in Josus ! Her last wards were 3
“ All is well.” Yes, sainted spirit, *¢ all is well.”

THE BLIND GIRL AND HER BIBLE.

Many years azo, said the Rev. Monsicur Ve,
when a student in tho Academy of Genoa, I was
accustomed 1o spend the long summer vacations,
uaveling from village to village, in my native
France, preaching in the open squares the King-
dom of Gad, distributing }is holy Word to those
who would accept it, and teaching from house to
house 1ne blessed Gospel of Jesus my Master.
On such an cxcursion in the summer of 183—, T
entercd a little vine-hung cabain in the environg
of Dijon  In iis low, wide kitchen I ¢aw a
widdle-agea wonan busily ironing, a boy yet 100
young to labour, and a girl some seventeen or
cighteen years, of a sweet serions aspect, plaiting
straw.  She did not raise her cyes as 1 entered,
and, on a nearer approach, I perceived that she
was blind.

Saying that T was one sent to bring glad
tidings of good things, I hegan o tell them tho
story of Chris, Hislove, His suflerings, Hisdeath.
They hsiened autentively, and tears rolled slowly
from 1he sightless cyes of the young gitl, 1. was
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ndeed tadings, now and woadesful unto themns
for like others of the simple peasantry of Franee,
they were accustomed to sing sweet hymns, and
muriar devout orisons (0 “ blessed Mary. mother
wild,” white Chraist and hussafvanon were hudden
from thesr heants,  ‘T'he next doy nnd the next 1
visited the widow's poor cotage, anid Jesus the
good Shepherd, gave me pew cause for thankiul-
ness, 1 permutting we 1o gunde both mother and
daughter to the fold of peace,

Poor sighiless Marie! how was she affected
when [ told her of Thm who opened the eyes of
the blmd, and read to her how blind Bartimens sat
by the wagside begumng, when he cried onte
Jocus of Nazareth pissing by, and recejved ejght
Then an wrrepresable longing, such as she had
never known before, 3 longing for God’s bleseed
gift of vision, seized upon the poor blind girl ; not
that she sighed to behold the blue heaven, or the
golden tight, or 10 look upon her mother's smile,
or gaze m her young browher’s lavghing eyes
No, not these ; but she longed to read the blessed
wards of Jesus, when e said, ** Come unto me,
and [ will guve you rest.”

There dwelt then in Dijon a man of God, who
had gathered around him a few blind, whom he
had taught to read und work. [ sought him ow,
told hitn of Marie, tnterested him ia her, arranged
that she should come an hour every mormng to
learn to read, and procured for her a Biblo with
raised letters for the blind,

You should have scen hers delight as she started
off nextmarning—a warm, brnght August tnara-
ing—one hand locked in her brothers, and the
other fondly clasping tho precious Bible, 10 take
her first Jesson.  Alas, poor Marie ! itrequires a
delicate touch to distinguish the slighily raised
surface and aice outhne of the letters, and her
fingers were hard and callous with the constant
plaiting of straw.  Again and again was the
effort made, but to no purpose.  But ono day ae
she sat alone, sorrowfully chipping with herlintle
kunife the rough edges of the straw, a2 happy
thought occurred to her.  Could she not cut
away the thick, hard skin from her fingers, and
then it would grow anew, smooth and soft, like

the rosy fingersot achild?  And so she whittled
the skin {rem the poor finger2, needing not the
pain ; was it not that she might read the Word
of God?  But the straw work conld not ceace ;|
it brought bread, and the wounded fingers were |
slow ta heal.  When the reading lesson awas,
tried again, warm drops trickled from the blecd-
ing fingers along the sacred line. It was ol in
vain.

After the first bitterness of her disappointment,
Maric sirove bard to be cheerful. ¢ God had
opened the eyes of her soul, “she said,* and
ought not she 1o praise Him?”  And the new
Bitle! Ab, surcly she must carry it back ; some
happicer blind girl might pluck the fruit from thns
teee of life, and find healing in its blessed leaves.
And holding the dear volume near to the beating
of her | 2art, she koelt by her white cot to pray 1 {
* Dear an. “aessed Jesus, who lovest the poor,
and opearst the eyes of the blind, T thank Thee
that thau hast not hulden Thyself from a poor
blind girl. Andsince Icannotread Thy heavenly
words, T pray that Thou wilt whisper them
into my soul, that my spirit my notbe dark like
my poor cycs. I can see Thee with my. cars,
dear Jesue, and Thon knoweet that ¥ love Thece,
and love “Thy holy book.”  And she touched the
open Bible with her lips. Ojoy! To the soft
lips, the slight indcntations of the raised surface
are clearly perceptible ; they trace the sharp out-
line of the letters with unerring accuracy. Wah
a low cry of joy, she passes line afier hine 2ctoss
her cager lips, she turas the leaf, the lipe lose nat
their power. It is all clear, all casy now. The
lips could do what the toil-hardencd fingers could
not—they could read.

The
low Kitchen worc its old look, lut what a beam-

ing, hoppy face was Marie's, as she sat in her rude
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char, her basket of steaw at het feet, reading her
beloved Bible  Blind, st was ot of hein

Dear eloquent hips, which the cold clay kisses
now, told me thes Little tale, and [ bstened with
starting tears, thinking how the poor bhind gl
would nise up in the judgment to condemn the
many, who * having eyes, seo not.”

HINTS TO SABBATH SCHOOL
TEACUHERS.

IMPORTANCE OF REGULAR ATTEN-
DANCE.

One of the most important school habits to be
cultivated by the teacher, is thut of uniform, pune-
wal, self-denying atteadance in his place. We
are persuaded that jt is o very prevalent fault
wmony teachers to feel at liberty to attend school
or not, as their convenience or inclination may
decide,

T'he teller of a bank, the captain of a steam-
boat, ¢. the watchman of a eity, would be ex-
cuzed if illness or other providential causes should
prevent their attendance at their respective posts,
Tow often do these men go to their employments
with headaches, and bearing up against weari-
ness and ucipient sickness, under the strong sense
of their respungibility, and under the cunscious-
ness that their failures may endanger their hold
upon their otlices! How constantly do we
obzerve men who have no such consequences as
these to apprehend, breaking off from the stron-
geat inducements and persuasions to remain at
home, on the plea that their business is too im
perative to be neslected.  ‘They must be at the
counting house : if they cannot walk, they will
ride. Or if theie vote is wanted at the polls, orin
the legistature, they will rather be carried on
their beds than let the the cause suffer in which
their hearts are so deeply interested.  This apirit
is wanted in our Christian duties; aud though
we would not encourage the risk of health or
life to meet Sunday-school engagements, we
would have teachers feel as strongly bound to
thein as salary, gain, or ambition can biod the
man of the world to the objects of Aés pursuit.

A deficiency inthis point on the part of the
teacher is seen at once in the state of his class;
late attendance, frequent abseace, by-an-by va-
cancy upon vacancy tell the reproachful tale.
And not the one class only, but the whole scheol,
in all its order and discipline, feels the disastrous
influence of a single cxumple like this.—Teacher
Tuught.

At the time when he entered his Presbytery
the larger portion of its members were vehe-
mently hostile to the Evangelical party in the
Church. By dint of patient perseverance and
friendly conversation he wrought a change in
the séntiments of some who fuithfully stoed by
him throughout all the contesitions which then
arose, and sre —now honouréd and assiduous
ministers of the Free' Church. In the Abeideen
Synod, of which™he wis a member, he was also
accustomed to take partin the debates on Gliurch

“policy, always with distinction and effcet.

He never sacrificed his “convictions, “and, at
the Disruption, he followed them out fearlessly.
Few men in Lowlaud - purishes made “greater
sacrifices thanhe.  A-more beéautiful £pot than
Forglen Manse we have seldom seen 3 and when
he quitted it he could find neither house nor
was obliged
to repair -with his family 10 the- adjvining vil-
lage of Tureifl; four miles off, where he organ-
ised the nucleus of the present flourishing congre-
gation there, preaching at Turriff in the forenoon,
and ina ) granted by a farmer in his old
‘parish, in the afiemoon.
