the proper remedy, the total abolition of the indiscriudnate traffie
in intox:cating liquors, will be accomplished by means of the pre-
ponderance of public opinion in the Province.

Mg. Eprror,—Please to publish in your next number the
zesolutions passed by the Synod of the Preshyterion Church of
the Lower Provinces at their last meeting respecting the sale of
}ptoxicating liquors on Provincial property along the railway
ine.

The following communications in reply having been submitted
to the Rev. Dr. Smith, the Moderator, are now published by his
direetion, for the information of the members of the Synod and
of the public.

On motion of Rev. P. G. MeGregor, seconded by Rev. Mr.
Munroe of Wallace, it was agreed, * That this Synod records its
deep regret that our Provincial authorities should tolerate the
continuance along the railway line of places where intoxIating
liquors 13 oA thet enntrary to law, outraging the deepest
convict 10 best part of the population, and
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would record its conviction that the Government of the country,
by taking effectual measures to abate this nuisance, would
entitle themselves to the lasting gratitude of the friends of
religion and good order.”

On motivn of Mr. R. McGregor, seconded by A. James, Esy,,
it was agreed that a copy of this resvlutivn be transmitted to the
Hon. Provincial Secretary.

My Dzrar Sir,—Your letter of the 29th October, conveying
resolutions of the Presbyterian Synod, reached me on the other
side of the Atlantie. On my return home I lost no time in sub-
mitting the subjeet to which they referred to the earnest consider
ation of the Chairman of the Railway Board, and I now enclos,
for your information and that of the Synod, a letter which I have
just reccived from Mr. McCully, with a copy of a circular which
he has issued to all persons who keep restaurants on the Railway
line.

The matter is beset with some difficulty, and would have been
simplificd had refreshment roums been erected by the Goven
ment at all the stativns, as has been done elsewhere, and leased
under strict regulations. This not having been done, shantics
have sprung up to meet the requirements of the travelling publi,
and it is nut a very casy task to control the parties who kuep
them.

You may be assured that there is no disposition to counte
nance the ~ale of spirituous liyuors on the Guvernment property,
and I will be very glad to lave any suggestions by which the
practice may be checked.

Sir,—Enclosed you will find printed form of circular for-
warded to cach of the persons dwelling within the precinets of
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the Railway where intoxicating liquors have been supposed or are
likely to be sold.

Each road-master has been furnished with a copy, with strict
injunctions to report every violation of the strict regulations
enjoined.  If the railway had been equipped with a class of res-
taurants or saloons at the public expense, which the department
could have Ieased to parties prepared to keep them on proper
principles, the dificulty with which I am called to contend would
be greatly lessened.

Str,—Your permission to enjoy the privilege of furnishing
refreshments at station, for the comfort and con-
venience of travellers, being based upon the distinct understand-
ing that no spirituous or intosicating liquors should be sold or
furnished, T have to acquaint you that it is the determination of
the Government and of the Railway Department that this agree-
ment be carried out in good faith, and that if, after this date,
any intoxicating liquors be sold by you or any person in your
interest or employ, or kept or exhibited for sale within the Limits
of the railway property, you will be immediately ejected in a
summary manner, and otherwise dealt with as the law directs.

T bave issued orders to the various officers upon the lines from
time to time to enter saloons and other ercctions situate within
the Railway limits, and report to this office, with determination on
my part to carry out the policy above enunciated to the letter.

Ind submitted to them for examination, the Bye-Laws of Athe-
weum, Division, No. 96; Welsford, 168; Gibraltar, 171;
Guthrie, 174; and Brougham, 175, upon which they beg to
weport as follows :

Amienzuy, 96.~~The Bye-Laws.of this Division do not in
ay-way conflict with the Constitution.
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WeLsrorp, 168.—Strike out the whole of Article 3, whica
says: ““This shall not be a benefit Division,”” as the Article
conflicts with the Preamble of our Constitution, which acknoy-
ledges the beneficiary system in connection with the Order.  As
your Committee bave recommended on several previous oceasions,
they would repeat the recommendation here : that Subordinate
Divisions, instead of declaring themselves non-benefit, suspend
the giving of benefits for not a longer period than twelve monthe
at a time—at the expiration of which period the suspension can
be renewed, if thought advisable.

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The Grand Worthy Patriarch read his Report as fol-
lows :

To e Granp Division oF THE SoNs oF TEMPERANCE OF
Nova Scotrra.

Officers and Brothers,—

It affords me much pleasure to inform you, that by the returns
received from various County deputies, I am enabled to report
our Order as having made very favorable progress during the
last quarter.  The number of members has been considerably
increased.  Five new Divisions have been opened, and Charters
granted for two others, one of which I have no doubt has been
opened by this time. T am aware also of intending applications
for two more ; and generally throughout the Province our Order
is having a happy and increasing influence in promoting the cause
of Temperance.  This favorable progress I hope, will encourage
and stimulate all our members, and revive the few languishing
Divisions to renewed and persevering effort in the great work in
which we are engaged. Much may be accomplished by the indi-
vidual exertions of zealous members, as well as by their united
efforts in the Division. Those who are capable, should be induced
aud encouraged to deliver public Lectures. Much good may be
done by the dissemination of Temperance Luerature. But by
far the most important and influential of all moral means is the
Pulpit, when its occupant is sincerely in earnest. Many good
men who take no interest in the matter, may thus be reached,
induced to refleet, and ultimately unite with us in our endeavours
to suppress the evils of Intemperance, whose attention it would
be difficult to arrest in any other way.

There are persons, however, on whom all such influences are
thrown away. T allude to some of those engaged in the Liquor
Traffic. Nothing but the strong arm of the Law can reach men
who in defiance of public opinion, will persist in such a business.
It is to be deplored that Licenses for the sale of Intoxicating
Liquors, in places where the inhabitants are generally opposed
to it, continue to be granted by Justices of the Peace, and Grand
Juries, notwithstanding the remonstrances of the people by
petition.

I regret that the friends of Temperance are again disappointed
in their expectations of the enactment by the Legislature of cer-
tain amendments to the License Law, which, although the mea-
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sure has twice passed the Lower House, has again been defeated
by the action of the Legislative Council.

One of the most important clauses of the Act empowers 3
majority of the rate payers of each electoral district, by petition
to the Court of Sessions, to veto the granting of Licenses within
the limits of their own district. It also contains another mos
important clause,~—intended to stop the illicit sale by a class of
people who manage by this traffic to pay estravagant rents for
the miserable hovels they occupy; and when convieted, under
the Law, rather than pay the fine imposed prefer going to jail,
(which to them is no punishment !) leaving their wives and some
times their children, to continue the business and putting the
public to the expense of both their prosceution and maintenane:
in jail. The clause referred to provided that, on the convictin
of such persons, and their refusal to :Bay the fine, the Clerk (f
License should serve a notice on the Landlord or owner of the
premises. That in case of a socond conviction of his Tenant, ke
(the Landlord) would be held responsible for the payment of the
fine,—while such notice gave the Landlord authority to remor
the Tenant.

I observe by the published reports of the proceedings of th
Legislative Council that this Act, which was last year summarly
rejected, received on this occasion more consideration. Sever!
of its clauses passed, but the one affecting landlords was nat
agreed to, and the Act, thusamended, was returned to the Lowe
House, which body, refusing to coneur in the amendment of the
Council, it was agdir lost, thus deferring, for at least anothe
year, the ameddments so anxiously sought for. I am at a ls
to conceive why the Act, divested though it was of a vey
important clause, was not accepted by its supporters in the
Lower House.

In compliance with a resolution passed at our lust quarterly
meeting, the Government was applied to, by petition on helall
of the Grand Division, for a grant of money towards defrayin
the expense of travelling public lecturexs, but I have not bee
informed what notice was taken of it.

There have been urgent inguiries for the services of an agest
and public lecturer from many parts of the Province, more par
ticularly from Cape Breton, and I regret that the committe:
appointed for the purpose have mot yet succeeded in engaging
one.

Since our last meeting a small supply of Temperance track
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have been procured from Scotland, and are deposited for sale
with bro. Taylor and the Grand Seribe in Halifax. Copies
of all of them are now here for your examination, and it will be
for you to consider and determine on the propriety of authorizing
the mportation of asufficient quantity, both for sale and distributivn.

Trusting that our meeting together on this oeeasion may tend
to promote the grand object we have in view, and that in all our
deliberations we may be guided by heavenly wisdom,

Referred to Committee on State of the Order.

The Grand Scribe presented the following Report
from the Committee appointed at Special Meeting held
on the 15th March to communicate with the Halifax
City Council, the Provincial Government, and the Synod
of the Presbyterian Church of the Lower Provinces :

At a Special Session of the Grand Division, held at Halifax,
en March 15, a Committee was appointed to carry out certain
instructions, of which the following Report is submitted :

The Grand Division had three topies more particulurly brought
t> their attention : one was. proceedings of the Ilalifax City
Uvuncil relative to Temperance ; another, proceedings of the
Syuod of the Presbyterian Church of the Lower Provinces, con-
wming the same Cause ; and the other, certain proceedings of
the Guvernment in reference to the trafiie in Intoxieating Liguors,
at the Railway Stations.

On these topics Resolutions were adopted, which are herein
epied, as explanatory of the views of the Grand Division, and
the steps taken by the Committee.

The Resolution relating to the City Council was as follows

“ Resolved, That this Special Session of the Grand Division, hav-
ing had brought to their notice a discussion which recently took
place at & meeting of the City Council, take this opportunity of
expressing their gratification at the Temperance sentiments uttered
by members of the City Council at the meeting alluded to; and of
assuring the City Council, that the Grand Division sympathise with
their efforts, as understood in reference to any approach to Tem-
perance reformation in the City, hoping that, as members of the
City Council intimated, the time will arrive when the proper remedy,
the total abolition of the indiscriminate traffic in intoxicating liquors

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will be accomplished, by means of the great preponderance of pub-
lic opinion in the Province.

Resolved, Thata Committee be appointed to carry out, by address
or deputation, or otherwise, the foregoing resolution.”

The Deputation of the Committee waited by appointment, on
the City Council, in ‘session convened on 24th March. A very
courteous reception was esperienced. A deputation of the City
Couneil introduced the members of Committee, who were accom-
modated with cbairs on the Council platform. The Resolution
of the Grand Division was read by the Grand Scribe, and explan-
atory remarks were delivered by one of the Committce. The
conclusion of the interview, as the commencement, was marked
by polite formalities on the part of the City Couneil.

The Resolution relative to proceedings on the part of the Gov-
ernment and Presbyterian Synod, authorized the Committee to
express the sentiments of the Grand Division, in reference to the
transactions previously alluded to. The Comumittee, accordingly,
prepared the following to be presented to the Government:

“ GRAND Division S. oF T. oF Nova Scotia,
Halifax, 26th March, 1862.

At a Special Session of the Grand Division of the Sons of Tem-
perance of Nova Scotia, held at Halifax on the 15th inst., attention
was called to a Correspondence between the Synod of the Presby-
terlan Church of the Lower Provinces, and the Lincal Government,
relative to the sale of Intoxicating Liquors at the Railway Stations
of the Province. The Grand Division adopted a Resolution expres-
sive of their gratification at the promptness and directness of the
Government, in adopting means for the suppression of the traffic
complained of,—and appointed a Committee, to express to the
Local Government, the views of the Grand Division.

In performing this pleasing duty, the Committee take the liberty
of respectfully stating, that the action of the Government on the
question, was cause of much pleasure to the Grand Division, as a
valuable and much required step in the right direction, aad asan
earnest of adaitional advance relative to the future,

The Committee very respectfully submit the foregoing, hoping
that the Official Correspondence referred to, may be considered as
the beginning of better days, for that great branch of Moral Re-
form which the Graud Division aforesaid humbly represents.

The foregoing statisties are gathered from the Returns male
by the Deputies, to the date mentioned ; but the numbers given
must be much less than the actual, as Returns have not bew
received from cleven Deputies.

By the Census Returns taken on 30th March, 1861, it appear
there were in the Province 49 Temperance Halls, worth $43,340.
The Returns received from the Deputies show an inerease in the
number of Halls in some Counties sinee taking of the Census,
numbering in the ageregate six.

LICENSE LAV.

Some stringent amendments to the Ticense Law were passed
ly the House of Assembly at its recent sitting.  The Legislative

- Couneil, while it added two important clauses, giving power to

the Chief Commissioner of Railways to destroy any liquors found
exposed for sale at the stations along the line, rejected a clause
making the landlord responsible for the amount of damages im-
msed on the tenant for violation of the Law. The House adhered
to the clause mentioned, and the Council refused to pass it, thus
witing the Bill aside for another year.

NATIONAL DIVISION MEETING.
No official information has yet heen received as to the time and
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place of next meeting of the National Division. The non-reeeiy,
of such informaton is probably owing to the severe illness of onr
efficient and ever-prompt Most Worthy Seribe, Dr. F. A. Tick
ardt, who has been prostrated on a bed of sickness for severa
months.

It will be well to consider at the present Scssion whether
this body should be represented at the mecting of the Nationdl
Division, wherever it may be decided upon to hold it.

9 the first question the answers are generally favorable, there
ng only three instances in which Divisions are reported as net
fting vegularly.

Jlle answers to the second question are somewhat more varied,

& vould lead to the conclusion that in too many instances the
1 of working the Divisions must fall heavily on a few.

<)
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The answers to the third and fourth questions are in kecping
with the answers to the second, and generally where the attend-
ance is not large, they are at fault in other matters.

The fifth question is very generally of a satisfactory character,
and manifests a decided improvement since the last report.  We
regret to find one special exception in the case of a Division in
Hants County, caused by the Treasurer leaving the place and
taking all the funds with him. Tt is to be hoped that a sense of
his obligation will remove the cause of discord.

To the sixth question the answers arc not all that could be
desired. At the best, the members are represented as only par
tially active, and, in some instances, are quite indifferent.

The answers to the seventh question show no improvement
gince last Returns. The answers, with these exceptions, an
invariably none. Colchester reports one in connection with
“Iron Age;”’ Halifax four, via., ‘‘ Miemac,” “ Athenscum.”
and ““Howard,” in the city, and ¢ June Rose "’ at Hammond’s
Plains ; and one in Sydney, Cape Breton. The brethren donet
scem to realize the fact, that in this, as in other matters, “the
young are the hope of their country.”

'Che eighth question is answered in the affirmative by fifty-two
of the sixty-seven heard from, and as some diversity of opinie
exists as to the utility of Lady Visitors, the Committee give the
results somewhat cxtended. All the Divisions in Annapoli
County admit, and pronounce the effeet good. In Colehestr
the three admit; two pronounced of advantage,—one speaks
doubtfully. In Cumberland all the Divisions admit, and the
practice is stated to be beneficial, except that in one instaue
their non-attendance is complained of. In Dighy eight out o
ten admit, and in but one instance their presence is pronouncel
objectionable. The two Divisions in Guysborough admit, anl
report favorably. Halifax reports five Divisions admitting ; two
of the five do not speak favorably of the practice. In Hanis
four admit ; Lunenburg only one ; and in Pictou all four. The
result, in every case, is spoken of as satisfactory. The Divisics
in Queens has admitted them but recently. Shelburne reports
one, and Yarmouth two, and the practice beneficial. In Cape
Breton eight out of ten admit them, and pronounce the resultsa
most satisfactory.

In answer to the ninth question the following places have hee
suggested as likely to furnish proper localities for Divisions, viz:
The head of River Philip, in Cumberland County; Wine H|
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tor Gold Diggings, in Guysborough County ; -at Mason’s Point,
head of St. Margaret’s Bay, Halifax County; Horton Point,
Hlants County ; at Pleasant River, and the Ovens, in Lunen-
iurg County ; at Milton, in Queen’s County; and at Middle
River, Margaree, and Lake Ainslie,* in the Island of Cape
Breton.

The answers to the tenth question prove that the Adstainer
des not receive the amount of support from the Ovder to which
itis entitled.

Tn answer to the eleventh question, a number of the Divisions
ak for o Lecturer ; two in Digby County ask for a session of
‘tzand Division in that County next year ; Pictou asks for agita-
itop for a Permissive Bill ; one Division in Halifax asks to have
the vouching system altered ; in Cape Breton a visit from the
trnd Worthy Patriarch is asked for; North Sydney asks for an
sljourned sitting of the Grand Division, and Baddeck asks for a
Hirge representation from Halifax.

The answers to the twelfth question are in many cases cheer-
iz there is, however, sufficient evidence of the existence of the
jlrnking customs to eause much sorrow, and to induce the friends
¢ humanity to renewed cffors.

To the thirteenth question the answers induce the belief that
dergymen are more generally taking hold, although too many
ket stand aloof.

It is to be regretted, that
Bssistance from Clergymen, Physicians, and Teachers of Youth,
e Capital is far behind most other parts of the Provinee,

Probably many move support Tutal Abstinence from the pulpit,
and 2id other ‘Lemperance organizations, but while there is s
mueh i the past to prove that the Ozder of the Sons is the most
sueeesstul of all oied human agencies in reelaiming the inchriate,
it should receive the entive suppors of those who ‘“wateh and
wait for suuls as they who must give accomnt.”

 Humbly Shewell. :

That the body which your petitioners represent, and other kin-
ired societies, have been striving, for a number of years past, at
a great expense of time, Iahor, and monzy, to promote among
the inhabitants of this Province the progress of the principle and
practice of total abstinence from all intoxieating dvinks.  That
m con<equence of their labors many thousands of our popula-
tion have abandoned the use of these drinks, and that, in many
sections of the country, no shop in which they are sold exists,—
these districts having thus sceured for themselves an almost com-
plete immunity from intemperance, and from the crime and
nisery whizh always follow in its troin.  Your petitioners be-
lieve that, if they had the funds necessary to establish through-
wt the Province a permanent system of instruetion as to the
tenefits of total abstinence and the evils of the liquor traffie, such
a preponderance of public opinion against that traffic would soon
he created as would eventually lead to its entire abolition. Your
petitioners do not exaggerate when they state that the people of
Nova Scotia annually expend in intoxicating driuks a sum not
less than cight hundred thousand dollars ; and they believe that
an equal amount is lost through the idleness, recklessness, and
extravagance induced by intemperance.  This prodigious outlay,

~ w0 far as they know, does not secure a single benefit beyond tie
gratification of an unnatural appetite, and the pecuniary advan-
tage of that class whose business it is to create and extend that
appetite in the community.
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Your petitioners, however, regard the loss of money oces
gioned by the liquor traffic as the least of its attendant cvils,
The erime and misery—the mental and moral degradation—the
destruction of life—the blasted hopes and agonized hearts—the
ruined prospects, both for time and for eternity, which resul
from it, are far more femrful items in the black eatalogue. In
their efforts, therefore, to arrest a social evil of such appalling
magnitude—an cvil which the annals of our public courts, jails,
and penitentiaries show to be emphatically the evil which renders |
them necessary—your petitioners are of opinion that they havea
fair claim to assistance from the public treasury. They therefore
humDly pray that your Excellency will aid them by procuring
from the Legislaturc a grant of a sum of money towards man.
taining a system of public lettures for the dissemination of totil
abstinenee principles and of a correct moral sentiment regarding
the traffic in intoxicating drinks.

Believing that your Iixeelleney and your advisers are, by vie
tue of your high position, the natural guardians of the posr
widow and the destitute orphan; being assured that wo cause
makes so many widows and orphans as intemperance, and being
