Although much has been published
boih in newspapers and philatelic jou-
roals abovt the -printing. and subspu-
ent stages of a sheet-ol postage stamn

. before being finally desposed of for

the purpose intended, never to my re-
collection have I geen or heard of an
article on the manufacture -of the
plate from which the sheets are print-
ed. In this article reference is only

made to steel engraved stamps,. and -

not 1.ithogmphed or
ones.
PYudoubtedly many suppose tbat the

wooll-printed

die for each stamp has been.engraved -

separately and wonder how it is that
it has been made with such mathe-
matical precision. After a design has
been agreed upon, it is engraved on. a
plate of soft steel the size desired and
when completed highly tempered. The
steel -used in the engraving plate (as
well as in the cylinder and printing
plate hereafter described) is of an ex-
cellent quality and very soft, but.cap-
able of being highly tempered.

A cylinder,the length of which is suf
ficient to.admit of the required num-
ber of horizontal dies, has oune end
rolléd over the tempered-die by hy-
draulic pressure. Just as if one roil-
ed a cylinder of wax. over & cent and
obtained an impression, 80 by, rollink
the soit steel over the tempered, one
of the die is obtgined. After the im-
pression 18 satisfactory the plate ig
adjusted for the mext gnd when this
is doune the others are finished the

N B .

same until the cylinder contains the
required number, after xvhich it s

highly tempered like the die.

The cyclinder is'now rolled, also by
hydraulle pressure, over & plate cap-
able printing the sheet, and the nec-
eseary number of vertical impressions
made. When completed, the slight-
est imperfections (should there be
any) are remedied and the plate tem- -

pered. It'is now ready for the press
aud {rom the one die originally cut,

one hundred (or whatever number may
be on the plate) stamps are printes
simultaneously, L

NEW BRONSWICK STAMPS.

The first N. B. stamps were issued in

August 1551 .and cousisted of three

varieties printed in colors upon blue
tinted paper. . .
Three pence red, 6 pence yellow and
1 shilling violet, and.were diamond
shaped with the design placed diagon-

.ally across 1t.

They contain the British Lrown in,
the centre, with roses above and be-
low, a.shamrock at the leit, a thistle
at the right, numerals in eaclh corner .
and “New Brunswick above the value .-
and “Postage™ below and were not
perforated.

They were ma,nutactured in T.ondon
Eog., by an engraver who it is saigd

‘produced the firgt Nova Scotia issue, .
The color of these stamps,alene pre-

gent .a very _interesting study there .
being eome twelve. or filteen different
shades. Nine years after these stamps .

.were, issued the decimal currency was

introduced, necessitating a new issue,‘

‘",
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which appeared in"May 1860, but the’

“pence issue” as they are called re-
mained in use until May 24, 1861,

The mew issue consisted of six var-
feties, the values in cents; vis, 1, &,
10, 121-2, and 17 cents. The design
of the one cent was a locomotive In
an oval, surrounded by “New Bruns.
wick Postage one eent, with numer-
als in each corner, they were printed
in brown and violet, The design of
the 5 and 10 cent stamps consists of
a portralt of Queen Victoria in oval
murrounded by “New Brunswick” and
value in words, the 5 cent had num-
erals in each corner, the 10 cent had
#X’s in the upper and “10" in the low-
er, corners also “X" above the “10”,
Colors were green and vermilion re-
spectively, The 12 1-2 cent, dark blue
has a steamboat in oval, “New Bruus-
wick Postage” around it, the value
in letters,also the value in small fig-
ures in the upper corners, large ones
in the lower, the words ‘cents’” In
engrved label at the bottom. The
17 cent valua has a_ portralt of Prince
Albert in a Highland dress in oval
surrounded by ‘New Brunswick Post-
age,” the value figures in the cornres,
the word ‘‘cents” bslow oval, these
stamps are printed in black. (A des-
cription and history of the “Connel?
stamp of this province will be given
next month.}

The collec-
ncn-collecting public, thenr stamp soc-
there is strength™ and nothing can do

more to place stamp-collecting on g
proper plaune in the ¢stimation of the
nno-collecting publie, then stamp soc-
ieties, which by their gréat number of
members and influence will ' surely
make a favorable impression on the
mind of the out-sider. Some collec-
tors allege as their reasons for not
joining philatelic societies, that they
do not relish the manner in which
they are usually managed, and that
they further dislike the notoriety at-
tendant upon membership in organ-
izations of such character. If the lat-
ter is the case,, it is o matter on
which notling need be said, but if the
former is advanced,, we say, join the
society, push yourself to the front and
endeavor to reform matters rot in ac-
cord with your ideas, and have a voi-
ce in the management of affairs. By
all means join at least one good phil-
atelic society, and remember that if
you do not derive any benefit from

membership, it is your own fault.
The benefits are there and you may
grasp them, if you will.—Eagal.

A SOUTH-AMERICAN POSTMAN.

A recent travéller in South America
gives us g little picture that show us
the great blessings we enjoy in our
own favored Iand.

In a four days’ journey across lower
Brazil, he tells us, I met but one eivil-
ized being, and this was a postman.
This man I met travelling alone on
foot, carrying his provisions, cook-
ing-pot and sleeping gear on his back, .
going from Jatahy tc Castro, a dis-
tance of one hundred and forty-five
miles, more than half of which was
through the wild uninhabited forest.
I had a short conversation with him,
for, or journeys such as these, trav-
ellers never think of passing each ot-
her on the road without speaking.
He found time to tell me that he per-
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formed the double journey of two
hundred and ninty miles once a month
and that, though he might have a
mule, if he c}iose, he preferred trav-
elling on foot, as he could thus save
money. His pay was about ten dol-
lars for the double journey, which us-
ually occupied him about a fortnight.
This journey was remarkable, not so
loneliness,, for along the whole route
there were but three points where the
man could sleep under shelter. Three
nights at least had to be passed in
the gloony solitude of the forest, or
upon the desolate prairie.

A FEW HINTS.

I have been a philatelist for a num-
ber of years, and during that time
many thousand stamps have passed
through my hands. I have had to
learn a great many of the minor de-
tails of philately by experience and
perhaps a few hints may help fellow
collectors especially the young col-
lector.

First; keep an account of all your
philatelie business. Mave a small
diary,to note down in it all the letters
you receive, when received and from
whom, cash expended, philatelic pa-
pers received. If you do this you can
know just how you stand at the end
of the month or year.

File gll your letters, make a mote
in one coruer when received and when
answered. Terseve all philatelic pa-

pers, price lists, catatogues ete. you

never know when you may want to
reler to something you have seen in
some paper, and its is handy.to have
them just where you can find what
you want in an justant. Subseribe
for a8 many first class philatelic pa-
pers as you can afford, When you re
ceive a large quantity of stamps no
matter how common; always look
over them carefully. Nothing isinore

humalisting than to despose of a lot
of duplicates to somebody, and then
learn that they have found some un-
known varity, or watermark among
them. .

Always disinfect all the stamps you
receive. Five cents'ckpended in this
way may save you, and 'perhaps a
number of your friends from decease.

Keep an “‘Oddity Album” your al-
bum in which you put your collection
is no place for freaks, and you can get
enough of them to make an interest-
ing collection by themselves.

Do not try to become a dealer be-
fore you are a collector. It does not
lore you are a coilector, IT does not
pay. When you have a good gollec-
{ion together, plenty of time and at
least $50.00 that you don't want you
may think about dealing, but until
then Qo not attempt. Always ehicour-
age and help collectors younger than
yourself and be willing to show them
your collection. R. T. F.

The U. S. is sure to have some new
stamps for 1894, if not a new series,
at least same dollar values to corres-
pond with the 1890 issue.

Certain dealers are advertising the
used Columbian dollar values at ten
and twenty cente over face value.

One third of the original contract
for the Columbians has been canceled.

Scotts 54ih catalogues is still be-
ing eagerly looked for by the collec-
ors.

It Is pretty certain that at least
one U. S. stamp will be lower in the
54th catalogue than the 53rd, that
is the 3c. Newspaper.

Study your Columbian envelopes
carefully, and you will be surprised
at the number of varities you will
find, they appear with and without
periods, with three bars on lefv side
of shield, with large and small orna-
ments at side, with and without mer-
idian back of Columbus head, with
and without meridians between the
neck of Columbus and eagel’s wing,
and sharp and blunt wings; about
seventy varieties‘can be found of the
two cent alone.

WHAT TO COLLECT.

The young Philatelist, as he starts
out, generally imagines that it will
be no very difficult matter to grad-
ually fill his album and some day
have a somplete collection; but it
does not take him very long to realize
his error, for he finds that there are
not a few countries whose Stamps
possess a present value far exceeding
Jhia limited means.

I remember when quite a boy, what
pleasure it afforded me to complete
any of my sets and how] proud I.was
of my 2500 varieties, nicely mounted,
but one day I had the good fortune
to meet our late philatelic brother,
A.-Gerald Hull, and after looking over

#Wis two magnificeht volumes, filled
with the rarest gems, I could not re-
frain from feeling that my hitherto
preclous album was a mere gaudy no-
thing.. v

Of late the tendancy of most phil-
aatelists has been to forgo the idea of
general collecting and to adhere to
the stamps of a single country or gov-
ernment. This furnishes, in itself,
quite a wide field in which to pursue
our favorite study.

The choice of a specialty is govern-
ned of course, by the fancy of each
individual, the favorites being the
Uuited States, Mexico, and the Brit-
ish Colonies, The first is £t0 us_ngt-
urally the most interesting and pop-
ular. The stamps as a rulg, are pret-
ty and varied, and in agddition to their
pecuniary value, they cause us to be-
come acquainted with the history of
the great Republic. Many specimens
are quite rare and difficult to obtain
but money thus invesited is not lost
but well secured.

Mexiean stamps are greatly sought
after and to sueh an extent as to
warrant the publication of an album
for their special use. The government
not Lo have picked out the handsome
faces to adorn them with, but the col-
ors are bright and make quite an at-
tractive display. But beware of re-

prints.

The collector of British Colouials
has a much larger sphere to move in.
The old adage says, “the sun never
sets on England’» and truly, her prod-~
inces are scattered far aud wide, each
one lurnishing tothe plulatellst. an
opportunity of iucreasing his store of
treasures.

Tn addition to the above mentioned
three, we might add, the German Sta-
tes, South America, France and Spain,
besides mauy others; bt let us as
Americans, should we be in doubt as
to what line to follow out, give the
preferelice tO OUr owl country gvd

PHILATELISTS.

It is by experiment that all know-
ledge is gained. Qur theories are
very good and often lead us to use
.ful experiments by which we leara
much ; but after all, it Is irom the ex-
iment, and pot from the theory, that
we learn. Most of us have heard of
the very learned diseussion which
took place among some wise mex! of
old, on the questiom of “Why it was
that a live fish placed in a tub of
water would occuppy no space, while
a dead fish placed in a tub would rupl
the water over.s The men rgew elo-
.yuent on both sides, until fixplly one
~uggested that they experiment with
o tub of water and the fish, when!
it was found that a fish.alive or dead
occupied the same amount of space.
e must see in our journals as to whe
ther philately is a science ornot, ‘Ex-
perience might lead us to better ccn-
clysion on the subject. Some contend
that it is only a pleasant way to pass
away spare tlfne, but as it atfords a
great. deal of pleasure to a great

many is should be encouraged. At
the other extreme are those who
cldim that vwe can learpsalmost any-
thing from oun stamps. perhaps a
little actual experience may help to
solve the question. In one of our
western clties where many of the
streets are paved with asphalt,among
the questions asked at the examimna-
tion in the High School was, *‘from
where does the asphaltum with which
our streets are paved come ?” The
scholars had not studied the the sub-

general informatioh, Most ot . the
pupils failed on it entirely, but on'e
answered it correctly, amd it was in-

teresting, a few days later, to hear

him tell of how he had gained his in-
formation on the subject. It was sub-’
stance this: At a meeting of the Phi-
latelic Society a short time before in
looking over the U. S. Stamps, it was
noted that only one naval officer—
Perry, had ever had the honor of be-
ing placed on owe of the stamps, ard
{hey studied the question of why he
was there. In doing so, they learmizd
a great deal about the battle of Lake
Erie, and the famous message which
Commodore Perry seut to Washington
at its close. They then followed his
chteer until they found him landipg
at Port Spain on the Island of Trink-
dad, one fo the West Indies, where he
was seized with the yellow fever and
died. This lead to the studying of
the island and that wonderiul lagke

.asphaltum. So from the study of this

stamp, this boy had learned much of
history and geograpiy, and had the
satisfaction of using it in a practical
way in improving his standinly in his
class. There are many other stamps
of our own and other coungries whiclh
would develope as interesting a line
of study. We may learn not only his-
tor and geography, but muel of art,
printing, engraviglg, and the differant
colors directly, and there is almost no
eud to the auxiliary studies. Some
one will suggest at this point that if
we take up almost any subject and,
follow it in this way it will furaish
much information, but it will: be by
study and we should use our stamps
as a reereation. Just here is where
the difference appears between bhelng
simply a collector or a true philatel-
ist, and each one must decide the
the question: whieh will you be?

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HELP THE BOYS.

Don’t be backward about im-
parting your knowledge to the young,
collector. Encourage him by every
means in your powre, If you have
any spare duplicates,, which are of
nd useto you, give them to the young
collector, and youwill be rewarded by
the pleasure you give.

Explain to them the diiference be-
tween perforated and unperforated,
what water aund grills are, and you
will earn their undying grativude,
aud at the same time feel that you
have done your duty.

N MY SPECIALTY.

In the course of my collecting I
have found it necessary to special-
ize, in some degrees, and In casting
about some interestiy.country I set-
tled upon British North America. As
things have turned I did the (best
thing, pecuniarily, that was possible
though at the time I was attracted
by the general heauty of their design
and coloring. ’

By far the most attractive series
of stamps of B, N .A,, in my estima-
tion, Is that beautiful issue ol Cana-
da :—The Bill, Law, Liquor, ete.
stamps. Many collectors have an In-

~ terest in them but very few have com-

plete seots. .

Following them in the interest are
the general 1ssue of Caagde ; perhaps
not 80 pretty in désign and color as
in monetary value, 'The stamps of
Newfouddland, New Brungwick and-
Nova Scotia are all pretty in face and
character.

These Colonies will be found a Par.
adise for the young or con¥cientious
col'eztor, No wretched surcharge can
be found in any of them, no trouble s
found in determining reprimts . wnd
counterfeits, apd a8 an investmens it
canAot be beaten in the Congimbut,
so,Brother Collectors, iake my advice
and make British-North America your
specialty and profit thereby as I ,
have dorne. .

PHILATELY AS A SPECULATION..

There 13 no doubt that a large num-
ber of philatelists who follow- the
sult, though chiefly attached to thelr
collection because of ‘their love of
stamps, are also interested in them
to a great extent {rom a fin@nelal
point of view, and a collection often

proves to be a good speeulation, as

has been demcwistrated in many cases
well known to all stamp collectors.
A collector -often purchases a rgre
and valuable stamp, not only to fi11
up a long vacant gpaee in his slbum,
but because said stamp is a valuable
one and he expects that it will. en-
crease-In value considerably as time
goes by, thereby paying him interest
as 16 were, on the amouut he origin-
ally paid for the speeimen: And a-
gain as there are chances that a
stamp may be counterfeit or a re--
print (and this is often the case es-
pecially with the youunger and less
experienced collector) the buyer risks
his cash i0 a greater extent, thereby
maklag the Investment more of a spe-

ot ®
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culation than ever, as in either case
the specimen is worthless,

There is not ,the slightest <doubt
that if the pnces of rare stamps go
on increasing in proportion to the
way they have incregsed duyring the
last ten years, a good collection wyil}
be a very paying speculation.—De-
troit. .

The first postage stamp of this col-
ouy were issued ol Sept. 1st, 1833,
They consisted of two values cly,

1d. red and 4d. blueg The design is.

of a triangular shape, figure of Hope
in ecryre, “Postage” on left, value
on right hand side and at bottom,
“Cape ot Good Hope,” thethrec cor-
ners being fjlled with oruhimenvs. The
stamps were printed from steel plates
consisting of 210 specimen and 15
horizontal rows of 16 stamps, which

were arranged in § squares. The or- .

iginal die, which had the value of
“One Penny” upon it, gnd from whiech
the dies for the other values were
afterwards made, was engraved by
Mr. W. Humpbreys, an artist in  the
cmploy of Messrs Perkins,Bacon & (Co.
London, who were -the printers of
these stamps. The paper used for
PriNIng was white, ald waotermark-
ed with 24D anchors, plaéed in posiz
tion sothat each stamp would #xet
oue, but owing t0 careless privting
somle stamps have got two halves, a

‘few have got tow auchors, and as

mary have no watermark excepting
perkaps the tips of the anchors. The
last u\o varieties I find are very
scarce. The paper which was orig-
l!h‘l]l\ white appears now on stamps
of 1his issue as blue, wliich is owing
to thecombind action of jnk.gum gmd
paper. It is not ket known . with
certainty whijen ingredient ecaused

this change, nlor when the use of them
ceased : but it was very likely that
their use was discontinued Dbefore
as noune of the stamps first issued in
that,year are found ox' blue paper.

. The inlagid postage was 4d. per 1-2

‘ox for letters and id. for each news-
*Paper, and the rate to Bugland was

6d. for 1-20z.

In December, 1837, two new values
6d. lilac and 1s. green, were printed
in Lclfdon from new plates of same
pattern as the 1d. and 4d. values, o)
white paper watermarked anchor, as
helove. These were issued to the pub- .
lic in the colony in February 1838,
the 6d. being jutended for eorrsSponid-
ence 10 Lugland and the 1s. for some
foreign countries., These stamps re-
mained in use for about s8ix years. The
paper varied much in that time. be-
ing rough and thin jo' the peginning
egetting Iiner akld more glazed alter-
wards.

September. 1560, a local delivery of
letters was established in Cape Towi,
ard the rate fixed at 1d. per 1-20z.
