As the disgraceful
story of riot and disorder has traveled far and wide, it has
undergone the inevitable distortion which reports of sens:
tional events are subjeet to, as they leap from place to place.
[t has been twisted and exaggerated to suit the purposes of
those who will stop at nothing to score against their political
opponents. It has been used both in Quebee and throughout
English-speaking Canada to fan the entbers of vaee jealousy—
always slumbering heneath our feet, Those who aim to think
accurately and sympathize aright should therefore preserve a
judicial attitude and be prepared to resist extreme views
cianating from cither side.

l.\' the first place, no one who lives in Quebee ean he blind to

the fact that there exists in the hearts of many Canadians
of French origin an anti-British sentiment. There are thous.
ands of French-Canadians who arve as loyal to the Empire as
their Englishespeaking fellow citizens, but theve arve thousands
who are not as loyal. These people take no pains to conceal
their sympathies.  They would shed their Dlood in defence of
Canada, but they wonld not help Great Britain in a guarrel.
They take no stock in Great Britain's nussion as a civilizer and
torch-bearer, but look upon lier as a cruel and seltish power.
whose progress needs to be cheeked, This is a fair statement
ol the attitude of many Freneb-Canadians.  Their press, to a
greatextent, tetlects it. They themselves openly acknowledge
it. Why, then, should there be any ostrichdike attempt on
our part to bury our heads in the sand, and imagine that,
beeause we do not choose to look at a condition, therefore the
condition does not eaist ?

ably ask ourselves how it came about, whether English-
speaking Canadians have had a hand in bringing it about,
and how it can be remedied.  There 1s no doubt that the lack
of tact of Enghshspeakmg citizens s vesponsible for many
misunderstandings between the two nationalities.  As 1 said
last week, " We may, on rare occasions, be able to see good in
our cnemies or in those who are simply not of ug, but as a rule
we are totally bld to the virtues of other natonalities.”™
The offensive bearing of the Bratish people amongst foreigners
has won them much of the hatied i wineh they are now come-
monly held.  But, to an even greater extent than the tactless-
ness of Englishespeaking Canadinng, there are other causes
responsible for anti-Rntish feeling amongst om fellow-citizens
of French origin,  The unprincipled conduct of party leaders
and party newspapers as perhaps chiely o blame.  The
politicians are vever through trying to set one race against
another, one ceed against anothe:, fin partisan ends. No
country has been o cursed with this species of incendiarism as
the Dominion of Canada. It is questionable, in my mind,
whether Confederation has not 1cally delayed the unification
of nationality and sentiment in British North America. It has

wise have had, but there would not have heen haif the causes
for friction, nor the same opportunities for stivring up race
feuds for political purposes, had  the Provinees remained
separate colonies, instead of being yoked together in a way
that sometimes seems to have only accentuated their disunion,
Another source of Freneh.Canadian disaffection has been the
importation of priests and journalists from old France. These
men have done untold damage in Canada.  They are not
British subjects born, they do not understand British institu.

of nine centuries of warfare.

\\ HATEVER the causes of the present attitude of a section

' of Freneh Canada towards the Empive may be, patriotic
citizens should recognize that a condition not a theory con-
fronts ug, and those who are wise will seek to remove the mis-
understandings, not to agaravate them.  The MceGill students
wereperfectly within their rights, and were doing an admirable
thing in celebrating the reliet of Ladvsmith, with enthusiasm
and celat.

Jack, on the other hand it is most deplorable that any Cana-

dian should require to be forced.  The first mistake was when
the MceGili students burst the doors of La Presse, the second
was when La Presse sent for the police(for thiswas a challenge
to the mob), and the third and greatest mistake was when the
crowd that celebrated the victory Thursday night, on Domin-
ion Square, marched with sticks, three or four thousand strong,
to Laval University, instead of peaceably dispersing to their
homes. It is urged that the men and boys who marched to
Laval had no intention of attacking the French university.
and thatenly after thehose was turned on them did they hecome
hostile.  However, in judging of the motives of a mob, one
canounly be guided by its aspect, the hour at which it assembles,
and other surrounding circumstances.

Mr. Olaey argues
that the Philippine question has placed the United States in the
position of a world power, willy-nilly, and that isolation from
international politics is no longer possible for his country. s
words areworth quoting at some length:  The trae, the ideal
position for us* he asserts, * would be complete freedom of
action, perfect liberty to pick ailies from tume to tume as special
occasions might warrant and an enlightencd view of our own
interests might dictate. Without the Plulippines, we nnght
cosely approach that position. Bat, with them, not merely is
our need of friendship imperative, but 1t s a0 need wineh only
one of the great powers can satisfy or 18 disposed to satisfy.
Except for Great Britain’s countenance, we should almost
certainly never have got the Philippines, except for her con-
tmued support, our hold upon them would be likely to prove
precarious, perhaps altogether uustable. It follows that we
now find ourselves actually caught in an entangling alliance,
forced there not by any treaty, or compact of any sort, formal
or informzal, but by the stress of the inexorable facts of the
situation. It is an alliance that entangles beeause we might
he and should be friends wath all the world and hecause our
necessary intimacy wiath and dependence upon one of them is
certain to excrte the suspicion ad all will of other nations.
Still, however much better oft we might have been, regrets, the
irrevocable having happened, are often worse than uscless, and
it is much more profitable to note such compensatory advan.
tages as the actual sitution offers. In that view, it is con.
soling to refleet thatif we must single out an ally from among
the nations at the cost of alienating all others, and conse-
quently have thrown ourselves into the arns of England, our
choice is probably unexceptionable.  We join ourselves to that
one of the grent powers most formidable as a foe and most
effective as afriend: whose people make with our own but one
family whose internal differences should not prevent aunited
front as against the world outside; whaose influence upon the
wateriad and spiritual conditions of the humian race has on the

THE BANK CLEARINGS, .

Canadian bank clearances in Montreal and Toronto for the
current year arc showing decreases.  But, this is, doubtless,
duc to the fact that stock speculation, which was at its height

this time last vear, has been repressed.  The volume of regular
businessis on the inerease, as shown by thefact that Winnipeg,
Halifax, Hamilton, St. John, Vancouver and Victoria all show
gains,  Thus, itis ouly at the two stock exchange centres that
the bank clearings have decreased.

THE LESSON OF THIRD AVENUD

As a corollary to my frequent remarks about the high
prices of street railway stocks, comes the dowafall of the Third
Avenue Railroad in New York. A year ago, the stock of that
company reached 242, and only reeently sold as high as 135.
The directors, even on the eve of bankruptey, declared a 1 per
cent. quarterly dividend; but the payment of it was aban-
doned, and the road is now in the hands of a receiver, while
the stock, which was up to 242, is now begging at 50, The
company control a valuable system of lines, but the cost of
their motive power has worked their ruin, The disaster is
significant, as showing how eastly an apparently prosperous
street ranhway company can fail owing to the mismanagement
of its operating acconnt,

INDUSTRIAL FLOTATIONS.

One of the greatest boons Canada has experienced is the
freedom from inflated industrial flotations.  Fortunately for
this country, war and tight money came at a time when plans
were maturing for many extensive flotations.  The monetary
searcity has really been a blessing in disguise as regards new
flotations.  The wonderful increase in trade and manufactur-
ing in the United States and the unprecedented good times
have saved disaster for many Inghly capitalized industrial
companies, and there has been no serious trouble, but over-
capitadization and msofliciency  of working  capital  have
recently wrought disaster for the American Malting Company,
and the Umted States Flour Milling Company, two very large
concerns.  From these ills Canada is fortunately free.

That is onereason why T am always preaching the purchase
of Canadian sceurities in preference to the more uncertain and
fluctuant stocks on the New York market.

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COST OF WAR.

'l‘llli Washington Bureau of Ordnance vecently issued some

interesting statistics of the detaits of the cost of annihilat.
myg the Spanish aavy.  Admiral Dewey spent sonie $45,000
worth of s mition in sending Montojo’s fleet to the hottom
of Muiila Bay  In all, 5,661 projectiles were fired, for the
most part six and ope-pounders.  The gallant Cervera's fleet,
on that memorable morning in Santiago harbor, was sunk,
burned or captured with an expenditure of $100,000. Seven
thovsanmd shells were fired, varying in size from 13-inch pro.
jectiles to oae-pounders.

The Spanish-Ameriean War was, certainly, the cheapest on
record, both in the waste of men and money. The terrible
Cival War of 1863.65 cost the United States the tremendous
figure of $13,700,000,000 and 636,000 men. There were 2,336-
000 men in the Northern army, and of these but 44,240 were
killed in actual combat, while 183,036 died from wounds and
disease.  The Southern avmy lost 26,720 killed and 200,000 in
wounded and prisoners. For the conduct of that war the
Ovdnanee Department of Washington served out 7,892 cannon,
4,022,000 nifles, 2,860,000 equipments, 12,000 tons of fun.
powder, and 1,022,000,000 rounds of cartridges.

The American War of Independence cost Great Britain
$605,000,000, nearly double the amount we expended on the
Crimean War, which drew only $3435,000,000 from the
National Exchiequer.  In the same war France spent $465,.
(00,000 and Russia $710,000,000.  Great Britain put 97,000
men to the field, of whom 70,000 returned to England,
France, as usual, was extravagant of her fighting men, and
sent 309,400 to the Crimea to conquer their present ally. Of
these, 95,000, nearly as many as the entire Hrgush force, lost
tharr lives. To meet the armies of the allies Russia put 888,000
men mto the field, and half of these lie buried at Alma, Inker-
man, Balaclava, and Schastopol.

In less than 300 years Great Britain has expended the very
respectable sum of $6,295,000,000in war,  The war with Ger-
many and Spain in 1702, when Marlborough fought his ** very
murdering  battles,” cost us $910,000,000.  The war with
France, \\'hj;:h culmmated at Waterloo, bled the British purse to
the tune of $:4,135,000,000 while the whole of the Napoleonic
Wars cost Franee only §1,275,000,000, though they had to
fight the whole of Europe. It must be remembered, however,
that England supplicd large sums of money to many of the
European Powers in their struggles against the little Emperor.

The last great Buropean war, the Franco-Prussian, as may
he expected, involved an cnormous expenditure of lite and
money,  Germany put 1,003,000 men into the ficld against a
Freneh foree of 710,000, Of the French 138,770 died in hattle
or m hospital, against +4,000 of the Germans, The latter
fired off 3,000,000 musket cartridges and 363,000 rounds of
artillery, with which they killcd.ur mortally wounded 77,000
Prench, being 100 shots to kill one man. This war cost
Prance $1,580,000,000.
