J-e ai-
so gave instructions tc, the sub-lientenants wvho wvere n l
enlisted. At bislholne, lie %vas geilerally folind iii a sînal
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apartuiient, papered withi bis mil lbauds, alic adornied w'ithi
picinres of redoubts, entrenclicd camps ; iniiatuire forts,
barricadles, in fille, speciniiens of ail sorts of iiiilitary wvork's:

XVlienever lie fouuud Iiiiiseif capable of placing lier
ini the locaity wvhere lie kept garrison, lie liastenied to procure
for lier a sinail (lecelit dwellinig ini the iiiost liealtlful part of
the cit.y. 'l'lie afternoon wvas spent by tlie officers of the
garrison iii idie recreatîo i ini a coffee-luouse. Leofred, 0on the
contrary, biasteiied to biis iliotbier's blouse, wvent out witlî lier,
sliorteuiecl luis step, benit Iiiiiseif dowli towards lier, for slue
wvas a littie stooped andl uot v'ery tall, and gýave lier bis ain
withi an affection so deep, ain attention, so selnsitivre, thiat oneC

could without liesitation point hin ont as a iinodel of filil
piety. 'Ple venerable inother observing the looks of ad-
iniration cast at tiienui l) the passers-l)y, *seened aiînated
wvithi a niew spirit anld appeared quite rejîîvenated. All the
incithers wvlio saw~ thein ttils uisiallv reinarked, ilot wîtbiolt
soirie sentiments of envy ; -" Happy is the wvoiian wlio uni
the eve of life cau couxut tupon sncbi a support."

Xlen the statious of thie garrison woul(l îot permîit buis
inotber to, follow inii, Leofred coifided lier to the cal-e of an
old servant of tlhe liuse Nvlio wvas x'ery iuedb dev'oted aild at-
taclied to lier. Likze a coînparatively sinal iinuniber of youing
men lie wvas not forgyetfnl in -%ritingy to biis unlotlier. 0f ail
eartblly creatures slîe biad luis first attention. Wlienever lic
desired a leave-of-abselice, it wvas to visit ]lis inotlier anîd to
spend a fewv days w-it1i lier, widbh brouglut to a cliixuax the
happiness of inother and son.

Sncbi was Leofred and as sncbi was lie known by biis fellow-
soldiers and biis conipanlions. He wvas equally favorably kn-io-wn
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to Agiies, tlue gYentie and beautifuil datughter of tlie general.
Thiere already existed l)etweell this yoting person and Leof red
hiopes of a speedy union ; but the affair of the wvatcli hap-
pebed at a very un1favotirable mnoment and b-rotught the in-
tended relationsliip to the brink of a I)recipice.
