THE BRITISH. GOVERNMENTS' PROPOSAL
RE. THE PACIFIC CABLE.

A dispateh from the Colonial Secretary to the Gover-
nor-General dated 29th April last states the terms on
which the British Governmnent will assist the Pacifie
Cable. The document is a surprise, as -it has been
officially stated that Great Britain had'agreed to con-
tribute a percentage of the. cost of constructing the
cable. Mr. Chamberlain in his letter to the Governor-
General says however :

Referring to your telegran of April 24, Her
Majesty's Government is anxious to show sympathy
wvith the Canadian and Australian Governments in
assisting the Pacifie cable scheme, but cannot arIree to
taken an active part in la ling a workinh; line. We are
accordingly willing to make a contract with these gov-
ernments, by vhich they assist setting up financially
in every respect as if it were an enterprise of a private
company on these conditions:-That the Canadian and
Australian governments undertake to construpt the
line, and to provide yearly any further sum necessary
for its efficient maintenance and working."

Considering that .the home government thus ex-
plicitly declines to pay one cent of the cost it is some-
what cool .of Mr. Chamberlain to demand that the
line is to be laid and built and worked aecording to
the directions of the Imperial authorities. He also de-
mands that the messages of the British Government
shall have priority over aIl othes and be charged at
rates. not exceeding one half of those payable by-the v

It is well under-
stood by those conve'rsant with suchi matters that a
yard by scow measurement is not more than two-thirds
of a cubie yard measured in the solid. .This difference
in the measurement added to the interest on the cost of
-the plant, and the fair allowance for its depreciation,
*materially adds to the cost per cubic yard of the dredg-
ing to the extent of probably double what is shown in
the tables in the report. In this respect they are, in a
manner. misleading.

THE HARBOUR COMMISSIONERS' MAP.

At the end of the Harbour Commissioners' Report is
a very neat and well-got-up map, showing all the con-
templated inprovements in the central harbour and also
those proposed at Maisonneuve with the soundings
showing the depth of water in the channel and on the
varions shoals down as far as Longue Pointe.

In our issue of the 28th April last we gave a descrip.
tion of the proposed new works at Maisonneuve, and
stated that it appeared well on paper, and as it com-
bined both the high and low level principle, it showed
considerable ingenuity of design. Being entirely a new
work it would not interfere with the present trade dur-
ing construction. Without expressing any opinion of
our own, we then pointed out that there might be an
objection to the great cost of that plan, and also to its
great projection into the river, which 'might cause ice
jams in certain seasons that would be injurions, We
have nothing to add iîow to what wvas said in that
article, except to again suggest the advisability of a full
and mature consideration of the probable effect of the
ice question in view of the movenient that took place
at the last break-up. The new wharf lately built a
little below the cotton factory, was completely macada-
mised and also provided with two railway tracks. This
wharf projects only about 800 feet into the river, yet it
was sucl an obstruction that the ice made sad havoc

;..with it. A considerable portion of the macadam was
stripped off the surface and large excavations were
scooped out of the filling in the wharf and the .rail
tracks for a considerable length swept away. It is easy
to understand how that could be under the circum-
stances, yet it is proposed that the new wharves a little
further down shall project somne 1,200 feet still further

.- out into the river-that is about 2,000 feet from the
shore line. These plane are still waiting approval at
.Qttawa, and doubtless this feature will receive the fullest
consideration from the responsible authorities.

THE RIVER PILOTS.

Considerable space is devoted in the Hlarbour Coni-
missioners' Report, to documents dealing with thé
pilots' troubles, and the buoy service of last year, to
the condition of whiàh was attributable most of the
accidents that occurred on the river in 1898. A better
buoy service is proniised by the Government for the

have the effect of inducing; more caution on the part
of both shipowners and pilots in the future,the absence
of which, in some of the accidents of last year, was
more blameable than the deficient bu.oy service. The
unfortunate grounding of the "Gallia" near Sorel last
Sunday, will doubtless be made the most of by those in-
terested in decrying this port. When the cause of that
accident is known and made public, it will be found,
we are confident, that it was not owing to anything
connected with the safe navigation of the St. Lawrence.
The water in the river is unusually high and the chan-
nel at that point is by no means intricate. The weather
was' fair and the ship was in charge of a pilot of the
highest class for character, ability and experience. It
is to be regretted that this fine vessel should thus in-
augurate the accident season for 1899, but at the same
time it does not support in any way the assumption of
special danger in coming to Montreal.

The trouble with the pilots seems to be pretty well
over. The only grievance that appears to be yet. un-
settled, is that regarding the systen of training the
apprentice pilots and limiting their number. These
matters the pilots want- to get control of under new
regulations, one of which would give the sons of pilots
a-preference over otdirs, and, in a measure help -to per-
petuate the present family compact, as the pilot ar.
rangement is often styled. We fancy there will be no
further trouble on this score. The pilots had a most
profitable season in the seven months of last year. The
highest individual earning of tke pilots was $2,021,
whilst the average earnings of the whole body was
about $1,500 for each pilot. We do not now express
any opinion on the. q'estion so often raisèd as to
whether or not the pilot charges are too high, but we
may remark that in the season when they are snpposed
to be at work, they can at intervals, if they chose, spend
a large part of their time at home, and during the five
winter months they can devote their whole time to-their
farms or other occupations.

The pilots, as a whole, are a very respectable class of
men, of course, there are exceptions. They have great
responsibilities, but, as compared with other men witli
equal responsibilities, they are exceedingly well paid,
and they should know when they are well off and
cease agitation to ob.tain further and more unreasonable
privileges and powers than they now'haye,

Tihe charter of tis company, is mast
comprehensive, covering points and granting privileges in many
linesof minufacturing and cinstructive endeavors, which marks
the organiztioi as oae of certain future and wide usefulness ta
titis section, and Belleville lu particular, and ta Canada ia general.

Tie owners of flue resideances and splendid store buildings
there certainly have not the disabilities of laboriag under higi
asesasment aud au exorbitint rate of taxation. Tie assessment
la $4,000,000 withs a rate of only 20y milla, and tis sum embraces
ail indebtedaess, bath debentures and local iiprovements, be-
aides paying ruaing expenses. Tie exemptions reach the sum
of $530,0J0. Tie value of school property, bath publia and
separate lu Belleville, la $[09,450. There are 18 public schools
and 2aseparate, and 1 central or preparatory college, Tie school
population of Balleville is 3,500. This year's council board ls
sometiing lesa than half as large as formerly, being reduced
from 21 ward representatives ta 10. The gentlemen wlo are
this year's represenitatives of the people as aldermen are : Curtis
Bogart, Esq., John Doyle, Esq., Thus. laniley, Esq., Wi. A.
Ilungerford, Esq., P. Clement Jones, Esq., E. H. Latoche, Esq.,

ville's whole council composes each committee, and this being

Tie line steel
bridge mentioned as spanning the bay tsere, connecta this city
with Prince Ed.,ward County, and makes for trade ta mercantile
industries there which can hardly be over estimated. Nowhere
on the front is there another centre of population sa favorably
placed as ta surroundings.

Albert College, tise Provincial
Deaf & Dumb Asyluin, Publi Library, the H1ospital for Friend-
less and Iloieless Women, and an Isolation Lospital are insti-
tutions whicls are creditable ta this city and the pillanthropical
disposition of its people. Tie publia library contains fully 5,000
volumes, price of yearly privileges, $100. The Deaf and Dumb
Schoal is tise leader on this continent in this line of educational
endeavor, withat tise present ioient an attendance of 237. Tie
students issue a semi-moanthly publication called tise Canadian
Mute." This work presents nio weaknesses. The mnechanical
work la beaulfui and clean, wlile tie news itemss are chasen with
judgment, and the comments supon tise subjects of daily interest
show a higi degrea of intellectual training and capacity.

Belleville is headquarters for tbe 15th Battalion of tihe Argyle
Ligit Artillery, Colonel W. M. Ponton commanding. This mili-
tary organization ias the must complote barrack and drill hall in
Canada, and-Belleville is very proud that ilt la located there. One
of the treatsres of these loyal soldiers la a statue of Her Gracions
Majesty tihe Queon, msodelled by Princeas Louise and preaensted
ta them. Belleville la central for a field of minerai deposit,
which s littile known and less understood. Tise following facta
obtained from the provincial Assayer at the Assay odlice in Belle-
ville, Mr. J. W.' Wells, will show this. Tihe territory Immedi-
ately ta tihe norti of this city contains immense quantitles of
mineral bearing rocks in whiich are found valiable deposits of
Iran, gold, lead and arsenic ores. Tise Iran ores are both iemnatite
and magnetic. The lIrst beng shipped fromn two deposits .near
Madoc, and tise latter fromn tise Welsh mine at Madoc, Dufferin
mine at Malone and tihe Victoria mine at Irondale. Ail of this
ore goes ta tie Hamilton blast furnace, Hamilton, Ont., except a
recent trial shipment ta the Deseront charcoal furnace from tise
Belimont msine (Magnetic).n Peterboro' county. Three gold de-
posits are being worked in this section, the Daloro mine, au
arsenical gold ore, carrying on on tise average about $14 per ton
ln gold, whicis la treated by stamping and amalgamnation for tihe
froc gold, the concentration and tallings being reached by the
Bromo Cyanide process. This mine urams out an the average a 14
pound brick of pure gold per week valued ait about $4,300. Tise
Belmont mine in Peterboro County la being worked by stamping
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and amalgamation of a quality carrying about 2 pr cent sul-
phurets, $8.00 per ton in gold; this mine, when working steadily
and in order turns out a 10 pound brick per week. The Boerth
mine In Frontenac, ls of a very rich qiality carrying from $14 ta
$40 per ton, according ta assays matie lu the provincial Assays
Ollice, Belleville, from average samuples, and is being worked by
Eames process. In this immediate district there are a number
of valuable stone quarries, turning out a beautirtl grained lime-
atone, which lias been very largely used in the constcuction of
public buildings and in the canais, etc. All in all the facts re-
lating to the varlous minerals deposited in and aroutnd this dis-
trict, are of a nature ta surprise the masses, and the already estab-
lished workling plants turning the various minerais into finished
articles of commerce, show that titis section bas not ben ne-
glected in the more general rush Klontiykewards.

Amongst the social amusements of Belleville are included a
Golf Club, several 'l'nni3 Clubs, splendid boating and tlsiing
privileges nuder the auspices of clubs cf highi and low degree,
a bowling green and picnic and camping gronrds along the Bay,
which are occupied continually dutiring the summuer.
