Ax ipteresting ceremony, according to the
Sydvey [New South Wales] Morning Herald,
took pl.ce on Sunday, the 18th of June, when
the first Protestant church in British New
Guinea for English-speaking worshippers was
opened for Divine service. It is & small [thirty-
six feet by eighteen feet] but picturesque build.
ing, and stands on & ,o0d commanding site
overlooking the harbor.

Tae Lambeth Conference in 1888 spoke as
follows : * The Bishops assembled in this Con.
forenoe declare that the mse of unfermented
juice of tho grape, or any other liquid than true
wine, diluted or undiluted, as the element in
the administration of the cap in the Holy Com-
munion, i8 unwarranted by the example of our
Lord, and is an unautborized depsrture from
the custom of the Catholic Church,”

Tuers was recently a novel offertory at the
opening of a small native school church for
Fingoes, st Xilixna, in Fingoland, South Africa,
The gifts consisted of cash, £57 94, 1d., a horse,
horned snd small cattle, grain, fowls, and
tobacco. One hundred pounds in cash or kind
were wanted, and they wore made up, The
gifta show & depth of earnestness in the natives
which might well inspire emulation in some
congregations at home,

MinngsoTA,—There are ten surpliced choirs

in the diocese, They sare in the following
churches : 8¢, Paul's, Christ, St. John's, Good
Shopherd and St. Peter's, in 3t. Panl; St. Panl’s,
Gethesemane and 8t. Luke's, in Minneapolis;
St. Paul's, Winons, and Christ charch, Red
Wing, If there aro any others, let us hear
from them. This is undoubtedly the coming
choir in our churches, It has many and great
advantages.— Minnesota News.

A mrTURN of the religious persuasions in
New Sonth Wales shows their numbers and
incresse. The Church of England heads the
list with an incresse of 113,116 persons. The
Roman Catholios exhibit an increase of 61,088,
and the Presbyterians 23.423. The Unitarians
ard undesoribed have decreased. The average
&ttendants at public worship were—Churoh of
Bogland, 78,921; Roman Catholics, 84,619;
and Presbyterians, 30,868,

Tux Bishop of North Queensland, Australia,
recently started on s long jeurney from the
Wost to the Gulf of Carpentaria, and thence by
Thursday Island to Cooktown, The distance

over land and sea is about 2,000 miles. The
overland journey is very rough, 8s the road has
only been lately opened. The Bishop's objeot
is to station clergy at centres for mission
exoursions in their distriots, His difloulty ia
considerable, as only a few people are settled,
ard townships are at great distanoces apart.

A wairsk in The Englisk Churchman (Lion-
don) on British Concessivne to the Papacy rays
that it has often been publicly stated, not only
on the platform, but slso in the Press. and
never yet been contradicted, that the Qaesn
positively refused that one penny of her money
should be given towards a jabilee gift to the Pops,
to commemorate his fifty years’ ministry asa
priest in the Church of Rome, and that the
whole proceeding was & gigantio sham, the
Duke of Norfolk not only paying for the said
golden vessels, but also besring the ontire ex-
ponse of the embassy !

PxrzaBosovge [England] Cathedral was
closed for publio service on September 1st, ip
order to afford opportunity for the fittings to
the interior to be ereoted uninterruptedly, so as
to be ready on Qctober 14th, the occasion of
the reopening coremony, When the Cuthedral
is reopened the pnblic will be astonished to find
how complete has been the restoration, par
ticularly of the interior. It is now intended to
floor the choir and aanctuary with marble, at a
cost of £1,5600, towards which Canon Argles hag
received a goodly amount, including £50 from
the Archbisbhop of Canterbury,

PaArgsTING,—A Manohester man has obtained
& concession from the Sultan for a line {from
Damasons to the Buy of Aore, which will go on
to Juffa, and then be continued to Egypt. A
Tarkish Effendi has obtained & concession fora
line in Syria, which has every prospect of being
carried out, Colonists still continue to pour
into the country ; and a furtber impetas will
be given by the persecution of the Jews in
Russia In England a society named Chovevi
Zion is making progress. Moetings are held
each Sunday evening in Whitechape!, London,
Many Jews have joined, IEsch member pays
2d. a week.,  After a period a family or two is
chosen by ballot, and then sent to Palestine,
Land and implements will be bonght. Agents
in Palestine will advise or train the emigrants,

Tazx Bishop of Chester (Eng.) has just decided
upon a new diccesan scheme. In a letter to his
clergy he informs them that a diocesan society
of ¢ Special Service’ olergy-has been established,
and a warden appointed. The services per
formed by the *Special Service’ clergy are to
be threefold : (1) To help in supplying the de.
mands for trustworthy clerical assistance of a
temporary kind, owing to the iliness of par-
ochial olergymen and like canses ; (2) to act
as organizing secretaries for the diocesan branch
of the Churoh of Eogland Temperance Society ;
(3) to undertake parochial missions, The
Society at present numbers two clergymen, and
it is hoped that they will be the nuolens around
which those of the clergy who are intereated in
and qualified for temperance or misasion work
will consent to gioup their volaotary con-
tributions of labor,

Tax 8.P.G. has just reoeived a legacy of
more than ordinary interest, of a kind which
will specially interest naval readers, Tha tes.
tator is & superannusted coastguardsman, named
William Clements, who lived for many years
at Bembridge, Isle of Wight, Rag,, and died
there on April 20. By his will he loft to the
3.P.G, onethird of all the money he had in
any bank, besides s special logacy of £1 smong
some other £1 legacies, and the total amounat
of his gift was thus £7) 141, From some pr-
tionlars of his life, given by the vicar of Bam-
bridge, it appears he was bara of poor paronts,
who died while he was young. Ho entered the
Royal Navy, besring a good oharaoter, and
obtaining seversl medals for service in war.
Ho eventually joined the cosstguard, served his
full time, and was superannuated, He and his
wife were patterns of what Church people
should be, and they always gave largely to
Church missionary objacts, His wife died
neariy three years ago, and they had no okild-
cen

If they wont to the days of Wesley himself,
they would find that he was s Charchman
through and through in his habits aud exhorts-
tions with regard to daily worship Ho asked
them to pitoh their standard of religious life
and conduct high, and to realize this high
ideal by patient, solf sacrificing effort. Ho did
not mean by this long services, It was a very
common thing at one time to have prayer and
Litany and full Communion sll together—per-
haps followed mpon & long Sanday school,
Surely this long and accumulated servico did a
good deal in olden times towards making mora.
ing services unpopular and .riving some people
away altogether, or else to Dissenting places of
worship.

%, Peter himself ever at Rome? Assuredly the
¥ Scriptural evidence is sltogether against the
. supposition that ke was, Paul wrote an epistle

~

# to the Roman Church, and he afterwards wrote
., epistles from Rome to other Churches and to
_ individuals, and he pever once mentions the
. name of Peter, He sends salutations to very
: many at Romo by name, a3 may be seen from
. the last chapter of his Epistle to the Romans,
but Peter’'s namo is not to be found in the list,
We obsorve, also, that he is under the impres.
sion that no apostle had ever visited Rome up
to the time of his writing his Epistle (Rom. i.
11), If Peter was Bishop of Rome at the time,
as is agserted by Roman writers, then this is a
most unaccountable omission. Clement, who
we know was Bishop of Rome & few years Iater,
twico mentions Peter in his letter to the Corin-
thian Church, but never as having been at
Romo, mnch less Bishop of Rome. For the
first three bundred years there is no anthentio
referonce to Romo as having been the Chair of
Peter in any Cbristian writing, and when the
expression does first occur, there are grave
doubts a8 to its genuineness. The apooryphal
- Clemeontine Homilies are the only ante Nicone
writings which assign the Bee of Rome to
Petor, and they. have been rejacted by the
Reman Church since the Roman Council of
496, presided over by Pope Gelasius, as heretical
forgeries, It is all but certain, says Dr. Little.
dale, that the whole legend of Poter's Roman
wymcopate was developed at Rome out of this
iavitical document (Plain Reasons, p. 24).
The noxt authorily, in point of time, is a pas-
gage believed to be spurious from the epistles
of St. Cyprian, where *‘the place of Fabian” is
oalled “ the place of Peter.” There is, indeed,
o respeotable tradition that Poter was martyred
,at Rome, but there is this same tradition
respeoting Paul. This does uot prove either of
them to have been the Bishop of Rome,

There remains the fact that Peter wrote two
episties, and in neither of them does he give the
slightest hint of any oonneotion with the
Romun Church. To get over this diffioulty it is
said that the Bubylon of St. Peter's firat epistle
is really Rome, a dangerous surmise, seeing
that the Babylon of the Book of the Revelation
ropresents the harlot and apostate Church. It
hus heen pointed out that Poter’s opening
words in bis first epistlo are against the sup.
position that Babylon is Rome because he
speaks of cortain places beginning from the
East, snd travelling towards the Wost, the op-
‘posite course to that he wonld have taken had
he been writing from Rome, but the most
patural course were he writing from the literal
Babylon.

Now this question of the Primacy of Peter

- becomes of the utmost importance when we
consider the vital interests that depend upon it.
The truth in 80 imporiant a matter should be
placed beyond the possibility of cavil or con-
tradiotien. If, a8 is alleged, the salvation of
mankind depends upon it—if Rome is the only
truo Church in consequence of the divinely ap
pointed privilege of Poter and his successors as
Bishops  of Rome,—then the ovidence for this
should be clearly defined and beyond all ques-
tion. There should be no yea or nay in the
matter, but an absclute certainty. We have
geen that 8o far from this being the case, the
ovidonce s ENTIRELY THR OTHER WAY, and the
tremendous assumptions built up by the Churok
of Rome crumble into dust when touched by

the firger of calm investigation, Soriptare an¢
history alike oppose the olaim,

; Let us look a little oloser into this question,

—Was Peter ever at Rome? The Rov. W, H.
Anderton; a Jesuit priest, some time sgo pub-
lished & treatise in which he undertook to
prove the truth of the tradition that Poter was
Bishop of Rome for twenty five years, Accord.

ing to this writer Peter in the twelfth year
aftor tho Ascension set up his throne at Riyme
in the secnnd year of the Emperor Cladius,
Now, as King Herod, who had imprisoned
Peter (Aots xii, 4), died this same year, im.
mediately after Peter’s imprisonment, this his
getling up his chair at Rome must have followed
closely on his miraculous deiiverance, We are
told that when Peter departed and “ went to
another place” (Aots xzii. 17), that place was
Rome—a poor way certainly of apeaking of the
metropolis of the world!  If this were g0, how
is it that Luke never mentions what would be
go important an event in the early history of
the Church ? Peter evidently went to a remote
spot, not named, for safety and concealment.
Between the above date and six years later,
whoa Peter is at Jerusalem attending the Coun-
oil, there is no evidense whatever of his haviog
visited Rome, A yesr later (A D 54,) according
lo Mr, Anderton, all Jews were banished from
Rome by an ediot of Cladius, At this date we
find Paul at Corinth, aud there is mention of
ocertain refugeos from Rome, but no mention of
Poter (Acts xviii, 1), Again, when about six
years later, Paunl wroto his Epistle to the Roymap
Church, Peter's nsme (a8 we have already
geen) is not mentioned, although those of
twenty-gix other porsons are, Paul desires to
visit them, chiefly on the ground that no apos

tolic gift had yet been bestowed upon them,
Three years later Poter was not at Rome, or he
would assuredly have come out with the
brethren to Appii Forum and the Three Taverns
to meet his ¢ beloved brother Paul.” If, more.

over, the Roman Church had had the benefit of
Poter's episcopate all this time, it is inconceiv.
able that there could have been so much
ignorance about the Christian faith, as is evi-
dent from what we read in the Jast chapter of
the Aots of the Apostles, Paul laid it down as
a principle that he would not build upon “ au-
other man’s foundation” (Rom. xv. 20), bat
this principle was violated, if while Peter was
exercising his episcopal powers at Rome, Paunl
was there aleo preaching the kingdom, and
teaching the things which concern the Lord
Jesua Christ (Aots xxviil. 31)., Lauke tells us

that the Apostie * dwelt two whole years in

his own hired house and received all that came
in unto him.” The historian makes no mention

of & vieit from Peter. A year later again Paul

writes from Rome to the Church at Colosee
when Peter conld not have been there, or else
Paul would never have mentioned Tychiocus,

Aristarchus, Marous, and Justns, and have
added, ‘*These only sre my fellow-workers,
unto the kingdom of God, which have been &
comfort unto me” (Col. iv, 11), We know that
Epiphras also was there, and Luke and Domas
(Col, iv. 12 14), but there is no mention of
Poter | The firsé writer who speaks of Peter
baving been at Rome is Dionysius of Corinth
(av. 171), who mentions his pame in con-
junotion with that of Paul, and says that both
Apostles went to Corinth as well as to Rome,
Strango as it may appesr up to the present, the
Roman Church has no day in hor oalendar
spocially dedicat-d to St, Peter, whose name is
only united with that of Paul in “S8t, Peter's
and St. Paunl’s Day.”

Poter was certainly not at Rome when Panl
in his first imprisonment (A.D, 63) stood betore
the judgment seat of Nero, or he would not
have aliowed his brother apostle to complain as
he did to Timothy (2 iv. 16)—'* At my first
sanswer no man stood with me, but all men for-
sook me ; I pray God thatit may not be laid to
their oharge.,” If Peter had been at Rome, it
is incopoeivable that he would have deserted
his brother in this his honr of need. Could a

more indelible stain have been attached to his

name ? and yet it is necessarily attached to him
if he was at Rome and withheld his compassion
from his brother apostle who was a sufferer
for the Master's sake,

Lastly, Peter was not at Rome five years
later, A p. 68, for Paul, writing to his bsloved
Timothy in immediate anticipation of his death
in ‘bis second imprisonment, distinctly says
(2 Tim. iv. 11), * Only Luke is with me;” and
while mentioning (2 Tim, iv. 21) the names of
persons then resident at Rome he makes no
reference to Peter, If, then, this chain of
induotive reasoning be correct, it is plain that
from the time of the expulsion of the Jews
from Rome by Oladius, which time synchroniged
with the separation of Paul and Peter after
their disagreement in Awntioch, to go, the one
to the Gentiles in Harope, and the other to the
Jows in Babylon, down to the martyrdom of
Paul by Nero, there is no evidence of any visit
of Peter to Rome. Every oiroumatance enforces
a contradiotion to the olaim. The distinct as-
gignment to him of an apostleship to the Cir-
cumoision, the dating of his own epistle from
Babylon, the omission of any single reference
to his presence at Rrme from all the Epistles
of Paul and from the narrative of Lake, the
proved diequalification of the apostle to under-
take a mission to the Gentiles, the innumerable
difficulties introduced into the sacred record by
this allegzed Roman episcopate of Peter—all
these and other circumstances uuite in suggest-
ing the gquestion whether Peter was ever at
Rome at all. The Romsnist historian Pagi,
in his correstion of the annals of Baronins, has
given up the lengthened episcopate of Pater at
Rome; and even during the debates of the
Vatican Council of 1870, Bishop Sirosamsayer
declared before the anssembled prelates *‘that
Scaliger, ono of the most learned men that ever
lived, hesitated not to say that Peter's residence
and bishopric at Rome ought to be classed with
ridiculous legends.”

A somewhat animated correpondence has
been going on in the Times wifh regard to the
assumption by a cortain Roman Catholio priest
of the title ‘ reotor’ of a parish, He has, of
course, no right whatever to such a designation,
and his appropriation of it is but one of many
instances of unceasing Romaaist aggrassion,
A Roman Catholic priest might oall himself
anything he liked withouat causing us any con-
cern if his doing 8o were not part of the organ
ized attempt which is boing made to seoure the
domination of the Roman Church in England,
It is for this reason that Churchmen must be
vigilant and ready at once to beat back subtle
encroachments, and to expose their insidions
charaoter. Rome forgets nothing ; Rome loarns
nothing ; and to-day she is jast as willing as
ever she has been to use all und every means to
gain her ends, It is well for us that our fore-
fathers fonght unto ‘death—often in shocking
and barbarous form:—for their religious liberty,
To-day we enjoy the fruits of their iavincible
and inflexible will, and everything that we hold
dearest requires that our will to hold what they
gained shall be not one title less unconquerable
or immovable, The greatness of the insolence
of the Roman pretensions may be gauged by
the faat that tho gentleman who has made him-
solf & ‘rector’ of an English parish, does not
hesitate to quote and adopt in defernce of
his proceeding & statement that the Anglican
communion ‘has neither Bishop, priest, nor
deacon!’

We need not go far for examples of Romanist
imoleration, Ia our Irish news we have more
than onoce referred to the religious riots which
have taken place at Arklow, Sanday sfter Son-

day, for some time past, owing to the disincli'
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pation of the Roman Catholiocs to permit the
members of the Church of Ireland to hold their
gervices. To prevent these services taking
place the Arklow Romanists have disgraced
{hemrelves by bebaviour so soandalons and
brutal as to be inoredible in & civilized country.
Their conduct is indeed only comparable with
what might be expected, but which is happily
not often experienced, at the hands of the most
barbsrous aborigines of the African Continent.
Last week we described the services at which
the worshippers were only saved from aotual
maltrestment by the presence of armed police-
men, who surrounded aud protected them

. sagninst the violenoe of the Roman Catholics.

The service was, bowever, made inaudible and
hideous by the din of fog-horns, bells, and by
othor means, At its termination armed men
escorted the copgrega:ion to their homes, As
for the clergyman, four policemen with loaded
rifles were needed to take him that evening to
his church, The members of the Church of
Ireland in Arklow are, if we are nob greatly
misinformed, being most cruelly persecuted
‘for crpscience’ sake,’ They are boycotted,
grossly insulted in the streets, maimed, and go
in da ly peril of eye and limb, if not indeed of
lifo. The little band of men who, following
Stanley, marched for months to and fro in
Africa wora not, in fact, in more danger at the
hands of the barbarisns, than are the members
of the Church of Ireland and the dissenting
bodies to day in Arklow at the hands of their
Roman Catholic neighbours.

The spirit of Roman Catholisism, when it is
dominsnt, is always and everywhere the same,
Where it can, it persecutes to the death. It
tolerates nothing but intoleration, In this re-
speet, it woll deserves the epithet which its
fricnds aro 8o fond of flaunting—* always the
samo.’ :

bor, which, by an ingenuity worthy ot a better
tanco, can be twisted into an insult, Qur tonchy
friend if very like & gnail which draws in its
horns and itg head on the slightest provocation,
. 2ud like & spail, too, the progress of the touchy
peréon i remarkably slow, The energetic man
bas_ac_compl_ishcd kalf his business while his
snail like neighbor is wondering what So-and-go
tould mean by saying soand so. We have

DOWD some moembers of this curious race who
are by no mesns idlers, who are busily engaged
pron tome pot hobby, but if any one chance o
Te¢pass upon thenr doinain, the tomch of the
Intusive Joot is resented as if it were & mortsl
tflence, The columns of local newspspers are

?ft:n evidonces of the strife which follows &
. Teepses of this nature, A learned antiquary
veutures 10 propourd a theory upon some sub-
Veet upon which another learned antiquary hag

slready delivered himself, The trespass is at
once resentcd ; in the loual press a correspond-
ence commences in which, amidst a display of
research and antiquarian lore, we find & sorry
exhibition of still more ancient things—° envy,
batred, and all uncharitableness.’

Ladies, and particularly unmarried ladies of
a ‘certain ege,’ are, unfortunately, ofton very
touchy. When they devote their time to
Church work and become distriot visitors, they
still retain the unhappy peculiarity, and how
ocareful the poor clergyman haa to be lest he
should offerd their susceptibilities by a chance
word, or arouse the touchy jealousy of one by
allowing another ‘to interfere with her district.’
*Trespassers will be prosecuted—or persecuted,’
is written up upon every tree, or wall, or shrub,
of the touchy person's property.

In the ranks of the clergy, too, we find, alas!
many of the race, The isolation of the country
parson, the independence of his j irisdiction, the
absence of continual ocoupation (if he lives in
& emall parish and bas no resources within him-
eelf, no scholary tastes or mental employment)
all tend to increase the infirmity and make him
intolerably touchy, A has a parishioner who
has just left B's parish and falls ill; B, asa
Jfriend, calls to see the invalid, and inquires how
he is progressing. A, who is a touchy person,
is immediately offended, writes a furious note
to B to expostulate, and tells him to confine his
minieterial visits to his own parish and not to
visit his parishjoners. Again, ‘Trespassers will
be prosecuted I’

This extraordinary and uncomfortable defect
appears torise from too much self-conaciousness,
The touchy person always regards everything
that is said or done by his neighbor in its rela.
tion to himeelf, Selfishness is the root of all
sin and unhappiness; and if touchy folk
thought a little less about themselves, their
own dignity and importsnce, if they occupied
their minds a little more with some useful
branch of study or employment, if they would
only take down some of those hidecus and up-
sightly ‘notices to trespassors,’ there would be
& great diminution in this somewhat numerous
race, and soociety would be greatly benefited by

Look into it and see if He doos
not have in it the promise and pledge of im-
mortality] And God is there to vindicate
your hope. Look into it!

‘ Theories of inapiration and dootrines! You
do not need theories of imspiration, but yon
need the voice of God speaking to you,

‘The wondrous things of God are not out-
worn, will never be overthrown as long as the
olod is heard on the coffin lid, and therais hope
for the new day of the Son of Man. Bocause
Qod ig the author of it and the peace,

*Will you not study it more and moro, that
your children may love, reverence and under-
stand ! May yon not study & little and see and
know what treasure God has given you in it ?

*'Will you not, in the freshness of wour life,
go apart and listen to what God has to say ?
When your life is quiet, will you not put it in
the centre of your family and make them under-
stand that you love it? They will never under-
stand, if you do not, And how unjust to them
if you let them know that you have this trea-
sure and don't tell them of it!

‘It does not require scholarship! If you
will come out of the toil of the day and learn
what this Bible is to you, it will ba the most
precious thing to you this side of heaven, It
shall be & light to your feet speaking in tonos
from heaven.,'—Sermon by Bishop Sallaker, in
Church News.

ADDRESS

Cf Bishop Whipple, Minnesota,

A spirit above oar weak wills ia stirring the
hearts of Christians to seek & regainod unity.
Oar danger is lest we seek it by our humaa
plans and concordats, which will only be & rope
of sand, Unity will come ; our Lord's divine
prayer will be answered ; but it can only come
as all other good gifts of God come, from above
in answer to prayer, It willnot come until the
love of God has made Christian hoarts ready to
receive this precions gift.

Brethren since I came to you almost thirty-
one years ago, 1 have never sought to win men

to the Church by the concealment of her faith
and order, I have not beon guided by the
makeshifts of expediency. I have not had en-
tangling alliances which violate principle. I
bave honored all Christians who speak out as
manly mon in defense of their fuith. I have
loved and do love all who love Jesus Chriat,
There will not be one who has washed his robes
white in His p.ecious blood who is not ourown
kinsman in the Lord,

There are grave question looming on the
horizon of the fature—the relations of capital

to labor, the employer to the employed, the
rich to the poor. No legal enasctmeuts, no
compromises can heal these irritations, jealous-
ies and strifes, There is only one solution. It
is the Gospel of Jesus Christ which teaches us
that we are the children of one God and Father, _
which places before men not the clamor for
rights of one class against another, bat the du-
ties which we owe to one another as membors
of one brotherhood. IfI am right, if the high-
est duty is ¢ to love one another,’ is there nof
dauger, brothers, lest the poor, the neglected
and the ginful shall feel that they have no right
in the house of our Father ? Lt must not be
that when these charch bolls peal out their call
to prayer that they shall have no message to
those who are lost unless they pray.

This year the Lord has led me by & way I

knew not, I ocan say with the prophet ‘I am
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the man who has -seen saffliction,’ & beloved
fonin-law has entered into rest, & beloved
daughter lay for weeks st the door of death.
The one dearer than my life, who led me to the
Church, whore love made me brave in the dark.
eet hours, who for forty-eight years has been
28 my right hand in all work, by a strange
providence has lain six months on & bed of
gnifering and may socn be called to the other
ome.

The sickness of my loved ones and my own
pain and weariness have made it the most
eventfal year of my life. Pain, sickness, sor-
row and death are awful mysteries which no
man can fathom. But when I have known how
they have unlocked Christian hearts io give to
me the wealth of their sympathy and love, nay
more, whon in the bankruptey of other hopes
1 have cast myself on the bosom of Jesus Cirist
our Saviour, then those mysteries have beon
radient with love, and this is the solvent of
soma of the deep ridles of humaan life, * When
you look up into our Heavenly Father’s fuce
you do not feel your Father's hand.’

MODERN ANTINOMANISM,

There was an old heresy in the Christian
Chburch called ** Antinomianism” which has to
s great degree been revived by some religious
gecis of tho present day, and might in reality
be called “ & short cut to ealvation.” Now this
is an error very prevalent among persons who
eall themselves ““converted,”

Their argument for calling themselves * con-
verted” is simply this—That if they believe in
Christ they have a right to eit down quietly
and say they are converted and saved, and
necd take no more trouble about their salvation.
They deny that the Christian's life on earth

from the cradle to the grave must be a strugele ! &

against the powers and principalities of dark-
ness, They tell yon they bave received Christ,
and that He, without any struggle on their
part, as it were beats down Satan under their
feot.

Such a doctrine is not only direotly antagon
iatio to tho teaching of the Word of God, but
also to the Christian’s oxperience of the battle~
field of human life. Every Christian too well
knows that a tacit acceptance of the belief that
Christ died for our sips is not enough, but that
in proof of our faith in that belief, we must
ever fight against tho wiles and snares of the
devil. * Wo mnst work out our own ealvation
with foar and trembling.”

1 will never beliove uny man {no matter how
long standing ‘‘conversion” ho may boast of),
who aseerts that ho has not in thought, word,
and docd, to fight against temptstion, and
oarry on on inoesssnt warfare with Satan, It
is Christ which giveth us vietory, But Christ
does not remove from us the nocessity of engag-
ing in baitle, The very word “ victory” pre
sopposes the idea of ‘* battle,” for without a
battle there oan be no viotory.

Not only is life a battlefield, and we the
goldiers of the oross, but more than that,
instead of ““converted men'” having no battles
to fight and no viotories to gain, the teaching
of tho Bible corroborated by our own ex
perience proves that the more reslly converted
wo aro (in tho true scceptation of the word)
the fiercer will be our battles, and the more
gloxrious our victorics, The servunt of God i
cftentimes moro fiercoly assailed and temptod
than the servant of the devil,

Persons who deny tho faot that temptations
(aud the having to fight against temptutions)
are of slmost daily and hourly ocourrences,
would consider to bespiritually asleep, druggec
with the narcotio of false dootrine, undergoing
a8 it were in thatslecp and sort of myastic entkin:
giasm (corresponding to the nightmare of natg

ral sleep), brought on by & spiritusl indigestion
of the truths of God's holy word, In §: Paul's
Epistle to the Romans we are told to put on
the whole armour of light; and again,’in the
6th chapter Ephesiane, verae 1Gth, we are told
what that armour comprises, Does not theo
the fact of our being given armour suited to
every place, and being told t» put that armorr
on, olearly imply not only & battle againat
temptatioa, but that temptation is directed
againet every part of us? Evon if it was applied

to our Lord in body. soul, and spirit, He who

wes tompted in all points like as we are yeu
was without sin.

It hss been woll said that the first step
towards repentance is to become comscious of
our sin, thersfore, so far from saying that we
are not tempted, snd have not ourselves to
strugglo against sin, and have po noed of the
armour of God, the firat step towards true con-
version i8 to awsken out of our sleep of
spiritaal hallncination to a consciousness of our
need for that armour—that armour which alone
can enable us to resist the temptations of the
ovil one—und enable us to *f withstend in the
evil day, and having done all to stand.—Rev.

'The general confession, for jnstance,
is ordered to be eaid by the whole congregation
Is this ever done? Are the ‘Amons’ ever like
thoso in the primitive Church, which were com-
pored with olaps of thunder 7 The mechanical
monoione of & paid ohoir is but a poor seb-
stitute for the hearty responding of an earnast
congrogation. ‘ How much I wish,” says a
prescher quoted by Kar:lake in the English
Churchman's Companion, *how much I wish that
gven jor onoe the many voices in this congre-
gation oould be brought to vnite together in
sudible prayer and praise! Bocause [ thiuk,
my Cbristian friends, that if this were done
onoe, you would not need to be persuaded to it
any more; you would sll feel the diference so
mach that you would do it always, Thoe ser-
vice wonld scem to yom—and be—so much
more interesting, and life-like, and real than it
had ever been before, that you would of your-
selves keep up the babit,

 Then, indeed, a stranger coming into our
congregation might report that God was among
ea of & truth,’

Church Bells :

A good desl of indignation is being mani-
‘ested in Canada—except among the Ultra-
montane faction—at the interference of the
Romsanist priests in the elections. It is asserted
that the course taken by these men was 80
wholly unsorupulous that the Goverament of

Most of ‘these dero
liotions and mistakes avise from the foar of
pofair and even cruel oriticism which they
imagine their fellow worshippers will bestow

BrooxviLLE—The interior of St. Petor's
Church has just been greatly improved by the
addition of & beautiful Oriel window of stained
glass. Tt replsaces that which has long been an
eyonore at the otherwisre handsoms east end of
the church. The window is a parting gift of
Mrs, Keefer, who desirod in some tangible
form to evioce her attachment to the fine old
church bofore her departure from Brookville.
It was made at tho stained-glass works of Mr.
Henry Horwood, Prescott, and reflscts much
credit on the artistic skill and tasto of that
gontleman. Tho subject is & balf-longth figure
of our Lord, seated in glory, with the right
hand raised in the aot of blessing, the left hand
holding = globe aurmounted with & cross to ro-
present the redeemod earth. Behind the figure
is the symbolic rainbow and on either side stars,
all surronnded by a beautiful rich border, the
colors of which blend harmoniously with thoso
of the picture and the other lancet windows be-
low, It present a most striking chject imme-
diately on entering tho building,

At the evening service, which was well
attended, the interesting ceremony of Bene.
diotion took place. After the third collect, was
sung the appropriate hymu,

From 1787 to 1793 the prossnt Dioocese of
Oatario formed part of thatof Nova Sootia;
and from 1793 to 1839 part of that of Quebec,
during which poriod 19 parishes woro estab.
lished making at the close thereof 21 parishes
in all. From 1339 to 1862, the Dioceso formed
art of that of Toronto, and during this period
45 additional parishes were erected, making 46
in exisfonce in 1862, From 1842 to 1862 it
appenrs algo that thero woro collosted for dio-
cesan purposes & sum of $21 530, Sinco 1862 the
dioocese has had an independont existence under
its own Bishop and has made rapid progress,
Divided into triads this period shows dincesan
contribations for the fi-st: for missiors $50,396,
for the revond : from 1871 to 1980 §76247;
from 1880 to 1889 $105,225, making & totul of
collections with the last years contributions
(813 449) of 245,348 in the 48 years, Besides
this sum there were svwecisl bequests for the
same object of $6.600, and direot contributions
to tho Sustentation fund 89,326 and for other
diocesan funds $08 414.14, making a total of
$319,589 raised in the diocese during the laat
«8 years,

The Diocase at present is divided into two
Archdesconries, viz:—that of Kingston and of
Qttawa, and there are 16 Raral Doaneries, The
total church population in the Archdeonnry of
Kingston'is 24,710 with a communicants’ roll of
7,412. TInthe Archdeaconry of Ottawa, popula.
tion 24,970, commounicants 7,309, making a tofal
church population for the diocose of 49680
persons and 14 721 communicants, The fami-
lieg number 11,100 In the Sundsy schools
thoro are in the Archdeaconry of Kingston
3,950 papils, and in that of Ottawa 2,778,

ST, PAUL'S CATHEDRAL,

To the Editor of the Church Guardian :

Sig,—Duoring my visit to Haogland in the
Spring, I was very desirous of carrying out
many projeots, in a few of which only, I regret
to say, was I sucoessful. Among the principal,
as I was staying in London, was, a8 you muy
suppose, the examination of the much disoussud
Reredos in 8t Paul's Cathedral, Thiy is
a very oostly and beauntifully execnted pio'urs
in stone, There is much in it to contempluts,
you may be sure, when you call to mind, 'hit
it was exoouted ander the direction of tho 1):un
and Chapter of St. Panl's doubtless with asscs
sors of high artistic fame and talents, moreover
that the cost wus little under three hundred
thoussnd dollars. With these preliminary ob-
gervations you will underatand my relactanco
to oonfess that I left the Cathedral with foelings,
to sy the least, of great disappointment; my
groat consolation was that I must be alono, or
nearly 8o, in dissomfort; and that I had enjiy-
od the advantage of higher training I might
have felt the ecstatio delightsimulated by maoy
instead of & very humble estimate of tho taste
and ill placod outlay of the authorities, Yon
will understand then if you please, that I dis
olaim the position of & oritic, and claim only a
place among the outside millions. My objec:
tions to the reredos were twofold : 1. . thetical
2. Dootrinal, 1. Then I am not &t all sure that
I like the new pulpit in the nave; it is excoed-
nzly hardsome; in design. work and matorisl
1t is above oritioism, but it has the appearanco
of having been designed by some highly skilted
architect, utterly in the dark as to the nataro
of the future surroundings of his projected work:
Bat how shall I describe my impressions of Lo
reredos? It is not simply out of keeping with
and entirely foreign 1o its surroundings; bat
it conceals and sits upon the beautifal eastern
termination of Sir Christopher Wren’s design.
It gave me the impression that having bsen ac:
quired from some third olass Frenoh eocclesiastt:
cal building, and having been found to be of
good materia! and workmanship, it had had as-
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gigned to it the highest position in the Metro-
polis viz :—the Bast end of 8t. Paul's Cathedral
Rectangular and rectilineal in outlines it springs
up, crossing, about one third of its height, a
horizontal something ; towering far sbove it,
but out of barmony ; having nothing to lead ap
to it, or break the bare right angles. I am not
surprised that there should have arisen high
words and antagonistio aotion over it! T have
no doubt the foreign, heterogeneous appearance
of the strooture wnoonsoiously stirred up the
foeling against it. I am satisfied that conld Sir
Christopher Wren see it he would ignominions-
ly turn it out from the building; even if ho
were obliged to include slso the Dean and
Chapter madly clinging to their hobby ! If the
Dooorating Committee had been satisfied to
expend the cost of the reredos, or even ono half
of the sum, in decorating the besutiful apse
[now hidden] in correst taste, they would have
conferred & benefit upon the Cathedral of St
Paul's, and their namos would have been re-
membered. I venture to prediot [the wish is
futher to the thoughtl that in a fow yesrs,
fewer than these spent by the chapter in devis
ing and executing this costly failure, a suocessor
to the present staff will put forth far less energy
than that exerted by their predecessors sand
exclude it from the building. 1I.The doctrinal
objection. The reredos does not present the
salient artiole of the Christian Faith| or rather
eelecting one of the foundation stones of the
grest building of the Divine worker, it keeps
in the back ground the great builditg itself!
The impression that the central comp.sition
stamps upon the mind of the visitor is that of
sgony ; whercas the chief doctrine of Christian-
ity is life from the dead, Submit the work te
tho oriticiam of a learned’eastern Buddhist; and
after mature contemplation of it enquire what
impressions it has made upon his mind, and
what opinion he has formed of the principles,
and the futures of the Christian religion ?

Could he, I would ask, associate those sublimo
teachings of the Apostles, who ‘ tanght through
Jesus the Resurrection of the Dead,’ with the
ideas most prominently exhibited upon the
reredos ? I answer, No! The only impres-
sions to be derived from tho Chief Picture are
Agony and Sympathy. The great Doctrine of
Christianity is Resurrection from the Desad.
The Sadducean Dootrine (with which the D. &
C. of St. Paul's seem to sympathize) is Death.
The great attempt of the Sadducees to stamp
out the work of Jesus of Nazareth is strikingly
dolineated before us. For teaching through
Jesus the Resurrection St. Paul was violently
attacked, and but for a strong body of scribes
of the Pharieee school in the Sachedrim he
wonld have fared as Stephen had done. It is
unnecessary for me to dilate upon this subject,
I cannot help seeing in this work ander consid-
oration a departure from Bible teaching.
Though acknowledged to be of very besutifnl
design and workmanship it classes itself in my
mind rather with the huge, gaunt, black crosses
that we see in some of the cemeteries of the
Romish Churoh, telling of despair and acknow-
ledged inability of Pope, Cardihal and Priest to
give relief, more than of the bright, sustaining,
cheerful hope of the Resurrction to Eternal
life, that cheered and supported the first teach-
ers of Christianity in their dangerous work-
The same spirit and principle we see cropping
out in this roredos, as in the degraded funeral
ecrvices over 8 good and holy man recently
held at Edgbaston and Redpal, where men pro-
fossing to believe in the meroy and forgiveness,
and favor of God, spread sbroad black cloths
and corape. and other emblems of Church
mourning for the exaltation of one of its most
devout members, and interesting the vulgar
micds sround with beautifully chanted mise-
reres and dies i1®'s

It is said that the late Canon Liddon tock &
very prominent part in this work of the decor-
ation Committee of the Dean and Chapter of
St, Paul’s, How his magnificent enunciation o4

the truths of HEaster preached by him iu the
Cathedral ju sight of tho reredos last Raster
Day. can bhe made to hsrmonize with the
vreaching of the reredos I fail to see; but
should be glad to loarn,

If artistic represeuntations of the truths of
Chrigtianity are desirable ornsments over the
Holy Table, we do wrong to select the central
article of the Apostles’ Creed, omitting (or in-
gerting ia very small typs) the earlier instances
of the self humiliation of the Son of God, aud
ignoring or only glancing at under type and
figure His Iater trinmphs-—Rasnrreotion, Asoen:
gion, Sassion. Lot us demand the trath, the
whole truth, and nothing bust the trath !

A word to those clergy and church builders
who have not yet decorated the Hast end of
their churches, The practice of the Jew and
the Mahommedan is spirituall but if you must
indulge in tho carnal, give & condensed history
of the Son of Man, if you please from the An-
nunciation to the descent from the Croass, but
don’t forget the Resurrection ! let that—if only
one Article of the Crecd is now prominently
put forth—be the culminating truth; thut is
the truth that cherishes our hopes; that is the
trath that raises the spirits of the departing;
that is the $ruth that assures us of our own
resurrection, snd that is the only abiding truth
that & congregation will be satizfied to carry
away in their minds.

THE “LAYING ON OF HANDS."

——

To the Hditor of the Church Guardian :

Sie,—I have only just seen your issmo of
September 3rd, in which thore is & Jetter from
Mr, Roe, complaining of the following state-
ment extracted from a Catechism in the Qu'Ap-
pelle Messer ger, * Weo read of no other way in
which the Spirit was given to individuals after
the Day of Pentecost, oxoept through the Lay-
ing on of Hands.”

Mr, Roe asserts that this statement is erron-
e0us, as acoording to the teaching of the Church
of England and the early Christian Fathers and
Divines '*the Holy Spirit is given to every
Christisn in his baptism.” As the subjoct is
one of very great importance and one moreover
upon which there is usually very great in.
definiteness, and consequent error, of teaching
perbaps you will open your columns {o & cor-
respondence thereon that it may bo carefully
considered,

Qthers may have slready answered Mr, Roe.
If there have boen any subsequent lettors I
irust you will excuse mo if 1 travel over the
same ground.

It will be observed that though the writer of
the Catechism alluded to says, * We read of no
other way” &o., evidently, from the context,
alluding to Holy Soriptare, Mr. Roe in his
lotter does not give & single text to confute this
definito statoment, Bat let this pass.

I am thankful to hear from Mr, Roe that he
considers that “ No one denies that there is a
special giff of the Holy Confirmation.” But I
am very certain from my exporience and from
all the books I have read of Instructiin on
Confirmation that this special gif! if it can be so
called st all, is too otten regarded as a most
nominal and indefinito guantity. -

The question is what is really the Gift con-
veyed through the Lsying on of Hands. Wo
believe that since the Day of Pentecost the
Holy Spirit has come, to be in some mysterious
manner 8 Personal Indwelling Presence in
men. Is that special Presence tho gift bestowed
in Holy Baptism, or in Laying onof Hands ? If
it is the Gift of Baptism :

1. How arewe to interpret the words of the
Book of the Aocts of the Apostles, *“ As yet Ho
(the Holy Ghost) was fallen upon none of them ;
only they were baptized in the name of the Lord
Jesus ?

2 How osn people recsive more of the Holy
Spirlt through the Laying on of Hinds, when
He is salrondy within thom in all the falnoess of
His Parsonal Prosonce? Tho theory that this
apeoial Pcoseuoe of the Holy Spirit is given in
Baptism apart from Laying on of Hinds ssam -
to be coufated not only by the pasiags already -
quoted, but from the equally strong distlaction
made in the only othor passage where the gifts
of Baptism and Confirmation are distinzunished,
(Acts xix. b. 6) where it 'is 8aid that tho Ephe.
riang wore “ baptizd in the namo of tha Lired
Jesus," and afterwards, When Paul.had laid his
hands upon them, the Holy Ghost came on
them."

OFf course, in Holy Baptism the Holy Spirit
is the efficient Agent in tbo cleansing of the
son] from previous sin, and in its rezeneration
or new birth, We !* are born again of water aund
of the Spirit.” By one 8pirit wo are all bap.
tized into one Body. And, therefore, He may
be truly said to be given as our Baptismal Ser-
vice cortainly does say He is given for that
apecial purpose ‘ that thoy may be born again”
—joat as in Ordination to the Priesthood He
is given *‘for the work of & Priest in the -
Charch of God.”

Undoubtedly also, since the Holy Spirit
works through our will and affeotions, His
power may be felt more and more by us, we
may daily increate more and more in the Holy
Spirit as we pray for those who are boing Con.-
firmed. But, the Gifts of tho Personal Indwel-
ling Presence of the Holy Spirit—the “ Promise
of the Father"—must bo a Gift bostowed at &
defin:ts time. Is it throngh Baptiem or
throngh Lsying on of Hands? I believe
that the Soripturo most plainly teaches
that it is through the latter not the formar;
though the two wero in early times genorslly
80 cloesely joined togethor that when the Gifts
pertaining to Baptism were spoken of the
Laying on of Havds—tho complement of Bap-
tism—was ocomprohendol! therein. As it isin
no way a personal matter allow me, to rign

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& CANON LIDDON.,

A great prinooe has fallen in Ierael. Not
only Anglioans throughout the Englich-spesk-
ing world will hear with gorrow of the death
of their grcatest divine and preacher, but
Christendom will mourn the loss of one who
combined in his own porson the character of a
Burnahas and a Paul, who was at once ‘a good
man, full of the Holy Ghost, and of faith,’ and
was ‘mighty in the Soriptures'—a learned, in-
tellgolual, and incisive teacher, The Greek
Church, with whoso fortunes he folt so warm a
sympathy, tho Old Catholics meeting to day in
conferenco at Bonn, of one of whoze previous
gathorings he has given us so graphioc an ac.
count; Churchmen scattered throwghout our
great Empire; snd many Nonoconformists, who
with their Anglioan brethren have hung on his
worda at St, Paul's, will mourn the loss of one
who bas dignified their commor humanity,
Nay he has encouraged them in hours of doubt
snd despondoncy to imitate the Master, *Who
went about doing good,’ the last words from
which he spoke under thodome of the cathedral
church of the largest oity in the world, where
vice and virtue sro slike tho most active,
Csnon Liddon was 8 great scholar, he was a
master of good English’ he was a great preacher
(because he prepured his sermons with a care
which less able men would do well to imitate),
he had & fuscinating presence, a ploasant voice,
and 3 world wide ropuiation,  All these gusli-
ties contributed 1o make him & power in the
chief pulpit in London, which even Melvill
never equalled in his palmicst days; but they
- were not the aecret of his commanding infla-

enco,
Tho seoret of a great man's life is to be

sought s the great Duke of Wellington affirm.
ed in his esrly training aud ocareer, If it be
true that the Battle of Waterloo was won on the
playing fields of Eton, it is assuredly the case
{hat Canon Liddon wag trained in the stern
discipline of his life st Cuddesdon, and in his
well loved rooms at Christochurch for the
triumphs he won, not for himself, but for the
Church and her Divine Head, in the busy
baunts of men. Apything more different than
the surroundings of Mr. Liddon in the college
at Cuddesdon, with its simple fare, daily
round of study, and solemn rervices in its ‘apper
chamber,’ and those of hir later life in Liondon
can hardly be imagined. In both places how.
ever, his singleness of aim, power of sympathy,
and the magio of his personal influendce, arising
from the conviction of his inherent goodness,
and sanctified genius, made him both idolised by
the intelleotual giant and reverenced by the
ohildlike Christian, No man had inflaence in
wach varied circles, The olergy were intensely
proud of one whose intellestual acumen at once
confounded the wisdom of the world; while
his simplicity of life and character won the re.
spect of all with whom he came in contact.
Men of light aud leading delighted in his society
on the too rare occasions when ho emerged
from his study, and fascinated them by the bril-
liancy of his conversation and the flashes of
his sparkling wit; for he possessed St. Paul’s
gift of ssnotified sarcasm, a dangerous woapon,
which he, however, always wielded in the cauze
of truth and the withering condemnation of all
that was ignoble, mean, and wrong. His col-
leagues loved him beyond the power of words.
No two men had more dissimilar gifts than
Canon Grogory and the deceased, yet they
weore like brothers; and we bave often heard
Bighop Piers Claoghton say, ‘Liddon is so lov-
able, that when ono goes into the Chapter to
oppore him it often seems impossible in the]
sight of his beaming eye and thorough saintli-
nees,” The middle classes formed the bulk of
bis hearers at 3t Paul's; aud he was in the
habit when in London of visiting & number of
poor and indigent folk pastorally, so that he
was thoronghly in toush with all olasses of the
people,

- The popular idea that his preaching was the
chief characteristio of his charaoter is, we are
convinced, erroneous, His more abiding work
has beeon that of insisting not merely in theory,
but in praoctice, on the necessity of & better
trained clergy, While he had the highest idea
of the value of a University training, of the
fature clergy mixing with men training for
other professions, he early reslised that if the
Church was to do her work among all claases
of the people her priests must be carefully in-
atruoted,

Themselves first training for the skies,
They best shall lead their people thero,

Hence his was the controlling mind which
left its stamp on Cuddesdon, just as Mr, Ben
nett Qid on St. Paul's Knightsbridge, though
both in reality bhad ho option but to resign in
face of the Protestant whirlwind which carried
overything before it with its res’stless force,
Yet the influence of Cuddesdon ¢n every other
theological college bas been as great as Mr,
Westerton truly foretold, that the example of
St. _Ps.ul’s, Kpightsbridge, would be on every
parish churok. Canon Liddon was a great
advooate for reireats, the principle of which ho
lived to see adopted by men of all sohools of
thought; and his intense reverence for the
Bible, 80 well known to all who ever heard his
inimitable Greek Testament lectures at Cud-
desdon when he seemed to make the familiar
words speak, continued thronghout his life.
His sermons wore saturated both with Bible
truth and Church dootrine, and notes of them
were tsken down by numbers of both sexes
with equal care and far more interest than ia
the oase with students listening to secular
lectures, There can be no doubt that the
Canon has suffered severe mental distress from

what he considered, and rightly, the disrespect
—though urintentional—shown to the Bible by
writers in Lux Mundi ; by his ownsaoas in the

faith, ore having filled the same office as him-
rolf at Cuddesdon, and largely throagh his in-
fluence been appointed Principal of a House af
Oxford, intended to prepetuate the name of his
dearest friend. If the trumpet from such &
place (was, we know, his foeling) gave au uun.
certain sound who shall prepare himself for the
battle? Ae one by one the old staundard
bearers of Evangelioal Truth, Apastolic Order,
and Catholic dogma pass from the Church
Militant to the Church Triumphant those left
behind feel more acutely the dangers arising
from giving up any iota of the depusit of the
faith out of sympathy for the seruples of wesk
brethren. Such concessions may be the veriest
cruelty to those whose interests Liberal aud
freetbinking theologians desire to serve; while
views that may poasibly be innocent as held by
men imbaed with Catholic doctrine, are highly
dangerons to the less instructed, and may have
conseuences from which Mr. Gore and his col.
leaguos would be the firet to shrink. It may
be that great as the iufluence of Canon Liddon
has been in life it will yet be stronger after his
death for the memory of loved teachers, the
recollection of their last words, and the chival-
rous desire to be true to their cherished con-
vict?ons, is often greater when one has passed
from sight.

That Canon Liddon was never recommended
for a Bishopric by Mr, Gladstoue, of whoss
policy tke deceased was, till that statesman be-
come & Home Rauler, so warm a supporter, has
always boen & matter of surprise. We doubt,
however, if his particular qualifications were
such as find the best vent for their energies in
the Episcopate. He was no organizer, and
business was not hie forte, while even his un.
rivslled powers in the pulpit would have been
unequal to bear the strain of the constant ser-
mons demanded from a Bishop in these loco-
motive days. He was eminently a theologian,
The cathedrul and the oollege scemed his
natural home. Never was the term ‘Student of
Christ Church’ more literslly trne. Books wero
his passion, second only to his desire to bring
ont of their treasures things new and old that
might benefit tho souls of men. We r¢joice
bowever, that Lord Salisbury offered him t:o
soo of St. Albans, where he would bhave been
his own Bishop, though we can quite undor-
stand the Canon's refusal, especially as his
‘Life of Dr. Pusey’ was his absorbing occupa-
tion. We fear that it is far from complete, aud
it wonld be diffi ;ult to name anyone thoronghly
competent to take up the work where he loft
it, In some ways, for his own sake, it may be
gaid thal he has been happy in the time of his
death, for, as we have intimated, anything like
s schism in the High Church ranks, with
which we appear to be threatened, alike cu
Lux Mundi and the Lincoln Judgment, would
have been & severe trial to his gentle spirit.
He has died too without any decay of his great
intellectual powers.  His sermons on capital
and lsbor, his noble series on the Maguificat,
and hus latest elogium on John Howard the
philanthropist, were some of his finest efforts,
gecond only to his bold defence of the Episco:
pacy at the conmsecration of the Bishop of
Lincoln and Exeter, his denunciations of the
Public Worship Aoct, his unrivalled sermons at
St. James' Piocadilly, when he first took
London by storm, and some of his earlier Ox:
ford discourses. Cancn Liddon was facile
princeps 88 a scholar, a theologian, and & preach-
or. We doubt if he had the capacities of &
party leader, or ever & desire to beome. His
great desire was the salvation of souls, and to
see the English branch of the Church Catholic,
to which he was 8o intensely devoted, extend
her cords and strengthen her stakes, In bis
recent illness he was much touched, both by
the Qaueen’s daily enquiries as to his condition
and by the kindly sympathy expressed for bim
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by leading Evangelicals and Nonconformists,
That such should have been the case shows how
a bold couree snswers even in this world, for
he never hesitated to throw his @gis over ad.
vanoed men such as Mackonochie and Lowder
in days when their names wore terms of re

rosob rather than, as now, of honor. The
Church and the world are alike poorer for the
loss of auch & man, For his Bampton Lectures
slone his name deserves to be enshrined in the
memory of fature generations, but those who
have ever come under the influence of his
megic personality will feel that far above his
leerning, his books, his eloquence, and his in-
tolicotnal ability was his intense power of sym-
pathy with the needs of our common humanity
here, a8 well as with the higher destinies of our
lives in the world beyond the grave.—ChAuroh
Review.

mont to her. Ag a private member, I hold her
doctrines; I join in her offices, in prayer, in
hearing, in communieating. Vol. VIIL, p. 444

1747.—We continnally exhort all who attend
on our preaching, to attend the offices of the
Church, And they do pay & more regular at-
tendance there than ever they did before, Vol
VII, p. 488.

1785,—~We bogan reading together ¢ A Gen.
tloman’s Rossons for his Dissent from the
Church of England.,’ It ie an elaborate and
lively tract and contains the strength of the
cause ; but it did not yield us one proof thst it
is lawfal for us, (much less our duty), to separ-
ato from it. Vol. IL p. 328.

1758 —In this year Mr, Wesley wrote his
* Rrasons against & Separation from The Church
of ingland *; and in writing to Miss Bishop in
177 be says 1 ¢ Theee reasons were never yel
answered and I believe they never will,’

The Rev, Charles Wesley eays of this Tract:

‘I {bink myeelf bound in duty to add my
testimony to my brother's. His twelve reasons
against our ever separating from the Church of
Ingland are mine aiso, 1 subsoribe to them
with all my heart.

1775.—¢Understanding thut almost all the
Methodists by the advice of Mr, ——, had left
the Church, I earnestly exhorted them to re.

1777.—*They (the Methodists) have read the
writings of the most eminent pleaders for separ-
ation, both in the last and present century.
They have spent several days in a General
Conference upon this very question, ‘Is it ex-

Bat still they could see po sufficient
csuse to depart from their first resolation, 8o
that their fixed purpose is, lot the oclergy or
laity use them well or ill, by the grace of "God,
to endure all things, to hold on their even
course, and to continue in the Church, maugre
men or devils, unless God permits them to be
thrustout.”

1778.—* The original Methodists were all of
the Church of Eogland, and tho more awakened
they weroe, the more zealously they adhered to
it in every point, both of dootrine and discipline,
Hence we inserted in the very first Rules of
our Society : * Thoy that leave the Church leave
us.’

“LUXURIOUS " HOMES OF
MISSIONARIES.

The ¢ Gospel in All Lands ' is pub-
lishing letters from missionaries in
India in reply 1o charges made by
gome rocent travellers that they are
living luxuriously. Omne of these
missionaries says on his arrival in
India he was surprised at the large
size of the wission houses, but he
found that they were for the occu-
pancy of two or more families.
Though the houses were of only one
story, the roomewerelarge and high;
but he arrived in the winter seacon
and when the intensely hot summer
came he saw the necessity fur these
large and high rooms, which after
all are not 87 1arge as the govern-
ment provides for each private sol-
dier in that very trying climate,

This mi-sionary says: *I shall not
altempt to give an adequate ides of
the mnecessity of protection agains:
the sun and the heat of the summer
season. Suffico it to sy that if some
of your  travellers’ would risk the
sacrifice of their comfort for one hot
season, when there is no vestige of
ra‘n or dew for six weeks or more.
until every spear of grass withers
and tcarcely » flower can be found ;
when all doors and windows must be
closed from e¢ight or nine o'clock in
the morning till five, or sx, and
even seven in the evening, to shut
out the hot winds, and would expe-
rience some of the hot, sleepless
nights, they would go home to make
less complaint about the large, luxu-
rious homes of missionaries,

* The winter season, the only time
visitors are here, is the season of
flowers and splendid, beautiful
weather. If one is well protected
from the sun it is a delightful season.
Of course, the large rooms give in-
side the air of luxury, but 1 think I
have not seen a carpet on the fluor
of the houee of a missionary in India
that was finer than the ‘rag’carpets
my mother used to make for her
plain coantry home in Iowa, and I
say it in sober eurmestness and in
Christian honesty. I do notremem
ber to bave seen any chair—unless
one home-—more expensive or luxa-
rious than a plain, cane bottomed
rocking chair.’ That the missionaries
‘have beautiful Brussels carpet’ is

one of the charges made by some of
these travellers, but the eirpet used
is simply the ordinarv Indian cotton
cloth, stamped like Brussels carpet,
and costing only six cents per yard.
The ¢ fine looking ' drapery which is
fastened under the rafters as aceiling
costs about the same amount. The
few Indian pictures and cur‘os in
the rooms are wonderfully chesp.
The servant gets only from three t9
five dollars a month ard boards
himself. The delicacies sarved when
the missionaries are hrspitalbly ‘en-
tertaining visito's from their native
land are e'ther smch as have been
suved for extraordivary oceasions, or
are native products bought at re-
m»rkably low prices The traveller,
not know'ng all these things, gets
an idea of luxuriousness, but some
who do not know them not only
igno-e them in their accounts, but
repay the kindness they have re-
ceived with fault finding and ingra-
titude.’

\'EMPERANCE SERMON.

Manohestor Catbodral pre-

£d a somewhat novel sight on a

flsy aftornoon lately, for it wae
foped {rcm end to end by tem-

perance people, many of whom,
like the Good Templars, the Recha-
bites, and the Sons of Temperaunce,
wore the emblems of their order.
For a considnrable time before half-
past ihree, whon evening service I8
fixed to commence, onme body ¢f
total abstainers after apother filed
into the anciont charch in proces:
sions] order somo of them being led
to the gatos by bands of music. [t
bad been previonsly announced that
the Rev, Cauon J. Davenport Kelly
would preach s sermon with apecial
reference 10 the tomperance gq203-
tion, The prayors wero intoncd by
Minor Canon Winstaoley, the pro-
gentor, and Canon Kelly read the
lesson for the day, Tue wmausical
servioe was Caikin’s, in B. fiat, and
the anthem selected for the ocoa-
gion was ‘Teach me, O Lord, Thy
statutes’ (Attwood)., For his text
Canon Kello selected the passage
(Iea.lvi, 1], ‘ Liberty to the cap-
tive.” He remarked, in commenc—
ing, that while for the most part
the Christian preacher was con-
cerned with the dootrines and truths
of Christianity, he was bound as
far as possible to seek to remove
any obstacles out of the path. It
was not enough to point oulto s
man in danger the way to & place
of refuge, if there were obstacles
which the weak or weury ones
could not overcome, While, there—
foro, the Christian preacher urged
men to ‘flee from the writh to
some,’ ho had to seo whother thay
were in any way hampered or held
in bondage. Thero was liberty
waiting lor them, ti¥ . gloricus
liberty of the Gospol, but they wera
captives, and tho shackles must be
broken ere they could be free. For
this purposo preacners had attimos
to specify particular sins which
tbey would havo men guard them-
selvo: againet, and hence his de-
siring on this oocasion to speak
more purtionlarly of tho sin of in-
temperance, Canon Kelly pro-
oseded torpeak of the wanifold
gvils arising from intemperate in
dulgence ian intoxicating drinke,
and expressed his regrot that there
had beon such & ‘rush to alcohol,’
to quote the Chancellor of the
Bxchequer’s pbrase, during the last
year or iwo when trade was better.
[t was most important, he nrged,
for every one to look and see if by
any means an improvement could be
made, This was 8 matter in which
each one shonld bedeeply interest—
ed, and from whioh no Christian
vould stand aloof. They must all
g0 to the belp of the Liord against
the mighty foe. The only question
was which was the best method,
sud fortunstely they had abund-
ances of choice. By careful train—
ing of the young, by discouraging
the drinking customs of the day, by
seeking for legislative enactments
i favor of temperance, and by
special roscue work—in these and
o'her ways, it was pointed out by
tho preacher, much good might be
done. Ap invitation was aleo given
to the modoerste drinker to join
hands with the total abstainer in
gooking to prevent intemperance
and erdeavoring to raise the fogpe
of sooiety on this question, so that
