The
term “ legal expenses ” is a convenient expression which
covers the buying of votes, the squaring of newspapers,

and all the other acts which are prohibited by the election .

If this is not the business of the Governor-General, the
office is a meaningless anachronism. A wooden figure
of Her Majesty might as well be installed at Rideau Hall,
instead of a live nobleman. And yet, Lord Stanley
seems to hold the view that he has no constitutional
function except that of taking the advice of his Cabinet.
And so he is calmly looking on while the revelations of -
rascality are making us the byword of the world, and
when the new Gerrymander Act is sent to him in due
course, he will, no doubt, considér himselfin duty bound
to sign it.

“IUR stately representative from Centre
Toronto, Mr. G. R. R. Cockburn,
rather distinguished himself as a

- political purist in the Mercier matter,
gut, strange to say, he has held his
peace completely in connection
with the Edgar charges, and we
have not observed that he bas had
anything to say about the ¢ Reptile
Fund” revelations now being made.
It cannot surely bethat Mr. Cock-
burn’s moral ethics is lop-sided, and that what is wrong

in a Rouge is right in a' Bleu. Or is it possible that this
