My father: was.one 'of o very numerougclass, who;

most decided partizanship. It happened one day,
when my father was at work amongst his men, that
& peighbour, who wag a christian, dropped in to
look after a cloak which he had left to be repaired,
and asked my father what course he intended to ob-
serve on the approaching festival of Serapis ?

* For my part,’ said he, “I will hang no lamp
over my door, though they were to drag the house
about my ears. I hear some say there is every ex-
pectation of a tumult.”

My father, to whom the intelligence csused no
slight uneasiness, applauded the resolution of his
customer, at the same time that he evaded giving
any direct answer to his inquiry respecting the line
of conduct himselfintended to parsue. Indeed he
could scarce have done so, for he knew not himself
distinctly, as yet, what it was tobe. If be refused
to hang lamps and flowers over his door, as was the
custom' with the pagan citizens, he ran the risk of
severe injury, both to property and person, on the
part of the ineensed votaries of Serapis, and Isis;
and if he complied with the custom, he lost at one
sweep the countenance of all his christian patrons,
who were, by a great deal, both tbe most numerous
and the wealthiest portions of his customers, In
cases of this kind, where the temporal gnins and
losses on bothsides were exactly of one weight, I
must do my poor father the justice to say, that he
was always careful to give the casting vote to
conscience, and as he had privately a leaning to the
christian side, ke indnlged his predilection in this
instance, Poor man! the consequence to him, was
as disastrous as if he had incurred it from the pur-
est motives, and he had all the sufferings of a con-
fegsor with, I fear, but a very small portien of the
merit belonging to such a character. His customer,
already spoken of, was right in supposing that there
would be a tumult on the might of the feast of
Serapis. 1t began as the noisy revellers passed
some doors which bad no lamps and garlands hung
out in honoor of the occasion. Before the Prefect
could saske his appearance, in orderto quell the
sedition, the rioters had already plundered and al-
most demolished several houses, amongst which
wag that of my poor father, whose worst aunticipa.
tions had merely pointed to a probable diminution
of custom. - »

Thus fotally ruined, and obhiged to leave the
city he took refuge, after many vicissitudes not worth
detailing, in the remgte corner of Cappadocia, al-
ready named, in which I was born, within a year of
the foregoing occurrence. I was bred up to my
father's business, more, I confess to his liking, than
to my own taste; for I was naturally gifted with a
refiective turn of mind that could never be content
to waste all its force upon the insignificant details of
so humble ‘a profession, Accordivgly, from the
time when I first learned to finger u needle, until
I was fifteen years of age, a day scarcely passed over
roy head on which I did not receive a severe chae-
tisement, either verbal or manual, from my father,
for some piece of neglect, occasioned by absence of
mind, and to great pronencss to indulge in abstract
refluctions, when I should be attending to the work
upon myknee. My thoughts, indeed, it is true,
‘were not occupied about idle and frivolous sub-
jects, such as games, plays, shows in the amphi-
theatre, and such toys, but they were as completoly
hurried away from my mechanical tasks, and my
clipping and stitching was as much neglected as if
they bad been busy about the sillies fancies in the
world, and that seemed to my father the very nu-
cleus of the calamily.

perceived by my father, todream of atoms and trans-
migrations, matter, and spirit, and I know not what
beside, which had constituted the subject of y good
sophist's lecture.

But what most of all awakened my interest, were
those discussiens which treated of @ separate state
of existercein a manner somewhat superior to the
vulgar and superstitions notions of those with whom
we commonly associated. Everything relating to
this favourite theme, had for me, whose mind hed
never received any training of the kind, a fascina-
tion, which might have been destructive to a person
of less simplicity of character, but I was naturally
blessed by Providence with a quiet contented dis-
position, and a good humoured turn, which I would
not have exchanged for the heads of all the sophists
in Greece. Day and night, however, 1 devotedevery
instant that I could spare, to my beloved studies,
All the money I could save out of the liitle gains
allowed me by my father, went in the purchase of
such books as I could procure in the place. An ac-
cident, which 8ll my friends considesed & very ser-
fous misfortune, but for which 1 found abundant
consolation in the leisure it procured me, enabled
me to reach a greater proficiency in- learning, than

One night, after reading over, as was my wout, the
Golden Verses of Pythagoras, in which I took an
especial delight, I was so hurried beyond myseif, by
reflections connected with these subjects, that the
morning began to dawn before I could get a wink
of eleep, and when I did so, it was but to dream of
spectres, shades, starry influences, and- all things
connected with that mysterious world, of which 1
had heard and read o much, and respectlng which,
our sophists gave such conflicting accounts. With
nerves exhausted from long continued study and
intense reflection, and now still further weakened by
want of sufficient slcep and by ubeasy dreams, I
aroge beforc sunrise and walked out in the fresh
morning alr, boping by it influence to dispel the
weariness I felt, before the hour should arrive for
opening my father’s shop. '

magmnificent castle in which the two young princes,
nephews of the Emperor Censtantine, were kept
secluded, in order to be educated in & manner suited
to their birth, The building was furnished after

They were Jows, but
much more superstitious and exact i the obaserv-
ance of outward-legal-coremonies, than-the. rest.of
their nation, Like the christian monks, they lived
in strict declusion, flying cities, and taking up their
residence iu villages, where their communities sub-
gisted.by.the. exercise of such trades as were useful
and innocent in their natare.  In these societies
they allowed no ' traffic, no commerce 1 slaves, no
navigation with a view to profit, no use of money,
nor extensive possessions in land. They served
each other, and had - all their property in common.
Each house was open to every member of the sect
their business was labor, and the care of the sick.—
Beholding the cvils which &o frequently attend on
marriuge, they, for the most part, renounced that state
oflife, but Jest their doing so should expose them to
the reproach of leading a life uceless to the common-
wealth, they made the education of youth, a part of
their employment, bringing up the children of others,
and forming them to their own mannes, from the
tenderest years. Each community had its steward,
and in all these was enforced a great respect for age,
and a horror of anger, lying, or swearing, with the
exception of the oath t took, o)
sect, to obey the superior, to distinguish themsslves
in nothing, if they were afterwards raised to that
dignity, to teach nothing but as they learned it,to
reveal nothing of its mysteries to others, even for
the preservation of life. Their only study was the
morality of the Iaw of Moses, a portion of which was
read on Sabbath daysin their synagogues by one in-
dividnal, while another expounded its meaning,—
Rising early, they occupied themselves with prayer
until sunrise, no profane discourse being allowed
before that period. They then worked until within
an hour of noon, when they bathed, denying
themselves the use of oil, no slender mor-
tification in such a climate, They theu ate toge-
ther in a hall where strict sileace was observed,
their food consisting of bread, and one kind of meat,
after which, they again worked till evening. They
were soberin their babits, and so long lived, that
a century was the usual limit of their years. In
their judgments they were severs—a great transgres-
sion was followed by the penalty of expulsion from
the commuaity, which was a punishment scarcely
1ess than death itsclf, from the destitution to whickh
it exposed the sufferer. But the Bible was their
great study. In that they Jooked for every thing.—
Some even pretended to diviae the future from it,
by using certain previous preparations. Others
sought in it for medicine, and the properties of
Toots and minerals—for everything, their text book
was the bible. . .

Besides xll this, they were more cxact in sending
their offerings to the Temple, although they never
themselves approached the city, and encouraged
themselves in entertaining a contempt for torments
and death itself.

THE LAST WORD OF ANGLICANISM.

If we desire that Anglicans should cease to deceive
themselves as to the true character of their National
Church, and gometimes propose to them considera-
tions which muy contribute to that result, it is cer-
tainly not from enmity to their persons nor indiffer-
ence to their welfare. As long a&s they remain
victims of a delusion as gross as that which makes
the Jew still cling to his abolished Synagogue, and
which only a miracle of grace can dispel, they will
probably resent the counsels of their truest friends;
but why. do they take us for enemies ? ¢ The Chris-
tian,? a8 Tertullian said, *is the enemy of no oue,”
1ot even of his persecutors, He hates heresy be-
cause Grod hates it, but he has only compassion for
those who arceaught in its snare. Whether he ex-
horts or reproves them he displayes not malice, but
charity. Heknows that they are of all men the
most helpless, and when his note of warning s most
vehement he is only doing what the Church has
done fiom the beginning. His voice is but the
echo of hers. We are told that before the Council
of Nice she had already condemned thirty-eight dif--
ferent heresies,and in every case she pronounced
anathema upon those who held them. And she'was
astruly the mouthpiece of God in her judicial as in
her teaching office. If the decisions of the Holy
See were sometimes impugned for a moment, even
by Saiate, they were always justified by the svent.
It could not be otherwise. ¢‘ Thus a century before
the Council of Nice,” as Mgr. Cruice observes in his
history-of the Roman Church from 192 to 224, %a
Bishop of Rome, St, Victor, communicates his orders
to the Churches of the East ; these Churches resist;
the Pope pronounces escommunication;*- A great
numbper of holy Bishops complain of his severity,
and yet his-sentence stands. Quarfodecimans are
placed in the catalogue of heratics,” though their
observance of Easter was the same as St. John 'the
Apostle,—and, at a later date, the decree of the
Sovereign Pontiff is confirmed by the whole Church
at the Council of Nice.” Neither St. Irenwmus, nor St,
Polycarp, nor any one else, dared to question the
right of the'Roman Pontift to issue such a decree,—
an impiety of which such men were-incapable—but
only the wisdom of using his' supreme “authority in
such'a way. - The “great Council of Nicx: febuked
their'opinion:’' No man ever accused the Holy See
of a mistake unless he was himself maintiining an
etror., The case of St. Cyprian will occurs to every,
-one. 1t ig’ouly Peter’ who ' never ‘errs, because ‘to

him alone it ‘was said, ** Confirm thy bréthren -

'We whose glory it is-to be'the flock of Peter and

[Lverywhere the
toman Pontifl—a Victor, a Damasus, a Stephen, an
Innocent, or a Gregory—claims the same supreme
authority, and everywhere the Saints confess with
acclamation that he derives it from God. Erery
part of Christendom bears witness, from the earliest
ages, that the Church is built on Cephas. At the
same moment, a8 Socrates rclates in his history, the
Bishops of Constantinople, Gaba, Ancyra, and Adrig-
nople, driven from their sees; commit their causc to
Pope Julius. The Council of Antioch adopts the
words of Juvenal, Bishop of Jerusalem, that ¥it is
an Apostolic tradition that the Church of Autioch
should be directed and judged by the Church of
Rome.” ¢ Peter has spoken by Leo,” says the Coun-
cil of Chalcedon. Churches the most remote from
the centre of unity proclaim the same truth asloud-
1y as those which are contiguous to it. At the Conn-
cil of Arles, the Bishops of London, York, and Lin-
coln, confess, in the name of all their colleagucs,
the rights and prerogatives of the Holy See. When
England had finally conquered Wales, and the Bishop
of St. NDavid'y was summoned to do- homage to the
See of Canterbury, he replied that the British Bish-
ops had mever recognized any superior‘ except
the Holy See”” The Church of Scotland gave &
similar answer tothe Archbishop of York, when he
claimed jurisdiction over it, and “the answer was
approved, as Lingard observes, #by Pope Clement
II1." These are only a few examples out of thou-
sands. 'There is no opposing voice in the whole
multitude of the faithful. The ouly dissentients are
a lawless intriguer like Photius, an unbelieving baf-
foon like Barlow, and the heirs of such reprobates.
The office of the Reman Pontiff was given to him,
not by man, but by God, Without the Holy See
there is neither Church nor Christianity, but only
sects and opinions. To be separated from the Holy
See is to be separated from God, and to have no place
in the kindom of Christ, -
If any new testimony could be added to the tradi-
tion of all the Ohunrches and the confession of all
the Snints the history of human sects would supply
it. Doomed by the law of their being to ceaseless
strife and discord, and preserved from mutnal de-
struction only by the benevolent restraint of the
civil power, every attempt which they maketo hide
or to heal their divisions only brings them into
clearer evidence. Last year the authority of Parlia-
ment, invoked by men who knew they could effect
nothing by their own, passed an Act to “ put down”
a new school which seemed likely to precipitate the
disruption of the Establishment. With a sort of
contemptuous forbearnnce the Cburch of England
was invited to nse the interval before the Act came
into operation in trying to make peace betweenits
warring factions and parties. If Convocation could
do it, well; if not, the State would take its own
course. The Church of England was put on its trial
and at liberty touse whatever means of self-preser-
vation it poesessed. It had never had such a chance
before, and is not likely to have it again, “The
constitutional mode of procedure,” saya the Church
Herald, with a gravity suited to the subject, “ is by
the instrumentality of the Convoeation. This is the
true organ of the spiritualty.” We oannot congratu-
late the spiritualty, whatever that be, upon such an
organ, Sir Herbert Jenner Cust, or Lord Penzance,
or anybody else, could hardly have exhibited the
poor Church of England in a more ludicrous charac-
ter than Convocation has imparted to it. This organ
of the Spiritualty, as Canon Miller sorrowfully ob-
gerved, has only displayed s “decent debility.”
What else did he expect? The members of the
Anglican Convocation, as he knows by experience,
profess as many different religions as there -are in
the Church of England. If they come to any deci-
sion at all, a difficulty which ouly the fear of Parlin-
ment induced them to affront, it couid only be to
lenve things as they are, and leave cvery bedy to
believe and to do exactly what he pleases, And
this ig precisely what they have done. As the
Church Herald complacently observes, they have
displayed #the fullest equity to oll parties.” Of
course they have ; they could donothing else. Any-
body who belioves, or thinks he believes, a sort of
Real Presence, may believs so still; and anybody
who laughs the idea to scorn may continue to gratify
his tastes. Anythingfor peace. # It was alike im-
politic and unjust,” says the easily contented Hernld,
to drive either party from the “Chureh.”

HOME RULE DEMONSTRATION AT
 CARDIFF, WALRS,

BMr. A. M. Sallivan, Editor of the Dublin Nu&on,
and M.P. for Louth, addressed a large meeting
which was held at the Stuart Hall, Cardiff, recently,
on the subject of Home Rule. The meeting was
presided over by the Rev, Father Maguire.

Mr. Sullivan said it was to him a heartfelt plea-
sure to sev, by the evidence before him, after a long
and, he might say, a tedious joarney from Ireland,
that here in Cardiff & meeting of those vast dimen-
sions could be assembled to hear a word spoken for
the cause of Home Rule for Ireland (cheers). It
wag to him a fact that ought to cause even an Eng-
lishman the wost serious reflection—to see that in
whatever corner of the world an Irishman’s lot might
be cast he never forgot the island where he was
born ; and distanee and exile only caused to glow
the more warmly the memories of childhood, and to
strepgthen the fidelity and the allegiance which he
owed to his own suffering. country (loud cheers).—
Here he saw before him a meeting which might be
taking place on the old sod in any part of Jreland—
from Cork to Limerick, to Dublin or to Donegal.
He could rend in the countenances before him
lineaments of the Celtic race, which told him that
the vast majority—although he was proud and hap-
py to know not all—of his auditors were of his own
race and nntion. And proud and happy he was to
know that his countrymen in Cardiff were surround-
ed by evidence of the kindliest feeling from their
English and Welsh fellow-citizens, neighbours and
friends. One of the first and one of the most se-
rious instructions given to him by the central or-
ganization, as whose representative he was there
that night, was to inculcate upon their people here
in Cardiff, as one of their very first duties that by
every means in their power they should foster and
encourage, increase and strengthen the ties of good-
will and good feeling between them and the people
amidst  whom they dwell (cheers). This alone
would show them that when the Irishman spoke of
Home Rule for Ireland be was going to draw no
a.word upon the English pcople. An Irishman’s
right was no man's wrong (hear, hear). They asked
in Home Bule'for Ireland nothing fiom the Eng-
lish people that was their's, Théy asked only that
there might be restored to them a right, 3 posses-
sion, a blessing without which no nation ever yet
was. happy, and without which the Irish nation
never, never would be content (applause). He, for
his own part, would blush for the name of Irishmen,
hewonld disown his conntrymen, if he thought that
worldly favors, comforts, wealth, prosperity or good
circamstances conld stamp out of their hearts that
indestructible passion which Almighty God, our
great Creator, planted there—the spirit of patriot-
1smand love of nationality. He kuew that there
had been men who thoughe that tais love of indi-
vidunal nationality was something to be reprehended
—men who thought it was a wiser political econo-
my to bave all national distinctions obliterated, all
national barriers broken dowa, and the countries of
the world fused-into one great—Ilet him say~—com-
munistic assemblage. But the ocly barders of na.
tional distinctions that could with profit or use to
the world be broken down were those barriers that
he hoped were fuding away every day between ci-
vilized peoples—the barriers of ill-will and hate,
and jealousy and feud. But as to tac national dis-
tinguishing characteristics of nations, why the man
who said they ought not to exist impeached the de-
signs of Almighty God Himself, wlo, cn the plains
of Shinar, dirided for His own purposes the human
race into families and distinctive nations, and they
had yet to learn that the existeace of country by
country might not work out some wise, though
hidden, designs of Almighty God. That distinction
He certaicly never created for the pnrpose of strife
or iil-will amongst the children of thie human race.
The Irish people formed one of those nations, and
in what he had said ke had spoken mainly for the
ear of the honest and impartial Englishman—for he
was confident many such were present—in order
that he might understand that this Irish love of
nationality was not a wicked, but a holy thought
and i God-given fveling in the peopla of the nation ;
that it was not a mere political theorybus that it came
down from the earliest history of the human race;
and that no man ever yet set himself to stamp out,
to obliterate, or to déstroy that which God created
in man or in nations without working untold evil
instead of bevefit to himgelf and to socieiy. The
Irish were a nation, and the sooner the English
people began to appreciate the fact the better, No
doubt in evil times passed by—never, never they

1. Any Socioty in Great Britain already exist-
ing, or to be hercafter formed, for the promotion of
Catholic intercsts (its rules having been approved
by the Bishop of the Diocese), may apply to the
Council to be *associnted” with the Catholic Union;
and it shall be in the powerof the Council at their
discretion, to associate such society.

2. Every associated society sball pay to
the Cathelic Union an annual sum, to be agreed
upon between the Council aud such society.

3. Tt shall be the duty of the Council of the Ca-
tholic Union, on the application of any such as-
sociated society, to give such counsel or assistance
as the Council shall dcem expedient, and as may
be permissible under the rules or bye-laws of the
union.

4. The chairman or other head of any associated
society shall be ez-gfficio » member of the general
committee of the Catholic Uvion ; and the members
of the associated societies shall be ontitled to be pre-
sent'at genernl meetings of. the Catholic Union,

The President then gave an account of the recent
international Jdeputation to the Holy Father, at
which the Catholic Union of Great Britain had been
represented by a' deputation, consisting of Lord
Beaumont, Mr.De¢ la Barre Bodenham, and' other
members of the Union ; and invited the attention of
the mecting to &n important communication from
Germuny regarding the dirtressed condition of the
Catholic clergy ‘in that country.

UNITED STATES.

Speakirg of the depression of trade in the United
States during the past year, Consul Archibald in
his Commercial Report on New York says that the
principal causze hias been a general wint of confi-
deuce in financial azd commercial circles, resulting
immediately from the disasttous financial crisis of
1872, but in reality from a long period of evartrad-
jug, excessive speculation, and general extravagnuoce,
Mereantile tirms and business men, whose capital
had previously been impaired, have sticcumbed to
the pressure o the times, failing to obtain credit
whici, under more favorable conditions, would pro-
bably have been accorded to them. As a principal
menns of restoring contidence the vicious pmctice
which has heretofore obtained of expanding mercan-
tile credits must be effectually done away with and
repliced by a cnsh and short credit systemn, which
will, as it already bus dore in xome muensure, place
commercial transactions on a sounder and healthior
bas:s. That there has been during the prst year s
disposition on the part of merchants generally to-
wards s safer and more conservative mode of trans-
acting business is unquestionnble, and a continu-
ance of this conrse, thaugh it may for the time ul-
tirately conduce to financial prosperity, and to the
improvement of the geveral trade of the cauntry,
and of that important centre of commerce, New
York in particuler,

NEWS OF THE WEEK.

The Pope’s 83rd Birthday was gelebrated in Rome
with cxtraordinary rejoicing ; deputations, letters
and congratulations arriving throughout the day ;
gwelve preceding Pontiffs have reached the age of
eighty-four. Pio Nono alone surpasses the years
of Saint Peter. The pilgrims from Mayence
waited on the Pope and congratulated him on the
occasion of the 83rd anniversary of his birth. The
Pope replied with fecling totheir congratulations ;
he praised the German clergy, and exhorted them
4o steadfastness, Cardinal Cullen has arrived in
Rome from Dublin, The Journal La Voce Della
Peritz of Rome has been suspended for publishing
the Pope’s address to the German pilgrims. Fears
are entertained of a crisis in commercial affairs in
Rome. The past season has been a very bad one
for trade.

The Paris papers vehemently deny the imputa.
ion cast by the German Press, that the French
military preparations are upon a scale which is
3hreatening to the peace of Europe, and they im-
sist that Frauce has neither the intention nor the
power of undertaking war at present,

Dr. Forster, the Prince Bishop of Breslau, has
peen summoned to appear before the Tribunal at
Birnbaum to answer a charge of baving threntcned
io excommunicate Canon Kick, and carried out
ihat threat on the strength of the Papal Encyclical
Letter of the 5th of February.

The Bishop of Munster on his return from pri-
son to his episcopate town was received by a de-
putation of the Catholic portion of the Westpha-
iian nobility and a large concourse of the lower
classes.

The German semi-official press continues tc_) hold
very minatory language with respect to the French
military administration, and asserts that any re-
1axation in the preparation for placing the army
on a footing or readincss for war is due to the firm
tone adopted by the German papers. The Bill for
the suppression of convents has been approved by
the Emperor. Its termsare very sweeping, and
enable the Government to dissolve, at its pleasure,
even those charitable orders to which a delay is

granted.

THE RENEWAL OF COERCION IN
IRELAND.
From across the water by the recent mails we
have the news that the Imperial House of Com-
mons has given a- vote by a large majority—the
majority of course being composed chiefly of Eng-
lish and Scotch members—in favor of the rencwa)
of coercion for some districts in Ireland. This de-
cision has caused surprise and amazoment, not
only in Ireland, but on this Continent and else-
where, We look in vain through the Irish news-
papers for records of crime in that country. Let
us look at the English papers and we have nodiffi-
culty in finding announcements of the most hideous
crimes in their cities and towns, yet there is no
Coercion Bill for England.
Amidst the regret we feel at this tyranny being
continued in some large districts in Ircland, we
cannot fail in fecling proud in a great degree atthe
spirited and joint opposition of the Home Rule
members to the passing of this code. There was
a deliberate conspiracy by the Government to
stifle discussion and hurry the matter toadivision.
They also tried as well as they could te conceal
the real oppressiveness of the measure from the
English and Scotch members. What were the
Irish members to do? They heard that the mem-
bers of the Government, Mr. Disraeli concurring,
had determined to leave all the talking to the
Irish members; that no Conservative should spesk
till after midnight, and then a division pushed for.
There were nine hours for discussion, and the Irish
members being unprepared a hard task lay before
them, A hurricd caucus was held, and Mr, Biggan
the member for Cavan, undertook the heaviest part
of the work, Mr. Biggar is a delicate, but deter-
mined man, and & man who generally makes very
short speeches. He was the man of all the party,
taking him physically, who was least capable to
undertake such hard work, to talk the Ministers
out of their preconcerted trick, but ke did it, and
through his means the oppressivencss of the men-
sure was exposed.
Mr, Diggar commenced, to the utter disgust of
the Ministerial party, by reading, one by one, every
Act of Parlinment referred to in the new Bill. He
continued speaking for four hours, and showed M.
Disracli and bis fellow-conspirators that the Irish
party can do something. An amusing incident
occurred about eight o'clock in the evening, Mr.
Biggar being then about three hours speaking.—
The Speaker, whose tea-time had arrived, ap-
peared to feel very uneasy in his chair, but Mr,
Biggar hed not the slightest notion of then sitting
down. An hon, member called the attention of
the Spenker to the fact that there were not forty
members present. The bell was rung, the minute
glass was turned, the Conservatives disturbed in
the middle of their dinners, rusked in ; Mr. Biggar
sat down, and the two minutes baving elapsed,
Mr. Speaker counted the house and very soon called
out forty, when Mr. Biggar again arose much
amused, and took up a large blue book of the evi-
dence of the Westmeath Committee, and resumed
his speech. On sitting down he was complimented
by several members on his pluck and-endurance.
Sir J. N. McKenna, in an able specch, seconded the
amendment of Mr, Biggar., Several Home Rulers
subsequently spoke, the Ministerial . party Leing
silent till after twelve o'clock, Sir M.H: Beach
then urged the going into Committee atfonce.—
Capt. Nolan roge and said no faith could be placéd'
in the promises of the Government as they were
breﬁking'thém every day.

Few men-
indeed would make the sacrifice that Mr. Murphy
lins made in connection with the League, and we
hope the high appreciation in which he is held
not only by the members of this body but by his
fellow-countrymen throughout the Dominion, will
partially repay him for his generous and devoted
adherence to the advancement of the intercsts of
his native land. The other offices in the Asso-
ciation were filled by gentlemen who are active
in the co-operation with the worthy president in
the good cause. The sympathy and support ex-
tended to the people in Ireland by their brethren
here must inspire them with cheering hopes if we
can judge by the cordial thanks extended by the
Parent Association to the friends here. From no
place could that sympathy be more’ appropriately
extended, Irishmen in Canada ‘and more particu-
larly in the Province of Quebec feel the full bene-
fits of the home rule they here enjoy, and realize
in its fullest extent the blessings that such & boon
would confer on the land of their forefathers. It
may, and no doubt must, take time to educate the
English people to see the justice of the dcmand;
but the firm attitude taken by the Irish nation, the
apparent reliance which they place in the move-
ment; theabsence of all division worth mention-
ing in the councils of the leaders, everything
gives hope that ere long the people of Ireland will
be allowed to have a veice in the management of
their own local affairs and give them a direction
that will be conducive to national prosperity. The
Home Rulers in this city are sanguine of the ulti-
mate success of the cause and intend to continue
their unostentatious but carnest exertions to give
countenance to a movement which they think
is destined to make Ircland what she ought to be,
at &8 not far distant day.

ANOTHER LIE NAILED.
Calumny and falsehood have ever been the fa-
vorite weapons of infidelity against the Catholic
Church.

The lecturer refen:ed to ﬂ‘xe Gospel his-
tory of Martha and Mary as iltustiative of women's
work—the former active in her own domestic ad-
minstrations, and the latter, instgnd of Dbeing busy
in the Jife of earth was absorbed in the contempla-
tion of the life in'Heaven. Suck souls as Mary’s
were not numerous, whether man or woman werc
casily counted. Such were the Carmelite nuns,
whose existence dated back to the 15th century but
their formation then lacked the cohesion.

Their
numbers bad not been large, for the number of
women willing to lead a life like theirs, of solitude
and long abstinence from “all tlesh meats ov
luxuries of any kind of maay vows, much prayers
and many fastings and voluntary corporeal punish-
ment. A class of women to lead lives of that
character was unfortunately not so large but that
they might be counted. There bad come to dwell
with them six true daughters of St.Teresa, whose
prayers would be the best safeguards of their city,
whose self inflicted suffering would save their
henrts and their houscholds much bitter woc,
(applause), and then Canada would in their own
life time have a loftier und truer history, aod ber
young heart be lifted tothe glory of a higher life,
with whom Ged is not alone the guide and master
but the sole counsellor and the sole companion,
and where vile bickering and low quarrelling will
cease please God from this day foyward. 'plus
great work of introduciog the Carmelite nuns into
Canadn was of far grenter importance than the
opening of & dozen Great Western Railways or o
dozen Lachine Canals. This work should be look-
ed upon by them with national pride, and was a
cause for national rejoicing. Father Murphy paid
a high compliment to the beloved Bishop, who had
worked to bring out these Carmelite nuns tfo the
country.

THE LATE LIEUT-GOVERNOR OF
ONTARIOQ.

From the Toronto Mail's obisuary notice, we ex-.
tract the subjoined :—

. Mr. John Crawford was second son of the Hon,
George Crawford, Senator, by his first wife, BIiss
Brown. He was born at Manor Hamilton, County*
Leitrim, Ireland, in the year 1817, and was conse-
quently ffty-cight vears ofage at the time of his
death. Comingto Canada while still young he re-
ceived his education in this city. Selecting the
law for his profession, he was called to the Bar of
Upper Canada in the year 1820 ; in 1867 he was
created a Q.C. In the practice of his profession he
was eminently successful. Though not taking a
prominent part at nisiprins. he was regardedl as one
of the best chamber and office lawyers in the Pro-
vince ; and by hard work and diligence built up a
large business, from which, however, he bad mea-
surably withdrawu in later years, owing to the
nature of his other cngagements and the various
calls of a public character upon his time,

He was President of the Toronto and Nipissing
railway at its inception; was President of the

toyal Canadian Bank until he accepted the Lieu-
tenant-@overnorship ; was President of the Canada
Car Company up to the same period; and was
Director of several Building and  Saving Societies,
He was also Licutenant-Colonel of the 5th Batta-
lion Toronto militia,

Mr, Crawford's public political carcer began in
1361, In that year, having run & hard and very
exciting contest in Fust Toronto against a promin-
ent Reform politician, he first took his seat in the
Legislative Assembly of Upper Canada, and re.
mained in Parliament until the General Election
of 1882, when he was defeated in the same consti.
tuency. Re contested South Leeds, in which he
had a large family influence, io 1367, and,
being successful, sat in the House of Commons
until the dissolution of 1872. In the General Elec-
tion of that year he was returned for West Toronto
by a large majority, but resigned his seat on 5th
November, 1873, when he was appointed by Sir
John Macdonald’s Governmeat to be Lieutenant-
Governor of Ontario, Hehadall the appearance of a
man who would long survive Lis term of office ; but
it was otherwise disposed, and he was stricken
down when he scemed to be yet in the prime
of life. His chiet ailment was congestion of the
lungs.

Deceased married the daughter of the late Mr.
Justice Sherwood, by whom he had suveral child-
ren, His eldest danghter was abowt a year ago
married to Capt. Law, RN, his Aide-de-Camp; and
another daughter to Mr. Watson, broker of this
city.

’.sl-‘oronto has had few better citizens than the
deceased Lieutenant-Governor. In every walkof
life he bore himselt as a worthy man. His legal
carcer was without a blemish, In politics he was
a pronounced Conservative and truc loyalist. His
connections with public institutions werc of a kind
entirely in keeping with his good name as alawyer
and as a private citizen.

He filled the office of Licutcnant-Governor, the
highest official position in the Province, with in-
finite credit to himself, Though in his time a
politician whose views were well kuown and set-
tled, he forgot party in the Parliamient Buildings
and Government House, and aided his Ministers
to the utmost of his ability in ceoaducting public
affairs.

Aptitude for the profession which he followed
the establishment of good connections, large family
influences, and a long devotion to business, com-
bined to make Mr. Crawford what is known as™ a
successful man, He amassed a very considerable
fortune,

LA SALLE INSTITUTE, TORONTO.

Buriaw oF A * Pathior,)'—The remains of M, Frs,
Camyre, who took an active part in the rebellion
of 1837-8, were removed on Thursday to the Cote
de Neiges cemetery, and placed contiguous to the
ashes of those who lost their lives in those trou-
bles, Helived at the same time in the village of
§t. Constant, and being compelled to fly the coun-
try, iis property, which was considerable, was con-
fiscated, Returning within a short period, he pro-
ceeded in company of his Dbrother-in-law, J.B.
Cardinal, and others, to Caughnawagn, in the hope
of seizing arms placed in the hands of the Indians
who remained loyal to the Crown ; they fuiled in
their object, and being arrested, Camyre Iay in
prison at this city for eleven months, when tried
before a Court Martial he was scntenced to death ;
a commutation of the sentence was, however, ob-
tained by Attorney-General Ogden. In opeding
the grave, the coftin of J, B. Cardinal, who was
hanged for his complicity, was disturbed and
broken; the bounes had decayed and were quite
black, and only a few shreds of the clothing could
be distinguished.

short panse, proceeded to deliver his reply, amid the.
snxious - expectations of his audience, who hung
upen his every word,  Slowlyand deliberately the
Pope uttered the early sentences of the speech, of
which the following is a translation, and after a
little time, without any apparent efiort, but gradu-
ally, and as if led on by his subject, became more
jmpassioned, and towards the close his speech mani-
fested considerable emotion. Many of the bearers
were affected to tears when the nged Pontiff appeal-
ed wo Victor Emmanuel and adjured him. to sign no
more decrees against the Church, This speech of
Piug IX. was one of the most telling and effective
ever made in the Vatican. The eye jshone bright,
every gesture was eloquent, and the articulation was
as of old, marvellous)y clear and distinct. The
speech loses much of its force by translation, especi-
ally when rendered, as here, almost literally. It
was delivered in Italian :—

#The words just expressed by you, in the name of
all this deputation, give consolation to my heart and
at the same time strengtben my courage for dis-
charging freely and frankly my supreme duty to
God and His Church. It cannot be denied, we live
in evil times; but yetit is trme withal that Jesus
Christ when expiring onthe Cross left to all His
followers a testament, and in that testament is re-
gistered the pracious inheritance of the Cross.  True
it is, Christ did not forbid, mor wasit ever forbidden,
to His Church, to have and possess the means of
living; nay this permission sometimes took the
form of an incumbent duty. The Lord Himseli,
during His merciful sojourn upon earth, had where-
withal to live for Himself and His disciples, and for
the poor: Zpse Dominus cui rinéstrabant Angeli, tamen
ad informandum Eeclesiam suam loculos hubuwisse legatur;
et a fidelibus oblala conservans, et suorum peccssilatibus
alitsque indigentibus trituens (Ven. Brde).

: Nothwithstanding all this, it is true that the
Cross is the legncy which Christ has more particu-
larly bequeathed to His Church. Nor is thisto be
wondered at, For God has given to His Church the
mission of ever teaching the truth, and the truth
brings forth batred, and multiplies crosses for the
Church., The great men,and those who are not
great, of this our day, do not wish to be champions
of the truth, but dividing themselves into two sec-
tions,instead of upholding, they oppose the truth,
Certain of those who now rule the destintes of na-
tions, moved by jealousy of theinfluence which the
Church exercises over the peoples, desire to govern
the Church after their own fashion and pleasure,
and to change its divine censtitution to one in con-
formity with buman vicissitudes,and to render alto-
gether a human institution that imstitution which
comes from God, ard is unchangeable in its sacred
principles.

% There are others animated by ferocious bate, a
bate which, urged on by the legions of hell would
desire in a week utterly to destroy and aanihilate
eversthing, without leaving a trace of Faith remain-
ing, or of wership or of Catholic practice. And al-
though this barbarcus enterprise could not posssibly
succeed, yet it cannot be denied that most graveand
serious are the evils which both these classes of per-
sons are bringing on the Spounse of Jesus Christ,

# Standing as We do in front of these enemies the
duty falls on me, on all ministers, on all good en,
to redouble Our prayers, and to ministers to instruct
to confute errors, and to raige theiv voice in order
to make it known that God will undoubtedly take
vengearce for the wrangs which His Church con-
tinually receives.

¢TI myself in this moment, to give example and en-
couragement, while renewing my condemnation of
all the sacrilegious deeds as yet accomplished,
direct my word towards the King who now rules
Rome, and »ho had once-Saints in his august
family ; and with the afiection ofa father, and with
the zeal inspired by my secred character, I say to
him :—Majesty, I implore you, I adjure you ia the
name of your august ancestors, in the name of the
Virgin Mary, whom I will invoke under her title
of Consolatriz, in the name of God himself, and I
will say also in that of your own interest, do not
stretch forth your rignt hand to sign yet another
decree to the ruin of the Church. As to the
measires now in contemplation, whether that con-
cerning the Penzl Code or that concerning the
Military Levy, T say they tend, both of them, to the
destruction of the clergy, and consequently they
tend, if it were possible, to the destruclion of the
Catholic Church. Ah! Mujesty, for pity's sake, for
your own go>d, for the good of the people, for the
zood of society, augment not, I implore you, ‘the
debts you have contracted with God by loading your
conscience with fresh martyrdoms ¢f the Church.
And what I say to you, Sire, I say also to all rulers
of nations on the earth., Stay, arrest your steps, and
advance no farther down that incline which leads to
the deepest abyss !

#Can it be possible? I remember how a Tertnl-
lian, a §t. Justin, A St. Ambrose, and many other
Apologis's of the ('atholic faith, showed to sovereigns
(who were notChristians and Catholics but pagans
and idslaters) the loyaliy of Catholics, and in
their day proved that Catholics were the most faith-
ful subjects which sovereigns could possess. Aud
these Apologists often had the concolation of see-
ing persecution diminisbed, and A respite given to
the ax and to the tortere implements of the exiecu-
tioners. Alas! I am nota Tixtullian, I am not a
St.Justin. Iam but the Vicar of God, and albuit
unworthy; 1 wara all rulars to arvest their course.
I pray, them, I adjure them, I supplicate them not
only faor the sake of the good of the Church, but
even for theirown. Rut if they refuse to hear this
voice of prayer and supplication, let them remem-
‘ber the holy people prefigured the Church of Jesus
Christ. Letthem remember how thatpeople under
the slavery of Pharaoh -every day raised their weep-
ing cries-to heaven, and asked of God. mercy and
pity to deliver them from their chains. It was
then that God gave to Moses the command to go
forth and free His people.

o Moses employed . entreaties which were not
heard, and threats which were not regarded. He
then put his band to the scourge, and I need not
here describe the famons plagues of Egypt, nor re-
peat the consequences which followed.
