The Long Drawna Out Case Coming ta a Close
~The Mass of Evidence Carefully Picked
to Pleces and Its Principal Polnts
Laid Stress Upon-—-A Verdict Ex.
pected Shortly.

CHoAGo, Dacomber 4,~\Vhen Judge Me-
@onnell’a court opsued this morning, Mr. Dona-
Roe, counsel for O'Sullivan and Kunze, began
his address to the jury. He firas took up
Kupze's caee, argmt:lg there was no sppsarent
reascn why he should conspire to kill Cronin
aud that she identifications of bim were incom-
plete and indefinita. Mr. Dooabue then took
up the casa of O'Sullivan and discassed the alibi
sridence from various points of view, drawing
the conclusion that it was ingonteatably proved
ghat O'Sullivar could have had nothing to do
. with the murder. 1he speaker shen requrred to
the case of Kunze, poinving out as evidence of
his innocence that, though he anticipated arrest,
he did net run away, and declsring that it was
not shown that Kunze knew any of the defend-
sots except Coughlin and O'Sullivan prior to
the murder.

Mr. Donahoe then read from legal works a
dufinitivn of the term ** Reasonsble doubt,”
and a number of decisions touching ciroumstan-
tisl evidence. Taking up the question of
0’'Sul’livan’s contract wich Oronin, the speakar
read tus decivions $ouchiog criminal intention,
This was to show that this circumatance could
2t be turned againat O'Sullivan, becaunse it had
a0t been proved that O'Sullivan’s intention was
to use thiz contract to bring aboudt Crouin's
death. O’Sullivan, sai@ Mr. Donahoe, had no
right to commit this crime. He was not a% odds
with Oronin. Cronin never did aoything to
harm him. The absence of s motive musy be
taken into the acoount whea making up the
judgment. The contract was made openly and

is to whoever asked, even after the murder, Mr.
Donabos paid his compliments to the New ¥York
Herald correspondent, Clancy, saymg Clancy
had overacted the part when he imitated on
the stand the trembling and nervous hesitancy
of O'Sullivan when Clancy urged him to go to
the station to identify Oronin's body. The
spoaker argued that nervonaness and hesitancy
were no svidencs of orime. They were merely
matters of temperament. Two or three times
during his apsech Mr. Donahoe referred to Mr.
Haynes, of the prosecution, in denunciatory or
ssrcaatio terms. At the close of his address the
oours adjourned,

THE AEGUMENT BY MR, HYNES,

CH10AG0, December 5.—When the conxt was
called to order, for a forther hearing in the
Cronin case to-day, Mr. Hynes, of couusel for
the p opecutfon, took up the argnment to the
jury. He arrayed facts to show that she line of
defence had been organized bsfore the murder
was committed. There was evidence of that in
Begg's declaration that Cronin would turn up ;
in the sendivg of despatchesfto that effect that
Cronin bad been seen in Oanada, and this de-
fence wan only thwarted by the discovery of
Orouin’s bud:, which had not been bestowed
accarding to the progesmme, In the presence
of tha dead bodv it could not ba claimed that
he Lad gona to Eoglond to testify az a British
epy ~zainst Parnell. Bub counsel for the defence
even converted the identification of the body
until Croniz’s clothes and his instruments were
fonad,Then for tte ficet time they admitted thay
the idnutification was ¢ mplete,

If tha clothes kad nov been found parhaps the
persons who zen' the despatchea would huve
been vput upon the stund to vstify that chey
had ‘seen Cronin alive afier May 4, aad so the
detence had been reduced to the claito thaos it
bad not been proven that COronia died of she
wounds inflicted. The speaker reviewed the
evidenca of the medical experta to ghow that
their evidence sustained the etatement that he
died of the wounds on b's head. Here followed
areview of the experts’ testimony as to blood.
Mr, Hynes nexb took up the alils evidence in
O'Sullivan’s case and proceeded to show incon-
sistencies. He then eaid it was not necessary
to claim that O'Sullivan was in the cottege
when the iatal blows were sfruck. In fact, 1t
waa better that he should not be seen by Cronin
on hie arrival there, for Cronin had been told
that he was ous of town.

THE PARTY IN NIEMAN'S SALOOR.

Mr, Hynes then analyzed the evidence con-
cerning the time when the Hylands testified
‘that they drank with O'Sullivan in Nieman's
saloon and drew the conclusion bhay it could
ot have been on the night following the mur-
der. The spesker next turned hia attention to
Coughlin, saying that nat only did Nieman
swesr that he drank with O'Sullivan that night,
put also thab he was zeen in that neighborheod
by an acquaintance thab afternoon. Both
agreed that he wore a Prince Albert coat,

Mertes, the milkman saw & man a$ the Oarl-
son cottage whom he believed to bs Coughlin,
ismade no difference whether Coughlin or
O'Sullivan wera ever at the cottage or whether
either struck a blow. The gravemen was the
-conspiracy to murder. o .

Mr. Hynes analyzed the alibito testimony
for Coughlin given by his brother policemen,
saying it was etorng they should keep their
‘knowledge to themselves bill they came upon
the witness stand and nobing thab, pubting all
their evidenoe together, Cougblin stood immov-
able before tha ntation for two hours, Then he
took np the matter of the man Smith, who
drove the white horae, and declared that Oough-
lin,sllowed the man to geb sway and gaven
false description of him to Captain Shaack. If
the story about Smith that he came from Han
cock, Mich., was_true, why was he noo pat on
the stand, Mr, Hynes sajd no one, unless he
was the verleab cur, would remain concealed
when a man's kindoess to bim placed that man
under the accusation of the awful crime,

KUNZR'S GUILTY ENOWLEDGR,

Reviewing the cireumstantisl evidence against
Kunze, Mr. Hynes outlined the belief of the
prosecution that Kunze had guilty knowled
of the nonupirm&. but took no aotive part in the
tragedy. Mr. Hynes spoke of the lonely situa-
tion of the Oarlson cottage; and said that to
connect anyone with entering it within & wack
of the murder, either before or afterwards, was
to conneat him with the crime, Concerning the
knives found on Conghlia’s person, Mr. Hynea
expressed the opinlon. that Ooughlin did not
tpposs he would ha arrasted, and thought hia
pocket. was a safo place to hide them in, There
was only one chance in a million thay soy man

~would be found carrying two knives like those

0'Sullivan freely confessed 1t and told all aboat 8

of Cronin, Mr. Hynes then took up the alibi
of Burke, and dissected the evidenos of the
saloonkeepers, drawing the conclusion that it
was inconsiztent and insufficient. Mr. Hynes
next reviewed ‘‘the triangle" and the fightin
the camps of the Clarn-na-Gael.

Referring to the meeting of camp 20 on Fah-
ruary 8 when the row took place about Cronin’s
haviog read the repors of the * triangle” trial
committee, Mr. Hyneasaid : * They wereready
to accept the statement of LaOaron when ib was
lavelled against a fellow criminal, then a bro'ber
io the order, that was opposed to the mea that
they were following, when they denied nearly
evsry other atatement of LeCaron onthe stand ;
they were ready to aceeps the statement that
they were spies and shat Cronin was one of
them scoording to Coughlin.” The speaker
then argued that the fact of the conspicacy and
murder showsd the truth of COronin's charges.
Before Mr. Hynes had finished the courtad-
journed.

Senlior Gaardian Begge' Position.

Cri0A60, December 7.~The anrual erowd
waited impatiently in front of tho criminal
courd this morniog for the doors to open for the
Cronin trial. The interest of the public seems
to increase daily, and not s one hundradth of
thoss who desire to hear the closing arguments
osn be ascommadated in the court room, Mr.
Foster was to resume his address to the jury oa
behalf of Begga to day. He eaid before the gourt
opened thac he conld not eay whether he would
osuclude his 2peech by the moon adjournment,
At the close of Mr. Foster's epeech the eourt
will adjourn until Monday, when Mr. Forrast
will close the case for the defence. Mr. Foster
began the second diviston of his speech by an
allusicn to the *‘meeting which has now be-
come historic that waa held in camp 20 Februsry
8,” He eaid there waa no priaciple of law more
firmly established than that the burden of
proot is on the State, and thab the accused can-
not be compelled to |,rove his innocence. Re-
ferring ta cawmp 20 Me, Foster said :—

* Where is the aiguitnent, where is tha as-
somption to establish in your minde the con
clusion that it waa & conspiracy which origin-
ated in and was carried out by camp 20? Not
one thing in all the evidenoe, not one thing ir
all thiz case except that four of these defend-
snts were members of that cawp. Do you
balieve, genslemen, that a society composed of
80 membere in the city of Chioago, composed
ot such men as have appeared before yon here,
such mwen as Michael P. Brady, the lawyer ;
such men as Johu ¥, Finerty, the journaliat ;
such men as have bsen preaent or have been
compelled to come here by process of this court,
and who testified that they were members of
oamp 20, do you believe that such an organiza
tion was corrupt ? Do you believe such an or-
ganization as that camp has adopted and car-
ried out a coonected scheme for murder?
Individuals may be dishonest, bat societies
never can be. The gentlemen are met with this
proposition as a revly to every argument thav
they csn make up.m the theory that thap camp
a8 a oamp resolved vpon the kiliing of Dr
Oronin. Ibis falss, it {4 unreascnable, it is un-
supported by the testimony ; it is untrue.”
Takiog up the question of the sppointment
of a committes in camp 20 to ory Cronin, M-,
Foster denied that any such committee had
been sppointed, .

Mer. Longeoecker—]I say the motion was
made and carried—made by Denis O'Conuor,
Mr. Foster—For the appointment of a com:
mittea ? .

Mer. Longenecker—Yes, sir.

Mr. Fogter—1 deny it. Now I underatand
that suggestions have beea made by Mr,
Longenecker that a committee was appoict.d
by Beggs to try Cronin, I say it is a lis. No
guch commibttes wae ever appointed. The wit
neas isyet to b3 born who will ewear that blie
object of such a committae, or of tha appoint-
men? of such a commibttes, was murder. Lt ia as
falee as hell, unsupported by a bit of evidence,
and I challenge the whole record. .
Me. Longenecker—1 only say that the testi-
mony was that a motion was carried.

BEGGS' BAD ASSCCIATION.

Mr. Foster—I know that a motion was cor-
ried. I have noYialeified she record nor have I
attempted to and it makes ws mad, cool as my
nature may be, when my client's life is jeo-
pardized, to have men ineinnabe snd interpalate
in the hearing of the jury that thers is evidence
that a8 committee was appointed to murder
Ceonin. No adjective in the English language
known to me is sufficiently strong to exprees
my views and my sentimente when thess
charges are made, because ib is falae aa hell.
Foster argued at length that Beggs, a8 senior
guardian,had alwaya counselled peace and unity,
and then said :—~'* Hang him becauae heie s
friemd of Alexander Sullivan, I do not know
whother he is a friend of Alexander Saullivan or
not. I do know that Alexander Eullivan has
been arrested in thia case, X do know thav he
haa been discharged under the evidence by ooe
of the nblesl and eldest jurists that sits upon
this atole. X do know that bis case has been
preseated to the Grand Jury and the bill
ignored. I do know that the bonds under which
he wasd required to anawer have béen cancelled
and he is a free man.

% Now, ia the name of conscience and in the
name of Heaven,will they ask you bo convich my
client bacauee he is the friend of another man
whnm they despiss but againsv whom they oan
prove o criminal act? Hsnz him for his
friends ! Now, I will not discues the question
whether ke and Alexander Sullivan are fricnda
ornod. I don’s know. Xor the purpose of the
oate, I dov't care.” This was_tollowed by an
argument &8 to she evidence, Concludiog, Mr.
Fouver told the jury they must either tind his
oliend worthy of death or must scquit him. He
said, ** Jno. K, Boggs is the dupe of no man :
he is the tool of no wen. e esands forth re-
spnnsible for his acts withoub a mitigating cir-
cumatance if heia guilty, Therefora I say to

- you 1o all oandor aud singerity, you must de-

gtroy the life of Jobm, F. Begge, or else you
muat turn him frea, Are you opposed to the
execution of the death penalty. You and each
of you have sworm that you were nob, Are you
waiting for a murder more atrocious, In the
name of heaven where do yon expect bo heor of
one. I am talkingsenas now gentlemen. I am
appealing to your rsason, your judgment. If
Beggs is guilty he muast die. Shame to the
verdict under the ocironmstances surrounding
this case that would say, ** we will not torture
our minds, we have not the moral turpitude to
haug a man upon this evidence ; but guessing,
imaginary, specalating thab he might be guilty,
we will give him a term in the penitentiry upon
upon general principles or ugon specnlatinn,
Shame upon such a verdiot ae that. Humanity
oan stand no sach outrage perpetrated upon one
of the membmrs.”

Closing the Detence Argument.

Mz, Forreat then begau the wlosing argument
on bebalf of the acomesd. He ocontrasted the
metheds used by the oratora for the prosecution
and then for the defense in treating of circum-

stantial evidence. The prosecntion treated it

been alteady ap

a8 » mass,as & bundls of aticks ; but the defence
rroceed to avalyze each circumstsnce. The
atter was the right method and was according
to law, logio and reason. Mr. Iagham and the
jury, be maid, would never forget the scene
when Ingham in his addrees denounced Cuugh-
linand Kunze with such ferceness that their
faces blanched and the little German cried ous,
from the bottom of his hears, *‘God knows I am
innocent.” 'This was the anawer to she reaon-
ing’ and insinuationg of the prosecution. Mr.
Forreat occupied tha rematnder of the time
till the adjouromen$ of the court in reud-
ng from the legal works anod making an ex-
ihsustive statement of the methods employed in
the application of circumatantial evidence:

Muwavges, Wis., December 8.—Supposed
rellca of the Cronin tragedy have been diecov-
ered here. Here sre the clothes thonght to be-
locg to the missing suspect Cooney and with
them in a trunk were foand four blood-stained
handkerchiefs, 8 number of photos and a bundle
of papers. QOaptaiu Schuettler, of Cbicago,
wmade the find acting on an anonymous Isbter
from Milwaukee that the articles were in pos-
serion of expressman Mooney, with whom the
trunk had been left by a defanlting boarder,
Schuettler lefv to-day with the letters and
photographs.

Caicago, December 6.—At% the openiog of
the Crouin trial to-day. Mr. Hynea resunmed
bis address to the jury. Ha oontioued his
examination of the defence of Begga.  He said
the evidence did not show, ae claimed, that
Beggs waa simply in an sttitude of waiting sud
deprecating any discussion until the report of
the committee to try the ** triangle ”’ waa made.
It was nob merely that Dr. Cronin was pre-
mature in bis repord to his camp. Beggas ob-
jected ﬁlinut nncovering the alleged fraudsat
all e apnounced bimazelf a friend of Alex-
ander Sullivan and he wanted the investi-
gation of the frauda dropped* Mr, Hynes add-
od on this paint: ** He insisted that there was
no use opening cld sores . thtat they were the
enemies of Irish unity ; that the men behind
bim, the men who had the power, as he says
bere, or ‘the men who are tne power, willin
time realiza the motives who sre continually
breathing disorder in their ranks and a day of
punishizent will come. I am very much dis-
couraged at the present outlook and hope no
trouble will result.’

* He did not mean the trouble that had bheen
going on in the camp or discussion of it. The
trouble had a more significant meaning than the
mers acrimony of discussion than debate and
ventilation on the subject in the camp. Prople
were talking to Boggs ab that time about
tronble. Of courze, in writing to Mr. Spellman
be would not disclose any more shao his anxiety
that Spellman should take some action and, as
I said yesterday, that perhaps she scheme, un-
der the cover of that secret committee that bad
pointed, was to do its work.
Who was breathiog threata of trouble into the
ear of Beggs at that time?”

Referring to the acta of Coughlin and Beggs,
Mr. Hynea said : *These men, who were de-
termined to wreok Dr. Croain, who were de.
termined to bave his life and silence his tengue,
koew they could go around and breathe suapi-
cions in the eara of men who they felt had the
possibility of murder in their hearte. Another
was the reason why Coughlin said that 2 con-
federnte of Le Oaron was among us.” Turnin
towards the prisoners, the spaaker said: **
d» uoy know how these mmen have been imposad
upon. If thay were imposed upon I du nos
know what villainous means were emploved for
th» purpnse of producing in the rinds of soms
of them that they ware dealing with a British
any. We will never know the history of their
purpoes undil tome puwrid copscience shows
torth its phnsphoreseent light inthe dark shadow
of the gallowa and telle the inner truth from a
mau sbout on the vergs of the grave. If the
men who iuspired the murder of Oronin believ-
ed him 8 epy they would have sent bim acroes
the water ; but 1t was not the apy thay were
after. They were endeavaring to cover up their
own frauds.”

A GRAPHIE PIOTURE.

Mce. Hynes dwelt on the acene in the Carlson
covtage, and continued : ‘‘Gentiemen of the
jury—This savagery sud brutality 18 palmed off
on you ag patriotism., Many a hot Irish act has
brought calawity. suffering and shame to the
face of the Irish people, but in all their history
in the paat, aud in all they can make in the
future, this will staud out as the ons conspicuous
monumenbd of shame againet the Irieh paople
and upon the reputation and character of the
honorable generosity of the race.” Mr. Hyaes
graphically pictured the finding of the corpee.
“The naked body of Cronin stripped, it was
believed, of everything that could identify him;
nothing upon him exsept a towel around his
body that was probably used for the purposs of
hfting his bloodybody reeking with blood. The
other thing that was found upon him wae the
Agnus Dei, an emblem of his faith and of hia
religion, around bis neck, and this indicates one
thine, that the men who killed him had the
same faith, for the emblem that they found
around the neck of the man they murdered sim-
ply helped to identify them.*

After vividly describing the actions of the
murderers after disposing of the body, the
speaker said :—‘‘Oh, think of this man,
O'Sullivan, with his knowledge when he was
talkiog with Mr. and Mrs, Conklin, and when,
as he eays, he was drinking with his friends.
fWhen he weot to his bed at night, leaving the
lamp lighted in his room, did that ghastly
piciure of his dend friend, headmost in the
sowor, his head beaten and battered with the
blows that atruck hir life out, covered with
blood, aa he lay in the sewer. Gk, did the
picture of that body in the sewer ever hauut
him when he went to bed ?  Did the horror of
tbat scene ever stir hia soul to one moment of
tepentanos, to make a clean breaat of it as the
lagt refuge of a guilty soul ¥

THE ‘‘TRIANGLE'S” RESPONBIBILITY,

Mr, Zynes scored Burke's flight and his
“triangle ot aliates in_bonor of the ‘trinngle’
whom he waa serving.” 5. He denounced the war
on defenceless men and women in Great Brita-
in and charged upon the *“‘triangle” the sending
of dupes to Eoglieh prisons that embezzlements
might bé concealed.  In a deeply impressive
sonolusion he asked the jury for a verdict of
their consclence—a verdict their judgement
would approve, the court ratify and God ssn-
ctify ; to vindicate the law and commit the
guilty to & just punishment.

DEATH QF JEFFERSON DAVIS.

The Hero of the Lest Cause of the South
Breathes His Last.

New OrLeaxs, Dacember 6.— At 12 45 thls
morajog Hon. Jcfferson Davis, ex-president
ot the Confederate Stater, died at the resl-
dencs of hin lfe long friend, J. N. Payae,
From the begloulog of his lllnsss Mr, Davis
had insieted that his cate was nearly or quite
hopaleas, though the dread of pain or fesr of
death never appeared to take the alightest
hold apon his spirits, which were aven buoy-
ant frem the beginning of his attack. In vain
did the doctors strive to impress up.o him
that his health wae improving. Ha steadily
iosisted that there was no improvement, bt
with Obristlan resigoation he was content to
acoept whatever Providence had in store for
him. At six o'clock last evenlng, without
any astignable cause, Mr. Davis was aslzei
with a congestive chill which seemeqd to abao-
lutely crush the vitality out of hisalready
enfeebled body. So weak was Mr, Davis
that the violenos of the assault sion sub-
nided for laock of vitality upon which to

rey.

From that moment to the moment of hiz
death the history of his case w.s tha: of
gradual alnkiog. Deapite the fagt that the
end had come slowly and peacefully and after
ehe had buen face to face for hours with the
dread reality, thes blow fell with crushlog
for:e upon the sfflicted widow. Ae loog as
there had been work for either hands or hsad
she had borno up bravely, and not untll the
sweet usea of her tender minlstrationw were
lost did ebe seem to realiza the terrible force
of the blow that had fallen upon her, Kaow-
ing of a predispoaitlon te heart affaction ths
doctors were at once gravely alarmed for her.
Toey prompily administered a composing
dranght, and at a Iate hour she waa resting
quietly. After death the face of the deceased,
though looking slightly emaclated, showed
no trace of saifering, mare nearly resembling
that of & peaceful sleeper than of the dead.
Messages have been recelved from muny
points, all expressive of respeot for the dead
and of sympathy for Mrs, Davis In her affiic-
tion.

MR, DAVIS' VISIT TO MONTREAL

The nawa of the death of Jefferson Davle
caused a senme‘lon among Montreal's older
oitlzenn, most ¢{ whomn remember the cele-
brated Southern leader during his visit to thla
olty after the oclose of the olvil war, A
reporter of the Gazet’e ocalled upon Mr.
John Lovell, who was the olosest friend of
the Davia family duriog their atay within
our borders, and learned the following faotn :
It was fa the fall of 1867 that Mr. Tovell firet
knew that Jefferson Davie’ wite's family were
reaiding in thia olty. At tharequeat of the
Rev, Mr. Robertson, of Toronte, Mr, Lovell
oalled npon Mrs,Howell, mother-Ia-lhiw »f taa
Qonfederate Prruident, who with her dauga-
ters, Mra, Wailer and Miss Howell, ans two
children of Mr. Davls, were mtaylng in a
bosrdinghounsu on Vigoer square in somewhat
atraightened clrcumetances. Mr, Lovell did
wverything that lay in his power for them,
Thae twa chiliren were placed in the Qouvent
of the Sacrod Heart and he securad a furnish.
ed housa for the family on City Councillors
street, just ahave St. Caitherine, At this
time Mrs, Davis was in Richmond, but after
her husband's arcest she came to Montraal,
when Mr. and Mrs. Lovell, as oloase frlends of
Mre. Lowell, mubt her, and in ths course of
their acquaintance In Montreal Mr. Lavell
formed a very high opinlon of Mra, Davis,
who was a very Intelleotual lady, and who,
as, he sald last night, probably largely in-
flaenced her husband in his actions through
Jife. Mra, Davis also had with her hor son,
‘My, Jcffersen Davly, jr., and for a while they
lived at Lennoxville, where the boy weut to
gobool. He afterwards went back to the
States, where he took a fever and dled ; be
was & most promlsing young man and had be
lived would undoubtedly have made a name
for himself. When Mr. Davis was allowed out
on bail, the famous Hoerace Greely bscom-
ing bis mecarlty, be oame co to Lennoxville
to ese his famtly., When he was returning
to the States he came through Montreal, and
Mzr. Lovell had an opportunity of meeting
him. Oa that ocoaston Mr. Davis introduced
Mr, Lovell to an Euaglish friend of his, when
the latter remarked, *¢Iam a great friend of
Mr, Davis, and I am gelog back with him to
ses him atand his trial, and the man who
hurts a hair of his head will fall.” Hlis
English friend, snlting the action to the
word, opened his coat, when four plstols were
disclessd. Another interesting incldent o2-
curred when Mr. Davis, in the course of con-
versation with Mr, Lavell, remarked, *‘Mr,
Lovell, yon are near enough to the States;
den’t get any nearer,”” Mr, Davla alao de-
nled the mstory that he ever attempted to
ancape fn woman'a clothen as absolautuly with-
out foundation., The youngea: of Mrs.
Howell'n dangh%era it nn puthor of some note
in New York. Mre. Davia also pald a brief
vialt to Montreal snbsequently, and when he
came hero in 1881 ahout his work he stopped
at the St. Lawrence Hall. Whils hers after
the clowe of the war it was noticed that he
tried to be cheerfal, but his face wore a very
sad expression. One of his brothers.in-law,
pon of Mrs. Howell, was In bnainesa for a
time on St. Fraecala Xavier street. The
Rev. Dr, Balch, n Sonthern clergyman who
heartily eympatbized with the Davie family,
was & very warm frlend of Mrs, Davis while
she was In Montreal, and showed her many
commendable acts of kindness, They also
named among their ether frlends My, Fen-
nings Taylor. After having gone to the
States, Mrs, Howell, the mother of Mra.

He was born in Christian county,
Keatuoky, June 3, 1808, During the esrly

yonrs of hix childhood his father removed
into the State ef Misslssippl and thera the
grest Coufederate leader grew up to years
of manhood. In 1823 he entered West Polnt
military academy aud while there became
acquninted with maay of those whn alter.
wards becams prominent ia the great struggle
which was to come, Geadoatiag in 1828 he
at once went lutn actlve mservice fighting the
Indlans. Ia 1835 he resignad his commasion
and retarning to his adopted atate, Misslueip-

pi, beoame a cotton planter. Soon after his
return, he met, wooed and married Mise Tay-
lor, & daughter of General Zschary Taylor,
afterwards prealdent of the Ualted Siates.
In 1843 he beoame interested in politics. Ho
was » strong Democrat and teok a promia-
ent part fn seonring the election of Mr. Polk.
In 1845 he was elected » member of Oong
reas, and while there tock part in debates
on the tariff, the Oregon question, military
affairsand the preperatlons for the Mexican
war. When this latter broke out he re.
signed his seat In Congress, was elocted
oolonel of a MIlsclasippl regiment of volan.
teera and at onoe pressed to the froat, join-
ing the army of General Taylor, then en.
camped on the bhanks of the Rio
Grande, He was engaged {n tha battls of
Buena Virta and the storming of Monterey,
It wna [n this campalga that ha beoamo ac-
qualated with General Geant, then ouly a
second Lisutenant

His **eovercign state” tondencler, which
afterwarde wero so strongly shown in the re.
belllon, wera ovidenced at this time by bl
tofusal of the raak of Gnaral of Volan®iare

from the Presidont, Mr, Polk, on the ground
that the appolntment was ene with which the
Federal Government had no right to meddls,
wa it belonged to the separate atatee. In
1847 he was elected a senator for Missizippl
and in 1858 was elected chalrman of the
commlittee on millitary affstrs and waa dia-

tiogulshed by the energy with which he de-
fond«d slavery and by hls zealous advescaoy
of state righta, lan 1851 he resigned hin seat
In the Senate to enior upon a oanvaws for
Frauvklin Pierce, who, on b:ing vlected Pre-
sldent, appolated Mr. Davis eecretary of war,
1a 1858 ho was electsd te the Senate, but In
1860 thejelection of Mr. Linooln and the oon-
stguent seconsion movement cansed him to
withdraw. Then oame the rush of tho com.
ing storm and when iv breke Mr. Davis was,
oa February 4th, 1861, chosen provisional
President of the Confederate States, He wae
Insagarated on Febrnary 22ad and was in
18¢2 eleoted President for six years. The
great contest which was then golng on made
Mr, Dav.a’ positlon anythlng but an enviabl-
one. He was In Richmond snd when that
olty wan capturad was compelled to flee frem
It, being captared noly a few woeka later,
Masy 10th, 1865, at Irwinsille, Georgla. He
wae oonfined in Fortress Monrce, where he
was kept for two years awaiting a trial, In
1867 he wan relessod on tail, no subseguent
pruvestings belog takon against him, Onoes
released, he visited Europe aud Cinada, and
on bis roturn to the United States t~nk uphia
residence at Memphls, Tenn., whete he wua
for a time president of a life insurance com-
pany. 101381 he pabllshed Ia two volunes
“ The Riso and Fall of the Confederats Gov-
ernment,” Lately he has resided ot Beau-
volr, Miso,, where hia family estatea sre zltn-
ated. He was 8] at the tlme of his death and
dled a comparatively poor man,
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IRELAND IN LONDON.

The porusal of & volume under the nbove
title has get us thinking of the emormous ia-
croane of the Irish in this island during the
latter times, and bhe important and progrussive
atale they hold in she community. Irish ma
be sccepted iz & sense as synonymous wit
Qatholic, and, if we consult the statistics, we
find there were but 27,696 Catholics in England
and Wales in 1693, Taking half of these as
Irish, they formed but one-fourth per cent. of
the entire population, or1l in every 400. In
1845 the Catholics were 284,300, or 1-70 per
cent. In 1881 according to the cenrus papsrs,
the Irish-born had risen to 562,734, or 1 in 46 of
the population, and if to this be added the
children of Irish parents it is estimated that
there must be a quarter of a mullion of Irish—
nob in the island, but in Lioadon alone,

As 3 sad necessity of the ciroumstances under
which they were driven here, the vast majority
of these immigrants are poor, In the metropolis,
ns we learn from the able compilation to which
we allude, the oocupations they chiefly follow
ore those of the unskilled branches of the Luild-
iog trades, tatloring, shoemaking, domessic
service, the laandry, and unloading at the docks
—the work requiring strength, exposure, and
parseversnce. Many of the markeb gardeners
1o the west of the town are lrish, but there are
very few Irish bakers, cabmen or barbers,

The districts the huombler Irish affect—for
they are gregarious and like to meet their own
people—ara 8t. Olave's in Southwark, White-
chapel, 3t. Giles’s, Holborn, 8b. Georgs's-in-the-
East, Stepney, Greenwich, Lambeth, Weat-
minister, Marylebone, Poplar, St. Saviour's
(Southwark), Bermondsey, and Rotherhiths. Ad
St, Olave's in 1861 they were 1 in 6 of the popula-
tion, they being thers in densest proporbion ; at
St. Giles, 1ia 9; abt Holborn, 1 in 11, and ab
Greenwich, 1in 16,

At one period the Irish who came across were
acoounted mostly 83 milivary or literary adven-
sarers.

ence.

They lazy ! Give them constant smploymend
and fair wages, nnd who cau work binioer, aye,
and laugh and sing &= thay stitcn or dig, pile up
bricks, or carry heavy burdens, or drudgs will-
ingly from dawn 9o dark.,

We are wroud of them, nnd we maintain in
the face ol all-comers that they are vigorous,
indnatiioun, pious, patriouic, wnd boustifal,
aoxious to havoe their childron well schunled,
ever rendy to lend a hand to a fellow-countyy-
man in distress, and with purse+ freely unlocsed
to belp any movement which they believe to be
for the good of dear old Ireland.

Glory, then, to the Irish exiles in Londan,
and not only thers, buv elsewhere throughaus
the foreign land, snd shame on their detrachurs.

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NEW YORK'S LATEST MURDER.

Fatal Italian Famlly Quarrel in Which a
YWoman is Kllled,

New YoBk December 4.—Shortly after noon
to-day a futal row occurred amoog & number of
Italians at the house No. 69 James street in the
Italian quarter, Mra, Antoinette Varells, aged

26, came do the house to visit her mother, Maria
Ceresse, and her nister Petraello Periso. A
woman named Ronnda Buquto was temporarily

stopping with Mra, Cereare apd she, with her

busband, Auntonio Buquto, and her brother,

Guiseppe Scanteno, were present when Mra.

Varella entered. In a few minutes the other

tenants in the honwe were startled by loud words

and ten shots being fired in rapid succession,

Antonic Buquto and Guiseppe Scanteno were
seen to sush down staira. A policeman soon ar-

rived and found Ancionette Varella dead on the
floor, with a bullet through her heart. Maria
Cerease was shot through the left elbow, while
Petraello Periso received a bullet in the left
breast. The Injured women were removed to
the hospital.

Asunda Baquto was found under a bed in

the room where the shooting occurred. 'When
srreated she intimated that the shooving was
due to a quarrel o0 money matters, The
wounded women say the prisoper fired three
shote. The prisoner’s husband and brother are
eaid to have ired the other seven shots. Itis
asserted vhat they were seen after the shooting
with pistols in their hands. Policemen were
sens in every direction looking for the two men.
The police think the arrested woman fired the
shot which killed Antoinette Varslla, The
pistol could not be found, but a belt filled with
44 calibre catridges was, as well a8 a leathern
pistul caea. In the prieoner’s pocket were two
koives. The prisonar, when nrrn{;ned in court,
atated that she had loaned the Varella family
$100, the return of which she had been unable
vo secure, The husband of the dead woman,
Salvature Varella, declares that the loan story
is untrue. The quarrel, he says, arose out of a
division of furniture in which both families were
jointly intercated. Mra. Buquto is a large,
well buils womau. Her face is badly pitted
with smallpox, She says she is a tailoress.
The women at the hospital are mot likely to

die,

STANLEY'S CONDITION.

IRe Feels Like a Laborer Returning Home for
the Sabbath's Rest.

LoNDON, December 4.—Stanley bas arrived

at Bagamoyo. In a letter to the Herald, dated
Mruwah, November 30, he says:—* I am in
perfect health and feel like a laborer of a Satur-
day evening returning home with his week's
work done, his week’s wages in his pocket and
glad that to-morrow i the Sabbath., T.ooking
back over whav has been accomplished I see no
reasen for any heart’s discontent. Over and
above the happy ending of our appointed duties
we bave nov been unfortuoate in geographical
discoveries.” Stanley recouats some of these
discoveries, already made known, and says:
“And right under the burning equnator we have
fed on blackberries and bilberries and quenched
our thirat with orystal waber fresh from snow
beds.” Stanley further says: *“I always sus-
pected that in the central regions, between the
equatorial lakes, something worth eeeing would
boe fourd, but I was mot prepared forsuch a
new fact.

He then remarks : *“*Lhis has certainly been
the mosb extraordinary expedition I have ever
led into Alfrica. A veritable divinity seemad
to bhave hedged us while we journeyed. It
impelled us whither it woald, effected its own
will but nevertheless guided and pr tected us.”
The explorer vhen relates how the rear column
discharged his orders to march from Yambuye
August 17, 1887, the resulo being that three-
fourths of them died of slow poison, their com
mander was murdered, bheir second officer died
of sickness and grief, while another wasted to a
skeleton and returned home.

LoNpoN, December 4.—The Stanley sxpe-
dition arrived at Ubiki December 1. "All the
Europeans ware well, with the exceptions of
Commissioner Stevens, who has a very bad
fever. The whole camp is in a atate of perfect
discipline. A parby of German eoldiers. under
Lieutenant Schmids, preceded the maia bodyand
chiose & camp ground for each night. Staciey
apd his companians praise very highly the kind
reception they have received from the Ger-
mane.,

BzeLiN, December 4.—The Kaiser has tele-
graphed to Emin Pnsba and Stanley aa expres-
gion of sympatby for their hardships aad perils.

The young Lothario
on leaving for heme was followed by the lady
of the house, They were at the gate of the
garden rather longer than the chilly nignt
made comfortable, and the husband went
down to see to his wile’s wellare, Ho over-
heard enough to dlscover the plans of the
palr and saw the young man caress his wife
before partiog.

Lieut. Stairs Heard From.

Havirax, Dacember 5 ——Letters were ro-
ceived to-day by several friendsfrom Lienten
ant W. G. Stairs, the Ilaligonlan who holde
an Important pesition on S:anley’s force in
Africa. In one letter eent from Usambiro
Misslon atatlom, Viotorin Nyanza, August
30th last says - **I wrote yon lawt at Yamba.
ya. Oar starvation perlods, fightlng fevers
and other trials would ooccupy pages. You
must read Stanley’s letters to the Eaglish
papere. Directly on leaving Yambuya somse
had bad fever. Then we got into terrible
countrles withount food, and lost men at a teor-
rible rate. Natlves shot » great many,
When, on Dacember 16th, 1887, we reached
Albert Nyanzs, we had 170 out ol 414 men
that loft Yambaya. e could not then con-
nect with Emin, and had to return 120 milis
west of Albert Nyanza., Here wu bailt a
atrong fort, and I started back to a place 228
miles down the river, to bring up our
sick, Meantime Stanley and two of our
efficors went east to the lake and
connected with the Pasha, Then aur re-
turn march to Yambuya commenced. On
April 12ththe uritad expedition left Kavollls,
on the Albert, for the Indian ecean., Oar
numbers were then 1,175. Now, on reaching
here, Ursala, we have about 670, We have
made many Important dlscoveries, ona of the
most important belng Mounnt Rouangari,
which all these 3,000 years has been undis-
covered. The very source of the Nile is from
snow-capped peaks. It Ia & wonderful sight,
I wens up ten thomeand eeven hundred (eet,
but wae stopped by ravines 2,000 feot desp.
Anchori and Albart Nyanza are now places
to Euacopeans, at least beyond the mere
names. There In Karagive we found the
Urlgt to be u large lake instead of the petty
thing lald dowa op the maps, Aftera hard
march of four months we reached here
Ursalals) and found Mr. MoEay and Mr,
Dreaks, of the ohurech mieslonary soclety.
We have been here three daya and from these
kind-hearted poople received a most hearty
weloome and rejolced again in a cup of tes,
with milk and blsocults, We fortuoately
found that oloth and beads for us had coms
up from the coast—enough to buy our way
out to the cosst, Everything has been
stopped on its way Inland by the Arabs,
who made affalrs assume & wvery oritical
napect for nmiesionaries =and atbacked
whites living inland. From here to
the coant, shonld we have open roads, ia four
and a half months’ march for this oaravan,
If the Arabs, however, eppose our progross,
nc one cen 8say how long it will take. Of
our trfals, suffering, etc.,, I have said very
little, bat so far our expedition has been an
immense anoccess, Ian splte of sneers, seen
ip some of the English papers, I hope we
wlll emerge trlumphantly to the ooast. The
Pasha we have, also Oasatl, the Itallan, bs-
slde Egyptain and Tarkish officsrs, soldiers,
men, women, and children and oconvicts,
Wehave no newa irom the coast here for
over one and a half years—and we are all In
uncertalnty. It pluok and determination
oasn carry us through we shall reach the
coaet,” )

affaira; bat the prime cause is that the better
clags of citlzens so often stand alcof from
practical politics and the condust™ of cam-
paigne. It 18 one reault of universal suffeage
that el:ctione vory frequestly tura upon the
votes cf that large class made up of the rongh
and baser sort, To icflaenco and organizs
thie vots 1s the ' dirty work” of politice,
Genilemen natarally shriuk from it. Hence
it has gotten, for the most part, with general
political machinery, iato unreputxble handa ;
and from these hands Issne the election frauds
which thicksn in the great clties, and gravely
endnnger our institutions, The balloy {a the
ready and potent Instrument that regleters
the wiil of a free people for thelr own govern.
ment, and the violation of ite purity leads
directly to the polnt where there is either
loss of Ilberty or rsvolution to reatere it, We
all remember what happened in 1876, when al.
leged tampering with eleotion returns ¢ facted
the Presidentisl succession, and a great cloud
arcss, and for weeks hung, dark and threaten-
ing over the land. It was a tremendozs oriale,
sn@ perhaps only the memorles f the resent
war avertad disastrous strife,

The privilege of voting Is not an irberent
or inslienable right, bnt a eolemn and a
saorod trust to be uscd in striot accordance
with the intentlons of the authority from
which 1 emanates, When a cltizen exsroises
his righteous judgment In osstiog his vete
for the moat acceptable candidate, or tor a
mensore that will best subaerve the interaate
of the community, he s making a legitimate
usa of the proregatives confided to him,

But when he sells and bartera hia vots, and
dispomes of It to the highest bidder like »
merchantable commodity, he ia clearly violat-
ing his trust, and degradiog hia cltizenship.
The ecormity of this offense may be readily
perceived by pushing it to the logioal con-
sequonoces, If one man may sell his vote, so
may the multltude, Oace the purohase of
votes s tolerated, or condoned or oonnived
at, the obvious result i{s that the right of
suffrage will besome a mere farce, money and
not merit will be determined not by the per-
sonal fitness and integrity of the candidate,
but by the length of his puree,

Wae hall it with satisfsotion that a more
healthy publio epinlon on this aubjeot seemn
developing, that reputable oitizens appear
dispossd to bear an aotive part in praotical
pelitics, and that * reform,’ ‘¢ a free ballot,”
¢+ 5 falr couat,” are becoming, under the
pressure, more and mere party watohwords.

Bhadowed by Detectives In Ircland and
England.

The Dublin Freeman, of Nov, 16, thus
desoribes the annoylng pollce esplonage to
which Rev. Dr. Charles O'Railly, treasurer
of the Irish Natlonal Lieague of Amerloa, and
Col. Atklnson, are belng subjeotsd in Ireland
and Eogland :

loving in thus taking oare that their ohildren
shall grow up withoutjknowing the taate of
jntoxioating driok, for if they have not the
taste in their mouthe they will not have the
liking for 1t in their hearts, and If they have
not the liking for It In their hearts they will
not go into temptation, Into the public-heuuer,
or maks campaunlens of those who drink or
see drunken, but will grow up sober, temper-
ate, leading good lives, strong to resistall
temptation. Therefore, I give a blessing to
the fathers and mothera who are wise and
loving and good in taking oare of their child-
ren, and I hope that every father and mother
who hns a boy or a girl not yet a member of
the League of the QOross will take care to
bring them to your good pastors here ao that
they may take the pledge. [ should desire
every ohild to grow up under the induencs of
the Lisague of the Cross. This very day I
read o a book the eiatement that in pagan
Rome, bafors Ohristianity wae Introduced, it
was contrary ta the ruleand law for a woman
to drink wine, which was the only intoxloat-
ing drink they had. But now we Chrlatian
people have besr and eplrits, and I know not
how many other intoxicating drinke, and
Chbristian women drink them, & thing which
the heathen women wonld not have done.
What sn example fs that for you, I givea
bleselng to every member of the Lesgue of
the Oross. I know that there are members
whem we do not know beoanse they keep
quiet in their own homer. Woa cannot count
them, but hundreds, and I hope and belfeve
even thousands, belong to the League of the
Oross whom we know nothing of. I ask you
did you ever know of any drunken man or
woman who did not come to a bad end? Or,
do you know any drunkard’s home in which
there is not swearing, miseryand ein ? How,
then, can auy one doubt for a moment that
drink s the root and bottom of almost all the
aln and misery abont us? Seventy.five pev
cent. of all the crimes of violence committed
la thie country come, direotly or Indirectly,
through strong drink, and every dootor will
tell you that three-fourths of the sickness,
diseasse and madness in our hospitals and
agylame come, directly or indirectly; from
the aame canse. Aud do you pot know that
the pevarty, beggary, hunger and thirat, and
the nakedness and micery of our people, and
tie pauperism In our workhoueea come from
the same source ? Some little, indeed, of the
poverty comes from old age aad misfortune,
and I honor that. But what 18 the caunse of
gonfirmed paupers but drunkenness? The
msjority of those in our workhomses would
not be shere if they had been eober, It isa
wonder that any one can look at this deadly
and devouring misery and not ieel stirred
up to stop men and women from taking in-
toxicating driok ; it {8 most wonderful that
all who know these iacte are not fired to do

thie.” .

Christian Herltage,” appeariog as it did by a
happy colncldence simultaneounsly with the
recent Catholic centennial ocelebration, is
timely as well as Intereating, ** The Faith of
onr Fathers” preceded this latest work by
some years, and It, teo, was a beaedlotion and
a beon to Catholics and Pretestants, ¢ Oar
Obristian Heritage” conslsts of 50S pages and
haa the aumeful addition ef an inder.
The book 1Is very appropriately dedi-
cated to the memery of John Oar-
roll, the Patriarch of the Amerloan
Chorch, and to our present prelates and
olergy. In the book which appeared first,
the Oardinal adcéressed non-Catholic Chrils-
tlanes with the object of showlng that in the
Oathelic Church ocould be found the true
teachings of our Saviour, In the present
volome, his alm Is to demonstrate to non-
Christians the absence of any conflict batween
modern science and the oreed contalned in
Revelatlon, There is no controversial tene
about the book, Objections urged by
the aself-conatituted champlons of sclenco
are negatived in a manner so temperate and
g0 fair that no agnestlo can fall to bs molll-
fied even If he be not convinced, Beginning
with tho exlstence, the omnipresence, and the
Providence of God, the distinguished auther
goes on Lo treat,in his own masterly styls, of
man's moral freedom, free will,the immortali-
ty of the soul, eternal punishment, and other
all importan$ questions. The Uardinal makes
it clear that the fundamental trathe under-
lylng Carlatianity are allsnscaptible of belng
demonstrated by unalded reason,but aremads
atill more luminons by the light of Chrlatlan-
ity. Thea book {8 ezzentinlly a discunsslon with
Agnosticism. The author abandons all hope
of influencing men ** who will not learn leat
thelr knowledge might compel them to do
well ; whe trade in blasphemy, who glory
In their [nfidelity and who earn forthemselves
a obeap netoriety by cearsely oarloaturing
every deotrine and tradition that Ohristians
hold dear. It is simply a common-sense talk
with the Agnossic rank and file who may be
supposed to be In good faith ; who as the
anthor says: ‘' deserve more pity than
blame, They do not boast of their spiritual
dacrkneas and moral obiiguity. They make
no parade of their firreliglon. They feel un-
buppy In their deprivation,”

It 1s idle, as the Moat Rev, author holde,
to approach such persens with arguments
based on the divinity of Christ, the anthority
of Soripture, the antheatioity of miracles,
They deny all these things, or at least they
do rot admit them, 1t is time lost to com-
monce an srgument with promiees which
your oppouent does net concede, yeu must go
still further beck until you stand on common
ground with your co.disputant. From
that foundation you may eafely proceed to
bnild up the fabric of logleal trath,

Speaking of the dangers that threaten
American olvilization tho learned anthor
saya * “If our govenment and leglalature are
permeated and fortified by.divine rovelatios
and Christian traditions, we ocannot ignere
the fact that they are assailed by five great
evila : Mormonism and divoroe, which strike
at the root of the famlly and soclety ; an im-
perfact and vicioua aystem of education whioh
undermines the religion of our youth, and
the deseoration of the Christian Sabbath,

The Immaculate Conception.

This glorlons feast of the Catholioc Church
was celebrated on Sunday lsst with all the
dignity, display and solemnity worthy of the
divine Mother of God. The festival 1a not of
ancient origin having been proclaimed as a
dogma of faith by Pius the nfnth of happy
memory, as recently as Deo, 8th, 1854. The
doctrine of the Immaoulate Oonception, which

Is  s0 frequently misunderatood by
non - Cathollos, means that the
talnt  of Original aln, committed

by our first parents and In which all thelr
descendants are borp, did not reach Marv.
As a writer In oneof our esteemed contem.
poraries remarks :—*‘She was begotten, like
other ohildren; her body still inanimate could
not be preserved from ain, for It Ia the aunl
whloh recelves elther grace or sln, not the
body. Hereoul the breath of God poared in-
to the Inanimate body, a distinct crention of
the Almighty as all our souls are, gave that
body life, and God’s meroy dld interpose
to have it sinleas. For the sake of Him, who
was to be born of her, and for *“‘His morite
foracen,” grace was poured into her soul at
the very first Instaot of its belng, Oar child-
ten are ranctified through baptiem by which
Original Sin 1s removed ; St, John the
Baptlst was sanctified when yet living ia
the wumb of hia mother, Mary was sanctified
earlier still—mamely in she firat moment of
her conceptlen. She recelved a giit like
that of Eve, created stainless, A Catholfc ia
bound to hold that this doctrine thus defined
was contalned In the deposit of falth entrust-
ed by Cbrlst through his Apostles to the
churck, and that such was the case, ths words
of the propheiic books of the Old Testament,
the Gospel of Luke, the writings of the Greek
Syriac and Latin Fathers, the universal agree-
ment of the Kastern and Western charch,
as well as conatant tradition among all na.
tlons, goes to prove.

This dootrine doea pot enly not derogate
from the merits of Jeaus her divine son ; but
magnitios and increases them because Moary's
exemption from Original Sin was in view of
Ohrist's merits er as theologians express it
““bass] upon the actuality of His forseen
merits,” by which he redecomed the world ;
and thereforc he wao and Is as well
the Saviour and Redeomer of His Bleased
Mother,

It was meet and juet that the fiosh and
bloed which gave flzsh and blood to the God-
man, shonld never for an instant have been
In the power of the devil, as it would have
been if conceived in Original Sin, It was
fitting an Almighty Supreme Oreator that
the oatket containlag the jewel His only bs-
gotten son, should have been forevor and
from the beginuning pure and limpid an chryst-
al, without fiaw or ataln, full of grace so that
its very beauty attracted s God, and above
all women He made of it His human dwelling
place and called the peerless one **Mother.”
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President Harrison’s Message.

The message of the President of the United
States has been varleualy commented on, but
all parties agree it is a moat able atate paper.
An unfriendly oritlc says of it :

“Ans a state paper President Harrison's
first message will take high rank among the
many that have preceded it ln the same in-
torest. It Is clever; It is well snatained; it
is smooth ; it breathes an apparent sincority
and patrlotism; it ia fair to look upon, as
magnificent defunses of error generally are—
but back of it one whose mind ta abla te grasp
political and ecconomic truth cannot fall te
see the wrongs which {t {s put forward te
oonoeal and the menaces which it seeks
graoaftllly to JEIﬂfy. . .

¢ The most Important recommendations ot
President Harrison are: 1. The repeal of
the tax on tobacco and on whisky used in the
arts and manufactures. 2. The enactment
of prohibitory and pensl lawa for the eup-
pression of trusts, 3. The passage of a new
and unusual law for the fedsral control of
Oongressional eleotions with a view to the
voting of the megro in the Sonth whether he
comes to the polls or not, 4, The granting
ot subsldies to oceau steamship limes. 5.
The contlnuance of the pollay of purchaeing
sflver bulllon and ooining it inte dollara
whioh will not clrculate, the retention of the
¢ protective’ tariff and the enlargement of the
pension list.”

There is, however, something of more In-
torest to our Oanadians in the meesage, and
that Is the reference to the fisherles difficul-
tles in the Atlantic and in Bshringe Nea.
We candidly cenfess that the tonme of the
message on these subjects Is not at all re-
aseuring, Xt does mot appear that the Presl-
dent has any Intentlor te recemmend a de-
parture from the course heretofore pursued,
Fortanately, If Canadiane be only true te
themselvea they have thelr future in their
own bands, It Is just as well our own people
should understand that the United States
wiil give ns nothing that wiil asslet ua in our
progress as & rival power on thia continent,
Commerolal Union we might get aaa prepara-

tory atep to apnexstlon, .Anything else we

noed not look for, Osnadians whe profess to
see signs of friendship in the pelioy of eur
nelghbors must be very blind, The United
States want the contloent; In faot, they
would net objecs to the earth.
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Balfour’s Bribe,

The arch-tyrant Balfour is in sore siraits. He
is now racking his biain in » vaio endeavor to
devise pome scheme whereby he can wean the
Irish tenaut farmera from their allegiance to the
Home Rule cause, but, asin the case of his
proposal to endow a Catholio University for
Ireland, he will discover that the Irish people
are not to be 8o easily blindfolded and tricked
as he anticipates. His latest acheme is in the
form of a bribe, a draft of which he submitted
the other day to the Oabinet. Under his new
land scheme, so it is said, Parlinment will be
atked, in the crminz session, to vote between
£7,000,004 and £10,000,000, with which Dublin
Castle hopes to bs able to deal with the Irish
farmers, and this appropriation is only the fore-
runner of others thad will subeequently be
asked for.,

As the Boston Pilot remarks : ** It remains
to be sven how the British people will coneider
thie demand f.r such an enormous sum, espe-
cially when they reflact that the only use to
which the money is tobe put is to keep the
present ministry in power a little longer. For
there is not asingle sensible man in England
who imagines that Balfour's bribes are going to
succeed in staying Ireland’s demands for home
rule, and it is ten to one that the secretary him-
self does not believe in the effisacy of b1 own
policy, except in ao far asit may ward off for
some yesrs longer the impending Tory over

R. C,
Smith, Q 0., for the Tor.imt0 Mail made a m--
tion befora Mr, Justice Doherty in the Practice
Court shie morning, to be allowed to amend
their exception to she form io which the Society
of Jesus is nuing the Mail for 830,000 damnwges
from an alleged libel published by thas vapar.
In suppcruot the motion Hon, Mr, Luflamime
said taat the Court of Appeal, in throwing oud
certain portions of the previouns excepticn to tho
form, gave an outline of what would be atlowed.
Following the advice of that conrt he would fila
the followin amendmsnts : Inatead of the gene-
ral allegativn that their rules incap.acitated vhe
Sogiety of Jesas trom beovining iucorporated
the dcfendants now way that suz poactiffs are
8) incapucitated ** vecnuse all the members of
their society have taken the molemn and per-
potual vows of poverty, chastity and o'wdience,
ard alan a vow of uoconditirnai, unqaalified,
abrolute and passive obedience to the (enrral
of their Sociely and to the Pupe, which vows
preveut them from exercisivg that frevdow of
will whbick is necersary to enable them to e -
form auay of the necesrary funciions of a cor-
poration.”

Finally, how could sn excep:ion be filed now,
six months after the action was served, when
the law distinosly satd that any exception must
be filed within four monthes,

It wag
the mosh disnstreus firo on tha river fron: for
gomn time,  For two hours the fire reviated the
efforwe of nearly the entire tire department
be low Fourteeath street, and seriously threaten-
od the udjicenut piera, The ateamabip Hotland,
belongiog to the National company, lay in her
heveh at she north side of the pier when the fire
wus dircovered, By quick wrrk ghe was re-
moved from her dargerous poaition and towed
to the Jersuy side. Fxacily bow th» fire oc-
curred 18 & inystery, tmy the «officiale of the
company think that it way due to spuntaneoug
combuation amo- # a lom of cotion ob thu pier.
The spread of the fire befora it was dis-
covired, «n t the contidence ot th d ck Inhorera
that they could extingnish it without the mid of
outside apparatu-, gave the tlamea a tremendous
headway. Before the In n wure really aware of
thoir dangaer the wosierly end of the dock wns &
burning wnsae, aod such of the laborars as ea-
caped had ro flag for thair lives, It was than
that moust of them were ivjured. Those who
did nol ercapm a that time were overpowered
by the smoke and fell eneeless nnd dying in
their tracks. Threa alarms wera turn-d oun
finnlly, and the firshoats were summoned.
After atrenuous fforts on she parb of the fice-
men the flumes wera subdued at 4.30 o'clock
and the bodies of the Inur victimes werw con-
veyed to the morgue. The excitement of the
crowd that surrounded the plage hod somewhat
abatrd  One young woman, however, made
seyeral at empta to enter th- ruiug in rearch of
her brother, Wilkin Borry.  ¥or half wn hour
the attention of Yhe tpretsinrs were divided be-
twern her snd the prliccmen who were en-
deavoring to soothe her. Fiunlly ahe wae ap-
proached by a man who told her the boy wans all
right, She accopted his acsurancs with a look
of relief and turved away.

GLADSTONE ON IRELAND.

———

e Declares that There Is Less Crime There
Than In Eagland—The Qrestion
of the Day.

———— e

Maxongster, Eng., Decemb:r 3.—At the
meeting of the Liberal Yederaion to-day a
rosclutton was adopted urginy :he neceesity
for & prompt settlement of ths queatinne of
the disestablishment of the cturcn in Walee
and fres education. Resolutiona were adapt-
ed condemning any land purchass bill for
Ireland which would entall a burden on the
Britlah taxpayers. They were protesting
sgaloet the unse of British funds to endow
seotarian ocolleges Ip Ireland and approving
international arbitration. It wam also de-
olared as the senae of the meeting that the
British ought to avoid entanglement in con-
tinental quarrela,

Mr. Gladstone addressed the Federation,
Ireland, he declared, waa the firat question
ef the day. The Terler would have heen
converted to Home Rule by now but for the
actlon of the dissidents, whose split from the
natlonal party had not ecourred until Mr.
Smith led the Torles into attempting to form
a national party. Mr. Gladstone meverely
arlticized the actlon of the Unienist leaders
in conopeotion with Ireland, and declared that
the Plan of Osmpaigo wan entirely due to the
refupals of the Government to grant relief to
tenants, At the present tlme he said there
was less orime in Irsland than In England.
The country, he declared, had clearly ex-
pressed a desire that the administration in
Arelend branched, acd the Liberalas were con-
fident that the mext election would bring
such a change aboat.

Mr. Gladstone quoted the recent spseches
of Lord Salisbury and the Marquis of Bart-
ington av evidence that the Unlonist party is
now formiog plans in enticipatien of a deci-
sive defeat when the time shall come fer a
general appeal to the natlon. The only rea-
son for the exietence of the dissidents as a
party is an anti-Irieh fesling, It was the
curas of their destiny that they were chalned
to a wheel, They muat revolve or stop with
it and oould not determine things for them-
selves. Thoy had done much harm which
wae, perhaps, unintentional, and in additien
to the unintentional harm they had done
some unintentional good. They had pre-
moted the aspirings of Scotland and Wales
to definite national recogmition, Fuarther-
more, they had cansed an enormous increass
in the radloalism of the Liberal party, They
had advanced its political position. It be-
hooved them to consider well their position
in the light of the knewledge that with the
settlement ot the Irlsh question they will be
extinot as & party., He doncluded in glving
hie warmest thanks to the orewds who had
stood by him in a time of adveraity amount-
ing to discomfiture, placing confidence in &
noble effort on behalf of a noble people,

ELECTION REFORMS,

MANCHESTER, Eog., December 4.—At the
Liberal federation to-day a resolution was
adopted to demand nrgenoy at the ceming
sesslon of Parliament for a bill embodying
the *‘one man—one vote principle.” Resola-
tions were aleo adopted favoring a shorten-
Ing of the duration of Parllament, a raduc-
tlon of the perfodof residence enabling & men
to vote to three months, compulsory powers
te acquire allotments, the abolitlon of the
duties on tea, coffee and ococoa, & direct
popular vote on the liquor traffic aod the
disestabllshmens of the Cborsh of Ergland.
Mr. Gladstone was given a non-partizean re-
ceptlon in the town hall. He made an ad-
dress in which he dwelt upon the value of
munloipal Institutions as among the beat
guarantoes of wocial ascurity. Thie, heeraid,
was demonstrated by the Improvement they
have effected in the life and condition of the
great maeses ot people.

PEYNAUD DEAD THIS TIMB.

The French Jumper Tries His Trilling Leap
Once Too Often.

New ORLEENS, La., Uecember 3.—Baptiste
Peynaud, the bigh diver, whe exhilbized at
Moantresl last summer, and alic at Newark,
Memphis and other points later in the season,
dled Last night in this city from injaries re-
ceived Friday night in makiog his remarkable
lesp. Peynaud came toc thls city over two
woeks ago, aud has been glving vxbibitions
unrder tne maunagement of Signor Farants,
one of the lozal theatrical munagers, The
jumper'a tower was ercoted in & lot near the
centre of the city, from which Poynand dived
into a nout auspended near the ground. The
faat was performed twice each day—once at
1 o’clock and again at 8 o'clock p.m. Strong
electric light furalshed the llamination at
night, The feat had been succesefully per-
formed without accldent for ten daye, when
the dariog athlete amscended the tower te
make what proved his last leap. There was
a light mist at the time, and 1t is sopposed
this caueed bim to make s misoaloulation of
distance. He was In the habit of plunging
head downward as ene dives into the water
and making a alight turn jost befere reaching
tbe net In order %o atrlke just behlnd his
shoulders. On this ocoasion he made almost
a bkalf turn, etriking on nle back and leins.
Contrary to his nsual practice he did net
jump from the net, but Iny limp and helpleas
after atrlking.

The athlete’s wife, whoe was among the
spectators, saw at once that he was injured
and soreamed, ** Hele killed 1" He [a killed
Peynaud was lifted trom the net and examin-
ed by phystoians whko were present, and who
sald thefall had preduced covoussion of the
spine. Heo was taken te his lodgings, his
lower limbs belag paralyzed. he next
moraing he wasdoing 2o well it was annouced
that bis injurles worn net serious, and yester-
day ho was able to mave his limbs and gave
other indications of esrly recovery, He sud-
denly becama worse last night, and & physi.
olan was hastily summoned. Just as the
dootor arrived Peynaud breathed his last.
His body is at an undertaker's awaiting lo-
structlons from a brother In Baltimore. If
the lutter Is not heard from the athlete will
be burled hers, Peynavd leaves n widow, a
vory haudsome little French woman, in destl-
tute circumstances, and subecriptions have
been atarted for her benefit. She has been
married only u few monthe, having met the
leaper in Paris last summer.

It
conelints of & clockwork apparatus ocontained
fn & bex 5x5x3 inches, and by Intreducing a
peuny into the top of the inaochine, and sab
sequently preselng a knob, the mechantsm is
sev in motion, and ax electrlo light obtalned,
whioh after bunriog for half an honr is anto-
matioally extinguished, The lamp can, mere-
over, bs extinguished at will by pressing a
seoond knob. The lamp is now in nse on the
Great Western Rallway. The source of pewer
generating the light is en acoumaulator,
which, placed in any of the compartments of
& oarrlage, will supply with .leoiricity the
whole of thelamps in the carrisage, The ac-

cumulators will be oharged with a forty
hours’ supply.

Testing Solls by the Oaler of Flants—-Pre-
teciing Btmawberry FPlants—New the
Farmers are Ovganizing.

TRETING SOILS BY THE OOLOR OF PLANTS,

M. Georges Ville, Frenah sclsntific agricul-
turlst, after aimost thirty years of amiduons
ressarches on the experimental farm as Vin.
ocennas, has made a remarkable and important
discovery of a relation existing betwean the
golor of plants and the richness ¢f sella in
fertllizing sgents, His conclusions, receatly
reportad to the Parls Academy of Sclenoss,
dessrve consideratisn by all farmere and hor-
tionlturists. He finds that the color of the
leaves of planw undergoes masked change
whensver the soll In lacking in phesphate,
potash, lime or nitregen. The color remains
:ig‘lln :lun l:r pl:um!.: to yellow whan the soll
a defialent osphate, potash or nitrogsa.
When none of the fertilizing elements are
wanting, the color Is a dark green. By hia
experiments, M, Ville farnlshes agricalturiata
with poaitive lndloations by which they can
determine with the greateat facllity wnat
kind of a fertilizar the soll needs mosat or In
what elements of fertility it abounds. His
experiments should be repeated by our De.
partment ot Agricanltare, and the results pab-
lished. The practical information which
might thus be supplied to Amerioan farmera
would enable many of them to *‘make two
blades of grass grow where one now grows.—
N. Y. Herald.

PROTECTING STRAWBERRY FPLANTS,

Tae other day I witnessed a novel way of
protectiog atrawhberry planta from the cold of
winter. The experimunt was being tried en
a field of thrilty, growlog plscts. In the
rows where the plants were grewing, Huan-
farisn grass had been sown and was just
overtopping the plants. Tols would grow
luxarisntly till It was about a foot in height,
or until the heavy froat of the late autamn
stopped it, when it would dle down and be-
come an excellont protection for the plants.
When spring comes, the dead, dry grase oan
be easlly raked off, and a rich coat of mapure
or fertilizer substituted. This would forwsrd
the plsats by making them atrong and vigor-
ous, and greatly incremslng thelr bearing
qualitles, I have seen strawberries mulched
with horse manure, and I have seen corn
planted between the rowa and left after the
cora had been picked to serve as a protection
for the plante, but I thiok this s a batter
way for mauny reasons. Thls fleld can b-
raked over about the first of September and
sown. Of coure the timd would vary in
differcnt localities, but time shou!d only be
given it to grow about a foot in height.

HOW THE FARMERS ARK ORGANIZING,

Mr. William A. Pefler, editor of the Xan-
sas Farmer, bas made a study of the exient
to whico the farmers are organizud into Al-
liagccs, Wheels, Grapges und other such
vodies. He bas brought together the stutis-
tica of the mamberehip of each of these or-
ganizations, and haz colleoted facts bearing
on their metheds and purposes, which show
that the agriculturiate are in a much more
complete state of organlzation than they hava
ever been before, for the prescnt arsociations
far outoumbor the membership of the old
Grange ; and thelr growth showas a grest
spontaaeity and a clearer purpone than was
chown by the Grange. Of the 4 500,000
farmera in the Unlited States, at least 1,000,-
000 are now organized ; and a movement in
on foot to conmolidate all exiating orgsniz-
stions and extend them, whersby the erganiz-
ers expect In a brief period to include in this
conmolidated association not leas than 4,000,
000 furmers.

Soms of thease assoclations have originated
in the Southwest, some in other parts of the
South, and some in the Wess. Iheir general
parpeee {8 to exprers the tmportance of the
agrioultnral inturost as to canae ather intereata
to pay rreater owed to the farmer. The com-
pllant of thera organizations i, ia substanoce,
thethe middlemen and money lenders havs,
in one way or anothor, great advantage over
the farmer, which advantsge nas boen used to
his impoverlshment. All theee organizstions
ars recret, and alihough ln a purely local
sense noce of them ia political, in a larger
msuso they all have o political signlficanae,
inasmuch as they all loock forward to sn op-
portanity for the farmers' wote to chabngs
legialatton whioch they conoelve to be partioul-
urly adverse to the agricultural interests.
0O.e of the most signitizant facts which ia
shown Indirectly by Mr, Pcffar's atudy is that
there 'is & up versal feeling among farmers
that our lodus:rial organizatlon somehow
does them groat Injustice. For the publica
tion of hia fall statement of thess fscte, Mr.
P.ffar selected The Forum, and his article
sppears {n the Devcember number,

OVER SALTING OF BUTTER.

If the bucter is thoroughly worked to re-
move sll the white flakes of caseine, it will
need muoch less salt. It is the impurities of
butter,and especially its exposure to air, that
cauge 1£8 qulck decay. The publio taste of
late yeara requires muck less palt In butter
than it used to do, and teo make little ealt
atfectual neceesitates all the greater caro from
the butter maker. Over-saliing s, therefore,
presumptive evilence that ealt has bevn
added te cover defeots arlsing frem igne-
rance, laziness and general want of cleanli-
nees,

UOWS FOR ALL PURPOSES.

SWEKT POTATOES AND CHICKENS,

It Ia detrimental to feed sweet potatoes to
laying hean, us they are rioch iz oarbonacsous
elements, and deficlent tn other respects. Oon-
sequently, If aweet potatoes are fed to hens
the hens beoome very int, and cease to lay.
For young chioks, or for stock intended to be
sent to markaot, there ia no food known that
will fatten them so qaickly. It s too ¢xpen-
givc to use aweet potatoes for poultry,
bat the very small ones, which are unsalable,
may be cooked for market pouitry with ad-
vuntage,

Mzr. Fonter then addrresed the jury on bebalf
of Jobn F. Beggs. He denounced the murder
of Oronin as the most atrocious and cold blood-
od ever perpetrated, but warned the jury not to

auy innocent man suffer for it. Mr. Foster
protested sgainsb the prosecution in this caze
and the apirit which eogendered it. He said
*No sooner was there an arrest made on account
this murder than war was declared by what has
been dermed the opposing campe in Chicago ;
war to the kuife and knite to the hilt. Io hae
been kept up incesrantly from that time 60 this
Not satisfied with the provisious of she statute,
with the ability of she State Attorney and all
bia assistants, they must engage three or four
