It would be greatiy to be regretted were political considera-
tions to cause any officer, no matter how well qualified, tu bc placed upon
joining the force in any of the higher positions to which suhaiterns fitted
for promotions nV.gt have reasonably expected to succeed. "Justice"
refers to this iatter ini our correspondence columins.

THE B3ritish service papers secim fully alive to the importance of the
TCanadian Pacific Rail'vay as a miilitary route, and lose no opportunity

to put in a word on its behaif. 'l'lie Unied Service Gazette, in a iead-
ing article in the last issue to hand says:-"Recently we drew attention
to a proposai miade to Govertiment for establishîng stcamn communication
between Canada and Hong Kong across the P>acific Ocean, in connec-
tion with the Canadian 1acific Raîlway. As a question of Implerial
importance, fromn a naval and miilitary as well as fromi a commercial
p)oint of view, this proposai shouid mieet with miaterial support froni the
authorities. On this subject we notice that a miemoriai bas been for-
warded tu the First Lord of the Treasury and the Chancellor of ýthe.
liExchequer by the Council of the Royal Colonial Institute. Premising
duat the construction of the railîvay across Canada bias cost the Domin-
ion £25,000,000, the miemoriaiists press upon Government the three
following points :-i. The Canadian Pacifie Railway Company have,
%vith the support of the Canadian Govcrnnxent, offered to supply fast
steam communication between Vancouver and Hong Kong-the service
to be performed by vessels to be buiit under the supervision of the
adnîiralty. 2. The Canadian P>acifie Railway Company are prepared to
cstablish this service across the Pacifie and to carry Her Majesty's mails
for an annual subsidy of £'6o,ooo, of which the Canadian Governmient
have, it is stated, offercd tu provide 4i5,ooo, Icaving thç suni of
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£45,000 only as the proportion that Her Majesty's Government are
asked to contribute. In addition, the company i.indertake to convey
mien and material by their steamers, when required, by*Her Majesty's
Government, at actual cost. 3. The value of the North l'acific station,
both for its coaling facilities and for refitting ships, is well knowvn and
recognized. Consequently anything that can be done to strengthen it
must be an advantage to the empire, and it is believed that the establish-
ment of the proposed line of steamers would have a most beneficial
result in this direction.

T HE article above quoted concludes vigorously as follows: "It is
unnecessary to say that in any other country in the world the above

very liberal offer would inîmediately be accepted. Government in thi
country, however, has been so carefully traîned to strain at gnats anai
swallow camels, that it higgles over an insignificant sum required to
promote a brandi of national and colonial industry, while it does not
hesitate to squander public money in ail directions. Were Parliament
asked for the above sum it wvould be cheerfully voted, for the matter is
of the utmost importance to the empire, whether regarded in its political
or defensive or in its purely commercial aspect."

I N connection with the talked of re-organization of the Britishi war
office, Truth says: "In France the war minister is supremne head of

the army. H-e is conîmander-in-chief as well as minister. There is no
one over him* Parliament is hîs only master. The chief of the French
general staff is under his orders; so are the commanders of army corps
districts. In case of war, the commander-in-chief in the field reports
direct to the war minister. Under this systemn the French chamiber can,
and does, exercise, throughi the responsible minister, a proper control
over both the comptabilité and commandement of the national armly."

THE subject of regular autuminal manSeuvres for the army has of late
.occupi)ed consîderabie attention in the United States. 'l'lie foilowv-

ing from an article in the 1hladelphia Le4,rer may prove interesting to
our readers: "'Vc want active service for the experience and valuabie
instruction to be derived, and in order that the dead wood that now en-
cumibers the army may be eut off. If congress îvouid do somiething,
even to retire fromn the arniy the biind, the lame and the hiait officers,
the eficiency of the iiiitary service would be increased and its espr-it de
eorps niaterialty advanced. Tlhe establishment -of- fa.It manceuvres, pro-
vided ail officers were required to exercise their proper conimand, wvould
miake plain the absolute necessity for a closer inspection of the regular
arniy and the wecding out of the inefficient. 0f course, the state militia
would bc assisted and imiproved by mingling for a period with the regu-
lar troops, but the latter would derive more benefit from sueh association
than the former. A maiorîty of the young officers of the army have
neyer seen a thousand men under arms at one ime, and few of them
have.ever had opportunity to comnmand a full comipany. The assemibly
of a large body of men would therefore be of great service to these young
oficers, and would enable them to apply their knowlcdge and training
acquired at Wçst P>oint,"
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Obituar.

Death last week robbed the Canadian force of a zealous and prom-
ising yourig cavalry officer in the person of Capt. H. Weller, the officer
commandiîîg "B" troop of the Prince of Wales Canadian Dragoons,&
wvhose headquarters are at Millbrook,-in the Township of Cavan, Ont.
Capt. Weller had a very brief illness, and his death was quite unex-
pected. The deceased, who was the only son of Mr. justice Weller of
Peterborough, held a first class A certificate from the Quebec cavalry
school. He ivas a very enthusiastic officer, iii addition to being thor-
oughly posted in the duties of his rank, and always brought to the
annual camps a full troop of, Cavan yeomen of which any cornmanding
officer might justly feel proud. The reginient will greatly feel his loss.
He was burîed with military honors on Saturday last at Peterboro, the
place of his birth. Lt.-Col. Henry Rogers comnianded the escort fur-
nished by the regirnent.

FLECTION OF OFFICERS.

A meeting of tbe council of the association was beld on Wednesday afternoon,
Lt. -Col. Gibson presiding. Thé chief business wasthe election of officers, regarding
.which the chairmani expressed the opinion that nominations for the presidency ought
neot to be confined to gentlemen officially connected with the association or to shooting
men. The election of an outsider would connect them to the public more than they
were at present, and inight secure for themn the sympathy of the public in a desirable
way. Three names had been suggested te him for the position of president, viz.:
Lt.-Col. Otter, Wm. Mulock, M.P., and Mr. Geo. Gooderham. Regarding the flrst-
named gentleman, the association* would be unanimous to have hini at its h ead, and
were the colonel ready te accept tbe position nothing could be more fitting or graceful
than te offer him the honor, in view of his long connection and invaluable services to
the association, of which hie had been secretary for twelve or thirteen years. Lt. -Col.
Otter, bowever, bad assured him that be did not feel bis way clear to accept of the
honor, wbich, in view of the important business that the counicil would be called upon
te consider during the year, tbey would much regret.

Lt. -Col. Otter was, notwithstanding bis protestations, unanimously elected, but
havîng declined to accept the position, Lt. -Col. Gibson was re-elected. He also
declined.to act and several other namnes baving been suggested, officers were flnally
elected as follows:-President, Win. Mulock, M.P., vice-presidents, ist Military Dis-
trict, Lt.-Col. Aylmcr; 2nd Military District, Lt. -Col. Jones, Dufferin Rifles; pld
M1ilitary District, Lieut. Macnachtan, Cobourg garrison artillery; 4th Military District,
Lt. -Col. Macpherson, Militia Staff. Treasurer, Lt. -Col. Alger, District Paymaster.
Auditors, Caîpt. I3ooiner, retired list; Seymour Porter, Esq., Toronto. Secretary,
Capt. W. G. Mîtton, Q.O.R.

TE RANGE QUESTION.

Lt.-CoI. Otter explaîned bis position on the range question. He said hie was one
of the inembers of the council who had opposed any negotiations with the city council
or the Industrial Exhibition Association. lic opposed their ovetures because he was
firmly confinced that if the exhibition association once got a foothold the grounds
wotild soon be lost entircly. His action in the matter was altogether due to bis wish
that no injury wvould be donc to tbe intercsts of the 0. R. A. Did hie think those in-
tercsts could be furthered or left unimpaired by some arrangement in the direction pro-
posed by either of the bodies he had refcrjied to, he would give in gracefully, but
meantiînc hee vas compelled by conviction to maintain so far as hie could the attitude
be baaiaready assume(].

The presîdent suggested that a committee. consisting of the president, Lt. -Cols.
Ottcr, Gibson, Macdonald (Guelph), and Capt. Bruce, should be appointed to receive
communications fromi the city or exhibition association to act in the matter generally,
and to report to a future mneeting of the counicil. The suggestion was agreed te.

The president intiniated that the board of en(luiry into the state of the ranges
wvouli mccut on September 8, and would makc recominendations as te the adoption of
rules proviiing (or the future tise of the ranges, if such werc found necessary; tîpon
which the meeting agreed that tbe ranges would be declared closcd from the close of
the 0. I. A. miatches at present going on until the report of the board of cnquiry
should have been submittcd.

Dominion Rifle Association Prize Meeting.

T HE annual prize competition of the Dominion Rifle Association
Ol)ened on Monday morning under very happy auspices, the weathcr

being fine, and the outlook in ail respects good. T1he conhletitors from
a distance had nearly ail arrived in Ottawa early enoueh to secure their
tickets and inake other arrangements on Saturday, and thus a great
aînount of confusion was avoided on the opening morning. Rideau hîlI
presented inuch the same appearance as usual, though there was a notice-
able increase in the nunîber of tents pitched, as not only is the atten-
dance this year larger than ever before, but a larger proportion have l)re-
ferrcd to go under canvas rather than live in hotels for the week.

THE COMPETITORS' MEETING.
There was a very large attendance at the annual meeting of the conîpetitors, held

in the drill hall on Tuesday evening. On motion Lieut. -Col. White, chairmah of the
executive committee of the council, took the chair. Lieut. -Col. Bacon, secretary of
the association, acted also as ser.retary for the meeting.

Capt. Walter Macdonald, R.L., opened the ball by a refèrence to the disfavor
into which the use of tbe Snider rifle at 6oe yardls bas fallen. As the arm of be volun-
teer force, the Snider he knew could flot lie abolisbed altogether, but the exectutive
might put il <'where it would do the least harm," (laugbter) that is, for tise at distances
not exceeding50yrs He moved a resolution 10 this effect, andi in supporting it

ointed oua tat as almost every conipétitor now cornes provided with both Snider aniMrtini rifles, the extra trouble involved wvere only the latter to be îîsed ai 60o yards
would not lie great. Capt. Ewing, R. L., secondcd the resolution.

Pte. Sutherland, G.G.F.G., spokze in ils support, calling to the remenîmbrance of
the meeting that hee bad made a similar suggestion last year.

The resolution being put was unanimously carried.
THF. SNIDER ANEMUNITION.

Major Delamere, Q.O.R., inquired if there werc any prospect of Snider ammuni-
tion of a better quality being supplicd.

The chairman called upon Major Perley, 1-. Q. S., a membecr or the recent cartridge
commission, as one who was likcly to he able to give information on the subject.

Major Perlcy explained that il was no longer possible to provide ammutnition of
English manufacture; as to the Canadian, hoe had as late as last weck lhad an oppor.
tunity of interviewiflg, at the factory at Quebcc, Major Prevost, the superintenilent.
He bad put a series of questions to Ibis gentleman, the answers 10 vich he prolfosed
to read to the meceting. These sbowcd that the povder used was that fromn Curtis &'
Harvey, the l)cst Englisb manufactîrers, whicb powder satisfactorily passed ail lire-
scribed tests. In connection witb the coniplaint which bhe bad heard inade that il vas
-t shame 10 have the cartridges filled by little boys or girls, Ma"jor Perley noted tbat the
filling was actually donc automatically l)y macbinery so that there wa no foundlation
for ibis objection. Then as to the bullets. To the question lie bail put concerning
the construction of the bullet in so far as this affectecd its centre or gravity, or balancing
in ils flight, the answer be got was not altogether satisfactory. If the centre of gravity
were too far forward, the effect woîîld he Ihat the bullet would dlip in ils fligbt, and b-
turncd frrom ils course or faîl short, as a grcat mnany wcrc known t10(do. The answcr
receivcd was simiply that "1experience ]las shown that they dIo nol dip îlîaring flight."
Then there wvas another complaint-an 01(d chslnut-thit the litillcîs wcrc not thec
right size, were so small that they slipped throughl the harrels. In bis examination at
the factory lie lad found, bowever, that the dlianieter of the bufflets was correc, ibis
l)eing .573 inches, while the diameter of th3e rifle was .577 inches. The amuxiunition
bcing tried hy firing froin a rifle in a fixcd rest aI 5oo yardls at the Covc Fielids ît
Quebcc, showed a satisfacîory figure of merit, witbin the 16 inches adopted in Englanîl
as the standlard. This mecant that the shots fired from Ibis fixc(l rifle ail caile within
a circle 32 inches in diameter, smaller than Ille inner on our target. There were no
misses shown. As to the poor shooting which was hcing inade througbotît the country
Major Perley lbougbt il was dite largely 10 a want of confidence. Sticb confidlence
rnight perhaps bc obtained by a resîoration oi sigbîing shots. Ilec suggcsîcd f bat a
trial migbit be miade, not pierhaps at the Dominion meeting, but at a]l evenîs aI flic
regirnental or county gathcrings. Il would bc worth while 10 givc this a1 trial. Thc
cairtricdgcs wcrc madIe ly machincry as lruly as mnachinery coulîl nmake lhemi, andl lie
would bo glad to sec somc attenîlt matIe 10 prodice bcttcr shooting rallier than to
bave .Uae ammu nit ion altogether conilemncd by reason of want of con fidcncc. Iliicon-
clusion Major P'erlcy said bie was forced to admit that lie cot:ld flot satisfactorily accotant
for the large number of drop sbots whicbh e lbad secen occur, wvith reliable mien firing
tbe rifles.

Sergt. Goudie, Stb R. R.,, aving exp)re.-sel the opinion that the Canadian Sniîler
ammunition was sbot when it was too, frcsb, liing used in the %ame mionth nalmost of
ils manufacture, a bni and fruitless discussion îook pilace as 10 relative nierits of new
and old ammianilion.

Lieut. Dimock, 781b, said he hb>een informed whcn at the butts tbis day that
there were Ibis ycar an unusually large number of cartnidges whicb wcnî through tbe
targets siîleways, in plac of point forcmost, andtIhek markers alloweil Ihese as g4Xod
shoîs, not considcrin tbein ichochets unless earth thrown int the but showeîl clearly
that the bulîcîs baif struck the grouind hcfore the larget, hcforc reaching il, lle
bhotighl this was cviîlcncc tbat tbc bulletq diplied in their fligbît.

Capt. Wesîon, 66th, considered tbat the Canadlian ammibion liaîl on the wholc
been satisractory, ant ibe was gladt < know that the govcrrnment was anxious to locale
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the deieccs which it was manifest did cxist. He thought Major Perley had touched the
keynote when he had mentioned that the laie Prof. Bain of the Royal Military Coliege,
had considerd the trouble to be in the buliet. 1lie was opposcd te the suggestion that
sighting shots should bc tried as a rernedy, for a time might corne when this ammuni-
tion would be required to do execution front the first shot-when there would be no
time for sighting shots.

Major Anderson, 43rdl, thought that there was more than a want of confidence ai
the bottom of the poor Snider shuoting. No want of confidence would, he said, put a
bullet six fect below the target at 500 yards.

Capt. Hartt, St. John rifles, wbiie complimenting Major Perley on bis interesting
explanation on the ammuniion question, tbought this explanation was anything but
saiisfactory, as it failcd te point out where lies the defect, which apparentiy exists in
tbe amnmunition. He moved, seoonded by Capt. Adam, ihat in the opinion of the
competitors, il is desirous to introduce the Martini rifle ai distances over 500 yards, as
the Snider ammunilion furnished is not satisfactory.

Lieut. -Col. Beer, 74th, moved in amendment, ihat in the opinion of tbe competi.
tors the Snider armn shouid be abolished from the meetings of the D. R.A. (Appiause.)
He thought the Canadian force seonid be placed upon an equatiiy witb that of other
colonies, and with the militia of England, and ibis wvas the proper trne for the sbooîîng
men of the country te express iheir opinonrconcerning this weapon. He thoughi il
was the desire of the government te do the best it could for the force, and ihat if such
a request as that suggested were passed it wouid be complied with.

Major Perlcy said we had gone through al ibhis beore, and the answer had been
that the Snider was the arn of the force, and as such had te be used, oîherwise the
governrnenî grant of $lo,ooo could not be obtained. Wiîhout ibis grant il would
reaily mnake vcry litile différence wbether the Snider or Martini rifle were use<I.

Major Tilton, G.G. F.G., suggestcd ihat a strong delegation from the association
should be appointed te .wait upofl ihe Minister of Militia te urge upon hiîn the desira-
bility of making the D. R. A. gathering ai Ottawa a Martini meeting.

Lieut. -Coi. Gibson, î3th, thought that as ibis was one of very few occasions when
representatives of the force froin ail parts of Canada carne together, it was fitting tbat
an expression of opinion shouid be madie as te the arin with wbich tbat force was
equipped. Hc thougbt this was an opportune occasion also to suggesîto the cotincil
of tbe Dominion rifle association that another year the spirit of the resolution passed
ai last meeting of the conipetitors, rcspecting the use of the Martini, sbould be more
fülly carried oui. Fie did nlot think the spirit or that resolution was that tbe competi-
tors wanted te fire with the Martini standing ai 2o0 yards. Thcy would rallher enjoy
using tbe old Snider ai that distance, but they wouid like to see ibe Martini uscd i
6oo yards.

Afier some further discussion Cadt. Hartt's motion and tbe arnendment by Col.
lieer were withdrawn, and the folowing was substiîuted:

"Moved by Lieut. -Col. Bcer, seconded by Lieut. .Col. Gibson, ihat in the opin-
ion of ibis meeting of riflernen, rcpresentative of ail parts of the Dominion, the lime
bas arrivcd when tbe active iiitia sboul e armed wîtb the Martini.Hienry rifle; and
that a conîrilîelie appointed to wail upon the îninislcr of Militia te urge uipon 1dmii
the adoption of the vicws of this meeting."

This resoluition was carricd unanimouisiy, ani the following comnitîce, compris.
ing one represenlative fr0111 cacb province, was then chosen, witb powecr to add to iheir
mnmber: Onitario, Lieul.-CoI. Gibson; Qttehec, Capi. Simis; Nova Scotia, Capi.
Weston; New Brunswick, Licut.-Col. 13eer; 1tince Edward Island, Lieuit. Longworth;
Manitobia, Capi. Balfour; British Columbia, Gtinner Sargisson.

Capi. Abhoîi, P.V. R., comllaincd iliat the ihe system of opening the extra series
targets concurrently witb the commencement of firing in tbe reguiar matches worked
disadvantageously for tio.se who hid ho shoot in tbe firsi pairs each mornîng, as thiese
couhld net possiliy gel sighiting shoîs idi the extra series, wvhile a few of the more iucky
ones di<i, andi had:ihis opplorttunity of making higber scores in the matches. lile stug.
gested tbat cubher ail lie given ani opporiuniiy 10 lire or else that the extra series be flot
opcned ai ail.

Capt. Bafour complained thai the extra series targcts wereciosed unneccssarily
long preparalory to the skirnishing matches.

Lieut. Russell advocntcd the adloption of a lime systenm for tbe extra serics, so Ihat
a cornletitor would iiol have to spend hours beside a target waiting bis turn to shoot.

Lieut. -Col. Gibson pointed oui ihat tbe acconiodation in the way of targets of the
first-class was aitogether insuifficient.

Capi. Wcston urged ibat in view of tbe prohabhility that the governmenti nay flot
nîuch longer mnainiain Rideau range wihout purcbasing the location, the counicil should
in the inîcrests of the association sec whether or not the range Mwas large enougli te
continue to mcci the constînnly incrensing requirements of the assuciobion, hefore ils
purcbase bc urgcd upon the governinent.

In conneccdon with the complaint about ioss of tinc to the great hulk of the comi-
petitors whiic the military matches werc in progress, Major Delamere suggesbed tbai
uniimited team cntries front any corps lie aliowcd, so ibat a grealer nîtrner of the
cornietilors migbt engage in Ibese matches.

The hotir ieing iatc, Ibis impurtit subjeci vas nul discusscd, andIltl e etidg
adjourned .il leven o'clock.

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Regimental Intelligence.

St. John, N.B.-The Teléeapit has the following accounit of the annual inspec-
tion of the New Brunswick brigade cf artillery, wbich teck place on Barrack square
on the afternoen cf Monday, the 22nd inst. The inspecter, Col. Maunseli, D.A.G.,
anti Major Tucker, Major Hartt and cîher officers cf the 62nd were amengst those
prcscnt. The five batteries of artillery assembled in the drill shed, where they fell into
coluin l)y the left, battery I)y battery, andi were put through firing exercises by Cols.
Irwin and Armstrong. The men then miarched te the field and severai brigade move-
ments having been performed the rolls were called battery by battery, each nman coin-
ing te the front as called anti ordering arns. Col. Irwin having inspected each hattery
in conîpany drill, the brigade marched te the drill shed where lie examined each netn-
comnaissioned efficer in gunncry, artillcr and ammunition. The batteries were next
put through gtîn drill in detachrnents. No. i ccmpany furnished three detatbments;
NOS. 2 and 3 two detachments each; NO. 4 four detachments, and No. 5 twc. A
great improvement in gun drill vas noticed in the latter. Col. Irwin asked each man
his duties in gun drill andi stores, andi hari good reason te be satisfied.

The batteries ail formed in review order when they were addressed by Col. Arm-
strong. lie said that Col. Irwin had concltîded net to address them, but wvas wel
pleased wih their drill and appearance. The many lit tie things that have te he Iooked
after te enable a soldier te present a good appearance had been atténded te b)y the
nmen. Col. Irwin thought that the drill, with the exception cf Nos. i and 4 batteries
was hardly as good as that of Iast year. Col. Armstrcng was sorry that there was net
a larger turn eut, although the district or(lers of the year restricted this a little. He
hoped te see larger turnouts at church parades, reviews, etc., and ini future wouid ask
the men te account for their absence. They had had an excellent sermon preached to
theni on Sunday, hie said, one that sheuid make every mnan proud te think that he was
a soldier, and of their particular corps, and miake them feel that the country depended
upon theni. While the comipanies ivere formed in marching erder Col. Irwin present-
ed Gunner Edwards, of Portland batter7, with a gold Iecket, given by Mr. Harrison
for the mnan who attendcd drill most regular.

In the evening the officers of the brigade, with Lieut. -Ccl. Irwin, inspecter of
artillery; Lieut. -Col. Maunsell, D.A.G.; Gen. Warner, Warden Peters, Rev. Dr.
Macrae, anti a numl)ber of other iavitcd guests, making in ail a ccmipany of 6o gentle-
men, sat down at the regimentai dinner, at the Hotel Dufferin. Lieut. -Coi. Arm-
strcng had on bis right the deputy-adjtitant general, and at his left the inspecter of
artillery, the vice chairs being filled by Paymaster Smîith and Capt. Harrison. The
table, on wbich wvas spread a splendid repast, was varieusly crnaniented, en the centre
being displayed the eup beqtteathedl by the late WVarden Botsford, of Westmereland.
Lieut. -Col. Armistrong callcd attention te this splendid trcphy which had been design-
cd l>y Capt. Botsford, of H alifax, son cf the denor. The cup) is in the fomni cf a sheli
supported on a pedestal of miiniature cannon, the cover beîng surmounted by a pyramid
cf cannon balîs. Two bottl.-s of champagne accompanied the cup, froni which the
health of Capt. Botsford ivas very enthusiasticaily toasted.

During the speaking, Lieut. -Col. Armstrong and the officers of the brigade re-
ceived nmany hearty compliments frcm the officers of the ether corps and other guests
present, in regard to the efficiency and soldierly appearance cf the brigade, anti the
self-sacriflcing efforts that have brought it te its prescrnt position.

The national debt of Europe, wbich was incurrcd by war nearly
altogether, aggregate $24,1 11057,65o. Nearly $1,,oo,ooo annuaily is paid eut
for intcrest. There are at prescrnt acttially untder amnis 4,123,675 mea, and the number
trainc(l for war antd subjecîte cail is 16,697,484- Besides these there arc 291,253 men
in the navies, compnising 3o4 ironclads andtimonitors and 1,972 friga tes.
