The Cmier ConstanLe would beg leave respectfully to present the following Statistical Statement of Crime in the City of Toronto, for the year 1850,—showing the numbe
of Offenders apprehended by the City Police during that period ; for what particular Offence they had been brought up; whether male or female; what punishment had been awarded to each ; to
what country they severally belonged ; and also, how many different times each offender had been before the Magistrates during the same period ; together with a table showing the increase and decrease
of Crime. And further, exhibiting the probable value of the Property which came into possession of the Chief Constable, together with the probable value of what has been delivered to the respective
owners during the same time, and also the probable value of what still remains in his possession :—

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In addition to the foregoing, the Chief Constable would beg leave respectfully to state, that there have been thirty-siz Coroner's Inquests held within the city limits during the past year, exhibiting a decrease of eight, as compared with the return

for the previous year, and a still furiher decrease of seventeen, when compared with the return for the year 1843,
