calls" in that city. In the London affair, the
young man, who is wmell-coniocted, recently
found iinself considerably " short lu his cash
and, finding no clue te its whereabouts, has
arranged to iake it good to the baik.

. The action of air. Owen Murphy, assignee,
against the Stadacona Bank, leratofore noticed
in these columns, lias been decided by Chief
Justice 'Meredith of the Superior Ceurt, sitting
at Quebec, in favor of the plaintiff It will be
rememcbered tlat hie Bank, finding itself in
possession of warolhouse receipts of more than
douibtfuîl regularity, succeeded in extracting
fron Deiers & Dion, to whon advances lad
been made tireon, the sin of S2,625 as well
as sene 350 barrels of flour. The assignee of
hel fraudulent bailcrupts, Deniers & Dion, on

TIIE COUNTIRY MERCHANT AND
lis CUiSI'OMlElRS.

Tie lime bas again comle round wlsen
the score run up ly the fariner and his
family wit the country merchant during
the previous inonths of' i870 should be

wipled out. ''ie harvest, yield lias been
bountiful indeed, and the purchasing
pover of the country increased in various
other ways the numlîber of cattle, shep,
horses, poultry, &c., the quantity of grain,
butter, cheese, eggs, potatoes, &c., con.
verted into cash have been somithing
enormious. Every farmîerhbas benefited by
tie increased wîealthl of the country, and
the first use lie should make of his gains
is ta pay those who lent bin tea, coflee,
sugar, clothing, boots and shoes and other
goods for hliiself and fanily whben lie nd
not the wherew'ithal to pay for them.

It is flot alono in ail cases the score of
187l tbat still blots tie pages of the pa-
tient merchant's ledger,tbere are accounts
running away into the years of bad har-
vests, debts that in soie cases aire drag-
ging some too.easy-going country mer-
chant to that hnniliating refuge, insol-
vency. And yet the stolid farmer is not,
oftei' troubled vith an overpovering

sense of gratitude for such long lime
favors. Whn lie pays the account lie does
so grumiblingly, and even aft ei a close ex-
anination of the items w'ith perhaps the
assistance of a friend or a son more learned
itan liminself, is convinced that lie has
been " taken in "l soielsow. Ile talks
about short weiglht and overcharges, and
iakes uîp lis mind thsat lie is an injured

man. 'lie country imierchants of Cansada
bave passed througl a tr 3yinlg ordeal duriig
the years of depression ; many of thiemu,
wvearied ont, have sunk bîy the way i others
have lsobbled along withl the assistance of
the inisolvent laws ; soine of theum soiely
troubled tleir solvent neighbors wiiose
custoiners readily deserted thein to buy
goods across the vay, bouglit perhaps at25
to 50 cents in the dollar. In this way it wYas
the fariner who benefited most by the
settlemient., gettiig his goods ofte ait less
than cost. Thus indirectly the Insolvent
Laiw has benefited farmers more tban any
other class of the population, if iwe except
perhaps the lawyers and sonme of the
oflicial assignees.

But there is soie ovidence at last that
limes are imp1îroving i confidence is being
restored ; bankrupt stocks have been
pretty well exhausted i large quantities of
goodis ave been sold during the season
just ended at fair prices, but it will be
ivell if the papier non' lying cliscounted in
the baniks ivhich represents by far the
greaier part of' theim can be met at matu-
rity-inore promptiy than has been too
iuich tlie cistomn of late seasolns. It be-
hooves ail, lowever, to imake îevery elfort
ait establishing a better credit systen in
hie country, and this the more especially
in viewî of the reimote althougi not un.
possible contingency of being comipelled
to accot a depreciated paper currency

in payment of accoints. The soonier w'e
cuitail credits bothi as regard aiount
and tine, the moc thorough shall be the
recovery, and the better shall ve bc pre-
paired to meet the possible evils threaten-
ed by the fatiers of the rag-baby."

THE BANQUET 'l'O 111 JOIIN A. MAC-
DO NA LD.

I t seens to be adimittedi on ail liands tisaI
the grcat political leîmonstration in lonor
of the leader of the Dominion Govern-
ment, wich took piîco aIt Ottawa on: the
27 tuli tt., was emiiiently siccessful. Tliere
is somie dispute as ta the numbers actu-
ally present, but there is none as to the

presence of influential gentlemen froi
the various provinces of the Dominion.
The toasts were numerous, and iLt was
about four am. on the Friday morningbe-
fore the party broke up. IL would be

wholly impossible for us, wiithin the limits
aI our disposai, even ta notice ail the
topics discussed by the various speakers,
and we shall, therefore, confine ourselves
to one os' two subjects, in whicli our read'
ers iill naturally take the greatest inter-
est. It wias of couse anticipated that the
fiscal policy of the Government would be
proiniently noticed in the speeches of
the l'reiiiierand of the Minister ofFinansce,
especially in that of the latter. The refer-
ences to the protective taril' by both
Min isters seemî to have been received with
great applause by the audience, althoughs
those presest w'ere chiefly fron a district
where the chief industry is the manufac-
ture of lumîber, iwhich is not likely to be
musch benefited by higi duties on imports.

Sir Jolin A. Macdonald, wien lie dis-
eusses commercial questions, is often
wiat we mîay venture to tern, enigmatical,
and it is periaps prudent that lie should
be so. It could not have been reasonably
expected that le wrould enter into de-
tails ; and, in general terns, lie disclaimied
liaving professed to introduce a perfect
tariff, and proiised that if there w'ere
lefects they w'ould bc renedied. lie,
however, explained that the amendments
w'ould nlot be in the vay of cliiinislied
protection to the nanufacturers. le fur-
ther disclaisied emspliatically liaving pro-
mised any concession to the demands of
Englishs free traders. lIavingapplied the
termi Il enigniatical "l to Sir John's utter-
ances on the coiiercial question, we shall
cite froii tihe Gazstte's report the passage
whliici strikes is as obscure

Now', the policy of the G overnmuent witi
respect to future alterations in the tariff
may be described in one sentence As
betwieen Enîglishs and Amierican isanufite-
turers, w'e prefer the English, but as be-
tveen the English and Canadian mîîantufie-
turer, iwe prefer the Canadian. We kiowr
iwe Cau gain the twîo objects of giving full
protection to ail our infant industries
against the industries of any other coin-
try, including Englaind, at the sane tine
giving a preference to England in our
umaicets i so, if wve have to go out of Can-
ad to nmlke purchases, we will go to Eng-
land ratier than elsewliere.

h'lie above utterañce is said to have
been received withi "enthiusiastic aip-
puse,'" and at the conclusion "pro-
longed applause " greeted the orator.
This is quite consistent ivith the senti-
ment of attachment to the Mother
Country which is generally entertained,
but when i we are told that I ifwe lave to
go out of Canada to iake purchases iwe
irîll go ta England ratlser than elsewhere,''
iwe naturally wisih ta know whether tise
Governnent contemîîplates any legislation
calculated to bring about the result îîhicl
Sir John Macdonald professes to desire.
DifIerential duties in favor of Great Bri-
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tain and against foreign countiries have
been froma time to timlie ssggested, sone-
times ivith and sometiies without coin li-
tions, but such suggestions have not beei
received wvith. favor by the Pr'tectionist
party, and most assuredly if the Cansadian
mfanufacturers are nable to compete
with the United States, still less ill they
be able te do so with Great Britain. Sir
John is assured that I iwe cean gain tie
two objects," the first of which is I full
pr'otection to all our infant industries,"
aid the second " a preference to Engilani
in our markets." This lest is the point
regardiing ivhich there isa dificlity.

We have carefully examinsed Sir Leo-
nard 'l'illey's speech, with a view of ascer-
taining wiether lie lias throwni aniy addi-
tional light on the subject. Sir Leonard
Tilley avoved tihat i tie Govce'nment's
" policy was, as the Premier lied tersely
"put it, to give the preference betw-een
l English and Amierican manufactures to
" the Eniglish, and between English and
" Canadian to the latter." As evidence
that the policy lias been successful Sir
Leonard Tilley referred to three different
industries. The imports of cottons fromî
Great Britain hald increased 8 per cent.
during the flrst three months of the pre-
sent fiscal year over the corresponding
pei.iod is 187S, wyhile they hlad dec'eased
43 per cent. fron the United States. Iln
manufactures of iron and steel there lid
been an increase of 43 per cent. froi
Great Britaii and a decrease of 43 per
cent. fromn the United States. We may
here remark that in the Globe's report
the increase is put at 40 aid the decrease
at 33 per cent. li leather goods the in-
crease from GreatBritains was 20 per cent.
and the decrease fromn the United States
23 per cent., os' 43, according to the
Globe.

INow, ihatever s may be the cause
of this apparent change in teia course
of trade, it must be obvious, after a
moment's reflection, that it cannof be
faiilv attributed to the tariff. It is of
course well know'n that the United States
lias of late years exported to Canada cer-
tain descriptions of manufactures former-
]y obtained fron Great Britain, but there
is nothing in the tariff'to place the British
manufacturer in a better position thai lie
lias alvays been. We do not pretend to
be able to account for the decrease of imîs-
ports fron the United States, but it is
clear that there must be causes irrespect.
ive of the tariff. One obvious cause is the
increased demand for Anerican nanufac-
tures in the ons market. accompanied
by increased duties in Canada on the
descriptions ofgoods chiefly manufactured
in the United States, iwhich, unless the

tariff i a comiplete failure, imust have sti-
niulated Canadian manufactures ; indeed
Sir Leonard Tilley himself lias declared in
his specches that all the Canadian indus-
tries wvere in a flourishing condition. If
the ministerial utterances be merely in-
tended to convey the infformation that
Canadian manifactures enter nuch more
into competition with those of the United.
States than iwiith those of Great Britain,
ve do not imagine that there will be much
difference of opinion on tihe point, but this
wvould iot justify the teri I preflerence,"1
ivhici is not at presen t enjoyed by Great
Britain, and in our opinion not at all like.
ly to be conceded. IL iay notbe irrele-
vant to observe that tie importation of
steel rails nay accoint for tie increasa
under the head of steel ianifactusres. We
notice that during the filrt tihree msîonstis
of the fiscal year the reduction of iiports
froi Great Britain wa.s 10 per cent., and
fron the United States .50 per cent. It is,
hovever, quite impossible to judge of tihe
effect of the teinu' by the iripoits of the
present year.

M"EcsRT w-ssii FRoa N )r CoU5NTRIEs.

)nl tie question of Il Recipirocity witi
Foreign Coinîtiies," wve thiink that the ut-
terances of the speakers are likewise
ratier enigimatical. W/e cin readily coi-
preiend reciprocal trade legzisiation be-
tveen tw'o counitries situated lice tise
United States and Canada, the object
being either free admission os admssission
at low duties of iatural products osr maa
nufactures common to both. elie problen
to be solved is how reciprocal trade wiith
Brazil is to be establisied, and it wras sta-
ted Iy Sir John Macdonald that lie had
received advice quite iecentiy that Brazil
" lid passed a law for reciprocal trade
with all counftries and that it was passed
ivith a viei to Caniaca." Now' Brazil and
Canada do nlot export tise saine commo-
dities, and we fail to coiprehiend how' any
mseasure of r'eciprocity is to be carried out.
If msay fairly be assunmed that if Brazil
gives Canada any preference hi lier niar-
kets by ieans of'discriiniîsating duties ons
fis, lumber, breadstufls, silted provi-
sions, &c., she wvill expect, as an equi-
valent, differential duties in Canada in lier
favor' on sugar, coflee, &c. No there are
nuiberless objections to any such reci-
procity.

Our sugarI dntics, as iwe have recently
had occasion to observe in noticing the
proposed beet sugar manuifacture, are a
very important branch of our revenue, and
if vould scarcely be safe to tamper viths
thein. Tien Brazil is a comopetitor, not
only ivith the British West Indian Colo-
nies, but likewise witih those of France and
Spain, and differential duties in her favor

___1
would hardlybe deemed consistent witi
I nperial policy. When ise West findîian
mission, wvith nuci the same object, was
undertaken several years ago, the Imper-
ial Goverînent positively refused to
sanction differential duties. Tle toasl of
" Reciprocal Trade vithi Foreign Nations"
wvas responded to by Sir Alexander Galt,
wlho has already been charged with tie
duty of conducting commercial negotia-
tions with France and Spain. These ne-
gotiations have been, up to this moment,
involved in mystery. li responding to
the toast, Sir Alexander Galt drew atten-
tion to tie fact that France imposes heavy
differcitial duties against Calnadian ship-
ping, but thore las never been the lest
explanation oflered ias to the policy, of'
pernitting France ta bully Canada iii a
way that,, il attempted by the United
States, would roise the indignation of the
whole people. We lad occasion somne
msontis ago to point out the humiliating
position occupied by Canada in regard to
France, andi we aire bound t state tiait
there is not a more objectionlable provi-
sion in the whole tariff than that which
authorizes the reduction of a strictly re-
venue duty on wine, a commnodity on
w'hich the largest possible revenue should
be exacted on condition that France does
Canada a simple act of justice. At pre-
sent France imposes a diiferential dîuty
against Canadian ships, vlile Canada ad-
mits Firenci wines, and otier goods on
the same ternis as the most favored ia-
tions. The only dignified course for Can-
ada to take is to announce to France in
unimistakable terms that, unless Canada is
placed witvfiont delay on the footing of
the most favored nation, Canada vill iimi-
pose a differential duty on all French
imports, to an amount equivalent to the
Frenci differential duty against Canada.
We ]ave had ground of compljîlainit
against the United States on nany occa-
sions, but, to do justice to our neighbors,
they have neyer discriminated against us,
while France lias, with unparalleled iniso-
lence, treated ns as if ve .iere deserving
only of contemnpt. We have no patience,
we confess, with this miserable trulckling
of our government to France which Sir
Alexander Galt lias been the agent in
carrying out. We bave no favors to ask
or expect from France. We have a right
to claii and to insist on justice. Let
France impose wyhatever duties on siips
she miiay deem proper, but let Canadian
ships be admitted on the same ternis as
those of all otier countries. If this
reasonable demand be refused, then let
us legislate against France avowedly in
retaliation, and we have little doubt that
France will have the worst of it. We do
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not believe in any reciprocal trade with
countries producing different commodi-
ties from our own,other than the recipro.
cal admission of the exports of each
contry on the ternis of the iost, favored
nations. At present ve treat France
precisely as we do our own mother
country, w'hile she treats us as if we %vere
a bitter enemy, and the policy of the
government and of Sir Alexander Galit, as
ire understand it, is to offer as a condition
of obtaining mere justice the sacrifice of
revenue on an article which is a pecu-
liarly fit .object of a revenue duty. We
confess that we look with a good deal of
distrust an the negotiations for reciprocal
trade, but w'e are at the sane tima bouiid
ta admit that te wlole subject is sa
enveloped in mystery that it has not been
without considerable iesitation that ve
have ventured ta criticize what iwe believe
ta be the policy of the gavernnent.

NATIONAL CURRENCY.

fr. G3eo. P. Brooks has contr'ibuted
another letter an the national currency
question, and lias udertaken ta discuss
the third condition, on vhiclh, in his
opinion, an issue af inconvertible paper
would lie safe. IL is obviously by far the
mnost important of his conditions, being
thtat wlich declares tlat Il there nust not
bel more than a sufliciency issued." WiVe
confess that iwe were curious ta learn the
made by wlhich a cleck wvas ta be placied
on the issue of inconvertible paper moniey
in Canada, the experience of the patst
ltaving taught us that the inevitable con-
sequence of inconvertibility is inflation
and depreciation of the currency. Mr.
Brooks professes to disapptrove of itflation,
and assures us that, if inflation bas ever
existed in any country, it existe in Canada
just noiv. And yet while making this
bold assertion ie elsewhiere assures his
reacers that the currency is whtolly in-
suflicient for tie requirements ai' the
people, and insists a the necessity of a
very large addition ta its volunme. Mr.
Brooks bases his opinion that the currency
is inflated on the fact that the batiks
ihose notes fori the principal part of thte
cutrency could not redeem their wriole
circulation if presented at one Lime for
paytmeit. The two pr'opositiois are w'iolly
inconsistent with each other. lir. Brooks
cannot be unaware that a considerable
attoiunt of currency is indispensably
necessary for carrying on the ordinary
excbianges of the people, and that iL would
be impossible for such a demand ta be
made as that wlicli he suggests.

No efforts are spared by Mr. Brooks
and his associates ta create alarm in the
minds of the public as ta the converti-

bility of Canadian bank notes, but ve can
draw no other inference fromt tieir retnarks
tian tit they are whtolly utinable ta appre-
ciate the working of the currency. They
never refer ta the large amant t of con-
vertible assets lteld by the baiks, whicli
are realizable day after day, and iwhticht
would be available ta neet the deiands
which Mr. Brooks pretends could otnly be
met by Lte cash actually in iantl. As a
matter of fact the batik issues remain a
comparatively short time in circulat.ion
but Lte aggrgate antount doas not tttate-
rially change, because new issues tre Made
as fast as te old oies ate redeieied.

Tie history of Catiadian banking is fat'
itndeed fron establislting Mr. Brooks'
position Ltat Ltere lias bee any ten-
dency ta inflation. On.te cotrary, even
in the comiparatively few cases in whicli
banks have hiad to go iito liquidation,
the lusses of noteltolders have been in-
significant. Tlie question, however, is
neot wlietier the banks sltould be per-
iitted ta supply the paper currency in
Lte future, as they have done in the past,
but wlether Lte pmper cutrreecy should
be convertible or inconvertible. We took
exception to Mr. Brooks' charge of inilation
against the batiks, ihile, as iwe pointed
out, ie elsewltere maintains that there is
an insufficiency of currtency, and that iL
ougtet ta be increased. The ansver tiat
Mr. Brooks gives ta tiis question of " Iton'
itucli currency do you propose ta issue? "
is, " time willtell," sa that, wlile lie himt-
self adtmits that " inflation is only anothier
w'ord for depreciation," and maikes it a
positive condition that " there tiust neot
be more tliat a suirîciency istsed," ie i s
conipelled to acknwedge Ltat ite lias tin
rule wiatever for Itis guidance, and that
"hien ithe proper tine arrives the
question ai' hoin eucli cutrrency w'e slall
issue will be properly settled."

Mr. Brooks really advances sucl extra-
ordinit'y propositiont thaLt it is diflictilt ta
treat his remat'ks seriously. Ie thinks it
"stranIge " that people should have ta go
ito insolvettcy because they canot col-
lect what is owaing to themi at the very
titme whlten noney is seeking investtment.
IL would be still more strange if atiy otne
ltaving mtsontey which lie ratnted. to itnvest
ivould accept the secturity eitier o? a per-
soi ott the verge of insolvency ai of thtose
debtors wlo were the cause of his diflicul-
ties. If Mr. Brooks were ta inake enqui-
ries lie would not find atny ane of the class
of insolvents ta whott ie refers who owed
his failure ta a difliculty of collecitng
overdue debts. Nothing cari b ae more
incorrect Ltan Mir. Brooks' reference ta
France as affording a precedent for incon-
vertible paper. France has been able ta

surnount lier fitancial dilliculties chiefly
by the confidence wvhich the masses of hter
people have phiced in the national securi-
Lies. The people of France iad accumu-
lated capital at thi' commatnd wlich en-
abled titen ta absorb the loatns required
by Lteir Governneit, but Mr. Brooks
cainot believe ltlt the people of Canada
are in a position Lo imitate such an exai.
ple. If any suchi idea prevails Lthere je a
siiple way ai' ascetining whether it is
wrell-foutied. 'lie Minister of Finance
htas otily ta iake te attempt ta float his
next loatn in Canada, and ie will soot
discover w'hetlter the people have the
mens of' Lakintg il up.

We intirnated in a former article Lhat
the avowal tiat-o more foreign loans are
contemipaLted by the Leeaguers, while pub-
lic works, ittvolving an enormous expendi-
ture, ara in contemplation, is a suflicient.
proof that Lte intention is to inflate the
currency ta an extent that is simply ap-
palling, and that would end in national
and individual bankruptcy.

A Toronto correspondent, whase letter
appeared in our last issue, seeis ta appre-
ltend that Lthe " Financial Reform League "
is gaining groutiu, and that it wiill in tinte
receive moral support and couitenance
fromt an influential portion of oui' people,
especially the farners. Ife suggests
coutnter organization and public discus-
sion. We cannot aflirn that our infori-
ation leads us ta entertain similar appre-
tensions, but ve are by no means dis-
posed ta underrate the effect of plausible
articles holding ont ta people suffering
from unusual depression the expectation
that it is possible by legislation to make
tiontey plenty and ta give a value ta a
piece ofengiraved paper nearly,if not quite,
approaclhing ta a coimtodity of lnovtn
intrinsic value.

We place a good deal of reliance, more-
over, on the kIanotledge possessed by our
responsible miniisters that any tampering
w'ith this inconvertible currency scheme
tvould inevitably lead ta the utter des-
titction of Canadian credit abroad. With
such engagements as have been under-
takcen by the Dominion, and whicl are not
likrely ta be cotploted for niany years,
the minllister w'lho wiould fail ta detiounce
any proposition such as that advocated by
the Currency League twould, we tare pur-
sunded, be visited witlh the condemînation
bath of the Parlianent and the people.

memtbers of the compauy in this city.
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SAYING "NO " IN FIRE INSIUIANCE.

Wiat numbers of persons thec are whiio
can trace their downfall te the inability to
say " no " at the proper timse ? And se wivth
fire insurance, whsether in the Doiniuon or
elsewhere, those companies are the most
successful wlose managers know low te
decline business vihen rates are inade-
quate. Success does not consist in a large
income but in net profits ; and, lookiing at
the returns for the last teu years in Can-
ada, fewu companies cau lay claim te havinilg
steered a riglt course. Eagerness for busi-
ness lias caused many oflices to accept
risks in places wlsich their managers as
underwriters could not approve, and at
rates which would, sooner cio later, result
disastrously ; while, in other cases, coin-
panies have been known te subumit being
dictated to by their oin agents ci' those
of other corporat.ions as te the price at
which they mtust sell their contracts,
arguing in extenuation that they cainot
afford te lose their business I Reductions
brought about in this manner menan eiher
that the rates before were too high or
that, because one oflice writes risks below
cost price, others must do the satme, with
what result needi not be said, for the re-
turns of the insurance departments are
clear enougi on the subject.

-Ttat this is net exaggerating the ttter
demoralization in fire insurance will be
readily admitted by those conversant
w'ith the subject. In some cities the'strug-
gle for business is se shsarp tiat the con-
panies can only be likened te Kilkenny
cats, for, assuredly, if the fight continues
long enough, there vill be notlhing left for
some of theem but a tale.

An agent now-a-days, instead of being
instructed te inforn applicants for insur-
aince that it is out of the question for his
company te accept risks below a remun-
erative rate, has his orders both ta rctain
and obtain his business at any rate at
wihich it will be written by fii'st-class
offices, and, consequently, lie and the in-
sured, or perbaps another agent, fix the
rate among themselves, and the comîpanies
endorse tIse bill. "To the victor belong
the spoils," and equally we may exclain
" Ve Victis," but this is not undernriting
but gambling, aud, though there is nmuch
truth in the saying, that "Union is
strengths," still the fault really lies with
the individual companies who have not
sufficient moral strength te say I Nole
when tempted, for the sake of a prernium,
Io write below what they oughît to do.
IIow many companies wish that they had
possessed that strength with regard te St.
Johi and other towns and villages in
Canada? and yet they.pursue the same
course with the recklessnmess f tie gambler

fi

rather thain the pi'udence of the under.
wi"ster, in the vain hope of retrieving
thseir losses. If a company's experience
teach it tliat risks cannot be profitable
unless carried at certain rates ils it not
absolute felly for such company te act in
direct opposition te that experience ? And
yet this, it imay be said, is whmat is being
clone every tlay, all for want of that little
word whose virtues we have been endea-
voring te illustrate.

It lias been noticed that in any attempts
matie at combinations for the mainte-
nance.of such rates as shall give security
to the insured as well as to the insurers-
and without the cime you cannot have the
other--the strong companies, instead of
standing firm, shoulder to shoulder, break
away and followr the lead of seme wealcer
office. We cannot do better thman con-
clude in the words used at the recent
meeting in Chicago of the Underw'riters
Association of the North-west: A vise
underiwriter would rather avoid illegiti-
mate coipetition thain ruin a rivali be'
cause, if successful, lie wiill have drifted
into practices whicli, sooier or Inter, vill
vork his own ruin.

NATIVE SUGAR.

Nowr tiat the Quebec Goveriment lias
declaied its purpose te encourage the
nianufacture of beet-root stgar in this
Province, it mnay not be out of place to
refer briefly te sore experiments recently
macle in tie Noitii-westei'n States, having
for their aim the manufacture of crystal-
lized sugar fron the sorghtum plant. This
plant closely resembles the corn-stalk,
but is much more slender, and does not
attain au equal height even in favorable
soils. Many farnmers of the Middle and
Western States have long been accustonmed
to raise it in quantities sufficient to pro-
vide thsemuselves with the populai' and
palatable adjunict te the buckwheat cake,
and occasionally continued the boiling-
doinv process till a hardened mass of glu-
cose sugar was prodtced. It is only of late
that attempts to couvert the syrup into
crystallized sugar have met with ansy de-
gree of success. The experiments recent-
]y male at.Crystal Lake, Minnesota, were,
it is claimred, succeeding admirably wlien
the centrifugal machine burst, killing cime
sman and vounding anmother, but enotgh
had been accornplished te prove that it
ils possible te produce an excellent article
cf sugar from the sorghum cane. A quart
of seed it is said will plant an acre the
saine cultivation given te corn suflices,
but the sorghusn ripens eailier; an acre
will yield twenty-eight tons of the casse,
capable of producing 300 gallons of syrup,
G5 pe' cint .of Nvhichis sugar. The opera-

tions at Crystal Lake ivere carried on at
someoldvinegar works, and the mnaclinery
was not very perfect. Of course if it be
possible to produce beet-root or sorghuim
sugar in Canada at a profit, it will eventu-
ally largely supersede the imported
article; but, as a large proportion of tie
revenue is derived from the sugar duties,
we need scarcely mention that it would
necessitate the imposition of an excise
duty as in the case of whiskeys, beer, &c.
The agricultural classes, however, would
beuelit in the enlaried homne niarket for
the products of the soil, and the mnoney
that the refiners pay the Cuban planters
would go tow'ards enriching our armiers,
and tend towards making themu more
prompt in their dealings witl ticir to
severely tried friend, the retail ierchant.

TH E ECONO31Y OF AM1USEMIENTS.

The Enia Abbott Opera Coimipaiiy.fiasco in
tihis city a few veeks ago will prove a saluiary
warning to car citizens not to take for granted
all thit is clained for vell-pulled and well-
lieralded amusement concerns froin over the
border. Bandmanni, a good tragediin, but
poorly assisted, wlio next calme aumong us
played te very thin louses. Ibis rendition in
the mnidst of the umediocre players who atccom-
panied him recailled a quotation in ene of the
most beaustiful Acis of Slakespeare's "Merchan t
of Venice," an Act entirely oiitted by the
Bandniann Co:

" So shines a gooid eed in a naughy world."
We imay mention tliat indmanin lost stage

clothing and appoiitients by the burinusg of
the Grand Opera Ilouse in Toronto last week,
amounting te $25,000. Further elf,'rts bave,
ieiantime, been made by home talent of whicli
at least it may be said that, wilitever iioney
it cost the people reimains amonog tlieimselves,-
is not taken to N'ew York to be expeuded il
dress goods, groceries, &c.

The concert given at the Meclianics' Hall lasts
Tuesday, by F. Jeliin-Prime, assistedI by one or
two abl professionals and some well-trainet
gentlemen amateurs of the city, was a step in
the riglit direction. Mr. Pruime is a resident Of
the city, and, althoighs lie lias made several
highly successful tours in Europe and Americas,
and given many concerts in Mintreal, hie lhas
hitiierto scarcely received froin Our citiiens that
recognition and support to wlichi his talents
fairly entitle liims. The full louse wlicli grected
him and bis worthy assistant at the piansoforte,
Mr. Lavallee, last Tuesday, shousld encourage
hi te favor us .with frequent repeitions. Mis
complete mastery of that king of instruments,
the violin, is marred by only ene drawback .
hie allows liiiself te .be occasionally led aside
from legitinate violini-playing into efforts at
finger gymnastics ln inixed bowing and pizzicato
passages which, althouglh aduirably performed,
are regretted as nuch by the real levers Of good
musie as they are enjoyed by another class who
wouild applud just is loudly if this moderi
Apollo hadl played Yankee Doodile with his toes
or turned a somerset upon the stage.
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TilE TORONTO CUSTOM H1OUSE DEFAL-

CATION.

This allaiir is still involved in soile mystery
as to the methods employed by the dishonest
officials and the uses to which the embezzled
funds were put, siice both the delinquents,
collector J. E. Smith and cashier Mackay, by
advice of counsel refuse to make disclosures.
The bald facts are admitted, however, of a
deficit of $20,000 in the funds, caused by mis-
appropriations on their part extending over a

period of at least five years, and originating
wvith Mackay. Smith lias paid back some
*S,000 of the $20,000, and is understood te be
înaking every effort to square up lis acceunt,
but what proportion of the total deficit is
rightfully due from him is not known. Mackay
clains to bave misused but $3,200; while Smith
is reported te claim that their defaults were
conducted on the basis of share and share
alike. The Deputy Minister of ( uistoms is in
charge of the Toronto oflice, and the defaulters
are suspended pending the action of the
Government. Smith and Mackay have enjoyed
the confidence and esteem of a wide circle of
friends and . acquaintances, and there is a
marked disposition on the partof nearly all
who comminent upon the disclosure of their
cuîlpability to judge them with all possible
leniency. It is an unwelcome task to ofler one
word that would sera to circumscibe the demain
of charity, but wlen trusted oilicials appropiiate
to unknown uses the funds in their charge, and
follow up detection withl a refusal to state par-
ticulars, screening theiselves beinud the advice
of counsel (the usual precaution of shrewd
evil-doers), evidences of contrition are entirely
wanting; and if the offences charged bu not
denied but admitted, it is difficult te sec vhere
thers is any room for the exorcise of charity.
From the Deputy Minister it lias been learned
thlat, under the systein lu use at the Toronto
OUstom House, payments are made consistantly
after the closing of the cash account for the day,
and it was from amounts su hield over that part
of the misappropriatiou was efflectedi, the pay-
ments of a succeeding day permitting (le
covering up of a past deficit. Payments are
also made by merchants fromt time te time on
estimated duties, the invoice net being at
band, and these payments, pending a final
accounting, have constituted a further fund
from which the misappropriations were made.
Figures as arranged and tabulated by customi
liOuse oflicials are at best rather puzzling, and
possibly the present devolopments are but thse
true and fitting sequel te the series of Curions
Disclosuires," publisied by us last winter, and
well remuembered by readors of the Jouitamsr.

PaSiDE'NT's MEssAGE.-The message of the
President of the United States is, as usual, a
lengthy document. The subjects in whiclh Ca-
nadians will take the greatest in terest are the
references to the state of the finances, the
witlidrawal of the greensback currency, the
discontinuance of fie coinage of silver, civil
service reforni andi the fisliery question.

- " Tiere is nothin like séttling down," said
a retire1 merchant consdentially te bis neighbor.
" Wien 1 gave ùp business I settled down, and
found I hald quite a comfortable fortune. If I
had settled up, I shouildn't have hads a cent."

- Of late years the ingenuity of financial
adventurers bas developed a new field for the
employment of cununing devices whereby the
creduilous public may bo plundered. In almost
all the newspapers of the land, thit do net pre-
tend te exercise strict censorship over their
advertising colunis, may bo found the adver-
tisements of so-called bankers and, brokers
oll'ering to furnish the public witi " puts and
calls " or te operate for them in l blind pools,"
or te buy and seli stocks subject te order upon
infinitesimal margins. Now, no one of these
proposais necessarily involves a frauduilent pur-
pose or a disionest practice, but no one of them
is ever made by au established bouse in good
standing on any stock excliange. "Puts," it
may be explained, are written contracts giving
the liolder the right te sell certain specified
Bliares within a given time at a stated price, and
" calls " are of like tenor with the righît te boy
instead of sell. "Blind pools" are thle joint
operations of an indefinite number of persons
ivho put up margins and employ some one to
speculate for themo et will, only calling upon
hlm at long intervals, according te agreement,
for a statement of what lie has been doing with
their money. The principle and workings of
stock operations on small margins are, we
judge, very generally understood and call for
no explanation. The fact that the mothods te
which we refer are net resorted te by reputable
bouses ouglt te condemn the lit once, but, if
not, wo should think the isimple yet exact
definition of " blind pools " that we offer would
doter even the most gullible froin ventures of
the kind. As te I puis and calls " and opera-
tiens on insuflicient margin, the objections are
tiat it is next te impossible te avail of the
fluctuations on any stock exclange save by be-
ing close at band; that, by reuson ef constant
variations in prices, snall margins are ever in
danger of being wiped out, and, as before stated,
that no banker or broker, by position, repute
and recognired responsibility worthy te b
entrusted with otiers fonds can be induced to
enter into operations of the kind.

- The proposed establishment of a railroad
rente frein the Far West te the seaboard via
Sault Ste Marie is attracting interested discns-
sien, and meets with much faror. The subject,
it will remembered by our readers, was fintro-
duced by the Minneapolis Board of Trade, the
direct object being to render that city and the
adjoining city of St. Paul and the cosmtry there-
abouts independent of Chicago by furnishing a
rival line of communication with a seaport;
and the wealth of trade te ho supplied by those
cities was eld out as the principal iimediite
inducement te the enterprise, iucidental to
which was placed the trafic te be drawn from
Manitoba. Already, however, another route is
talked of, having for its object the linking of
Winnipeg and Montreal by rail, withot touch.
ing at St. Paul. The new proposition is te con-
struet a railroad via Duluth and Sault Ste Ma le,
and it is urged in favor of this sclieme tiat 100
miles would lie saved as compared with the
St Paul route; that fewer engineering diflicil-
lies would be presented; that the country te he
traversed would give the promise of earlier ad
botter support to a railroad, and that sncb a
road could be sooner finishedi a distance of G6
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miles, froin Marquette to L'Anse, being alrëady
completed, with 2' miles more under construez
tion. Tiese two proposals are styled rival
projects, but the terni woild seen inisapplied.
One lihs fer its first object communication
with St Paul, the other with Winnipeg, both
present great advantages over the present
route via Chicago, and botu require tise cons-
traction of a branch line from sone point on
the Canada Pacifie near Lake Nipissing te
Sault Ste Marie. With the certain rapid devel-
opmnent of the western country it semns more
than probable thfiat te two routes will be ulti-
mately required, but for the present perhaps the
St Paul route will maeet with the stronger favor
aumongst capitalises, since ils western terminus
will he city of considerable proportions ready
te furnishs an enormous traffic at once.

- It seeins thlat the grain of salt witli
which we last week receivei Vanderbilt's
reported denial of the ruiner hit lue was
negotiating for tie sale of a large block of
New York Central stock, was weli applied i
for il now appears that the ruiner was not only
wiell founded, but tiat it wras in aîll essential
particulars correct. A gigantic barter lias
taken place, by which tie supreme control in
tie management of the New York Central
Railroad is no longer vested in a single indivi-
iuial. Vanderbilt lias sold 150,000 shares of
lis stock te a syndicale represented by Drexel,
Msiorgani & Co., of New York, for tise gross smun
of $18,000,000, payable in cash in instaiuents
extending to February next. The composition
of the syndicate is net fully known, but the
noterious Jay Gould is understood te b tlie
chief party lin interest, and Russell Sage, a
railroad financier perbalps as widely known, is
aise a Party to tie purchase. The Wabaslh
Railway, as represented by ils principal
directors and largest sharelolders, lias been
tlie real instigator and promuoter of this extra-
ordinaery sale, the purpose of' which is te bring
about a close combination between the Central
and Wabash roads. This end is now accen-
plished, and in ltie near future may be seen the
realization of niuy a railroad nagnate's
drean, te wit the establishment of a united fine
of railroads, wsvith interests entirely in common,
from ocoan te ocean. Jay Gould and Vander-
bilt are to all appearances ut one, sud, vith
thseir immediale adherents, are now in control
of tIse grandest railroad ionopoly known in
tie his tory of commerce.

- The Grand Trunk made payment on
W'ednesday in Detroit of$250,000 cash in fulfill-
ment of tise terms of purcluase of the Western
Division of the Chicago and Lake Iluron Road.

- A colored msil-hand who contracted a
delit some years ago withs a western umerc'a it
being in toivn tie otier day, callei on his old
creditor.

This noveinit is pelaIllips the mîîost
significaift of [lie coinierciil incidents or the
weelc, but it lias bezin constantly foreshadowed
nl the repeatel advaices and great strength

cabled fron abroad, an d wili take nio onie by
surprise. The question of tle inspection of
seules in manfiiailcturei•s' hias which has
eigrossed the attention f tle trade to a grant
extent will be founi adverted to elsewiere.
'Tie improved toine in Eie whieat market, and
the gain in price sinice last week, con stitute a
lcaliliy faniire ii commercial affairs, and
coming at this tine should inspire holders
witb fresi confidence. Wool is very stronsg,
and lias been inrticularly active at the
west. Tie late advanices ara aiready begin-
nîing to bu feit in nuaituired goods,
and the prospect is that price lislts will be
imarked up for [lie iext season's trade. he

confident toile of the butter market is giving
way te a feeling of listi'ust that apparently
needs but little to develop into genuine anxiety.
Cheese is stubboru fnid accounted strong.
Stocks are liglht, but so also is tie demiaid.
Hlides are in active request ut the prices last
reported. In finances, ioney rmains et 5 to 6
per cent. on call, 6 to 7 lier cen,. on fime, and
7 to 8 per cent. discoîunt rates for good. con-
mercial paper, accordinig to name. Sterling
exchange is firmer at 8j premiii for 60-day
bills between baiks andl 8½ for the ordinary
demand: On the stock exciange a weil sus-
tained and extraordinary rise luas taklen p'ace
in Montreal Telegrapli, witl a good deal of
speculative activity aîid large transactions.
The extremue advance attained luîring lbe week
was 9 per cent., from 91 last Thursday to lot on
Tuesday, but fron thie higliest point that lias
seen been a fair reaction. The movement is
attributed to an effort on the part of certain
large holders to obta a voice in tle manage-
nient et the ensuing election for Directors,
and incidentally ta a concerted demonstration
against the short interest. Some confirmation
of these theories is fotnd ia the growing scar-

city of the stock, which is not yet, however,
suîficiently marked to cause any special incon-
venience. The gencral list lias shown much
strengthi and of a very reliable kind. Transe-
tiens have bean moderate hl volume, and ait
advancing figures, with frquent little ripples of
reactiol,. suggestive of a market feeling its way
and msîîakiig sure of its foothold before attemipt-
ing further progress.
