Seetion 1.—Ordinary members must be resident in the Province of

Ontario, and shall be (a) regularly qualified and rcgisterorl niodieal

practitioners of the* Province; or (b') those engaged in teaching nr re-

search work in medicine or the allied sciences in the Province of On-

tario, or (e) medical oflficera of the permanent naval and military, civil

or public health ser^-ices, while aligned to duty in the I'rovinee of

Ontario.

No one resident in the Province of Ontario shall hereafter be elig-

ible for membership in the Canadian Medical Association, except by

becoming an ardinary member of the Ontario Medical Association ; nor

may he hereafter retain his membership in the Canadian Medical Asso-

ciation, except by continuing in good sta»iding as iin ordinary member

of the Ontario Jlcdical Association, which shall include the payment of

his annual fee, unless he has been elected to membership in the Cana-

dian Medical Association prior to the year 1895. (See ArMcle 1, Mem-

bership, Sec. 2, By-laws.

ONTARIO MEDICAL ASSOOIATION BY-LAWS.

Article I,

Membership.

(a) How Obtained.—Any member in good standing of any affiliated
society may make appliealion on an approved form eontaining a pledge
to observe the constitution, by-laws and eode of cthies of the Assoeia-
tion, to the Honorary Secretary for raend>er.*ip in the Ontario Medical
Association.

(b) Qualified practitioners in unorganized districts may make ap.
plication to the Honorary .Secretary, for membership, in the Ontario
-Medical Association on a similar approv,-d form, endorsed bv members
in their own district, and when thi.s is impos,>iiblc it is the duty of the
roramittee on Credentials to make .sure of the applicant's eligibility for
membership.

(c) When an applicant for membership in the Ontario Medical
Association has not been accepted as a member of his local society, he
shall have the right of appeal to the Provincial Association. Such ap-
peal must be passed on by the Committee on Credentials, and sustained
by a three-fourths vote of the Committee on General Purposes before
being submitted to the Association.

Notice of each annual or special meeting of th* Association shall

be given to each member thereof, at least two weeks prior to the meeting,

by sending a letter to such member at his or her last known address on

the card index of the Association, and in notices for special meetings

the purpose of such meeting should be given.

I'residrnl.

Sec. A.—The President slmll pro.>iiilc over all iiieetings, and enforce
a due observance of (lie constitution and by-laws, preserve order and
deeonim, see that all "oramittees perform their respective duties, and
call for reports, call special meetings of the Committee on General Pur-
poses on urgent occasions, sign all documents re(|uiring his signature,
give the casting vote only, announce the result of votes, introduce all
members other than ordinary to the meeting, be ex officio a member of
all committees inclusive of the Nominating Committee, appoint repre-
sentatives of the Association to any meeting of any medical soeietv or
association when in his opinion the interests of the Association may be
enhanced by so doing, and shall at each annual meeting deliver an ad-
dress setting forth the eonditior. of tlic profession in the Province, with
such suggestions as he may deem proper to make. This address mav
mclnde a dissertation on some subject kindred to the objects of the
Association. He shall perform such other duties as by usage appertain
to his office. It shall be his duty after installation to appoint such special
committees as have not otherwise been constituted by the general .ses-

sion. He shall be a Vice-President of the Canadian lledical Associa-
tion vide by-laws. Article b, Sec. 1, Can. Jled, Ass'n., Sub-section. Kexccu-

Vice-Presidents.

Sec. n.—The Vice-Presidents shall assist the President in the. per-
formance of bis duties, and in his absence or at his request preside over
the meeting. They sliill preside in the order of seniority of election.

The First Vicc-Prcsidont shall be ex officio the chairman of the Com-
mittee on General Purposes and a member of the Executive.

Honorary Secretary.

Sec. C—The Honorary Secretary shall keep by card index system
a register of (a) all members of the Ontario M.dical Association, (b)
of members of its affiliated societies, and (c) of all qualified and regis-
tered practitioners in good standing in the Province, and he shall be
answerable to the Committee on General Purposes for obtaining this
information and for the correctness of his lists; he shall give notice of

8
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the meetings of tlic Association at a time determined by the Executive
to all those whose names are on this register; attend with the necessary
records and documents of tlie Association at all goneral and business
meetings and keep a record of tlie proceedings of each ; take charge of
all manuscripts, printed books and otiicr property of the Association,
except money or securities for money ; superintend the printing of the
transactions ami their distribution to every member of tlie Association
when directed by the Kxecutive; provide a list of members for the
Committee on Nominations and place his card imlex register at the dis-

posal of the Committee on Credentials: proviile a suitably interleaved
book for the recording of all changes in the constitution or by-laws and
keep the same posted to date; receive reports from all committees and
file theni witli the other transactions; notify the members of their aii-

pointments either as officers or on committees and inform them of their
duties; conduct correspondence between tliis Association and any other
body or individual according to the constitution and bydaws and as
officially instructed; attend, either in person or represented by an As-
sistant Secretary, meetings of all committees when requested, with
records, etc., and transact such otlier business as may arise in his de-
partment and make in writing a report of the year's work at the annua!
meeting of the .Association.

He shall be Local Secretary of the Canadian Jtcdical Association in
accordance with tlie constitution, vide Article 4, Sec. 1, C. JI. A. by-laws,
sub-section. Executive Council.

Assistant f<rcretaries.

Sec. D.—Tlie Assistant Secretaries shall assist the Honorary Secre-
tary in the performance of his dntics.

Houorarij Trcdsnrer.

See. E.—The Honorary Treasurer shall collect and receive all
moneys due the Association and be accountable for the safe-keeping of
all funds derived from whatever source belonging to the Association.
During the month of January of each year lie shall render to every
member of the Association an account for his animal dues, and if not
paid, after thirty days draw upon the member through a chartered bank
for payment of the same; pay all bills or moneys directed by vote of
the Association or the E.xccutive, and give a statement of all moneys in
his car- at any time, when requested by the presiding officer. He shall
make all payments of any kind whatsoever by cheque. He shall submit
his accounts and vouchers to the official auilitor appointed by the Asso-
ciation fifteen days prior to the annual meeting and shall at the general



business session give a detailed finanoial statement in writing of the
alTairs of the Association; this statement having previously been sub-
mitted to the Committee on General Purposes. He shall hand over
when called upon by the Association all moneys, papers, books, etc.,

whatsoever in his possession belonging to the Association to his suc-
cessor in ofBce or anyone appointed by the Association to receive them.
He shall furnish a bond satisfactory to the Executive, which shall be
"aid for out o? the funds of the Association.

Article IV.

Committees.

Sec. 1.—The Committee on General Purposes.
It shall be the duty of the Committee on General Purposes;
(ii) To meet the day prior to the annual meeting of the Association

and at such other times as may he deemed necessary by the President
and E.xeeutive, or upon a request in writing signed by twenty-flve mem-
bers of the Association.

(b) To receive and discuss the reports of all committees, except
that of the Nominating Committee, and forward them to the general
meeting with such comments and recommendations as may be deemed
necessary.

(c) To suggest, consider, discuss or prepare all new business for
presentation to the annual meeting.

(d) To hear petitions, appeals, recommendations, complaints or
consider any business originating in or relating to affiliated societies

and being for the general welfare of the public, profession or the Asso-
ciatioo.

(e) To consider and determine the limits of jurisdiction of any
local or territorial society or association, and to report on all disputes
regarding the same.

(f) To report upon all matters affecting the relationship between
the Ontario Medical .\ssociation and the Canadian Medical Association
and instruct the representatives of the Ontario Medical Association upon
the Executive of the Canadian Medical Association.

Sec. 2.—The Executive Committee.

The Executive Committee shall consist of the President and Hon-
orary Secretary, who shall act respectively as chairman and secretary ot
the Executive, the Treasurer, the First Vice-President, and three mem-
bers who shall be chosen yearly by the Association from such members
as have identified themselves actively with the work of the Association,

two of whom must reside outside the limits of the capital of the Pro-
vince. Three members of this committee shall constitute a quorum.
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All the business of the Association not ollotted to other committees
shall be undertaken by the Executive, and particularly the notification

of all affiliated societies, by letter or through the medical press, of all

matters of general interest to the Association ; and generally it shall act

in the interests of the Association.

The Executive shall appoint a chairman and secretary for each of
the sections ct the Association, to prepare the scientific programme for

their section at the annual meeting.

The Executive shall meet upon the call of the President.

Jleetings of the Executive may be held on twenty-four hours' notice

being given by mail, telegraph or telephone.

The Executive shall have power to engage clerical assistance for
the Honorary Secretary and Honorary Treasurer.

Sec. 3.—Committee on NoTiiinations

—

The Association shall at its first general session elect a Nominating
Committee, which shall consist of the President, ex officio, and one mem-
ber for each fifteen members of the .\ssociation registered at the time
of voting. At least one-half of these shall be chosen from members re-

siding outside the place of meeting.

Nominations for tliis committee shall be called for by the President
and posted in two columns, viz., those resident, and those non-resiih'nt

in the place of meeting. The vote shall be taken by means of a similar

two-columned ballot paper, and the President shall name three members
to serve as scrutineers, who shall present a report at the same meeting.

Suggestions of names for President, Vice-Presidents. Honorary
Secretary, Assistant Secretaries, Honorary Treasurer, elective members
of the Executive and Auditor may be made in writing to the rnmmittee
on Nominafions, which shall meet and select by open vote candidates
for the offices of the Assoeiation.

In the event of the Assoeiation not being satisfied with any name
presented, the report of the Nominating Committee may be referred
back with instructions to make another nomination.

The committee shall also recommend the place for holding the next
annual meeting.

The committee shall report to the Association at its next general
business session.

The Advisory Committee shall consist of all Past-Presidents of the
Ontario Medical Association who arc members of the Ontario .Uedieal

Association. Duties may be assigned to this committee from time to

time by the Executive.

The annual fee of the Association shall he two dollars.

Article XT.

These by-laws may be repealed, amended, or added to. at any gen-

eral meeting of the Association, subjeet, however, to the provision that

all proposals for amendments or additions to the by-laws must be given

in writing to the Honorary Secretary at least one montli before the

annual meeting. Any such proposal must be laid by that oflfieer before

the Committee on General Purposes and sanctioned liy a two-thirds vote

of that body present and voting, before it is submitted to the vVssocia-

tion.
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
