His woud cries for help atitracted the
attentton of two wother skaters, Willlam
Leask of 43 Claremont-sireet, and Albert
Martin, who lives at the Old Fownt. Both
men hastily went to the resgue, but, ow-
fng to the broken ice, it was impossible
fo get within reaching distance of the
stiuggling lad. By this time Hayward had

one down twice, and he was almost ex-
ﬁausted.

¥Formed a Human Rope.

With great presence of mind one of the
rescuers Jay down on the dangerous ice
while his companion held his hand.

Hayward was escorted to ithe city and
taken to a near-by house, where his clothes
were dried, and then he went home. Last
night Hayward was suffering from two
frosi-bittep hands and from exposure to
the cold.

a vote of 168 to 125.

Among the important @mendm#uts Mlopt-
ed before the vote was taken to-day was
one to exclude the appointment of civilians
to positions in the engineer corps; w2 to
abolish cantéens and the sale of liquors ‘n
camps, and one to strike out the provision
for additional pay for cominanders ving
in the West Indies, the I’hilippines and
Alaska.

The amendment of Mr, Cummings of New
-York to prohibit the use of troops in the
several States to suppress riots, ete., ex-
cept upon the application of the' States,
was defeated by u large majority.

The bill, as passed, provides, in addfition
to the general officers. and staff depart-
ments, for 12 regiments of cavalry of 12
troops each, 144 coast batleries, 24 field
batteries, 30 regiment$ of infantry of 12
companies vach, a corps of engineers and
one regiment of engineer:, an ordnance
department and a signal corps, the latter
with 625 enlisted men. It also gives the
President diseretion to recruit the organ-
izations serving In Cuba, Porto Rico and
the islands of the Pacific in whole or in
part from the lohabitants thereof,

The above map shows the latest pro-
posal for a fast Atlantic passenger and
mafl express between the citles of North
America and Ireland, which contains the
nearest port on the other side of the At-
lantic. In a word, this ew route, which
is via Newfoundland, makes the dis-
tance, say between the city of Toronto
and the west, coast of Ireland, not more
than 3000 miles, and a time measure of
not much more than 100 hours, or four
days; a mileage and {ime-saving away
ahead of anything that has yet been
proposed. By a reference to the map&lt
will be geen that this short route only
requires the'construcifon of two small
portions of railway, namely, a 40-mile
extension of the Intercolonial, from Syd-
ney to Cape North, the extreme point
of the Island of Cape Bretom, and the
consiructign of a 50-mile extension 'm

connection with the Reid Railroad sys-
tém in Newfoundland, viz., from Grand
Lake to the southwest arm of White
Bay, which Gs a first-class, all-the-year-
round harbor, on the eastern shore of
Newfoundland, suitable for large-sized
ocean steamers, |

The above statements are based on an
investigation made by Mr, Reid, who
owns the Newfoundland Railway.

The former extension, from Sydney to
Cape North, is not absolutely necessary,
as there exists at she present time &
ferry between Point aux Basques, New-
foundland, and Sydney. The building of
the railway would shorten the journey
across the water by three or four hours,

Two Atlantic steamers of the most im-
proved bulld could each make a return
trip within seven days, and this would
more than egsure a steady weekly ser-
vice. Three stgamers could jointly more
than make two trips each way a week.
These sieamers meed not be large, but
they muy’ be strong and of great boiler
and engine capacity, and ought to be
speciglly built for high-class express
travel. Small greyhounds are wanteq.
Another term for this travel is “life and -
death travel” between the two contin.
en'ts, and includes the patronage of busi-
ness men, Government- officfals and
those who object to long sea voyageé¥y
These stegmers could run at 25 miles an

hour, and they eould cross the ocean in-
side of 60 hours. The mails and express
packages would also be compelled to
scek this fast rouse; in fact, whatever
route will carry letters in the shortest
possible time from Chicago, Toronto,
Montreal, New York and the other Ame-
rican cities #0 England, that route will
be the one that will succeed. As a mat-
ter of fact, it is fast mail service, ex-
press. business and quick passengig tra-
vel ‘which will pay top rates, if it can
only save time.

This rouie is two days better than via
‘New York, and that city and Phila-
delphia, Chicago and the other American
cities will have to patronize it. Time Is
everything to this class of business, -

‘As to the rallway poriion of the jour-
ney. the Intercolonial is now built to
Sydney, and, in comnection with the
Canadian Pacific, has a good service,
which can easily be turned into a much
faster one. There is no reason why
trains rugning once or twice a week can-
not be run over the Intercolomial, the
Canadian Pacific, the Grand Trunk and
the American railways at a rate of 50
miles an hour, connecting with th's At-
" lantlc express. o

The great thing for the Canadian Gov-
ernment to do is to see ‘that they com-
trol and establish the fast Atlantic Ser-
vice from the nearest Atlantic port, and

to insist on the railways running fast
expresg trains to catch the steamers, and
having a class of boats bullt that wi'l
make 25 miles an hour on the océan.

This scheme will cost less than any
other proposal, The only thing against
it is that it will have the opposition of
all existing ocean ports, steamship lines
and rallways, each of which has its
own uql.gulgf interests to serve; but,
outside of this dpvosition, the facts are
all in favor of the line’above described,
and wgll worthy of the consideration of
those who would like to see Canada con-
trol ithe Atlantic ferry.,

The policy which the Government
should adopt in regard to fhe fast At-
lantic gervice i to tle itself up as
little as posgible. It is noi easy to pre-
dict what the future may bring: forth.
We have the possibilities of the New- °
foundland route on the one hand, and
we have the promise of a new stgam-
ship, the Parson turbine, that will trave!
40 miles an hour. In order that Oan-
ada may take advantage of future im-
provements, she should avold all ‘en-
tangling deals whereby she will be tied .
down #o a given route ard a given
gpeed. Whatever deal we make should
‘be-as elastic as possible, and ehould al-
low us to take advantage of future con-
ditlons, which will all be in favor of
Canada and its unique route.

A TREATY NOW POSSIBLE,

There és no mistaking the fact. The
Americans are anxious to secure certain
concosgions from Canada. "I'hey are dis-
pesed to make a deal with us. The
Americans want our pulp wood. They
are already camped in our fovests de-
nuding the land with -alarming rapidity.
I'hey both need our spruce at the present
moment and they realize full well that it

is to Canada they mugt look for thear

supply in the future. In addition to

Canadian spruce, the Americans must
have Qanadian nickel, and an important
section of the republic has ret up a
cry that cam be heard all over the
Union, demanding access to the Cana-
dian forests for pine logs. The badger
has at last come out of his hole, | The
amimal is hungry. He wants something
tn eat, and he can mo longer conceal the
ferocity of his appetité for a few dainty
Caradian morsels,

At last it looks as if we may be
able to make a treaty with our neigh-
bors. But let 8ir Wilfrid take care that
they do not outwit him. Now is the
moment when the Canadian <omms-
sicners require to keep cool and retain
full control of themselves. L'h2 badger
muy be hungry, but we are under no
obligation to feed him. Nir - Wilfrid
Luurier has all along misunderstood the
Americans, We would have had them
years ago where they dre to-day if we
had only put the screws on as we were
justly entitled to do. Five years ago we
should have placed export duties on
nickel, pulp wood, saw logs. lInstead of
our now being regarded as suppliants;
thé boot would then have been on the
other leg. It is only by reason of thé
continued shouting of the * Opposition
press that the Americans have at last
begun {o realize that Canadians are iw
earhest in their threats to impose these
export duties. Sir Wilfrid would have
been in a much better position before
the commissioners if the duties were
in force than he is with mothing but
concealed threats to back him up. , With

the duties in force he would have faced |

the Americans with a gun in his hand.
As it dis all he can do is to threaten that
he will go out and buy a gun.

As far as pulp wood, nickel and saw
logs are concerned, Canada can well
afford to hold herself reserved. ' It is the
American who has to walk the floor. "In
nickel we are supreme. We have a

mopopoly of that article, and it is we.

who should prescribe the conditions un-
der which it shall be sold to the Ameri-
cans, and not they. Sir'Wilfrid jaurier
must not underestimate the importance
of the nickel industry of the future.
Nickel is a high-grade metal. As soon
as it is produced on a large scale, as it
may be produced in Canada, it will rank
with copper, orf even aghead of it. It is
‘n more useful metal. If the industry
is. placed on a proper basis, we fuly
believe that it will, within a reasonably
short time, support a population of ome
million people in this country. If the
ring that controls ithe Sudbury mines
were broken up and -the industiry en-
couraged by the Government we would
soon see the price of nickel drop to
somewhere in the neighborhood of the
price of copper. Such a drop in price
would extend the use of nickel to a
hundred different purposes. Canada’s
policy in regard to nickel is to prohibit
its export except in the pure state. We
ghould not make any deal whatever in
nickel with the Americans. Wpe should
retain a free hand to nursa and develop
our monopoly as future conditions may
suggest. We should not entangle our-
gclves with restrictions (hat cannot do
us much good, and which may do us
scrious harm.

In regard to saw logs we should mot
dream of making any deal except on the
brsis of free lumber for free logs., The
lumber industry is regarded as the most
fmportant of all the interests that are
being discussed by the Commission,
This may be true, as far us the 1m-
mediate present is concerned. But the
lumber industry is an old ome. 1t has
nearly reached its limit. While it would
greatly benefit Canada ito have free ac-
cess to the American lumber market,
we must not pay too ‘dearly for the
privilege. It is feared that Sir Wilfrid
Laurier may value so highly the freedom
of the American market for Canadian
lumber that he will ngt hesitate to throw
in mickel matte and pulp.wood along
with saw logs as an exchange for free
lumber. He must be warned against
committing any such blunder. uacn of
the articles we have enumerated must
stand or fall by itself. We must not mix
up nickel with spruce or lumber. The
pulp industry has only got a fair start
in its career. 1t will yet develop into as
great an industry as that of lumber.
Pulp will be used not only for making
paper, but all manner of articles, Qur
doors, floors, sheating and different
articles of wooden ware will ere long
be moulded from pulp. By grinding l}»gs
icto pulp we can utilize every pound of
every suitable tree in the forest. "There
is no waste. The pulp moulding prss
will gradually supplant the saw mill and
placing machine. We must bear this
faot in mind, and must not commit the
blunder of “throwing in” free pulp wood
in addition to free saw logs in order to
sccﬁre free lumber. 7The pulp industry
has a great future ahead of it. It will
scon rank not far beh'md lumber itself,
and may in time surpass it. Sir Wilfrid
must not sacrifice it in his desire ita se-
cure free lumber.

The only concession we should giv
iw exchange for free lumber is free saw
log=.

* The only concession we should give_ in
exchange for free pulp wood is free pulp
and free paper.

As for pickel we should make no deal

at all, We should reserve and exercise
our mghts to prohibit its export, except
as pure nickel and ‘to otherwise dehl
with it as the future may suggest.

OVERCROWDING ON THE CARS,

Mr, Keating says that the way to stop
| overcrowding on the street cars is to pre-
vent people boarding such cams as are
crowded and make them wait for the
next car. His theory presupposes that
the ‘mext car” is not crowded. DBut as
a matter of fact the *next car” is
generally as crowded as the one ahéad.
At the time when the crowding is at
its worst, the cars are all loaded to
their utmost capacity. It is absurd for
Mr. Keating -to propose any such a
remedy < for overcrowding. ‘L'he only
reniedy for the evil is the employment of
a lafger numbér of cars to carry the
people. More seating capacity is what
is required, and that can be secured only
by providing more cars. We have by no
means reached the minimum headway
under which the cars may be run, If it
were a faet that all the cars possible
were being used on the streets, then
the way to abate the nuisance of:over-
crowding would not be to make the
peuple wait for the next car, but to lay
out new routes. to relieve the traffic on
the crowded ones, Has the time not gr-
rived when the proposed Wilton-avenue
route should be proceeded with and
another to Parkdale via Front-street?

CANADA, AMERICA AND ENGLAND,

From The Wolverhampton (England) Ex-
press and Star: An article which has much
weight, and exceptional interest for us in
this country, appears in The Toronto

World, just to hand, eounding a warning
note to Canada in the present situauou.
The World professes to see grave danger 1o |
the maionul existence of Canada jn the *‘ex- '
pausion” policy of the United States, and
the article d4s a.warning to the colony, and
an exhoftation to join in a pollcr for main- |
taining Canada as a free and independent
portion of the American continent. In.
view of the visit to Wolverhampton to-mor-
row of the 'Colonial Secretary, and the faci
that his is expected to treat of for-
-éign politics, with possibly or probably a
reference to our relations with America, the
following extract from the article in ques-
tion has pecullar Interest:

Unless Canadidns are fully alive to the
situation and speak out in no uncertain
way, they will suddenly find themselves
between a gra lgg annexation move-
ment In the U’l:?t States, having for
its end the domination of the whole con-
tinent, and a great party in England
prepared to make almost any sacrifices
to the United States in cons deration of
some kind of support of England in her
radte with Russia, France and other
European powers. We are sorry to note
that many English statesmen are think-
ing more of an Anglo-American alliance
or good understanding with our neigh-
bors than of a federation of the Mother
Country and her daughter states—col-
onies we no longer are. Mr, Chamber-
lain found time to spend weeks in the
States, but not a day in Canada. The
Amerfcan ambassador at London seems
to be nearest to the Chlef Secretary for
Forelgn Affairs. The fatted calf ls be-
ing killed for the prodigal returned, and
Canada 1s being asked to supply the
veal! And the wayward one has a mar-
vellously capacious digestion, y ]
Canada, we are safe in saying, need fear

no half-hearted, week-kneed-policy on he
part of the Mother Country towards her
“‘daughter states.”” We are rightly enam-
oured of Anglo-American aillance prospec.s,
and the cordial feeling of sympathy and
oneness of Interest and aim so pronounced
between the two great egctions of those
who k the English tongue. But it will
not blind us to the claims upon us and tha
responsibilities resting with us towards our
Canadian brothers. Canada’s loyalty has
beén, and s, an object-lesson to the world,
and gland is not likely to forget it, nor
allow our relations with ber and the other
Colonfal dependencies, which fill so large a
place in the might of the British Empire, to
suffer by our Increasing friendship with-the
United Stales. The World asserts that
“Canada it was that first created the ldea
of the solidfication of the Mother Country
and her daughter states. Canadians have
contributed more to the thought on thig
question than any other portion of the Em-
pire. .Canadlans have monde sacrifices io
this end. dnd are prepared fo make more.
But no more, say we, in face of how things
are moving to-day.” A speech of rather
violent “expansive’” views, and conveying
distinet designs upon Canada by the United
States, is quoted as having been made In
the presence of the Presxident, without a
rebuke from his lips, and the writer pro-
ceeds: “We are belng surrounded by them
(the Americans) on every side, and now
that thelr appetite has been whetted, as it
has been in the West Indies #nd Asia and
in the Paclfic Oca2an, their lending men are
beginning to express themselves openly In
favor of the annexation of Canada. . . .
We are nearer absorption than ever we
were., Do Canadians realize it?”’

We question it, very much. At the same
tiine a word of warn'ng to our stateem~n
may not do harm; for it would be d'sastrous
even to seem by our actlon to give a sem-
blance of foundation for the fears or the
jealousy of Canada. British policy should
avoid that at all cost. o

Edward Huntable, Lately Deceased,
Has Seen Toronto Turn From a
V_illaga to-a Metropolis.

HE SAID AS HE DIED, *I AM GLAD”

As a Valet He Had Travelled Much
=A Ploneer Settler in Ontario
—=Funeral To-Day.

In the death of Edward Huxtable of 819
Ouurlo-otreet, the city loses one of its
oldest inhabitants, who has seen it rise
from a village to a-wetropolis. My, Hus-
table was a splendid specimen of physical
manhood,” and he never knew awhat it was
to be sick. He prided himseif on being &
robust man, and hig boast was muade to
the last, v

About two months ago he felt himsef
getting old, and he went to bed. There

was no lllness of -any account, and he
simply wasted wway., Up to hald an hour
l‘:rent:;etlﬁi; de‘:th he dnnond bls pipe, and

end was dawning and it was
seen ,,tlull he would die,” he suid, *1 am

glad.’

Mr. Huktable was born in pevonshire,
Bng., 98 years ago, and came of a remark-
able family, His early days were spent
in travelling. As w servant to au fitled
personage, die went to the Alps, and saw
&is master accidentally killed waile in an
attempt to scale Mont Blane. Returaing
to England, he ugain set out as valet to
an earl, and Wwent through IKrance. At
that time, owlnﬁ. to the strained relations
tbetween HEugland and France, it was @
risky thing to attempt tc enter tne Ke-
pubiic., He had a passport, which contain-
ed o minute description. of the bearer. This
he possessed up to the time of his death.
His relutives clalm it is the only ome of
its kind in this country. After makiag
various tours through different countries,
he was married, andt a few years after-
wards came to Canada. That was in 1839,
and the time occupled in making vae trip
in a sailing boat was -eight weeks. ‘I'he
trip from Quebec to Scarboro in flat, open
?‘:_Iti took several weeks, and wasg adven-

ous, :

The family firsf settled in Woburn and
then moved to Secarboro, OMir, Huxtable
bought a jurge farm there, and up to 20
years ago worked it. The land had to be
cleared of stones and trees, and all this
he did himsélf. When provisions werd
needed, he came to Muddy Yorx sor them
fr 3 waggon drawn by oxen, and had to
cut his path both ways. Sinece coming to
Toronto, he had led a retired life, but up
to five years ago managed tffe arrange-
ments of his homestead. For 16 years he
had lived at the house in which he died,
in company with lis daughter Jennle,

He leaves four children, Mrs. R. les,
Wrs. Wiliam Cooper and William Hux-
table, who now resides at the family
homestend. Notwithstanding his great age,
Mr. Huxtable took a deep interest in all
progressive movements, and often said
that there was not a building standing in
Toronto that he had not seen go up. In
politics he wus a Conservative, and a fond
admirer of the late chleftain, B8ir John
Macdonald, He voted at every election for
his cholce, and at the big change when
the Conservatives went out of power he
thought that the country wue doomed and
he became disgusted.

The funeral will be held this morning
at 11 o'clock to St. Margaret's Cemetery
at Highiand Creek. Rev. A, H. Baldwin
of All Saints’ Church, of which deceased
was a member, will read the services at
the house and Rev. Mr. Walker will of-
ficlate at the grave. . .

CRITICISM OF GOLDWIN SMITH,

The Saturday Review Gives a Dig
at the Professor Who Lives
at “The Grange.”

Question of Indaction.

The Blectrician, delivering itself upon the
deliberations of the Physicai Society, says:
“We believe that the explanation will re-
solve itself into a simple question of capac-
ity and induction, and has not been observ-
od, stmply because the capacity has never
reached so high a wvalue on any previous
conductor, in which considerable alternating
currents bave been carried.” ;

Gigbert Kapp gives this as his de-
finition - of the .effect _of Induction
and  capacity most like to .be
grasped by the non-technical mind, viz.:
“The effect of self-induction and capacity
combined, is, broadly speaking, to produce
somewhere In the circuit a pressure higher
than was Intended.” 2

Mr. Swinburne, in his paper before the
Physical Socfety: sald, that in the absence
of exact knowledge of what happens, it Is
assumed that the effect depends upon the
relation of capacity to induction, and Aas
a sort of resonator action. He r ded
the connection of the step-up transformer
and system to the dynamo, as a_condenser
in the elreult, which causes exalted arma-
ture reaction, by delivery of its capacity
‘current at that ingtant when the position of
the armature 1s° 'such that it tends’ to
fstrengthen the flelds, thereby increasing the
pressure.

The Conditions Reproduced.

Prof. W. B. Ayrton, nvriting In The Elec-
triclan of Jan. g, 1891, shoaws diagramatic-
ally. an experiment. in which the Deptford-
London conditions avere reprod , am
reasons, from the result, that the mere
fact of the mains coinecting the step-up
transformers at point of generation to step-
down transformers at point of distriba-
tion, had capacity, was sufficlent to cause
the motential difference at London to. be
higher than at Deptford. * .

Messrs. Glazebrook, Kapp, [Fleming and
others endorse Prof. Agrwl. as against Mr.
Swinburne, and the phenomenon has been
ascribed to ‘‘resonance,” as against “arma-
ture reaction.” ¢

'?he Hamilton Conundrum,

Fditor World: While looking ' over your
fssue of wvesterday I noticed your articl2
from Hamilton headed “Who is able to ex-
plain??’ Although Secretary I’atterson mgn
the machinery s all 10ght, there ma e
a loop-hole in that. Perhaps the transform-
ers at the recelving end of the line bave n
higher ratio of transfommation than at the
generator. Agaln, if the current was suck-
ed fram the air, it could not be an altern-
ating current, the as is used on the
l'lna.l and, therefore,-fould not be in unison
with dt.

Firstly, as a recognized fact, electricity
cannot be carried on any cenductors with-
out a loss. just the same as in the carrfage
of any other substance, such as water In
pipes, through friction. In alternating cur-
ments there are two losses through resist-
ance and impedence, In the case of an al-
ternating current, the same as is used by
the Cataract Power Company, however,
conditions exist where the voltage may be-
come considerably higher than the dynamo
in different paris of the outside cireunit,
owing to what is called the capacity of the
line, which is the same as a condenser on a
medlical battery. The so-called capacity of
a circuft has a strange property, of neutral-
izing the effects of self-induction, and gives
rises to the phenomenon &known as reson-
ance. When the self-induction (eleatrie
inertia) and capacity (electric elasticity),
are in such proportions as to make the na-
tural perfod of the electric circulf, the same
as the alternating electro-motive force
(voltage), acting on the eircuit, the current
will surge to a much higher value than It
would have attained if the same electric
pressure had been employed in a cirenit
without the balance of the self-induction
and capacity., Now, a larger current Im-
plies a larger voltage at the same point of
the line, nvhich 1s probably the case which
the Cataract Power Company s experienc-
ing, Thomas Barnard.
