The Pontiff 
is lying on a small bed, drawn up to a 
window overlooking the piazza o' St- 
Peter's. The chamber is very large 
and draped with green curtains. The 
only picture In the room Is an antique 
madonna, and the sole ornament a 
great ivory crucifix.

of Sir Wilfrid Laurier. The evidence 
on the latter point is clear. The agent 
himself has boastingly said so. He 
writes letters upon stationery bearing

It is believed that the first ballot will 
be merely a test, in which nobody will 
be elected, but It will be used, to see 
which way the wind blows.

All these plans, especially those

Things 
might be pushed to such a point as to 
Induce a portion of the Italians from 
the provinces to ally with the foreign 
cardinals, in which case alone there 
might be a possibility of a foreign 
Pope. However, no French or Spanish 
cardinal could command the votes f f 
the German or English, or vice versa, 
so that if a foreign cardinal Is to he 
chosen, the most authoritative mem­
bers of the college think the only 
who could clbtaln the prescribed major­
ity Is Cardinal Gibbons.

In fact, he was not In bed 
when I went to the Vatican, but was seated 
In his usual armchair, where I am accus­
tomed to see him every time I visit the 
palace. He believes that the oppression 
ms chest and the accompanying difficulty of 
breathing are merely the results of extreme 
weakness. As soon as he saw me, H s 
Holiness repeatedly requested me to turn 
my attention to the best means of restor­
ing his strength, which, he said, wns all he 
required except a tittle fresh air. Now and 
then the Pope has recour.ve to his Inveterate 
habit of snufT-taking, saying that he tiuds 
it very refreshing.

Pontiff in Good Spirit».
“The weakness <>f the pat'.ent’s pulse nnd 

his short and Irregular breathing, gradually 
approaching to gasping, are the only exter­
nal symptoms of any serious nature, bat, as 
I said before, the Pope this morning was 
full of spirits and would not take 
view of Ms own case. When I 
Holiness said : ‘Come again snon. I will 
try to give you a better reception.’ ’’

During the aftermon the s rength of the 
Pontiff began to fad I him so rapidly, and 
his condition became so critical, ihat It 
appeared that only a few more hours of 
life remained to him. It was, therefore, 
deemed wise to advise Mm of his grave 
condition, and this wns done with tender 
precaution. Pope Leo was thus prepare 1 
for Ms last communion, which wns admin­
istered to-night with the partirlpstion of all 
the cardinals now In Rome and the whole 
of the Pontifical court.

New York, July 5.—The Sun's ||. All 
London correspondent cablets : The —— 

moment is Approaching when 
some power or combination of 
powers must call a halt to 
Russian aggression. The conviction 
Is rapidly growing that nothing but 
the stern certainty of war will check 
the unscrupulous policy of Muscovite 
aggrandizement. In other words, the 
Russian bluff must be called.

The question that has been most 
discussed in the past few days Is 
whether the needlessly provocative 
course pursued by Russian diplomacy 
against the United States,Great Britain 
and Japan is a blurt od a veiled chal­
lenge which a domestically distracted 
administration would like to see ac­
cepted. Some commentators confess 
themselves to be so much puzjfled 
that they cannot conceive the motive 
of the shrewd diplomatist»—and the 
Russians have always been past mast­
ers In this tone—in deliberately and 
unnecessarily farcing such a trium­
virate as America, Great Britain and 
Japan into a combination against 
them.

What European observers find hard­
est to understand Is the strange man­
ner of Count Cassini, the Russian 
Ambassador at Washington, In dealing 
with American public opinion. That 
he should in the first place have re­
lied upon non-existent American Ig­
norance may be accounted for as the 
mistake of a man who knows nothing 
of his audience. His ignorance be­
came mere stupidity, however, when 
he relied upon a tu quoque as a con­
ciliatory argument and assumed that 
an official denial disposes of a state­
ment. Count Cassini's reputation in 
the diplomatic world is so good that 
Europe is loth to believe that he has 
been guilty of a series of egregious 
blunders in the present case. How 
then can we account for a policy,
■wtrioh, In connection with Russian per­
fidy in Manchuria and the atrocities 
at Ktehenert, has destroyed American 
friendship? Recklessness and almost 
wanton offence seem to be character­
istics of such diplomacy, yet such 
qualities are the very opposite of those 
which have always marked Russian 
politics'—cynicism, boldness and un- 
scrupulousness—but not on the occa­
sion or' a dirent provocation to war.

It Is Impossible to believe seriously 
that Russia is prepared' to push her 
plan» In the Far East against the 
armed opposition of the three powers 
mentioned. Her very Indifference to 
consequences in the recent reckless de­
clarations is part of a game of blurt, 
in the opinion of the .beet observera 
on this side of the water. -It is true 
that the domestic condition of Russia 
to desperate. She Is trading on this 
also in giving the impression that 
sire would welcome war as a relief 
from the Infernal crisis. It is quite 
true that the Czar is not the master 
of his own dominion», but it is also 
true that Russia cannot be launched 
into a war of conquest without 
his consent. It would be necessary to 
repeat the tragedy et Belgrade In tit.
Petersburg before Russia could enter 
upon/ the campaign which her present 
policy threatens eo recklessly- 

Russia's treaty-breaking designs In 
the Far East will stop when some- 
power lays the sword across thee 
path—then, and not till then- There 
is still strong confidence tot St. Peters­
burg that no power will dare to take 
this decisive step. The Russian gov­
ernment expect» to continue to hec­
tor and menace with an impunity born 
of success until not only Manchuria, 
but Pekin itself Is gained.

There are indications that the time 
Is not far off when the Czar’s minis­
ters will be undeceived. Japan Is al­
ready with difficulty held In check.
There Is no appetite for war In this 
country, but already there Is strong 
exasperation over what Is denounced 
as the pusillanimity of the British 
Foreign Office. This is so extreme 
that one of the most loyal of Con- Specialties at 
servatlve journals exclaims fo-day :
“Our Foreign Office has, wherever 
Russia is concerned, lost the confi­
dence of the British people, and, we 
had almost written, the respect of 
Europe."

London, July 5.—Mr. Chamberlain's 
plunge for protective tariff makes a 
general election certain in October. 
The cabinet ls so hopelessly split upon 
his proposition that it could not meet 
parliament again.

The present strange political situa­
tion here is a tribute to the extraord­
inary personal influence of King Ed­
ward In political affairs- When it be­
came known that he earnestly desired 
that the Irish land bin should 
the dissensions in the Unionist cabinet 
and party were kept within bounds and 
were prevented from provoking an im­
mediate dissolution of parliament.

With tlje land bill enacted into law, 
the King expects that hie visit to Ire­
land will mark an epoch in the rela­
tions between the two countries.

Undoubtedly he will get a very en­
thusiastic reception, tho the leading 
Nationalist bodies, like the Dublin 
corporation, will not welcome him offi­
cially.

Meantime Mr. Chamberlain is putting 
forth every effort to capture the politi­
cal machine in view of the impending 
struggle. In many places he has suc­
ceeded, and free trade Unionists find 
themselves compelled to start an in­
dependent election organization. Altho 
Mr. Chamberlain has arrayed against 
him every living ex-Chance ior of the Ex 
chequer, and, with few exceptions, the 
most Influential and talented men in 
the Unionist party, the general expec­
tation is that eventually he will win. 
This will not be at the election now 
coming, but at the one succeeding 
that.
