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THE LONDON ELECTION.

By accepting an office of emolument
in the Dominion cabinet, Hon. C. 8.
Hyman automatically. relinquishes his
seat 4or London, and must go back to
that city for re-election. or. decide to
contest, some other constituency. He
has already made his choice, and will
ask his old supporters to re-endorse
hig course in parliament and the pol-
icy of the government which he sup-
ports. It would have’ been an act of
cowardide to seek a safe haven, and
he has done well in coming to the de-
cirion that he will ask the endorse-
ment of the people who gave him his
seat in parliament,

A sharp fight is certain. To allow
the seat to go by default at this time
would have been an act of the grossest
political folly. ' No one among the Con-
servatives appears to be willing to
come forward and assume the respon-
sibility of suggesting the re-election of
the minister by acclamation, altho
there has been some ftalk thata sécret
arrangement was entered into by
which London’s two cabinet ministers,
Hon. Adam Beck and Hon, C. 8. Hy-
man, should be unopposed. The Con-
servative party of Canada has advis-
ed gpposition to the minister, and a
convention will be held this week to
select a-candidate,

There can be no doubt that the occa-
sion demands the most active opposi-
tion to the reéturn of Hon. C. 8, Hy-
man, , The unfortunate eircumstance of
the death of Hon. James Sutherland,
his predecessor in  the office
of minister of public works,
has forced the Dominion gov-
ernment to make a test of public opin-
fon on the bills now bheforé parlia-
ment, conferring a measure of auton-
omy upon the two new provinces carvy-
ed ‘out of the Northwest Territories,
and the result in London, and North
Oxford as well, will indicate the tem-
per of the people of Ontario. We be-
lleve ths people of Ontario are over-
whelmingly opposed to the educational
clauses of the autonomy bills, and the
result of the pending by-elections will
show whether this is true or not.

In the London contest, an attempt
will bé made by the Liberals to cast
aslde the main issue of coercion and
wage. @& fight on the one question of
the personal influence of their candi-
date to secwre some government fa-
vors for the city. This plea was at-
tempted in West Durham on behalf of
a cabinet minister, but it was unsug-
cessful, and there is more reason why
it should fail in London. The electors
of London will not be ready, we firmly
believe, to sell out their brethren in
the west, for the meére glory of being
the postoffice address of a full-fledged
cabinet minister, with a trunkful of
patronage,

Coercign or complete autonomy must
be the issue on which the people will
divide in the struggle that is just be-
ginning. The whole strength of an ag-
gressive and powerful political organiz-
ation will be hurled against the oppo-
sition candidate to crush him and pre-
vent the voice of the people being
heard, but if the Conservatives and in-
dependent Liberals are true to them-
selves and to their principles, all the
forces that can be arrayed on the side
of coercion will avail nothing. .

London and North Oxford have a
duty to pérform in this crisis of our
affairs, . By the strength of their pro-
test against interference with the edu-
cational liberties of the new provinces,
they can compel a halt in the present
course of the Laurier government,
which proposes to thrust upon Alberta
and Saskatchewan a system of non-
national and sectarian schools.

And tho none but duly qualifiel
medical practitioners are permitted Lo
practice, they claim the right to empioy
persons ' authorized to administer th»
treatment expounded by Mrs.Eddy and
to pay them. It is plain enough that if
arguments of thig kind are to be ad-
mitted merely because Christian ¥ei-
eénce teneéts aremd ae matterg of con-
scientious belief, public health and &ll
other regulations affecting the treat-

ment of the sick and injured are use-|

lesg ad should be withdrawn. But jif
théy are held to be necéssary and in
the public interest, then they must be
strictly enforced irrespective of any
contrary belief, however conscientious |
it may be.

There is another side to this questjon,
The state, in the case of children and
persongs who, from temporary or per
manent cauges, are incapable of decid-
ing for themselves, is not only entitied
but bound to insist upon the provision
of qualified medical attendance, Neég-
lect to provide the necessifies of life,
where that s a legal duty, is an offence
under all systems of enlightened juris-
prudence and a professed disbelief in
their efficacy, however conscientious,
is surely not a lawful excuse for the
omiggion to supply them. The state
camiot be expected to do more than
adopt the best advice available at the
time, and g ¢eftainly not bound to
change its atfitude on account of the
vagarieg of individual opinion. Tenets
such as those held by the followers of
Mrs., Baker Eddy are a standing mea-
ace to the community and no sentl-
mental comidg{ﬂ’ttﬁm should be allow-
ed to stand between the state and ils
public duty.

GLOBE ABANDONS FIGHT.

The Globe commends the utterances
of Prof. Baird on the Northwest school
question. Dr. Baird accepts the re-
vised educational clauses as ‘‘a rea-
sonable séttlement,” and The Globe
hastens to adopt this view in the pious
belief that “Canada cannot be gov-
erned on any basis other than com-
promise.”

Thus the chief organ of the Liberal
party in Ontario, standing in the sha-

The
investigation had been allowed to hang
fire until council had forced the may-
or's hand. The board was determined
to have the transference,and had work-
ed to bring it about in a manner not
creditable to some of the members.
The report of the board was charged
with poison in every word. There had
been an attempg. to blacken the char-
acter. of Mr. Jones, Ald., Dunn wound
up with an appeal that the street com-
missioner be given a free hand for a
term of three months or six months.
Then if he did not prove eapable Ald.
Dunn would be one of the first to vote
for a transfer.

Mr. Jones had been practically head
of the depurtment right along, declar-
ed Controller Hubbard, who had de-
preciatory remarks to make about the
“‘ancient methods” revealed in the mea-
suring .of the city's lumber. The citi-
zens would support the change., Ald.
Jones also spoke of the remarkable
capacity for active work of Dr. Sheard
as his reason for supporting the move.

Ambitious Cleveland.
(From The Brooklyn Eagle.)

Civic pride is strong in America, but
while it has hitherto run principally
to boasts of figures in population and
industries, an artistic pride has blos-
somed in the municipal breast, and
Cleveland promis¢s to be known as a
leader in esthetic municipal works.

The so-called “group plan” in Cleve-
land will, when consummated, surpass
the Palais Royal in Paris and the fa-
mous vista at Versailles.. The Chamber
of Commerce is taking an active in-
terest in the work and already scores
of buildings have been razed to make
way for the proposed structures. ¥or
nearly two years plans for the consum-
mation of the group idea have been
under consideration.

The principal features decided upon
are as follows: Two public buildings
to be located on the lake front. A
new county building standing further
back on the proposed arcade; the fed-
eral building on Superior-street; a new
city hall, a library and other public
buildings forming an esplanade. Sev-
eral hundred forest trees are to be
planted and a half score of fountains
will grace the parkway opening on
the lake. The present plan is really
not an individual one, but rather the
outcome of a score of plans which
have been suggested. It is probable
that the full realization of the pro-
ject may take a decade or more, but

its ultimate consummation is assured.

More than one hundred buildings,
including some of seven and eight stor-
eys in height, have been torn down,
1Gmding is steadily progressing, and
the pew postoffice and other buildings
are well under way. Clevelan@ pro-
poses to spend nearly $7,000,000 in per-
fecting the plan and all bonds for im-
mediate necessities have been author-|
ized. The purchase of property con-

“In the direction of Changtu on May
20, a force of the enemy made a detour
to the easterm height at Santaokoun,
and from the vicinity of a coal mine
ten miles east of Changtu, commenced
a bombardment. Subsequently another
Russian force advanced from the east
ern side of the village, but they were
repulsed. Another mixed force of the
enemy entered Erhshihlipao,where they
set fire to the village and retreated. A
body of the enemy’s cavairy, dismount-
ed, attacked Tangshed on the morning
of May 20. After two hours the enemy
retreated in disorder, abandoning 300
men killed and wounded.”

Russia Must Crawl.

Tokio, April 27.—(Correspondence of
the Associated Press.)—Count Okuma,
former premier and minister of foreign
affairs, in a recent’ interview, said:

“Should Russia ask for peace Wwe
shall insist on an unconditional armis-
tic, and whea the negotiations are
opened we shall rquire Russia to re-
turn Manchuria to China, recognize
our suzerainty over Corea, cede Sakha-
lin to us. remove permanently the for-
tificationg of Vladivostock and p: an
indemnity of at least two billion yen
($1,000,000,000). Such liberal terms will
afford no occasion for intervention. The
scene of hostilitieg in Manchuria being
without any special interest to the
powexrs, none of them will be prompted
to take action to stop the war. On the
contrary, the war is affording a lucta-
tive trade to some of them in supply-
ing materials for war.”

Tokio, May 22.—It is reported that a
junk filled with Russian officers has
been 'captured. It ‘is° ‘presumeqd that
they were makinjg a reconnaissance
from Vladivostock.

Apparently Lax Methods by Which
Valuable Stones Are Handled by
Firm’s Employes to Blame:

New York, May 22.—Every diamond
dealer in ‘the world has been notified
of the loss by the Tiffany firm of sev-
era] of the greatest and most valuable
stones in this country, and the police of
every civilized country are at présent
¢ngaged in the search for the stones
and the thief. The robbery occurred
on May 4, but since that time no trace
nor clue has developed which would
give the slightest lead in discovering
the thief or recovering the stones,

This much only is known: the robbery
was “‘an inside job.” In other words,
the robbery was committed by some one
employed in the great building at No.
15 Union Square, in which the Tiffany
firm is housed.

The best men at police headquarters
in this city have been at work on the
case since May 4, but without develop-
ing any information of the slightest
value. The Pinkertons have Set their
best men at work and have sent a num-
ber of them to Europe to cover the great
diamond centres at Paris, London and
Antwerp . The Tiffany firm has also
sent the best gem expert in the estab-
lishment to Europe, on a faint clue,
pointing to one of the great diamond
markets.

In importance, the robbery outranks
any other of the past three decades in
this city, as the value of the stolen
stones is set at between $60,000 and
$70,000,

Each stone is so well known, however,
that should they be sold in their present
form there is not the slightest doubt
that they would be recognized at once,

Not ithe Excelsiors.

It was denied yesterday that the
gems that were stolen were the famous
Excelsior diamonds, cut from the great
Jagersfontein stone, bought in South
Africa some time ago by the Tiffany
firm and by them recut into ten pearl-
shaped stones,

Four of these dlamonds were sold last
winter and are accounted for on ‘the
beoks of the firm, The other six are in
the safe of the firm and will be on sale
to-day, disposing of the theory that
these were the stones stolen.

Just what gems were taken could not
he learned in any way yesterday, but it
is known they were gems of the great-
est value, and as famous in Europe as
in this country. ‘

It is known that an employe of th2
place is suspected, as no other could
have had access to the room from
which the stones were stolen. Every
clerk or employe who could have been
implicated in any way {8 undep arrest.

A conference was held a week ago by
the various members of the firra, In-
spector O’Brien, head of the detective
bureau, and Robert O. Pinkerton.

This was the first time the robbery
was made known to the police, and this
act of itself indicated that the Tiffany
firm had lost all hope of recovering the
diamonds in the establishment.

Office Boys Handle Millions.

It was ascertdined  yesterday that
there is no checking system in Tiffany’s,
and that millions of dollars worth of
diamonds worthy of places in kingly
gl;owns are sent back and forth by office

yS. ’

All these office boys -and others en-
gaged in handling the gems are caged
within a wire enclosure, however; and
the possibility of any of the gems being
taken from this cage has never been
regarded as worthy of consideration.

The work of cutting stones in the
Tiffany establishment is done entirely
on the fifth floor. Hére an employe
who has been with the firm for thirty
years, a man nam ed McDowell, has
three machines which he operates., He
is enclosed by a wire grating with a
runway 25 feet long, leading to the main
office on this floor. In the main office
is located the safe in which the gems
are kept at night, or while not being
handled by the cutter. Each morning
the stones upon which he is en
are sent to him by one of the office
boys.

z Only a Mental Record.

‘When he has any assistants he par-
cels out the day’s work, distributing
the stones to be cut or mounted. The
gems are carried to him along the run-
way, and there is no record kept of
them except a menta] one,

The man who sends the stones to him
is responsible for them, and each night
when the work of the day is over he
sends one of the boys to geti the stones
from the cutter, in order to place them
in the safe.

Expectoration, he continued, caused
it to spread more than anything clse.
It the whole of the expectoration could
be destroyed at one’ WHoment the dis-
ease would be stamped out. Spitting
must be stopped by public opinion and
by punishment.

Regarding sanatoria Sir William de-
clared: that they had been discredited
by people expecting too much of them,
but that they were neverthelesg ihe
principal means of curing disease.

At presmat they were only for the
rich, but they should be made availa-
ble for the poor.

After the Earl of Derby had declared
that light and air would do more good
than the most skilful attendance and
treatment or the most careful concoc-
tion and nauseous drugs; Sir James
Crichton Browne gave it as his opinion
that the better feeding of school-
ohildrenn  would diminish the disease
in the poor districts.

- He laughed at the theory that con-
sumption was incurable.

In 1902, he said, the disease claimed
50,000 victims, as against 57,000 in 1892
and 67,000 in 1883, This reduction had
been brought about in spite of the in-
crease of population and the over-
crowding of cities,

DISINTERRED LUTHER'S BONES.

]l\'lllel"l Orders Disoheyed by Anxe-
ious ‘Churchmen.

Berlin, May 22,—The public. has just
learned with some surprise that the
mortal remains of Martin Luther were

disturbed a few years ago.

When the Schloss-Kirche in Witten-
berg was renovated by orders of Em-
peror Willlam 1. gsearch was made un-
der the altar for the coffing containing
the bodies of the great reformers. Mar-
tin Luther and Philip Melancthon,
which were supposed to lie there,

Melancthon’s coffin was actually
found, but the old emperor, on beiug
informed of the discovery, gave strict
orders that nothing should be touched
and no further investigation was made.
The work of renovation proceeded slow-
ly and was not completed when the
present emperor ascended the throne.

Before the church was reopened two
men, impelled with the desire to Enow
whether there was any truth in thae
old legend that Luther's enemies had
disinterred his remains and reburied
them in a neighboring unconsecrated
field, disobeyed the orders given by
the old emperaor. One Sunday morning,
early in the year 1892, the architect
who had carried out the rebuilding of
ithe church locked himself up in it
with the sacristan, and the two Jdeter-
mined to dig until they came across
Luther’'s coffin, or convinced themselveg
that it wag not there at all,

Their labor was not in vain, for they
found Luther’'s coffin. The latter had
almost rotted away, but the reformer’'s
bones were laid in perfect order and
were still in a fairly good state of pre-
servation.
